While label promotion departments have

traditionally been concerned with crossing records

from black radio over to Top 40 formats, a “reverse”

crossover trend has developed in recent years as

pop acts such as the Bee Gees, Rod Stewart, K.C. &

The Sunshine Band, Dan Hartman, Toto, Linda

Ronstadt, Rickie Lee Jones, the Doobie Brothers

and Hall & Oates, among others, have been heard

with increasing frequency on black radio. The most

recent example of this trend is Columbia recording

artist Kenny Loggins, whose “This Is It” single is

bulleting this week on the Cash Box Black Contem-

porary chart.

Besides exposing Loggins’ music to a wide

audience of potential new record buyers, the

willingness of black program directors to include a

broader spectrum of sounds is helping to break

down the traditional fallacy that what works on Top

40 radio will not work on black radio, and vice versa.

Nothing could be further from the truth, as more and

more artists — including the Commodores, Chic,

Captain & Tennille, Cher and Prince — have

demonstrated recently.

The programmer at a black station where

Loggins’ single enjoys hot rotation explained he ad-

ded the single because it was good, it fit the station’s

style and it satisfied the station’s core audience. He

said that when deciding what material to program

for the station’s format, he closes his eyes, and

listens to the music — that’s all.

The programmer went on to say that if Top 40 sta-

tion programmers applied the same philosophy to

making up their playlists, a lot more good music

would be heard. We certainly agree.

U.S. Classical LP Business

CANNES — The 14th annual MIDEM
festival launched itself into the new decade
last week with 5,500 participants
representing 1,350 companies converging

here to hammer out a viable future.

Attendees from all over the globe
descended upon the small town in southern

France to buy and sell music, exchange
ideas, make new contracts, perpetuate old

ones and generally help in molding a

prosperous future for the international

music industry as a whole.

Despite the doom and gloom of

recessionary forces currently afflicting the

industry, the overall mood was optimistic,

yet basically realistic. Some belt-tightening

was evident among the British and
American faction, with a drop in numbers of

attendees as compared to last year, though

as a balance, the rise in number of German
participants reflected a prospering market
in that part of the world.

In his opening remarks to the festival,

Bernard Chevry, MIDEM commissioner
general said, “MIDEM is more indispen-

sable than ever. I believe that it should be
oriented towards the extension of the inter-

national market, so that new openings
counterbalance the slowing down of home
markets. Many companies now study how a

new product will sell outside their country

before launching it at home.”
More Markets

The impetus of the event was definitely

more international than ever, reflecting a

greater global market awareness, with

countries such as Angola, India, Bulgaria,

Monaco and Iceland fitting in with the more
firmly established markets amongst the 38
nations present.

judgement filed by five of the six remaining
defendants in the suit.

In a 23-page opinion handed down
nearly five years after the initial filing by
Charles and Jane Zoslaw (dba Marin
Music Centre), wherein it w&$ claimed that

major distributor organizations had gran-
ted preferential pricing and promotional
allowances to their large chain customers
at the expense of the small independent
retailer, Judge R.F. Peckham of the U.S.

District Court for the Northern District of

California found that the plaintiffs “have not

produced any competent evidence from
which it could be inferred that the alleged

violations occurred.”

If Judge Peckham had ruled against

defendants WEA, Polygram, MCA, MTS
Corp., parent company of the Tower chain,

and Doug Robertson Advertising, Tower’s
agency, the case would have then gone to

jury trial. (The last remaining defendant,
ABC Inc., has not filed a motion under Rule
56 of the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.)
The original Federal Court litigation

alleged illegal price discrimination against a
number of record and tape manufacturers,
their distributors and certain of their retail

customers in violation of the Robinson-
Patman Act. Plaintiffs also charged, in the

January 1975 complaint, a conspiracy to

Grant supported by his eight-piece front

line orchestra. Grant’s next album,
“Genocide,” on his own Ice Records Label,

was highlighted in pieces, as was the
significance and importance of reggae
music.

(Incidently, the consensus of thought
and feeling about disco music at this year
MIDEM festival was not that disco has gone
to it’s grave, but that it had merely laid down
next to other popular music forms, with its

own viable market.)

This years Lawyers’s meeting, an annual
MIDEM forum which aims to bring lawyers
from all over the world together to ex-

restrain trade in violation of the Sherman
Act.

In early 1976 the Zoslaws filed an amen-
ded complaint adding new defendants and
increasing the amount of damages sought.
The plaintiffs amended their complaint a

second time to include alleged conspiracy
to discriminate under the Sherman Act in

October 1976, after JudgeG.B. Harris ruled

in favor of several of the defendants’ mo-
tions to quash the Robinson-Patman
claims.

Injunction Denied
In March 1977 the court denied the plain-

tiffs’ preliminary injunction motion against

the alleged discriminations (Cash Box,
March 26, 1977).

The Marin Music Centre went out of

business in May 1977. The plaintiffs told the

court they were forced to close due to con-
tinuing inequitable practices in the Bay

FCC Rules That
RKO Unqualified
To Hold Licenses

WASHINGTON — The Federal Com-
munications Commission (FCC) has ruled

that RKO General is not qualified to hold

radio and television stations. The commis-
sion cited improper conduct by RKO’s
parent company, General Tire & Rubber,

which has admitted bribery of foreign of-

ficials, illegal political contributions in the

U.S. and inadequate record keeping (Cash

Box, Aug. 9).

The decision, which was a result of a

challenge to RKO’s license for WNAC-
TV/Boston, will force the company to im-

mediately give up WOR-TV/New York and
KHJ-TV/Los Angeles, as well as WNAC-TV.
Challenges to the WOR and KHJ licenses

were pending before the FCC until a deci-

sion was reached on the WNAC case.

The FCC’s ruling could eventually force

RKO to dispose of its 13 other AM, FM and
television stations.

By a 4-3 vote, the FCC ruled that General

Tire & Rubber’s misconduct was "so exten-

sive and serious” that the commission
could not be sure that RKO could be
“trusted to operate in a manner consistent

with FCC standards.”

McCartney’s Arrest And Detention In

Japan Sparks Worldwide Response

Matsushita Bows
Videodisc Player

LOS ANGELES — In a move that will add
fuel to the heated race for videodisc market
share, Matsushita Industrial Company Ltd.

of Japan has abandoned developmental
work on its videodisc system and will

market the VHD (video high density)

videodisc player developed by its sub-
sidiary company, Japanese Victor Co. Ltd.

(JVC).

Both companies decided that, after com-
paritive analysis, both videodisc systems
had reached the point of commercial
viability with reliability and mass produc-
tion capabilities assured. Taking into ac-

count the confusion that competing VHS
and Beta video recording formats have
caused among consumers, the Ministry of

International Trade and Industry of Japan
has long recommended videodisc standar-

dization by Japanese manufacturers. The
decision by the two companies to standar-

dize was welcomed and commended by the

MITI.

Matsushita’s decision leaves three
videodisc systems competing for

worldwide acceptance: Phillips/MCA/IBM
optical tracking pickup system; RCA
groove guided capacitance system; and the

JVC electro-tracking capacitance system.

The JVC VHD player utilizes a grooveiess

disc revolving at 900 RPM containing video,

audio and tracking information embedded
in capacitance pits. Due to the absence of

grooves the pickup electrode moves freely

over the entire disc, allowing for random
access, still frame and variable speed
capabilities.

Although the availability of stereo
playback capability was not mentioned in

the Matsushita announcement, the VHD
system is believed to be capable of playing

back digitally recorded audio information.

A major advantage of the VHD system is

that discs can be manufactured in conven-
tional audio disc pressing plants.

Matsushita did not reveal marketing
specifics but did indicate that production

was dependant on the adoption of the VHD
system by the majority of Japanese elec-

tronic manufacturers. While specific pric-

ing and software agreements were not

revealed, Matsushita indicated that pric-

ing of the player would be competitive with

that of the rival RCA system.

LOS ANGELES — The top selling product
for 1979 in 19 categories will be recognized
by the National Association of Record
Merchandisers (NARM) at its 22nd annual
convention, scheduled for March in Las
Vegas. Leading the list of nominees is WEA
product with 15, followed by CBS-related
product with 12 and PolyGram-related
product with ten.

Nominees for NARM’s best seller awards
were determined by preliminary question-
naires sent to NARM members, and win-

ners will be selected by ballots distributed

to all regular member retailers, rack job-

bers and one-stops.

The NARM best seller awards are based
exclusively on number of units sold during
the calendar year.

Winners will be announced at the awards
banquet at the NARM convention, March
26, at the MGM Grand Hotel in Las Vegas.

four for his “Kenny” and “The Gambler”
LPs and Casablanca recording artist

Donna Summer garnered three nomina-
tions for her “Bad Girls” LP.

His record of

this thing is absolutely clean now.”
Eastman, McCartney’s father-in-law,

added that the recording artist, who was
named by the Guiness Book of Records last

year as the “most honored composer and
performer in music,” was on his way home
to Sussex, England “to rest and recover”

from his ordeal.

McCartney was forced to cancel a plan-

ned 1 1 -date concert tour of Japan with his

group Wings after his arrest and suose-

BMI Wins Round In

TV Suit Vs. CBS
NEW YORK — In a new development in

CBS’ ten-year-old suit against BMI, which
relates to the licensing of music on network
television, the Federal District Court in New
York has granted BMI's motion to have the

interim fee payable by CBS to BM! in-

creased from $1.7 million per year to $2.6

million per year, effective Jan. 1, 1980.

The CBS suit commenced in 1969 and
reached the U.S. Supreme Court in 1979.

The High Court has sent the case back to

the U.S. Court of Appeals for further

proceedings. No further action has been
taken by the Court of Appeals thus far.

In his opinion, Judge Lasker noted the

despite the sound condition of its classical

catalog. Decca lost about $4.5 million in the
first half of its current fiscal year and faces
heavy losses in the second half.

The classical operations of London
Records, Decca’s American subsidiary, will

be absorbed into Polygram Classics. No
decision has been announced regarding
the status of London’s pop catalog.

Chrysalis recording group Blondie has
been a trendsetting band for quite some
time. The New York based-sextet, con-
sidered one of the most commercial new
rock bands, was also the first group to put
together a video album and to wed new
wave/pop stylings with disco.

While the band first received national at-

tention with “Denis,” a single from 1977’s
“Plastic Letters” LP, it wasn’t until the
“Parallel Lines” LP in 1978 and the dis-

co/pop “Heart Of Glass” single that the
band’s career really began to take off.

“Parallel Lines” is still on the Cash Box
album chart after 72 weeks, and its suc-
cessor, “Eat To The Beat,” rose to #14. The
group’s recent single, “Dreaming,” also

fared well as it made it into the Top 20 on the
Pop Singles chart.

The band consists of sultry lead singer

Deborah Harry (who many still believe to be
Blondie), guitaristChrisStein, lead guitarist

Frank Infante, keyboard player Jimmy
Destri, bassist Nigel Harrison and drummer
Clem Burke.

The band has always carried the
punk/new wave moniker because Blondie
was nurtured on the New York club scene at

such notorious hangouts as CBGB’s and
Max’s Kansas City. Although its image may
have been fashionably English Mod, with

some of their songs lyrically outrageous,
the band now takes offense at the punk
connection.

“Originally, everybody thought we were
punk, which is just one part of the new
wave. New wave really refers to just a time
period, where a lot of younger artists were
coming up and experimenting with new
music. There are a lot of negative elements
in punk rock which we have always tried to

avoid,” reflected Chris Stein.

Although the band takes offense at the

punk labelling, one cannot deny the pop
art, Andy Warhol influence on the band.
The New York art scene has affected the

music of other musical peers such as The
Talking Heads and Television, but it is es-

pecially in evidence on Blondie’s “Eat To
The Beat” video album.

Joe Sun
Joe Sun’s route to a recording contract

wasn’t the most direct, but along the

winding path he managed to pick up quite a

bit of useful information about the

business; and most important, he has put

that knowledge to work for him.

Sun recently released his second album
and his fourth single on Ovation, which

continued the habit of the first three by

promptly making its way into the Top 30 of

Cash Box Country Singles chart. Johnny
Cash has called Sun “the greatest new
talent I’ve heard in 20 years.” His chart

success seems to be proving Cash right.

Born and raised in Rochester, Minn.,

Sun began his extended stay in the music
business as a disc jockey, spinning records

in Minneapolis, and later in Key West, Fla.

Those years bdhind the mike gave Sun a

firm foundation on which to build his own
recording career. According to Sun, he

spent hours analyzing records and songs,

trying to discover the formula that makes
hit records.

"I think the most important thing about a

record is the song itself — the feeling in the

song," noted Sun, who has labeled his

music "blues/country.” “I look for a song to

be one of realness, one that is truthful. I

look for a song that when I hear it, I get a

shiver or some kind of physical or

emotional response.”

Sun pinpointed just what style of music
he was most comfortable with after bearing

Mickey Newberry’s first single, ”^re My
Thoughts With You,” which had been
recorded in Nashville. Sun determined

Nashville was for him and set out to

become a recording artist.

But it wasn’t as easy as it sounded. He
soon discovered that to succeed as an ar-

tist, one must grasp not only the music, but

the music business. Adding yet another

dimension to his knowledge of the

business, Sun became a record promoter
with London Records in Nashville. He spent

the next three years absorbing the

business, getting to know Nashville’s Music
Row, and becoming a cracker jack
promoter.

In 1975, Sun unearthed an old friend, a

man who would come to have a great deal

to do with his recording career. The man
was Brian Fisher, who was working with the

fledging Ovation label. Fisher was in

Nashville doing a spec album on The Ken-
dalls, a group he had just signed, and he in-

vited Sun to listen to the recorded material.

“So I went out and heard it and just flip-

ped over it,” Sun recalled. “I started work-

ing promotion for them after that.”

While Sun was in promotion, he con-

tinued to work on his singing and to hit the

streets in search of the right material, for in

the back of his mind, that was still the

avenue he wanted to pursue. When he
found three songs he liked, he went into the

studio and cut a demo. On the strength of

those songs and with the help of buddy
Brian Fisher, Sun landed a recording deal

with Ovation.

Two albums and four Top 30 songs later,

Sun and Fisher are still together. According
to Sun, Fisher is the perfect foil for his am-
bitious, go-ahead attitude; or as he puts it,

“It’s sort of like I’m the wild horse running

and Brian’s got the reins and he sort of

tightens them on me every now and then.”

Sun and his band Shotgun are currently

on a national tour with the Oak Ridge Boys,

and will soon be taking their show to

Europe.

Journey’s Manager Takes
Care Of Growing Business

Jess Roden
In a musical career spanning fifteen

years, Island recording artist Jess Roden
has worked in a wide variety of vocal styles.

Moving through phases influenced by the

Beatles, pure blues, Motown R&B, folk-

rock and the pop/jazz mode of his latest LP,

"Stonechaser,” Roden has never been shy

about switching forms. "I’ve made all dif-

ferent kinds of records,” he says, “and I've

been fortunate that my record company
has pretty much allowed me to do what I've

wanted to do, although I haven’t had huge
successes. I don’t think a lot of artists in my
position get that chance."

Born in the English midlands town of

Kedderminster in 1949, Roden formed his

first band, The Shake Down Sound, when
he was fifteen. “Our goal was to be as

grubby as possible, we played the mostfar-

out blues songs that we could find,” is how
Roden recalls his early days in Bir-

mingham. During that time, the British

blues renaissance, led by the Rolling

Stones and Graham Bond, was burgeoning
in London, and young Roden headed for

the capital where he joined the Alan Brown
Soul Band as lead singer.

The Bown band was a professional step
up for Roden, exposing him to heavy show
touring and his first taste of recording.

Drawing heavily on the sound of Otis
Redding, James Brown and Sam & Dave,
the Bown band was a big crowd pleaser
when the Spencer Davis Group, featuring

Stevie Winwood, was a top attraction on the
same club circuit. Roden frequently jam-
med onstage with the future leader of T raf-

fic, began to make friends on the London
scene, and sang back-up on the Who's
classic “Magic Bus.”

Looking for a change, Jess formed his

own band, Bronco, in 1969, adding rhythm
guitar to his stage act. “Bronco was mostly

acoustic light rock," says Jess of the band.

Bronco was beginning to achieve success
when it was shattered by a road accident

that spared Roden, but seriously injured

several band members.

Back in London, he found a band of

veteran musicians and “hit the road in

England and Europe.” The Jess Roden
Band was a popular live act on both sides of

the Channel and made three records

before disbanding over stylistic dif-

ferences. Jess, at this point, wanted “the

opportunity to do jazz kind of things."

He moved to New York in 1977 and
recorded “The Player Not The Game,”
which he describes as “something you’d

play around eleven o’clock at night, slow

and light-voiced, jazz-tinged ballads.”

Roden says that “Stonechaser” was con-

ceived in a similar vein, but was transfor-

med into a more uptempo product because
“it didn’t seem like the right thing to be mak-
ing another record like that.” Roden credits

songwriter John Cartwright, who penned
Jess’ favorite song, “Bird of Harlem,” and
producers Leon Pendarvis and Joel Dorn

with changing his thinking on the album's

direction.

Jess wrote “Brand New Start” and “One
World/One People” for the “Stonechaser”

LP, and he plans to do most of his own
songwriting in the future. Already in the can

is an album’s worth of self-written tunes

which Roden describes as “different, more
like electronic rock and roll.” He hopes to

tour with the new' material in April with an

already set band.

So our

situation was that on the one hand, Colum-
bia was not moving on signing the group,

and on the other hand, we couldn't shop the

group elsewhere because Greg was tied to

the label through his Santana contract. So
in 1974, 1 decided to create a touring situa-

tion for the band, as if the tours were sup-
porting the release of new hit albums. I

called in every favor that was owed me, I

coerced promoters into hooking the group
with headliners like Steely Dan, and by the

time the Columbia contract was signed, we
were already established as a band that

could move tickets. ”

To this day, that ability remains the

band's commercial strength, and Herbert
points out that, despite the multi-platinum

sales figure for Journey’s albums, it is

“beneath what we’ve grossed in tickets.”

Herbert has been equally effective in

parlaying Journey’s success as a touring

operation into other successful divisions of

Nightmare, Inc. There are the more con-

ventional corporate divisions, like the firm’s

publishing arms (Weed High Nightmare

This awards show also marks the first

time an artist will be honored in the jazz-

fusion category, where Benson, who was
last year’s winner for best R&B perfor-

mance by a male, is nominated and will

perform music from the album “Livin’ In-

side Your Love."

All artists will perform the music for

which they’ve been nominated.

new PolyGram Classics division, “German-

based firms will preside over at least 50% of

the world’s classical record production and

may be in a strong position to devour shaky

American record companies.”

If a commitment to classical music can

be measured by the number of records

released by a label, then it does appear that

there has been some retrenchment by the

U.S. majors. RCA Red Seal, which released

six or seven albums a month over a ten-

month period last year, will be issuing an

average of four albums a month during

1980; and of these releases, only two or

three will be operas. (RCA’s major opera

project, the Salzburg production of “The

Magic Flute” with Cotrubas, Tappy, Busch,

Talvela and the Vienna Philharmonic under

James Levine, will probably not be out until

early in 1981.) And, according to Raoul

Montano, general manager of Angel

Records, the label will release about 10%
fewer albums this year than it did in 1979.

On the other hand, not all of the labels

are cutting back on releases. Columbia
Masterworks, for example, plans to issue

approximately 80 full-line recordings this

year, compared to 82 in 1979. And Simon
Schmidt said that there will be more
Odyssey budget releases in 1980 than

there were last year.

Ups And Downs
Regardless of how their labels looked in

this numbers game, the executives strongly

affirmed their companies’ support for

classical recording and denied that the

current economic crunch would diminish

that commitment. “Labels have their ups
and downs,” commented Montano.
“Sometimes you’re riding so high that

nothing you can do is wrong; sometimes
times catch up with you, so you slow down
for a number of reasons. And that’s why
sometimes you curtail releases or try to ef-

fect some economy.
“The whole record business is not in as

good shape as it should be — and the

classics are never considered as important

as pop, because we can’t compete with

them. So any recession will affect us a little

bit more than the pop ... If you want to take

a good look at this thing, you have to con-

sider it over a span of five or ten years. But

in a year you can’t, because in a year so

many things happen.”

Schmidt, similarly, preferred to take a

long-range view of the problems in the

classical record business. He pointed out

that he had been brought in last summer to

run Masterworks because CBS “wanted
somebody with long experience in running

a business, somebody who doesn’t get

frightened by occurrences in the market
over three, four, or five months.” He added
that the U.S. classical musical industry had
heen the victim of “the easiest way of

getting out of a panic — by reducing inven-

tory,” and that retailers had reacted blindly

to the sales slowdown when they returned

much of their classical inventory.

Schmidt also offered another proof of

CBS’ commitment to the classics. He noted

that, before he was appointed head of

worldwide classical operations,
“Masterworks was having administrative

problems to the extent that it was not under

a unified command — meaning the

marketing aspects as well as the artists and
the recording aspects.” The fact that the

worldwide organization is headquartered in

New York, Schmidt said, shows that CBS
still views the U.S. as major center for

classical recording. "We wouldn't have

done this if we had had the intention of mov-
ing the bulk of our artistic activities into a

different country. Air travel is frightfully ex-

pensive.”

Accountability

In Davis’ article, Schmidt was portrayed

as a “new breed” of classical executive who
was primarily concerned with maintaining

the profitability of his label. Taking excep-

tion to this view, Schmidt remarked, “In my
whole philosophy, the single most impor-

tant component is the artist. So, whatever

our activities will be, the accent is not on

finance and accounting; it’s in what we can

do and what we can’t afford to do, consider-

ing economic influences and costs.

Because, as a division of CBS, we are ac-

countable for our activities on a worldwide

basis.”

A remarkably similar viewpoint was ex-

pressed by Tom Shepard, division vice

president of A&R for RCA Red Seal, who
has been on the American classical scene

much longer than Schmidt. “We’re not in

the age of the Esterhazy’s anymore,” he

said. “There’s not a lot of private money for

the arts. There’s government support now
— from the NEA and so forth — but that

money does not filter down to profit-

making corporations. We can’t receive that

kind of money. Therefore, we’re expected

to at least pay our own way.

“I suspect there was a time during the

earlier days of Red Seal when there was no

mandate to make a profit, when this was
much more the personal pride of General

Sarnoff. That was another era. We are ex-

pected to pay our own way, we have paid

our own way, and I think we will continue to

do so.”

‘Gioconda’ Flap

According to Shepard, the recording of

“La Gioconda,” based on the Met produc-

tion, “was never a firm project.” Originally,

he continued, RCA had estimated the cost

of recording the opera at $200,000, with

contingency funds totalling an extra $25,-

000. Then the value of the dollar slipped

further, and the British musicians union

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RCA Records’ Income
In ‘Severe Decline’

NEW YORK — Although the RCA Corp. had

record sales and earnings in 1979, income
for the RCA Records division experienced

“a severe decline” during the year, ac-

cording to a company statement. RCA at-

tributed this condition to “an industry slow-

down" that produced large record returns.

RCA Corp.’s earnings for 1979 rose to

$283.8 million from $278.4 million in 1978.

Sales rose to $7.45 billion from $6.6 billion.

The corporation’s net income for the

three months ended Dec. 31, 1979 fell to

$70.1 million from $75.2 million in the

corresponding period of 1978. Salesforthe

fourth quarter rose to $1.98 billion from

$1.85 billion a year earlier.

According to RCA Chairman Edgar H.

Griffiths, earnings for the fourth quarter

and for the year were "adversely affected

by large increases in expenditures” for

company-funded research and develop-

ment, and for the SelectaVision videodisk

system, which the company will market in

the first quarter of 1981.

Earlier this month, RCA announced that

it had licensed CBS Inc. to manufacture

and distribute SelectaVision videodisk

records (Cash Box, Jan. 19). The move,

which allows both companies to manufac-

ture the same kind of disks, is viewed by

RCA as a major step in the establishment of

its disk as the industry standard.

WHEN A SOPRANO MEETS A PIANO — Sidney Bechet/Mar-
tial Solal — Inner City 1C 7008 —- Producer: Not listed — List:

Inner City’s Jazz Legacy series — originally produced in

France during the ’50s — has yielded many gems, but none are

as profound as this meeting of tribal elder Bechet and post-pop
pianist Solal. The pre-New Orleans fervor of Bechet’s soprano
blends perfectly with the streamlined rhythms and inflections of

Solal and drum innovator Kenny Clarke on a set of great
melodies, like “Jeepers Creepers,” “The Man I Love," “All Of
Me” and “It Don’t Mean A Thing.” No generation gap here —
Bechet is an eternal modernist.

Trumpeter Lee Morgan combined the harmonic and

rhythmic facility of Dizzy Gillespie, Fats Navarro and Clifford

Brown with a sweet and sour tone, earthy swing and tremen-
dous emotional content. Had he lived he might have been at the

forefront of creative crossover, as illustrated by the seminal
funky jazz of “Fathead” and “Mumbo Jumbo." Accompanied by
a typical Blue Note dream team (Cedar Walton, Ron Carter, Billy

Higgins), Morgan also proves himself a great ballad player (“I’ll

Never Be The Same”) and a bold articulate modernist (“Sonic
Boom”).
AIN’T IT SO — Ray Charles — Atlantic SD 19251 — Producer:

“Ain’t it So” is a delight, Ray Charles’ best album in years, and
should serve to remind listeners how many of the familiar pop-
ular forms coming out of their radios have been influenced by
this genius. Charles transforms unlikely chestnuts like “Some
Enchanted Evening” (gospel hustle), Manilow’s “One Of These
Days” (MOR heaven) and “Blues In The Night."

JAZZABUM PICKS

ON JAZZ
BACK ON THE SCENE — A vital figure associated with big band music, Gil Evans,
retimed to the performance scene recently, playing duets with Lee Konitz at Greene
Street. One of the most gifted orchestrators in jazz, Evans has enlivened musical
settings from Claude Thornhill to Miles Davis with unusual voicings and instrumenta-

tions. Since he was forced to disband his revolutionary '70s orchestra, Gil has been in-

visible on the New York scene, and he has been sorely missed. But as Gil told Cash Box,

he’s been relatively active on the European concert circuit. “In 1978 I worked in Europe
with an eight-piece group and a nine-piece group, and we did an album from the sum-
mer tour for an Italian label called Horo; I haven't even heard it yet because they never
sent me a copy, but I understand it’s available in the stores here. And a British jazz

society gave us some money to go over

there and play six times in England; I

recorded an album over there with a 1 2-

piece group — three trumpets, three

saxophones, French horn, tuba and
rhythm — that came out on British RCA.
It’s really nice, and I'm going to try and
get them to release it over here." Why is

it that he can’t perform his large ensem-
ble music in America, he was asked?
“Well, you know the answer to that,”

Evans said. “I can't work in America
because another kind of music is

promoted here.” The artist also noted

that the economics of recording are an

obstacle for him, at least in the U.S. “You
know, they always expect jazz musi-

cians to just come in and bang out an
album without any preparation. We
didn't even have any rehearsal time for

the album with Miles. 'Sketches of Spain’ and ‘Porgy and Bess’ were both done in 12

hours with no rehearsal time.” But for Gil's recent appearance at Greene Street, he put

in eight hours a day for two weeks, working out roles and picking the right material. The
result was an elegant, witty music of orchestral dimensions, full of timbral subtlety and
glistening counterpoint. Greene Street owner Tony Goldman urged the diners and
drinkers to be quiet for the music, but little urging was needed. The room itself was
cavernous and warm; with high ceilings and potted plants it reminded one of a Soho
Copacabana. "Yeah, it's a nice club. All the smoke goes straight up to the top. It’s great

to be able to breathe and play.” Artists House recorded both nights for a possible

album, but Evans and Konitz may be going into the studio, too. The pair will be heading
to Europe in March to play with the Rome Radio Orchestra and to perform in Paris, and
Gil is eager to start working around in the States as well. “I’m taking ak offers," he
asserts, and the best one so far is two nights at the subsidized Public Theatre (Feb. 8 &

9) with his big band . . .

VINYL PIPELINE — Inner City Records continues to search out and record young
musicians that fall somewhere between rock, funk and jazz. David Pritchard, a Pat

Metheny-influenced guitarist, gives us “City Dreams” with stalwart assistance from

Freddie Hubbard, Patrice Rushen and Chester Thompson; Keith Slane shows the

possibilities of the guitar-synthesizer on “Star Captain;” keyboardist Jeff Lorber makes
further explorations of electric funk and saxophone music on the “Jeff Lorber Fusion,”

and singer-keyboardist Judy Roberts features a floating mix of Latin and rock on her

self-titled debut. More in the tradition are trumpeter-singer Jerry Rush’s “Rush Hour”
with guest artists Joe Henderson and Billy Higgins, while pianist Walter Norris and
bassist Aladar Pege team up for acoustic duets on “Synchrosity” . . . Black Saint

This pack of London town louts hit the FM airwaves hard last

year with its “Homicide” single, and “The Biggest Prize In

Sport” brings even more of that muscle punk sound than was
defined with the debut LP. The band’s singing has improved im-

mensely, and vocalist Nick Cash is right up there with the great

shouters of the new wave. This is catchy, commercial and loud

new wave rock for AOR. Prime cuts include “Inside Out,” “Boys
In The Gang” and “Found Out Too Late."

PRISONER OF THE SKY — Rafe Van Hoy — MCA-3207 —
Producers: Ron Chancey and Don Gant — List: 7.98

Rafe Van Hoy serves up pop and A/C music country style on

his debut LP. Van Hoy will alternately remind listeners of

rockers like Poco and balladeers like David Gates during the

course of the album, but he proves that he has his own distinct

pop style by album’s end. “If You Don’t Know By Now,” “What’s

Forever For” and the title cut are the highlights on this

refreshing and mellow first outing.

Area which favored such chains as Tower
and the Wherehouse.

Finally, in November 1977 plaintiffs filed

a third amended complaint and alleged a

horizontal conspiracy against the indepen-

dent retailer. Plaintiffs’ damage demands
soared to $9.4 million from approximately

$400,000 when the action was originally

filed. The civil suit was reassigned to Judge
Peckham in July 1978.

Settlements between the Zoslaws and
some of the defendants, including Capitol

Records and Integrity Entertainment Corp.,

parent company of the Wherehouse chain,

were reached during the five-year legal

dispute.

In ruling that the court would not permit

plaintiffs to go to trial based on the allega-

tions in their complaint, Judge Peckham
dismissed all charges against the defen-

dants saying that the Zoslaws had failed to

establish both “factual” and “legal" support

for their claims.

While noting that the plaintiffs had been

admonished on previous occasions for

their careless attention to detail in filing a

“massive set of opposition papers," Judge
Peckham blasted their responses to mo-
tions for summary judgement as “blatantly

inadequate under the governing rules.”

According to the judge’s opinion, "We
will not permit plaintiffs to go to trial on the

basis of the allegations in their complaint,

coupled with the hope that something can

be developed at trial in the way of support

for the allegations.”

Judge Peckham was equally critical of

plaintiffs' evidence in support of their price

discrimination and restraint of trade claims

under the Robinson-Patman and Sherman
Acts.

For example, in discussing the plaintiffs’

allegations of conspiracy to restrain trade,

he pointed out that “retail prices fell and the

number of competing retailers rose" during

the time of the alleged conspiracy.

“In contrast to the plaintiffs’ allegations of

conspiracy in restraint of trade, the only

plausible inference from the record is that

defendants acted in response to competi-
tion and in a manner intended to meet com-
petition," said Judge Peckham.

Similarly, he dismissed the plaintiffs’

claims that the manufacturer/distributor

defendants agreed to price discrimination,

saying “we find no evidence of such agree-

ments. Rather, we see in the record exam-
ples of competitive pricing.”

No Monopoly
Judge Peckham characterized plaintiffs’

charge that Tower had monopolized the

retail trade in the Bay Area as “crude” and
“haphazard.” Upon analysis of the
monopoly theory, he concluded, “We are

not impressed by plaintiffs' almost wholly

undocumented recharacterization of the

allegations of the complaint.

“The charge that MTS-Tower is liable for

attempted monopolization is also fatally

flawed.”

Concluding his remarks on the case,

Judge Peckham noted, “This is a case in

which the operators of an unsuccessful
business invoke the antitrust laws in order

to recoup losses inflicted by stiff competi-
tion. However, the antitrust laws protect

competition and not competitors.”

Defendant representatives contacted by

Cash Box unanimously praised Judge
Peckham’s decision, with some pointing

out that the ruling was particularly signifi-

portant L.A. gig of his career (a triumphant SRO performance at the 18,000 seat Forum
in Inglewood), he was back in the trenches. Petty has not forgotten his small club roots
and his gift to the L.A. fans was a hastily announced Whisky show the day of the gig (Jan.

21). While the date had been rumored all weekend, it was not official until noon on Jan
21

,
since Petty had been suffering from an attack of tonsilitis, which had caused him to

postpone a Santa Barbara performance on Jan 19. However, at 10 p.m., a recuperated
Petty and his spirited Heartbreakers gave the kids (many of whom had been waiting in

line since 1 1 p.m. the previous evening) their true rock ‘n’ roll gratitude. Petty stuck to

his normal set for the first half of the show, but after the lights went out for the second
part of the 2Vi hour show, everyone in the sweaty little club realized thatthe evening was
going to be one of those rare ones of true rock perfection. Petty opened the second part
of the show with an old skeleton, “Luna,” one of his most mysterious and haunting
tunes, and the show was 4/4 explosion from then on. The gaunt, blond rock star in-

cluded all of his classic cover tunes in the encore, Eddie Cochran’s “Something Else."

“Dave Clark’s “Any Way You Want It,” “Wilson Pickett’s “Shout," Bobby Fuller’s “I

Fought The Law” and The Animals’ “Don’t Bring Me Down.” Petty has turned into the

(disguised as a review of “Living In The U.S.A.”) to Lester Bang’s expert summation of

Van Morrison’s “Astral Weeks." Bangs
goes as far as to compare the Morrison
work to a passage of poetry by
Frederico Lorca. Other highlights in the

book include Robert Cristagau’s syn-

opsis of “Too Much Too Soon” by punk

Japan had elicited considerable response
from around the world. “We have been
getting 10-15 letters and telegrams, as well

as 10 or more phone calls, per day concer-

ning the case,” said the Japanese Em-
bassy’s Saiki. “Most of them are
demanding that Japanese authorities

release him immediately. But our embassy
in London is having an even harder time

than we are.”

‘Free Paul’ Movements
Some radio stations across the U.S.

began “Free Paul” campaigns last week
and the program director of one station, Bill

Nosal of WCCC-FM in Hartford, Conn.,

went into a recording studio to cut a song

dedicated to McCartney entitled “Don’tClip

His Wings, Let Him Fly." Other stations,

such as KLOS-FM in Los Angeles, took a

more cautious approach to the situation,

using it instead as an example to listeners

of the hazards involved in carrying drugs

abroad.

“Our position on the whole thing has

been that Paul McCartney is an inter-

nationally known figure and we’re using his

present case to make people aware of the

stiff laws for bringing drugs into other coun-

tries,” said KLOS program director Da-

mien. “A lot of people have misconstrued

what we are doing as condoning
(McCartney’s) actions and as a result we’ve

had several angry callers.”

Overall Response
However, Damien added that the overall

response from listeners had generally been
one of support for McCartney and that the

station had received “250 pieces of mail

since the start of this thing.”

Retail Action Grows
McCartney’s situation had also spurred

retail action somewhat on both Wings and
Beatles catalog in certain parts of the coun-

try. “What I’ve noticed in particular is that

‘Wings’ Greatest Hits’ and ‘London Town’

has been selling very well within the past

week,” said Nancy Heinrich, buyer for

Peaches Records in Indianapolis. "And
people from other Peaches outlets who
knew that we were sitting on some of

McCartney's albums have been calling us

to fill their demand."
Marshall Lawhon, buyer for Tower

Records in San Francisco, said, “There has

been little or no increase in sales of

McCartney's solo LPs or Wings catalog but

sales have almost doubled on the Beatles'

catalog within the past week or two."

Some buyers found it hard to obtain cer-

tain product in the McCartney/Wings
catalog since Capitol Records,
McCartney’s former label, had deleted five

of his albums last year. “If nothing else, the

availability of much of Wings’ catalog has

been real sparse,” said Mike Clark, buyer

for Lieberman Enterprises in St. Louis.

“Beatles sales have always been consisten-

tly good but, they haven’t increased that

much."
Although there was some speculation

that the recording artist’s present label

here, Columbia, would be releasing

another Wings album in early spring of this

year, Greg Geller, head of east coast A&R
for the label, indicated that “although there

was some talk about demos for a new single

being made prior to his trip to Japan, as far

as I know they were unfinished. If he had an

album ready, that would be news to me."

News At MIDEM
Overseas, McCartney’s situation was

perhaps the hottest topic of discussion at

MIDEM in Cannes, where Mike McGear, the

singer’s brother, and Wings guitarist Denny
Laine were both questioned heavily during

separate press conferences.

In Japan, debate and speculation on the

drug bust rose to a fever pitch. "Rumors
continue to abound on whether or not

McCartney was the victim of a set-up," said

PDs See Lack Of New Talent
In ‘Personality’ Radio Trend

by Mark Albert

In a recent Cash Box survey (Dec. 15,

1979), many program directors agreed that

personality radio is making a comeback to-

day. More time — particularly in the critical

morning and afternoon drives — is being
devoted to filling the airwaves with per-

sonality in addition to music and news. This

is especially true of Top 40 AM stations,

who now find themselves competing with

FM formats that have successfully
penetrated the market by offering more
and varied types of music.

However, there now appears to be a

serious dearth of fresh new talent for this

emerging trend. As the demand for radio

personalities grows, programmers are

finding it harder and harder to come up with

new talent to fill the gap. Cash Box has con-
ducted a follow-up survey to determine the

extent and causes of this problem.

Century Realigns,

Drops Nat’l PD

LOS ANGELES — Century Broadcasting

has no immediate plans of replacing Bob
Burch, who recently resigned as national

program director. Century vice president

and director of operations Shelly Grafman
said, “We’re not going to fill the position of

national program director. This will place

each PD in a more autonomous situation

and will allow them to exercise their own
responsibilities in the station’s functions.”

Although Grafman noted that he will

oversee the operations to a small extent,

the absence of a national program director

will certainly increase the overall produc-

tivity of each PD.

John Duncan, recently named PD at

WABX/Detroit, was a primary supporter of

Burch, however he readily welcomes the

change. “It was okay for Century to be a

homogenous unit a few years ago,” Duncan
said, "but today, it is more important for a

station to be independent in its own market.

“When you have a national PD, some
programmers have a tendency of leaning

on them too much and choose not to make
the major decisions,” Duncan explained.

"We’re all going to have to be more aware of

the overall picture in our markets, be more
creative and ultimately increase the

productivity of our stations.”

In addition to the departure of Burch,

there have also been personnel changes at

some of the Century owned and operated
AOR FMs. Rick Bailis, who has been with

KSHE/St. Louis for three-and-a-half years,

was promoted to music director. Bailis will

be working closely with Grafman, who was

LOS ANGELES — “There is a definite lack

of the type of talent we would like at this sta-

tion,” said John Gehron, program director

at WLS/Chicago, one of the nation’s most
powerful radio stations. “Medium and small

markets now have a different way of doing

things— more AOR, which means less talk-

ing. So new people have learned the

mechanics well, but their training is not

conducive to personality orientation.”

With the growing trend towards per-

sonality radio, it was interesting to note that

many programmers in the major markets

agreed with Gehron that well-trained per-

sonalities are a rare commodity today. The
traditional talent pool provided by the

secondary and tertiary markets and the

more recent rise of college and commercial
programs to teach radio methods seem to

have fallen behind in the training of new
personalities for the major markets.

Most programmers felt that many of

those working their way through the

smaller markets have lost the patience and
perserverence to sustain the long range

goal of making it to the “big time.” Years

ago, before the proliferation of formal

broadcast schools and comprehensive
college programs with more commercially

oriented on-campus stations, ambitious

persons simply “hung around” a station,

hoping to do just about anything to help out.

The intent, of course, was to observe,

learn and hopefully get a chance to perform

and “get a foot in the door.” Times are dif-

ferent.

Things Have Changed
“Logistics have changed,” commented

Jeff Salgo, program director at KMJC/San
Diego. “Radio is more isolated from the

public now. The ability to communicate with

the public is being lost, and it’s just not

desirable to have people hanging around

anymore.”
With the additional unstable atmosphere

caused by constantly rising prices and the

fierce competition for ratings, the viability

of secondary and tertiary markets as train-

ing grounds for the majors has been
strained further.

"The internal politics of the large market

stations and consultants have helped to

close the doors on many young creative

people," said Pat Martin, program director

at WSPT/Stevens Point. “Medium and
smaller markets are more aware of ratings

and that added pressure hinders program-
mers who would like to spend more time

training their people.”

This lack of time to train new talent has

also been affected by the frustration felt by

many of the smaller market stations that

train talent only to see the person move on
at the first opportunity.

Bowen claims that if the record is

released, the “market value of said perfor-

mances will be severely lessened.”

Producer’s Hobby May Bring Grammy
NASHVILLE — Dr. Charles Wolfe, a

professor of English at Middle Tennessee
State University, is not your average record

producer, yet he has a Grammy nomination

for producing “Laughing Your Blues
Away,” a compilation of material from

Country Music Hall of Famer Uncle Dave
Macon, much of it previously unreleased.

Record producing is more an avocation

with Wolfe. A scholar with an intense in-

terest in country music, especially the

pioneers in the field, Wolfe has produced
about 25 records, mostly folk and
bluegrass recordings and many dealing

with newly discovered tapes of old perfor-

mers. His album on Uncle Dave, produced
for Thunder Records, came as a result of

the extensive research he has done on Un-

cle Dave, including numerous articles and
several books.

Wolfe found the old records and

transcriptions of Macon’s in an attic at his

home near Murfreesboro, Tenn. Remaster-
ing was a problem due to the quality, but on

the second time, he got the sound he

desired and then pressed the records. Ac-

cording to Wolfe, “The Uncle Dave record is

selling more than any other record I've

done."

Uncle Dave, who began his performing

career in country music at the age of 50,

died in 1951.

“Smaller market management doesn’t

take students as seriously as it used to,”

said John Young, program director at

Z93/Atlanta. “Once people get good
enough, they want to leave for greener

pastures. Because of that, training and

developing just doesn't seem to be worth it

to the PD.

“it’s a vicious cycle,” Young added,

“because so many kids tell me that nobody

would take the time to teach them anything

or talk to them and explain their mistakes or

give them a pat on the back when they

deserve it.”

This lack of on-the-job training has been

further aggravated by the low budgets of

the smaller markets. “There are openings

in smaller markets,” said Ron McKay,

music director at WKIX/Raleigh, N.C., “but

many of the stations have had to employ

automation because jocks simply don’t

want to work for wages that barely keep

their heads above water."

Inflation and a tightening of market con-

ditions have also served to restrict the job

market by making the more experienced

talent less mobile than before. Steve

Sesterhenn, music director at

KFMD/Dubuque, Iowa, pointed out that

“there may be a shifting of programmers

around the country, but most of the jocks,

realizing that the job situation is tight, are

not moving around as much as they used

to, especially in the large and medium
markets.”

Drake Method Challenged

Some of the programmers felt that the

prevalence of the Drake methodology has

impeded the development of personalities.

One of the dominant philosophies in radio

for the last several years, Drake’s “Boss

radio” concept — commercials, jingles and

music, with a de-emphasis on content —
has stunted the growth of many budding

personalities, programmers contend.

“The idea of just reading off of cards and

playing the songs can certainly lessen the

creativity in an individual, who can even-

tually become frustrated,” explained Steve

York, music director at 14Q/Worcester,

Mass. “Radio has possibly become so

specialized and clinical that the kids just

really don’t know what to do anymore."

This sentiment was echoed by John Gor-

man, program director at WMMS/
Cleveland, who said, “I’m always looking

for someone who is fresh and exciting,

regardless of age. If there is talent there, it is

my responsibility to help them. However,

there are too many kids that can only read

off cards and are missing content or per-

sonality.

In addition, according to WLS’ Gehron,

the Drake method has not only altered

training philosophies, it has altered the

public’s expectations from radio.

‘Long-Lasting Effect’

“The Drake methodology has had a long-

lasting effect,” Gehron explained. “The

listener is conditioned that the primary

reason to listen to the radio is to hear music.

If they hear anything but music, they just

turn it off. However, now they’re beginning

to want personalities.”

However, pointing to the Drake method

did not get unanimous agreement in the

radio community. According to John Sher-

man, program director at KJRB/Spokane,
“The northwest did not succumb to the

Drake method as much as the rest of the

country. The perception of radio here is

more personality oriented.”

“As far as placing the blame on Bill Drake

and a methodology that worked ten years

ago, it’s ridiculous," Z93’s Young said. “You

can’t blame one person for everything. It’s

been enough time now that we should have

seen this coming and taken steps to correct

it. It boils down to a program director

teaching young people correctly and
changing with the times.”

Thus, according to a number of

programmers, much of the problem with

the current lack of talent can be traced to

the programmers themselves. “There is

talent out there,” said Brady McGraw,
program director at WSGA/Z102/Savan-
nah, Ga. “but you have to be willing to

groom and shape that talent.”

WKIX' McKay, KMJC’s Salgo, WMMS’
Gorman and WLS’ Gehron all agreed, with

Gehron adding, “You have to be willing to

train people and accept their mistakes as

part of the training and developing
process.”

However, Gehron continued, “There is

always a lag when the industry has to catch

up to public demand. Until the smaller

markets adjust to that thinking and realize

how important they are, the larger markets

will be short of good talent.”

Some of the suggestions from program-

mers on how to improve instruction in-

cluded a greater use of air-checks as learn-

ing tools and closer relationships with

college programs. A number of program-

mers, for example, cited the “Radio

Bootleg” LPs produced by Jimi Fox on Mer-

cury Records as being an excellent source

for cross-sections of the most successful

personalities.

Co-op programs and internships with

colleges have worked well in the past. In ad-

dition, the National Association of Broad-

casters (NAB) has published an internship

booklet with guidelines on how to prepare

such a program.

“We’ve had interns before, and we’ve

hired some of them,” KJRB’s Sherman
pointed out. “The important thing to

remember is that it is the individual that

makes the difference. You don’t want an in-

tern just for tokenism."

“We’ve nobody to blame but ourselves,”

Z93’s Young concluded. “We shouldn’t be

so self-centered. If we can’t teach patience

and perseverence, then we are only blow-

ing an investment in our future.”

The FCC first ruled against RKO ow-

nership of WNAC in July (Cash Box, Aug.

4). However, following a presentation of

arguments by proponents and opponents

of RKO’s license renewal, the Broadcast

Bureau of the FCC ruled in RKO’s favor in

October (Cash Box, Oct. 13).

At that time, the Broadcast Bureau ruled

that General Tire & Rubber’s payoffs were

unrelated to broadcasting and did not af-

fect WNAC-TV or the Boston station’s

ability to serve the public.

In its defense, RKO had argued that its

only possible wrongdoing involved barter-

ing commercial time for goods and ser-

vices. However, RKO contended, such ac-

tivities had not been shown to be improper

and that such bartering was a “widespread

and customary industry practice.”

In addition, RKO argued that punishing

the broadcasting chain for the parent com-
pany’s wrongdoings would be “inap-

propriate and violative of due process.”

RKO has said that losing its Boston sta-

tion would jeopardize its entire broadcast

properties, worth in excess of $300 million.

I Heartbreakers

THE FORUM, L. A. — There are few things

more satisfying than seeing a band that has

worked long and hard receive the acclaim it

deserves. In the case of Tom Petty and the

Heartbreakers’ recent show at the Forum, it

was almost tearfully moving. Petty and the

band have been working at perfecting their

brand of simple spirited rock ’n’ roll since

the early ’70s, and the SRO gig at the caver-

nous 18,000 seat arena was more than

proof that the fivesome has been awarded

its just due.

Petty and the Heartbreakers’ two-hour

show did not build with intensity, it was
sheer peak performance all the way
through. Theadoring crowd, many of whom
brought flowers, gave Petty the kind of

reception that few people receive. Petty

had to stop several times during the perfor-

mance to calm the frenzied fans.

Opening the show with “Shadow Of A
Doubt (

A Complex Kid)” and moving into

the bouncy “Anything That’s Rock ‘n’ Roll”

and the snarling “Fooled Again ( I Don’t Like

It)”, Petty displayed that he is more than just

an assured pop star, but a total performer.

His subtle, anxious moves and occasional

blurts of excitement had everyone in the

house awaiting his next surge of rock ‘n’ roll

energy.

Old standards like “Breakdown", “Cry To

Me” and “Shout” have become moments of

theater for Petty, and his overly dramatic

movements during these songs are almost

as amusing as the music itself.

The Heartbreakers have also grown as a

performing unit. The band, (guitarist Mike

Cambell, drummer Stan Lynch, bassist Ron
Blair and keyboardist Benmont Tench)

delivers a spare, spirited brand of rock ‘n’

roll that is somewhat reminiscent of Free

and supplies the perfect background for

Petty’s songs about teen frustration and the

highs and lows of young love.

While there were many highpoints in the

show, frantic versions of “Too Much Ain’t

Enough” and “Refugee," the encores were

the icing on the cake. The thin rock star’s

Wilson Pickett impersonation on “Shout"

and his nifty version of Dave Clark's “Any

Way You Want It” especially stood out. The

traditional “Route 66” and “I Fought The

Law" dosed the show that affirmed Petty’s

status in the rock elite. marc cetner

Stanley Clarke/

George Duke

DOROTHY CHANDLER PAVILION, L.A. —
Kicking off The Jazz Series here on the eve

of the new decade, two of the premier

craftsmen of contemporary jazz fusion,

Stanley Clarke and George Duke, pooled

both their talents and groups in an ear-

shattering jam that took on more of a

rock/funk flavor as the night progressed.

The two units alternately took the stage

for solo selections, such as Clarke and

company's rendition of Chick Corea's

“Hymn Of The Seventh Galaxy” from

Return To Forever's classic "Light As A
Feather” LP and Duke’s “I Want You For

Myself” from his current “Master Of The
Game" LP. Unfortunately, when the two

bands did join forces, the result was more

often than not an example of sonic

overload, eliminating any subtleties with

cacophonous arrangements.

Duke’s own set also suffered from the

use of the many tired stage props that he

has been hauling around for the past two

tours. Although they provided some diver-

sion from the less-than-adequate playing

jpd sound mix, his flashing light “saber”

and translucent blinking sphere merely

supplanted theatrics for good music.

However, there were cries of “Dukey Stick”

heard throughout the night and Duke didn't

let the audience down as he played some
masterful jazz/funk riffs on his custom-

designed string/keyboard instrument.

Clarke fared somewhat better in his

heavily rock-oriented numbers, adeptly

trading runs with lead guitarist Charles

“Icarus” Johnson on such best-known

originals as “Rock And Roll Jelly.” Resplen-

dent in black cape, leathers and boots, and

playing a bass that was lowered from the

ceiling, Clarke also appeared to be sub-

stituting flash for substance.

Only on a joint finale of Duke's “Reach

For It" did the two players and their respec-

tive bands rouse the crowd from their seats.

And whilethere were several fine individual

performances throughout the night, such

as Sheila Escovedo on congas for Duke's

band and Johnson’s superb guitar work for

Clarke, many in the audience left with

aching eardrums and unsatisfied expecta-

tions.

June Kuramoto’s work on the koto, plus

husband Dan’s accompaniment on the

shakuhachi (Japanese bamboo flute),

provided areal highlight on “Kokoro"; while

vocalists Teri Kusumoto and Jess Acuna

brightened the evening with “Roomful Of

Mirrors" and “Never, Ever", respectively.

Bassist Dane Matsumura, drummer
Danny Yamamoto and Mori kept a solid

rhythm throughout, providing a strong bot-

tom end that kept the show moving at an

even pace.

Encore was “Cruisin' J Town," a local

favorite for years, and by the time the band

out by stations to the music licensing

societies' pool, distributed predominantly
to makers of the very type of music we
abhor," Bie stated. Of ASCAP’s 400,000 ti-

tles, only 1,000 are considered usable by
the religious programmers.
Tom Harvey, of WBCH in Philadelphia,

an active member of the committee,
declared that “99% of the ASCAP/BMI pool
is best described as a cesspool.” Harvey
said religious broadcasters are forced to

buy “filthy music that talks about drugs and
sex ... in albums with naked women on the

covers.”

Although the Supreme Court last year
upheld ASCAP and BMI’s blanket licensing

arrangements as not being a violation of

anti-trust laws and not constituting
monopolistic practices, NRB sees the deci-

sion as potentially helpful in their case. The
high courj said blanket licenses may be
found unacceptable as they relate to cer-

tain classes of broadcasters— so far an un-
tried loophole for the religious stations.

To date, ASCAP has filed over 20 law-

suits against religious stations around the

country that have failed to pay license fees.

Alleged illegal use of songs by gospel star

Bill Gaither account for “over half” of those
suits, according to Bie.

Music is an increasingly important in-

gredient in the mix for winning Christian

radio audiences. That was the theme of a

standing-room-only workshop, where the

need to draw bigger ratings was backed by
some unflattering statistics.

Arbitron radio surveys include ratings on
154 stations with fulltime religious formats
and 75 part-time religious stations. But only

4.5 million people — just 2% of the U.S.

population — listen to these stations. That
translates to 16,000 teens and 59,000
adults during the average quarter-hour.

This, according to panelist Craig
Hodgson, director of CBS Radio, is “much
too small a head count for us to be proud
of.”

Religious broadcasting is one of the
fastest growing formats with one new radio
station starting up each week— and the ad-
vice NRB members got at the workshop
was specialized.

“We must stop trying to be so MOR, try-

ing to please everybody,” said Hodgson.
The biggest trend is toward more contem-
porary music in religious formats, he con-
firmed. But Hodgson also complained
about the “mediocrity” of most Christian

music, a large part of which he finds
“musically boring."

“I’m not suggesting we become religious

jukeboxes," he said, “but people would
rather hear the repetition of 10 good songs
than the variety of 100 mediocre ones.”

There is only a one point spread between

the highest-rated type of religious music
and the lowest, he observed. From top to

bottom they are: black gospel (2.2%, 12
share); southern gospel, contemporary
MOR, inspirational MOR, sacred and con-
temporary (1.1%, 12 share).

Hodgson’s suggestions to better serve
specific audiences are to research the
market demographics, the “spiritual tem-
perature” of the community,
denominational distribution, inter-church

cooperation and music tastes. Finally, he
said, find out which secular radio stations

people also listen to and what needs are not

being met.

Gary McCartie, with Lexicon Music/Light
Records in Los Angeles, reviewed ways to

expand audiences by better programming
a rotation clock. He sees short programs as
the trend of the future and thinks religious

education can be “said in a song.” Few sta-

tions program more than 12 commercial
minutes per hour today, he said. McCartie
also urged the broadcasters to consider
“tempo, gender, matchflow, pacing, styles

and emotional impact,” in selecting what
music to play.

Tom Summerville of Moody Radio
Network lent support to the syndicators of

religious music, saying such services
assure "control, consistency and quality” of

the musical sound. Additionally Summer-
ville charged, “service from record com-
panies to religious stations is not all it

should be.”

The FCC took pains to tell the NRB that

there is absolutely no plan in the works to

undermine religious broadcasting. Six FCC
division chiefs fielded questions, most of

which related to the Fairness Doctrine. The
commission spokesman reiterated that the
doctrine requires broadcasters to handle
both sides of controversial public issues (as
opposed to the equal time rule which ap-
plies with mathematical certainty to access
for candidates for public office).

“If you reject programs that are non-
Christian, that could raise problems under
the Fairness Doctrine," said Arthur
Ginsburg, chief of the FCC Complaints and
Compliance division. But the line is blurred,
he said, between religious/moral issues
and controversial issues.

In a Gallup poll commissioned by the
NRB, the Christian marketplace was
profiled to determine record and tape buy-
ing habits, among other consumer
preferences. George Gallup spoke at the
convention to promote the study, which is

available by subscription only. The poll of 2
million interviewees asked their musical
tastes, attitudes toward religious and
secular music, listening time, record/tape
club membership and number of concerts
attended annually.

Black Radio Airplay Helps To Promote
Kenny Loggins’ Single ‘This Is It’

LOS ANGELES — Kenny Loggins' single

“This Is It” on Columbia has received an ad-
ded promotional boost from an unforeseen
source — black radio.

Already on the Cash Box Top 100
Singles chart for 16 weeks, where it is #9
bullet this week, “This Is It” just entered the

Black Contemporary Singles chart three

weeks ago and now stands at #50 bullet.

Interestingly, while initial promotion
didn’t flood the black radio market, record

company officials, promoters and Loggins
himself largely credit the single’s success
to healthy airplay on black radio and heavy
buying by black listeners.

A Columbia spokesman added that the

key to the single’s success could not only

be traced to heavy airplay on stations like

WBLS/New York and KACE/Los Angeles,
but also to the fact that many black one-
stops and distributors were consistently

reordering the product.

Paris Eley, vice president of black
promotions at Columbia, explained, “We
didn’t originally try to market the single on
black radio, but we did see what kind of feel

it had and knew it was a good record.”

To follow up on the single’s success on
black radio, a Columbia spokesman
revealed that a special radio advertisement
featuring black voices had been cut for play

on black formats.

No concrete plans for any other black-

oriented promotions have been finalized at

this time, the spokesman added.

There has been a trend in recent years

toward singles crossing over from the pop
chart to find success on black radio

playlists. For example, the Doobie
Brothers, led by vocalist Mike MacDonald,
achieved similar success early last year

with the “What A Fool Believes” single.

Although MacDonald co-wrote “This Is

It,” Loggins maintains that his product was
not aimed at a specific market, nor was
there an attempt by Columbia Records to

promote the single on black radio.

"When you write a song you don’t aim it at

a certain demographic market,” Loggins

said in an interview with Cash Box. “The

song is just right for the time.”

Loggins' manager, Larry Larsen, also

stated that while there were initially no in-

tentions to market the record for crossover

appeal, “our goal was to please as many
people as possible.”

From the viewpoint of black radio

programmers, Alonzo Miller, music direc-

tor at KACE, said that the single enjoyed hot

rotation at his station (three to four spins a

day) because, “It’s in the groove."

He added that, “If the record sounds
good and doesn’t alienate our core
audience, we’re going to play it.”

France

CANNES — As MIDEM '80 opens its doors

to a new decade, the general outlook of the

recording industry can be summarized by

two words, “Economic Recession.” As far

as French-speaking countries go, the most
interesting news is the decision of Jean
Philipe Lecat, minister of culture and com-
munication of France. He has appointed

Henry Chapier to look into the French song
industry. Chapier, who is also known as

Monsieur Chanson (Mr. Song), is a jour-

nalist, film critic and ex-editor in chief of

Qustidien de Paris and Combat. Last

August, he wrote an article in Le Monde
titled “The Plot Against The French Song."

In it, he attacked the radio stations severely

and accused them of forgetting that they

are broadcasting from French soil and of

closing their ears to French material. With

the inspiration of this article, the minister of

culture has appointed him to carry out

research and study the possibilities for

growth and development of the French

song and also to compile recommenda-
tions. He will be acting as an advocate for a

dossier, which will include all the difficulties

currently encountered by French songs,

and hewill be making recommendations on

economic issues, educational initiatives

and possible aids to associations.

Along with overall measures to be taken

to promote and spread French songs more
effectively than at present, Chapier
stresses separation of two concepts, the

French song and the French record. As
French songs promote the cultural aspects

of French language, the other brings in

revenues, as with the case of Cerrone
Records, which happen to be produced in

English. Also, one of his major targets will

be Value Added Tax (VAT) on records,

which is currently too high. He prefers to

be called “Mr. Record" rather than “Mr.

Song" as he intends to be very realistic

about the whole problem.

The current movement in French music

is called “La Novelle Chanson Francais.”

The revival of the French song is being

pushed by France-lnter’s program There Is A
Song In The Air. This program has had
quite an impact. The renaissance of chan-

sons on the French public has been created

by new wave talents like Gerard Lenorman,
who has a song called “Le ballad de gens
heureux," which rates third in a survey con-

ducted by Sofres on the most popular

songs. The other two are “Les noses
blances” by Berthe Syliva and “La Mer” by

Charles Trenet.

Many artists have achieved commercial
hits with French songs. This new ter-

minology called “Nouvelle Chanson Fran-

cais" has caused some criticism by stan-

dard French song catalog publishers. They
would rather call the movement as

something new happening to French
songs, rather than new French songs. They
claim that most of the singers grouped un-

der nouvelle chanson Francais have all been

in the business for many years. To sum it

up, the economic factor behind the move-
ment is the fact that the French government

change views, case histories and ex-

periences of showbusiness legal problems,

discussed counterfeiting, bootlegging and
home taping problems. The blatant piracy

problems of counterfeiting and bootlegg-

ing are currently being tackled by the Inter-

national Federation Of Producers of

Phonograms and Videograms quite suc-

cessfully in certain territories.

Home Taping Problem
The problem of home taping, however, is

more fragile due to varying interpretations

of copyright law from country to country.

Attempts to eradicate this sort of soft piracy

have usually to be made within the context

of legislation devised long before home
taping became a problem.

Participants in this year’s forum included

CRIA Announces
Gold, Platinum
Totals For 1979
TORONTO — The Canadian Recording In-

dustry Association (CRIA) certified a total of

469 gold and platinum singles and albums
during 1979, an increase of 43% over 1978,

according to CRIA president Brian

Robertson.

Gold album certifications (50,000 local

sales) totalled 186 for the year, up 36.8%
from 1978; while platinum and multi-

platinum (minimum of 100,000 local sales)

album certifications rose 41% to a total of

212 .

Gold single certifications (75,000 local

sales) rose 51% during 1979 to 50; and
platinum certifications (1 50,000 local sales)

jumped 125% t^-18, with an additional three

records earning double platinum honors.

.In addition, two children’s albums were
certified platinum and five certified gold.

Also noteworthy, the CRIA issued three 1

Million Awards during the year. A&M
recording group Supertramp received two

of the awards for the “Crime Of The Cen-
tury" and “Breakfast In America” LPs, mak-
ing the group the only one in Canadian
history to achieve such an honor.

A record high quadruple platinum award
was also awarded to Canadian group
Trooper, the highest honor ever achieved

by a local band.

Altogether, Cancon (Canadian content)

product accounted for 64 of the total cer-

tifications, an increase of 33% over 1978.

The 32 gold Cancon albums represented

17% of the total golds, while the 24 platinum

and multi-platinum Cancon albums com-
prised 11% of the total platinums.

The mutual opi-

nion that domestic duplicating is the

biggest single problem facing the music in-

dustry as a whole was avidly aired, being

the most important topic for discussion on
the meeting’s agenda.

Solutions such as government enforced

royalties on blank cassettes and recording

hardware were discussed, though in the

long run, it was concluded that this would
not reap enough to justify lost income.
Other items on the IFPMP agenda included

video cassette and disc licensing, and
record imports and exports.

Video’s Future

On the video front, acting secretary for

the IFPMP Peter Smits said, “The problem
here is how are publishers going to license

copyright material. And at what rate are the

royalties to be set. This is still a matter of

negotiation, but at the moment the video

Holiday Record,
Tape Sales Up
By 10% In Japan

by Kozo Otsuka

TOKYO — With Swedish group ABBA and

domestic acts like Alice, Masashi Sada and

Saki Kubota leading the way, record and

tape sales for the Christmas/New Year’s

season increased by an average of 10%,

according to a survey of retailers conduc-

ted by the Cash Box Tokyo office.

With fine weather prevailing throughout

the sales season, nearly all of the record

dealers in the Tokyo metropolitan area

reported increases ranging from 5-15%.

Most of the record dealers agreed that

the increased sales weren’t anticipated and

that a selling surge between Christmas and

New Year's helped push sales levels

beyond 1978 holiday totals.

Top sellers during the holiday season

were pre-recorded tapes, which showed in-

creases ranging from 20-30% throughout

Tokyo. Also showing healthy increases

were 7” singles; however, albums were

even with or under last year’s totals with

most retailers.

One of the highlights of 1979
for the Japanese recording industry, Enka
artists are still finding increasing sales so
far this year.

In contrast to 1978, when no Enka
records appeared in the year-end hit charts
of Japan, Jiro Atsumi’s “Yumeoizake” on
CBS/Sony, Sachiko Kobayashi’s “Omoide
Zake” on Warner/Pioneer and Meiko
Makimura’s “Michizure” on Polydor were
#1, #2, and #4, respectively, at the end of

1979.

Other Enka artists who show potential for

the future include Masao Sen, Tatsue
Keneda, Shinyichi Mori and Hiroshi Itsuki.

CBS U.K. Tops
Gold, Platinum
Totals During ’79

LONDON — CBS Records U.K. managed to

notch up more single gold and platinum
awards in 1979 than during any other year
in its 1 5 year history. Despite the general in-

dustry recession that bit deep in 1979, the
company achieved a total of 27 album
awards, including eight platinum records
and 17 single awards.
The most successful artists on the CBS

roster were ABBA, who had two platinum
awards for the LPs “Voulez Vous” and
“Greatest Hits, volume 2,” two gold singles,

“Chiquitita" and “I Have A Dream” and
three silver singles, "Angel Eyes,” “Does
Your Mother Know” and “Gimme, Gimme,
Gimme.”

Michael Jackson had one platinum
album, “Off The Wall,” and four silver

singles, “Don’t Stop ’Till You Get Enough,”
“Off The Wall” and the Jacksons’ “Blame It

On The Boogie” and “Shake Your Body.”
Earth, Wind & Fire had one platinum

album with “I Am,” one gold LP, “Greatest
Hits,” two gold singles, “September" and
“Boogie Wonderland,” and one silver

single, "After The Love Has Gone.”
The Clash had three gold albums with

“The Clash,” “Give 'Em Enough Rope” and
the just released “London Calling.”

Barbra Streisand collected four awards,
one platinum LP for “Greatest Hits Volume
Two,” a gold album for “Wet," one silver LP
for “Songbird” and a gold single for her
duet with Neil Diamond, “You Don’t Bring
Me Flowers.”

Other artists who collected three awards
were Bob Dylan with a platinum for “Street
Legal” and gold LPs for “Live At The
Budokan” and “Slow Train Coming,” Billy

Joel, who had gold albums for “The
Stranger” and “52nd Street” and a silver

single for “My Life.”

Art Garfunkel won a platinum single for

“Bright Eyes” and a gold album for “Fate
For Breakfast.”

Other awards included a platinum LP for

Meat Loaf’s "Bat Out Of Hell;” gold LPs for

the Barron Knights, Santana, Boston and
Three Degrees; silver LPs to Janis Ian,

Johnny Mathis, Santana and The Muppet
Movie soundtrack; and goid singles for

Anita Ward and McFadden & Whitehead.

CANNES — There used to be a musical fair

called MIDEM, and partially because of

MIDEM, there is a grand construction site at

the croissette in Cannes, destined to

become a big new Palais de Festival to be
opened in two years for a diminished crowd
of music industry people. The spirit is still

there, however, it seemed to me that the
present economy in the music industry has
taken its toll. In previous years there was a
buzz and a certain electricity in the air, felt

all over Cannes, when exciting deals were
announced by American conglomerate ex-

ecutives. This year, you were looking in vain

for the Al Courys, Bruce Lundvalls, Neil

Bogarts and Artie Mogulls, and they can't

possibly all have changed their occupation.
The MIDEM loyalists were still around,

but this year mostly without their fat brief-

cases. Expectations seemed to be more
moderate and realistic and there was great
interest for the new league of young in-

dependent producers and “New Wave”
record labels. Disco is definitely dead, long

live dance music.

I saw Giorgio Moroder and didn’t

recognize him, and later realized that it

probably wasn’t even him, but some look-

alike contest winner who was hired by
Giorgio to let people know that he is still

alive and well in Los Angeles, and his Ger-
man sounded alright! What happened to

the PolyGrams and EMIs?
Is the buying and selling of companies

keeping them away from the music? Or did

some computer print erase all the TWA
reservations? The Germans were coming
on strong and sort of stole the show in being
well represented at this event, but keeping
their activities very low profiled, almost in a

nice way of understating their buying and
production power. With a #1 record just in

time for MIDEM, Autobahn Records and
publishing spread the spirit of the new Ger-
man small but highly successful com-
panies. Rainer Pietsch and Michael Holm’s
Autobahn is solidly built after only one year
in existence with seven singles repesented
in the Top 75 of Der Musikmarkt charts.

Ralph Siegel's Jupiter label had their

most successful MIDEM year behind them
and it looks even better for the beginning of

the new decade, Dschinghis Khan has 23
covers in Japan alone. It surprises to see
that this record still has not been released
in the U.S.A. Maybe after MIDEM we’ll have
a different status on that.

Peter Kirsten's Global stand was like a

Bavarian living room, and supplied a nice
atmosphere to make some quickies
(deals). Teldec were shining brightly;

almost a reflection of its last year’s
phenomenal successes. Branko
Zivanovics and his Bellaphon crew were
hot on the phone, while Hansa had its door
open to new hits.

Andy Budde's excitement about MIDEM
was obvious and encouraged to the
assumption that “Na bitte, Budde!” will be
heard from a lot in the month to come. In-

dependents like Juergen Korduletsch. Olaf
Kuebler, Dieter Dierks and Timothy
Touchton were seen with smiling faces all

over the Palais.

Final note of appreciation to Hans R.

Baierlein, the German MIDEM eminenz,
and UA's Gaby Richt. who has not missed
one of the 14 MIDEMS which are behind us
now. How can you miss MIDEM in Cannes,

New Zealand

TOKYO — Warner/Pioneer president
Kichibeyl Sawa reported that total sales for

the fiscal year ending Nov. 20, 1979
reached 13.9 billion yen ($60.8 million), a
32.3% increase from the prior year. Break-
ing down the totals, Sawa noted that
records accounted for 83.7% of the total

revenues ($50.9 million), pre-recorded
tapes for 14.8% ($9 million) and mis-
cellaneous for 1.4% ($900,000). Sawa
credited top domestic acts like Masashl
Sada, Sachiko Kobayashi and Anonenone.
and top international licenses for Led Zep-
pelin, Deep Purple and Yes as major fac-

tors in the sales increases.

In response to the rapid growth in the

popularity of digital records internationally,

PCM records from the Denon label of Nip-

pon Columbia, has stepped up its exports.

Since the company started exporting
digital recordings in 1972, the international

demand has increased every year. Curren-
tly PCM exports to about 20 countries over-

seas, including the USA, France, the UK,
Italy, Canada and Switzerland. Looking
ahead, the company hopes to increase its

1979 export totals by 60% during the com-
ing year.

Total output of records in Japan during
November reached 17.7 million units, ac-
cording to Saburo Watanabe, president of

the Japan Phonograph Record Association
(JPRA). November’s production totals

represented a 3% increase over October
and an 8% decrease from November 1978
totals. However, Watanabe noted, Novem-
ber revenues of 17.2 billion yen ($74.2
million) showed an 8% increase over Oc-
tober’s totals and a 4% increase over
November 1978.

producers are not organized enough for us

to go to them in a body and work out a

satisfactory formula.”

Picking up and administrating royalties

was again the problem surrounding record

imports and exports. A U.K. member of IF-

PMP, Graham Churchill of the Mechanical

Copyright Protection Society said, “Albums

and singles are much cheaper in North

America, Japan and Australia than they are

in the U.K. and they are flooding in. Some
people are not getting their fair share of

royalties and some people are not getting

any at all.”

Along with the problems attached to in-

ternational piracy and showbusiness law, a

major socio-political theme running

through MIDEM was the anti-violence move
against over-violent record sleeves and

sexploitation visuals in sleeve art. Most ma-

jor companies agreed that a move away

from such visual attention-grabbing

devices was a trend in the coming months.

CBS’s Malcolm Eade summed up the situa-

tion thus, “CBS is very sensitive in this area.

We believe a good album will sell without

those kinds of gimmicks. Violence isn’t

right for an album sleeve.”

New Wave Prominent

A new wave gala featured prominently in

the series of international showcase events,

with a concert package at the Palm Beach

Casino featuring French new wavers Mar-

quis De Sade, U.K.'s Inmates and the Sin-

ceros. Again as with the earlier reggae

event, the new wave gala confirmed the im-

portance of maintaining and perpetuating

established new music forms as separate

individual segments in the overall record

market.

Earlier, Nesuhi Ertegun, president of

WEA, presented the Australian heavy metal

group AC/DC with two gold records for

sales of “Highway To Hell” and “IfYouWant

Blood,” showing that heavy metal rock, too,

'ties a longside disco, newwave, reggae and

other healthy individual markets.

Other Casino galas included a French

song gala featuring the talent of an all-

French artist cast; a Europe One Radio gala

and awards ceremony that featured Patrick

Hernandez, The Buggies, Gerard Lenor-

mand, Gary Numan, Gilbert Becaud,
Coluche, Veronique Sanson, Alain

Souchon, Laurent Voulzy, Philippe Chatel,

Francis Cabrel, Julien Clerc, Serge
Gainesbourg, Christophe, and Amii
Stewart; a concert with the Polish group

Niemen; and a Jazz Gala with Stan Getz,

Joe Farrell, Sugar Blue, and Gale Moran.

MIDEM also hosted several international

music/film premiers, which included show-

ings of Frank Zappa's “Baby Snakes”; “The

Rose, ’’starring Bette Midler; the '50s kitsch

rock musical film “Blue Suede Shoes,”

produced in England by Penny Clark; and a

half hour long sneak preview segment of

“Can’t Stop The Music,” starring the Village

People.

Many artists who were not performing

were present at MIDEM, mingling with their

companies and joining in the festivities.

Notables included Bill Wyman of the Rolling

Stones; Denny Laine, who flew in from

Tokyo with tales of woe about the recent

McCartney bust; Paul Horn; Lorna Luft;

Chris Rea and Plastic Bertrand.

Many MIDEM attendees echoed the

same sentiments that “small” is the way to

put back the magic and mystique into the

record business, to regain the attention of

the entertainment consumer. And though

the recession has taken its toll on many
parts of the world, this year’s MIDEM
proved conclusively that the international

record business is now ready to unite and

fight, as never before, to bring itself back to

being one of the major forces of the enter-

tainment industry as a whole.

BPI Investigators Bust
Bootleg Pressing Plant

LONDON — British Phonographic Industry

(BPI) investigators recently uncovered a

record pressing plant tucked away on a

remote disused airfield in northern

England. The plant is part of a major UK
bootleg manufacturing syndicate and is the

first factory manufacturing bootlegs to be

found in Britain. The majority of bootleg

product circulating in the UK in the past has

been manufactured abroad.

The factory, M&C Pressing Ltd, was
visited by the BPI’s anti-piracy squad im-

mediately before Christmas and a quantity

of metalwork for manufacturing bootleg

albums is now in the custody of BPI

solicitors. During consequent High Court

proceedings, M&C directors Marjorie and

Roland Counsell gave an undertaking

pending the trials of the actions that they

would cease their bootlegging activities

against BPI members and their contracted

artists immediately.

Plaintiffs against M&C were David Bowie

RCA Corporation and RCA Limited.

EMI Drops Licensed
Repertoire Division

LONDON — EMI Records UK will drop its

licensed distribution unit with the dissolu-

tion of the licensed repertoire division

(LRD) on Feb. 1.

Characterized as an “economy"
measure by company officials, the move

will terminate UK distribution deals with

eight labels, including Motown, Fantasy,

Stax, Source, Rak, Bronze, Hurricane and

MAM.
The Island and Chiswick labels will still

be under the domestic repertoire division.

The eight labels formerly handled by the

LRD will be taken over by Liberty/United

Records UK.

raised its session rates. Figuring that the
recording might cost as much as $300,000,
Shepard decided to drop the project;

however, he made sure that all the contrac-
ted singers and musicians were paid.

“I lost a certain amount of credibility with

the artists," recalled Shepard. “But, given
the extreme severity of the situation, I

couldn’t in good conscience spend $300,-

000 on Ponchielli. I just couldn't do it.”

Shepard added that Davis had rightly

singled out the cancellation of the
"Gioconda” recording as “a signal of the
record business being in trouble,
tverybody was in trouble in June. But what
made it easier was that i didn't feel the can-
cellation of the project was any artistic loss

to the music world."

The RCA executive also admitted that,

under current economic conditions, the
label will have to make fewer opera and
orchestral recordings. But he pointed out
that there are many other “interesting and
vital and wonderful things to do,” including

chamber and solo instrumental and vocal
music.

American Artists

Davis contended in his article that, as
more and more recording is done in

Europe, American artists will get the short
end of the stick. But the U.S. Label ex-

ecutives felt that in the long run, this would
not be the case.

To begin with, said the record company
people, recording costs that have been
traditionally lower in Europe are beginning
to rise to the level of American costs. The
jump in English union rates, for example, is

an indication of a phenomenon that is oc-
curring all across Europe. “I would hesitate

to say that five years down the road, it’s go-
ing to be that much better overseas,” said

Shepard. In addition, he pointed out, new
AFM rules will help classical labels make
more 18th century recordings here by
changing the requirements related to pay-
ing a full-sized orchestra for each
symphonic session.

Secondly, the label execs maintained,

they will continue to sign as many American
artists as they.did in the past, althougdthey
will have to be a little more cautious about
signings in general. “There are plenty of

new artists,” noted Montano, “but how
many are good enough to put out in the
public eye? Unfortunately, I don't think

there is a steady flow of potential good ar-

tists to put in the market . . .

“In order to be signed to a record com-
pany, they have to have a special quality

that makes them better than the rest. So
then you can develop that, and in three,

four, or five years, they’ll become a
superstar.”

Montano, who felt that it’s already as ex-
pensive to record in Europe as it is here,
said that the main problem with recording
in America is that there aren’t enough first-

class orchestras here. In London alone, he
noted, there are five good orchestras. “But
here, if you don’t go with the L.A. Philhar-
monic, because they’re busy or on tour or
whatever, who else can you record here?
You have to go to Chicago or Philadelphia,

and maybe they’re busy, and you have a
problem."

Digital Recording
A major weakness of the American

classical industry, as Davis saw it, was its

backwardness in the digital recording field.

"Now is the time when companies should
be building up a digital stockpile with an
eye to the future as the hardware becomes
available to play these disks properly and
take full advantage of the sonic
possibilities,” he wrote. Noting that DG is

already building its digital stockpile
(although it has yet to reveal this to the

trade), Davis warned that the American
companies would be “caught empty-
handed,” leaving the U.S. market open to

European domination.
All of the label executives denied thatthis

was going to happen. Shepard pointed out
that Red Seal has already issued two digital

recordings and has plans to release several
more this year. Schmidt stated that
Masterworks is recording almost
everything in both digital and analog con-
figurations, although “the final decision has
not yet been made as to whether to release
some recordings in both digital and
analog.” And, according to Montano, Angel
recently completed seven digital projects,

including recordings of the Bach Branden-
burg Concertos with the L.A. Chamber
Orchestra; Telemann and Bach flute con-

certos featuring Ransom Wilson as soloist;

a Claude Bolling Concerto for Classical

Guitar and Jazz Piano, performed by Angel
Romero and George Shearing; Joplin
piano works played by Joshua Rifkin; and
several works performed by Riccardo Muti
and the Philadelphia Orchestra.

Masterworks Shakeup
The reorganization of Masterworks by

Simon Schmidt, an 18-year CBS veteran
who was formerly managing director of

CBS Israel, has drawn a great deal of media
attention. Among those who have left the
label or have been fired in the course of this

shakeup are Marvin Saines, vice president
of marketing; Ernie Gilbert, director of artist

relations; Larry Holmes, director of product
management; Andrew Kazdin, director of

A&R and production; and several
secretaries.

According to Schmidt, some of these
people left Masterworks because they
couldn't adjust to the idea of devoting
themselves fully to the company. “It is

literally a seven-day-a-week job," he said,

"if you want to go to concerts and know
what’s going on. That caused some people
to leave.”

Schmidt also quoted from.a report which
he made to his superiors shortly after his

arrival in New York: “Masterworks should
be encouraged to build a nucleus of

knowledgeable, dedicated people of in-

tegrity and an atmosphere of excellence,

yet firmly anchored to the ground.
Everyone who is here should be involved

100% of the time, and not daydream for

deliverance at 5:30."

In the long run, Schmidt predicted, the

Masterworks staff will be larger than it was
when he took over the label. Part of the in-

crease, he said, will consist of CBS Inter-

national personnel who will be transferred

to Columbia Masterworks to coordinate
classical releases on a worldwide basis.

Meanwhile, he said, “every one of the peo-
ple who work here and abroad (for

Masterworks) is being appraised as to how
they function in a team. So we are first of all

streamlining the people, not the money."
Summing up his reaction to Davis' arti-

cle, Schmidt said. “The whole trend of the

European market overtaking the American

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COIN MACHINE
Open Letter To The Industry

(Editor's Note: The following was submit-

ted for publication by Gary Stern, president

of Stern Electronics, Inc. Because of the

timeliness and pertinence of Mr. Stern’s

remarks, Cash Box has printed his "Open
Letter To The Coin Machine Industry" in its

entirety.)

As you know, Stern has just settled a

labor dispute with our union. On receiving

our final offer for a new contract, the union

membership voted to strike. Before such

strike could take place, we locked out our

employees. This dispute was ultimately set-

tled for basically the same offer we made
originally, although we did rearrange some
of the terms. That offer, including fringes,

amounts to almost $2.00 per hour over two

years. We feel that the settlement reached

is a fair one, and it is comparable to the in-

creases given by our competitors.

At this time, I feel it is appropriate to

make a few comments on game pricing and
on cost factors which have necessitated our

price increases.

I have compared the price of Meteor, our

current game, to Nugent, which we
manufactured one year ago. There has

been a price increase of less than 7%, while

inflation in this country is running about

14% this year. And Nugent is not com-
parable to the games we make today. We
have increased our games’ memory
capacity, doubling the number of ROM and
RAM chips. We have added a new, much
more sophisticated sound system which is

significantly more expensive. It requires a

more expensive speaker. These improve-

ments require a much more expensive

transformer. Our games have more drop
targets, bumpers and other playfield parts,

all of which require more switches, light,

etc. Certainly more than half of our increase

is due to these improvements. Today a

game without these improvements would
not be marketable.

With the advent of solid state, a whole
new horizon of pinball design has been
opened. The designers have been learning

the capabilities of solid state and have
made vast improvements in pinball design.

The games are more interesting and ex-

citing, and offer appeal to a wider audience.

There is no going backwards.
Next, the costs of the parts going into

pinballs has increased faster than the 14%
inflation rate. A pinball starts with a wood
box. The cost of wood has gone up rapidly,

due, among other things, to unlimited ex-

port of American lumber. Playfield wood
has gone up more than 20%. Inside the

games are many precious and semi-
precious metals. Our contact points are

made silver and plated with gold. We all

know what has happened to the price of

both gold and silver. There has been a

267% increase in the cost of contact points

in the last year alone. Pinballs, of course,

contain much copper, in the form of in-

sulated wire, coils and transformers. In the

last year the base price of copper has in-

creased 45%. Our games contain nickel-

silver switch blades, another high cost

metal. There are many petroleum based
plastic and nylon parts, the costs of which

are skyrocketing. And, of course, there is

labor in our games. As stated above, we
have entered into a new contract with our

union providing for almost $2.00 per hour

increase.

Therefore, our margin on each game has

decreased greatly. Of course, increased

volume has helped us to some extent, and
this is our only salvation. Yet if we are to

make competitive games, we must con-

tinue to spend as much money on
engineering improvements as our com-
petitors. As I wrote above, our industry is

designing better and better games due to

increased expenditures on technology.

suffers not only from increased game costs,

but also increased fuel costs, higher wages
(especially for more skilled technicians)

and many other increased costs. But the

salvation for ourindustry will not comefrom
lower game prices. Game prices are going

to continue to increase, even with great ex-

penditures for increased labor efficiencies.

This is the reality in our inflationary

economy. To think otherwise is to bury
one’s head in the sand.

Because virtually no operator costs will

be decreasing, the only salvation we see is

in increased earnings for the operator. This

can come from better games, which we feel

we are making. But we need better pricing

— 25<t play. We need the dollar coin in the

marketplace and the paper dollar removed.
Of course we need three ball play. Most im-

portant, we need a better split between the

location and operator. The location owner,
for no investment, is seeing his earnings go
up and up. And these are going up purely at

our expense — the manufacturer, the dis-

tributor and the operator.

I know it is easy for a manufacturer to

suggest that the industry make changes
and the operator improve the split. 1 know it

is hard to accomplish this, but it can be
done, over a period of time. Everyone, in-

cluding the operators, must start now, by
making one change here, another there.

Little by little, the changes can be made. By
doing so, everyone will benefit — the

manufacturers, the distributors and the

operators.

We have done what was necessary to

preserve our financial viability by taking a

strong stand against runaway labor costs.

And we certainly have suffered financially

in the short run. In order for manufacturers
to continue to manufacture the best possi-

ble games, everyone in the industry must
do what is necessary to preserve the finan-

cial viability of the industry as a whole.

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Harmony Hut
Announces Plans
For ’80s Growth

by Joanne Ostrow
WASHINGTON — “In spite of what 1979
looked like, in the '70s we saw a growth of

over 2,000%, said Stuart Schwartz, chair-

man of Schwartz Brothers, the
Washington-based record distributors and
retail chain operators.

In a press briefing following a meeting of

30 of the nation’s top record manufacturers
and distributors, Schwartz and staff mem-
bers highlighted the company's marketing

plans for the 1980s.

Schwartz Brothers is due to move to a

new Lanham, Md., $3.5 million distribution

and corporate office in September
(pending construction delays). There the

firm will have 65,000 square feet of

warehouse space and another 30,000 for

offices to accomodate 150 staffers.

Harmony Hut, the record store chain, will

see at least five new stores open in 1980,

bringing the total to 25. An initial $200,000
has been earmarked for advertising to sup-

plement the amount provided by manufac-
turers. Two stores are due to open in

March, located in Charlottsviile, Va., and
Forrestville, Md. Then in October, one is

slated to open in Frackville, Pa., another in

Fredericksburg, Va, and after that, one in

the Washington metro area. (Meanwhile,
the downtown Harmony Hut in Washington
will close at the end of January as the entire

block is being razed).

The company's marketing aims are
geared to meet the “new maturity in the

music market,” Schwartz said. Key ele-

ments of the strategy are the move to mall

stores and the emphasis on a broad selec-

tion of product, instead of focusing on
monster hits. The stores will stress the fact

that “music is an excellent gift idea, the best

entertainment buy, and that Harmony Hut
has trained salespeople and an excellent

selection across the board,” Schwartz told

reporters.
As the firm looks at changing

demographics, the public's record buying

habits seem to be changing to individual

tastes and away from huge hits, according

to Dan Pasley, vice president and creative

director of the advertising firm handling

Harmony Hut’s campaigns. Economic
pressures mean people aren't parting with

money easily, but, since they already have
invested in home entertainment systems,

collecting of catalog LPs is the logical next

step, Palsey said.

The company’s current ad theme, “Har-

mony Hut has the music,” will be followed

up in future ads with the slogan, “Recorded
music is still your best entertainment buy.”

Schwartz also noted that the stores sell a

high proportion of tapes to LPs — roughly a

50-50 ratio. Eight-track is still slightly ahead
of cassette, he said, but only because the

auto industry is still making 8-track units.

Music — BMI, and Twist and Shout Music

Katsuya Kobayashi of Radio Tokyo FM.

“Some people feel that it could have been
part of a concert promoters war, while

others felt it may have been part of a

newspaper. But most people, especially the

young, felt that he was just unlucky."

Kobayashi added that three of the major

privately-owned radio stations, one private

local station, the nationally-owned radio

and the two FM outlets in Japan have

agreed to cease playing Wings material for

the next three months as a result of the

bust.

“Ordinarily, if it were a Japanese artist,

such as Char or Yosui Inoue, the term

would be oneyear,” added Kobayashi. “But
we all agreed that with an international ar-

tist the stature of McCartney, that would be
impossible.”

There have also been a number of

demonstrations in Tokyo in support of

McCartney. Over 500 teenage girls

gathered for one demonstration outside of

T okyo's Anti-Narcotics Center, chanting for

the singer.
