FBI, Mounties Crack Bootleg
Ring Operating In U.S., Canada

by Kirk LaPointe
TORONTO — A four-month long joint

Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI)-Royal

Canadian Mounted Police (ROMP) in-

vestigation has uncovered an illeged multi-

million dollar bootleg ring in the United

States and Canada. The international

police operation also uncovered possible

ties to the legitimate recording industry.

Acting on information and advice from
the Recording industry Association of

America (RIAA) and the Canadian
Recording Industry Association (CRIA), a

Feb. 21 seizure swoop in Georgia and On-
tario among other locations, has netted an
estimated $130,000 in alleged bootleg
album production equipment and more
than 19,000 allegedly bootlegged discs.

No charges have yet been filed by either

the Mounties or the FBI, although both ad-

mit that charges are pending following

further examination of seized materials. It is

believed to be the largest such cooperative

venture between the RCMP and FBI, and
also the largest raid in Canadian history.

RCMP Constable John Langley, who was
given “virtually a free rein” to conduct a

thorough investigation with his partner,

John Crane, told Cash Box “the next step

will be to lay charges. Right now, we’re

sifting through the albums for possible in-

fringements on copyrights, and also to find

any possible counterfeit albums, and we
should be laying charges quite soon.

“When the investigation is over, I think

you'll find that it had connections in the

legitimate music industry,” Constable
Langley said. “Unbeknownst to employers,

particularly studio owners, some of their

WEA Revises Its

Promo LP Policy
by Mark Albert

LOS ANGELES — Album oriented radio

(AOR) stations appear to be the latest

casualties of label cost cutting measures.
Effective March 1, WEA will implement a

policy of billing radio stations for any
promotional albums ordered 90 days after

their release. This policy applies to Warner
Bros., Elektra/Asylum and Atlantic
Records product. While most labels usually

bill radio stations for bulk orders and com-
plete artist catalogs, this is believed to be
the first instance where a manufacturer has
put radio stations on notice that they will be
billed for refills of current product.

While a WEA spokesman said there will

be no formal announcement of the new
policy, promotion representatives at the
various WEA labels told Cash Box that the
move is a cost-cutting measure designed to

NEW YORK — Sam Goody Inc., its presi-

dent George Levy, and a senior vice presi-

dent, Samuel Stolon, were indicted last

week by a federal grand jury here on
charges that they knowingly dealt in the

sale of large quantities of counterfeit tape
recordings, including the “Grease” and
“Saturday Night Fever” LPs. According to

federal sources, Goody allegedly
purchased approximately 100,000 coun-
terfeit copies of 12 recordings, valued bet-

ween $800,000 and $1 million at retail.

The 16-count indictment charges that

Sam Goody Inc., Levy, and Stolon par-

ticipated in “a pattern of racketeering” from
1978 to 1980 “by devising a scheme to

defraud the artists, musicians, sound
recording companies, and the public”

through the sale of counterfeit recordings

between June 9, 1978 and Oct. 20, 1978. It

also alleges that the defendants were
engaged in the interstate transportation of

stolen property and the unauthorized dis-

tribution of copyrighted sound recordings.

The indictment against the 28-store

Goody chain and its executives is the first in

a series of indictments expected from the

federal grand jury in Brooklyn, which has
been hearing evidence since December
1978 about the involvement of major retail

operations with counterfeit product.

The defendants, who will be arraigned in

federal District Court in Brooklyn sometime
this week, face up to 20 years in prison on
the main racketerring charge and ad-
ditional penalties on the other charges. In

addition. Levy, who is 60 years old and lives

in Forest Hills, N.Y., and Stolon, who is 63
years old and lives in Far Rockaway, N.Y.,

also face fines of $25,000 for each one of

the 12 counts of copyright infringement
brought against them.

Neither Levy nor his attorney could be
reached for comment last week. However,
Leonard Marks, legal counsel for Stolon,

said that his client would plead not guilty to

all of the charges and expects to be “com-
pletely exonerated.”

In Minneapolis, Mark Baxter, a
spokesman for the American Can Com-
pany, which owns Sam Goody and
Pickwick International, declined to com-
ment on the indictments. But he did say that

dealing in counterfeit product is “abhorrent
to our business ethics, and we will not

tolerate activities which are inconsistent

with this policy.”

Long-Term Probe
According to federal sources close to the

investigation, the Goody chain and its ex-
ecutives were linked to the sale of counter-
feit recordings through guilty pleas entered
by four men in connection with the FBI’s

seizure of approximately $1 00 million worth
of equipment and materials in December
1978.

The seizures capped a 20-month in-

vestigation into music counterfeiting that

centered around a record shop known as
Modular Sounds in Westbury, N.Y., and
resulted in the convictions of four in-

dividuals last August. One of those men,
George Tucker, reportedly told a federal

undercover agent that his product was sold
in many of the Goody chain’s 17 stores in

the metropolitan New York area.

The four individuals identified as “middle
men” in the Goody transaction were: Nor-

Court Documents Suggest Close Association
Between CounterfeitersAnd Record Retailers

NEW YORK — The indictments of promi-
nent executives of the Sam Goody chain in

Brooklyn last week on Federal charges that

they knowingly dealt in the sale of counter-

feit tape recordings has been linked by
Justice Department sources to the east

coast raids conducted by the FBI in Decem-
ber of 1978. Those raids yielded approxi-

mately $1 00 million worth of equipment and
materials allegedly used for record coun-
terfeiting and piracy.

An examination of court documents
related to the raids, which followed a 20-

month joint investigation by the Organized
Crime Strike Force in Brooklyn and the FBI

has revealed evidence that suggests a
close link between the counterfeiters and
legitimate record retailers. For example,
copies of the “Saturday Night Fever” and
“Grease” LPs were among the counterfeit

tapes and cassettes that were allegedly

returned to PolyGram Distribution by
Pickwick International and Sam Goody
(Cash Box, Feb. 16). In a taped conversa-

tion with undercover FBI agents, George
Tucker, one of the major counterfeiters in-

volved in the probe that led to last week’s
indictments, boasted that he was responsi-

ble for distributing over 200,000 counterfeit

eight-track copies of “Saturday Night

Fever” to major retailer outlets across the

country. He also took credit for selling an
“equally high volume” of counterfeit copies

of “Flowing River” by Andy Gibb, “Double
Platinum" by Kiss and the "Thank God It’s

Friday” soundtrack album.
Tucker, whose operation, Super Dupers

Inc. of Hasbrouck Heights, New Jersey,

presented itself to the public as a manufac-
turer of educational cassettes, told agents

that his product was in “the best stores in

the country, from Sam Goody’s right down
to Korvettes.”

More Counterfeit Returns

Polygram was not the only company to

have received counterfeit tape recordings

in its returns, according to court docu-

ments. In August 1978, George Jones, then

senior vice president of operations for MCA
Records, notified a federal agent in New
York that MCA had recently received a

counterfeit cassette recording of “Olivia

Newton-John's Greatest Hits.”

Advised by MCA that legitimate cassette

copies of the recording utilized a library box
manufactured by Polymatrix Records, FBI

agents discovered that Polymatrix was
shipping approximately 20,000 library

boxes per week to BCF Productions in

Bohemia, N.Y., and that the company had

already received 294,000 library boxes

from Polymatrix to date.

Approximately 3000 of these cassettes

were seized in a raid carried out under a

search warrant at Scarlet Band Records in

Perivale, Middlesex, England, by agents of

the Arts and Antiques Squad of the New
Scotland Yard in October, 1978. The in-

vestigation indicated that the principals of

Scarlet Band Records had obtained the

counterfeit cassettes from an individual

Up To 60 Record
Staffers Dropped

Casablanca

LOS ANGELES — Up to 60 employees were
terminated last week by Casablanca
Record and FilmWorks as a result of the

recently announced reorganization and
belt-tightening at the Polygram Records
Group (Cash Box, Feb. 23). The shake-up,

which also included the shifting of

Casablanca’s accounting department to

the Polygram operation in New York, was
particularly heavy in the editorial,

publishing and publicity units.

“The only thing we’re doing here is

restructuring,” said Bruce Bird,
Casablanca president. “We’re cutting back
in the fringe areas, but the core of

Casablanca, the strength, is still here."

Nevertheless, while Bird stated that the

figure of 60 employees terminated was
“completely ridiculous,” various sources
both within and outside the company con-

firmed that total.

Hardest hit by the terminations were the

editorial, publishing and publicity units,

with editorial head Ellen Wolf and
publishing head Steve Biddell among those
cut.

Publishing duties will now be handled by

Polygram’s Chappell Music, and ac-
counting for the whole group will be han-
dled by the conglomerate’s central office in

New York. Nevertheless, said Bird, “some
of the people” from Casablanca’s ac-

counting unit will join the Polygram staff in

New York.

Bird also denied reports regarding the

closing of Casablanca’s New York offices.

Backe Tells Analysts CBS
Earnings Will Rise In 1980

NEW YORK — John D. Backe, president of

of CBS, Inc. told a gathering of financial

analysts last week that, despite an an-
ticipated decline in overall company profits

during the first quarter, CBS expects higher
earnings this year. Citing the corporation’s

1,3% gain in net income for fiscal 1979
(Cash Box, Feb. 23), Backe said that

“prospects for 1980” were for increased
earnings by all four of the company's
operating groups: theCBS RecordsGroup,
fheCBS Broadcast Group, theCBS Colum-
bia Group, and the CBS Publishing Group.

I n his prepared remarks, Backe
described 1979 as “the toughest year ever
in the record business.” He went on to say
that problems in the company’s domestic
records operations required “direct action”

in reducing the promotion and marketing
expenditures, and he strongly implied that

further cutbacks in these fields would be
made this year. Citing a sharp drop in

record pressing demand and “the loss of

several custom pressing clients,” Backe

future.

5% Growth Predicted

Backe said that the company’s record

division was “stabilizing,” and that although

“it still has a long way to go,” projected unit

growth for the division would be up 5% in

1980 and 10% in 1981. Backe added that

1979 was a “banner year” for the records

division’s international operations, where
strong sales and profit growth helped to

offset domestic problems.

Reaffirming the company’s commitment
“to participate in the new entertainment

and information technologies” with a

special emphasis on videodisc software,

Backe said that related research and
development outlays would make quarter-

to-quarter comparisons less predictable

than in the past. Noting CBS’ “non-
exclusive licensing agreement” with the

RCA Corp. to provide software compatible

with that company’s hardware configura-

tions, Backe predicted that CBS videodisc

enterprises would garner profits in the area

of “four to five million dollars a year by
1990.” He added that the company’s
Columbia House division would “play a ma-
jor role” in the distribution of the company’s
videodisc product.

‘Pushed Too Hard’

During a question-and-answer period af-

ter his prepared remarks, Backe said that

While Narada Michael Walden is best

noted for his dazzling drum work with such

Walden’s new “Dance Of Life” LP is at #15
on the Cash Box B/C LP chart and his

single, “I Shoulda Loved Ya,” has goneTop
5 on the Black Contemporary Singles chart.

The stats are proof positive that Walden has

come out of the closet and exposed himself

as a fine R&B vocalist.

Narada showed that he was capable of

handling other genres outside of rock and
jazz with early 1979’s “Awakening” LP. The
record was chock full of pop/disco cuts.

However up until that time, Walden opted

for a more cerebral sound.

In 1972, Walden, anotoriousfreakforthe

volatile jazz fusion sound of John
McLaughlin, met the guitarist back stage at

a gig in Connecticut. Walden expressed the

desire to meet McLaughlin’s guru, and
within days the man had set up a meeting

that would turn out to be the turning point in

Walden’s life. Sri Ghimnoy accepted
Walden as a disciple and gave him the

name Narada, meaning he who “brings

light, delight and compassion from heaven

to earth and takes back to heaven from

earth all of her sufferings.”

Shortly thereafter, McLaughlin asked the

kinetic drummer to play in his band. Gigs

with Jean-Luc Ponty and The London
Symphony followed, and in ’74 Walden was
guest drummer on Jeff Beck’s “Wired” LP.

Walden left his beloved Mahavishnu in

1975 to pursue a solo career with Atlantic,

sandwiching his solo efforts in between
projects with Weather Report and
Alphonse Johnson.
Walden took his maiden voyage in 1976

with “Garden Of Love Light.” Since that

time, he has recorded three more albums,

“I Cry, I Smile” \n ’77, “Awakening" in early

’79 and this year’s R&B infused effort,

“Dance Of Life."
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NEW MCES TO W4TCH

Shooting Star
For American rock groups, cutting one’s

eye teeth in the Midwest may be as much of

a prelude to national success as a New
Hampshire primary victory is to the

presidency. The latest midwestern group to

bear this out is the Kansas City-based

group, Shooting Star, whose self-titled

debut album on Virgin/Atlantic bowed at

#165 bullet in last week’s Cash Box. Van
McLain, guitarist and vocalist for the six-

man ensemble, who combine hard rock

with classical and melodic overtones,
spoke of the kind of dues-paying that has
given the band a commercial, though not

contrived sound.

“I can't say that our sound was con-
sciously geared to radio, although our

manager often told us that our sound was
commercially palatable. I think though, that

it comes from the fact that all of us have
been playing around an awfully long time

and have become tuned into what people
want.”

The nucleus of the group is McClain and
Gary West on piano, guitar and vocals.

McClain and West grew up together, but, in

the mid-’70s, West moved to New York to

join the Beckies, who recorded an album
for Sire Records. Meanwhile, McClain had
formed a germinal version of his present

band, calling it “The Shooting Stars Featur-

ing the Galaxies.” Beginning as a '50s cover

band, the group gradually added original

material. They got so good they even
received an offer to record for Bell Records
in England, but this deal fell through when
Steve Miller released “Take the Money And
Run,” which was the same title as the

group’s pending single. After that, the band
returned to Kansas City.

So did West, who had just decided to

pack it in with The Beckies. At the same
time, McClain had recruited Steve Thomas
to play drums with the band, and the group
was rounded out with the addition of Bill

Guffey on keyboards.
Of the retrenchment to Kansas City,

McClain recalls, “One of the main reasons
we decided to do it here was the cost of liv-

ing, which is a lot lower than, say, in New
York. Another reason was that Shooting
Star was fairly well established there. While
most bands there have to play cover
material, we had earned enough of a follow-

ing to be able to use our gigs as a vehicle for

working out original material.”

By January, 1 978 the group felt they were
ready and came to New York, where they

showcased at CBGB’s. While they received
several record company offers, they
decided to only secure the services of a
management firm. Back in Kansas City,

they added Charles Waltz on violin,

keyboards and backup vocals. Returning to

New York that fall, they showcased again,

and this time, when Virgin Records offered

them a contract, they accepted.
“We chose Virgin because we found

them to be super people,” remarked
McClain, “and, frankly, because so many of

their other acts are British, we thought that

we’d stick out like a sore thumb in a positive

sort of way, and that we’d get special atten-

tion.”

In support of the album, the group is set

to embark on a fifteen-date tour centered
around the Midwest. “If the album con-
tinues to do well,” confirms McClain, "we
expect to tour the U.S., headlining 1,000-

seat halls. Then, we may well begin work on
our second album in the spring.”

Steve Walsh
Although Kirshner recording artist Steve

Walsh has had a successful and fulfilling

career as the keyboard player and lead

vocalist of Kansas, he found himself com-
piling a great deal of song material and
recording concepts that didn't quite fit into

the framework of the symphonic rock band.

In an effort to tap this musical font, the

stray Kansan recorded the “Schemer-
Dreamer” album.

While Walsh maintains that he is

foremost a member of Kansas, he is

currently promoting a solo LP that has
more of a straight-ahead rock sound and
spontaneity than the practiced classical

cum progressive style of the six-man
aggregation from Topeka.

Walsh’s association with Kansas goes
back seven years and seven albums (two

gold and three platinum) to 1973, when the

band was formed by drummer Phil Ehart

and signed to Kirshner Records. Prior to

that time, Walsh was the keyboard player in

a band called White Clover, which also in-

cluded four members of the band that

would eventually become Kansas. The
answer to the fivesome’s need for another
songwriter came in the form of Kerry
Livgren (currently recording his first solo

LP), and Kansas was a complete musical
entity.

After three albums and several suc-
cessful tours as concert openers, the band
reached headlining status with its

groundbreaking “Leftoverture” LP in 1976.

The album went platinum and the band has
not looked back since.

To record his first solo album, Walsh
enlisted the talents of Dixie Dregs Steve
Morse and Alan Sloan, as well as the mem-
bers of Kansas. And although Walsh’s
famous keyboard runs can be heard on the

mainstream rock project, the album is

based around a fat guitar sound.
“The album focuses mainly on me,” says

Walsh, “but it also gives Kerry Livgren and
Rich Williams a chance to go crazy on their

guitars.”

One event that inspired Walsh to record

“Schemer-Dreamer” was working with

Genesis guitarist Steve Hackett on his

“Please Don’tTouch” album. “Working with

Hackett was an important step for me,” ex-

plains Walsh. “It was the first chance for me
to experience life outside of Kansas. I’ve

always been influenced by English bands,

but Genesis was there from early on.”

Another creative influence that aided
Walsh in the recording of “Schemer-
Dreamer” was athletics. “I lift weights, play

tennis and run,” says Walsh. “I try to inter-

mingle my sports life with my music. I get a
lot of ideas for songs by physically exerting

myself.”

Although Walsh is pleased with the out-

come of “Schemer-Dreamer,” one aspect
of recording that he doesn't want to pursue
in the future is producing. “I don’t want to

produce anymore,” states Walsh. “I’m bet-

ter for the experience, but I became burnt

out on the project at an early stage. I don’t

feel qualified for the job. How can one even
pretend to step into a role that other people
have been perfecting for years.”

The keyboard player also mentioned that

he’d like to tour, but being a member of

Kansas is the most important part of his

career. “Our last LP didn’t do as well as we
thought it would, so we’ll be really up for the

next one. It’ll probably be our first concept
album.”

“maybe we pushed too hard” in the com-
pany’s records operations. He went on to

express “confidence in our musical
product” and said that it was “good to see
financial controls” being implemented “in

the entire industry.”

In response to a question from the floor;

Walter Yetnikoff, president of the CBS
Records Group, said, "we did make money
on the domestic side in 1979, and we hope
to do a lot better in 1980.” Yetnikoff said

that the company’s Japanese operations
“had a very negative impact” on the record
division, “a nine million dollar hit on the

balance sheet over which we had no con-
trol." (According to the CBS sales and earn-
ings report for 1979, CBS Records income
from its equity-basis investment in Japan
declined to $3.2 million from $12.6 million

in 1978.) Yetnikoff tempered his optimistic

outlook for 1980 with the caution that

predicted growth would be “dependent on
a decent economy — we’re dealing with

discretionary income.”

In announcing the award, the RIAA said

the FBI is “helping to preserve an environ-

ment in which creativity and the arts can

flourish, and the creative artist can
prosper.”

This should fit right into most pop and AOR
lists.

Mass Production stir up the funk and pop here, with

just a dash of bop, on the ear-catching first single from its

upcoming “Masterpiece” LP.

Counterfeiter, Retailer Ties

identified as Norton Verner of Rexdale,

Canada.
Verner, according to a four-count federal

indictment returned against Tucker last

month (Cash Box, Feb. 16), is said to have
purchased approximately 60,000 counter-

feit eight-track tapes from Tucker for an es-

timated $80,00 in cash during 1978. The in-

dictment also charges Tucker with at-

tempting to “influence, construct and im-

pede the due administration of justice” by
telling Verner not to reveal the identities of

parties engaged in the sale of counterfeit

goods to the FBI, as well as attempting to

extort $2,500 from Verner to protect the

confidentiality of their relationship.

Undercover Operation

To obtain evidence of the illicit manufac-
ture and distribution of counterfeit product,

undercover agents opened up a record
store called Modular Sounds in Westbury,
N.Y., in mid-1978. At the shop, agents
videotaped and recorded conversations
with more than 50 individuals involved in

the sale of counterfeit product. The objec-

tive of the investigation, according to court

documents, was to present the operation to

“suspect music industry individuals, com-
panies and corporations as another il-

legitimate outfit involved in the purchase,
manufacture and sale of counterfeit and
pirate sound recordings."

According to the deposition of one of the

agents that ran the store, many of the in-

dividuals with whom he associated during

the course of the investigation had an "in-

depth knowledge of each other’s opera-

tions” and “openly competed against each
other to filter their product through dis-

tributors for final resale on the retail

market.” The agent noted that, in his under-

cover capacity, he spent approximately

$8.25 million on counterfeit and pirate

product. His purchases included approx-
imately 117,000 counterfeit and pirate

labels; 40,000 counterfeit sleeves; approx-

imately 20,000 counterfeit and pirate eight-

track tapes; 3,000 counterfeit cassettes;

more than 400 masters; 400 duplicated

pancakes; and assorted raw materials, in-

cluding blank pancakes, shrink wrap, win-

ders and blank cartridges.

A well-placed Justice Department source
last week allowed for the possibility that

counterfeit product may have passed
through both independent and branch dis-

tribution organizations in large quantities.

"We do not know of distributors dealing ex-

clusively in counterfeit goods,” said the

source, who added that whether counter-

feiters deal directly with members of the

legitimate industry is a matter for specula-

tion.

‘Peppered’ Shipments
However, an agent involved in the

Modular Sounds operation told Cash Box
in September 1979, that one-stops
repeatedly delivered “peppered” ship-

ments of goods to the location. “Once the il-

licit product was manufactured,” said the

agent, “it was sold directly to the one-stop
or to an intermediary who in turn sold to the

one-stop, and in some cases, directly to

some major retail stores in the New York
City area.” He added, “These inter-

mediaries could be directly traced to

organized crime.”

The investigation, said the agent, in-

dicated that organized crime’s involvement

in the counterfeiting business begins at the

distribution level, “because the real money
comes from the sale of the goods.
Manufacturing the product is too much of a
risk, because you have to take into con-

fidence the people that supply you the raw

material, as well as the people who
package the goods. As soon as the

business becomes less of a high risk ven-

ture, that’s when organized crime steps in.”

List 01 Titles

Counterfeit product seized as a result of

the Modular Sounds investigation included

many popular recordings by such artists as

Fleetwood Mac (“Rumours”), Rod Stewart

(“Foot Loose and Fancy Free") and Linda

Ronstadt (“Simple Dreams”). In addition,

product by Elvis Presley ("Moody Blue”),

Donna Summer (“Alive and More”),
Chicago (“Chicago XI”), as well as K-Tel In-

ternational’s “Dance Machine” compila-
tion, was also allegedly counterfeited and
then distributed to retail stores in the New
York metropolitan area, as well as other

points in the east. Spokesmen from the

various record companies whose goods
were counterfeited declined to say whether
they had discovered any of the aforemen-
tioned titles in their returns.

Many of the titles, according to court

transcripts, were sold in the form of coun-
terfeit pancakes and finished eight-track

product by Tucker to undercover agents.

Court records indicated that Tucker nor-

mally wholesaled single discs for $1.50. In

the case of “Saturday Night Fever,”

however, the two-record set sold for $3.50.

In one document, Tucker revealed to a

POINTS WEST
GROWING UP IS HARD TO DO — While it is hopelessly trite in spots and unwieldy at
times for director Adrian Lyne, Casablanca Record and FilmWorks’ latest film Foxes, is

a bold and affecting film. Set against the seamier, neon side of Los Angeles’ San Fer-
nando Valley, the film attempts to take a realistic look at the hectic life style of the
modern-day teenage girl. While the ad campaign, advises that the movie’s four central
characters are “daring to do it,” the film treats the female leads with the utmost respect.
Jody Foster, who playes Jeannie, is the film’s most complete and believable character.
Foster is the emotional anchor for Mary (Sally Kellerman), who plays a neurotic child-
like mother, Madge (Maryln Kagan), her friend who so desperately wants to lose her
virtue; Diedre (Kandice Stroh), a friend who possesses a rather robust sexual appetite;
Annie (Cherie Currie), who plays the classic pill popping runaway, and Brad (Scott
Baio), who plays a sort of skateboarding Dear Abraham. Although the character
sketches seem ridiculously stereotypical, winning performances by the principal stars
and some deft direction save the movie from becoming the average teenage exploita-
tion film. Such contemporary issues as the dissolution of the nuclear family, and the
new sexual freedom are also examined in a film that runs at a rock ‘n’ roll pace. The sub-
ject matter and the dramatic synthesizer-oriented score by Giorgio Moroder work
beautifully together, and his deft interweaving of Donna Summer’s “On The Radio”
theme throughout the film also works as a nice cinematic device.

THE PALLADIUM, N.Y.C. — Gary Numan
believes that there are aliens among us,

and although his concert here did not quite

have the impact of an extraterrestrial visita-

tion, it did turn into a curiously festive occa-
sion.

The crowd that filed into the cozy theater

was a mix of punk-wave rockers and post-

hippie music freaks, with a smattering of

ultra-trendy android chic. There was a

general sense of anticipation that gave the

date the air of an event.

The entire promotion of Numan has been
based on the premise that people will be
drawn to something different — especially

if it is packaged as a spectacle. No one is

more aware of this than Numan himself. So
it is Numan who must shoulder the blame
for unleashing upon his friendly audience
the full force of his techno-deco blitzkreig

from the program’s opening number. By
throwing all sense of drama and pacing to

the galactic winds Numan undermined the

spectacle-effect of his carefully calculated

and elaborately staged production.

Between two twenty-foot-high tower
walls of pulsating, spectral light, each of

which housed an electric keyboardist

(Christopher Payne and Dennis Haynes),

drummer Cedric Sharpley occupied a

raised platform boxed off by ultra-violet

neon tubing. Standing discretely in the

shadows, bassist Paul Gardiner and
guitarist Russell Bell each occupied a spot

at the foot of the undulating towers. At

stage-center, behind his Moog or striding

about in jet black and a glowing crimson-

blue necktie, Numan seemed attimes like a

sinister version of a Las Vegas headliner.

The crowd was caught up in the hypnotic

continuum of electronic mechano-tunes
from Numan’s LPs, "Replicas” and “The
Pleasure Principle." Never deigning to

identify the tunes or banter with his

audience, Numan was totally in command
as he ran through songs like “Me I Discon-

nect From You,” “I'm Praying To The
Aliens,” “Complex,” “Are Friends Elec-

tric?," “Engineers,” and his current single,

“Cars.” His stage image was oddly enhan-
ced when he played a prop-like, robotic

rhythm guitar. But the major shortcoming
of the evening was that Numan left nothing

in reserve but a couple of dancing, remote
controlled cardboard pyramids. After a

while the unremitting walls of light and pur-

poseful monotony of sound became
overwhelming and almost unpleasant.

Nevertheless Numan proved to be an un-

usual entertainer who has a growing
audience. If his music and presentation are

now over-reaching their self-defined con-

cepts, it is well within the realm of the possi-

ble that Numan may marshall his forces for

a more impressive future date in time and
space. richard gold

Sarah Vaughn’s set at the Music Center
seldom varied from that low-down, jazzy
feel that has distinguished her as “The
Divine One.”

Throughout her two-part show, the
audience remained mesmerized as much
by Sarah’s personality as by her still-

sterling-after-all-this-time vocals. She
toyed with the listeners, cajoled and
crooned them — all in that low-down

groove.

Whether she was scatting (“Shooo-be-
do-weee!"), or flutter phrasing one of her

Brazilian-flavored Bossas, Vaughn never
compromised her emotional depth, nor the

audience’s expectations.

She was amply accompanied by Mike
Wofford, piano; Andy Simpkins, bass;
Harold Jones, drums; and percussionists

Moasir Santos, Steve Forman and Ray-
mond Armando. Following a lively Bossa
tune, she surprised the audience when she
admitted that there was but 45 minutes of

rehearsal with the percussionists.

"We should go through life unrehears-
ing,” Sarah laughed.

Often her voice would lapse into a growl,

then soar to a crystalline, youthful shrill,

showing that Sassy Sarah was quite well

and thriving in the jazz world.

On her cover of “Summertime,” Sarah
went a capella, with a stunning operatic

delivery, but still low-down. “Send In the

Clowns” was offered up with a personal

touch that exuded personal dignity.

Sarah’s cover of "Genji” was her dedica-
tion to Brazil, a country whose musical in-

fluence has found a home in much of her
work.

Leading a sing-a-long to the music from
“I Left My Heart In San Francisco,” Sarah
achieved what many jazz artists today do
not, genuine audience participation. Bear
in mind this was not a funk or rock concert,

just good ole jazz, done like it should be —
low-down.

Some of the highlights were the

You" and the Davies-penned Ava Barber hit

“Bucket To The South.” From “The Game”
LP, Davies covered the title track, “Blue

curb radio station abuse of ordering
catalog items in bulk quantities. They
related further that promotion personnel at

the labels were informed of the policy via in-

ner office memos and that the stations will

be charged from $1.50 to $3 per disc.

Broadcast reaction to the WEA directive

was mixed, with the majority of those
questioned saying that the new policy

would be acceptable if the labels expedited
refill orders.

“If the policy hinders airplay,” said

Robert Under, vice president and generai

manager of WDHA/Dover, N.J., “then the

companies may have to reevaluate this. If

there are workable exceptions, and if

product can be delivered more efficiently

than it is now, then the policy should be ac-

ceptable.”

Linder said he was informed of the policy

by a representative at the WEA branch in

New York City. He said he was told that the

policy would go into effect March 1.

However, other broadcasters contacted
by Cash Box indicated that they had not yet

been informed of the new policy. One such
programmer was Dave Forman, PD at

KEZY/Anaheim.
“I didn’t even know about it,” said For-

man. “Bui if this will help the labels out of

their financial squeeze, and help curb those
stations that abuse the privilege of receiv-

ing free promotional product, then it’s a

sound Idea. If it impedes airplay, however,
then I think it is to the companies’ disadvan-
tage.”

Added WIOQ-FM/Phiiadeiphia MD
Helen Leicht, “I don’t know if management
will go for this. There are other areas where
cost-cutting could be more efficientiy used.

FCC To Consider FM
Band Expansion
LOS ANGELES — The Federal Com-
munications Commission (FCC) has voted

to hold public hearings on adding FM sta-

tions to the radio band. In a vote by the

commission last week, the panel decided to

consider amendment of the FM Table of

Assigments adopted by the FCC in 1963.

Commenting on the plan, which would,

permit frequencies traditionally used by FM
stations to be used by stations radiating to

smaller areas, FCC Chairman Charles D.

Ferris said many FM stations do not use,

nor plan to, the entire protected area they

are assigned.

For example, a label should really research

a station and know what product is good
for that station. It’s a costly waste to be
mailing the same product to a station week
after week hoping to get the record played,

when that record may simply not suit that

station’s format.”

Sandy Gill, music co-ordinator at KS-
JO/San Jose, agreed with Leicht. “We get

tons of product that just isn’t good for this

radio station,” she said. “I don’t see how
this can justify tightening the purse strings.

“The larger markets get serviced right

away,” Gill continued. “Not that we're in a

small market, but it usually takes 60 to 90

days to get product anyway. I can accept

the 90-day business and having to pay for

catalog product, but 1 hope they get it to us

sooner then they have been.”

Broadcasters expressed concern about
how the policy may affect on-air promo-
tional giveaways. Once again, it was
generally hoped that workable exceptions

could be met as promotions of this sort are

usually very beneficial to the radio station.

Larry Snider, program director at

KREM/Spokane, agreed with WEA that its

policy would help to alleviate the problem
of stations abusing the privilege of ordering

free promotional product. "You have to

assume that the other labels will probably

institute similar policies down the road,” he
said.

A check of other major labels revealed

that at this point in time none plan to imple-

ment policies similar to WEA’s. However,
label spokesmen conceded that the WEA
move may signal an industry-wide trend in

response to rising manufacturing costs and
overboard catalog ordering.

When asked if a policy like WEA’s would
have an adverse effect on on-air giveaways,

most label reps said no, pointing out that

giveaway promotions are usually conduc-
ted during the first 90 days in the life of an

album.

A Capitol spokesman summed up the

feelings of most promotion reps when he

said, “At present, I can't see going to a sta-

tion where 1 need airplay on a piece of

product, and in the same breath, tell them
that they have to pay for another (LP). In the

future, if costs get really out of sight, then

we might possibly have to.”

PD Gish Resigns
KRBE/Houston
LOS ANGELES — Clay Gish, program
director at KRBE/Houston for nearly six

years, has resigned.

“When 1 came to KRBE, it was a small un-

derdeveloped station,” Gish told Cash Box.

“It was a challenge to build this station and
to eventually realize the goal of knocking off

KILT, which atthetime was the powerhouse
Top 40 in Houston.

“Ratings have peaked and the challenge

of it all now simply isn’t there,” Gish added.
“I guess I’m bored. I’ve done everything

that 1 wanted to do here. I need a new
challenge.”

Commenting on the resignation, vice

president and genera! manager Bob
Fauser told Cash Box, “Clay’s done a

superb job here. When you realize all of his

accomplishments and all of the awards and
accolades that have been bestowed on him
by his peers and by the recording industry,

it is easy to understand his fatigue with the

present situation. I’m disappointed that

he’s leaving, but I respect him for reassess-

ing his career. I wish Clay all the luck in

whatever he decides to do.”

Gish said he has been offered A&R posi-

tions from a number of record labels and is

also interested in producing.

Paycheck and Bobby Bare.

Retail sales will be supplemented with

radio spots and a television spot. There will

be five 60-second radio spots, four of which

will feature three artists each and one which
will highlight the entire Willie Nelson
catalog. The tv spot will be a 30-second

multi-artist presentation available for ac-

count customization.

CBS will also have a complete advertis-

ing kit available for the product, including a

sheet of logos; a sheet of ovals; 150 line

drop-ins with a listing of artists’ names; 600

and 1,200 line blank space ads with

headline and logo inside; 300 line Willie

Nelson catalog layouts; mini sheets for 600

and 1 ,200 line reproductions; 600 line tape

ad with design and a sheet of tape slugs for

the 600 line ad.

Additionally, a 2” x 2” sticker logo has

been developed, which, when affixed to the

product included in this program, will iden-

tify it at retail. The consumer will have the

chance to see this logo in print and/or on tv,

again on the display material in the stores

and then again on the actual product
Retail Survey

Retailers surveyed by Cash Box were
generally favorable to the program. Lee

Perron, manager of Friend’s Two Records
in Oklahoma City, stated “A program like

this is beneficial in two ways. First, it’s nice

to have the marketing tools to use in-store

and second, the use of the media will

hopefully attract more traffic and cause
more interest in new product”

Perron added, “The whole idea behind

this is that they want us to buy more product

and they feel that by giving us the free radio

spots and the marketing tools, we will in

turn beef up our inventory for the expected
increase in traffic. How much the retailer

beefs up his inventory will depend on how
well the label salesman presents his

program.”

Dutch Cramblitt of Circles Records in

Phoenix added, “A program like this is

definitely helpful to me as a retailer, par-

ticularly the television advertising. It hits a

market that is more easily swayed than the

radio audience.”
Advertising A Big Part

Pete Steed of Radio Doctors in Atlanta

agreed. He explained, “If the name of my
store is tagged with the advertising, then it

is helpful to me. If they don’t let people

know I have the records here, normally it

isn't.

“Advertising should be a bigger part of

the major merchandising campaign. We
will use posters and other marketing tools

to make a display for a centra! area where it

can be seen because people do stop and
look. It does attract customers,” Steed con-
cluded.

“I do like to use marketing tools.” Perron
added, “The CBS approach seems like

they’re going to help us with the traffic and
in-store marketing, which will cause an up-
surge in product sales. That seems like a
positive approach, more so than the
program approach where if you buy the

product first, then you get the tools.”

COLEMAN LANTERN — Saxophone giant Ornette Coleman has been rehearsing his

remarkable electric band, Prime Time, for an Italian tour later this month. Prime Time —
comprised of Jamaladeen Tacuma (Rickenbacker electric bass), Bern Nix and Charlie

Elierbee (electric guitars), Denardo Coleman and Calvin Weston — also recorded a digital

album last April that is creating a buzz of interest in the industry. Nix plays behind the beat

like a JSmm Hall; Elierbee plays ahead of the beat with choppy James Brown figures and

Hendrixian vamps; Weston lays down a firm funk groove that is right in the pocket as

Denardo provides African fills and accents; and Tacuma— easily the most innovative elec-

tric bassist in jazz today — holds everything together with his swiftly modulating lines and

engages in a continuous dialog with Coleman's alto saxophone preachings. Tentatively en-

titled “Fashion Face,” Coleman's album
has impressed all who’ve heard it as the

most revolutionary synthesis of dance
music and jazz extant— one industry figure

told me he thought it could definteiy get on

the WBLS rotation. Need we say more?
Coleman is also preparing to perform his

symphonic work, “Skies Of America,” in

Italy later this year, and has been arranging

some compositions by the excellent singer,

Roberta Baum. One of Baum’s songs, “Is

This Creation?”, has airplay written ail over

it, and they'll be going into the studios after

Coleman’s return from Italy to cut a single.

Coleman has been the most important

American musican of the past 20 years,

touching upon ethnic music, string and
reed chamber works, small group swing,

free jazz, blues, funk and rock. He has

defined all manner of musical directions

and it looks like we’ve finally caught up to where Ornette has been all along— the ‘80s is go-

ing to be Ornette Coleman’s decade, so check it out or move over.

BLOOD ON THE TRACKS — Blood Ulmer, a long-time collaborator of Coleman's, has

recently been getting a lot of press attention on the basis of his live appearances and his Ar-

tists House album, “Talas of Captain Black.” He recently recorded a new album with Oliver

Lake on alto, David Murray on tenor, Olu Dara on trumpet, Amin All on Fender bass, and

Calvin Weston and Ron Shannon Jackson on drums that more accurately reflects the funk

directions that have delighted New York audiences. Rumors of a major label signing have

circulated daily, with Warner Brothers given an inside track, and Columbia and Arista also

in contention. At press time, the latest rumor had Ulmer signed to Warners, but we couldn’t

confirm this, so we’ll have to keep you posted.

Several more new positions have been

created to strengthen the worldwide
Masterworks organization. Paul Myers has
been appointed vice president of A&R plan-

ning and productions, Christine Reed has

been named director of A&R, and Robert J,

Campbell is the director of marketing. All

three executives report directly to Schmidt.

Myers will help plan record production

activities for CBS Masterworks and will also

work on his own production projects. Dur-

ing his career with CBS, he has produced
over 400 records and has worked with vir-

tually every artist on the Masterworks label.

He joined the company in 1982 and was
responsible for the Epic classical label. In

1968, he was transferred to the U.K. as a

producer, and he later became director of

international A&R for Masterworks.

CMSSICA/LBUM REVIEWS
MOZART: Symphonies Nos. 38 & 39. Vienna Philharmonic,

Karl Bohm, conductor. DG 2531 206. List: 9.98.

Despite his advanced age, Bohm continues to make an
astounding number of recordings — and most of them are

quite good. In these Mozart readings, Bohm offers rock-steady

medium tempos and a thoroughly aristocratic point of view.

While there are no new revelations, nearly any listener should

be able to live with these performances for a long time. And,
between the Vienna Philharmonic’s velvety, polished tone and
DG’s fine engineering, audiophiles should also be pleased with

this disc.

SCHUBERT: String Quintet in C, D. 956. Lasaile Quartet; Lynn fZ]
Harrell, second cello. DG 2531 209, List: 9.98.

Interestingly, this superb reading of D. 956 is in direct com-
petition with another DG recording which features the Melos
Quartet with cellist Mastislav Rostropovich. Although it is hard

to rank one above the other, the two performances are quite dif-

ferent. The Melos players provide a somewhat smoother and
better-blended account; but there is much to be said for the

LaSalle’s more extroverted version. A highpoint of the latter

disc is the rugged, solidly grounded performance of the

Scherzo.

DANCER’S CHOICE: The Ballet in Music and Pictures, Writ-

ten, narrated and presented by Verina Zorina. Columbia L2X
35198. List: 26.98.

This general introduction to the world of ballet focuses on the

repertoire of Diaghilev’s Ballet Russes between 1909 and 1929.

Included are excerpts from “Les Syiphides,” “Giselle,” and the

great Stravinsky ballets, as well as lesser-known works such as

Poulene’s “Les Biches” and Prokofiev’s “The Prodigal Son.”

Verina Zorina’s narration is informative and erudite, but the

music can be appreciated for itself. The booklet accompanying
this deluxe, two-record set is a visual treat.

special agent that his customers were buy-

ing “30,000 or 40,000 pieces at a clip” of the

movie soundtrack LP.

In establishing the differences between
legally and illegally duplicated product,

federal agents determined that counterfeit

eight-track tapes, cassettes and LPs were
“usually” distinguished by the fact that

jackets, sleeves, slicks, and labels had a

tendency to be either “blurred or
smudged.” Nevertheless, there have been
reports of counterfeit product on the
market that is virtually indistinguishable

from legitimate records and tapes.

Subpoenas Issued

Some of the materials used to package
this product allegedly came from indepen-

dent firms that are also suppliers for

legitimate pressing plants, such as
Polymatrix and Raymart Corp. (one of the

companies raided by the FBI in 1978). But,

in addition, the Justice Department has
issued subpoenas to such legitimate

record pressers as CBS Records, which
manufactures LPs for several companies,
including the Polygram labels (Cash Box,

Feb. 16).

Changes Global
Licensing Pacts
LONDON — Following its switch last year

from EMI to Rye Records, the Magnet label

has drastically altered its international

licensing deals. Formerly under the EMI

umbrella for most areas outside of the UK,

the label has changed to separate com-
panies for individual territories.

Magnet’s new licensees for overseas

territories will now be Teldec for Germany,
Austria and Switzerland; Polydor for

France; Discos Columbia for Spain; RCA
for Argentina and Brazil; Festival for

Australia and New Zealand; Peerless

Fabrica de Discos for Mexico; Polygram for

Eire and CBS for Canada.
In the U.S., Magnet has decided to place

its artists with various companies in-

dividually due to the size of the American

market. Currently, the Darts are with

Polydor, Chris Rea with CBS and Matchbox
with Sire. The remaining roster has not

been placed.

Magnet, however, has not dropped EMI
licensing altogether. Successful
relationships with EMI in Scandinavia and

Benelux (Belgium, Netherlands and Lux-

embourg) have been extended, along with

another current deal with RPM in South

Africa.

In the area of publishing, Magnet Music

has extended its deal with Intersong Ar-

temis for the majority of overseas
territories.

Commenting on the new worldwide
licensing strategy, Magnet chairman and
managing director Michael Levy said, “I felt

Another

Canadian, meanwhile, was charged in

Floyd County, Georgia, with narcotics

possession, and later released on bail.

The fall of the dollar in the past three

years has increased the share of this

seasonal market for foreign artists, since

for local impresarios it has been easy to

match their fees, and usually an Inter-

national artist has been helpful to fill a

dance hall to capacity.

However, the increasing internal costs

during the past year and severe losses suf-

fered by some of the clubs in 1979 caused a

change of attitude this time: instead of BO-

SS artists coming from other countries, only

half a dozen have been strong enough as to

convince local promoters to bring them
during a risky period.

The main attraction, once again, has

been Spanish-born Julio Iglesias, who had
already spent several months here. Iglesias

currently lives in Miami but retains a strong

backing here. Other artists from Spain have
been Manolo Otero, Dyango, Manolo
Galvan; from Italy, Franco Simone and Al

From the States arrived Gloria Gaynor,

but after two days in Buenos Aires she sud-
denly decided to return home, leaving con-

tracts unfilled.

It is too early to suppose that this trend

will strengthen in the near future, but it may
change the expectations of many in the

record and entertainment industries during

this year. The idea of Government-imposed
restrictions on the air play of foreign music
(an 80% minimum of local product has

been expected since a few months ago)

would also help to the development of quite

a few local pop artists, who are currently

deeply worried about radio promotion and
consider that the ongoing craze of foreign

music hurts them very much.

than 500 units.

The survey found that, as the price dif-

ferential and the difference in average ear-
nings life of pinballs and videos was
diminishing in recent years, operators have
had to reassess the roles of both kinds of

games on location. While video traditionally

out-performs pinball in game centers,
route operators reported that video profits

equal or even surpasses those of pinballs,

according to the survey.

Also included in the survey were the
following disclosures by route operators:

• Average weekly earnings between
video and pinbali are not significantly dif-

ferent. In fact, video reaches higher levels
than pinball in many instances.

• On the average, a pinball is kept only

traditional industry wisdom regarding the

“We are still

a separate company (within the Polygram
structure), and it will still be the same as it

was.”

Bird then noted that while the editorial,

strengthened by the restructuring.
