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At the end of the first quarter of 1980, “No Frills

Records’’ reported that the bottom line looked good.
The company president attributed this to the music,
a knowledgeable selectivity of product and ef-

ficiency in the marketing division. Sales were brisk,

returns were down and overhead was low — and the
company registered a healthy profit.

Granted, the report above is fictitious, but the
reasoning is sound. It is a relatively simple scenario,
but why has it become the exception rather than the
rule? Has adherence to the basic rules and
procedures become such a forgotten practice?
Why does strong product now get lost in hours of

corporate meetings by scores of executives who
subject it to committee votes? Why do record com-

panies spend weeks and millions on gate fold, die
cut, four color, four side jackets with poster,
autobiography booklet and lyrics printed on the in-

ner sleeve? If the music isn’t in the grooves, none of

the above will sell the album.

Who is everybody trying to impress?

“No Frills Records” is what this industry is all

about. Go out and find the good music. Go out and
bust your tail to get some airplay. Provide the
retailers with some sensible point-of-purchase
material. Spend the advertising monies as you
would if it had to come out of your own pocket. Satin

jackets, and stretch-limos can do a lot for your im-
age, but in the end, can they sell records?

Says Van Deerlin At 58th NAB

Thorn-EMI, JVC Will

Videodisc Player For

LAS VEGAS — Rep. Lionel Van Deerlin's

remarks that he would oppose radio

deregulation until AM spacing is reduced

from 10 to nine kHz and controversy over

the selection of Magnavox as the system to

be used for AM stereo highlighted the

business at the 58th annual National Assn,

of Broadcasters (NAB) convention here

April 13-16. Deregulation and AM stereo

dominated the discussions at the conven-

tion. which brought together over 6.000

broadcasters. 10.000 exhibitors and
numerous federal officials.

While the concept of AM stereo was
generally welcomed by the broadcasters,

there was an almost unanimous dis-

satisfaction expressed with the recent

Federal Communications Commission
(FCC) designation of Magnavox as the

system that will be used (Cash Box. April

18).

However, Rep. Van Deerlin's remarks on

deregulation, a proposal strongly suppor-

ted by the NAB. provided a stunning blow to

the broadcasters. Sponsor of the original

deregulation bill. Rep Van Deerlin (D-

Calif.) told the broadcasters. “I know what I

would do if I were an FCC commissioner

asked to vote on radio deregulation within

the next year. I would propose a delay. I

would remind my commission colleagues

of the essential principle — less regulation

and more competition. I would suggest that

until the Region II delegates approve the

switch from 10 to nine kHz. and thus insure

hundreds more radio outlets for the United

States, we at the commission should do

nothing.

"If forced to vote," Rep. Van Deerlin ad-

ded. "I would vote 'No.'"

Explaining the reason for his position.

Van Deerlin said. "The concept seems sim-

ple enough: deregulation is a two-way
street. Less regulation and more competi-

tion go hand in hand — a marriage made
not in heaven, but in the courts. This

wedding of principles is not merely the

preferred policy option of a Lionel Van
Deerlin or a Charlie Ferris (FCC chairman).

Rather, the concept of less regulation and

more competition is an expression of Con-
gressional intent which has been explicitly

articulated by thecourts. Broadcast regula-

tion is a direct consequence of scarcity. As
long as a scarcity of broadcast outlets ex-

ists. so shall broadcast regulation.

“The Commission has adhered faithfully

to this concept by proposing to deregulate

radio while simultaneously increasing the

number of new radio outlets."

Pinning at least part of the blame for the

failure of the nine kHz proposal (which

could have added up to 1,400 stations to

the AM band) on the NAB. Rep. Van Deerlin

added. "The NAB went off to fight in Buenos
Aires. It may have won the battle, but it sur-

ely lost the war. For in postponing a switch

from 10 to nine kHz. broadcasters may
have also postponed radio deregulation.”

At the AM Spectrum Planning Con-
ference in Buenos Aires in March, where
approval of the nine kHz proposal by

Region II (Western Hemisphere) represen-

tatives was required for implementation,

the FCC-sponsored plan was withdrawn

from consideration following last minute

opposition, at least some of which was

LOS ANGELES — Thorn-EMI Ltd. and JVC.

Victor Company of Japan Ltd., have agreed

to establish what is termed “a close working

relationship” for the manufacture and
promotion of JVC's VHD/AHD (Video High

Density/Audio High Density) video/audio

disc system.

The VHD/AHD system, which had been
announced earlier this year and will be
marketed by Matsushita Industrial Co. Ltd..

(Cash Box. Feb. 2) utilizes a 10 inch

grooveless disc with spiral tracks con-

sisting of micro capacitance pits. A can-

tilever arm with playback stylus is thus

allowed to move freely over the disc,

providing random access, still frame and
variable speed capabilities.

According to a JVC spokesman, the

company is expecting to introduce the

player in the U.S. and Europe by the end of

1981 for approximately $500. making the

system competitive with RCA's planned

retail price for its SelectaVision system. Ad-

ditionally. JVC’s VHD/AHD system can ac-

commodate high quality audio discs if they

are specially pressed and carry a digital

audio signal. The player also has stereo

output

“This is the first tie-up with another

manufacturer that JVC has effected thus

far." said Mark Hisumatsu. corporate

secretary of the U.S. JVC Corp.. a sub-

sidiary of the Victor Company of Japan.

"But. to my knowledge. JVC is presently

having meetings with other manufacturers

of both hardware and software, as well, so

you can expect announcements of ad-

ditional tie-ups in the near future."

Hisumatsu also noted that the agree-

ment was initiated for the purpose of a joint

multiple sets across the board.” commen-
ted Wayne Steinberg, buyer for Baltimore's

Record and Tape Collector.

JVC is a major Japanese company
engaged in consumer electronics and is the

developer of the VHD/AHD video disc

system, as well as the VHS video cassette

system.

NEW YORK — Warner Communications
Inc. has set up a $100,000 fund which

it will pay cash rewards for information

leading to the arrest and conviction of any

person involved in piracy, bootlegging or

counterfeiting of phonograph records or

tapes.

Commenting on the reasons for starting

the fund. David Horowitz of the office of the

president of WCI. said: “The virus of coun-

terfeiting and piracy has so infected our in-

dustry that severe steps must be taken to

help stop its spread. We believe that our of-

fer of cash rewards will help spur the flow of

information needed to convict those who
disregard the laws prohibiting illegal

duplication of music."

Linder the WCI cash reward program,

anyone with information about persons

engaged in any area of counterfeiting,

piracy or bootlegging of phonograph
records or tapes may send such informa-

tion to the Anti-Counterfeiting Project.

Rockefeller Plaza, New York, N.Y. 10019.

Such information must be submitted and

postmarked no later than May 1, 1981 to be

considered for the WCI cash reward
program. Where requested, the name of

the person providing the information will be

kept confidential.

All letters will be screened and forwar-

ded to the proper national and local anti-

crime units. An impartial blue ribbon panel,

made up of industry and outside experts,

will determine, when a conviction is ob-

tained, the amount of the reward. The deci-

sion of this independent panel will be final

and binding.

The WCI anti-counterfeiting program will

be publicized through posters to be in-

cluded in every shipment of records to

retailers by the WEA Corp.

The Pat Travers Band subscribes to the

rock 'n' roll version of General Sherman's
scorched earth policy — keep storming the

cities and singing audiences' ears until

you reach the sea.

Travers found a

benefactor in London who bought him his

first Marshall amp, wah wah pedal and
studio time, and it wasn’t long before

Travers was circulating demos. He even-

tually signed with Polydor and cut a self-

titled debut album in 1976.

NEW MCES TO VMTCH

The Cretones
Planet recording group The Cretones

have recently risen to national popularity

via an engaging Southern California rock-

meets-the-new-wave sound and help from
Malibu's musical matriarch Linda
Ronstadt. Ronstadt recorded three songs
by Cretones leader Mark Goldenberg for

her new rock-oriented "Mad Love" LP, and
that exposure plus The Cretones own ren-

ditions of “Mad Love,” "Cost Of Love" and
“Justine” have propelled the band's “Thin

Red Line" LP to #141 on the Cash Box Pop
LP chart.

"We don't consider ourselves new
wave," says Goldenberg, who also played

guitar on Ronstadt's latest waxing. “We're

new and improved wave. We don't belong

to the Malibu crowd or the harder edges of

the new wave. The most important thing to

us is to create high energy songs with

strong melodies."

Guitarist Goldenberg, a native of

Chicago, formed the band 2'h years ago in

Los Angeles after playing with bassist Peter

Bernstein and drummer Steve Beers in

Wendy Waldman’s hard rocking back-up
band. The trio then enlisted keyboardist

Steve Leonard, an old high school chum of

Goldenberg’s. and The Cretones were a

complete musical entity.

The band began refining its modernized
'60s pop sound at an obscure submarine
sandwich shop near USC. Back in 1978,

Mike's Munchies was one of the few places

in L A. that an unsigned act could maintain

a low profile. “We played there for about 3

months," explained Goldenberg. “Most of

the bands in L.A. are highly visible, but we
wanted to get our chops down and remain
invisible for a while.”

The band, which is currently on a tour of

California, has. seen its tenure at the south

central Los Angeles sandwich shop pay off.

Aside from the band's distinct guitar-

keyboard-oriented sound, the album serves

as a showcase for Goldenberg's wry sense
of humor The title tune is a straightforward

song about murdering one's parents, steal-

ing their money and car and driving out to

eat at a restaurant, while "Mrs. Peel,"

dedicated to TV spy Diana Rigg. is

described by the author as a sort of John Le
Carre meets Spike Jones meets James
Brown song. "I consider myself to be sort of

junior garde wit," adds Goldenberg
While Bernstein maintains that

Ronstadt's recordings of his songs have
"helped the band immeasurably as far as

letting people know who The Cretones are,"

and that the band is pleased with its first ef-

fort, he guarantees that the next LP is going

to be completely different.

“There will be more co-writing on the

next LP in terms of a marriage between
tune, performance and production," says
Bernstein, who also is credited as the

producer of "Thin Red Line” and co-
producer of Ronstadt's “Mad Love" LP.

Bernstein went on to say that there would
still be a Southern California feel to the

production on the band's next work, but

that the material would have a much harder

edge to it and that there would be further

evolution of the wit that the band employs
on songs like “Here Comes The Wave” and
“Thin Red Line."

“We were very careful not to go too crazy

on the first album. It was a nice, clean, con-
trolled record," reflects Bernstein. “Now
we're going to start offending people.”

The Joe Perry Project
As Joe Perry tells it, the former lead

guitarist and founding member of

Aerosmith was reluctant to leave the band
he'd been part of for the past ten years, but

his own musical evolution finally forced his

hand. "I had to decide which way I was go-

ing to go," says Perry. “I wanted to do more
writing and singing and playing, but
Aerosmith had a way of doing things, and it

was hard to change the system around.”

Perry notes that his break-up with the enor-

mously successful Boston-based band was
amicable. "It was me that changed, it wasn't

them. I didn't want to leave the band, but I

couldn’t do the solo thing and remain in

Aerosmith."

From the overdriven, blasting riff that

opens the title tune on the Joe Perry Pro-

ject's debut Columbia Records LP. “Let

The Music Do The Talking,” the scowling
guitarist's commitment to “lots of energy" is

unmistakeable. Perry admits that luck was
on his side when he put the powerhouse
Project together last Fall. "It was an instant

band," he says.

Lead singer Ralph Mormon, whose
range and dynamic energy recall the vocal
excitement of Robert Plant and Stevie
Winwood, was working in construction in

Florida when Aerosmith played a gig in the
sunshine state last summer. Formerly with

the Boston band Daddy Warbux, Mormon
came backstage to ask his old friend Perry,

"if I knew anyone who needed a singer,

because he wanted to get back into music
again.” At the time, Perry was still commit-
ted to Aerosmith, but when he left the band
after the release of “Night In The Ruts,"
Mormon was his immediate choice for

vocal front man.

Perry rescued the Project’s drummer,
Ronnie Stewart, from the drum department
of the Wurlitzer music store in Boston,
where he had been working for the past
eight years. An accomplished jazz drum-
mer, Stewart “is the one who surprised me
the most," Perry says. “He's got so much
technique, he’s amazing.”

Bassist David Hull, formerly with the

Connecticut-based Dirty Angels, was
another old friend of Perry’s. “His band was
between labels and managers, and I guess
he was ready to do something different,"

says Perry. “I always thought he was one of

the best bass players around and I had him
in the back of my mind if I ever got a chance
to start my own band."

One of the chief motivations for starting

the Project, Perry says, was his desire to

stop playing huge arenas, “where it didn't

matter how good or how bad I played — all I

had to do was show my face and turn my
amp on." Even before he recorded the Pro-

ject’s debut album, Perry and the band
began tightening up before enthusiastic

audiences in Northeastern clubs. “I believe

that a band that can play live and get a good
reaction without anyone hearing their

record first, is a band that’s going to make it

and last.”

Sonny Throckmorton: Moving
From Songwriting To Singing

NASHVILLE — Sonny Throckmorton’s ac-

colades thus far could stretch the prover-

bial country mile. He has twice been voted

songwriter of the year by the Nashville

Songwriters Association, International. He
has written a string of chart-topping songs
— “Last Cheater’s Waltz,” “Knee Deep In

Loving You,” "Smooth Sailin’,” and "If

We’re Not Back In Love By Monday,” just to

name a few.

Artists who have recorded
Throckmorton penned songs include T.G.

Sheppard, Jerry Lee Lewis, Dave and
Sugar, George Burns, Johnny Duncan,
Merle Haggard and Millie Jackson, who
had a hit with "If We’re Not Back In Love By
Monday" on the B/C charts.

One of Throckmorton's songs, "Middle
Age Crazy," inspired the movie of the same
name, starring Bruce Dern and Ann-
Margaret. Throckmorton will perform the ti-

tle track, as well as “Smooth Sailin’,” on the

movie soundtrack. The film is scheduled for

a June release. Most recently, Disney
Studios picked up the rights to turn "I Wish I

Was Eighteen Again” into a film, with

George Burns hinted as the star.

Not bad for a man who almost chucked it

all four years ago, after discovering the

songwriting market was a tough nut to

crack.

"I moved to Nashville and got into the

business in 1964," Throckmorton recalled,

Sonny Throckmorton
“and I starved for about 11 or 12 years. I

finally quit, left town and thought I wanted to

give it all up. After six months in Texas, I

decided I would rather come back here to

write songs, and maybe starve, than live out
there and make a living, but be unhappy."
Throckmorton didn't starve when he

moved back to Nashville. He joined Tree

First Qtr. Income
NEW YORK — Warner Communications

Inc.'s recorded music and publishing divi-

sion reported slight declines in operating

income and operating revenues for the first

quarter of 1980. compared to the same
period last year. Operating income for the

division dropped to $17,852,000 from $20.-

510.000 during the first quarter of 1979.

Operating revenues for the division were

$170,547,000, a downturn from the $174,-

827.000 reported during the first three

months of 1 979.

Overall, WCI reported a record net in-

come figure of $35,015,000 for the initial

quarter of 1980. a 14% jump from last

year's first-period figure of $30,818,000.

This income gain was accomplished in

spite of a fall-off in first quarter revenues for

WCI. The company reported revenues of

$427,040,000. compared to $435,144,000

in 1 979’s first quarter. Also, earnings per

share of $1.23 climbed 6% above the

previous record of $1 . 16 that WCI reported

last year.

The earnings per share and net income

do not include the gain on the sale of 50% of

the company's CATV operations to the

American Express Company in the fourth

quarter of 1979.

Commenting on the results. Steven J.

Ross, chairman of WCI. stated. "Impressive

gains in toys and electronic games and in-

creased income substantially accounted

for these record results. Recorded music

and music publishing revenues and
operating profits declined, reflecting the

absence of major new releases in the quar-

ter. Upcoming releases from many top ar-

tists on WCI's roster and the continuing

cost control program should help the divi-

sion's results over the remainder of the

year."

Operating income and revenues for

WCI's filmed entertainment division and
publishing division were down from 1979's

first quarter. However, operating profit and
revenues for the company's toys and elec-

tronic games division, as Ross noted, im-

proved markedly over last year’s first quar-

ter results.

merited that the FCC can go ahead with the

proposed plan without waiting for ap-

propriations from Congress. “Without
reimbursement,” FCC argued, “the public

cannot hope to compete with industry or

government” in the quantity or quality of its

presentations in FCC proceedings.

Broadcasters’ Warnings
But broadcasters were opposed to the

FCC proposal on financial as well as

philosophical grounds. The National Radio

Broadcasters Assn, said reimbursement
would serve no purpose not already
achieved under the current
system. NRBA proposed halting any action

on the proposal, at least until Congress acts

on the appropriations request.

The National Assn, of Broadcasters
argued that the FCC does not have the

authority to institute such a reimbursement

Total Of New LP,
Single Releases
Declined In ’79
NEW YORK — The total number of new
singles and albums released by the U.S.

record industry in 1979 was down five per-

cent from the prior year, according to the

RIAA's Second Annual Survey of American
record manufacturers. Last year’s total was
6,925 new singles and LPs, compared with

1978’s aggregate of 7,280 new issues. The
survey also noted that the 3,575 new LP ti-

tles released last year mark a 14% fall-off

from 1978’s total of 4,170 new albums.

The survey indicated that the decline in

new LP releases was offset somewhat by

the release of about 3,350 new singles, in-

cluding 550 12-inch disco discs, in 1979.

This represents an overall increase of

nearly eight percent from the total of 3,1 10

singles released in 1978.

The survey also said that 6,000 new tape

titles, mostly counterparts of the new LPs,

appeared on the market in 1979. Last year

the industry issued approximately 3,025

pre-recorded cassette titles, a figure

slightly below the total of 3,050 issued in

1978. There were 2,075 eight-track titles

released last year, the survey said,

representing a 15% drop from 1978’s eight-

track total of 2,450.

The survey also noted a shift away from
the manufacture of eight-tracks in favor of

cassettes in custom duplication recording.

According to the RIAA study, 85% of 1 979’s

new LPs were also released as cassettes,

up from 73% in 1978.

In contrast, eight-track tape versions

were manufactured for approximately 58%
of the new LP titles in 1979, a slight

decrease from the previous year.

program. Further, NAB said, the Federal

Trade Commission has demonstrated that

a similar program has questionable results,

calling it an “administrative nightmare.”

The FTC's reimbursement plan has only

given “a free ride" to groups and in-

dividuals who have managed to pay their

own way in the past, NAB commented.
Among other broadcast groups oppos-

ing the FCC plan are the ABC and CBS
networks (citing the expense and possible

misuse of such a program), Storer Broad-
casting (calling the proposal “ill-advised

and ill-timed”), and the Broadcast Financial

Management Assn, (saying the program is

"illegal, unnecessary, wasteful, unwieldly

and unfair”).

However, the National Telecommunica-
tions and Information Administration, the

cabinet-level agency headed by Henry
Geller. came out in support of the FCC plan.

Geller commented in a letter to FCC Chair-

man Charles Ferris that the FCC has the

legal authority to implementthe reimburse-
ment idea. He also applauded the FCC for

its “progressive step toward opening the

regulatory doors to interested members of

the public who may have previously been
excluded from meaningful participation” in

FCC proceedings due to lack of finances.

supposed to be aired only once to

alleged bootlegs. Nemperor Records,
for example, spotted the ad prior to one
broadcast and persuaded the station to

pull Steve Forbert performances that

were not from authorized radio station

records. A spokesperson for Jon
Landau management, who handles
Springsteen, said that "Bruce is strongly

opposed to the broadcast of the tapes.

Bruce has not granted permission for these to be aired and has no intention of doing so.

What we regard as appropriate action will be taken." Larry Berger, programming direc-

tor for WPLJ, would not comment.
MOTORING EAST — in the late '70s, the Motors were in the forefront of bands who
played simple and spare, yet highly tight, melodic and hook-filled music that is today
called power-pop. And although their latest album, the Jimmy lovine-produced "Tene-
ment Steps,” is certainly the kind of high-polish, well-crafted music to which AOR can-

not say no, when the group’s Nick Garvey dropped by our offices, we had to ask him
about the album's orchestral sweep and near-operatic content. Why wouldn't simple
opportunism dictate that he make another album in the expected mold? “The Motors
always wanted and meant to sound this big,” explained Garvey. “Most of my material

was written for keyboards and then transferred to guitars. Now that the group is

basically myself and Andy (McMaster), we’ve lostthat constraint.” Interestingly, Garvey
finds the possibilities of taking this larger show on the road a real possibility. “Even if we
take an eight-man group on the road, which is possible, it won’t be as difficult to

recreate the sound as it was to deal with the pressures of getting the music on vinyl. It’s

now gotten to the point where we are discussing when we’re going to perform as op-

posed to if we’re going to perform."

LEON HUFF’S NO-JIVE JAM — Although “I Ain’t Jivin' — I'm Jammin’ ” is only one of

the cuts on Leon Huff's upcoming solo album, it could well be the title of a record that

consists of mostly first-take instrumental jams. While we knew that Huff was a double
threat as both chief writing partner and co-administrator (with Kenneth Gamble) of

Philadelphia International, the still unmixed album reveals him to be a keyboardist of

mighty proportions. The range of the album is vast. Huff works out on keyboards rang-

ing from acoustic piano to the multi-tiered Yamaha X-2, and plays in idioms ranging

from the Spanish-tinged “Latin Spirit” and the classically-styled “This One’s For Us” to

the downright funky “Tight Money." Whether Huff is joined by stars like Stevie Wonder
on “No Greater Love" (the album also features guest appearances by Teddy
Pendergrass and The O’Jays) or house
players like Zack Zackery on “Low
Down Hard Times Blues," he plays with

a hard-swinging drive and skill that will

make other keyboardists sit up and take

notice. According to Huff, "the more I

listen to today's music, the more I hear

the stuff that me and Kenny were doing

eight and nine years ago. I felt that one
of the best ways for me to move forward

was to challenge myself to a project like

this. And I have to say that while I’ve

been listening to many of these tracks in

one form or another for almost six

months now. they still make me want to

dance to them.”

are being planned for the future and that

SPARS is now in the process of setting up a

national theft insurance service that would
provide members with reduced group
rates.

Inaugural Mini-Convention

Most importantly, however, the society is

readying what Tarsia called its “first mini-

convention," a one-day conference on May
5 to be held concurrently with the AES show
in Los Angeles. The conference will feature

a range of seminars and speakers to ad-

dress the basics of the recording studio

business, past and present, with a look at

the future as well.

On the following day. May 6. SPARS will

also be sponsoring a tour of four major Los
Angeles recording facilities, via double
decker bus. The evening of May 7, from 7-

10 p.m.. SPARS will have a private showing
of the AES exhibits by manufacturers for

members only.

"We're looking at the AES in Los Angeles
as the key place to let manufacturers and
recording studios alike know what we are
and what we're about." said Stone.

Because SPARS presently requires that

studio/members have 24-track facilities, as
well as paying an annual dues of $2,000.
Stone and Tarsia stressed that conference
registration, similar to regional meetings,
would be open to non-members.

Meetings Are Open
"Dues thus far have been based on need,

because the initial start-up costs for the
society are so high." said Tarsia. "But the
conference and regional meetings are
open. We’re not trying to be elitist or shut
anyone out In fact, Larry Estrin of
Filmways/Heider is now looking into ways
to expand membership.”

Tarsia summed up by noting that a board
of directors meeting for SPARS board
members was tentatively slated for late

summer in Toronto. In addition to Tarsia
and Stone, the board includes secretary-
treasurer Dave Teig of Atlantic Recording
in New York; northeast regional vice presi-
dent Bob Liftin of Regent Sound in New
York; southeast regional vice president
Mack Emerman of Criteria Studios in

Miami; and mid-America regional vice
president Murray Allen of Universal
Studios in Chicago.

GOING, GOING, GONE — Sad news for jazz fans and musicians in Manhattan and the hin-

terland. Joseph Papp’s New York Shakespeare Festival will be suspending its acclaimed

jazz program with the April 28th concert. Concerts scheduled for May and June have been-

cancelled, and the future of the series is uncertain. New Jazz at the Public has been in-

strumental in providing a first-class showcase for the most adventurous jazz musicians in

the world, including the Art Ensemble of Chicago, Sam Rivers, Julius Hemphill, Oliver

Lake, Chico Freeman, Jack deJohnette, The World Saxophone Quartet, Sun Ra, Gil

Evans, Air, George Lewis, Muhal Richard Abrams, Cecil Taylor and many, many others

But an economic crunch has caught up with the music. "Money is very tight." program
coordinator Andy Plesser admitted, "and it wouldn't be so bad if we had another Broadway

production like “A Chorus Line” bringing in

$4 million a year, but that money is starting

to dry up. We’ve been losing money steadily

— last year we were $80,000 in the red. Joe
expected to lose money, but we just can't

shoulder those expenses anymore. We've
booked people for visibility and prestige

and paid them good money, a flat fee just

like classical musicians. But the problem's

been that even if we sell out, we've got a

very limited number of seats, so we just

don't come out ahead. Joe wants to keep
the program going, and he's trying to raise

some more funds; last year we got $5,000

from the New York State Council on the

Arts; $5,000 from the National Endowment
for the Arts and $5,000 from Warner Com-
munications, but we've got to raise more
than that. We're going to try to put together

some benefit concerts in the next couple of

months so that we can get a program going in September. But right now I don’t know
whether we'll have one or not."

BIG BAND LAND — Fielding a jazz orchestra in this day and age is an expensive and often

thankless undertaking, but the genre is far from dead. Cash Box caught two exceptional

jazz big bands on a recent weekend which showed that the music can function equally well

as a concert experience or as an all-out dance experience. Reedman-composer Sam
Rivers led a 12-piece band at the soon-to-be late and lamented Public Theatre that sum-
med up all of the large ensemble ideas he's been working on since the landmark "Crystals"

(on the late lamented ABC-Impulse) — it was a brilliant, cohesive performance full of

retracted writing and dynamic soloing. Instead of composing in the traditional riff-versus-

riff manner of the 1 930s, Rivers set up varied weights and densities of voices in opposition

to each other, employing shifting pedal points that moved between the reeds, trombones
and trumpets (a venerable device that was also employed by Duke Ellington) Rivers didn't

seem to use chords in his writing, but set up twelve-tone rows among the instruments so

that a single melody could be broken up and redefined by each instrument in its own key

center. The first piece opened with a funk section that concluded with a five-flute dervish

dance; the rest of the piece alternated ensemble passages with free bopping solos, duos
and trios that brought out the best in saxophonist Chico Freeman, trumpeter Malachi
Thompson, trombonist Craig Harris, bassist Dave Holland and drummer Freddie Waits

(whose African-flavored drum solo, played mostly with the back of his hands, was a

highlight of the evening). The second piece was a joyous South American suite, full of

varied rhythms and unusual melodic directions that left the audience howling for more. A
big band record is in the works, but the next release from Sam Rivers will be a quartet date

(with Dave Flolland. drummer Thurman Barker and trombone wizard George Lewis). If

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Girl: Breaking Into The Market
With An Enigmatic Attitude

LONDON — There exists a common fallacy

that many young men, if they are pretty, ef-

feminate, and, especially, English, are all

gay. The new Jet band, Girl, appears to

many people to have all those qualities and,

indeed, even misled interpretations from its

name. However, aside from the group’s

publicity visuals, its music is heavy,

aggressive, hard rock ‘n’ roll. In fact,

anything but gay.

While not denigrating the cause of gay

liberation, Philip Lewis, lead vocalist of Girl,

said, "People misinterpret the word gay

and us, if that’s what they think we are. On
stage we’re very mean. Nobody in the band

is gay, or if they are, I certainly don’t know
about it."

It took only six months for this new band

of young fast rockers to emerge as a major

force in the U.K. rock scene. The band’s

first Jet single, “My Number,” was released

on Oct. 19. 1979, to considerable critical ac-

claim, as was its first headlining gig at Lon-

don’s new wave venue. The Music Machine,

'on Oct. 22. Girl went on to support the

heavy metal group UFO. on its European

tour last fall, culminating with an invitation

to continue supporting U.F.O. on the U.K.

tour earlier this year.

In between tour dates, this enterprising

new group managed to record an album

titled "Sheer Greed" and play several of

London's major clubs. In less than three

months, Girl had built up a growing army of

fans, so much so, that when the debut LP

was released on Feb. 1 ,
it went straight into

the U.K. charts at #59, rising to #33 the

following week, causing an impressive

stream of superlatives to flow from the U.K.

music press.

As well as instant praise from the music

critics, the critics also tended to lump and

categorize the group with a heavy metal

music tag, which Lewis is quick to destroy.

"We are definitely not a heavy metal band,

and it’s too easy to say we are just because

there is a metal revival going on at the mo-
ment." Lewis explained, “We are a straight

rock ‘n’ roll band, playing aggressive

music."

Along with the music, Lewis also believes

“larger-than-life personas." rather than

relying solely on technical effects. Other

tags placed on the band include, ‘glam

rock,’ ‘fag rock,’ ‘ponce rock,’ and even ‘the

rise of the new macho,’ all of which the

group shrug off with disdain.

The group was formed by Lewis and
guitarist Gerry Laffy. They recruited Phil

Collen on guitar, Laffy’s brother Simon on

bass, and the former Skid Row drummer.
Dave Gaynor. They then proceeded to lock

themselves up in a rehearsal room for six

months, made a cheap but effective video

film, recorded a demo tape, had
photographs taken and then took them-
selves along to Jet Records. Jet was im-

mediately impressed by the group’s talent

and ideas, and signed them instantly,

despite the fact that Girl did not, and still

doesn't have a manager.

All of Girl’s material is written by Lewis,

Collen and Laffy, whose main influences in-

clude Aerosmith, Japan and Queen.
Though the group has surprised many
audiences with its pretty, glamorous looks.

Girl music is far from pretty. Judging by the

quick success of Girl, with its visually camp
connotations, perhaps it is a hint that early

’70s glam-rock is about to be successfully

revived with Girl leading the way.

Recently the group co-headlined a U.K.

tour with Pat Travers, while this month the

band is undertaking its own tour. The latest

single, “Hollywood Tease," taken from the

“Sheer Greed" LP, was released on March
14 and has since received excellent airplay

around Britain. Girl’s career has moved a

long way in a relatively short time, in-

dicating that for such a young, outspoken
band with an exciting new sexually
enigmatic and theatrical stage presenta-

tion, a long bright future lies ahead.

BUENOS AIRES — The RCA International

convention took place in this city, with at-

The new move follows a course of dis-

cussions with retailers in various areas of

Britain, instigated by WEA managing direc-

tor John Fruin, and culminating with a

retailers meeting in Liverpool two weeks
ago. After the meetings Fruin said the

almost unanimous view was that good
catalog priced at lower levels would sell. It

was those retail views that finally convinced
WEA to make its move.

Along with the drop in catalog pricing

were certain price increases of new
product, all effective as of April 8. The
overall new spring structure of WEA
product is as follows: Standard singleswill

increase from the current dealer price of 67

pence ($1.45) + VAT (Value Added Tax) to

70 pence ($1.52) + VAT. WEA's recom-
mended retail price on singles now varies

between 1 pound 15 pence ($2.50) down to

1 pound 10 pence ($2.39).

CBS Wins Injunction

Against British Firm
NEW YORK — CBS, Inc. has won a perma-
nent injuntion against the British direct

marketing company, Dacrop Ltd., and one
of its directors, David Margulies, for

copyright infringement.

The Chancery Division of Britain's High

Court of Justice, in London, found that

Dacrop and Margulies, who is a former vice

president of marketing for the CBS Coium-
bia House Division, had infringed the Un-

ited Kingdom copyright on more than 60

CBS sound recordings. The recordings

were released in 1971 by CBS in the United

States as part of a multi-record package
entitled "120 Music Masterpieces" and "30

Piano Masterpieces." The package
released by Dacrop was entitled "120

Greatest Musical Masterpieces" and "30

Great Piano Classics."

After a trial lasting three and a half days,

the court also ordered an accounting of

profits against Dacrop and payment of the

profits and interest to CBS. The court or-

dered both Dacrop and Margulies to pay

the costs of the suit.

generated by NAB's opposition. The next

meeting will be held in November 1981.

Restraint Needed
"Your choice may have been more ex-

pensive than you realized,” Rep. Van
Deeriin told the broadcasters. “A few weeks
ago, I suggested that broadcasters replace

predictable self-interest with a new, more
enlightened greed. I would never expect

you to throw your cap in the air over crea-

tion of more radio outlets. However, a tem-
perate reticence, some well-chosen
restraint, does not seem unreasonable.

NAB President
Refutes Charges
Of Obstruction
LAS VEGAS — National Association of

Broadcasters (NAB) president Vincent T

Wasilewski rebutted critics who called

broadcasters “obstructionists” who are

standing in the path of technological

progress during his keynote address at the

NAB convention held here last week.

Referring to the NAB International Ex-

position of Broadcast Equipment,
Wasilewski commented that “over the

years, our annual convention's exhibit hall

has served as the industry's global crystal

ball.”

He further refuted critics’ charges that

broadcasters feared competition and were

set on stifling their competitors, saying,

“New competition has been a way of life for

us since the 1930s.”

Wasilewski said further. “NAB does not

on-going controversy surrounding
proposals to expand the AM radio band

and the Federal Communication Commis-
sion's (FCC) recent adoption of AM stereo.

“We support the expansion of the AM
band. We supported it last fall in Geneva at

the World Administrative Radio Con-
ference." Wasilewski said.

He added, “We have asked time and time

again that the FCC appoint a joint industry-

government advisory committee to prepare

in-depth studies on additional ways of

providing full-time services.”

Wasilewski further said. "NAB does not

oppose reducing AM channel spacing from

10kHz to nine. We never have."

Wasilewski's comments regarding the

AM band expansion appear to depart from

NAB's previous position, which recently

prompted the group to send letters to 22

Latin American countries to block an FCC
proposal to reduce the AM spacing, thus

making more room for additional stations

and AM stereo.

The letter campaign by NAB was
launched immediately prior to the Region II

Administrative Radio Conference meeting

held in Buenos Aires in March. The FCC
plan was not immediately approved and

can not be broached again until November
1981.

During the keynote address, Wasilewski

said. "Critics accuse us of seeking to

shackle competitive abilities of other

media, particularly cable television. They
are wrong.” '

He said that cable television enjoyed an

“artificial" governmentally imposed advan-

tage of only paying one percent of its

revenues for all programs, while broad-

casters must pay 35-40%.

Concluding his statements, Wasilewski

said. “American broadcasters have had the

vision to look toward the future, and we
have employed every technological
advancement possible to make that future

brighter.

“We have competed fully and fairly," he

added. “We will continue to do so."

“The NAB has failed to exercise such

restraint,” Rep. Van Deeriin added. “The

association, as you know, has chosen to

pursue radio deregulation at the commis-
sion, rather than Congress . .

.
(But) while

NAB executives were flying to Buenos
Airies, I was also receiving letters from in-

dividual station owners and managers urg-

ing me to re-introduce radio deregulation.

"I cannot — I must not — interfere with

the FCC's rulemaking process,” Rep. Van

Deeriin concluded, “but I can respond to

questions when asked,- 1 can respond to re-

quests for legislation. And when asked

about radio deregulation, I would say put it

on the shelf and keep it there until market-

place forces can protect the public interest.

“Less regulation, more competition. You
can't have one without the other.”

Rep. Van Deerlin's remarks, delivered on

the last day of the convention, appeared to

leave the broadcasters stunned.
Ferris Agrees

Rep. Van Deerlin's sentiments were
shared by FCC chairman Charles Ferris,

who, in his convention closing address,

said, “The Commission’s efforts to insure

minority participation and to open up op-

portunities for new full time radio stations

— both AM and FM — should not be seen

as threats to broadcasting. Instead, I see
them as necessary steps if we are to lay the

basis for reducing government regulation

of broadcasters and providing full First

Amendment parity of broadcasters and
print media ... If there is a critical unmet
need in the broadcast marketplace — one
that demands a solution — the FCC should

first ask whether the free market can
provide a solution to it. But, if the market-

place is unlikely to provide a solution or has

been found to have failed, then I believe the

Commission can look to its radio and televi-

sion licensees to determine how to address
this marketplace failure."

Pointing out that deregulation is

preferable and probably inevitable. Ferris,

however, emphasized that “you can help

bring about these changes by grasping the

fundamental link between competition and
regulatory stability. Instead of resisting new
services, new entry and new market condi-

tions, S urge you to use them to shape a new
regulatory environment in which the basic

guarantee of the public’s stake in broad-

casting is not regulation, but a wider menu
of programming choices.”

Deregulation Debate
Nevertheless, until Rep. Van Deerlin's

address, advocates of deregulation had the

upper hand in the discussions and debates

on thetopic. Atthegeneral session on radio

deregulation the day before, Richard

Hirsch, secretary of communication for the

United States Catholic Council and a

representative of the anti-deregulation

forces, was continually blasted by angry

broadcasters asking questions and aiming

remarks at his organization's stance.

Opening with strongly pro-deregulation

remarks by moderator Arnold Lerner,

chairman of the NAB's radio board, the

panel — which also included Richard
Shiben, FCC broadcast bureau chief, and
Steve Simmons, White House domestic
policy staffer — was heavily weighted in

favor of deregulation proponents.

Shiben, who authored the deregulation

guidelines now being considered by the

FCC. and Simmons, who also favors
deregulation, felt that the proposal would
enhance the broadcast industry by allowing

marketplace forces to determine radio

programming practices.

“We're not questioning the public in-

terest principle, but rather,- how it is ap-
plied." Shiben said. "Under our proposal,

public interest means that the marketplace

will create programming for the well-being

of radio consumers.”

Citing four factors — that radio is

no longer an industry of scarcity, that the

FCC Accused Of
Piecemeal Actions
By ABC Affilliates
LAS VEGAS — At the NAB convention held

here last week, the Government Relations

Committee of the ABC Radio Network Af-

filiates. representing more than 1 ,700 radio

stations in the United States, asked the

government to begin an inquiry into “all

social, economic, engineering and public

policy implications of the many proposals"

that would increase the number of radio

assignments.

Richard W. Chapin, chairman of the ABC
Radio Affiliates Government Committee,

accused the Federal Communications
Commission (FCC) of proceeding on a

piecemeal basis in considering certain

proposals and developments, including the

reducing of AM and FM channel spacings.

“We are concerned that the FCC's piece-

meal approach to these issues is short

sighted and ill-advised." Chapin said. “In

view of the recent developments in AM and
FM. now. more than ever before, the FCC
has a clear responsibility to institute a

comprehensive public proceeding to iden-

tify and address the full economic, social,

engineering and international aspects and

implications of these proposals."

Administration is dedicated to the principle

of letting the marketplace operate without

government interference, that he didn't

want to impinge on the First Amendment
and that he wanted to avoid unnecessary
government regulations and paperwork —
Simmons advocated the dropping of the

current ascertainment, logging, non-
entertainment programming percentage
quotas and commercial limitation regula-

tions.

Following the presentations by the panel

members, the audience question-and-
answer period quickly became a tirade

against Hirsch. the Catholic church's in-

volvement in the issue and his allegedly un-

businesslike approach to the business of

broadcasting.

One broadcaster who identified himself

as a Catholic first, an American second and
a broadcaster last of all, angrily asked
Hirsch why the Catholic church would want
to hinder the broadcast industry with

mountains of government paperwork.
Another said he couldn't understand why
such platitudes as public interest were be-

ing allowed to interfere with the running of

the broadcast business. Many others

stressed that those not in the business have
little idea what it is like to run such a

business profitably.

Additional remarks on the deregulation

of radio were delivered by Berkshire

Broadcasting president Donald A.

Thurston in his acceptance speech upon
receipt of NAB's Distinguished Service

Award on the first day of the convention.

Noting that much of the opposition to

deregulation has come from church and
other such groups. Thurston said that there

is much misinformation being spread by

these opponents. He then urged broad-

casters “who are active in their churches at

home” to demand “some reform in their

central offices of communication."

AM Stereo

On the subject of AM stereo, the most
heated discussions centered on the selec-

tion of the Magnavox system. From the

beginning of the convention, there was an

almost unanimous opposition to

Magnavox. and in a workshop that featured

FCC commissioners Robert E. Lee. James
Fogarty, Tyrone Brown and James Quello.

Leonard Kahn of Kahn-Hazeltine, one of

the competing systems, said he would for-

mally file with the commission for recon-

sideration of the decision.

At that workshop, titled “The FCC's
Crystal Ball." numerous engineers also

criticized the Magnavox system. The stated

opposition was so strong that com-
missioners Quello and Lee were prompted
to add that they would consider changing
their votes if every engineer in the country

conveyed such strong dissatisfaction with

Magnavox.

Engineers’ Opposition

Much of the engineers' dissatisfaction

with Magnavox centered on alleged

technical shortcomings, but no members of

the FCC's science and technology unit

(which provided the research upon which

the commission's decision was based)
were present at the convention to explain

exactly why Magnavox had been recom-
mended.

Further opposition to the Magnavox
system was apparent at separate
workshops on the subject held for

engineers and radio people. At the highly

technical engineering workshop on the

subject. Magnavox representative Bob
Streeter, who is credited with being the

primary designer of the system, explained

the workings of the system, but was roundly

opposed by many in the audience.

At a workshop on the subject the follow-

ing day for radio people. Streeter didn't

show up, even though he was one of the

scheduled panelists. At that workshop, it

was then decided that it wasn't the proper

forum to discuss the merits of the

Magnavox system, and discussion cen-

tered more on the subject of AM stereo in

general.

Jim Loupas of Jim Loupas Assoc.. Inc.,

felt that AM stereo “will herald a new era of

AM receivers . .
.
(and) gives us a new lease

on life. It let's us become a full radio station

again."

Loupas also added that AM stereo will

not mean a return to the "good old days,"

but rather, that it is a new technology, a

new medium that will have to grow on its

own merits.

Conversion Costs

Responding to questions regarding the

costs of converting mono AM stations to

stereo. Richard Mertz of

WBT/WBYC/Charlotte. said that it was his

“guesstimate" that studio conversions
could cost from $10-20.000 for initial

product, and that at his stations, transmitter

modifications would run from $2-3.000.

Mertz. however, also added that costs

would depend on the quality of equipment
purchased
When questioned about the amount of

time that would pass before the AM stereo

concept and the selection of Magnavox
selection system would be final enough to

go ahead with conversions. Wilson
Lafolette of the FCC staff guessed six

months, if no appeals for reconsideration

were filed. When asked about the likelihood

of such appeals being filed. Lafolette ad-

ded. the final process of implementation

could be dragged out considerably.

MUNICIPAL AUDITORIUM, NASHVILLE —
After far too many years away, Linda
Ronstadt returned to Nashville with a new
sound, a bolder image and one of the best

backing units to hit the concert trail in quite

some time. Though Ronstadt’s new album,
“Mad Love,” is snugly resting near the top

of the pop charts, it was obvious this SRO
audience was on hand to savour the
stockpile of older Ronstadt hits, which
decidedly drew the most generous
response.

Perhaps this fact was a bit unfortunate

for Danny Kortchmar, who opened the two
hour-pius package for Ronstadt. The ma-
jority of the audience came expecting to

hear the soft country-rock blend Ronstadt
has thus far built her reputation on, and
didn't seem quite ready for the new wave to

wash over them. By no fault of Kortchmar’s,

who presented a tight, flawless 30-minute
show, the audience was not as responsive

as his considerable talents deserved.

But every cloud has its silver lining, and

Ronstadt was determined to please
everyone on this occasion as she dipped
into her healthy repertoire and dug out

such standards as “Blue Bayou," “Just One
Look,” "Faithless Love” and "Silver

Threads and Golden Needles." And for the

stone country fans. Ronstadt dropped into

the collection plate the Hank Williams tune

"I Can't Help It If I'm Still In Love With You."

“You're No Good” was one of the hottest

numbers of the night, and allowed the band
to show what kind of stuff it was made of —
Grade A. Ronstadt allowed her top flight

backing singer Waldman to totally exhibit

her talents with two of her own tunes, which
most definitely won the talented songstress

a new crop of fans.

Ronstadt has consistently and un-
deniably proven her versatility through the

years. She has been blessed with one of the

most powerful and beautiful voices in the

business today, as well as an ability to ex-

tract the most out of every song. Even after

90 minutes, this audience of devoted
Ronstadt followers begged for more, and
she obliged with two encores — leading

with "Heatwave.'' and ending with
“Desperado.” which once again proved
that no one can wring as much emotion out

of that song as she. One fellow in the

audience was obviously moved; as he cried

out, "I love you Linda,” the entire audience

This was the eighth stop on the first

American tour of the Pretenders, whose
self-titled LP for Sire is exploding at retail

on the strength of the "Brass In Pocket”
single. The tune, dedicated by lead singer

Chrissie Hynde to the waitresses in the

sprawling entertainment complex, was the

highpoint in the set, which drew principally

from the group's debut release.

Hynde was born in Akron, Ohio, but

moved in the mid-’70s to England, where
she formed the Pretenders. Accordingly,

the group has been associated with the

London new wave scene; but the Preten-

ders are actually a pop-rock band with a

hook-laden, highly melodic style.

Dressed in the leather jacket and pants

that grace the album's oh-so-tough cover,

Hynde was completely captivating in per-

formance. Supported by bassist Pete
Farndon, drummer Martin Chambers and
guitarist James Honeyman Scott, Hynde
teased the audience with a game of sexual

hide-and-seek. She rarely ventured from
center stage, but when she did, as on
"Brass In Pocket," she made every sinuous
movement count. Her singing, an important

ingredient on the album, was every bit as

good live, particularly on such tunes as

“Kid” (reminiscent of the theme to “Mondo
Cane"), “Mystery Achievement," and the

smouldering reggae tune, “Private Life.”

Hynde also had a chance to demonstrate
the range and flexibility of her voice on the

group's reading of “Stop Your Sobbing,”
the Ray Davies tune that could prove to be a

fine follow-up to the Pretenders’ current

single here.

As for the band, its playing was ad-

mirably suited to Hynde's breathy voice. It

found a happy rhythmic medium on “The
Phone Call," with its driving series of ex-

changes between Farndon and Chambers,
and "The Wait." which brought out the

slashing edge to Scott's playing. Clearly,

the success of the engagement showed
that the resourcefulness of the group's

music will make it an important commercial
entity for a good while. leo sacks

L A. SPORTS ARENA — The nearly five

hour, five-act concert at the Los Angeles
Sports Arena, headlining the Bar-Kays, the

Sugarhill Gang and Slave, exuded more the

tone of a massive house party. But dancing
in the aisles, or wherever there wasn't a

seat, and incidental mingling and socializ-

ing was as much a result of the jaggedly

paced presentation as the decidedly lively

and uptempo music.

While production problems abounded,
on the first night of the recent Easter

weekend, multi-generations of funkateers

assembled at the Sports Arena to become a

maior part of the concert's success.

While the Sugarhill Gang brought the

audiences into the aisles dancing, Slave

and then the Bar-Kays offered the greatest

opportunity for dancing and just listening to

good music.

No one sat still as Slave enticed the

audience with an enthusiastic set laced with

tasty musical surprises. The band's music
combined a good instinct for melodic tone

with a low down funk groove that kept the

energy constant.

When the group began to play the suc-

cessful single "Just a Touch of Love," the

audience fell in step, and despite the

engineer's ongoing search for the proper
sound mix, Slave got its message to the

audience.

There was no less vigor in the Bar-Kays’

show, but the group did have more time to

present a more evenly paced performance.
The Bar-Kays employed a series of mid-

tempo ballads to balance the sheer energy-

funk songs. The band did not forget to

"Move Your Boogie Body." using a variety

of groove mantras to stir up a fuss. Though
the crowd had begun to dwindle and settle

down from fatigue of the long evening, the

Bar-Kays delivered a polished, unaffected

set.

THE RHYTHM SECTION
NAB HIGHLIGHTS — On a very positive note, there were more minorities in attendance

during this year's NAB gathering than ever before. There was also more minority involve-

ment in the programming of the convention, with minority managers moderating panels

regardless of the topic being discussed. There was also a notable increase in participation

from the Third World countries. The National Association of Black Owned Broadcasters

(NABOB) had several meetings with its board members, and one of the main topics was
discussions on increasing membership.
The “FCC’s Crystal Ball" session gave the commissioners the opportunity to announce a

prediction that there would be no change in the FCC EEO requirements. Though there were

several questions regarding nine kHz and the future of the AM/FM combinations, most of

the broadcasters seemed most disturbed about the now stricter EEO requirements im-

posed by the FCC. One broadcaster mentioned that a great deal of his time was spent

seeking women and minorities for a station that has a total staff of 20 people, and that h

renewal application has been held up for six months because he was unable to meet the re-

quirements. Commissioner Tyrone Brown responded to his problem telling him that even

if a renewal is examined for not meeting numerical requirements, if there is a good affir-

mative action program the licensee can still feel comfortable. Commissioner Robert E. Lee

added that there is a national policy of equal employment, and while some broadcasters

may have some hardships in correcting mistakes of the past, the Commission will continue

enforcing equal opportunity.

THE PERFECT COUPLE — Peaches & Herb have been named the couple of the year by

Brides Magazine, and will be featured in its June/July issue. When the editor of the

magazine heard that the duo had been receiving several letters from engaged couples who
wanted permission to use the twosome’s current hit single "I Pledge My Love" at their

weddings, the magazine decided to also have a contest where the winner will receive a trip

to Lake Tahoe to hear the two sing the love song. The Brides issue will feature indepth arti-

cles about the duo, and Peaches will also be featured in Harpers Bazaar in an article

spotlighting ladies in the recording industry with gold records. The feature will be called

“America’s Solid Gold Women" and will be on the newsstands in about a month.

DRAMATICS-SPONSORED CHARITY GOES NATIONAL — The Shoes for Children

Charity, which was co-founded by Ron Banks of the Dramatics, will this year hold fund-

raising sports events between themselves and radio station personalities in designated

cities across the country, expanding from the regional events there were in the past.

Recently joining the group is Craig Jones, replacing L.J. Reynolds who left to pursue a solo

career. In addition to producing the group Five Special, The Dramatics are busy discover-

ing other Detroit talents. They are presently working with a group called Family Plot. The
Dramatics will start a U.S. tour in a few weeks, some portions of which will be with Millie

Jackson and Teddy Pendergrass.

ARTIST ACTIVITY — The Empire Strikes Back, which is the sequel to Star Wars, will

feature a soundtrack produced by Boris Midney, who has added a contemporary jazz in-

fluence that will certainly draw some radio attention Deniece Williams is in the studio

with Thom Bell, who is producing her next album . . . “Red Light" by Linda Clifford will be
released as a featured single from the soundtrack of the movie called Fame in mid -May . . .

called “Goosebumps" and was released

last year by Mushroom Records in

Australia.

"The musical philosophy of thecompany
will be to supply product in every viable

category," said Stevens. “Because of to-

day’s economic conditions, an increasing

number of labels are turning to outside

production companies for new acquisi-

tions, and that’s going to be the key to our

firm. Companies are less likely to take

shots on new artists these days, and we’re

relieving some of the mysteries from those

decisions by matching an artist with the

best producer available and then

presenting a label not only with a finished

master, but also with various creative ideas.

“Knowing a song didn’t get lost in the

mix," he continued, “is the sort of premium

a label will be willing to pay for our services,

which will include all of the functions of a

regular record company, except for

marketing and distribution. This also gives

us the advantage of licensing our product

worldwide to the strongest distributor in

each territory.”

Stevens/McGhee has budgeted its pro-

jects at approximately $100,000 each,

Stevens said, adding that the firm is in the

process of acquiring a recording studio in

New York to alleviate some of its recording

costs. Eventually, he said, "We hope to

create the sort of creative workshop at-

mosphere which will induce our writers and
producers to meld their talents.” With this

concept in mind, he noted, the company
has formed a publishing company and is

currently negotiating a deal with a major

firm. This announcement, as well as the ap-

pointment of a director of artist develop-

ment who will coordinate the activities of

the artists managed by the company, is

forthcoming, Stevens said.

Pointing to the success of the "American
Gigolo" soundtrack, which yielded the hit

single, "Call Me," Stevens indicated that the

firm would also act as a “liaison" between
the film and record industries, since "few

movie producers realize that a hit

soundtrack can add millions to the profits

of a film in addition to radio exposure.

Almost every major artist's contract allows

for the performance of one or two songs
outside of the exclusivity of that contract,

and since most rockers see films as a

stamp of legitimacy, we feel that film direc-

tors should have access to a company with

contacts into the record industry.”

Carl Rosenbaum, president of the Flip-

side chain in Chicago, said. “The timing is

wrong, as far as we’re concerned. But we’re

doing great business with the midlines, so

we can't knock them too much for these

latest increases. It's a give and take situa-

tion.”

Steinberg noted that CBS has showed
consideration for its accounts by allowing

them to buy in before the effective date of

the new list prices.

Other highlights of the convention in-

cluded:
• FCC commissioner Lee's prediction

that the nine kHz proposal will be approved
at the next AM Spectrum Planning gather-

ing in Buenos Aires in November 1981. The
head of the FCC’s delegation to the last

meeting, where the nine kHz proposal was
withdrawn, Lee delivered his remarksatthe
engineering luncheon on Tuesday.

Citing support for the nine kHz proposal

by daytime broadcasters, the White House,

Congress, the FCC and the NTIA. Lee said,

“I am confident that when all of the facts are

in. it (nine kHz) will be accepted. It seems to

me to make a lot of sense since it will give us

more stations to help minorities and
daytimers.”

Projecting that final implementation of

the nine kHz proposal would come in two to

five years, Lee felt that one element working

against the proposal last year was a "failure

of foreign policy," where anything
proposed by Americans “seems to arouse

suspicions that we are trying to make some
fat cat richer.”

Priorities Determined
However, once the proposal is finally ap-

proved. Lee said, minority and daytimer

participation in full time radio would be
vastly improved. “We will try very hard to

give priority to daytimers and minorities,"

he said, adding that a method to choose
between a minority and daytimer applying

for the same frequency would be a problem
that the FCC will have to face in the future.

•Concurrence among FCC com-'
missioners Lee, Fogarty, Brown and Queilo

that their recently strengthened equal em-
ployment opportunity (EEO) requirements

would not be relaxed. Fielding questions

during the “FCC’s Crystal Ball” panel, the

commissioners emphasized that effective

affirmative action programs are more im-

portant than any actual body counts.

Small Market Owners
Responding to small market owners who

complained that since few minorities even
live in their areas, how could they be
threatened with closure of their stations for

failure to meet EEO requirements, com-
missioner Brown stated, “The message I

want to leave is that all the commission is

asking is that you try.

“Eighty percent of the stations that do not

meet the minimum quotas do not even
come before the commission because the

staff has determined that you have an effec-

tive and sincere affirmative action

program," Brown concluded.

Fielding a question regarding reverse

discrimination against whites caused by the

EEO guidelines, commissioner Fogarty

said, "There is no Bakke equivalent here.

Broadcasting has traditionally been a ‘white

man’s’ paradise.”

Capping the commission's attitude,

commissioner Lee pointed out that there is

a national policy of equal employment, and
while some broadcasters may experience
hardship in attempting to correct mistakes
of the past, the FCC will continue enforcing

equal opportunity.

• The induction of the late Bing Crosby
and George Burns into the NAB Radio Hall

of Fame. Created in 1976. the Radio Hall of

Fame recognizes and honors those “who
have made a significant and lasting con-
tribution to the radio industry."

In announcing the inductees, NAB radio

board vice chairman Edward Fritts called

Crosby “a household word in the golden
age of radio" and described Burns as "a

giant in radio."

• Special addresses by NBC-TV anchor-
man David Brinkley. Arizona Sen. Barry

Goldwater and syndicated political colum-
nist Jack Anderson. Highlighting various

luncheons and business sessions, the

celebrity speakers delivered addresses on
a variety of subjects.

Brinkley, addressing the television

luncheon, spoke of a new conservative

trend in America that has turned against

"our vast and expensive welfare
bureaucracy that is more beneficial to the

people running it than to those it's sup-
posed to help."

‘Submarine’ and ‘18 Wheeler’ came bet-

ween ‘Space Invaders' and ‘Galaxian’ for

Midway. There were also numerous games
between ‘Football' and Asteroids' for Atari.

The hits syndrome also applies to pinball.”

In a recent Cash Box interview, Bet-

telman also touched on such relevant coin

business topics as operator-distributor

communication, the small businessman’s
new role in the industry, a more business-

like approach to promotion and the fre-

quency of hit games.
Ongoing Relationship

Bettelman maintained that operators

should align themselves with a distributor

who represents an ongoing relationship —

ployed.

Bettelman went on to say that both small

route operators and larger companies
should be acutely aware of how highly com-
petitive and fast paced the coin machine
business has become in the past several

years.

“It's almost to the point now where if a

customer were to make visits to my office

once a month that almost everytime he

came here he would see a new machine."

said Bettelman “The operator has to be
aware of what’s at his distributor and not

come in only when he needs parts. That's

not being aware; that’s being aware by con-

venience. I'm advocating a specific

program by which the operator and the dis-

tributor can communicate information of

what's new and available."

Effective Promotion
The themes of communication and infor-

mation will also create a new direction in the

area of promotion in the next year, ac-

cording to Bettelman. He insisted that

promotions are going to be based on a very

solid educational process between the dis-

tributor. the manufacturer and the operator

and that the theatrical promotions are go-

ing to be phased out.

"I think we're going to be seeing less and
less of the ‘twofer one' promotion," said

Bettelman. “What's going to fly is good wise

investments. A service school is a much
more meaningful promotion than getting a
door prize in a lottery."

Hit Games
Another topic that piqued Bettelman’s

interest is the current furor over the hit

games. He mentioned that the success of
"Galaxian." “Space Invaders." “Asteroids"
and “Football" over the past 12 months
should notbeviewed as exceptions or freak
occurrences but as sign posts— both to the
manufacturer and the industry in general —
of what is going to be available in the future.

"We're never going to have all hit

qames. ’ said Bettelman. "There will always
be middle-of-the-road, mediocre games
and poor qames. I would be happy just see-
ing the blockbuster frequency increase."
