NEW YORK - The Recording Industry 
Assn. of America (RIAA) braced for a new 
contempt citation last week in the wake of a 
Federal Judge's Dec. 5 decision that most 
of the organization's anti -piracy reports ex- 
amined by him could be turned over to 
lawyers for Sam Goody Inc. Federal District 
Judge Thomas C. Platt permitted the RIAA 
to review the documents he deemed rele- 
vant to the Goody counterfeit tape case on 
Dec. 8 and an RIAA lawyer later indicated 
that he would accept a new contempt cita- 
tion and initiate a second appeal rather 
than comply with Judge Platt's production 
order. 

Judge Platt scheduled further argu- 
ments on the contested papers for Friday 
afternoon, Dec. 12, at the U.S. Courthouse 
in Brooklyn. Goody and the RIAA appeared 
headed for a showdown in their bitter legal 
dispute over the papers, which Goody's

NEW YORK - The National Assn. of 
Recording Merchandisers (NARM) has an- 
nounced that its 23rd annual convention 
will be held at the Diplomat Hotel in 
Hollywood, Fla., April 11-15.

Three one -hour 
sessions on Monday and Tuesday morn- 
ings will feature topics of specific interest to 
retailers, rack jobbers, distributors, one - 
stops and manufacturers. Conventioners 
will be able to attend six such sessions, 
choosing those with the greatest relevance 
to their sector. Seminar and workshop topics 
include home video retailing; dealing with 
your banker; merchandising specialized 
product; tape merchandising and packag- 
ing; marketing potential of digital and 
direct -to -disc; inventory management con- 
trol, replenishment and bar coding; work- 
ing with local media; and freight transporta- 
tion problems and their solutions. 

A breakfast -meeting program on Mon- 
day entitled "Merchandising Black Music: 
A Road to Profitability" will feature an audio 
visual presentation developed by the Black 
Music Assn. (BMA) on effective techniques 
for marketing black music product. 

A Poolside Exhibition Center will allow 
more than 100 suppliers to display their 
products and services each afternoon of 
the convention. In addition to the traditional 
records and tapes, suppliers of unusual 
retail accessories, sheet music, bar coding 
marking and scanning equipment and "Gift 
of Music" accessories such as gift wrap and 
gift certificates will be included. 

Recognition of outstanding achievement 
in many facets of the industry will be made. 
The "Gift of Music" awards to artists and 
companies for 1980's best-selling recorded

lawyers are seeking in order to establish 
the pervasiveness of hard -to -detect coun- 
terfeit product in retail outlets throughout 
the country. The Goody defense hopes to 
demonstrate that the retailer; George Levy, 
its president; and Samuel Stolen, its vice 
president, unwittingly purchased and sold 
counterfeit tapes, believing that they were 
discounted promotional goods. The RIAA 
has fought the subpoena of its documents 
by claiming that they are neither relevant to 
the case nor evidentiary. Judge Platt, 
however, has permitted Goody access to 
the documents as part of the pre-trial 
process known as "discovery." The Judge 
will not rule on whether the documents are 
admissible as evidence until the Goody trial 
begins. 

Trial Delayed 
The protracted battle over the docu- 

ments has been responsible for a long 
delay in beginning the trial, which will be 
prosecuted by the Justice Department's 
Organized Crime Strike Force. The RIAA 
has already appealed the subpoena of its 
papers to the U.S. Court of Appeals for the 
Second Circuit. On Nov. 7, the Circuit Court 
overturned a previous contempt citation 
issued to the RIAA by Judge Platt when the 
trade organization refused to turn over all of 
its anti -piracy documents to Goody. 
Although the Circuit Court rebuked Judge 
Platt for "a needless contempt proceeding 
and appeal," it did rule that Goody could 
still "legitimately demand" documents 
specifically dealing with "confirmed" in-

NEW YORK - The music business, 
together with the world at large, mourned 
the tragic death last week of John Lennon, 
co-founder of the Beatles and a 

revolutionary figure in contemporary pop- 
ular music. Lennon was murdered by a lone 
gunman on Monday night, Dec. 8, at the en- 
trance to the Dakota, a landmark Manhat- 
tan building where he lived with his wife, 
Yoko Ono, and their five -year -old son, 
Sean. 

Police arrested Mark David Chapman, 
25, of Honolulu, Hawaii and charged him 
with second degree murder. Chapman, 
who admitted the shooting to the police, 
shot Lennon four times at point blank range 
with a .38 caliber Charter Arms revolver 
purchased in Honolulu. Ironically, Lennon 
had signed a copy of his latest album, 
"Double Fantasy," for Chapman six hours 
before the murder. Lennon and Ono were 
returning from a session at the Record 
Plant, a Manhattan studio, when Chapman 
waylaid the singer as he stepped out of his 
limousine. Lennon was shot inside the 
archway entrance to the gothic -style apart- 
ment coop, and staggered to a concierge's 
booth, where he collapsed after saying, 
"I'm shot." According to police reports, 
Chapman dropped the gun after the 
shooting and commenced reading The 
Catcher In The Rye, a novel by J.D. 
Salinger, while waiting to be arrested. 

Devoted Beatles Fan 
Lennon was pronounced dead by doc- 

tors at Roosevelt Hospital after emergency 
resuscitation efforts failed. Chapman was 
arraigned at the West 82nd Street 
stationhouse and then transferred to New 
York Police headquarters at 100 Centre 
Street under heavy security. Later in the

Two U.S. Senators Postpone Efforts To 
Obtain Data In Scuttled Antitrust Probe

LOS ANGELES - Further attempts by two 
U.S. senators to obtain Justice Department 
data regarding a completed antitrust 
probe into the recording industry will 
probably be suspended pending the 
department's reestablishment under the 
Reagan administration, according to 
spokesmen for the senators. 

Stymied in their efforts to obtain inter- 
office memos pertaining to a federal Grand 
Jury probe, Sen. Strom Thurmond (R- 
S.C.), minority leader of the Senate An- 
titrust Monopoly and Business Rights sub- 

committee, and Sen. Orrin Hatch (R -Utah), 
a member of the committee, have indicated 
that they may renew their requests for the 
information after Reagan selects a new 
department head and new staffing at the 
department is completed. 

A spokesman for the Justice Depart- 
ment's antitrust division said, however, that 
under Grand Jury disclosure rules, the 
correspondence in question cannot be 
released to the senators unless a court or- 
der is obtained.

CRT Approves 
License Fee Hike 
For Jukeboxes 

by Earl B. Abrams 
WASHINGTON - The Copyright Royalty 
Tribunal (CRT) voted to increase the com- 
pulsory license fee for coin -operated 
jukeboxes to $25 per machine per year, 
beginning Jan. 1, 1982, and to $50 annually, 
beginning Jan. 1, 1984. It also ordered a 

cost -of -living adjustment based on 
changes in the federal Consumer Price In- 
dex between 1981 and 1986, to become ef- 
fective Jan. 1, 1987. 

Jukebox licenses were fixed at eight 
dollars per machine per year in the 
Copyright Law, effective in 1978. Both the 
American Society of Composers, Authors 
and Publishers (ASCAP) and SESAC 
recommended raising the per box annual 
fee to $70; and Broadcast Music, Inc. (BMI) 
suggested $30, plus annual adjustments 
based on the Consumer Price Index. The 
Amusement and Music Operators Assn. 
(AMOA) opposed any change. 

The new jukebox rates were established 
by the CRT on a three -to -two vote of the five 
commissioners. New chairman Clarence L. 
James, Jr. and Commissioner Frances 
Garcia presumably held out for a bigger in- 
crease, proposed by Garcia, that would 
have made the fees $30 and $60. Com- 
missioners Mary Lou Burg, Thomas C. 
Brennan and Douglas E. Coulter made up 
the CRT majority, favoring the schedule 
proposed by Burg. 

The CRT's open meeting Dec. 10, at 
which the jukebox rate was revised, also 
was scheduled to take up the mechanical 
recording royalty issue. This was 
postponed, however, without a date - in- 
dicating, it is believed that there is no con- 
sensus yet on whether or not to change the

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NEW FACES TO WATCH 

William DeVaughn 
While many of today's top producers and 

artists are tripping ovèr themselves in an at- 
tempt to cash in on what radio program- 
mers have termed the "contemporary 
nostalgia" trend, Tec recording artist 
William DeVaughn has for years been mak- 
ing music that has effectively combined 
both traditional and contemporary black 
music. Now, with his debut Tec album, 
"Figures Can't Calculate," DeVaughn has 
been given a forum to that allows his lilting 
voice to interpret material ranging from 
classic R&B, such as Sam Cooke's "You 
Send Me," to a contemporized rerecording 
of DeVaughn's R&B anthem, "Be Thankful 
For What You Got," to new, self -penned 
originals like "Boogey Dan" and "Figures 
Can't Calculate." With DeVaughn's near - 
falsetto vocals and his lyrics, with their fine 
attention to detail and spiritual message, 
DeVaughn impresses as the best thinking 
man's soul -man heard since the young 
Curtis Mayfield. DeVaughn readily admits 
to the Mayfield influence, noting that "15 
years ago, the first group I ever sang with 
patterned itself after Mayfield and his 
group, the Impressions. We met at the East 
Capitol Recreation Center in Washington, 
D.C., and called ourselves the Dacrons." 

DeVaughn made his first professional 
connection by answering an ad in a music 
trade publication. The company required 
that DeVaughn put up his own money for 
the demo session. Regularly employed as a 

skilled draftsman, DeVaughn was able to 
put up some; but one of the firm's prin- 
cipals, Frank Fioravante, was so impressed 
with DeVaughn's composition, "Be 
Thankful For What You've Got," that he put 
up the rest of the money, and has remained 
DeVaughn's producer to this day. "Be 
Thankful" was picked up as a master by 
Chelsea Records and the secular song with 
the gospel message was an R&B hit of 
anthemic proportions in the early -'70s. But 
the demise of Chelsea, coupled with "a few 
disagreements between Frank and RCA" 
(the firm's parent company) that had to be 
"settled in court," resulted in a year -long 
stall of DeVaughn's career. DeVaughn, who 
was not prone to pursuing his career via live 
performances, continued to work as a 
draftsman. 

Now, with his new album generating in- 
terest both here and overseas, where EMI 
has licensed it, DeVaughn is taking a har- 
der look at performing, and has formed the 
DeVaughn Band, consisting of two singers 
and a six -man rhythm section. "While I've 
always tried to concentrate on my writing," 
notes the reclusive DeVaughn, "it's becom- 
ing evident that I have to take more respon- 
sibility for every aspect of my career." 

Capitalizing on DeVaughn's growing 
popularity, Tec has just released a 12" ver- 
sion of his rerecording of "Be Thankful," 
from the "Figures Can't Calculate" album, 
and is negotiating with EMI for the release 
of the album in several more countries. As 
far as DeVaughn is concerned, "I'm waiting 
to see what the next move is, and hoping 
that I'll be 'out there' very soon." 

Billy Burnette 
If heritage were a measure of an artist's 

musical credentials, Billy Burnette would 
have one of the strongest resumes in rock 
'n' roll. The son of Dorsey Burnette and 
nephew of Johnny Burnette - who in 1956 
put together the famed Rock 'n Roll Trio 
(with Paul Burlison) and in less than two 
months recorded such seminal rock 
classics as "Tear It Up," "Honey Hush," 
"Rock Billy Boogie" and "Train Kept A - 
Rollin' " - Billy carries on the family tradi- 
tion now with his self -titled Columbia debut, 
which does not ride upon the Burnette 
musical legacy so much as extend it. 

"To me, rock is taking what you do in the 
clubs and putting that on vinyl ... real sim- 
ple," says the soft-spoken Burnette. "The 
album we wanted to make was to take a 

four -piece band into the studio and keep 
the sound as raw and basic as possible. So, 
we laid down the guitar parts, over dubbed 
a little and that was about it." 

The results would have made father Dor- 
sey (who died last year) and uncle Johnny 
(killed in a freak boating accident in 1965) 
proud. The first single from the LP, "Don't 
Say No," has the resounding crack of a 
bullwhip, while covers of "Tear It Up" and 
"Honey Hush" are rave-up tributes to his 
roots. 

As a twenty-year performing/recor- 
ding/songwriting veteran, Billy Burnette is 
certainly no stranger to the business; he cut 
his very first record at the tender age of 
seven. It was "Hey Daddy" b/w "Santa's 
Coffee," a Christmas single for the Dot label 
written by father Dorsey and Ricky Nelson 
bassist Joe Osborne. Although Billy now 
says that he does not remember recording 
the song, he does recall going into the 
studio a lot with his dad, who had a string of 
solo hits in the very early '60s, as did 
Johnny, and many charted songs recorded 
by Ricky Nelson. 

A turning point in Billy's career came 
upon his graduation from high school, 
when he was introduced by his dad to 
heavyweight Memphis producer Chips 
Moman (Elvis Presley, Aretha Franklin, B.J. 
Thomas, etc.). The youngster drove to 
Memphis immediately to serve his appren- 
ticeship, working virtually hundreds of ses- 
sions and finally recorded his first full- 
fledged LP at 18 for CBS/Entrance, entitled 
"Billy Burnette." 

Still, Billy yearned to perform as part of a 
band and did so, organizing groups for his 
dad, playing with Delaney Bramlett (of 
Delaney & Bonnie) and touring with Roger 
Miller. One of Billy's bands, Jawbone, 
recorded an obscure single for A&M, while 
another, Froglegs, included present Bur - 
nette guitarist Chris Brosius and a drum- 
mer named Teddy Jack Eddy, who was, in 
reality, actor/artist Gary Bussey. In '79, 
Burnette reunited with producer Moman 
for two Polydor LPs, "Billy Burnette" and 
"Between Friends." 

"Shortly after my dad died, I decided to 
return to the rock approach and pick up 
what he and Johnny had started," notes 
Burnette.

Nashville Songwriters Acknowledge 
Lennon's Influence On Their Music

NASHVILLE - John Lennon's death 
ignited a shock that was felt around the 
world; perhaps not the least in Nashville, for 
this city owes a great debt to Lennon. In- 
dividually, as well as with former 
songwriting partner Paul McCartney, his 
music influenced so much of today's new 
breed of Nashville songwriter, those people 
who grew up in the musically rich era of the 
'60s, the Beatles' heyday, and who them- 
selves are today shaping the course of 
country music. 

Nashville in general, and specifically its 
songwriters, expressed shock, remorse 
and a feeling of great loss at the news of 
Lennon's death last week (Dec. 8). Conver- 
sations with some of Nashville's aspiring 
songwriters revealed that Lennon's music, 
which was never limited by something so 
specific and defining as boundaries, was a 
primary impetus in nudging these 
tunesmiths toward a career in music. 

"If it weren't for John Lennon and the 
Beatles, I probably wouldn't be in the music 
business today," Pi -Gem songwriter and 
professional manager Gary Harrison told 
Cash Box. "They so heavily influenced me 
into loving music, and a whole lifestyle. I've 
got a pair of wire rim glasses on my nose 
right now, and I never saw a pair of those 

'Gift Of Music' Is 
Stressed In Capitol, 
EMIA, Liberty Push 
LOS ANGELES - The Capitol/EMIA/Lib- 
erty Records Group is intensifying its 1980 
fall advertising/merchandising campaign, 
stressing the National Assn. of Recorded 
Music (NARM) generic "Give the Gift of 
Music" concept. 

Launched on Nov. 24 and slated to run 
through Dec. 23, the campaign was devised 
to highlight top -line product by major acts 
and carry a built-in general sales incentive 
for all recorded music. 

"Even though the marketing concept 
specifically centers around Cap- 
itol/EMIA/Liberty artists," noted Dennis 
White, vice president of marketing, Capitol, 
"we want to get people into the stores and 
motivate them to give the gift of music."

Murray, 
Rogers and Seger are also featured in 30 - 
second spots. 

These commercials utilize three com- 
mon visual elements including the troika of 
label logos, the NARM "Give the Gift of 
Music" logo and a simulated North Pole 
locale. The spots are being aired on both 
national and local television, and all spots 
have been tagged visually during the last 
five seconds with names of local accounts. 
Additionally, Capitol is making extensive 
radio time buys throughout the country in 
support of the campaign. 

The fall campaign also calls for print ads 
and various merchandising aids. Print ads 
have been designed utilizing the NARM and 
label logos to be placed in national publica- 
tions, as well as local and regional 
magazines and newspapers. Merchandis- 
ing aids include point of purchase displays, 
20" x 30" posters, and album stickers that 
include the NARM logo. 

"The Capitol/EMIA/Liberty organization 
is totally committed to the fall program," 
says White. "We expect to establish a highly 
satisfactory sell -through in the market- 
place, and that will create a climate con- 
ducive to a more complete sell -through at 
the retail level." 

before John Lennon was wearing them." 
Harrison, who has written for Ronnie 

Milsap, Charley Pride and Jim Ed Brown 
and Helen Cornelius, among others, 
echoed the sentiments of so many of the 
city's younger writers when he said Lennon 
influenced a generation. 

Chris Waters, a songwriter with April - 
Blackwood here, also grew up with the 
Beatles and their music. "I always had a 
great love for the Beatles' music," he said. "I 
was in the 7th grade, just discovering girls 
and rock 'n' roll, and they came along. I 

remember hearing "I Saw Her Standing 
There" and "All My Loving," and that was it 
for me." 

Listen To The Words 
Noted Nashville songwriter Randy 

Goodrum, who called Lennon and 
McCartney "inspirational," said he was a 
jazz musician until he discovered the 
Beatles. "Listening to their songs was the 
first time I ever really listened to the words," 
he said. "They were everything the music 
business isn't right now. They didn't stay in 
one bag and try to sound like their previous 
hits. They were unencumbered by public 
opinion and did what they felt like. I think 
that was an inspiration to everyone. It was to 
me." 

Influencing these people to pursue a 
music career was one thing, but the fact 
that the Beatles' sound would literally play a 
major role in the music these songwriters 
would eventually create was quite another 
matter. As the hopefuls migrated to 
Nashville (many for geographic reasons, 
preferring the locale over New York or Los 
Angeles), their music began to take form, 
sometimes drawing from the beautiful 
melodies of Lennon and McCartney. No 
matter that Nashville H as considered 
primarily a "Country" towr the writers drew 
upon their early influences, and began to 
shape a sound that would eventually 
become known as MOR Country. 

Dennis Morgan, half of Pi -Gem's hit 
songwriting team of Morgan and (Kye) 
Fleming, said Lennon and McCartney's 
music was totally responsible for his in- 
terest in music. He added that his own 
songs definitely pay homage to Lennon and 
McCartney tunes he grew up with. 

"My songs are influenced by their work 
because I learned to play every Beatles' 
song in the catalog on guitar. And I played 
these songs in bands," he said. "We had 
bands, and we had dreams of really doing 
something as big as the Beatles. They were 
a phenomenon. Their songwriting talents, 
in my opinion, were the most finely tuned 
.. the best of the last 50 to 60 years. I ad- 

mire Lennon and McCartney more than any

"pseudo new wave pop groups with one 
good song." The sheer volume of these 
signings, many of which were "a mistake," 
according to Bruce Harris, director of A&R 
for Epic Records, "overwhelmed radio and 
consumers alike." 

Bud Prager, manager of Foreigner and 
head of ESP Management, said the reason 
that the record business "is saturated with 
mediocre product" is because of "lenient 
standards at the A&R and album produc- 
tion levels. If signings are viewed as long 
range projects, why are so many first LPs 
released in spite of 'first album mistakes.' 
How many new artists signed in 1978 are in 
the black today? I'd like to know." 

Prager explained that these conditions 
should prompt the industry to sign only the 
"most skilled, qualified and experienced" 
groups available. Foreigner's first record, 
he noted, "had all the ingredients of a third 
LP. Debut albums should reflect the best 
possible producer, material and manage- 
ment." 

There will always be albums that, in 
retrospect, should not have been released, 
contended Jaffe. "Usually, a label has a 
certain amount of belief in everything it 
releases. But it's getting more difficult to ex- 
plode out of the box now than it was in 1977 
when Foreigner accomplished it, and the 
evidence is in the number of acts that have 
broken on one album this year." 

When the Foreigner album was released, 
he continued, "Top 40 radio was still rock 'n' 
roll -oriented. The fact that it now goes after 
higher demographics means that it 
becomes harder to cross a track over from 
AOR to Top 40. Radio is still the top ex- 
posure medium, yet its scrutiny and pre- 
judice against new acts makes it impossible 
to break one." 

Reevaluating Commitments 
Pressure for a first album to break 

quickly has stepped up the evaluation 
process by a label to determine whether it 
should continue its investment, according 
to the executives. "People used to wait for a 
third album before they would assess an 
act," stated Jimmy lenner, president of 
Millennium Records. "Today there is a new 
awareness when it comes to reexamining 
your commitment to a new artist. I'm not 
looking for the 'one time only' act. But you 
have to ask yourself, 'Is it good or bad 
money to invest in a second LP?.' The ob-

tegration of TV with audio, videodisc and 
video cassette technologies and personal 
computers in a single home entertainment 
environment. Two-way "interactive" cable 
facilities like Warner Amex's QUBE, when 
hooked -up to home computers, would 
revolutionize merchandising, by enabling 
consumers to shop for virtually anything at 
home, Gerard said. "All of these changes 
will have started to happen by 1990," he ad- 
ded. 

Although Gerard said the WCI was 
"bothered" about the incompatability of 
competing video cassette and videodisc 
configurations, he told a questioner that 
WCI "doesn't care" which technologies 
eventually emerge triumphant in the 
marketplace. "We would like to see one for- 
mat, but if that does not happen, we would 
make our software available to all formats," 
he said. 

In response to a question concerning the 
international potential of cable TV, Gerard 
said it appeared that Europe is "a good 
ways away" from introducing the type of ex- 
tensive "multi -tiered" services now within 
reach in the United States. 

in label signings." 
'Record Deals Down' 

Producers Jerry Love and Richard Got- 
tehrer stressed that it is extremely hard to 
make a deal for an artist today. Love es- 
timated that funding by labels for "shots" 
during 1980 decreased by 75%, and the 
figure is certain to grow next year. He said 
labels are more inclined to sign a finished 
master today and predicted that the in- 
dustry might return to the 1950s practice of 
making deals for a single to test the 
marketability of the act. "If the record does 
well," said Love, "let the label give the artist 
$75,000 for an LP." 

"There's more pressure now than ever 
before to get a new artist played on the 
radio," commented Gottehrer, "which 
naturally reflects in the labels' expectations 
of the artist's first LP." He cited, for exam- 
ple, the forthcoming album by Regina 
Richards, which will be produced for A&M. 
"I'm sure that if we're not successful the first 
time out, the label will take a pretty close 
look at us," he said. 

"As an A&R man," reasoned Harris, "I 
would not be that inclined to sign an act 
which does well in person, but might have a 
tough time getting played on the radio. It's 
harder to get a deal today because certain 
standards are higher. Epic now has a roster 
of 40 artists. Last year it was 55, and in 1975 
it was 70," 

The absence of tour support for many 
debut albums has put additional pressure 
on the performance of the first release. 
"Sometimes without tour support, you just 
don't have a record," stated Currie. "This is 
especially true in the case of a hard rock 
group, whose album might not mean that 
much without a tour behind it." Harris 
suggested that because the business is 
shifting technologically, the touring phase 
of the artist development process will be 
supplanted by more cost-efficient video 
promotions in clubs, theatres, and on cable 
and commercial television. Gottehrer ad- 
ded that any act which can sustain itself 
between albums through local or regional 
appearances "makes a lot more sense for 
the label to sign these days." 

"The cream has got to rise to the top, 
simply because people aren't taking shots 
anymore," said Love. "Everyone is so intent 
on finding that unique sound that 
something has got to break." 

His statement was echoed by Gottehrer, 
who concluded, "These are the kind of 
times which lead to the possibility of 
something different happening, something 
original that people will respond to. We can 
all feel it."

stances of retail dealings in counterfeit 
product (Cash Box, Nov. 22). 

Acting In accordance with guidelines set 
by the Circuit Court, Judge Platt ordered 
the RIAA to produce all of the documents 
covering the period from July 1, 1971 to 
Dec. 31, 1979, for his inspection. The RIAA 
argued that Judge Platt's inspection plan 
was contrary to the "spirit" of the Circuit 
Court's ruling, but agreed to the inspection 
after being threatened anew with contempt. 
The RIAA surrendered the documents to 
Judge Platt on Nov. 26 with the un- 
derstanding that it could launch a second 
appeal if Judge Platt decided to turn the 
documents over to Goody (Cash Box, Dec. 
6). 

No Compromise Left 
When asked on Dec. 11 if the RIAA was 

prepared to accept a new contempt citation 
rather than comply with Judge Platt's 
production order, Roy R. Kulcsar, an attor- 
ney representing the RIAA, told Cash Box, 
"If we have to, we will." Kulcsar and sources 
close to the case have indicated that there 
appears to be no ground left for com- 
promise between the RIAA and Goody in 
the struggle over the papers. 

Kenneth Holmes, chief of the Goody 
defense team, said he would press Judge 
Platt to hold the RIAA in contempt on Dec. 
12, rather than "back down" in his fight for 
the papers. "We cannot tolerate the RIAA 
refusing to produce the documents that the 
Judge considers to be relevant," Holmes 
told Cash Box. The Goody defense has 
based its claim to the papers on remarks 
made by Stanley Gortikov, president of the 
RIAA, to the convention of the National 

CBS Releases Newest 
Blank Tape Survey 
NEW YORK - Blank taping causes an an- 
nual industry loss of between $700-$800 at 
list prices, or over 20% of industry sales, ac- 
cording to an update of the CBS Market 
Research Blank Tape Study released last 
week. The update of the study, released in 
October, includes new information on the 
demographics and buying patterns of 
blank tape purchasers. 

According to the study, there are ap- 
proximately 40 million blank tape buyers, 
representing an increase of five million 
from 1979. Over half of the persons sur- 
veyed said they are taping more than 
before, primarily to make "custom" tapes. 
However, 80% of the blank tape buyers said 
they purchase pre-recorded music as well. 
In fact, half of the tapers buy pre-recorded 
tapes in addition to blank tapes. 

The update also concluded that almost 
half of the blank tape buyers are under age 
25, but the heaviest buyers range in age 
from 26-40. Of the 40 million blank tape 
users who were surveyed, only 15% were 
non-white. Men and women use blank tape 
equally, according to the survey, and their 
favorite music covers all categories of con- 
temporary product. In addition, 30% had 
incomes under $15,000; 35% had incomes 
ranging from $15,000-$25,000; and 35% 
had incomes of $25,000 or more. 

Sources for the study included national 
surveys conducted annually by CBS 
Records since 1975, a special mail survey 
with 1979 blank tapers, and a custom - 
designed, in-store survey with blank tape 
buyers conducted in June 1980. The report, 
directed by Joan Griewank, vice president 
of marketing planning for CBS Records, 
and Jerry Shulman, director of market 
research and planning for the company, 
has been sent to the entire memberships of 
the Recording Industry Assn. of America 
(RIAA) and the National Assn. of Recording 
Merchandisers (NARM). It is also available 
to other interested parties. 

Assn. of Recording Merchandisers (NARM) 
in Las Vegas in March. During his speech, 
Gortikov said that RIAA anti -piracy 
operatives had discovered counterfeit 
product in "90%" of retail outlets shopped 
by them.

According to Kulcsar, "Any documents 
referring to recordings in any way have 
been deemed relevant by Judge Platt." 
Kulcsar added that "many of the docu- 
ments deal with pirated and bootlegged 
product," although Goody is charged only 
with alleged interstate dealings in counter- 
feits. The RIAA has said that disclosure of 
the documents would seriously jeopardize 
pending investigations into other instances 
of significant counterfeit dealings by 
retailers.

Songwriter Roster 
LOS ANGELES - Two -month -old Geffen - 
Kaye Music, the publishing arm of The 
David Geffen Co., headed by Chuck Kaye, 
recently placed new copyrights and made 
catalog acquisitions involving several ar- 
tists. 

According to Kaye, formerly head of 
A&M's Almo/Irving operation, a key 
Geffen -Kaye signing was the worldwide 
representation agreement with the late 
John Lennon and wife Yoko Ono for all the 
material on their "Double Fantasy" album. 

The company has also signed composer 
Burt Bacharach to an agreement covering 
future copyrights under his new Hidden 
Valley Music and his Blue Seas catalog. 

The Geffen -Kaye staffers will work 
closely to coordinate activities between 
writers, producers and the Geffen Records 
A&R staff. Ronny Vance is general 
professional manager on the staff while 
Janice Pober serves as assistant to Kaye. 
Kathleen Carey has been hired to work on 
special projects and representation of 
Bacharach's catalog. 

Commenting on the future, Kaye said, 
"Our initial successes should indicate the 
caliber of projects in which we intend to be 
involved. From the start, we planned for this 
company to be very competitive and highly 
visible." 

RCA Videodisc Set 
To Bow On March 22 
NEW YORK - In a long -expected announ- 
cement, RCA said last week that its "Selec- 
tavision" videodisc system will be in- 
troduced nationwide by 5,000 "television 
dealers" beginning March 22. The optional 
retail price of the system has been set at 
$499.95. 

Production of the SFT 100, RCA's initial 
videodisc player, has begun at the com- 
pany's Bloomington, Ind. plant. Videodiscs 
have been in production since the Summer 
in RCA's Rockville Road facility in In- 
dianapolis. The first shipment of players for 
training purposes will be made to RCA dis- 
tributors this month. 

According to Jack K. Sauter, vice presi- 
dent and general manager of RCA's con- 
sumer electronics division, the company 
expects the videodisc system to be com- 
petitive with video cassette recorders, 
"because it is family -oriented, appeals to 
women as well as men and spans the entire 
spectrum of income and occupations." 

RCA said that it will launch on March 16

Hatch said that litigation is one option 
available to the senators but added that no 
such action was planned at this time. 

Material Requested 
The material in question consists of the 

L.A. field office recommendation, based on 
Grand Jury findings from hearings which 
began in March, 1977, that individuals 
and/or associations in the recording in- 
dustry be indicted on criminal charges for 
alleged price fixing. The senators also are 
seeking the antitrust division's office of 
operation's reply to the recommendation, 
which said indictments were unwarranted 
and called for closure of the case. 

Sens. Hatch and Thurmond indicated 
last October (Cash Box, Oct. 25 and Nov. 
1), that because the investigation was so 
costly in terms of time, manpower and 
funds, it was not uncommon for a member 
of the Judiciary Committee to ask for review 
of Justice Department investigation. It was 
widely speculated that the senators were 
seeking the information based on allega- 
tions by industry sources that the probe 
was closed due to pressure from the Carter 
administration. 

Kim Pearson, assistant counsel to Hatch, 
and Eric Hultman, minority counsel on 
judiciary affairs for Thurmond, confirmed 
last week that the senators received a letter 
from Sanford Litvak, the current antitrust 
division chief, which denied the senators 
access to the memos based on Grand Jury 
Rule 6E, a provision which protects Grand 
Jury proceedings, and all documents 
resulting from such proceedings, from 
review by all but Justice Department 
lawyers. 

First Priority 
The letter also reportedly assured the 

senators that the review of the field office 
recommendation was "acted upon in a nor- 
mal fashion, consistent with the policies

and standards that govern the division's 
prosecutorial judgement." 

Pearson said Sen. Hatch's office con- 
tends that the memos requested are not 
protected by the Grand Jury rule and that 
the senator's initial concern was having 
access to the documents. 

He explained that a congressional com- 
mittee was equally empowered as the 
Justice department, and that members of 
such committees should have access to 
material interpreted to be unprotected by 
rule 6E. 

"Our secondary concern is to review the 
field office's recommendation on its 
merits," Pearson added. 

"We're not asking to get into the nitty- 
gritty of the investigation," explained 
Hultman. "We just want the inter -office 
correspondence which we can review to 
see if the Justice Department handled the 
matter in a proper manner." 

Investigation Data 
But, according to Mark Sheehan, 

spokesman for the antitrust division, 
"Anytime you feel it necessary to prosecute 
a case, you can't make the recommenda- 
tion without using data from your investiga- 
tion to justify that recommendation." 

He said many of the so-called letters are 
actually detailed analysis of the investiga- 
tion, which are termed "fact memos," often 
containing extensive data extracted from 
the Grand Jury investigation. 

Pearson and Hultman concurred that 
there has been a general problem obtain- 
ing data from the Justice Department 
regarding various investigations. In the 
case of the probe into fugitive financier 
Robert Vesco's business dealings, Sen. 
Hatch and his staff have discussed the 
possibility of seeking court action to obtain 
information regarding the probe. 

But both spokesman reiterated that at 
present the senators had no plans to seek 
court action to obtain data in the recording 
industry probe. 

As Pearson told Cash Box last October, if 
the senators obtain the documents, after 
review of the material, steps could be taken 
to schedule hearings on the Justice Depart- 
ment's handling of the investigation upon 
the order of Sen. Edward Kennedy (D - 
Mass), chairman of the Senate Judiciary 
Committee, or Sen. Howard Metzenbaum 
(D -Ohio), Chairman of the Antitrust Sub- 
committee (Cash Box, Nov. 1).

REQUIEM FOR A WORKING CLASS HERO - The Sunset Strip has always been the 
hub of L.A.'s musical activity, and it was there that the news of John Lennon's death was 
felt most dramatically. English music scene veteran Jack Green was well into his set at 
The Whisky when he heard the news about the man that was the heart and soul of the 
Beatles. Ironically, Green was about to launch into his FM hit, "Murder," when he got the 
news, and after telling the crowd of the murder, moved visibly shaken through the song 
and quickly exited the club. That same stunned feeling carried over to the next day with 
many people finding it difficult to conduct business the morning after the shots that 
were seemingly heard 'round the world. When queried about some industry matter, an 
executive for one of L.A.'s most prestigious management firms said, "It doesn't seem so 
important right now ... John Lennon is dead." The statement pretty much summarized 
the feelings of a very somber City of Angels. While radio stations nixed normal 
programming procedures for Beatle retrospectives, many of the grieving expressed 
their affection at record stores. Tower Sunset manager Bob Delanoy reported that peo- 
ple started pouring into the store as soon as the fateful news hit town. Within a matter of 
hours, the outlet had sold out of its entire Lennon catalog. But the most cohesive ex- 
pression of love for the thinking man's Beatle was centered around the 35 -foot 
Christmas tree at the ABC Entertainment Complex in Century City last Tuesday night. 
Other vigils were being held throughout California in San Francisco, Sacramento and 
Chico. However, the one sponsored by KLOS in Los Angeles was by far the most mov- 
ing as more than 3,000 candle carrying lamenters attended. As a tribute to the man who 
has espoused peace and love through his entire recording career, many of the mour- 
ners flashed the peace sign. The symbol served to remind one of how important the 
Beatles and Lennon were to the volatile '60s. KLOS air personality and Lennon friend B. 
Mitchell Reed presided over the vigil, as crowd members offered up remembrances of 

Lennon, sang the songs of the legen- 
dary singer/songwriter and tearfully 
consoled one another. The Century City 
gathering represented one of the first (in 
a long line of eulogies to come) honor- 
ing a man who truthfully hoped that 
someday we'd join him "and the world 
would live as one." 
AMERICANA ROCK 'N' ROLL - 
"American heritage has more to it than 
Britain in terms of excitement for a 
young rock 'n' roller," says "Legend Of 
Jesse James" creator/composer Paul 
Kennerley. "Cowboy films and Elvis 
Presley are more fascinating to me than 
Henry VIII or Oliver Cromwell." On a re- 
cent visit to Cash Box, Kennerley said 
his interest in rural Americana and the 
influence of Eagles and Waylon Jenn- 
ings prompted him, a British advertising 

man cum country rocker, to compose and create his two historically themed concept 
albums, "White Mansions" and "The Legend Of Jesse James." "Mansions," an exten- 
ded story song about the Civil War, produced by studio man par excellence Glyn Johns 
and featuring such hot British musicians as Eric Clapton, drifted into obscurity in 1978. 
But, Kennerley and Johns are back with a film for the ear about Jesse James and have 
coralled Johnny Cash, Charlie Daniels, Emmylou Harris and Levon Helm for the lead 
characters. Kennerley and Johns flew to the U.S. and played a demo mock-up of the LP 
for the noted country stars, and they were so taken with the project that they agreed to 
do it on -the -spot. "Glyn asked me who I'd want for the parts if I had my utopian dream, 
and it came true." Kennerley, Johns, Harris, Helm and a cast of country rock studio 
greats (intermittently joined by Cash and Daniels) arranged and recorded the piece 
over a period of four weeks at producer Brian Ahern's studio in the San Fernando 
Valley. "It turned out beautifully because it wasn't any one person's album," said Ken- 
nerley. "We were all relaxed, and there wasn't that anxiousness that comes when peo- 
ple have their career riding on the album." While Kennerley is watching the album bub- 
ble up both the pop and Country LP charts, he is prepping a band to perform the con- 
cept piece at the Wembley Country Festival in England during April. "I'm sort of a 
novelty in that I'm one of the few British country artists," added Kennerley. "I've got 
something a little different to offer the English audience." 
INVESTIGATING THE I.R.S. - Miles Copeland's yearling International Record Syn- 
dicate (I.R.S.) has come a long way in a short time. It was pleasing to see them take on 
classic underground rock 'n' roll heroes John Cale and Tom Robinson, then follow up 
by signing two of L.A.'s hottest bands, Oingo Boingo and Wall Of Voodoo. But, what's 
really exciting is the company's latest release, which features new albums by Robin - 
son's Sector 27 band, The Damned, Wall Of Voodoo and The Fleshtones. While new 
rock fans will still be reeling from the powerful rock 'n' roll blast of Robinson's first (and 
probably best) release, I.R.S. will be shipping yet another monumental modern music 
message in January. The label will be testing the catalog waters with "IRS Greatest Hits, 
Volumes 2 and 3" Jan. 28. The two -record set will be highlighted by the first Police 
single ever recorded, "Fall Out." The track was recorded in 1977, before Andy Sum- 
mers had joined mates Stewart Copeland and Sting. The package will also contain the 
first songs by Squeeze and material by John Cale, Oingo Boingo, The Cramps, The 
Buzzcocks, Fashion and The Humans. 

BUCKING THE TIDE - Those who feel that the prices for the new Bruce Springsteen 
and Steely Dan LPs are a bit too dear will find the cost of new product by Fleetwood 
Mac and Jackson Browne a little more in the holiday spirit. The new double live Mac 
album is being kept at a respectable $13.98, and the new Jackson Browne 12" ,s also a 
money saver. Browne's new "Hold On Hold Out" large -sized single, b/w "Hold Out," 
represents some firsts for E/A. The record is the label's first rock 12" and is low priced 
at $2.49, instead of the usual $3.98-$4.98. 

CATHOLIC BOY IN BERKELEY - Literary 
rocker Jim Carroll and his band was the last 
act that KSAN/San Francisco presented in 
an outdoor concert/live broadcast before 
switching to a country format. Carroll was 
performing in support of his debut LP, 
"Catholic Boy." 

IN THE SPIRIT OF LENNON - While many Californians honored John Lennon at 11 

a.m. Dec. 14 with a silent ten minute prayer, a multitude of Los Angelenos participated 
in a Midnight Memorial service Dec. 12 with First Church of Rock 'n' Roll reverend Joel 
Agnew. The service celebrated the life of John Lennon and the continuation of his spirit 
in music. Held at the Los Angeles Actors' Theatre, the ceremony was followed by a per- 
formance by L.A. Latin wavers Ruben Guevara and Con Safos.

RICK DERRINGER (Bluesky ZS6 2794) 
Let The Music Play (3:25) (Derringer Music, In- 
c./Kisselbox Music - BMI) (R. Derringer, D. 
Kisselbach) 

For an artist who has such a surprisingly good 
ear for a pop hook, it's a wonder that Derringer 
hasn't received more pop airplay. Last year's 
"Something Warm" was an underrated gem, and 
this track from the current "Face To Face" LP has 
a bounding pop/rock hook and Derringer's 
usually superlative guitar work and super vocals. 

ENGLAND DAN SEALS (Atlantic 3786) 
Love Me Like The Last Time (3:50) (Pink Pig 
Music/First Concourse Music/Van Hoy 
Music/Unichappell - BMI) (D. Seals, R. Van Hoy) 

England Dan Seals could find himself back in 
the pop limelight again, this time as a solo act, 
with this striking blend of bouncy pop keyboards 
and Steve Lukather's rock guitar soloing. There 
may be comparisons to Kenny Loggins, but Seals 
stands firmly on his own with the by now familiar 
vocals. 

FATBACK (Spring/Polydor SP 3016) 
Angel (3:48) Fired -Up Music/Sign of the Twins - 
ASCAP) (G. Thomas) 

Already an immensely popular R&B act, Fat- 
back could broaden its audience considerably 
with this mid -tempo love ballad from the "14 
Karat" LP. A languorous trumpet sound, bell 
chimes and strings add a romantic pop air to the 
track, and lead vocals are light yet passionate. A 
robust close, with all the Fatback singers joining 
in, caps this B/C, pop sleeper pick. 

MAZE featuring FRANKIE BEVERLY (Capitol 
4942) 
The Look In Your Eyes (3:58) (Amazement Music - BMI) (F. Beverly) 

A fat organ, keyboard sound, together with 
congas and a sharp snare -high hat rhythm, 
provides a simple but full instrumental backing for 
Frankie Beverly's high flying vocal croon on this 
cut from the "Joy And Pain" LP. The Southern soul 
influenced unit's sleek R&B approach is a staple of 
B/C radio, but pop may see potential here. 

CAROL CHASE (Casablanca NB 2321) 
If You Don't Know Me By Now (3:27) (Assorted 
Music - BMI) (K. Gamble, L. Huff) 

Chase, who made her debut last year on the 
Casablanca West label, is moving more in a pop - 
/country direction with the LP "The Chase Is On." 
On this cover of the Harold Melvin and The Blues 
Notes classic, she makes a sweet -voiced replace- 
ment for Teddy Pendergrass' vocal, backed by a 
soft pedal steel and acoustic guitar. Look for 
crossover action here. 

HEAD EAST (A&M 2278) 
I Surrender (3:29) (Island Music - BMI) (R. 
Ballard) 

Cut squarely in the Midwest rock mold, Head 
East has been around for several years already 
but has never achieved the nationwide pop 
recognition that has come to contemporaries like 
REO Speedwagon or Styx. This Russ Ballard 
cover could change that, though, with its 
cascading keyboard sound and high vocals, a la 
early Kansas. Watch for regional breakouts. 

STINGRAY (Carrere CAR 7302) 
The Man In My Shoes (3:27) (Goldgresh Music - 
BMI) (D. East) 

South Africa's Stingray will immediately remind 
listeners of Boston with this cut from the six -man 
band's self -titled debut LP. From the sonic, Tom 
Scholz -like guitar work to the high vocals and 
marching rhythms of the hook, punched up by 
handclaps, this is a near xerox of "More Than A 
Feeling." But both AOR and Top 40 seem to be 
receptive to soundalikes of previous hits. 

ZINGARA (Wheel WH 5001) 
Love's Calling (3:53) (Platinum Ear - BMI) (L. 
Dozier) 

Penned and produced by Lamont Dozier, this is 
perhaps the surprise of the week. A full-blown 
mid -tempo R&B ballad, Zingara's cut on the small, 
independent Wheel label features some excellent 
brass arrangements and amazingly rhythmic 
crescendos behind the plaintive vocals. A 
professional effort in every way, this virtually de- 
mands the attention of B/C programmers.

This Memphis -born 10 -piece remains one of the tightest knit 
funk/party bands around. And they should follow-up on the 
success of last year's "Move Your Boogie Body" single with 
"Boogie Body Land." Led by founding member James Alexan- 
der and silver tongued lead singer Larry Dodson, the band 
should find a soft spot in B/C programmers' hearts with "Say It 
Through Love" and "Body Fever."

Rock 'n' roll political activist Tom Robinson has traded in his 
clenched fist new wave style for a more personal music since 
leaving the Harvest label. His new band, Sector 27, has helped 
Robinson internalize his social observations without losing any 
of the punch of his TRB days. Sector 27 is a little more musically 
adventurous than Robinson's old band, and his lyrics and song 
hooks are as penetrating as ever.

Regency has released this soundtrack a few months late for 
the movie's premiere, but it's a pleasure to hear the riotous 
dialogue on vinyl anytime.

Errisson is a noted percussionist, having played with the likes 
of Neil Diamond, Diana Ross, The Jacksons and Marvin Gaye, 
but on this solo effort, he takes over as front man and does quite 
a respectable job. The Nassau -based performer has a vocal 
style that draws on such influences as Lou Rawls, Barry White 
and Harry Belafonte, and his R&B-flavored tunes have a real 
Island flavor.

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TALENT 
Smokey Robinson 

THE ROXY, L.A. - Smokey Robinson, "The 
Man Behind The Music," as the emcee 
repeatedly dubbed the silky -voiced soul 
veteran throughout the opening of a f ive - 
night engagment here, eschewed much of 
his contemporary performance repertoire 
for a special request format he called "you - 
say -it, we'll -play -it." And the crowd couldn't 
have been more delighted. 

As the packed house, filled with such en- 
tertainment luminaries and personal 
friends of Robinson's as Motown chief 
Berry Gordy, Jr. (celebrating his birthday) 
and actor Jim Brown, whooped and 
hollered through the opening strains of the 
set opener, "Tracks Of My Tears," and 
Smokey's voice drifted across the 
darkened stage, it was hard not to feel that 
this musical evening would be somewhat 
out of the ordinary. 

That it surely was. After slick but satisfy- 
ing renditions of newer material from the 
"Where There's Smoke" and "Warm 
Thoughts" LPs, such as the hits "Cruisin' " 
from the former and "Let Me Be The Clock" 
from the latter, the Smoke cajoled wife 
Claudette into joining him onstage for a 
touching version of "Wine, Women And 
Song." In a rather show-bizzy yet sentimen- 
tal gesture, Smokey sang part of the duet 
from one of the Roxy's balconies, a la a 
modern minstrel Romeo. 

However, the real excitement started 
when Robinson began to take requests 
from the audience, as the fans continually 
pressed small slips of paper into the 
singer's hands while he strode from one 
corner of the stage to the next. Covering 
such Miracles, post -Miracles and personal 
classics as "Going To A Go Go," "Get 
Ready" (turned into a hit by The Tempta- 
tions), "Tears Of A Clown," "Ooh Baby, 
Baby," "More Love" and the heart melting 
"Baby Come Close," Robinson could do no 
wrong. 

Robinson could easily be criticized for 
the Vegas -like arrangements his nine - 
member band, Quiet Storm, applied to 
many of the older selections, but to dwell on 
that particular flaw would be missing the 
point of the evening entirely. After two 
decades of creating and performing hit 
songs which have stood the test of time, 
Robinson and band took one evening out to 
recapture a bit of history and the pure joy 
transmitted between artist and audience 
was enough to convince even the non -fan 
that this man was truly a phenomenon in the 
world of contemporary music, not just a 
musical museum piece pulling artifacts out 
from the past as so many revival acts do. 

Comedian Franklin Ajaye opened the 
show with forty minutes of informal comedy 
that relied less on schtick and more on 
humorous personal (and universal) obser- 
vations which had the crowd chuckling con- 
sistently. Quiet Storm also got a chance to 
do its single, "Heartbreak Graffitti," prior to 
Robinson's entrance.

Larry Gatlin & The 

Gatlin Brothers 

RIVIERA HOTEL, LAS VEGAS - Columbia 
recording artists Larry Gatlin & The Gatlin 
Brothers Band were recent show openers 
at the Riviera Hotel in Las Vegas, but it 
shouldn't be long before the Gatlins and 
company are realized as major headliners 
themselves. 

If it has been written once, it will be writ- 
ten a hundred times that Larry Gatlin is one 
of the purest and most sensitive vocalists 
around today. Together with brothers Rudy 
and Steve, who also play rhythm and bass 
guitar, respectively, the Gatlins' harmonies 
are impeccable. 

Gatlin's set of mostly balladish tunes had 
a homespun feeling mixed with a folksie 
quality and, combined with his sense of tim- 
ing and sly wit, had the sophisticated, late 
night Vegas crowd in the palm of his hand 
from start to finish. Together with key- 
boardist Ralph Gaddes, drummer Phil Fa- 
jardo, Mike Smith on steel guitar and Steve 
Smith on lead guitar, Gatlin and his band 
were musically flawless throughout the all 
too short performance. 

Familiar favorites were plentiful, as the 
band rendered its current Top 10 single, 
"Take Me To Your Lovin' Place;" last year's 
hit, "All The Gold In California;" and simply 
heart wrenching songs like "The Bitter They 
Are, The Harder They Fall" and "Gypsy 
Flower Child." 

There were two particularly standout 
moments when it was possible to hear the 
proverbial pin drop in the Riviera's caver- 
nous ballroom. Accompanying himself on 
accoustic guitar, Gatlin displayed the upper 
registers of his tenor voice (reminiscent of 
Kenny Loggins) on the bittersweet "The 
Heart." The closing number, "Hallelujah," 
was performed by the three brothers a cap- 
pella, and the crystal clear range of har- 
monies was as gratifying as anything The 
Beach Boys or Poco have ever done. To be 
sure, the Gatlin Brothers Band is a group to 
see live by anybody who prefers strong 
vocals and lyrics up front instead of a wall of 
music.

McCABE'S GUITAR SHOP, SANTA 
MONICA - Music that is sparse while pro- 
jecting prolific textural refinement, that is 
as prone to being ambient as it is a 
galvanizing element, can aptly describe the 
guitar duet of Ralph Towner and John Aber- 
crombie recently at laid back McCabe's. 

An appreciative audience filed in to the 
string instrument shop venue and were ser- 
ved up some folkie jazz classicism with deft, 
dignified chops, strokes and sweeping 
tonal range. 

But the undulating set of largely cerebral 
material was accented by percussive ex- 
cursions the duo manufactured with their 
string instruments, thus finding still another 
level of tonal range. 

Towner, largely interpreting his music on 
acoustic 12 -string and to a lesser extent on 
the six -string, provided a more tonally 
broad language to the guitar conversa- 
tions, while Abercrombie, used a small, 
electric guitar at times to articulate more 
sharply defined conversations. The stylistic 
contrasts' were an enhancement 
throughout the show, particularly during 
more lavish improvisations departing from 
compositional rigidity, especially on the 
duo's rendering of Miles Davis' "Nardis" 
and the Abercrombie penned tunes, 
"Ralph's Piano Waltz" and "Timeless," all of 
which are included on Towner's latest ECM 
LP, "Solo Concert." 

Towner and Abercrombie displayed 
musicianship devoid of excessive show- 
manship trappings. Because the expecta- 
tions of the audience were adjusted to such 
offerings, McCabe's, complete with guitars 
hanging from the ceiling and on display 
throughout the venue, became the perfect 
esthetic setting.

progress had been made toward common 
grounds for negotiations." 

The union president said it appeared that 
"management doesn't want to negotiate. 
They just want us to accept their terms. In 
our opinion, we have made as much move- 
ment toward resolving the strike as we can 
at this time. The industry must make a move 
now." 

Striking musicians plan to continue the 
work embargo with a more intense 
consumer -oriented mass picketing and 
demonstrations. At presstime last week, 
such a picketing demonstration was plan- 
ned for Mann's Westwood Theatre, where 
the Columbia Picture Stir Crazy was 
debuting in Los Angeles. The film repor- 
tedly is from a "runaway scoring." 

The union thus far has been unsuc- 
cessful in obtaining judicial reprieve in 
federal court from Universal Studios' use of 
old tracks for new projects. The Ninth U.S. 
Circuit Court of Appeals rejected the un- 
ion's motions for a preliminary injunction 
and a stay of a Federal Court order that 
originally denied the injunction. 

Saturday morning, AFM members met at 
Local 47 headquarters where union leaders 
alerted musicians to the current status in 
the negotiations.

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World Mourns John Lennon 
by Michael Martinez 

LOS ANGELES - News of the violent death 
of John Lennon, drew an unprecedented out- 
pouring of grief throughout the globe, es- 
pecially in his native home of Great Britain. 

Many in the British Isles felt New York 
City was to blame, that such a killing could 
only take place on the streets of that city. 
Such feelings were only slightly set to ease 
by news reports that alleged murderer 
Mark David Chapman had travelled there 
especially to kill Lennon. 

Former Beatle and composing compatriot 
Paul McCartney, arriving in London for a 
recording session the day news of Lennon's

drummer. One year later, in 1962, the 
Beatles hit the top of the U.K. charts with the 
single "Please Please Me." After 
phenomenal success in the U.K., which led 
to the coining of the term "Beatlemania," 
the group brought its sound to the U.S. via 
the release of the single "I Wanna Hold Your 
Hand" and appearances on the late Ed Sul- 
livan's weekly variety show in 1964. 

"I Wanna Hold Your Hand" and the U.S. 
debut "Meet The Beatles" LP soon topped 
the American charts, unleashing the first 
British musical invasion that also brought 
the Rolling Stones, The Who, the Kinks and 
the Dave Clark Five across the Atlantic. The 
arrival of the Beatles and Beatlemania 
ushered in a turbulent era of change that 
had a revolutionary effect on the recording 
industry and society in general. 

The Beatles' first movie, A Hard Day's 
Night, opened in August 1964 and further 
fueled the group's extraordinary pop- 
ularity. By this time, the Beatles, primarily 
playing Lennon -McCartney compositions, 
were acknowledged as musical trendset- 
ters, with Lennon, especially, gradually 
moving to the forefront of a variety of social 
movements as well. 

The Beatles prospered until their 
breakup in 1970, with such albums as 
"Rubber Soul," "Revolver," Help! (the 
soundtrack to the group's second movie), 
"Sgt. Pepper's Lonely Hearts Club Band," 
"Magical Mystery Tour," "The Beatles" (the 
white album), "Abbey Road" and"Let It Be" 
all garnering top chart positions and multi - 
platinum sales. 

Lennon, who had married Yoko Ono in 
1969 after divorcing his first wife, Cynthia, 
pursued a solo career after the Beatles dis- 
banded. While he never duplicated the 
commercial success of his days with the 
Beatles, Lennon continued as a significant 
influence in the pop music world with such 
striking compositions as "Image," 
"Give Peace A Chance," "Cold Turkey" 
and "Power To The People." In addition, 
Lennon's stature in the social movements

death reached the UK, was visibly shaken 
upon hearing of the slaying. Later, 
with tear -reddened eyes, he commented, 
"He was a great guy. He's going to be mis- 
sed by the whole world." McCartney 
phoned Yoko Ono after hearing the news 
and later, in apparent compliance with 
Yoko's requests for a small funeral, told 
reporters, "I won't be going to the funeral. 
I'll be paying my respects privately." 

Also slated for a recording session when 
he heard the news, former Beatle George 
Harrison stayed at his Henley home with his 
wife and son. 

"After all we went through together, I 

had, and still have, great love and respect 
for him. It is an outrage that people can take 
other people's lives with a gun when they 
obviously haven't got their own lives in or- 
der," Harrison commented. 

In Liverpool, where the Beatles were 
born, officials are now debating whether 
they should bear the entire 40,000 pound 
cost of erecting a sculptured tribute to the 
Beatles. 

Also in Liverpool, where The Quarrymen, 
The Moondogs, The Rainbows, and Silver 
Beatles evolved into the Beatles, William 
Pobjoy, headmaster at Lennon's old 
school, said he felt Lennon would not have 
wholly disapproved of the manner in which 
his life ended. He said he couldn't imagine

CBS Petitions FCC For 
Rights To Cable Systems 
NEW YORK - CBS Inc. last week asked the 
Federal Communications Commission 
(FCC) to waive a rule that prohibits the ma- 
jor television networks from owning cable 
television systems. In a 15 -page petition, 
CBS told the government that it was seek- 
ing to establish a "limited" system that 
would serve as "an advanced technology 
laboratory" to develop new cable products 
and services. 

CBS, which filed the petition with the FCC 
on Dec. 8, said it would limit its total number 
of cable subscribers to one half of one per- 
cent of the total number of cable sub- 
scribers in the U.S. or 90,000, whichever 
number is less. Current estimates of the 
country's total number of cable subscribers 
are put at 17 million. 

CBS has "traditionally sought to be in the 
forefront of the development of advanced 
technology communications products and 
services," the petition noted. "CBS believes 
that its skills and experience can make a 
real contribution to the advancement of 
cable television products and services." 
The petition concluded that "the addition of 
a further rival" in the field of cable opera- 
tions "would enhance efficiency, lower 
price and increase the quality of cable ser- 
vice to advertisers and viewers."

non, now Mrs. John Twist, also arrived in 
New York the day after his father was mur- 
dered. He did not talk to reporters. 

David Geffen, president of Geffen 
Records, said, "Along with the entire world, 
we share a great sense of personal loss. 
John and Yoko's contribution as artists, as 
parents and as human beings are an in- 
spiration to us all." 

Bhaskar Menon, chairman and chief ex- 
ecutive of EMI Music, issued the following 
statement: "We are all greatly saddened at 
the news, both at EMI in the U.K. and 
Capitol in America after our long associa- 
tion with John Lennon, and certainly after a 
long friendship I feel a great sense of per- 
sonal loss. He was a tremendous talent; a 
great contemporary poet who will never be 
forgotten." 

'Electric Personality' 
Ken Townsend, general manager of Ab- 

bey Road studios, who was engineer on all 
of the Beatles' LPs, said, "His electric per- 
sonality created magic wherever he was. 
He'll be sadly missed by all of us." 

Walter Yetnikoff, president of the CBS 
Records Group, issued the following state- 
ment: "The irreplaceable loss of John Len- 
non will be felt on a personal level by 
everyone in the music industry. Though we 
bring great joy to millions of people, 
sometimes our industry is beset with great 
tragedy." 

Robert Summer, president of RCA 
Records, issued this statement: "John Len - 
non's impact went beyond composition and 
performance. He will be remembered un- 
iversally for his dedication to the quality of 
life for all men. On behalf of RCA Records, I 

want to express my deepest sympathy to 
John's family and friends. I take this oppor- 
tunity to add one more voice to the outcry 
against the absence of adequate gun con- 
trol legislation. This nation is damaged by 
indiscriminate actions facilitated by easy 
access to weapons." 

'A Confused Person' 
Ono, in a statement, said that she ex- 

plained to her son Sean that the man who 
killed his father "was probably a confused 
person." Ono quoted Sean as saying, "Now 
daddy is part of God. I guess when you die 
you become much more bigger because 
you're part of everything." 

Lennon's body was cremated on Dec. 10 
at Campbell's Funeral Home in Manhattan. 
Ono set Sunday Dec. 14 at 2 p.m. as the 
time for a 10 minute silent vigil in Lennon's 
memory. Ono said that in lieu of flowers, 
mourners could send donations to the 
Spirits Foundation, One Battery Park Plaza, 
New York, N.Y. 10004. The foundation was 
set up by the Lennons to distribute funds to 
worthy charities. 

Lennon and Ono reportedly had recor- 
ded unreleased tracks and were preparing 
material for a new album. Spokespersons 
for the Record Plant and Geffen Records 
had no information on plans to release the 
music. 

Retail Demand Surges 
Record retailers, one -stops and WEA 

Corp. distribution branches across the 
country were virtually overwhelmed by de- 
mand for Lennon and Ono's current Gef- 
fen/Warner Bros. LP, "Double Fantasy," 
following the news of Lennon's death. By 
Tuesday (Dec. 9), many of the retailers and 
one -stops reported being entirely sold out 
of all Lennon solo product, both current 
and catalog items, in addition to many 
Beatles titles, on the Capitol and Apple 
labels, and imports. 

Howard Krumholtz, buyer for Tower 
Records' Sunset Blvd. location in Los 
Angeles, said that the store was "packed" 
between 10:30 p.m. and 12:00 a.m. on the 
night of Dec. 8, during which time 600 
copies of the "Double Fantasy" LP were 

sold and all Beatles catalog product was 
cleared from the racks. By 2:00 p.m. Dec. 9, 
Krumholtz indicated that he was down to 
just 100 copies of the "Double Fantasy" LP 
and he expected to sell those out "in a mat- 
ter of hours." 

In Milwaukee, Jeff Reddings, album 
buyer for the Radio Doctors retail chain, 
said that between 8:00 and 8:15 a.m. Dec. 9, 
approximately 500 copies of the "Double 
Fantasy" LP were sold and that customers 
were calling to order "as much as ten of 
each of Lennon's solo albums." 

Father's & Sun's, an Indianapolis one - 
stop which operates the Karma Records 
chain, was "flooded with orders" for Len - 
non's solo LPs, according to Don Simpson 
of the company, who compared buying to 
the "posthumous phenomenon" which ac- 
companied singer Elvis Presley's death in 
1977. He noted, however, that he did not 
sell as many total pieces of Lennon 
product, in comparison to Presley's, 
because Lennon's catalog was "not as ex- 
tensive." 

Another one -stop, Mile -Hi in Denver, 
reported that it had sold "only 11 copies" of 
the "Double Fantasy" LP during the day of 
Dec. 8, but by the close of Dec. 9, it had 
moved "1,275 pieces" of the album. 

In St. Louis, one of the most 
economically depressed markets in the na- 
tion, sales of Lennon product were at least 
as strong as the rest of the country. John 
Gavin of PB One -Stop there reported that 
despite the fact he was still holding "several 
copies" of the "Double Fantasy" LP aside 
for "special accounts," he had still sold 
"about 350 albums" during the morning 
and early afternoon of Dec. 9. 

Steve Seng, of the 15 -store Flipside retail 
chain in Chicago, told Cash Box that all of 
the Flipside stores had sold out of the "Dou- 
ble Fantasy" LP "within a few hours" upon 
opening Dec. 9 and added that "all Beatles 
product, solo albums and imports are sell- 
ing out rapidly." 

A representative of the Peaches Records 
stores in Cleveland said the store had been 
sold out of "Double Fantasy" within one 
hour of opening Dec. 9. Although the 
representative hoped that the store could 
be completely re -stocked with Lennon LPs 
by Friday (Dec. 12), there was still some 
doubt as to whether it could sufficiently 
fulfill demand in the city. 

At the Cavages Records chain in Buffalo, 
N.Y., buyer John Grandoni said he was sold 
out of "Double Fantasy" "instantaneously" 
Dec. 9 and had already placed a re -order. 

Hayes Oarlock, buyer for Nashville - 
based Music City Distributors, which ser- 
vices a 16 -state area in the southern U.S., 
including the Wizards and Cats Records 
retail chains, said, "Within a 15 -minute 
period Tuesday we moved approximately 
350 to 400 albums, including about 100 
tapes and cassettes and we took back or- 
ders from our accounts. We received a 
shipment from WEA, Atlanta and they were 
gone within a matter of minutes. 

"I have orders in for about 2,000 more 
LPs. It will be awhile, though, before we will 
actually take delivery, from what I unders- 
tand, because they don't have enough 
jackets made yet. The pressing plants are 
backlogged to the point where it looks like it 
will be a three-week process before we see 
the bulk of those orders." 

Capitol Running Low 
Garlock continued, "The same is true 

with Beatles product and Lennon's 
releases on Capitol and Apple, I've heard. 
We were totally wiped out of it all. Anything 
with the Beatles name on it will go ... 
anything. I've placed an order with Capitol, 
who told me that they were almost out of 
product themselves. It's going to be a real 
tight situation to try to get any of the records

Radio Provides Immediate Service In 
Wake Of Murder Of Lennon In NYC 

by Mark Albert 
LOS ANGELES - Radio reacted to the 
death of John Lennon in a variety of ways, 
ranging from special programming to 
memorial events to information hotlines. 
Responding with immediacy and sensitivity 
to the emotion and confusion of the tragedy 
that occurred Monday night (Dec. 8), radio 
served as a common source of information 
and solace for millions of grieving fans. 

Newsrooms at the major networks in 
New York were the prime centers of activity 
with information and documentary material 
being fed to respective affiliates as quickly 
as possible. Representative of network 
coverage, an ABC Radio Network 
spokesman commented, "As terribly 
emotional a time as it was for everybody, it 
was amazing to see about 45 people rally to 
the newsroom to do their jobs and dis- 
seminate the available news so ex- 
peditiously. 

"With deepest respect for an individual 
that we all were touched by, I was proud of 
the fact that radio responded with such im- 
mediacy during this crisis," the spokesman 
added. 

On Tuesday afternoon, the ABC news 
and programming departments produced 
36 short segments of news and interviews 
that keyed into Lennon songs and were fed 
to affiliates for use as part of a special 
tribute that night. 

On Sunday (Dec. 14), the RKO Radio 
Network presented a three-hour special of 
what was to be Lennon's last interview. The 
interview, which was conducted by Dave 
Sholin, rock editor for The Gavin Report; 
Laurie Kaye, a Drake-Chenault producer; 
and Ron Hummel on Monday afternoon, 
was originally intended for an RKO two- 
hour music special in January, but a 
network spokesperson said that RKO 
wished to share Lennon's last words with 
his fans as quickly as possible. 

Other specials were produced by syn- 
dicators Drake-Chenault and Watermark 
for immediate airing. 

Serving The Listeners 
Individual stations responded in a man- 

ner that programmers felt best served their 
listeners' needs at the time. Many stations 
dropped normal commercial programming 
procedures and either played Lennon or 
Beatles music 24 hours a day or dropped 
music to a minimum and conducted inter- 
views and talks with various people who 
were closely associated with the Lennons 
through the years. 

At KEZY/Anaheim, program director 
Dave Forman said that while they were 
playing the man's music, journalistically, he 
wanted to remind people that Lennon was a 
peaceful man and that to be vengeful would 
be a paradox for believers in Lennon's 
philosophies. 

KLOS/Los Angeles held a candlelight 
vigil Tuesday evening with DJ B. Mitchell 
Reed delivering the eulogy. About 1,500 
fans attended the vigil. 

WBCN/Boston music director Jimmy 
Mack said, "We tried to let the music do the 
talking. We hope that this terrible event will 
be a wakening for people to realize that our 
personal freedoms are in jeopardy." 

"What could be said," asked a KSHE/St. 
Louis jock. "We felt it was a time for 
silence." 

WKLS/Atlanta program director Alan 
Sneed said that other than regular NBC 
source news feeds and a little extra Beatles 
music, the station did not organize any 
special programming. 

Follow -Up Tribute 
"Grief is a very private thing, and we did 

not want to be offensive to those who were 
deeply hurt," Sneed explained. "I feel it will 
be more appropriate to do a tribute a few 

days from now. We didn't want to be ex- 
ploitive of the man's death, and we had 
many listeners who called us and ex- 
pressed appreciation for handling it the 
way we did." 

KIKI/Honolulu DJ Noel Gray said people 
there were deeply shocked by the news and 
that his station was preparing a special 
tribute. Because of recent bad press 
regarding the city of Honolulu, he also said 
that many listeners were calling KIKI and 
asking that it be made clear that Lennon's 
killer was not a native of Hawaii. Gray ad- 
ded that many people wanted to push for 
stricter gun laws. 

In Anchorage, KENI program director 
Randy Robbins called Lennon's murder "a 
disgusting event and to over report it is to 
condone the act." Other than ABC Contem- 
porary Network news feeds, KENI jocks 
and newscasters were instructed not to 
"dwell on the issue and plagarize Lennon's 
death." 

Finally, M 105/Cleveland music director 
Mary Sobol felt that Tuesday was the most 
gratifying day he had ever had in radio. 

"Everybody here is very upset, but today, 
radio has been very beautiful," Sobol said. 
"Listeners of all ages and races have called 
to offer their condolences to Yoko and 
Sean. It was radio in its purest sense, a two- 
way communications process between 
listeners and our people on the air express- 
ing and sharing their innermost thoughts." 

AIR Elects New

At Annual Meet 
LOS ANGELES - The Assn. of Indepen- 
dent Radioproducers (AIR) elected Bo 
Donovan, vice president of Tuesday Prod., 
as its president at a general membership 
meeting in November. In addition, Pat 
Shaughnessy of TM Prod. was elected vice 
president; Tom Rounds of Watermark was 
elected secretary; and Harvey Mednick, 
vice president of RKO Radio, was elected 
treasurer. 

At its November meeting, AIR also elec- 
ted six new directors for its 11 -member 
board, including Merrill Barr, Studio B. Inc.; 
Robert E. Wold, Wold Communications; 
Sandy Orkin, Chicago Radio Syndicate; 
Robert W. Dockery, Jr., Syndicate It, Inc.; 
former AIR president Harry O'Connor, 
O'Connor Creative Services; and Paul 
Ward, Audio Stimulations, Inc. 

Mediation Panel Rules 
In Favor of KBIG/L.A. 
LOS ANGELES - The recently formed In- 
dustry Mediation Panel (Cash Box, Nov. 15) 
has decided in favor of a ratings complaint 
filed by beautiful music radio station 
KBIG/Los Angeles regarding Arbitron's 
Spring Quarterly Survey. It was the first 
such complaint to be heard by the panel. 

In its complaint, KBIG asserted that 
seven of the Spring diaries, which were not 
originally identified by station, should have 
been credited to KBIG based on Arbitron 
phone callback interviews. The station also 
contended that "confusing language" of Ar- 
bitron facilities forms were responsible in 
part for the Spring Survey errors. 

An Arbitron spokesperson said that the 
ratings company has for the past nine 
months been working on eliminating the 
confusing wordage. The Arbitron Radio 
Council is meeting Dec. 15-17 for further 
discussions on the facilities forms, but the 
spokesperson indicated that new verbage 
would not be finalized until the beginning of 
next year.

other songwriters." 
Morgan's partner Fleming also cites the 

writing talents of the former Beatles as a 
major influence on her. 

Going Beyond Formula 
"The thing that impressed me most 

about Lennon and McCartney is that they 
had the best of both worlds - they learned 
from the formulas, but they took it a step 
further and really said something, they 
created their own formulas," Fleming said. 
"They said something in their lyrics, but at 
the same time, they said it so beautifully 
through the melodies. It was a good 
marriage. And that's what I try to do - 
make sure the lyrics and melody marry 
each other. I think they were the best at 
that." 

Tree's Dan Keen said he was most in- 
fluenced by the melodies Lennon and 
McCartney created, as well as the often- 
times philosophical content of the lyrics. "In 
the '60s, I was not only into the protest thing, 
but also just trying to expand my con- 
sciousness, and Lennon and McCartney 
got into some incredible thinking," he said. 
"'A Day In The Life' and some of the tunes 
like that said things I'd never heard ex- 
pressed in music before. It really helped my 
growth and thinking on social issues and 
the ability to put these thoughts into music. 
Just recently I've been making a conscious 
effort to get back to that style - of trying to 
write real Beatle-ish melodies." 

Singer and songwriter Deborah Allen 
recalled a very definite and positive in- 
fluence. She was one of the thousands of 
people who saw the Beatles perform 
together live, and that in itself was an elec- 
trifying experience. 

Uncontrollable Enthusiasm 
"I remember being way up in the balcony 

of the auditorium, and all around me thou- 
sands of girls were screaming," she said. 
"You could hardly even hear the Beatles 
singing. I couldn't figure out why they were 
screaming, and I was determined not to do 
so myself. But just watching them, I did. I 

was caught up in the whole thing." 
It is a web she, like so many songwriters, 

has yet to escape. So much of the material 
inhabiting today's Country charts has been 
equated with that fresh pop sound that em- 
bodied the Beatles' most melodic material. 
Perhaps the best way to describe it is to say 
the music has come full circle. Just as the 
Beatles were influenced by a diverse mix- 
ture of sounds - from rockabilly to country 
to the blues - so are today's Nashville 
songwriters influenced by the songs of Len- 
non and McCartney. 

Lennon gave the world a lot of great 
music in his lifetime. The fact that he is gone 

hit hard. Chris Waters best expressed the 
feeling of so many. 

"When I heard about John Lennon's 
death, it dawned on me that never again 
would Paul McCartney and John Lennon sit 
down and write songs together. We always 
had that hope. Separately, they were and 
are great, but together they were magic. 
They have left such a marked influence on 
our culture. We will never see the end of 
that influence." 

RCA, WSM Host 
Nashville Debut 
Of Parton's 9 to 5

NASHVILLE - The glitter and glamour of a 
Hollywood premiere followed hometown 
girl Dolly Parton to Nashville Dec. 5 when 
her first major motion picture effort, 9 to 5, 
was featured at a special screening at the 
Roy Acuff Theater here. The movie, which 
co-stars Jane Fonda and Lily Tomlin, will 
premiere nationally this week. 

RCA (Parton's label) and WSM Inc. 
hosted the more than 1,200 people whd 
crowded the Opryland complex theater, in- 
cluding a hefty mixture of radio and retail 
representatives from all markets. RCA's 
top executives, including president Bob 
Summer, and Parton's labelmates, Charley 
Pride, Chet Atkins, Sylvia, Razzy Bailey, 
Steve Wariner and Dean Dillon were also 
present. 

Parton and RCA held a special press 
conference earlier that afternoon, where 
the singer/songwriter-turned-actress an- 
nounced tentative plans to form her own 
company, which would include manage- 
ment and booking arms, as well as a record 
label, publishing company and perhaps a 
drama school. Parton said she saw the 
need for such a company and felt that she 
could be successful in the endeavor 
because "I know what you need as an artist, 
and I know what you need as a manager." A 
joint endeavor with her manager Sandy 
Gallin of the Los Angeles -based Katz, 
Gallin and Morey firm was suggested by 
Parton as one possibility. 

Parton will soon begin work on her 
second film, Best Little Whorehouse In 
Texas with Burt Reynolds, which she will 
write some new songs for. Parton added 
that if she continues to do films, she will 
write most of them herself. 

In addition to working on a new album, 
which will feature self -penned and 
produced material, Parton will make holi- 
day appearances at the Diplomat Hotel in 
Florida.

McBride Loses NARAS, New Benson 
Appeal, Sentenced Host Christian Spotlight 
To Three Years

NASHVILLE -A Charlotte, N.C. Federal 
Court upheld the 1978 conviction of Larry 
McBride on four counts of wire fraud and 
conspiracy in connection with an advance 
fee swindle. McBride, president of the 
Dallas -based MDJ Records label, was sen- 
tenced to three years in prison, plus a fine 
of $37,500. 

McBride will begin his sentence Jan. 2 in 
a Dallas federal prison. 

Contrary to earlier reports, McBride told 
Cash Box that he will not sell his equity in 
MDJ Records and Prod., but instead, will 
delegate authority to business associates in 
Dallas for an "interim period." McBride ad- 
ded that he would "most likely" resign his 
position as direct manager of RCA 
recording artists the Alabama band, as well 
as MDJ Prod. Joe Derra of the Rogers and 
Cowan Public Relations Firm, he said, will 
work on MDJ's behalf with Alabama and 
RCA. McBride said MDJ will continue to 
release record product by its roster of ar- 
tists, which includes Stephany Samone and 
Kenny Seratt. He also said none of the ar- 
tists have expressed a desire to terminate 
their relationships with the label, nor has 
Alabama requested termination of the 
management agreement. 

"My attitude is like owing a bill or a debt, 
and I intend to pay it," said McBride. "And 
when I come out, I will have my priorities in 
order and get busy again."

PERSONALITY PROFILE - Growing up in Queens, New York, Lee 
Philips didn't really expect to get into country radio.

the artist succumbing peacefully to any 
kind of lingering or geriatric death. 

But Lennon, in an interview in Playboy 
Magazine, viewed his eventual demise dif- 
ferently: "It's better to fade like an old 
soldier than to burn out." 

Heartfelt reactions were not, however, 
confined to the States or the U.K. 

The Wednesday following Lennon's 
death, more than 10,000 Lennon acquain- 
tances and fans gathered in Toronto at an 
event sponsored by the CHUM radio group. 
Ronnie Hawkins, Long John Baldry, Kelly 
Jay and Murray McLaughlan performed 
during the gathering, which was held in the 
cold of Nathan Phillips Square at City Hall. 

Tribute to Lennon came from throughout 
Canada as the Ottowa House of Commons 
unanimously adopted a resolution to send 
condolences to the widowed Yoko. 

The international recording industry as a 
whole reverberated with news of Lennon's 
slaying, with several executives at a variety 
of companies expressing deep contrition. 

"(The) entire firm was completely 
shocked and grieved by Lennon's death," 
said Ross Reynolds, executive vice presi- 
dent of WEA Music in Canada. 

"A great loss to the music world, he was a 
superstar who could make himself 
available whenever necessary," said Ken 
East, president and chief operating officer, 
EMI Music Europe and international, with 

whom the Beatles were long associated. 
Former EMI director L.G. Wood, now a 

consultant with Thorn EMI, said, "John's 
immense contribution to the world of pop 
music is well known, and it is a real tragedy 
that, just as he re-entered the recording 
arena after too long an absence, his great 
talents for the future are irrevocably lost." 

With more than a touch of irony, Lennon 
and Yoko Ono's latest album "Double Fan- 
tasy," was certified platinum recently in 
Canada, where, following news of Lennon's 
death, a flood of orders for the LP was 
received. 

Consistent with . the announcement by 
WEA in the U.S., Reynolds affirmed that no 
money will be used for further promotion of 
the album. "At a time like this, we have to 
forget we're in this business to make 
money," Reynolds said, "We won't cheapen 
this tragedy." 

In Japan, where Lennon's latest album 
sold -out upon its Dec. 10 release, the news 
was received with the same shock that ac- 
companied the death of Elvis Presley. 
Nationwide, newspapers carried accounts 
of the death on the front page, and radio 
play of material by Lennon, as a soloist and 
as a Beatle, was played on several stations 
in tribute to the slain singer.

United Kingdom 

LONDON - When the U.K. media picked 
up on the story of John Lennon's death, by 
chance I was awake and listening to the 
radio when the first news bulletins arrived 
at 6:00 a.m. our time. It is a mark of the real 
respect and affection felt that all those who 
dragged themselves from their beds at that 
time to be interviewed by telephone were 
willing to talk freely and were genuinely dis- 
mayed. Throughout the day, national and 
local radio stations played Lennon's music 
and old interviews. Most of those talking 
"live" on the subject were upset, almost to 
the point of incoherence, as was George 
Martin in the early hours. 

BBC and commercial radio stations in 
Manchester and Liverpool devoted most of 
their daylight airtime to the Beatles' and 
Lennon's contributions. One of the U.K.'s 
morning papers completely misun- 
derstood the popularity of the group by 
opening its leading article: "The Beatles' 
music was - still is -a prerogative of the 
young." 

Throughout an hour-long phone in on 
Radio Manchester, masses of fans up to 40 
and 50 years old rang in to tell of the sense 
of loss they felt at Lennon's passing, ex- 
pressing themselves with much emotion. 
With Lennon's remarkable talents, coupled 
with the complementary abilities of Paul 
McCartney, the songs made famous by the 
Beatles have found themselves a lasting 
popularity with the U.K. public that lasts un- 
challenged to this day. 

The break-up of the band and Lennon's 
silence for the last few years had super- 
ficially pushed the band into the 
background behind the new wave of bands 
of the last few years. As the new music and 
the new musicians, many of whom were not 
yet born or were young school children 
through the height of Beatlemania, has ex- 
plored the music of the swinging '60s, 
bringing with it New Mods and a psy- 
chedelic contingent, and as the BBC and in- 
dependent radio through "The Story of the 
Sixties" and "25 Years of Rock" have ex- 
posed their music, the Beatles have found 
another generation of audience. Lennon 
has been named as the proto -punk. 

As yet, there has been no time for the 
rock 'n' roll concessionaires to produce the 
mass of "John Lennon RIP" ephemera that 
seems inevitable, so there is no visual way 
of knowing just how many in these islands 
feel how strongly about the death of the ex - 
Beatle. In my own conversations, I have yet 
to encounter anyone who is not upset at the 
death or who is unaware of the contribution 
and efforts that Lennon made to the causes 
in which he believed. Those who found em- 
barassing or off-putting the flower power 
preaching, Apple and its iconoclastic 
dream, trips to the Maharishi, bedism, 
bagism and pleas for peace, they have all

come to recognize that Lennon was 
something special, a true believer and a 
genuine campaigner in a world where 
alliance and support for causes is often 
mere whimsy or fashion. Though the radio 
programmers here are given to a constant 
attempt to search out the new, Lennon's 
music as a solo artist and as a Beatle con- 
tinued to be played consistently, if sparsely. 
In a world often given to barbarism and lack 
of compassion, Lennon has finally come to 
be taken seriously as a force for good.

Australia 
MELBOURNE - Let's do the "Time Warp" 
again . .. and again ... and again. The 
Rocky Horror Picture Show is enjoying a 
new wave of popularity in Australia. The 
"Time Warp," released locally as a single by 
Festival on the Interfusion label, has hit the 
Top 20 about six years after its first release. 
Sales of the soundtrack album are also 
booming. At cinemas, hundreds of people 
are queueing for tickets to see the show, 
many of them dressed Rocky Horror style. 
The resurgence of interest is due, in part, to 
the film Fame, which features a Rocky 
Horror sequence.

national release. 
Extreme anxiety and depression as a 

result of personal problems have forced 
top Oz singer Christie Allen to suspend her 
career indefinitely. Under doctors' orders, 
she has flown home to Perth, in Western 
Australia, to rest. Allen recently broke off 
her engagement to sound engineer Geoff 
Risk. The news of her setback comes just 
as Mushroom Records released the 
singer's latest album, titled "Detour." A 
three-month national tour to promote the 
album, which had already been locked in, 
had to be called off. Doctors warned 25 - 
year -old Allen she was near physical 
collapse and ordered her to quit working. 
Earlier this year, she was voted Australia's 
top female performer at the inaugural TV 
Week Rock Music Awards, following two 
gold singles, "Goosebumps" and "He's My 
Number One," both written and produced 
by expatriate Australian Terry Britten. At 
this stage there is no indication when Allen 
will resume her career. Her contract with 
Mushroom Records is due for renewal in 
January. 

Jo Jo Zep and The Falcons will have its 
third album, "Hats off Step Lively," released 
in all territories by WEA International in 
February. The LP will differ from the local 
release with the replacement of two tracks 
with new material recorded recently in 
Melbourne with producer Pete Solley. The 
Mushroom recording group hopes to tour 
in support of the LP release. 

Spilt Enz is enjoying a resurgence on the 
national charts with its album, "True 
Colours," following release of the laser - 
etched version. Sales, particularly in Syd- 
ney, have been high and are expected to 
take the album well past quadruple 
platinum (200,000 units) by Christmas. The 
best-selling Australian album ever is "Liv- 
ing in the Seventies," by Mushroom's 
Skyhooks, which sold 275,000 copies back 
in 1975. Meanwhile, the Enz have released 
a new single, written by guitarist Tim Finn, 
titled "One Step Ahead," which is receiving 
widespread airplay. Split Enz returned to 
Australia on Dec. 8 for concerts in 
Melbourne, Sydney and Brisbane, before 
returning to New Zealand to spend 
Christmas with their families. A new album, 
as yet untitled, has already been recorded 
with producer David Tickle and will be 
released in February. 

Greg Macalnsh, bassist with now defunct 
record -breaking Oz group Skyhooks, has 
re-emerged as head of a new company 
called Ambient, which specializes in "pre- 
production and creative continuity," 
assisting bands who are preparing to 
record ... Willie Nelson will tour Australia 
early in 1981 for a series of "Willie Nelson 
Picnics" at outdoor venues. Nelson's LP, 
"Stardust," has been in the national charts 
for many weeks and his film, Honeysuckle 
Rose, is a box-office success .. . Parole 
Records, a new label that is a joint venture 

between Festival Records and ex -Festival it may enter the 6" x 6" cassette configura - 
staffer and former WEA A&R man David 
Sinclair, has signed Perth -based 
blues/R&B band The Elks. The group's first 
single, titled "Fast Buck," will be released in 
February with an album to follow. 

Melbourne now boasts an exclusive rock 
nitespot called Billboard, which, although 
open only a few weeks, has already 
featured top acts such as Tina Turner, 
Georgie Fame and the cream of local ar- 
tists.

She spent 
several weeks inspecting properties in and 
around Sydney, but no news is forthcoming 
of her having made a decision. Mick 
Fleetwood of Fleetwood Mac has already 
bought a $1 million farm at Mittagong, 
about 80 miles south of Sydney and plans 
to spend the northern winter on the 
property.

sample the Bettelman family's hospitality, 
which featured full bar and lavish buffet. 

"It was the largest and most successful 
show we've ever had," said C.A. Robinson 
vice president Ira Bettelman.

CRT Approves

present 2.75 cents per song per album or 
tape. Some observers feel that the CRT's 
action in raising the jukebox rate may 
reveal its attitude on mechanical royalties. 
Music publishers have asked that rate be 
changed to six percent of the suggested 
retail price of an album or tape; while music 
writers have asked that the fee be eight per- 
cent of suggested price. Record makers 
have asked that no change be made, 
although they have suggested that an infla- 
tion adjustment based on changes in the 
suggested retail prices of 200 leading 
albums as reported by the trade press be 
adopted by the CRT. 

Earlier, the Register of Copyrights or- 
dered changes in the accounting regula- 
tions governing mechanical recording 
royalty payments. The most significant revi- 
sion was the reduction from one year to 
nine months in the reserves permitted to be 
held by record companies against 
mechanical royalty payments to cover 
record returns from distributors and/or 
retailers. The Copyright Office stated that, 
in its view, most records are sold within 
months of release. Retained in the regula- 
tions, however, was the "first out, first in" 
(FOFI) principle for accounting practices, 
terming it the best system of tracking 
records produced and distributed under 
the compulsory license provision of the 
Copyright law. Many contracts, negotiated 
privately between record companies and 
copyright owners, establish their own 
systems of accounting. 

Copyright officials, noting that the new 
regulations become effective Dec. 29, 
1980, emphasized that they are final, but 
may be changed after several years of 
operation.

of the time grew with his increasing par- 
ticipation. Everything from the Vietnam 
War to the government's domestic policies 
to married life fell under the purview of the 
former Beatle. 

Then, in 1975, Lennon retired from the 
recording business to be with Yoko and 
their son, Sean. In 1976, he won resident's 
status in the U.S. after a court fight against a 

deportation order stemming from a British 
marijuana conviction. He ultimately es- 
tablished residence at the Dakota, the 
fashionable apartment building on Manhat- 
tan's Upper West Side. 

Lennon finally returned to the recording 
industry a few months ago, signing a multi- 
year, multi -million dollar contract with the 
newly formed Geffen Records label. His 
"Double Fantasy" LP, his first release in five 
years, shipped in mid -November, and 
there was reportedly enough material 
already recorded to put together another 
album at the time of his death. 

Lennon's return to the recording industry 
also ended his five-year seclusion from the 
press. No longer overwhelmed by personal 
and business pressures, Lennon opened 
up in a series of interviews with Playboy 
magazine.

new products. "Ease of use, depth of 
software and affordability will be the key 
points communicated to the public," Sauter 
said. 

Companies that will market the RCA 
videodisc system under their own brand 
names include Zenith, J.C. Penney, Sears, 
Sanyo, Toshiba, Hitachi and Radio Shack. 
CBS, Inc. will manufacture and market 
discs compatible with the system. 

RCA said that it expects to sell at least 
200,000 players and two million discs bear- 
ing its own brand in 1981. 

At a press conference in Los Angeles, 
Herbert Schlosser, RCA executive vice 
president, also announced that RCA will 
release four additional Paramount film ti- 
ttles, including Airplane!, Ordinary People, 
Urban Cowboy and Elephant Man, on 
videodisc during the second half of 1981. 
Paramount has already licensed 81 motion 
picture titles to RCA for its Selectavision 
videodisc system. 

Schlosser said RCA would be announc- 
ing "several major new deals" for videodisc 
titles in the weeks to come. RCA has 
currently obtained licenses, both exclusive 
and non-exclusive, to more than 1,000 titles 
in the seven areas of its VideoDisc catalog, 

including movies, music, sports, best of 
television, programs for children, 
drama/the arts and information/inspira- 
tion. 

In coordination with its national roll -out, 
RCA has developed a system called "Quick 
Service Delivery" (QSD), under which any 
videodisc not in stock can be picked up at 
an RCA dealer's store or shipped directly to 
the customer within a few days, according 
to Schlosser. 

RCA's Sauter also informed represen- 
tatives of the press that although RCA will 
not be merchandising replacement parts 
for the CED Videodisc system, there is a 

one year guarantee on all parts within the 
player, and RCA will handle service through 
its branch service locations. 

Electrosound Joins Amex 
NEW YORK - Electrosound Group Inc., a 

designer and manufacturer of equipment 
for recording and duplicating music tapes, 
has become a listed company on the 
American Stock Exchange. The company, 
which operates pressing plants in New 
York, Los Angeles, and Indianapolis, Ind., 
will report profitable second quarter and 
first half results for fiscal 1981, according to 
Barry Brunstein, vice president of finance.
