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EDITORML On The Mend
This week’s news brings a hopeful note in the

midst of what has surely been the most challenging

period in the history of the music industry. We are

still mired in the worst recession this industry has

known, but there are signs that things have begun to

turn around.

This week, the front page of Cash Box is filled

with signs of recovery — there’s the second quarter

release schedule, packed with exciting new product

from a host of top musicians and singers; plus the

news that the spring touring season is picking up
dramatically over the past months; then there are

photos depicting the increasingly positive impact of

video and television with Capitol Records honoring

MTV for its help and an unbelieveable in-store

where Duran Duran showed up to help promote
their new “Video 45” (a surprising new market); and

finally, the word that prices at retail have held steady

over the last quarter.
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These signs could be signalling the end of the

worst . . . Perhaps the recession in this industry has

bottomed out. While it is too early to tell concretely,

maybe the strength of the new product and the sur-

prising potential of videotaped music, the in-

creased pace of touring and the stabilizing of prices

are healthy signs.

Hopefully, the lessons that were painfully learned

over the past three and a half years have finally

begun to take effect. There is no doubt that the

recession has already caused more than its share of

misery — think of all the people and companies that

were around in 1979 -- but those of us who have

survived may have finally turned the corner.

The new methods of doing business that

emerged during the recession are apparently work-

ing — as long as the predominantly austere

methods keep on working, we should not abandon
them.

Families have always been an

important part of recorded music's

history, as witnessed by the im-

mense popularity of such groups
as The Cash Family, The Jackson
Five, The Carpenters and The Bee
Gees, among others. The newest
group to enter the familial firma-

raised siblings whose second LP,

entitled “All This Love,” has been on the Cash Box Black Con-
temporary Albums chart for nearly six months and currently

holds the #4 spot.

Spring Concert Season Up
As Top Draws Hit The Road

by Michael Glynn

LOS ANGELES — Following a winter which
several concert promoters around the

country described as "soft," the spring

concert season is seeing business at the

gate blooming once again, as a number of

top pop & rock draws — including Journey,

Styx, Bob Seger, Tom Petty, Hall & Oates,

Billy Squier, Sammy Hagar and The Kinks
— are hitting, or are already on, the road. In

fact, with the abundance of talent, the only

potential problem that some promoters
see arising from now until summer could

stem from the heavy competition for the

consumer’s concert-going dollar.

"August through December of last year

were soft months, but it all started to turn

around in January," Roger Shepherd of

Encino, Calif.-based Avalon Attractions

noted. "Now, in the last week of April alone,

Billy Squier, Bob Seger, Sammy Hagar,

Tom Petty and The Kinks are all doing mul-

tiple dates (in the L.A. area), all drawing
money out of the same market.”

The result. Shepherd went on to say, is

that certain dates will inevitably suffer

somewhat in terms of attendance. While he
felt that most of the aforementioned shows
would "do alright” in spite of the situation,

he pointed out that most acts will rarely

monitor the market to see who will be out in

each region when planning their own tours.

"Some acts will look at the traffic and adjust

their schedules accordingly, as Triumph
did, and it worked out just fine,” he said,

referring to the Canadian hard rock trio’s

current national tour. "Instead of heading
forthe brick wall, they just steered around
it.”

However, most major market promoters
surveyed by Cash Box were simply happy
to have such a strong array of talent on the

road so early. “Usually we have a good
spring, but this is exceptional,” enthused

Barry Fey of Denver’s Feyline Presents.

“We have two Journey dates, two Styx

dates, two Seger dates, Benatar, Petty,

Squier, Def Leppard and The Kinks; 10

shows in two months at McNichois Stadium
(an 18,000 seat facility). And Triumph and
Foghat have just been added. It would be
hard to ask for much more.”

Fey, who is also serving as director of

promotion and talent acquisition for the US
Festival ’83 (see accompanying story),

also noted that smaller area venues have
also been prosperous in recent months.
"The Rainbow (Rainbow Music Hall, a 1,-

450 seat showcase club) is busier than it’s

ever been, thanks to a lot of new music
acts, like The English Beat," he stated.

Indeed, John Huie, of Frontier Booking,

Inc. (FBI), which books The English Beat in

addition to a number of other leading new
music acts, indicated that most of his bands

were touring. “The Police start on July

24. with the first leg (of the group’s national

tour) going through Sept. 10. They’ll be
playing areas and stadiums wherever they

make sense. Joan Jett is ready to start

another tour on April 22, and A Flock of

Seagulls is starting their tour June 1 at the

Grand Ole Opry, ending in Toronto Aug.

10, with The Fixx as special guest. Simple

Minds start in a week, and Heaven 17 is go-

ing out in June, while The English Beat will

be coming back for another tour after two

months,” FBI’s Huie detailed.

Sale Prices Holding Steady

JvlEW YORK — As with last quarter’s survey

of sale and shelf prices (Cash Box, Jan. 2),

few of the 20 retail chains contacted report-

ed any changes in the categories involved.

IA few dealers reported raising prices on
some product by as much as a dime or two

•depending on market factors or individual

. vendor policies, primarily the recent CBS
loose and box lot modifications.

The accompanying chart shows that

average shelf prices for product categories

tabulated in both last quarter’s and this

4|uarter’s surveys are only pennies apart,

while average sale prices in those
categories show a wider fluctuation. At the

$5.98 list price, the shelf average of $5.67

irom last quarter has risen 4 cents to $5.71

this quarter, while the sale price is up 7

cents at $4.29 from last quarter’s $4.22. At

$8.98 list, this quarter’s shelf price of $8.16

« only a penny more than last quarter’s

average, while the $6.24 average sale price

this time is 30 cents less than last quarter’s

$6.54. The $9.98 list average shelf price

has dropped 3 cents from $9.13 last quar-

ter to $9.10 now. Sale price in the category

of $7.17 last quarter rose 16 cents to $7.33

this quarter.

The average singles price dropped a

penny to $1.77 this quarter.

In this quarter’s survey, prices were also

sought on $15.98 list product, twelve-inch

singles, and one-sided singles. $15.98 list

product averaged $14.79 at shelf and
$12.13 at sale, 12-inch singles averaged

$4.60, and one-sided singles averaged

$.74.

The survey this quarter continues to

show a widespread practice of variable

pricing within pricing categories. This is es-

pecially true in the larger chains, where
wide market areas require regional varia-

tion to compete in specific areas. The price

Summer, PolyGram
Dispute Resolved,
LP Due In May

LOS ANGELES — Although details of the

status of suits filed in the dispute between
Donna Summer and PolyGram Records
remained unclear at press time, the record
company announced that the singer,

currently singed to Geffen Records, wouid
be releasing in May an LP to be produced
by Michael Omartian.

In a joint statement by Aart Daihuisen,

president of Phonogram International;

Guenter Hensler, president and chief

operating officer of PolyGram Records;
and Summer’s manager, Susan Munao, it

was announced that Phonogram Inter-

national would release the Summer album
worldwide, while Mercury/PolyGram
would distribute it in the U.S.

The statement said that the more than
three year old legal fight between Summer
and PolyGram, which arose from a multi-

miilion dollar suit brought by the singer

against Casabianca Records (distributed

by PolyGram), the late Neil Bogart and his

widow Joyce (Cash Box, Feb. 9, 1980), had
been settled. However, it declined to men-
tion the extent to which Summer would still

be responsible to the label for product.

But Mel llberman, executive vice presi-

dent of PolyGram U.S., told Cash Box that

the label only has plans for one new album
from Summer, but expects to work with her
in the future to compile a “best of" LP. "We
have no plans for a long-term association,"

llberman said, adding that Summer was
stili under contract with Geffen and that her

delivery of the new LP and “best of”

package will complete her obligation to the

company and will end the legal dispute. He
said there was no significant cash ex-

change involved.

Spokesmen at Geffen Records or attor-

neys for Summer in this dispute were un-

available for comment at press time.

For Reorganization
Under Chapter XI

NASHVILLE ~ Barely six months after

reaching a new distribution agreement with

CBS, Monument Records filed voluntary

petitions last week to reorganize under
Chapter XI of the federal bankruptcy laws.

However, Monument officials insist that

creditors will be paid in time and that the

label’s doors will remain open.

The petition, which includes the Monu-
ment Entertainment Corp. as well as the

record company, names Boots Randolph,

Roy Orbison, Combine Music and Charlie

McCoy among its creditors, as well as

several album packaging companies,
graphics firms and other production en-

tities connected with record manufactur-

ing.

“Due to the present economic condi-

tions prevailing in the country, we have

filed voluntary positions to reorganize un-

der Chapter XI,” said Fred Foster, founder

and chairman of the board. "The doors of

Monument Records are open, and it’s

business as usual. We currently have
several records on the charts and will con-

tinue to release product in the coming
months. We have a good asset base and
have experienced a cash flow problem in

our recent start-up. There is no doubt in

management’s mind that everyone will be
paid in fuil in a reasonable amount of time.

This measure takes the pressure off

Nearly everyone can recall with some

fondness a trip to the local theme park,

circus or carnival as a youth. The fun

and spontaneous excitement etched

memories on the gray matter, often to

be unlocked for fresh relish when ex-

posed to a particular color, sound or

music.

Such is the character of Our Gang
Entertainment/Mirus Music recording

group Amuzement Park, which blends

sparkling energy and studied craft for

an offering of black contemporary
music with a distinguished identity and
lingering recollections.

The group's self-titled debut LP con-

tains the single “Do You Still Love Me,"
currently #80 on the Cash Box Black

Contemporary Singles chart, and
marks the beginning of a new era of

jollity.

"We’re a group of people who can ex-

press all kinds of emotions, different

moods and attentions," says Amuze-
ment Park ring master and head
songwriter Paul Richmond. “It’s the

same with an amusement park;
everybody has fun at the same scene
doing different things."

The seven-man aggregation has
developed its attitudes and music in a

variety of settings, from the R&B
balladeering of The Manhattans and
The Impressions to the slick black pop
exercises that made Donny Hathaway
and Leroy Hutson renowned artists. In

each instance, as much as their ability

to perform kept them employed, their

skill at writing and arranging a song, the

building blocks of pop music, kept them

in demand.
Richmond's most recognized claim

to fame comes from his penning of The
Manhattans’ 1980 smash single, "Shin-

ing Star.” It eventually led to collabora-

tions with future Amuzement Park

members Darryl Ellis and Reuben
Locke, who wrote, arranged and perfor-

med material for Tyrone Davis. It was
Richmond, Locke and Ellis, along with

Amuzement Park members Norval Don
Hodges and Fred Entesari, that formed
the core of Davis' back up band and
logged sideman hours with The Impres-

sions road band as well during the mid-

’70s.

During the stint with The Impressons

and Davis, Richmond and the musi-

cians who were to ultimately become
Amuzement Park spent time writing

and recording tunes that reflected the

personalities of its performers. The
result was a rich mixture of traditional

R&B set to current grooves and tex-

tures.

In 1 980, Rico McFarland, also a Davis

band alum, joined the fold and the

group began to pursue its own star in

earnest. Touring the midwestern U.S.,

Amuzement Park inspired audiences to

party with songs like "Groove Your Blues

Away” (the group's first single),

“Games” (the B-side of the current

single) and “So Inspired."

But Amuzement Park preserved the

legacy of its balladeer-backing-band

past with the current single, "Do You
Still Love Me."

WILSON WAILS — Although many jazz fans — this one included — will tell you that

nearly every jazz musician is a player in need of further recognition, some have ob-
viously gotten a lot less attention than others. Lack of recording, personal quirks and
truncated careers have kept some of the music’s most brilliant artists from being

properly documented and appreciated. Familiar only to the small, hardcore audience
that seeks out recordings by regional artists, it’s a rare and welcome occurrence when a

musician the caliber of Washington, D,C, tenorman Buck Hill or California pianists

Horace Tapscott and Ed Kelly get to display their considerable talents for a larger

audience. One such unheralded — and to these ears, brilliant — player is reedman
Bert Wilson, A former resident of the Oakland area, we met Wilson several years ago

when he was living in Carmel, N.Y,

Although Wilson had been quite active

in the Bay Area, recording with Sonny
Simmons, Smiley Winters, James
ZItro, Barbra Donald and (check this

out) Ezra Mohawk, he had never had
his own date as a leader. Although this

writer had never heard his recordings

before meeting him, Wilson's tremen-
dous abilities became apparent im-

mediately. Assessed crudely, Wilson’s

style could be said to be post-Coltrane,

although his tonal approach had more
in common with Albert Ayler and
Pharoah Sanders, and his incredible

command of harmonics for melodic
purposes more on the level of a Sonny
Rollins. It’s not difficult to recall the

amazement one felt hearing Wilson
play an ascending line with descending

harmonic tones simultaneously. And as a teacher, Wilson has imparted some of his

considerable musical knowledge to such students as Frank Lowe and Dave Liebman.
So how come most jazz listeners have never heard of him? Aside from the everyday
problems faced by jazz musicians, Wilson has been wheelchair-bound since he was
stricken with polio as a child. Although his condition has had some obvious and
detrimental effects on his career, Wilson credits the physical exertion of playing his in-

struments with saving his life by clearing lungs of congestion and strengthening his

diaphragm. Throughout his wanderings, Wilson has always tried to maintain a steady
working band, first with the group Listen and later with a unit he dubbed Rebirth. Hap-
pily now, after nine years, Wilson and Rebirth have finally cut an album, "Kaleidoscopic
Visions," on the Seattle, Wash.-based AuRoar label, distributed by New Music Dis-

tribution Service at 500 Broadway in New York. Of chief interest on the disc is a version

of Wilson’s tour de force, "Forward Motion,” based on a reversal of the harmonic cycle

of “Giant Steps.” We doubt that any casual listener would ever decipher the tune’s

origin, but it clearly demonstrates Wilson’s commitment to integrating harmonic

ABKO Shows More
Revenues And A Profit

NEW YORK — ABKCO Industries, Inc.

reported a gain in revenues and a profit for

the year ended Sept. 30, 1982. Revenues
were nearly $5.0 million last year, 10%
ahead of $4.5 million in fiscal 1981. Last

year's profit of $280,249, or 25 cents per

share, compared to a loss of $1 .2 million, or

$1.08 per share, in fiscal 1981.

ABKCO said that in fiscal 1982, revenues
from music manufacturing were $3.6

million, up from $3.1 million in 1981. These
revenues amounted to approximately 71%
of gross revenue, up three percentage points

from the year prior. Sales of records and

tapes by the Rolling Stones accounted for

86% of music manufacturing revenues, up

seven points from the year before. The
Stones sales were largely credited tor an in-

crease of $458,000, or 17% in sales of music

manufactured from ABKCO masters in

fiscal 1982. This increase follows a three

percent dip in 1981. ABKCO said that the

Stones’ successful 1981 tour and product
releases spurred sales in its own Stones
product.

Revenues from music publishing
represented approximately 26% of gross

revenues, up a point from 1981. The $1.3

million publishing revenue figure from
1982 was up from $1.1 million in 1981. The
$159,000 increase in copyright royalties

was 14% higher than in 1981, and licensing

fees paid to ABKCO increased by $30,000,

or 7% from the year before.

NEW YORK — Accord/Townhouse
Records has been sold to Indigo Music
Corp. in Nashville. The sale gives Indigo an

additional catalog of 220 albums, with 80

more to be released by the end of the year.

Capitol Records will continue to distribute

the label, which will function autonomously
within Indigo.

Accord/Townhouse founder Michael
Gusick will act as a consultant for the label

for one year. In addition, former Ac-
cord/Townhouse sales manager Bud Kat-

zel and production chief Walt Maguire will

consult through the end of the year. It is ex-

pected that the primary operation of the

label will shift to Nashville by July.

With the sale of Townhouse/Accord, the

former principals will devote themselves to

their new project. Aero Records, Inc. The
new company will also specialize in midline

and budget album and cassette product,

and has slated its first release of approx-

imately 12 albums in June with an average
of 8-10 releases per month expected to

follow. Aero will also release dance music
through the EasyStreet Records label, with

the initial release of 12-inch product by

Orlando Johnson and Trance set in four

weeks.

Altimari Hints At Stolon
Sentence Reduction
NEW YORK — In thefirst hearing on former

Sam Goody vice president Sam Stolon's

sentence reduction motion to be heard

outside of sentencing Judge Thomas C.

Platt's Brooklyn courtroom, Frank X.

Altimari, U.S. District Count Judge for the

Eastern District of New York in Uniondale,

N.Y., indicated that he would reduce

Stolon's one-year prison sentence. Stolon

was originally sentenced by Platt im-

mediately following his plea of nolo conten-

dere to one count of copyright infringe-

ment in the Sam Goody counterfeit tapes

case on Nov. 5. He remains free pending

the outcome of his sentence appeal.

At the hearing, Stolon's attorney Martin

Gold restated his position prior to the

original sentencing that Stolon was a

"model citizen" with an "impeccable"
background. He said that the prison sen-

tence was "irrational, unwarranted and

grossly excessive given the nature of the

crime and nature of the person," and that

Stolon had been the only one of the figures

in the case to be sentenced to prison as

well as the only one not to have benefited

personally. He requested Judge Altimari to

consider reducing the sentence to proba-

tion with community service.

Judge Altimari remarked that Stolon

should have known of the possibility of be-

ing sentenced to prison in return for his

nolo contendere plea arrangement with the

government. Gold, however, had stated

that the defense team felt that the “risks" of

a prison sentence were "virtually nil."

Stolon reiterated Gold's statements and
claimed that his plea was "no admission of

guilt on my part" but rather an effort to

“save my family." Joel Cohen, assistant at-

torney in charge of the U.S. Organized
Crime Strike Force in Brooklyn and the

prosecuting attorney for the case, declined

comment, stating that it was inappropriate

to take a position.

Saying that “enough is enough," Altimari

then stated he would reduce the sentence

based on Stolon's background and
“anguish" of his family. He asked for an up-

dating of the original presentence report to

include Stolon's activities following his

sentencing. He said that the updated
report would determine whether the sen-

tence would be reduced and to what ex-

tent.

The updated presentence report is due
at the next hearing before Judge Altimari,

scheduled for April 6.

sometimes scary scene, the parties

involved—Video Shack, Capitol Records,

and Sony Consumer Products Co.— were

“extremely pleased" with the event and

looked forward to more in the future so

long as lessons were learned from the first.

According to Marcia Kesselman, Video
Shack's director of advertising and promo-
tion. the mostly teenage-and-younger
females, many armed with lavish bou-
quets, were vi/ell-behaved until a Sony
video crew came out to take footage while

Duran Duran members sneaked into the

store through a rear entrance and was
spotted through the windows.

At this point, “all hell broke loose," ac-

cording to Capital Records' Maureen
O'Connor, senior manager. East Coast
press and artist development, who viewed
the melee from inside the store.

"Kids began crawling up the iron gates

covering the store windows and were being

pressed by the crowd, "recalled
Kesselman, who was afraid that the gates

might not have proved strong enough." It

was real scary, but the police did what they

had to to prevent the crowd from killing

each other and obtaining injuries."

Closed Down
Kesselman said that at the height of the

“riot," the store closed down for the first

time in its history. Policemen eventually

managed to clear the sidewalks, though a

pair of mounted police on two obviously

nervous horses caused a brief period of

panic when they tried to clear the entrance

to the store. Other officers old enough to be
grandfathers smiled rather sheepishly as

they beat back wave after wave of girls

clawing for the windows. When the
sidewalks were finally clear, the store

began allowing approximately 20
youngsters at a time through the raised

iron grating protecting the doorway.

underway to further Duran Duran’s “video

To further maximize sales, he
suggested greater use of point-of-
purchase materials and giveaway items.

Kesselman admitted that Video Shack’s
plans for handling sales and fan flow “just

fell apart” and would have to be improved
at future in-stores. She also suggested that

autographed pictures might be signed by
the band beforehand and then per-
sonalized on the spot in order to eliminate

the “slow and tedious” practice by which
many fans obtained as many as five sets of

autographs.

Kesselman’s most interesting sugges-
tion, however, was the future use of “calm-
ing room” area in-store to keep fans from
hysterically “jumping and screaming”
when they finally do get in. That such a
calming area might prove useful was ap-
parent to many observers in the Video
Shack who witnessed the euphoric ex-

ultance of the lucky 300 or so kids who did

manage to squirrel under the iron entrance
grating.

MORE ON MORE FOR TWELVE-INCHERS -= Island Records isn’t alone in

aggressively promoting 12-inch product (Cash Box, March 19). Ken Baumstein,

manager of merchandising for RCA Records, reports that 12-inch titles by the label’s

“new music” acts are now getting a new generic “Special Extended Single” sleeve

along with special disc labels which picture the act. The jacket’s black-and-white

graphics are framed off-center and give the package “a kind of import look," says

Baumstein, particularly in comparison with the label’s “dancing feet” generic sleeve

for 12-inch dance product. “We felt that for newer acts, a disco-looking jacket was not

appropriate,” he continues, listing Still Life, The Mood, Haysl Fantayzee, Rodway,
Eurythmics and Martha & The Muffins among acts that either already have or shortly

will have 12-inch discs in the new packages. Since the special labels bear the artist’s

picture on one side and song titles and copy on the reverse, the question arises: Which
side should be displayed in the racks? “I'm trying to get each 1 2-inch stickered at the

plant on the side I want facing,” answers Baumstein, adding that the specified side is

generally the one with the illustration . . . Millennium Records apparently agrees with

Baumstein’s contention that “disco looking jackets” are not right for new music artists

1 2-inch singles. After discovering that Rodway’s rush-released “Don’t Knock It ‘Til You
Try It” 12-inch was being mistakenly fitted into the generic dance sleeves, the label

frantically intervened and succeeded in getting the discs switched into the new music

sleeves before they hit the market.

Rock ’n’ Roll Tonite Simulcasting
Nationwide On FM AOR Stations
LOS ANGELES — Rock 'n' Roll Tonite. the

syndicated late night rock music show, is

currently being stereo simulcast over FM
AOR stations in most major markets. Ac-

cording to associate producer Pat Griffith,

the 90-minute program — which debuted
last week on the NBC owned and operated

stations in New York (WNBC), Los Angeles
(KNBC), Chicago (WMAQ) and
Washington, D.C. (WRC) and has cleared

70% of the country to date — stereo

simulcast stations are presently being

lined up for remaining major markets.

B. Mitchell Reed Dies
LOS ANGELES — B. Mitchell Reed, the

legendary Top 40 DJ who made a smooth
transition to the AOR format, died March
15 of heart failure. The 56-year-old Reed,
born Burton Mitchell Goldberg, was known
for his mile-a-minute patter ar\d deftness

with tongue twisters, which made him one
of the most recognized voices on the L.A.

airwaves. The jock began his radio career

during the early 1950s at New York's WOR,
hosting a jazz program, and last served at

Southern California's AOR giant KLOS. In

addition to his station chores, Reed also

gained fame as the first host of Rockline,

the syndicated phone-in rock show.

Reed's career took him back and forth

between the East and West Coasts, spin-

ning albums in several different formats. After

his initial gig at WOR, he moved to

KFWB in Los Angeles, where he developed
his fast-talking routine as the station

switched styles to become a Top 40 outlet.

In the early 1960s, he moved to WMCA in

Manhattan as a "Good Guy,” but by 1965

he was back at KFWB, and his next year

there he began playing some progressive

rock and esoteric British singles.

In 1 967, he joined L.A.'s first progressive

station, KPPC, and a year later, he trans-

ferred to AOR-formatted KMET. Reed
resided at the album-oriented rock radio

FMer for a decade until he joined rival

KLOS in 1979, and two years later, he gave
up his post at that station due to health

problems connected with a longtime heart

illness.

Like ‘In Concert’

Tommy Hedges, program director for

KLOS-FM in Los Angeles, characterizes
Rock 'n' Roll Tonite as “being reminiscent
of In Concert," a late night concert show
broadcast over the ABC television network
during the '70s, which was also simulcast
over a number of leading FM rock stations.

“Simulcasts in general create another
level of audience involvement,” said
Hedges. “And as far as Rock 'n' Roll Tonite

in particular is concerned, since it's shot

here (at Perkins Palace in Pasadena),
we've been able to give tickets away to the

tapings and our jocks go (to the tapings)

and serve as off-camera emcees.”

By Hedges' estimate, KLOS has par-

ticipated in “about 50" stereo simulcasts
within the three years he has been with the

station, including a weekly series entitled

Backstage Pass, produced by Videowest;
Rock ON TV, in conjunction with the over
the air subscription television service ON-
TV; and concert events and movies over
the SelecTV subscription service.

With the increasing awareness of music
video, fueled by stereo cable outlets such
as MTV, are radio stations looking at

simulcasts with renewed interest? KLOS's
Hedges, for one, doesn't think so.

“Simulcasts came a long time before

MTV, and they remain as popular as ever,"

he said. “We all feel that Rock 'n'Roll Tonite

will be a success on both TV and radio, with

the professional expertise and experience

of Neal Marshall's Marshall Arts and Shep
Gordon's Alive Enterprises behind it.”

Rock ’n' Roll Tonite is produced by

Alive/Marshall Prods., with Alive president

Shep Gordon and vice president Bob Em-
mer serving as executive producers and
Neal Marshall as producer. Mathis/Gold

Assoc, is distributor.

As a testament to the growing popularity

and drawing power of new music acts, Huie
boasted, “I've got more acts than anybody
on the US Festival" roster, pointing to Flock
of Seagulls, Wall of Voodoo, Oingo Boingo
and The English Beat.

San Diego will see what is perhaps the
first stadium show of the season when the
mostly new music-oriented “X Festival"

takes place on April 23 at 55,000 seat Jack
Murphy Stadium (Cash Box, March 26).

Sponsored by FM 91 X, in association with

Tecate Beer, the fest will feature The
Ramones, Bow Wow Wow, Modern
English, The Flirts, Stray Cats and Tom
Petty.

In the Midwest, however, Jerry
Mickelson of JAM Prods, in Chicago con-
tended that it is still hard rock and heavy
metal that continue to rule at the box office,

although he added that recent jazz and
progressive R&B shows have done well in

the mid-size venues.

“Ozzy Osborne did pretty well, and
Triumph sold more than 13,500 seats,

while shows by Billy Squier, The Kinks, and
Def Leppard are all doing fine,” he noted.

“Return To Forever sold out two nights at

the Auditorium, and Prince is doing well

wherever we've got him.

“Overall, I'd say business has been
pretty good. But it’s always been busy for

us. In general. I’d say it’s been strong here
for over a year now. I know that other

markets have been hurt, but the Chicago
area has been fairly stable. You just have to

know your market, be selective and not

take any stiffs,” JAM’S Mickelson con-
cluded.

Not everyone has had such luck. Echo-
ing the recent experience of other
promoters, Greg Perloff of Bill Graham
Presents said, "Sales were weak in Oc-
tober, November and December (of last

year) but sales have been solid so far this

year. Right now, some of our strongest

shows, in terms of sales, are Laurie Ander-
son, Pat Benatar, Sammy Hagar, Adam Ant

and Prince, whose two shows at the
Oakland Coliseum were particularly hot-

sellers, selling out in two days."

Both Bill Graham’s Perloff and Monarch
Entertainment’s Bruce Moran added that

early summer bookings are looking very

good as well, with promoters already

beginning to set outdoor amphitheatre and
stadium shows. John Scher’s New Jersey-

based Monarch has two shows at Giants

Stadium in the Meadowlands on tap, one a

country bill led by Willie Nelson and the

other a Simon and Garfunkel concert.

Momentum Building

"After a very slow winter, the spring and
summer are shaping up nicely," said

Monarch’s Moran. “We’ve got Billy Squier
and Def Leppard selling out the (Brendan
Byrne Arena in the) Meadowlands, with

Tom Petty, the Beach Boys and the
Grateful Dead coming up. Styx at New
York’s City Center will sell out clean, and
we’ve got Ultravox at Avery Fisher Hall and
Journey at Meadowlands beginning in

May. Upstate, Hall & Oates were SRO at the

Rochester War Memorial on March 17, and
we’ve got the Dead in Binghampton.

goodness for the spring!,’’ Moran e:

claimed.

Most promoters, like Bob Zinzer c

Cellar Door Concerts in Florida, attribute

the increase in business to the fact the

there are many more acts on the road now
than there were at this time last year.

“Speaking for ourselves, business has
been great simply because so many acts

are out right now,” Cellar Door’s Zinzer

stated. “We’ve had some excellent shows,

in terms of sales, with Bob Seger and
Kenny Loggins, and we’ve got Joe Jackson
here April 1 ,

which looks to do quite well.”

In general, the concert market seems to

have been picking up steadily since a low

point of two years ago, promoters report,

despite the fact that high unemployment

THE RHYTHM SECTION
PUSHING AHEAD — Rev. Jesse Jackson and Operation PUSH have been fighting in-

ertia in their boycott efforts to force Anheuser-Busch corporate management to the

negotiating tabie in recent weeks as the beer brewery has been waging a pubiicity

campaign to highlight its efforts to return financial resources to the black community,
reportedly representing 10% of the brewery’s total U.S. market. Despite the “publicity

campaign,” as PUSH spokesmen have termed it, Jackson and PUSH have maintained

that they would not call off the boycott until the beer company enters a trade agreement
by which the company would spend more money with black businesses. The most visi-

ble group Jackson has gained official support from has been black promoters, who,

through the National Assn, of Black Promoters (NABP), have openly backed Jackson's

effort to gain the group a greater share of the responsibility and revenue from the an-

nual Budweiser SuperFest. But a number of black promoters have reportedly agreed to

co-promote the 14-city SuperFest concerts this summer that is being nationally

promoted by Michael Rosenberg’s Marco Prods., which produced last year's shows.
Black promoters such as W.G. Garrison and Basil Kimbrew in the South, Al Haymon in

New England, Teddy Powell in the New York area, George Woods in Philadelphia and
Washington D.C.’s Tiger Flower Prods, have been named as co-promoters
by Marco. Since some of those named to co-promote the SuperFest are members of

the NABP, the momentum gained weeks ago when the association pledged support of

the boycott would seemingly be diminished by the new arrangement entered with

Rosenberg and Marco Prods., which is offering the promoters a 50-50 split on poten-

tial profits — and expenses. Couple that development with the announcement that

Budweiser would sponsor the Silver Anniversary concert tour by The Impressions.

Jackson, however, steadfastly maintains that the boycott of the SuperFest, Budweiser-

sponsored events and products would remain in effect until negotiations are under
way. Some artists have stepped forward to support Jackson and Operation PUSH.
Most recently, RCA recording artist Glenn Jones pledged a percentage of his royalties

from his debut single “I Am Somebody” (a traditional Jackson anthem) to Operation

PUSH. During the recent PUSH rally in Chicago, where Jones pledged his support and
performed for the gathering, Jackson, commenting on Jones’ pledge, said, “The fact

that Glenn is doing more than paying lip service to his commitment to black people by

pledging a percentage of the royalties ... is the first step I wish other entertainers

would follow.”

KUDOS FOR A VET — “The Dave Clark Tribute” is planned for May 13 at the Hyatt

Regency Hotel in Houston, Texas, where the Young Black Programmers Coalition

(YBPC) will assemble members of the music industry to honor Clark’s more than 45
years of service and achievement. Currently vice president of promotion at Malaco
Records in Jackson, Miss., Clark is credited with working with some of the most visible

names in the industry, including Duke Ellington, Jackie Washington, Bobby Bland,

The Mighty Clouds of Joy and others. For ticket information, call Sondra Freels at

12 INCHES OF OBSCURA — Cotillion recording group Slave’s current single, "Be My
Babe,” shows that with each successive outing the group becomes smoother, more
complete. From acoustic piano intro to the bumping and grinding groove, this record

continues the Slave legacy ably, while breaking new ground for this act . . . Looks may
not kill, but on the cover of Vanity 6’s recenty released Warner Bros. 1 2-inch 45, the trio

can “Drive Me Wild.” The music ain’t bad either, not bad at all. The techno groove is

tempered by the breathy rap of Vanity and some down-home R&B and prog rock

guitar riffing. This is hot for the dance floor . . . Kicking off Heartbeat Records’ latest

series of 12-inch product is ras poet Mutabaruka’s “Drug Kulcha ” b/w Sister Breeze
doing “Slip.” Currently working with another reggae icon, the U.K.'s Linton Kwesi
Johnson, for an upcoming LP, Mutabaruka is using the dub poet style Johnson has
legitimized on the “Drug Kulcha” cut, where he rails against the superstar status of

some reggae artists.

“Angel Man” on Aria Records represent the sophistication of disco BPM mania, but

her vocals have personaltiy and spirit.

Wagoner may be enjoying a much-

welcomed comeback of sorts, with his

“This Cowboy's Hat" recitation bulieting its

way up the Cash Box Country charts and
his recent bit in Clint Eastwood's
Honkytonk Man. If so, he is in good vocal

shape to take advantage of it. His soft-

spoken, weathered story-tellin' baritone

still conveys simple, straightforward,

honest emotion — exactiy what real coun-
try music is supposed to be, and he does it

better than almost anyone. And he comes
armed with some of the finest country

songs in the last couple decades, many of

which were sung here.

He also comes full of the corny jokes and
song intros that have endeared him to so

many fans of his long-running TV show,

and did pretty much the same for the

Lone Star listeners. His long-time
fiddler/sidekick Mack Magaha aided
immensely in the cut-up side of the show
and sizzled as an instrumentalist. Meanwhile

long, tall Porter stood alone at the mike
without guitar, graciously thanking the small

audience after each song and lifting his cow-
boy hat in humble appreciation.

The current single, which is a rather

mawkish redneck version of "Blue Suede
Shoes” intoned in classic Red Sovine
fashion, was given the appropriate "lay off

of my hat" mouthing. “It Can Happen Over-
night” proved that Wagoner can still write a

good song and play it the next night. But
the highlight of the show was the con-
cluding string of Wagoner hits starting with

the parable, “A Satisfied Mind,” from 1955.

Following "Carroll County Accident" and
"The Cold Hard Facts Of Life,” the singer

offered perhaps his sweetest triumph, the

beautiful "Green Green Grass Of Home."
The 1978 hit “Ole Slew Foot” ended the set

on a high energy note, sparked along by

THE LYCEUM, LONDON — The
Eurythmics, aka Annie Lennox and Dave
Stewart, are currently creating the loudest

buzz so far this year in the U.K. With a top 5

single, "Sweet Dreams Are Made Of This,”

and a No. 1 LP of the same title, Lennox and
Stewart’s intelligent brand of electro-pop is

catching the UK public’s imagination in a

creative sweep that currently is as strong as
the tide of instant appreciation garnered by
the Human League 18 months ago.

The Eurythmics played one London date
recently backed by a keyboardist, drum-
mer and female backing vocalist — to a

packed excited crowd. The Lyceum unfor-

tunately had over-sold the night (which
wasn't difficult) by 600, making for ex-

tremely cramped, claustrophobic, stifling

and not to say dangerous conditions for the

stand-up audience. This did not deter any
appreciation for Miss Lennox and her
band. She entered dressed in a man’s suit

and an eyemask, which, with her overtly

macho/feminist posturing, led to a dis-

tinctly sinister but highly aesthetic style,

very much in the Grace Jones mould. They

opened their set with the synthesized

latin/samba song “This Is The House" from

their latest RCA album, “Sweet Dreams."
Lennox and Stewart’s infectious, in-

telligent lyrics work extremely well with

their techno-pop sounds (the punks have
discovered Donna Summer-style disco),

and as their name suggests (Eurythmics:

study or art of rhythmical movement) the

overall movement blends to form highly

charged dance music, which is also in-

telligent enough to be listened to and ap-
preciated without moving.

The high spot of the show, especially with

Dave Stewart’s furtive, intricate and at

times explosively poignant lead guitar play-

ing, was the melancholic "This City Never
Sleeps.” Their current single hit, “Sweet
Dreams. .

." did not work live as well as it

should have and seemed to be too hurried

and rushed in its delivery on this

particular occasion. But their last single

“Love Is A Stranger," almost had the house
down, and this number would surely be hit if

re-released now that the group is

established.

Their current LP was performed in its en-
tirety with “Jennifer" as a well-applauded
encore.

THE RITZ THEATRE, ELIZABETH, N.J.'—
RCA recording artist Sylvia, who recently

played to an almost full house Ritz Theatre
crowd here, displayed both her confidence
and vocal skill in an entertaining hour-long
set. Although she began performing coun-
try songs a mere 2'/2 years ago with “Tum-
bleweed,” her first big hit, she certainly

portrays the polished style of a veteran
entertainer.

Dressed in a silver, sequined dress, she

If the

stage as well as the house lights had been
dimmed, the sequence would have been
more effective since everyone was asked
to flash simultaneously as Sylvia sang the

word "snapshot." Closing the show with

“Nobody," Sylvia clearly gave her usual en-

tertaining show, but somehow the
audience got much more than it even
hoped for. The ever versatile and consis-

tent Sylvia will continue to make the up-

ward swing to veteran status both in perfor-

mance and on the charts.

Lee Greenwood opened the show with a

rousing handclapping “If You Wanna Go
To Heaven” and a sax number called

“Yakety Sax” backed up by his band.

Total sales of Warner-Pioneer for the

13th fiscal term (Nov. 21, 1981 to Nov. 20,

1982) shows a 6.5% increase over the

previous period, a jump to 13.4 billion yen

($58.6 million) from 12.6 billion yen ($55

million) over the previous year. In terms of

configuration, records accounted for 10.6

billion yen ($46.3 million), or 79% of total

sales, while pre-recorded tape music
reached 2.8 billion yen ($11.8 million), or

21% of the total sales. Vinyl sales were up

4.2% over the previous year and tapes

jumped 15.9% over the previous year.

According to the JPRA, sales or

prerecorded music during January, 1983
dropped sharply to 22.3 billion yen ($96.6

million), down 21% from the previous
month. But that figure represented a 10%
increase over the same month of the
previous year. Records accounted for 1 1 .5

million units, down 16% from the previous

month and nine percent down from the

comparable period of the previous year.

The dollar loss on vinyl sales during the

period was more dramatic. Record tallies

for January were 11.1 billion yen (48.7

million), 27% down from the prior month
and two percent off the same period of a

year ago. Prerecorded tape product sold

8.6 million units, nine percent down from

the previous month but 30% up over
January, 1982. The dollar figures, however,
show that 11 billion yen ($48 million) in

tapes were sold during January, 1983,

down 1 4% from the previous month and up

A&M Sees ’83 As Greater Opportunity
To Break Acts In New Int’l Markets

LOS ANGELES — Prospects for ex-

panding its artists’ sales base and market

presence in 1983 looks more “appetizing”

for A&M Records, which maintained a

positive approach to international promo-
tion and artist development in 1982, ac-

cording to Jack Lossman, vice president of

international for the company.
Describing 1982 as a year the inter-

national marketplace began an economic
recovery mirroring a similiar financial

revival in the U.S., Lossman commented
that there is likely to be more opportunity

for U.S. artists to gain wider acceptance in

world markets and that A&M’s overseas

companies and affiliates will probably be
more bullish in development and promo-
tion of local artists for global marketing.

“It (1983) is on a viable upswing com-
pared to ’82,” the A&M executive said. “The
economy in major territories (Germany,
U.K., France, Italy, Japan, Australia) is

getting stronger. All those places went
through the same economic ills, like infla-

tion, high pricing and the same lull that this

country experienced: but only now are they

beginning to recover.

“There is strong music product
available, and internationally people are

buying records again,” Lossman con-
tinued.

A&M’s penchant for foreign artists can be

clearly traced back to the arrival of Sergio

Mendes’ Brazil ’66 aggregation, a piece of

company history being celebrated by re-

cent release of Mendes’ self-titled solo LP.

The tradition of international develop-

ment was realized most recently with the

U.S. platinum success of British artist Joe
Jackson’s “Night And Day” album, and
A&M is putting similar energies into

development of Simple Minds’ “New Gold

Dreams.”
Across The Ocean

The TransAtlantic infusion of product
from A&M in recent months has met with

mixed reaction, such as the unique but un-
deniable acceptance of German-based
Falco’s Euro-rap hit “Der Kommissar,”
which has been covered in the U.S. by at

least three acts. A&M just released Falco’s

LP “Einzelhaft,” in North America.

On the other end of the spectrum, the

U.K.’s Capt. Sensible managed a huge hit

in England with the cockney-tinged “Wot,”

along with the tune “Happy Time.” The lat-

ter climbed into the British Top 10 the mid-
dle of last year, but when released here, did

not catch at radio in the U.S. No album by
the former member of The Damned is

forthcoming stateside.

But with Falco’s potential success in the

U.S. with the “Der Kommissar”-powered
“Einzelhaft” album, and the persistent buzz

at AOR of Chris DeBurgh’s “The Getaway,”

A&M is perpetuating its commitment to

developing U.S. customers for Europe-
based talent.

Lossman said that the company’s
French operation is developing an aritist

from the local scene, Armand Duchien, and
that a Dutch group named Bolland is being

prepped in that market for import.
Lossman added that the company’s
preliminary plan is to break the group
simultaneously in European markets and
introduce the product overseas as sales

develop.

Conversely, American artists like Jeffrey

Osborne and Janet Jackson have
travelled to the Old World and to countries

such as Japan, Australia and Mexico to

deepen their penetration in overseas
markets. Osborne is fueling the U.S. gold

success of his self-titled solo debut, while

Jackson is breathing new life into her debut
LP.

The label’s commitment to develop
newer artists from the U.S. in territories

abroad for long range success goals is un-

derscored by the truimph of Styx’s "Mr
Roboto" single, #7 bullet this week on the

Cash Box Pop Singles Chart, which made
its initial noise in Japan where the group
traditionally enjoys huge success in con-

junction with its other world-wide sales.

Lossman added that the new U.S.-based
acts such as Espionage, Kiddo, Johnny
Koonce, Grant Alliance and 8th Day are

slated for international campaigns.
Artists from both sides of the Atlantic

and Pacific are developed through inter-

national campaigns that reflect the early

sales and media attention afforded their

product, and promotion tours are
developed accordingly.

Lossman said that press, radio and
television interviews, video presentations

and conference and convention ap-
pearances remain part of the arsenal used
to enhance an artist’s sales and name value

in new markets.

Performance touring is also an in-

valuable tool in development of an artist’s

sales base and exposure. One current ex-

ample on A&M is Joan Armatrading, whose
“The Key” album is already showing strong

legs among European consumers,
primarily due to her active tour schedule,

already in progress on the continent.

U.S. release of Armatrading’s album is

imminent, and 30 dates are aleady ten-

tatively booked for North American markets.

The British artist’s last tour, in support of

her “Walk Under Ladders” album, was also

a total sell-out.

The momentum an artist gains from
world-wide promotion, Lossman
suggested, often justifies continued label

efforts to develop sales base and identity.

“When we sign an act,” Lossman said,

“we think of how we will work it in the world

market.”

As the chart shows, only eight chains

reported prices on the CBS one-sided

singles. Spokesmen for the rest said that

they were either not carrying them due to

their non-returnable nature, or couldn’t

recall their prices due to lack of new
product in that configuration, as well as

lack of manufacturer promotion. Bill

Bryant, marketing manager at Record Bar,

said that his company had worked out a

deal with its distributor whereby it paid

more than the 29 cent cost of the singles in

exchange for a full return policy. Bad

Records’ president Calvin Simpson was

one of the few merchants who remained

excited about the one-sideds.

“The trick is to put them together and

merchandise them separately,” said

Simpson, adding that he was “still ex-

perimenting” with the product.

CHICAGO — President Ronald Reagan ad-

dressed an assemblage of teenage math and
science scholars March 8 at the Walt Disney

Epcot Center in Orlando, Fla. In the course of

his speech, he addressed himself to the

"technological revolution" and the tremen-

dous popularity of video games.

The president's remarks received
widespread mass media publicity. An article

in the March 9 edition of the Chicago Sun-

Times. headlined "Video games good for you,

Reagan tells teen audience," quoted the presi-

dent as saying, "I recently learned something

quite interesting about video games. Many
young people have developed incredible hand,

eye and brain coordination in playing these

games. The Air Force believes these kids will

be outstanding pilots.”

However, the president later qualified his

statement by advising parents that his remarks

should not be construed to mean that young
people should devote all of their time to video

games. "Homework, sports and friends still

come first,” he added.

This kind of publicity was well received by

all levels of the coin machine industry as a

heartening departure from the widespread

criticism that has been targeted at video

games.

While coinbiz welcomed this positive ex-

posure, Glenn Braswell, executive director of

The Amusement Game Manufacturers Assn.

CHICAGO — "If we do not plan effectively,

the only way we can survive is by accident,”

stated Richard E. George, president of the

Ohio Music & Amusement Assn.
