Over halfway through the summer, it appears that

the strong product now out on the market has kept

up the momentum in the tentative recovery begun in

the spring. A number of hot-seliing albums, plus a

wide diversity of hit singles, has served to keep the

customer satisfied . . . and coming back into the

stores.

While it is stil! to early to declare flat out that the

industry h&s turned itself around, the signs of

recovery are everywhere. It’s been a long time since

there was such a plentiful supply of good music •—

everything from rock to pop to country to black to

dance music has benefitted from a newfound burst

of creativity.

In addition, labels have once again picked up the

pace as far as signing new acts is concerned. Now
that the problems surrounding distribution have

seemingly subsided at least for the moment, even

independent labels have been able to take on more
acts with some degree of certainty that their dis-

tributors will still be in business the following week.

And from the standpoint of the majors, it must be

reassuring to see that the public is responding to

those new acts that are considered “the lifeblood of

the industry.”

Heightened activity can also be seen on the club

and concert level. Spurred by such hit movies as

Flashdance and Staying Alive, plus the vitality of the

dance labels that seem to have an endless supply of

top quality 12-inch singles, the club scene is the

strongest it has been in a long time. Add to that the

prosperous outdoor concert season that has seen a

number of promoters and touring bands doing their

best business in a few years, and it seems that all of

the prerequisites for a strong recovery are there.

Now all we have to do is keep on truckin’.
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ON THE COVER
It’s not often that a band coming

to the U.S. from foreign shores

scores a #1 hit record the first time

out, but it looks like the U.K.’s

Eurythmics may just pull it off with

the electro-ditty “Sweet Dreams
(Are Made Of This),’’ which is

poised at the #2 bullet position on
this week’s Cash Box Pop Singles

chart. Powered by lead singer An-
nie Lennox’s commanding, yet

compassionate vocals, the tune had already topped the British

charts for several weeks before It began its steady rise on
American radio playlists.

Formed in 1980 by Lennox and musical hobo David Stewart,

The Eurythmics draw on the diverse backgrounds of its two
founders for its inspiration and group identity. Stewart began
playing guitar at 13 and went through a series of obsessions
with medieval, blues, folk, funk and other forms before becom-
ing fascinated with the Europop groove, wnile Lennox attended
the Royal Academy of Music for three years learning the in-

tricacies of piano, harpsichord and flute prior to developing an
interest in synthrock sounds. Sophisticated, street-smart and
soulful, the brains behind The Eurythmics have demonstrated

This year, Scher

Indie Labels Pursue A New
Path With Heavy Metal Acts

NEW YORK — Having spearheaded the in-

troduction of new wave and dance-
oriented rock music in this country oniy to

see the banner taken up by major record

companies, independent specialty labels

are developing into an important propo-

nent of an old rock style with a newfound
popularity: heavy metal. With the

grassroots tactics that have been the

traditional strengths of indies, three young
labels — San Francisco’s Shrapnel
Records, Los Angeles’ Metal Blade and
New Jersey’s Megaforce Records — have

been finding, promoting and seliing heavy

metal bands with a vengeance. And all

three report a burgeoning international

market for a music that was once con-

sidered the exclusive property of middle

America.

“The development of Megaforce has

pretty much followed events in the music

scene,” said Johnny Z., co-owner with his

wife Marsha of Megaforce. Fanatical

followers of heavy metal, the couple began

selling heavy metai albums in a stali of a

vendor’s market on Route 1 8 in New Jersey

in December of 1981. Since then, they’ve

opened their own heavy metal specialty

shop. Rock ’n Roll Heaven, and promoted
local heavy metal concerts including a

“Headbanger’s Bali” that drew 2,400 metal

fans.

The move to form Megaforce came in

April of this year, when, as Johnny Z.

recalied, “we started seeing that indies

weren’t doing the metai scene.” Since then.

Megaforce has pacted an exclusive dis-

tribution deai with Important Records, and
released recordings by Man 0 War, Raven,

Metallics and Venom. Four more LPs have
been scheduied for release by Christmas,

and a spin-off iabei, Avaianche, wiil soon
be launched to handle smaller budget, EP
and one-off projects.

Like Megaforce, the Los Angeles-based
Metal Blade Records is run by a heavy
metai devotee. And although the label has
always been handled by Enigma Records,

it has graduated from a lease arrangement
to a pressing and distribution deai to a

specialty label, all in the space of a year-

and-a-half. Enigma’s Wesley Hein reports

that the label has found an “incredible de-

mand for heavy metal" through its 1 1 Metal

Blade releases, and expects that label’s

catalog to top 20 by the end of the fall.

But despite the explosive growth of

product. Metal Blade remains basically a

one-man production company, headed by

Brian Slagel, a former record store em-
ployee who published his own heavy metal

magazine. Slagel’s interest in the Los

Angeles scene gave him access to what he

termed “a lot of good local heavy metal

bands who weren’t getting any exposure. I

just decided to do it myself,” he added.

Metal Blade’s first release, ’’Metal

Massacre,” was a sampler of some of those

bands, a few of which Slagel has since

produced complete albums by. “The whole

scene was just overlooked,” he recalled.

“There were only one or two clubs in L.A.

for heavy metal. The town is really trendy,

though, and now that everybody’s real

bored with new wave, heavy metal bands’

shows are filling 1,700-seat halls.”

Aside from the growth of a concert

scene, Los Angeles radio has begun to cot-

ton to heavy metal fans again. “Stations like

Maryland-based Schwartz Brothers,

Motown Records, MCA, Inc. and MCA Dis-

tribution and MCA Records reached out-

of-court accord. Represented by attorney

Mike Eaton of Arent, Fox, Kintener, Plotkin

and Kahn, Schwartz Brothers filed the suit

in a federal Circuit Court in Maryland more
than a month ago. The suit was filed less

than a fortnight after Motown entered the

distribution pact with MCA, charging

breach of oral contract and collusion.

According to a source close to the case,

the settlement carries a “confidentiality

clause” prohibiting details of the accord to

Haggard Tops
CMA Nominations

NASHVILLE — The Country Music
Association (CMA) has released the final

nominations for its 17th Annual Awards
Show to be carried live from the Grand Ole

Opry House in Nashville on October 10

over the CBS Television Network. Seven
artists and five songwriters received their

first nominations and Merle Haggard’s six

1983 nominations make him the new all-

time most-nominated country artist.

Haggard received six nominations, the

most of any artist this year, which gives him

a total of 40 CMA award nominations,

thereby replacing Loretta Lynn as the all-

time most-nominated. Lynn had held the

record with 36 nominations. This is the first

year since the awards began in 1967 that

she has not received a single nomination.

Lynn and the Statler Brothers remain the

top winners of the CMA awards with eight

wins each. Haggard, with five previous
wins, would have to take four categories to

become a class by himself, the artist with

the most wins, unless the Statler Brothers

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Pioneer Video ‘Researches’ Potential

For Laserdisc ‘45’ In The U.S.
LOS ANGELES — Pioneer Video is currently “researching any viable applications” for the

introduction of an eight-inch laser videodisc "45" into the U.S. market, according to a

spokesman for the company.
"The product presently exists in Japan as a means of serving the Karaoke (laser video)

system,” said the spokesman. The Karaoke system is an interactive laserdisc system set

up in restaurants, pubs and amusement parlors across the country in which customers

can participate by signing to a prerecorded audio track, while corresponding visuals are

projected on the system’s screen. It's been described as a cross between the Hal Roach

Studio's Singing Machine and a video jukebox.

Since "you could put somewhere between 15 and 20 minutes of programming on the

disc,” noted the Pioneer spokesman, the company is investigating "potential music video

applications . . . such as a videodisc single."

“Pioneer Artists' Barry Shereck has been talking to a number of record companies as

part of our research,” the spokesman concluded.

Legendary Lyricist Ira Gershwin, 86, Dies
LOS ANGELES — Ira Gershwin, the brilliant lyricist who penned the words to hundreds of

popular songs including "Summertime," “I Got Rhythm,” "Embraceabie You” and “The

Man That Got Away,” died Aug. 17 in his Beverly Hills home at 86 of natural causes. Ger-

shwin began his illustrious career in 1924 when he joined forces with his composer
brother George to co-write the tune “Lady Be Good." The two brothers remained ciose

partners until George’s untimely death from a brain tumor at age 38 in 1937, and together

they were responsible for some of the inspired love songs of the 20th century,

such as
“
'S Wonderful,” “They All Laughed” and the classics from the folk opera

Porgy and Bess like “I Got Plenty o’ Nothin’,” "Bess, You Is My Woman” and ”1

ASCAP Begins Quarterly Foreign Payments
NEW YORK — A new payment schedule put into effect by the American Society of Com-
posers, Authors and Publishers (ASCAP) will distribute royalties on a quarterly basis for

all foreign songs which make the Top 50 on the U.S. trade charts. The system thus allows

foreign writers and publishers of these songs who license through ASCAP in America to

get paid at the same time as U.S. ASCAP writers and publishers.

According to ASCAP president Hal David, the new procedure "will apply to every per-

forming right society that is prepared to make a quick turnaround and distribute the

royalties expeditiously to their members.” Payments to foreign performing rights

societies on songs which do not reach the Top 50 will continue according to ASCAP’s nor-

mal semi-annual payment schedule.

In June, Broadcast Music, Inc. (BMI) initiated a similar quarterly distribution procedure

(Cash Box, July 2).

NARAS Accepting Hall of Fame Nominations
LOS ANGELES — The 90-member Hall of Fame Nominations and Elections Committee is

accepting entries for the National Academy of Recording Arts & Sciences (NARAS) Hail

of Fame Awards. The special committee is selected by vote of the National Board of

T rustees and consists of eminent and knowledgeable professionals from all branches of

the recording industry. Twenty-five finalists will be announced later this year, and a

second voting round will see the committee select the five winning recordings for induc-

tion into the 1984 Hall of Fame.
Entries must be limited to music released before 1958, since the awards honor signifi-

cant contributions on recordings released before inception of the Grammys during the

iate 1950s.

Handleman Posts 1983 Sales Dip, Income Gain
NEW YORK — The Handleman Co. last week reported sales of $230.8 million for the fiscal

year ending April 30, a drop of 1.4% from the $234.1 million registered in fiscal 1982. The
decrease was attributed largely to the recession and the "lackiuster” performance of the

music industry. However, net income increased 8.4% from $8.7 miilion, or $1.95 a share,

in 1982 to $9.4 million, or $2.1 1 a share, this year.

Additionally, gross profit as a percent of net sales for fiscal 1983 was at 28.6%, up from
last year’s 27.5%. This increase was seen as resulting from the company’s improved
product saies mix, including the introduction of home computer software, accessories

and computer related books in April.

Fourth quarter figures showed sales of $59.2 million, an increase of 2.3% from the $57.8

million mark from last year’s fourth quarter. Net income of $2.6 million or 59 cents a share,

increased from $2.1 million, or 48 cents a share, from last year.

Iglesias To Receive Diamond Disc
LOS ANGELES — Columbia recording artist Juiio igiesias will be presented with the first

Diamond Disc award from the Guineess Book of World Records at a gala reception in

Paris Sept. 26. The award is being made to honor Iglesias as the world’s top selling

recording artist who records in six languages.

The SEpanish-born singer has sold more than 100 miilion albums worldwide, earning

100 piatinum records, as well as 350 gold records. Iglesias has recorded in English,

Spanish, French, Italian, German and Japajese.

The Mayor of Paris, Jacques Chirac, will make the Diamond Disc presentation.

Iglesias is currentiy at work on his first American LP with producer Richard Perry. The
album is scheduled for a fall release.

Loves You Porgy.” Besides working with

his brother George, Gershwin also

provided lyrics for such melodists as Kurt

Weill, Harold Arlen, Jerome Kern and
Harry Warren. It’s estimated he wrote the

words for over 700 songs throughout his

career,

Ira Gershwin was the eldest of four

children born to Morris and Rose Ger-

shwin, Russian Jews who lived on New
York City’s Lower East Side. After writing

songs under the nom de plume Arthur

Francis so as not to capitalize on the

success of his brother, Ira began
collaborating with George and im-
mediately gained renown as a writer whose
language was simple yet exceptionally

witty. Seven years after he started writing

with his brother, Ira won the Pulitzer prize

tor his work on the political musical com-
edy, Of Thee I Sing, and in 1951 a motion

picture featuring an assortment of Gersh-

win standards. An American In Paris,

received the Academy Award for best pic-

ture. During his lifetime, Gershwin wrote

the lyrics for well over 30 Broadway
musicals — among them Girl Crazy, Lady
In The Dark and Funny Face — and more
than 20 feature films.

Although Gershwin’s songs were
primarily written and popularized in the

1930s, ’40s and 50s, they continue to be
successfully covered by pop, rock and jazz

artists. One of the Broadway summer hits

this year, My One and Only, starring Twiggy
and Tommy Tune, features a score of all-

Gershwin music, whileU.K. rock group Fun
Boy Three recently toured the United

States and included an eerie version of-

"Summertime” in its set. The Judy Garland

motion picture A Star Is Born, which in-

cludes several Gershwin/Arlen composi-
tions and was recently reconstructed into

its original cinematic roadshow form,

played to sold-out houses in L.A. last

month, and also opened to enthusiastic

crowds in many major cities across the

country. Unfortunately, Gershwin was un-

able to fully enjoy the current revival of his

works, having been plagued by serious

health problems since 1957.

The songwriter is survived by his widow

AIR-LINE MUSIC — After the wrap-up of last week’s live broadcast of the Asia press
conference, Aug. 9, heard on the ABC Rock Radio Net and produced by DIR Broad-
casting, ABC fed the group's new LP, "Alpha," in its entirety to its satellite-only af-

filiates. The LP was officially released the day before. Denise Oliver. ABC Rock’s
program director, says the station’s intention is not to beat a station in a particular

market on a release, but to provide efficient distribution of new product. Oliver also

mentioned the firm hopes to do a similar closed-circuit feed with forthcoming Moody
Blues and Rainbow LPs, and foresees record companies allowing access to album
master tapes to send up on the bird. The super high quality potential of such a service

certainly makes it attractive, and spokespersons at labels contacted seem to welcome
the new idea. However, while an entire

LP being sent over the airwaves may
help out smaller markets whose mail or

local promo scene is not up to par,

those stations can’t afford a dish
anyway. The potential for providing

near-perfect studio sound is the key,

and whether ABC’s lone use of the

satellite for this purpose will create

similar activity at other webs or just bad
vibes, it’s too early to tell. Be listening.

Heine will remain at the station as assistant PD. harry weinger

Soule Named VP At NBC Radio Networks

NEW YORK — They said it would never

work. A country music station in cold-

hearted, sophisticated New York, a town
that didn't know Willie Nelson from Boxcar
Willie and quite frankly, couldn't care less?

In 1973, WHN Radio, then owned by Storer

Broadcasting, took the plunge. Today, hav-

ing survived the general music radio shift

from AM to FM, the death of the urban cow-
boy and recent stiff format competition

from the FM side, WHN is celebrating a

healthy 10-year anniversary as a country

station and country music industry leader.

"We are a goliath in the country music in-

dustry,” offered Brian Moors, vice presi-

dent of Mutual Radio of New York and the

station's general manager. “We have been
successful in an unusual marketplace.

What country music is to New York is the

creation of WHN.”
The industry and advertising community

was, at first, slow to react to the innovations

of the station. “We were invisible,” noted

Moors, who joined the station in 1975.

“Besides, the overall image of country

music in the city was negative, and the im-

age of a country listener to an advertiser

was that they drove a truck and wore
overalls. We had to actively market the

music and change the concept from a

negative one to a positive one on all fronts.”

Through a series of strong television

spots emphasizing the station’s core art-

ists, including Kenny Rogers, Dolly Parton,

Anne Murray, Linda Ronstadt, and Elvis

Presley (whose image was allowed for

WHN's exclusive use with the personal ap-
proval of Col. Tom Parker), WHN began
making significant moves in the mid-’70s.

The aforementioned artists, as well as

Crystal Gayle and Willie Nelson, began ap-

pearing on the pop charts, and WHN was
suddenly a legitimate contemporary music
outlet.

"The music is the reason peoplecometo
country.” said Moors, “and we did our in-

itial marketing without ever identifying as
country. We simply play the most popular
country songs, and those artists we stuck

by in the early days are now big crossover
acts.”

WHN also promoted itself heavily via

subway billboards, community involve-

ment and strong on-air events. As the sta-

tion’s reputation grew, artists began drop-
ping by to say hello or play DJ. WHN
became their ticket to the Northeast, the

region traditionally closed to country acts,

and in turn the station’s close association

with industry stars solidified their status.

"The artists understood that if country was
going to make it in New York,” explained
Moors, “WHN was going to be the carrier.”

Presenting a positive image brought the

station a competitive name, but once they
got there, what kept a respectable
audience tuned to 1050 AM? Moors feels

they’ve been helped overall by the upgrade
in the quality of contemporary country
music production. He also noted WHN
does not program any country that dates
back before the station’s inception in 1973:
one, to avoid any songs that may be un-
familiar to their audience, and two, the sta-

tion is keen on shying away from traditional

"down-home” country.

Joel Raab, who joined WHN as program
director early this year, commented that

the music hadn’t changed that music in the
station’s 10-year history, but they are con-
stantly fine-tuning. “WHN sold country to

New York,” he remarked, "and now the

audience is educated enough to give us
feed back.” However, he added, WHN
mostly plays the big artists. “Our main
function is not to expose new artists,” said

Raab, "but” he added, "sometimes

something comes along, like Lane Brody’s

‘Over You’ from the Tender Mercies
soundtrack, that is an obvious winner.

We’re glad to play records like those.”

Raab has made a great effort to increase

audience participation in their on-air con-
tests. “Overall, we try to include more than

just giving away tickets to a concert — and
we do a lot of those— whether we tie a con-
test in with a local celebrity or invite the win-

ners to meet an air personality,” he said,

“and that way, if you weren’t participating

you were enjoying listening.”

The guest DJ segment continues to be
an integral part of the station’s success,
and Raab has expanded its use. "I've put

artists like Ronnie Milsap and Alabama on
the phone with listeners,” he explained, “so
listeners can hear listeners with the artist.

That way it has a lot of entertainment

value.”

WHN is also noted for its energetic air

staff, some of whom have been with the sta-

tion throughout its 10-year reign as country
music king. Their already expressive
nature is being encouraged by Raab, who
noted, "Our key is the on-air people. Our
personalities are becoming more
memorable to our audience. Not by talking

more,” he added, “but by being more
forefront.”

Station vet Del DeMontreux pulls down
the morning drive slot. He started out at

WHN in 1973 as a news assistant. Lee Ar-

nold, recently noted DJ of The Year by the

Academy of Country Music and who has
long been recognized as an early sup-
porter of country music, hosts from 10

a.m.-l p.m. Affectionately dubbed "Uncle
Lee” by station staffers, Arnold has also

been with WHN from the start. In addition,

he hosts the syndicated magazine-style

program, Lee Arnold On A Country Road,
which airs on WHN Sunday Evenings and
on over 350 radio stations coast-to-coast.

“Ten Years? It feels like 10-minutes,

really,” Arnold said with a smile. "Country
music is my life, and I try to make New
Yorkers feel close to each other.” Arnold is

actively involved in the promotion battle.

Mike Fitzgerald is the mid-day jock, and
the popular Dan Taylor anchors afternoon

drive. Sheila York handles 8 p.m.-
midnight, continuing in the tradition of

Jesse, who, while at WHN, was noted as the

first female disc jockey on the AM dial in

New York. Brian Kelly announces the over-

night shift, while Stan Martin, another 10-

year veteran of WHN, does weekends and
fill-ins.

In its tenth year, WHN continues to grow.
The station has added broadcast of the

Mets baseball games to its line-up, and
while it will be two or three months before

the merits of such a move will be apparent.

Moors noted that ” baseball has gotten us

back into promotion.”

As a highly visible, enthusiastic music
outlet, WHN has been an industry stan-

dard-bearer and looks ahead to continued

growth. “Country music is the adult music
of the 1980s,” explained Moors. "With acts

like Tom Jones and David Clayton-Thomas
making country records, and our core acts

now accepted as mainstream pop artists,

we're right on top of things.”

Daniel Flamberg, spokesperson for

Mutual Broadcasting, which purchased the

station from Storer in 1979, commented on
their New York flagship.

"We have seen revenue growth at WHN,
especially in the past few years,” he
remarked. "The station has a high level of

sophistication in programming and
publicity. WHN has set standards and
operating procedures for 'urban country,'

and is a successful model for program-
mers around the country.”

NEW YORK — Stephen H. Soule has joined

the NBC Radio Networks as vice president,

affiliate relations, and will be responsible

for all affiliate relations activities of NBC
Radio Network and Talknet.

Soule comes to NBC from Group W’s
Boston station WBZ, where he was general

sales manager. He has been associated

with Group W Radio for the past eight

years, joining in 1975 as an account ex-

ecutive for WIND/Chicago. He moved to

Group W Radio Sales in New York a year

later and held the positions of account ex-

ecutive, Eastern sales manager and
general sales manager, in that order.

PALO ALTO PUSHES FORWARD — The fledgling California indie, Palo Alto Jazz, has

been having more than fair success of late with a unique "fusion” project. The self-

titied debut album by Free Flight, an L.A. based quartet featuring classical flutist Jim

Walker with the jazz rhythm section of Mllcho Leviev, Jim Lacefield and Ralph

Humphrey, proved one of the surprise success stories of jazz in '82. Knowing a good

thing when they see it, the label has wasted no time in releasing the quartet's second

aibum, “Soaring,” which hits the stores this week. Like the first project, “Soaring”

seamiessiy combines both classical and jazz traditions into a fluid, personal music.

Roger Kellaway's “Spur of the Moment” and three originals by pianist Leviev have

more in common with compositions of Bach and Ravel than one might expect when
placed within the sphere of this quartet. Far from a quickie follow-up, this is a sure-

footed second statement from an intelligent outfit that promises to gain a lot of fans

among both jazz’s faithful and casual listeners . . . While Free Flight might be enough of

a challenge to the preconceived uses of the phrase “jazz fusion,” it’s obviously not

enough for Palo Alto. The label has opened the battle on a second front with another of

its releases, “Yakety Madness” by bop altoman Richie Cole and Nashville tenor sax-

ohphonist Boots Randolph. The LP, split between dates in Nashville and California

with different rhythm sections, includes a few covers of popular saxophone vehicles,

including Jimmy Forrest’s “Night Train,” Earl Bostic's “Flamingo,” Randolph’s own
“Yakety Sax” and Lee Allen’s “Walkin’ With Mr. Lee.” This easily could have been the

trashiest date imaginable, and It’s to the credit of the two featured soloists that regard-

less of what they are playing — be it a jazz ballad, bop flagwaver or country honker —
the spirit and integrity are there, and abundantly. An extremely successful date . . .

Also out on Palo Alto is “How Blue Can You Get” by vocalist Linda Hopkins, best known

for her stage portrayals of Bessie Smith; "Stampede” a big band date by trumpeter

Marvin Stamm; and "Old Time Feeling” by the Sheila Jordan/Harvie Swartz Duo.

More about that last disc next week via an interview with vocalist Jordan.

MEANWHILE, UP IN THE BRONX — Veteran jazz producer Don Schlitten has three

new releases on his Xanadu label, two of them historical material, the third a brand new
offering. From the vaults comes “Blues On Purpose” by pianist Wynton Kelly with

bassist Paul Chambers and drummer Jimmy Cobb, a trio that worked with Miles Davis

during the ’50s. This collection is culled from dates recorded during the summer of '65,

and once again demonstrates that Kelly, as a soloist, was never at a loss for ideas . . .

“Thanks For The Memory” by Coleman Hawkins is the second batch by The Hawk on

the label, following last year’s “Dutch Treat.” This one is from ’44, and includes four

tracks from the great three tenor session featuring Hawk with Ben Webster and

Georgle Auld. Also included are selections from sessions with Walter “Foots” Thomas
and Don Byas, as well as support work by Buck Clayton, Edmond Hall, Charlie

Shavers, Remo Palmier!, Oscar Pettiford, Hank D’Amico, Tiny Grimes, Slam Stewart,

Specs Powell and Cozy Cole . . . Also available is the recently recorded “Things Un-

seen” by saxophonist Bob Mover with pianist Albert Dailey, bassist Ray Drummond
and Rufus Reid, drummer Bobby Ward and tenorman Steve Hall.

INDEPENDENT AND OBSCURE — Two out-of-the-ordinary discs have landed

Michelob, Apple Computers Official

Sponsors Of ’83 Monterey Jazz Fest

LOS ANGELES — For the first time in its

more than 25 year history, the Monterey

Jazz Festival, the oldest such music event

in the U.S,, will be joined by corporate

sponsors to augment its funding. The 26th

version of the Northern California fall

music fest, set this year for Sept. 16-18 at

the Monterey Peninsula County
Fairgrounds (a perennial location), will be
sponsored in part by St. Louis-based
Anheuser-Busch’s Michelob Beer and
Northern California-based Apple Com-
puter, Inc.

Selection of the two sponsors ended a

year-long search that began after the 25th

Silver Anniversary Festival last year, when
the Festival’s board of directors, led by

general manager Jimmy Lyons, decided

that increasing costs of putting on the

shows and a desire to keep ticket prices

reasonable, made it necessary to find ad-

ditional revenue sources for the non-profit

event.

Part of the sponsorship calls for

Michelob and Apple to provide monies for

the Monterey Jazz Festival’s educational

jazz programs aimed at enriching young
talent in the genre. Over the years, the

festival has donated more than $427,000 to

academic jazz programs throughout
California’s secondary schools.

The sponsorship also augments
revenue from the more than 20,000 tickets

purchased for the three-day fest. The 26th

anniversary show will offer grounds admis-

sion tickets for the three days, allowing

patrons to browse through the many art ex-

hibits and food facilities that are spread

throughout the fairgrounds.

For their parts in sponsoring the festival,

Michelob and Apple will have banners

posted throughout the Fairgrounds arena

announcing that Michelob is the Official

Beer of the event and the Apple Is the Of-

ficial Personal Computer of the 1983 fest.

According to Paul Fingerote, who heads
publicity, advertising and design of the of-

ficial souvenir program for the Monterey

event, said, “The visibility of our corporate

sponsors will not be obtrusive because the

#1 concern of the Festival board of direc-

tors is the enjoyment of the fans. That’s the

way that everyone involved with the festival

wanted it.”

Fingerote said that when the festival

board okayed recruitment of corporate

sponsors last year (Cash Box, Dec. 11,

1982), they already had several inquiries

from national agencies regarding backing.

But a careful evaluation of the character of

each potential sponsor took nearly a year

to complete.

“We wanted to select sponsors that

would be compatible with the character of

the festival,” Fingerote explained. “We
wanted the sponsors to give more than

money to the festival.”

Michelob, according to Marc Grossman,
a spokesman for the beer company, is

working with festival officials to design uni-

forms for festival and fairground staff and

security that would utilize the Michelob
logo. The premium beer will be served

at each beverage outlet serving alcohol,

and there will be a special hospitality tent

sponsored by Michelob for artists,

dignitaries and the press during the three-

day event.

Grossman added that Michelob would
also be highlighting its involvement with

the festival in beverage trade advertising

and that the local distributor, Couch Dis-

tribution, may also be involved In some
area of consumer promotion prior to the

festival.

Although specific details of their promo-
tion and merchandising during the event

are still tentative, Apple, according to

Fingerote, may create a display in the press

room as well as a four-color ad spread In

the official souvenir program.

More Newcomers
In terms of the festival entertainment,

there are plans for some of the perennial

performers to be on hand in addition to

some of the more appealing newcomers.
The Friday night show will open the fest

with performances by Pancho Sanchez
and his Latin Jazz Band, Bobby Hutcher-

son, Mel Torme, Hank Jones, Mundell

Lowe, Clark Terry, Shelley Manne, Andy
Simpkins and Buddy Rich and the Buddy
Rich Big Band.

During the annual Saturday matinee

blues carnival, Mark Naftalln’s Rhythm and
Blues Revue, Lowell Fusion, Ester Jones,

Irma Thomas, Bo Diddley and the Robert

Cray Band comprise the bill.

Saturday evening, dubbed "A Meeting of

the Masters,” will open with the Heard-

Ferguson-RanlerTrio, followed by Mundell

Lowe, John Collins, Ronald Eschete, Bruce
Forman and Eddie Duran. Wynton Marsalis

is going to make his Monterey debut with a

quintet and will be followed by Sarah
Vaughn and then Bill Berry and the L.A.

Band.

Sunday afternoon’s “The Best and the

Brightest,” which has featured the top

young high school jazz talent for more than

a decade, will present the California High

School All-Star Jazz Ensemble and win-

ners in the 14th annual California High

School Jazz Competition, the Aptos High

School Big Band and the Eagle Rock High

School Combo. The Masashiko Sato Trio,

Full Swing and Phil Wilson with Makoto
Ozone are also scheduled for the Sunday
matinee session.

Rounding out the festival on closing

night, titled "Swing Into Sunday!,” is Ray
Pizzi with Ron McCroby performing with

Transit West, the Jon Faddis Band, Bobby
McFerrin, Joe Williams and Woody Her-

man and the New Herd.

capacity at the 8,000-seat Pier and 75% of

capacity at the also 8,000-seat Jones
Beach facility, where Miller Time Concerts

On The Beach presented the first-ever

contemporary music series. This com-
pares with an approximate 60% of capacity

in the last couple years at the Pier. But

equally important, Delsener added, was
this year's more "upscale talent” line-up,

which encouraged many ticket buyers to

“shell out in advance of the show without

caring what the weather would be.”

Here he singled out Eric Clapton, who
opened the Jones Beach series; U-2, which

opened the Pier; and Hall & Oates, who
opened Forest Hills with a pair of concerts;

and also noted additonal highlights in Bette

Midler’s two upcoming shows at Forest

Hills, last week’s Police sellout at Shea
Stadium and Elvis Costello’s sold out pair

of Pier shows and one Jones Beach date,

which marked the first time an artist had

done three nights in that manner.

Deisener’s only complaint was that in

tandem with the upgraded talent offered

was a major ticket price hike from an

average $6.50 at the Pier to $10. This he at-

tributed to the high rents charged by the

city, which he said necessitates a commer-
cial sponsor.

Higher Prices

Higher ticket prices were also noted by

Jeff Krump, national promoter at Denver’s

Feyline Presents, Inc., which besides

booking the talent at this year’s US Festival,

produces Denver's Red Rocks and
Phoenix’s Compton Terrace outdoor con-

certs, and also took Willie Nelson and the

Nitty Gritty on a tour of eight West Coast

and Midwest minor league baseball

stadiums. Krump said that ticket prices

had gone up about a dollar this year, and
attributed it to rising costs incurred by art-

ists on tour. But he said that while atten-

dance at Red Rocks was down from last

year, it was still very strong.

Krump further noted that along with in-

creasing ticket costs, more artists were on

the road this summer, with the result being

that consumers were being more selective

about which show to see, especially in the

$10-and-over ticket range. In San Fran-

cisco, promoter Bill Graham felt that high

ticket prices were affecting "the second or

third choice of the month,” but were having

no effect on the “must-see” superstar acts

who were playing the big stadiums. He said

that while most people would rather see

these acts in smaller venues, they are will-

ing to go to the stadiums since they cannot

be sure when these acts will tour again.

Graham noted that most stadium shows

this summer are using video screens to

give viewers far from the stage a better

chance to see the show. Krump also noted

that efforts were being made now to

“refine” stadium shows, especially for the

over-26 audience that "doesn’t want to get

crunched by loaded heavy metal kids” by

setting up reserved seating, sometimes
even on the field.

Amphitheatre Hot
Graham has held three successful

stadium events this summer at Oakland

Stadium, but was more pleased with his

8,000-10,000-seat amphitheatre. The
Greek in Berkeley, Frost in Palo Alto and

Cal-Expo in Sacramento, the last facility

being opened just this year. Charlie Blum,

director of advertising and promotion for

the Nederlander outdoor theaters— which

include Merryweather Post Pavilion in

Washington/Baitimore, Poplar Creek
Music Theater in Chicago, The Greek
Theatre in Los Angeles, Pine Knob in

Detroit, the Concord Paviiion in San Fran-

cisco, Kingswood Music Theater in

Toronto and the new Pacific Amphitheatre

in Costa Mesa, Calif. — reported “an ex-

celient season for us” due to most of the

previously mentioned reasons as well as

his feeiing that the theatres had es-

tablished themselves "as the place to be”

this summer.
"We’ve seen that people even call up to

order tickets without knowing who’s play-

ing,” said Blum, who added that subscrip-

tion series ticket orders, which offer four or

five shows in a block according to music

genre for a discount price, were at record

levels this year and that series holders

were also coming back to buy tickets for

additional concerts. He also noted that

where superstar artists like Bob Seger and
Hall & Oates were selling out both reserved

seats and lawn areas, mid-level acts such

as Costello were proving able to at least sell

out the reserved seats.

Bill Graham, while thanking stadium

acts like The Police, Bowie and Simon &
Garfunkel for their decisions to tour this

summer, made special mention of long es-

tablished warhorses like the Grateful Dead,

Santana and Journey for their impact on

the summer concert climate. “I’m really im-

pressed by those artists who are really the

backbone of the business, who realize that

touring as well as recording are what
makes a long career,” he said. "The Dead
and Santana don’t get many hit singles, but

they still fill the piers and the
amphitheaters. You really have to give

them credit for being working rock ’n’ roll

artists year in and year out. They are the

mainstay of our Industry.”

THE BEAT — King Sunny Ade and the African Beats’ recent set at L A ’s Greek
Theatre was rhythmic (to say the least) but transcendental.

(African style) as usual, although the Nigerian 20-man aggregate’s groove rarely

strayed from the tribal. Descendants of the Anglo tribe held at least two-thirds of the

seats, but several Rastafarian and displaced Africans had gathered to hear music from
King Sunny’s second U.S. LP of juju music, “Synchro System,” a talking” drum-

then they will be omnipresent on the minds of those more preoccupied with politics in

music. Perhaps as a measure of King Sunny’s validity, this writer need only look in the

row behind him to find none other than Stevie Wonder and his entourage imbibing the

African band beat. Wonder is known to only endorse music of good taste and charac-
ter.

Canada
TORONTO — CBS Records Canada has

been successful in having Mexican press-

ings of several records by their own art-

ists, removed from the shelves of certain

retail record stores in Toronto, Ottawa and

Montreal.

Don Oates, CBS vice president of sales

and marketing, announced that the Mex-

ican pressings would be Immediately

removed from retail sale. And also at the

same time, an agreement was signed

preventing the further selling, distributing

or importing of any works In packages

bearing the CBS trademark.

The situation arose earlier this month

when CBS discovered records made by

CBS Mexico were being imported cheaply

into Canada. They claimed this violated

their exclusive trademark and copyrights.

Furthermore this infringed on their right to

act as sale manufacturer and distributer of

CBS products in Canada. To prevent this

from happening, CBS sought an injunction

against Discos record stores. However, the

matter was resolved by the participants

without going to court.

The albums CBS wanted removed in-

cluded “Thriller” by Michael Jackson;

“Cargo" and “Business As Usual" by Men
At Work; “Wish You Were Here" by Pink

Floyd; “Greatest Hits Volume 2” by Barbra

Streisand; “Toto IV” by Toto; “Hi-lnfidelity”

by REO Speedwagon; “You Don’t Bring Me
Flowers” by Nell Diamond; and “The
Stranger” by Billy Joel.

CBS found that in quality control tests,

the Mexican pressings were markedly in-

ferior to those manufactured in Canada.

Oates said this was not fair to the consumer
and that the public might not understand

why the Canadian manufacturer would not

provide a refund or exchange to someone
who had bought one of these imports and
was then dissatisfied with it.

He also added that any Increased

volume of this type of product into Canada
could have a negative effect on employ-

ment of Canadians in the record industry.

CBS Records Canada Ltd. maintains its

own pressing facilities and a decrease in

volume could result in layoffs.

Other record companies facing this

same problem include WEA Music of

Canada Ltd. and A&M Records of Canada
Ltd. Discus was also selling A&M imports of

“Synchronicity” by The Police and two

Styx albums, “Kiiroy Was Here” and
“Paradise Theatre.” WEA was checking

reports Enigma’s Hein. “And now some of

L.A.’s record chains are adding heavy
metal sections the way they added punk
sections in 76 and '77.

1 always felt that the

Midwest would be the strongest heavy
metal market, but now L.A. and New York
have really come alive.”

Although the L.A. scene is taking off,

Slagel hasn’tlimited himself to signing area

bands. Upcoming releases on Metal Blade
include albums by the Connecticut-based
Obsession and Canada’s Witch Killer.

At the ripe eld age of 25, Shrapnel
Records’ Mike Varney may be the grand
old man of the independent heavy metal

scene, having formed Shrapnel in 1979. An
avid record collector, Varney is a former
member of Bay Area hardcore band The
Nuns, and produced and co-wrote Marty
Balin’s concept piece Rock Justice for EMI
Records. Varney, who holds a degree in

marketing, turned his earnings from the

Balin project into Shrapnel and set his

sights on heavy metal because, as he
recalled, “heavy metal was the real under-
dog music and what I really liked.”

Shrapnel’s first release, “U.S. Metal: Un-
sung Guitar Herpes” was a collection of

tracks Varney assembled by soliciting

tapes in regional rock publications around
the country. The label has since released
11 albums, and volume four of “Unsung
Guitar Heroes” will be released in the next
•few weeks. Because of his use of fanzines
and regional papers, Varney has attracted

acts from all over the country, including

Rochester’s The Rods (formerly on Arista),

L.A.’s Steeler, Chicago’s LeMans, and an
appropriately dubbed group named
Hawaii. He has also recorded Swedish
guitarist Yngwie Malnsteen, and Seattle-

based Jimi Hendrix clone Randy Hansen.
Varney expects to release 15 albums this

year. “I’m trying to be career oriented," he
said. “I’m not interested in the trashy, flash

stuff. I’m looking for the Al DiMeola or Alan
Holdsworth of heavy metal.”

All three labels see themselves as pur-

veyors of a type of heavy metal music not

being handled by the majors. “There’s a
new wave of heavy metal,” said Hein. “The
bands are very independent and very
quick, and their goal isn’t necessarily to go
to a major: you don’t see them doing show-
cases, and the ideology is similar to the
piink miovement. Three or four years ago, a
puni “land could go into an eight-track

studio and come out with something that

could be a legitimate hit. That’s not true

anymore because now they’re up against

bands signed with the majors that have
recording budgets of $100,000. But a

heavy metal band can still go into the studio

for two or three nights and come out with

something that has a legitimate shot.”

Megaforce’s Johnny Z. also sees a “new
metal,” although he feels it has more to do
with the direction of the music. “The new
wave is fast sledgehammer music with total

emotion,” he said. “A band like Judas
Priest had a sound that was pulsating, but

they’ve since forsaken their crowd. They
may do well with a new audience, but the

heavy metal market is leaving them.”

That market appears to be made of both

faithful followers of heavy metal as well as a

younger crowd.
Younger Audiences

“The audiences for shows out here are

75% younger kids.” said Slagel. “There

was a whole revival with Iron Maiden and
Krokus, mostly younger kids who didn’t live

through the Deep Purple and black Sab-
bath days. But 50% of the customers for

heavy metal at the store I worked in were
older collectors.”

Johnny Z. agrees. "There's a crowd from

13-18 that's turned onto it because of the

leather, studs, long hair and freedom,” he

said. “And there’s also a new audience

from 26-40. Do you know how many closet

Grand Funk Railroad and Mountain freaks

there are walking around?”
With majors picking a few successful in-

die heavy metal bands up in the last few

weeks — EMI has signed Queens Reich off

206 Records, and Atlantic has inked Ratt

from the Time Coast label — the indies

know they’re being watched. “I don’t think

anybody at the majors believed it until the

US Festival, when the heavy metal day out-

drew the other days two-to-one,” said

Slagel. “But I still don’t think any major will

sign a heavy metal act until they prove

themselves."

The subcommittee is in-

vestigating the impact of illegal and unfair

foreign trade practices on interstate and
foreign commerce.
AGMA statements were presented as part

of the focus on copyright, patent and
trademark infringements that, according to

subcommittee chairman Rep. John Dingell,

are a “rapidly expanding problem."

In his statement, AGMA president Rob-
bins explained that the percentage ofgames on

the market that are illegal copies has in-

creased from 10% several years ago to today’s

estimate of 30% “and growing.” He noted that

the illegal games are coming “from
everywhere . . . from the Orient, from Taiwan,

from Korea and from Japan. Although, since

Japan has cracked down on these copyright

pirates, much of the action has switched to

Korea," Robbins told the committee.

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Census Bureau Reports Vending Machines Down In ’82

CHICAGO — Manufacturers’ shipments of

vending machines decreased to 465,374 units

in 1982 from 492,385 in 1981 and the value of

shipments was down six percent, according to

an annual report of the U.S. Bureau of the

Census released by the National Automatic
Merchandising Assn. (NAMA).

Dollar value of the shipments of merchan-

dise vending machines amounted to $318.9

million, less than in any year since 1977 when
the total was $302.2 million. The
corresponding figure for 1981 was $338.3

million.

The quantity of machines shipped was

lower in practically all categories last year, as

noted by Joann M. James, NAMA assistant

secretary-treasurer. The number of canned

and bottle soft drink venders reached 166,912

compared with 170,463 in 1981.

Hot beverage machine shipments totaled

13,338 units compared with 17,466 in 1981,

James said. The association explained that

reduced employment at client locations and
the effect of the recession on vending com-

panies’ profit margins lowered the demand for

new equipment.

The study was conducted by the U.S.

Bureau of the Census and is underwritten by

NAMA.
According to the annual NAMA Operating

Ratio Report study, average net profit before

income taxes of American vending companies

declined to 2.8% of sales in 1982, down from

3.7% in the previous year.

Reflecting the effect of the recession, the

profit ratio was the lowest since the associa-

tion began its annual study in the early 1950s.

Compiled for NAMA by Price Waterhouse,

the report is based on data submitted by 175

NAMA member firms with a combined 1982

vended sales volume of $1.98 billion, ac-

cording to G. Richard Schreiber, NAMA
president.

Schreiber said that profit from operations

remained unchanged from 1981, while higher

interest expense and a decrease in net of

“other income" depressed total pre-tax profit.

Return on assets decreased to 9.6% from
1 1 .6% in 1981 . The number of members who
furnished operating data increased to 175

firms from 166 in 1981, when total sales of

reporting companies amounted to $1.85

billion. Thirty-one of the participating firms

also achieved $680 million in “manual” (non-

vending food and beverage) sales on which

they averaged a net of 1.5% of sales.

Total payroll costs averaged 25.3% of sales,

up from 24.2% in 1981.

Payments to vending locations (commis-

sions) averaged 8.3% of sales for all the partici-

pants, while the average for 115 companies

which filed reports in both 1981 and 1982 was
significantly lower at seven percent.

sales that were rightfully his,” he explained.

Rochford told the committee that although

the U.S. Customs Service has been very

helpful to date, “the pirates are clever and

have taken to masking shipments of game
boards to escape the scrutiny of the Customs
inspectors. Also, the procedures for excluding

counterfeit games through the use of Customs
regulations can be cumbersome and costly,”

he added, “since every time a piratical ship-

ment comes in, a bond must be posted.”

Executive director Braswell pointed out to

the committee that an importer knows full

well when the products being shipped are from

a legitimate manufacturer or from a pirate. He
offered as evidence ads and price sheets from

foreign manufacturers listing the names and

costs of obvious copies.

Addressing himself to the efforts of the U.S.

Customs Service to remedy the problem,

Braswell noted that “the resourcefulness of

the pirates who have varied their methods of

importation to the extent that it is not only dif-

ficult, but in many cases impossible, for the

Customs Service to discover the infringed

goods,” has been taxing for Customs, despite

their best effort. “In fact,” he added, “given

the new component parts, multiple shipment

techniques used by the pirates, it may be sim-

ply beyond the authority of the Customs Ser-

vice to act.”

AGMA’s testimony was under the aegis of

the International Anti-Counterfeiting Coali-

tion, of which the association is a member.
The group is made up of 140 companies and

trade associations representing industries and

products that are suffering significant

economic loss because of counterfeiters.
