American record buyers have long been treated

to the always compelling and influential music
from our mother country, Great Britain. Through
British artists, our musical tastes have been
challenged and expanded. Examples of music that

started in England and transformed the American
music scene are countless. Yet in the last few
years, U.S. record labels have signed and deve-

loped artists from around the world who have
found markets in America and are broadening our
musical scope even more.

The Australian invasion, begun in 1982 with the

introduction of Men At Work onto the U.S. air-

waves, is being carried on by such innovative

bands as INXS and Real Life. The major successes
of Germany’s Nena with “99 Luftballons” and the

team of Latin language star Julio Iglesias and
Willie Nelson for the hit “To All The Girls I've Loved
Before,” are further proof that international artists

can find a substantial commercial following in

America.

We commend the U.S. record manufacturers for

their willingness to back international artists in

the tough American market. We also feel that the

present time is ripe, more than ever, with oppor-

tunity for the introduction to and development of

international artists on the American music scene.

With over 20 years in the music bus-
|

iness under his belt, country music
legend Merle Haggard has recently re-

leased two LPs, “That’s The Way Love
Goes” and “The Epic Collection" which
feature an assortment of some early live

record classics. In addition to the LPs,
Haggard has been on the road touring
in support of the two albums and taking
some time off for his annual bass tour-

nament held recently. The 1984 Country
Music Assn. (CMA) winner of the Vocal
Duet of the Year with Willie Nelson is assured of his immense
popularity with five nominations for the upcoming Academy of
Country Music (ACM) “Hat" Awards, the most nominations for any
artist this year.

Haggard began his long career in 1963 when he had his first hit

with “Sing A Sad Song" and a couple years later had a Top-10 hit

with "(All My Friends Are Gonna Be) Strangers,” which helped lead
to a deal with Capitol Records. A year later he had his first #1 hit

and was the recipient of his first Academy of Country Music Top
Male Vocalist of the Year award. Since that time he has switched
to Epic Records and collected 20 more ACM awards including the
prestigious Entertainer of the Year award, which he also won from
the CMA

Labels Look For International, Unique
Appeal In New Artist Signings

Chicago Archdiocese Guilty of

Copyright Infringement

MEW YORK — The Archdiocese of Chi-

cago has been found guilty of copyright

nfringement and has been ordered to pay
r EL Publications Ltd. of Los Angeles
more than $3.1 million for illegally pho-

ocopying works they publish. A Federal

District Court jury in Chicago made the

award April 19, settling a suit filed in 1976.

Fhree separate verdicts were returned: a

52 million award compensating Dennis

Htzpatrick, president of FEL, for business

ie lost in the past and would have lost

n the future, thanks to a ban imposed on
r EL’s music since the filing of the suit;

a $1 million award to Fitzpatrick for pun-

tive damages; and $190,400, the amount
rEL estimates it lost in licensing revenue

after it was found that its works were being

ahotocopied by many of the archdio-

;ese's churches.

According to Dennis Fitzpatrick, “We
:ook a survey in the summer of ’76 and
found that 55 percent of the Catholic

:hurches in Chicago were infringing. I

nad taken a survey in Los Angeles in 1974

and found 55 percent infringement and
I wanted to see if this was true in other

sities. We didn’t file suit in Los Angeles

Decause the Chancellery officer permitted

aach of the parishes to settle with us, but

n Chicago they didn't permit that. Instead

they banned our music."

“About a year after we filed suit in

Chicago, we also filed a suit against all

the Catholic Bishops of the United States,

which we settled without money because
the infringements had stopped. But in the

case of Chicago, when they banned our

music, they turned in all of the infringe-

ments and they also banned all of our legal

printed hymnal sales. So we had the

evidence in Chicago, whereas I did not

have the evidence in the other cases.”

According to Fitzpatrick, though the

photocopying had been taking place

since 1966, FEL wasn’t aware of it until

their survey. He claims that since the suit

was filed, the once widespread photoc-

opying of religious music has slowed; in

a survey done in one diocese two months
ago, he says, only 2'h percent infringe-

ment was found.

FEL represents 33 authors and compos-
ers, and publishes such popular material

as Peter Scholtes’ "They’ll Know We Are

Christians By Our Love” and Ray Repp’s

I Am The Resurrection.”

The only comment available from the

Archdiocese was this statement issued on
the day of the award: “The Archdiocese

Of Chicago expressed its disappointment

at the decision and is taking further ap-

peals under advisement.”

“My feeling is that this case was Car-

dinal Cody's and now Cardinal Bernar-

din’s inherited it; he did not create it, but

now it’s his case,” said Fitzpatrick. “He’s

got the judgement and he is known to be

a peacemaker, a person who likes to

reconcile. My feeling is that he’ll probably

pay this rather than go through the ad-

ditional publicity of taking this to the

Appellate Court and the Supreme Court.”

The Archdiocese has 30 days in which
to decide whether or not to appeal.

“There’s also something very impor-

tant,” said Fitzpatrick. “And that is, now
there’s a precedent on the books. Pub-
lishers don’t have to try this case again.

They can file suit and they can quote the

action taken in the FEL/Catholic Bishops
of Chicago suit, and judges have to take

note that not-for-profit institutions may
not copy, even if the copies are not sold.”

the ’new’ sound or the artists who will

break the next blockbuster. Cash Box
recently spoke to a number of major
record labels to see just what musical

currents are sweeping the record industry

and what the climate is for new artist

signings. Though each label noted such
generes as heavy metal and funk/rap as

current musical trends, none would or

could say much about the future. Yet RCA
vice president of A&R Greg Geller noted

“you should be anticipating these trends

as opposed to reacting to them. For ex-

ample, when a Quiet Riot breaks through,

you don’t then go out and sign a heavy
metal act. It’s really a job of anticipating

the future.”

However, to do this sort of fortune telling

there is a varied criteria which differ with

each record label. While PolyGram’s
Derek Shulman, vice president of A&R,
remarked that PolyGram is interested in

“anything that’s good, anything that’s got

potential, especially for a crossover," he

also noted that "we’re specifically looking

for American bands that we can break on
a worldwide basis. What we want to do
is to break things internationally instead

of regionally." The objective of interna-

tional success has long been sought after,

but the increasing viability of foreign

markets — as seen through American

LOS ANGELES — As satellite transmis-

sions appear to be becoming the standard

for radio programming, the needs of the

radio community are subsequently expand-

ing and changing. It has recently been

announced that construction has begun on
an earth station to provide uplinking to

a third transponder to be opened by RCA
on the Satcom 1 R satellite. What is unique

about this earth station is that it will be

located on the west coast, in Culver City,

California.

The facility will be managed exclusively

by IDB Communications of Los Angeles,

which under agreement with national

program supplier, Westwood One is cur-

rently building the earth station on the

grounds of their Culver City facility.

Westwood One has ordered the first four

channels of digital audio service through

the L.A. earth station from RCA. IDB will

be providing all interface services includ-

ing some back haul.

This arrangement represents the first

opportunity for time on this service to be

commercially available on an hourly rate.

This is particularly significant to inde-

pendent program suppliers who can not

afford to lease a channel on a monthly

basis but still wish to use satellite delivery

for programming. According to Jeff Su-

dikoff, president of IDB, program supp-
liers can thus better service advertisers

because trafficking can be more respon-

sive to late copy and more competitive

on an overall basis with services provided

by the traditional networks. Construction

on the terminal has begun with plans to

be fully operational by late June.

The company also claims that in addi-

tion to the capacity to delivery program-
ming, this facility will be cabable of trans-

mitting text to radio stations which have

terminals.

“We are solely worried about the radio

broadcasters as an end to end transmis-

sion and we are solely dedicated to high

fidelity audio,” explained Sudikoff. The

artist’s on Cash Box international charts
— and the overall opening up of domestic
radio formats has made the time ripe for

multi-market artists.

Capitol A&R vice president Don Grier-

son reiterated these goals. “We’re looking
for acts which can reach both the domes-
tic and international markets. We’re look-

ing for somebody that we feel can be
distinctive, whether it be because of

songwriting or visual appeal or live per-

formance, and acts that can sell well

overseas as well as here.” This drive for

worldwide popularity is a direct outgrowth
of the broadening musical scope of artists

and the expanding tastes of listeners.

Geller elaborated, “I feel it’s a time of great

opportunity to expose new artists through
the advent of video and the loosening of

radio formats. Beyond that, the opportun-
ity is there for almost any kind of music
you could name. If you think of almost
any genre of music, there are at least a

few artists who have cracked though.”
Though this wider acceptance of di-

verse music is apparent, two musical
forms are currently at the forefront of

consumer and label attention: heavy metal

and funk. Though Shulman com-
mented, "I really don’t think hard rock
went away, kids have always bought hard
rock,” it is generally recognized that heavy
metal is going through something of a

renaissance. Grierson of Capitol felt that

this current situation is simply a matter

company president claimed that IDB is the

only company that deals exclusively with

radio, adding, “we have been asked to do
some video, we just don’t.”

Sudikoff stated, “From the phone com-
pany you can always buy a circuit from
point A to point B. Usually you get it

nonequalized which means it sounds like

a telephone call, and radio has been living

with that. The funny thing is that now it

is more costly to have a line from the
phone company than it is to get a high
fidelity circuit.” Sudikoff acknowledged
that some stations are not prepared with

the equipment for satellite transmission
and explained that a station can rent IDB’s

services, and not necessarily own any
hardware.

The company president emphasized
that he is not selling for RCA and West-
wood One, but felt that in the light of

Bill Stuve’s stand-up bass starts to

lay down an eight-bar beat and The
Mighty Flyers dive into a full tilt blues

boogie that empties the club’s tables

and packs the dance floor in front of

the stage. After countless performan-

ces at every type of club imaginable,

the Mighty Flyers can still move an
audience with their high energy style

and their combination of original mate-

rial and traditional blues renditions.

It’s been over a decade since lead

singer/harp player Rod Piazza first

formed The Mighty Flyers and six

years since the current band began
playing together. Those years have
been filled with numerous trips across

the United States and most recently

a European tour. In the tradition of

most great blues bands, The Mighty

Flyers have paid their dues. Piazza

recalled one tour when the band co-

vered 10,000 miles in five weeks. “We
were four guys and a girl in one van,

pulling equipment through the Appal-

achian Mountains in the middle of the

night. All of a sudden the trailer starts

smoking. Drummer Bill Swartz chimed
in, “I was trying to sleep and I started

smelling something and I remember
Rod saying ‘hey, what’s going on’ and

I looked out the back and the wheel

of the trailer had taken on a life of its

own.” Swartz added “We can laugh

about it now but it’s pretty unbelievable

lying there in the back of the van
stacked up like cord wood trying to

sleep.”

The five band members who have

weathered those years on the road

include Piazza on harp and vocals,

Stuve on bass, Swartz on drums, Jun-

ior Watson on guitar and Honey Alex-

ander who provides the band with a

boogie-woogie keyboard style in the

tradition of the great blues pianists.

Piazza has been playing the blues

for years. In the ’60s he recorded for

Blue Horizon records with the band
“Baconfat," and on ABC Bluesway
with hisgroup, “The Dirty Blues Band.”

His harmonica style is reminiscent of

the legendary Little Walter whom he

acknowledges as one of his main
influences.

The band has just released its debut

LP on Takoma called “File Under
Rock.” Piazza explains that the title

was designed to make sure record

stores didn’t put the album in the blues

section, subsequently limiting its cus-

tomer exposure. He claimed, “one of

the reasons that the ‘File Under Rock’

tag is on there is because we are doing

a lot of our own original material now
that’s moving into a broader scope of

music. So now if a guy picks up the

record he’s not going to say ‘this is

just a blues band.’” Swartz added, "any-

thing we do has that roots flavor to

it but it comes out differently when we
write our own stuff. We don’t just come
up with the same chord patterns and

the same changes that are associated

with traditional blues.” Junior Watson,

whose sizzling guitar work has earned

him a lot of respect among blues mu-
sicians, stated, “the stuff is feel more
than anything else.”

Honey Alexander began playing

piano at the age of five, intently stud-

ying classical music. Once she found

the blues she realized she was the

happiest playing that knock-down,
boogie style. The tall, blond-haired,

"Miss Honey" has quite a stage pres-

ence and is most likely responsible for

the groups of young males that seem
to consistently gather by the stage. As
to what it's like being the only female

in a five-member band, she replied,

The Mighty

“it’s great, you certainly get a lot of

attention.”

Blues bands seem to find very re-

ceptive and appreciative audiences in

Europe. When The Mighty Flyers

brought their blend of high energy
blues overseas, they encountered en-

thusiastic crowds at every stop. Their

travels took them to Germany, Swit-

zerland, Italy, Scandanavia and Hol-

land. The band traveled by train with

no equipment except for Swartz’s

drum sticks and Stuve’s stand-up bass

(which travelled in its own seat

throughout the tour).

“People told us horror stories before

we left," claimed Swartz, referring to

the band’s anticipation of less than

luxurious accomodations for the Eu-

ropean tour. The band was surprised

to find excellent accomodations and

as Stuve put it, “class-A treatment.”

f wartz felt, “they didn’t make the beds

long enough.”
Due to the fact that the band encoun-

tered different instruments at each

stop, they were forced to adapt to some
interesting playing conditions. Alex-

ander remarked about the keyboards

supplied by the various venues, “they

usually had old uprights. They were
very old and we couldn’t mike them.

Since they didn’t have any systems to

mike them loudly, I wasn’t coming
through that well. Then the monitor

system wasn’t that good so I couldn’t

hear myself. I would just play and not

hear anything.” According to Swartz,

“when she would go into a solo we
would bring the band way down.”

Watson claimed, “there wasn’t a

single bomb during the whole tour.”

Stuve added, “it got to the point in

Finland where they were calling us out

for a fourth and fifth encore.” He jok-

ingly added, “at one point we asked
the manager to please turn the disco

back on.”

Alexander was surprised at how
enthusiastic the Europeans got over

the music, claiming, “they really got

violent sometimes. They got real drunk
and started knocking over the P.A.

columns and they would try to grab

you and pull out the mike cords.” The
band then began to simulate in unison

the audience’s chant which used to

bring them out for an encore. They
recalled it was so loud that the room
would vibrate.

The Mighty Flyers will continue to

criss-cross the country playing to

dance audiences and fans of the blues.

They have successfully been able to

take the blues tradition and expand it

to appeal to a wide range of audiences.

If standing ovations from capacity

crowds are any indicator, The Mighty

Flyers are going to soar.

He recorded charter after charter,

Line for a three-night engagement beginning May 4. All this activity is in coordination

with the Span’s first U.S. release in many years. Actually a reissue originally put

out in 1973 on Chrysalis, the recognized masterpiece of electrified traditional music,

"Below The Salt," will be issued by the small New Jersey indie Shanachie.

THE BOOM KEEPS BOOMING — If

you thought last year was a good one
for VCR sales, you won’t believe the

rate at which the little boxes are al-

ready selling in 1984: as of March, sales

of VCRs had leaped 113 percent over

the same month last year. Roughly 1.4

million have been sold since this time

a year ago, with a 91 percent increase

this year's first quarter over last year’s.

Fad technology? Don’t bet on it, but

what good is a slick new VCR without

a dependable CRT? The answer is not

much, assuming your videophilia is still in the casual stage. Consequently, one

might correctly guess that television sales are keeping relative pace with VCRs.
Indeed, color TV sales are up 25 percent over this month last year, with sales

since this time a year ago exceeding 3.8 million units and a 26 percent improvement
this year over 1983’s first quarter.

IT’S ABOUT TIME — Finally, the debut we’ve all been waiting for (well, at least

I’ve been waiting for it), Andy Warhol has agreed to direct his first music video.

The lucky band (assuming Andy’s direction isn’t too avante-garde)? None other

than techno-pop’s bullet to the heart of the disco era, The Cars. As far as Warhol’s

rather esoteric artistic proclivities, The Cars’ lead singer Ric Ocasek has been
quoted as saying that the band is unconcerned about commercial appeal, where
television is involved, anyway. The song to be seen through the eyes of the pop
culture pioneer is called "Hello Again,” a future single from The Cars’ fifth album,

“Heartbeat City.” A projected retail price for the video slated to receive the master’s

touch has not come to the attention of this column. Let’s hope it will be somewhat
less than his lithographs. . .

SOON TO BE SEEN — Media Home Entertainment Inc. has acquired the rights

to 10 half-hour “Peanuts” shows. Five separate programs are scheduled for release

Cash Box Profile

Jerry Kramer —
by Peter Holden

LOS ANGELES — Video director/de-

signer Jerry Kramer is probably best

known for his historic and best-selling clip

The Making Of Michael Jackson’s Thriller.

This behind-the-scenes look at what is

considered one of the most sophisticated

and elaborate videos ever made, is an

educative view at what was a unique
creative chemistry which took place be-

tween Jackson and “Thriller” director

John Landis. While Landis had originally

planned to direct the behind-the-scenes

documentary himself as a side project,

Kramer was called in to help and turned

the project into an hour-long video nearly

as compelling as “Thriller" itself.

While The Making Of Thriller is certainly

Kramer’s best known work — it is pro-

jected to be the biggest selling video

cassette in history — Kramer is a true

veteran of the relatively fledgling video

industry. His credits include videos for

Fleetwood Mac, the Police, Styx, Van
Halen and the Go-Go’s among many
others. While these credentials are indeed

important, it is Kramer’s attitude and
philosophy toward the medium that is

most important to an artist and a label.

Kramer uses one of his current projects

as an example. “For instance, right now
we’re doing a Van Halen video. And Van
Halen doesn’t do what Van Halen doesn’t

do. In other words, who they are is what
they do. You won’t find Van Halen in some
weird conceptual video. To me, integrity

is to find the quality in the band that makes
the band, and incorporate that into your
visual concept. The videos you like best,

that have lasting power, are an accurate

reflection of the band's music and the

band’s personality.”

Kramer feels that a variety of visual

technique is the main component of a

successful video director/producer. He
was a pioneer of one video technique
called kinestasis which has been very

influential in video production. Kramer
explains, “Kinestasis is taking still pic-

tures and shooting them on an animation

camera. When you are editing on tape or

film, you are stuck with static images for

the most part. On an animation camera,

we can move into parts of the frame and
manipulate the actual art work itself —
there are no rules to it. The advantages

of the animation camera and some of the

film technology and craftsmanship that

we’ve developed, is that each effect is

original and the things we do are not so

easy to duplicate. The trouble with

doing things on tape is that everyone can

push the same buttons you do.”

Kramer’s sense of originality is not

limited to the kinestasis process. Whether
he is working with a straight forward video

from Van Halen or with a complex mon-
tage of the Police, Kramer strives for

quality in both the technological and

conceptual ideas behind his videos. “I

understand these technologies, that’s my
own need and curiosity,” he stated, “but

the more I understand, the greater range

I have to choose from for each particular

project. I don’t think about the fact that

I know how to animate and therefore when
someone comes to me I try to impose it

on them. I meet the people, I listen to the

music, and from that come up with the

idea, which may be exquisitely simple. But

if it’s complex, I have the advantage of

knowing how to achieve the ideas or

certain effects.”

Some of Kramer's newest projects in-

clude a conceptual/live performance full-

length video of Styx called "Caught In The

Act” which is on the market now, and is

set for eventual cable television play.

Kramer feels that the overall quality of the

video and the performances will help Styx

enormously. “It’s the kind of thing where

Styx was at a point in its career where

cable television wasn't that interested.

And after seeing the show, they became
a lot more interested. The band and the

management company had to do it right.

It was shot with eight cameras over three

days and it was edited for months. An ace

This trio date has two ex-Ornette Coleman sidemen, Charlie

Haden and Billy Higgins, and it’s no coincidence: side one is a tribute to the writing

and playing talents of Ornette, with Metheny digging into bebop soil on the title

cut; side two takes us up into Metheny's adventuresome stratosphere. The album
shows us the guitarist’s very clear view of jazz past, present, and future.

NEW YORK SECOND LINE — Terence Blanchard/ Donald Harrison — George
Wein Collection (dist. by Concord Jazz) — Producer: George Wein — List: $8.98

Or, as they’re better known, two-thirds of Art Blakey’s front line. Young New
Orleans-ers trumpeter Blanchard and altoist Harrison are sharp-as-cobra’s-teeth

soloists and expressive writers. Backed by the first-rate and also quite-young,
rhythm section of Mulgrew Miller, Lonnie Plaxico, and the extraordinary Marvin
“Smitty" Smith, Blanchard and Harrison show that the great Blakey’s ability to

season the future jazz greats of the free world is undiminished. Hot, bopping stuff!!

I Hear Ya Talkin’ — Frank Wess — Savoy Jazz SJL-1136 — Producer: Ozzie Cadena
— List: $8.98

Frank Wess had his alto, tenor, and, particularly, flute well-oiled for this 1959
date that has never before seen the light of day. A batch of Basie buddies are

on hand — Thad Jones, Gus Johnson, Charlie Fowlkes, and others — but the

date is clearly Wess’s: he handles the blowing tunes with aplomb, particularly his

clear flute-tooting on Jones’ “Opus The Blues.”

VISION — Shankar — ECM 1261 — Producer: Manfred Eicher — List: $9.98 — Bar
Coded
Can an Indian violinist (Shankar) join forces with a Norwegian saxophonist (Jan

Garbarek) and a Danish trumpeter (Palle Mikkelborg) to make a decent jazz record
for a German label (ECM)? Well, yes they can, but whether it’s jazz or not is

anybody's guess. Shankar’s roots are in southern Indian classical music (Carnatic
music) and the feeling here remains quite Asian — this is beautiful, ethereal music
that just floats on air. Call it world music, call it jazz, but, please, don’t ignore
it (and let’s not hear any of those, “typical ECM. .

.” remarks).

GROOVIN’ HIGH — Kenny Burrell — Muse MR 5281 — Producer: Helen Keane
— List: $8.98

Kenny Burrell is one of the finest of jazz guitarists and this is him at his best
— just bass and drums (Larry Ridley, Ben Riley), a set of pretty tunes (his version
of “My Life,” on acoustic guitar is a stunner), and six strings. There is some heat
in the title cut, but most of this album is relaxed, high-groovin’ ballads.

“YENTL” AS ANYTHING - The week
before Michel Legrand (I) picked up his

Oscar for the Yentl score, he spent a week
jazzing it up at NY's Fat Tuesday's. Here
he's pictured with ASCAP managing di-

rector Gloria Messinger, who stopped in

to give Legrand some information about
his licensing. Must have been good news.

POLYGLUT — As if it wasn’t enough — and it wasn’t — that PolyGram was doing

a superb job reissuing jazz product (Verve double albums, Japanese and French
Verve single albums, Emarcy double albums, Japanese Emarcy single albums),

and licensing and distributing new jazz product (Italy’s Black Saint, Soul Note,

and Red Records; France’s Owl Records; West Germany’s Enja and non-Warners’-

released ECM; the USA’s Gramavision), they have now picked up the entire jazz

catalog of MPS, the fine and eclectic German jazz label. The first issue out of

the approximately 500 jazz masters acquired will be in June under the Verve/MPS
banner. Listing for $5.98, it will consist of “The Duke Ellington Songbook,” Monty
Alexander; “My Ship,” George Shearing; “Rainbow," John Handy, L. Subramaniam,
Ali Akbar Khan; Dizzy Gillespie Reun-
ion Big Band; “Basic Basie,” Count
Basie and his Orchestra; “Feel,"

George Duke; “Travelin’ On," Oscar
Peterson; and, best of all, “Violin Sum-
mit," uniting Stuff Smith, Stephane
Grappelli, Jean-Luc Ponty and Svend
Asmussen. There will be another eight-

album release before the end of the

year. PolyGram’s jazz program is hot

and heavy; they’ve just issued six Verve
and Emarcy double albums; "The Ha-
rold Arlen Songbook,” one of the best

of Ella Fitzgerald's "Songbook" collec-

tion; Billie Holiday's stunning “Em-
braceable You;” “Stan The Man,” a

solid Stan Getz compilation with a

previously unreleased side; "Poppin’

set, with a terrific unreleased session

The program is called, sensibly enough,
Original Blues Classics, they retail for $5.98 per album, and they have arrived

here. They include teriffically mellow solo sets by Pink Anderson ("Carolina Blues

Man, Vol. 1") and Lightnin’ Hopkins (“Blues In My Bottle”); a typically urbane,

swinging album from Brownie McGhee (“Brownie’s Blues") alongside a typically

raw, gritty set by his longtime partner, Sonny Terry (“Sonny’s Story"); a jazzy

set by Lonnie Johnson, with Hal “Cornbread” Singer along for the ride (“Blues

By Lonnie Johnson”); a delightfully swinging set from Willie Dixon, with Memphis
Slim in tow (“Willie’s Blues”); and a couple of albums that display the old-age

talents of a bevy of jazz and blues legends (“South Side Blues," a compilation

featuring Mama Yancey, Little Brother Montgomery and others; and "Alberta Hunter
with Lovie Austin's Blues Serenaders"). Particularly notable, however, are two
albums that perfectly display the talents of their leaders: “Odetta And The Blues”

and Memphis Slim’s “All Kinds Of Blues.” The first is a set by the woman without

a category — she's a jazzer, a folkie, a you-name-it. Here she’s singing the blues,

with excellent backing from pianist Dick Wellstood (who did the arrangements),

Buck Clayton, Vic Dickenson, and others. The Memphis Slim set is some of the

best music on record of that Paris resident. It is solo Slim and it highlights his

excellent, singing-in-your-ear vocal style, his raucous piano playing, and his often

obscene lyrics. Fantasy, by the way, informs me that they’ve got six new Art Pepper
albums slated: two never-before-released sessions from their vaults and four dates

the late altoist recorded originally for Artist’s House (three of them unreleased.)

A pat on their backs, too, while I’m at it.

had debuted AP NewsPower 1200 at the

National Association of Broadcasters in

Las Vegas. According to the AP, News-
Power 1200 will be delivered by satellite

to radio stations and will offer as little or

as much news as a station wants.

According to Jim Hood, deputy director

of broadcast services, “our existing broad-

cast wire runs at 66 words per minute and
has done so since the late ’60s. Since that

time the technology at our end of the wire

has far outstripped the technology at the

receiving end.” Roy Steinfort, AP vice

president and director of broadcast ser-

vicesclaimed, “the 1,200 word-per-minute

service will bring the strength and depen-
dability of the Associated Press to Amer-
ican broadcasters in a new and more
adaptable form.”

SWEET BASIL, N.Y. — Benny Carter has

had a career that stretches back to the

1920s: he worked with Fletcher Hender-

son, McKinney’s Cotton Pickers, and
Chick Webb; he started his own highly-

acclaimed big band in 1933; he has written

such standards as “When Lights Are Low;”

later he scored such television series’as

“M Squad,” and a number of motion
pictures. Most importantly, however,
Benny Carter — along with Johnny
Hodges — defined pre-Charlie Parker alto

saxophone. At age 76, Benny Carter’s alto

playing is unaffected by the years: his tone

is dry and sweet and his phrasing is

somewhat old-fashioned, it is punctuated

by sly whoopin’ glissandos. On a rare

recent visit from the west coast, Benny
Carter led a dandy little band — Kenny
Barron, piano; George Duvivier, bass;

Ronnie Bedford, drums — through a

week-long gig that gave everybody a

chance to shine. Playing alto and, less

frequently, trumpet — which retains the

sweet quality of his alto playing and has

a lovely vibrato — Benny shone this night

on a set of standards and originals.

The six-song set opened with "Green
Dolphin Street," Benny quickly displaying

his pre-war tone — which, like pre-war

buildings, is large, expansive and built to

last — and hjs youthful, smooth phrasing.

Kenny Barron dug his heels in for a pump-
ing, aggressive solo; Duvivier showed his

usual exquisite taste both in his firm

support and his melodic solo; Bedford,

who at times could be a little heavy-
handed, nailed things down. The tunes

followed: “Mean To Me," with a particu-

larly sinewy Barron and a catchy muted
trumpet solo from the leader; "Summer
Serenade,” a well-titled, pretty original;

Roy Acuff also

attended the press conference, while
Minnie Pearl (Mrs. Sarah Cannon) was a

featured speaker at a simultaneous news
conference in Oklahoma City. Acuff and
Mrs. Cannon are honorary co-chairper-

sons of the gala.

“It’s a privilege for the United States

Olympic Committee to recognize an out-

standing citizen such as Edward L. Gay-
lord,” said Dudley. "He represents all that

can be achieved within our great free

enterprise system, and he embodies those
very qualities of volunteerism that have
made the Olympic movement and this

country great.”

The award will be presented to Gaylord
at a black tie dinner and entertainment
party hosted by Opryland U.S. A. Inc. at

1,000 people are expected to attend,
including people from Oklahoma City,

Gaylord’s home, as well as former Olym-
pic athletes from Tennessee, cast

NASHVILLE — The results of the first ten

country markets in Arbitron’s Winter book
showed mixed numbers, with six cities

having an overall increase between .4 and

1.3 shares, while the remaining four
markets reported total losses between .2

and 1 .3 shares.

Boston and New York’s country
stations earned moderate gains, while

Washington improved greatly and Los
Angeles, San Diego and Detroit reported

mixed results with a total increase. The
only cities to go down at each of their

stations were San Jose and Philadelphia,

while Baltimore and Los Angeles showed
mixed results, but overall losses in shares.

While most cities showed a mixture of

increases and decreases in cume shares,

the two country stations in Philadelphia

both lost in the ratings race, however
WUSL still maintained a strong hold with

the second largest reported share to 5.0.

The number shows a drop of .8 shares

from the Fall ’83 book where it earned a

5.8 share. Neighboring station WFIL-AM
also lost shares of .5 to come in a distant

second with 2.0 shares, down from its

previous 2.5 mark.

The windy city Chicago, likewise

showed disappointing results. While its

four stations split on increased and de-

creased shares, the two radio stations in

the latter category showed larger losses

than the other two in gains. With a total

1.0 loss for the four stations, both WJEZ-
FM and WUSN-FM earned slight in-

creases of .1. WUSN-FM shortened the

distance from first to second place with

a 2.7 share, while WJEZ-FM remained in

last place with a 1 .8 rating. Showing more
dramatic changes in numbers was WMAQ
remaining in first place despite a drop of

.7 shares, taking it from 3.6 to 2.9. Also

reporting a loss was WJJD which moved
from second place Fall ranking with 2.9

shares to a third place 2.4 Winter rating.

Baltimore’s two stations reported dras-

tically different results to increase the gap
between WBMD and WPOC even further.

WBMD dropped more than half its total

shares to go from .8 to .3 in the Winter

book, while WPOC moved up .3 shares

to 6.7 to become the largest cume share

station in this survey.

On the west coast two of the three

markets showed increases of .5 to .9 total

shares in Los Angeles and San Diego,

while San Jose’s lone station slipped with

a .8 loss. KZLA-FM maintained its lead

in LA with a 2.4 share, up .5 from the Fall

book. Sister station KZLA-AM stayed the

same with a .3 cume share as did the city’s

other AM station, KLAC-AM, with a 1.6

share.

Further south KCBQ-FM jumped from
third to first place with a 1.0 gain to go
from 2.1 to 3.1. Its AM station also report-

ed a more moderate gain of .2 to keep
the San Diego station in second place with

a 2.4 share. Former first place station

KSON-FM showed a gain of .2, however,
it wasn’t enough to maintain its position,

earning a 2.7 share. Reporting the only
loss was KSON-AM which dropped even
further into last place from 1.7 to 1.4 in

the market.

On the east coast, Boston and New
York’s single stations both earned .4

increases. WBOS moved up from 1.0 to

1.4, while WHN in the Big Apple jumped
from 1.9 to 2.3. New York's only other
country station, WKHK recently switched
to WLTW (Light FM), an easy listening/

adult contemporary station.

In the nation’s capitol, WMZQ jumped
1.3 shares from 3.5 to 4.8 to maintain its

first place hold, while WPKX-FM dropped
.8 shares to move from 3.1 to 2.3 shares
and increase the gap between first and
second place.

Detroit’s three stations reported turna-

rounds in placements, with former first

place station WWWW dropping to second
place after a .4 loss to move to 3.1. WGXI-
FM also lost shares to go further into third

place as the result of a .2 loss to move
from 2.3 to 2.1 . Former third place station,

WGXI-AM took first place with a 1.1 share
increase, moving from 2.2 to 3.3. Last
week WWWW’s parent company, Sham-
rock Broadcasting, has entered into a

letter of agreement to purchase WGXI-AM
from Gene Autry’s wife, Ina. The deal will

give Shamrock an AM/FM combination.
WCXI-FM was sold to limited partnership

from Washingtom which includes Robert
Understein.

that all but forces those within earshot to move with the beat. The singing is limber,

as O’Bryan's lead vocal makes adroit octave changes, fronting the forceful tempo
with expertise. The full-blooded synthesizer mix on this single should also please
disco lovers. "Lovelite” is the first single from O’Bryan’s “Be My Lover” LP, and
it is in the top 30 on the Cash Box B/C Singles chart with a bullet. A 12” version

is also doing quite well on the 12” singles chart, where it debuted last week at

#23 and this week jumped to #14.

MELBA MOORE (Capitol B-5343)

Love Me Right (4:15) (Bush Burnin’ Music Inc. — ASCAP) (Paul Lawrence Jones

III) (Producer: Paul Jones III)

A strong disco rhythm and sensuous vocals make this new single an excellent

chart hopeful for the versatile actress/singer/songwriter Melba Moore. Moore's voice

really comes into flower on this cut, proving once again the durability of this re-

spected artist’s talent. "Love Me Right” is the second single from the “Never Say
Never” LP, and it was listed as the highest debuting single on the Cash Box B/

C singles chart last week. This is a definite dance club favorite, a song that

has enough movement in it to ride its bullet to the top of the charts. But there’s

more to Moore in this single than dance beats. With fine keyboard, guitar, (and

countless other intriguing instrumentals), this cut has a musical quality which
warrants close attention.

DUKE JUPITER (Morocco — 1736CF)
Little Lady (3:32) (Stone Diamond Music Corp. & Powerglide Music — BMI)
(Marshall James Styler) (Producer: Glen Kolotkin)

“Little Lady,” is Duke Jupiter’s first single from its premiere LP for Morocco
Records entitled “White Knuckle Ride.” The hard-edged rock sound is full-force

on this disk, and features a convincing and husky lead vocal. Strong guitar riffs

and a stiff percussion carry the intense rhythm of this cut making “Little Lady”
a first-rate rock dance tune from start to finish. This is goodtime rock 'n' roll at

its best, and rock radio listeners will without a doubt be getting plenty of Duke
Jupiter from their favorite stations in the immediate future.

Radio Satellite Technology Heads West

today’s radio market, ’’every station

should look seriously about having a

Satcom 1R terminal. The whole idea is to

create some standard in the industry,

where it's going to minimize the need for

everyone to have a different transmission

format and minimize total expense. A
station doesn't want to have seven anten-

nas in its back yard. They want to have

one and know that whenever they want
something it’s going to come that way.”

In the past, IDB's services have been
utilized by many facets of the radio in-

dustry. The company has four portable

selling uplinks that it keeps in regions

throughout the country. These uplinks

can be transported overseas for interna-

tional broadcasts as well. The key to the

whole operation is the high audio fidelity

provided for the station. Sudikoff used the

example of a Rick Dees broadcast from

the Super Bowl in Tampa for KIIS-FM in

Los Angeles. “You could not tell that Rick

was not sitting in the studio on mike,” he

explained, “we gave them a high fidelity

audio circuit right from Tampa.”
As for the west coast satellite earth

station, Sudikoff felt it satisfied a real need
of the industry. He remarked, "RCA doesn’t

have a digital audio station on the west
coast so they are using me to be that

center. It doesn’t make any sense for

Westwood One to go through New York,

because then they would have to make
two bounces through a satellite and there

is more chance for failure. We are now
the operational head end for Westwood
One and anyone else that RCA puts
through to the west coast.”

Sudikoff added, "the networks don’t

need anything from me regarding their

Satcom 1R system because they are in

New York and they can interphase directly

with RCA to get service. However if they
ever want to go out of New York to bring

a high quality audio signal in, that’s when
they would use me. In addition, if West-
wood One wants to do a concert in Duluth,

our truck will go to Duluth and beam it

back to the Culver City location. There
it will be commercially inserted, and final

production work will be done and then
it will go out live.”

The company president claimed that

IDB was “trying to stay ahead of what the

customer thinks he is going to need next.

When our people get there, they under-
stand the whole situation from the talent

to the engineer.” He felt that it was im-

portant to avoid doing what he felt the

phone company does by “handing you
two wires and expecting you to put a

signal on it, and expecting it to come out

the other end O K. We know that it just

doesn’t happen like that."

Both IDB and the state of digital satellite

audio transmission are in their relative

infancy. Technology will continue to

change and further change radio pro-

gramming. Sudikoff looks forward to

remaining in step with that changing
technology. He jokingly acknowledged
his frustration over the fact that, "I am
supposed to be invisible. If you notice

what I do then I have done something
wrong.” It is a situation he doesn't mind
and he eagerly awaits the future.

SOLO AFTER ALL THESE YEARS — Dennis Edwards definitely has style. On
the cover of his debut LP for Gordy, the former lead singer for the Temptations

(holding that position since 1968 when he filled in for the then-exciting David

Ruffin) credits not only the usual crew (Mom, Berry Gordy, etc.) but also "my
hairdresser, Judy Phillips of Headhunters Beauty Salon." Checking out the cover

of the album, “Don't Look Any Further,” Gordy’s best-selling effort so far in 1984,

one sees why Edwards would thank Ms. Phillips. Calm and poised he is, and with

the #1 single on the black charts, as he puts it, “I feel great. It’s my first solo

single release on Motown and I’m very happy about that.”

Edwards exudes a self-confident air while talking on the phone, but he admits

that he was both hesitant about em-
barking on a solo career, as well as

being surprised by his immediate suc-

cess. “Yeah, I’m a little surprised. After

leaving a legend, it’s a kinda' scary

feeling to go out there and come out

with an album . . . sort of like being

the new kid on the block.” In a way,
this is a second beginning for Edwards,
the first being back in 1968 when he

admitted that Ruffin had left him “big

shoes to fill” when he was asked to

be the first Temptations replacement
ever. "But not by myself, I have an even
more nervous feeling because I’m

leaving a legend, y’know. They say

you’re not a professional unless you’re

nervous,” he laughs, adding, “I still

love the guys very much. After being

with the group almost 17 years, you
get to love them. They gave me my break in the world, got me out of the ghetto.

Every time I’ll ever be on stage, the Temptations’ name is gonna come up .

Currently, he’s traveling coast to coast, promoting the LP on radio and TV and
talking to the press. "Well, I’m going to go on the road soon, I'm getting an act

together,” Edwards pointed out “but we’re on a promo tour now. I just did Soul

Train and sort of getting things ready for the next album.” But before a second
disc is put together, another single will be offered off the current album, referring

to the Lambert-penned tune. Another favorite of Edwards’ on the disc, but not

one to be released as a single, is the song ‘Let's Go Up,’ originally recorded by

Diana Ross. "The song is an inspiration, y’know, because the words are so

meaningful. It’s such a positive message. .

Speaking of inspiration, it’s not easy to talk with Edwards about his career without

the subject of his gospel beginnings coming up. “I started years ago in my father’s

church . . . that’s why I’m so comfortable on stage — I’ve very uncomfortable talking

to interviewers, but I’m very comfortable on stage.” Coming from a very religious

family and having originally sung only sacred music, how did he come to pursue

a more worldly career? "My main reason for switching is because of one of my
favorite artists in the world — Sam Cooke — when he switched over with 'You

Send Me,’ that left an opening for most of the gospel singers . . . because at first,

I thought that having a gift from God, my voice, I really felt that wow, I can’t

sing that. Then I found that I could serve God, sing what I sing, and be a relatively

good person. . Edwards adds that now that he has gone solo, “yes, I do want
to do a gospel album,” and points out that during his live shows he always closes

with a gospel number, "
‘Everything’s Going To Be Alright' . . .long as I got shoes

to put on my feet and food for my children to eat, long as I got a place for my
mother, a place for my sisters and my brothers, everything’s going to be alright. .

.’

"

Nowadays, who does he prefer listening to? “Oh, I like Teddy Pendergrass, I

like Luther — all the heavies. I like all the girls. Aretha’s probably my favorite

. . . I think she’s one of the greatest of all time,” Edwards states, bringing up the

fact that both he and Aretha Franklin hail from the same Detroit neighborhood
and gospel background. “In fact, her father’s church is right around the corner

from my father’s church in Detroit. Well, we had a storefront, y’know, they had
the church . . . but we all serve the same God.”

Brazil

Despite Brazil being on holiday, the

country has received a number of working
visits by overseas stars.

The year started with a visit by Jimmy
Cliff, his second tour of Brazil, which saw
his single “Reggae Night" (CBS) from the

album "The Power and the Glory" top the

Brazilian charts.

Cliff took advantage of his time in Brazil

to record a new video in support of his

latest single “We All Are One." The video

was produced and directed by one of

Brazil’s most talented directors, Tyzuka
Vamazaki, who was responsible for “Gai-

jin" and “Parahyba Mulher Macho.”
In Brazil, for purely promotional rea-

sons before Carnival, was Sheena Easton

(EMI). During her time in Rio, Easton met
the press and recorded a number of spots

for television and radio. Her only bit of

sightseeing was restricted to a helicopter

flight over the city. Easton was returning

to the U.S. through Rio after her success-
ful participation in the “Festival de Vinha
del Mar” which takes place in Chile each
year at this time. Easton told Cash Box
in Rio that the Chilean audience, which
was over 25,000 strong, was the most
friendly and responsive that she had ever

played for.

In general conversation, Easton be-
moaned the fact that today writers tend

to keep their best songs to perform them-
selves which makes the search for mate-
rial that much more difficult for per-

formers like Easton. Easton felt that

techno-pop was very much the music of

today and added that her next album
would be a dance album. Easton ex-
pressed her surprise at how danceable the

Brazilian music she had heard was, com-
menting that she thought the preference
would be for ballads.

world but not Europe which is a difficult

market to understand, with ever-changing
tastes.

Before Easton left Brazil, EMI confirmed
that she would go in to the studio in May
to cut an album in Spanish. The album
will include three new compositions by
Juan Carlos Calderon, who will also pro-

duce the album, and Spanish covers of

her biggest hits including “Telephone
(Long Distance Love Affair),” “Almost
Over You” and “We’ve Got Tonight,”
which she will sing in duet with Spain’s

Django. Her original duet with Kenny
Rogers brought Easton a goid disc in

Brazil.

New York pianist Steve Ross has made
a return visit to Brazil to play the plush
“150 Night Club” of the Maksoun Plaza

in Sao Paulo. It is his second visit to the

club and has established him as a firm

favorite with the Paulista night owls.

The most recent, and probably the most
surprised, visitor to Brazil was Capitol

recording artist Lillo Thomas who was
rushed to Brazil after a track from his 1983

album “Let Me Be Yours” took off locally

thanks to heavy air play in one of TV
Globo’s hugely popular soap operas.

WEA decided to expana their back
catalog with a new midprice series called

“Rock Story." The series has so far had

the Eagles, America, Buffalo Springfield

and Vanilla Fudge, as well as Jimi Hendrix

of quality. “We have several heavy metal

acts on the roster, but we don’t think

they're trend, they’re just good at what

they do. Trend-oriented acts are some-
thing we’re very careful about, because

by the time you sign an act and get it out,

the trend has changed.” Yet Grierson

added, “we’ve got a 12-inch coming out

called “Where’s The Beef,” and that’s

trendy, so we’ll step in there and take a

shot, but we’re not going to jump on
trends per se.”

In the case of funk and rap music, Lenny
Petze, vice president of A&R for Epic/

Portrait, noted that, “these kinds of re-

cords (12-inch) aren’t major commit-
ments.

of acts that break through is greater now
because we're just not signing that many."

As for the new bands that are being

signed, label representatives most often

noted visual projection as the most im-

portant aspect aside from overall high

quality in songwriting Petze remarked, “I

believe that many interesting bands are

surfacing now because of the influx of

video. It makes the band grow a lot faster

than they had to two or three years ago.

And it’s not enough to have a great record,

you have to really get people on their feet

with your live performance.”

Though the present climate for new
artists is tight, it is clear that all the labels

have a very keen ear to any new music.

One independent label owner noted that

the majors are reaching for new groups
that they wouldn’t have a few years ago
in order to get a jump on any competition.

And while New York and Los Angeles are

still the recognized centers for new music
groups, label representatives listed Bos-
ton, Detroit, Atlanta and Austin, Texas as

regional hotbeds for talent. As long as

small clubs and radio stations keep help-

ing to expose new bands, A&R people will

continue to seek such artists out in order

to lift them to national and international

success.

Konami Files Suit Against
Infringer Of ‘Track & Field
CHICAGO

Konami Industry Co., Ltd.

filed suit in Kentucky against Litsey Equip-

ment Co. and its owner, James Litsey, for

reportedly selling “counterfeit versions” of

Konami’s popular video game “Track &
Field.” On April 6, 1984, Konami’s attorneys,

accompanied by a U.S. Marshall, served a

temporary restraining order and writ of

seizure on Litsey, authorizing the search and

seizure of any counterfeit copies of “Track

& Field.”

According to one of Konami’s attorneys,

David Grace of Finley, Kumble, Wagner,

Heine, Underberg, Manley & Casey, the

lawsuit was the result of an undercover

investigation by Konami, a part of which in-

volved the purchase by a Konami investigator

of a counterfeit p.c. board from Litsey after

learning that Litsey had been advertising

counterfeit “Track & Field” conversion kits.

Based on the results of the investigation,

Konami’s attorneys persuaded a federal court

to issue an ex parte search and seizure order

and to seal the court records until the seizure

was completed.

Grace said, “The seizure netted complete

counterfeit video games, printed circuit

boards, graphics and business records.” One
of the distinguishing characteristics of the

seized counterfeit “Track & Field” games is

that they display the name “Hyper Olympic”

rather than “Track & Field” in the attract and

coin modes, he explained. Grace said that the

counterfeit p.c. boards were probably pro-

duced in Japan where “Track & Field” is sold

under the name “Hyper Olympic.”

According to another Konami attorney.

Curtis Porterfield, the Litsey seizure was part

of Konami’s nationwide effort to locate and

prosecute manufacturers, distributors and
operators of counterfeit Konami products.

Porterfield said, “Konami employs private

investigators nationwide to develop data on

suspected dealers and operators of counterfeit

Konami products. Konami then files lawsuits

based on the results of the investigations.” In

addition, Konami is cooperating with U.S.

Customs, the F.B.I., and local police in an

effort to have counterfeiters prosecuted
criminally.
