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RIAA Reports Sharp Rise
In Record And Tape Sales

NEW YORK — The dollar volume of U.S.

manufacturer net shipments of records

and prerecorded tapes rose 1 5 percent for

the first six months of 1984 and unit

shipments rose 18 percent over the same
period, according to the RIAA. Prere-

corded cassettes led the way with a 36
percent rise in dollar volume and a 45
percent rise in unit shipments over the first

half of '83. Singles showed a 2 percent

increase in units shipped with a steady

dollar volume, while albums stayed even
in units shipped and dropped off 6 percent

in retail dollars.

Duets Gain Popularity, Hold
Strong On Country Charts

By Brenna Davenport-Leigh

NASHVILLE — It’s not just Willie Nelson
who appears to be on a duet tangent these

days; one careful study of the country

charts should show the apparent popu-
larity of duets, not only over the country

airwaves, but in sales as well. Every major

label has one, often two, and the total of

duets on the country singles charts is now
up to 14, making that approximately one
out of seven charted records. The rise in

the number of duets to appear on the

charts has not come so much, however,
from established duos or partners. There
has been an increasing amount of teaming
two notable country artists together for

a single, and lately even album product,

creating a ready-made appeal factor for

the public as well as for the radio stations.

Over the past year this success has
been seen from such pairings as Merle
Haggard and Willie Nelson’s “Pancho and
Lefty,” Kenny Rogers and Dolly Ration’s

“Islands In The Stream,” and Nelson and
Julio Iglesias with ”To All The Girls I’ve

Loved Before.” Notably, the latter two

were also successful singles on the pop
charts, giving, perhaps, a better idea of

the public response to the duet idea. Even
with the crossover success, though,
country music has always seemed to have
fondness for duets from Mary Ford and
Les Paul to Loretta and Conway and
Tammy and George. Last week Barbara
Mandrell and Lee Greenwood took ”To
Me” to the number one position on the

Cash Box country singles chart, and there

are many other country twosomes which
have recently charted and are quickly

making their way toward the top. “Nobody
Loves Me Like You Do,” by Capitol’s Anne
Murray and singer/composer Dave Log-
gins is currently at #18 bullet on the Cash
Box country singles chart, and just

recently Ray Charles and B.J. Thomas
had a Top 20 hit with “Rock And Roll

Shoes” on Columbia. ”lt’s A Be Together
Night,” by Viva’s successful duo of Frizzell

and West is at #33 bullet, while Moe Bandy
and Joe Stampley are at #46 bullet with

“The Boys’ Night Out” on Columbia. Also

This last

week has seen two such parties sweep through Hollywood and Beverly Hills, the

most illustrious of which was the premiere of Paul McCartney’s Give My Regards

To Broad Street. The ex-Beatle has not made an extensive publicity tour in over

a decade and has not appeared in a major film since the Beatles Let It Be. As

you guessed, the gathering which McCartney and wife Linda hosted at the Bistro

in B.H. was the most la-dee-da affair to celebrate music and film since the Purple

Rain gala. While the film got less than rave reviews, the pre-film party was hailed

as an industry event. In the same vein,

and making about as much sense, was
the Talking Heads’ debut feature

length film premiere. Stop Making
Sense was played to a packed house
at the Palace and this gathering also

brought out many Hollywood stars. A
bit more music-oriented than the

McCartney “event,” the crowd at the

Palace included Mo Ostin, all the

Heads, Belinda Carlisle, Drew Barry-

more, Buck Henry, Mark Mothers-
baugh, John Doe and Billy Zoom from
X and Irving Azoff. While the box office

and record sales receipts have yet to

establish either project as successful,

it is obvious by the turnouts at both

premieres that Hollywood appreciates

this renaissance in gala events.

THE BOSS IS BACK IN TOWN — In the midst of an explosive year-long tour

and just back from two rave concerts in the Bay Area, Bruce Springsteen has

(finally!) brought his show to L.A. After selling out the seven performances at

the Los Angeles Sports Arena in just hours, you can bet this city is ready for

Springsteen and his illustrious band, which includes Clarence Clemons on sax

and guitarist Nils Lofgren. The seven shows include a Halloween night concert

which should blow the roof off of the Arena.

JAZZ GETS LOUDER — The FCC recently granted KKGO (our all-jazz station)

permission to install a powerful two-bay, circular antenna on Mt. Wilson. KKGO
president/general manager Saul Levine noted that the antenna, along with a new
30,000-watt broadcast transmitter, will allow the station’s signal to reach southern

California’s listeners more effectively by correcting the overshoot problem
encountered by stations with antennas on Mt. Wilson. The new system will be

in operation before the end of the year.

SONNY RETURNS — Nigeria’s dynamic afro-pop star Sonny Okosun is returning

to the U.S. for a coast-to-coast tour which will begin in late October in New York.

The 18-city tour will be highlighted by Shanachie Records’ release of Okosun’s
12-inch remix of the cut “Highlife” taken from the “Liberation” LP. Okosun will

again be accompanied by his 15-member Ozzidi band and should provide more
of the electrifying shows that have spearheaded the recent African invasion.

NEW RELEASES — A lot of new material from some local bands includes Los
Lobos latest “How Will The Wolf Survive” which will also have the title track video

debuting on MTV this week from Slash/Warners. From Enigma, new LPs include

the debut from the acclaimed Leaving Trains entitled “Well Down Blue Highway,”

the Suburbia soundtrack with cuts from TSOL, The Vandals and Alex Gibson,

and a four-song LP from Kendra Smith, David Roback and Keith Mitchell. Formerly

called Clay Allision, the group’s Smith was with Dream Syndicate and Roback
formerly with Rain Parade.

NEW F/1CES TO V\MTCH
Andrew Ridgeley and George Mi-

chaels, otherwise known as Columbia
recording artist Wham!, met almost 10
years ago when they were at school
together in the North London suburb
of Watford. “George was a late arrival

at school and he was sort of put in

my charge, and one of the immediate
similarities was that we both enjoyed

music — specifically Elton John,” said

Ridgeley. They had both just purchased
copies of “Goodbye Yellow Brick

Road” at the time, which they went
through together, track by track, they

said, during geography class. Music
became a bond between them. It was
only fitting that they should one day
write and record their own music
together. Ten years down the line, the

two have made music their lives and
their livelihood, their most recent

single “Freedom” for Columbia Re-
cords having gone #1 on the British

pop charts and “Wake Me Up Before
You Go-Go” positioned at #6 this week
on the Cash Box Top 100 singles. The
success is growing, and 1984 marks
a landmark year for the duo. Wham! is

only just beginning to experience the

kind of success in America that it’s

enjoyed in the U.K. since the 1982
splash with “Wham Rap,” a hard-edged
rap funk tune and its accompanying
video that gave Michaels and Ridgeley
a tough, streetwise image with the

British teens, an image that crossed
the Atlantic as well. Next came tunes

called “Young Guns” and “Bad Boys,”

which did nothing if not cement that

street punk mystique. But the tough
image was not what either Ridgeley or

Michaels had originally intended for

themselves, in either their looks or

their music, though it had become their

public identity. “I really don’t like “Bad

Wham!
Boys” in retrospect,” said George, “I

wasn’t that keen on it at the time, but

in retrospect I really don’t like it at all

and I think that was the point at which
I realized I was writing for the public

in the sense that I was letting the image
influence the writing, in other words
I had to write a song to match up with

some kind of rebellious aspect which
detracted from the music, I thought.”

After some serious consideration.

Wham! decided to chuck its “Bad Boy”
image altogether and concentrate on
the music, which has always been its

integral focus. With that concentration

came both a change in music and an
absolute break with the tough-guy
mode which they describe as a definite

image, whereas now they are more
relaxed. The music has become more
melodic— less rhythmic, more musical,

with a rich vocal style and a light pop
sound. It is the music that Michaels

and Ridgeley enjoy, and it is the music
that new audiences are catching onto,

with an accent on America.

E4ST CCMSTINGS
JETT SET — Joan Jett and the Blackhearts are back with their intriguingly titled

album “Glorious Results of a Misspent Youth.” But there’s nothing intriguing about
the album apart from Jett’s thunderously raw brand of rock and roll. A slight

departure is found, however, in the ’60s-ish “I Need Someone,” which has a ballad

intro and then triumphantly powers its way to a typically Blackheart-felt finish.

The album is a reflection of what the fans think, according to Jett. “We get a

lot of mail and we try our best to read it all,” she says. “A lot of the inspiration

tor the songs on this record came out of reading what people had to say in their

letters and how it made me feel.”

Besides “I Need Someone,” the album features the single “Cherry Bomb,” a

song originally done by Jett when she was with the Runaways. The rock stand-

ard “New Orleans” is also featured, with Gary U.S. Bonds adding vocals on the

tune’s choruses.

Jett formed the Runaways at 15 and
guided the first all-girl rock and roll

band through four tumultuous years.

When the group finally broke up, Jett

formed the Blackhearts with bassist

Gary Ryan, drummer Lee Crystal and
guitarist Ricky Byrd. When no record

company wanted to sign them, Jett

formed her own Blackheart label, and
they put the record out themselves.

That first album, “Bad Reputation,”

sold 22,000 copies in four weeks as an
import. The band amassed a large

following through the record and non-
stop touring, but major label execs
were still not impressed until Neil

Bogart and Irv Biegel signed them to

their new Boardwalk Records. In the

next several years the Blackhearts
produced several hits, including “Bad Reputation,” “Do You Wanna Touch Me,”
“I Love Rock and Roll,” “Fake Friends” and “Crimson and Clover.” More touring

and the band’s now-international reputation resulted in their third LP “Album”
(their first for MCA) going gold upon release. With the new album, Jett again
proves she’s cruising at high altitude toward that sonic barrier which, in female
rock and roll, separates the men from the boys.

QUEEN-LY GESTURE — Queen announced in South Africa two weeks ago that

it is donating all of its artist and publishing royalties from sales there of its gold-

selling album “Queen Live” to a school for deaf and deaf/blind children in

Bophuthatswanaland. The Kutiwamong school in Rustenberg cares for nearly 300
deaf and deaf/blind children of Tswana nationality between the ages of 3 and

19 years and through its work enables these handicapped youths to lead an active

adult life. The gesture by the group comes toward the end of a sold-out season
by the group at Sun City in the Republic of Bophuthatswanaland, an independent
homeland of South Africa. It was made as the group’s way of commemorating
its first visit to South Africa with a positive contribution to the host country.

According to business manager Jim Beach, “The Kutlawong School is a wonderful
venture enabling some handicapped Tswanas to lead a more normal life, and we
hope this gift will help the school to continue to thrive.”

DURAN DURAN ON THE TUBE — MTV will present the world premiere of Duran
Duran’s Blue Silver Tuesday, November 6, at 10 p.m. The 57-minute documentary
chronicles the group’s 1984 U.S. tour. The film takes a personal look at each band
member, both on stage and off and integrates live performance footage of the

band with interviews, scenes of the group rehearsing and footage of “comical
situations” they experienced on the road. Statistical data and information pertaining

to specific events documented are shown on screen with corresponding footage,

thus lending additional insight into the

event, according to MTV. Songs in-

cluded are “Is There Something I

Should Know,” “The Reflex,” “Hungry
Like The Wolf,” “Rio” and others.

MADAM MALCOLM — If disco ver-

sions of opera classics are your thing

(and aren’t they everybody’s), then
Malcolm McLaren’s new 12-inch from
Island is for you. Even if this doesn’t

sound appealing you might find it a

surprisingly listenable experiment.
McLaren’s new record is an adaptation

of the aria from Puccini’s opera Madam
Butterfly. In the artist’s own words, he
is marrying R&B and Puccini.” (I didn’t

even know they were engaged.) “Ma-
dam Butterfly,” it says here, is not the

first dialectic musical marriage McLar-
en has created. On his “Duck Rock”
(ahem) LP, the dance hit “Buffalo Gals” merged hip-hop rapping with square dance
chanting for a “unique blend.” McLaren feels that "rock, per se, is a worn cliche

and that opera embodies passion and emotion” (no argument).
“ ’Madam Butterfly’

is romantic and dreamy.” he says, “as opposed to the harsh flash and chrome
that has dominated up until now. When listening to 'Madam Butterfly’ I envision

women sitting around with velvet robes of old draperies wrapped around them
as opposed to the current austere styles of clothing.” The image of women in

old draperies is of course a serious temptation, but McLaren’s production techniques
are the real sell. For the recording of ‘Madam Butterfly’ McLaren utilized, in addition

to featured opera singers Betty Ann White and Deborah Cole, the vocal talents

of the engineers, the cleaners from the studio and the kids off the street. “By
fusing the world’s most popular operas with rhythm and blues and rock,” quoth
Malcolm, “I believe this helps close the generation gap.” Puccini would have been
proud. rusty cutchin

in home computer software distribution will be discussed at the NARM Rack Jobbers
Conference by Dr. Egil Juliussen, Ph.D., chairman of Future Computing. The
conference will be held at La Posada, in Scottsdale, AZ from Oct. 29 to 31, and
will be followed immediately by the One Stop Conference on Oct. 31 to Nov. 2.

"Mass merchants are certainly playing a major role, particularly through rack

jobbers,” according to Dr. Juliussen. “Rack jobbers have risen dramatically in less

than two years to become a major force in home computer distribution.” During
his presentation, entitled “Selling Home Computer Software: The Role of the Mass
Merchants,” Dr. Juliussen will point out that during the next few years the biggest

challenge to mass merchandisers of

home computer software will be the

shift away from games toward home
productivity and educational software.

But while consumers may need more
support, they have already become
more sophisticated, and the software

itself is becoming easier to use. Dr.

Juliussen will also provide an overview

of the home computer industry and its

future, based on interviews of 8,000

consumers. “We found that 10 percent

of households owned a personal
computer, and six percent are planning

to buy one next year. And, without

question, they are planning to buy
software.” A former senior member of

the Texas Instruments technical staff.

Dr. Juliussen co-founded Future Com-
puting in 1980. Today, the firm is said

to be the largest supplier of subscription-based information services to personal

computer industry companies.

Silvercup, though it stands in . . .

another borough ... is a logical and
convenient choice. The four-and-a-half

acre complex is literally wrapped in the

59th St. Bridge in Long Island City, just

the other side of the East River. They offer

— on site — a lumber yard, a paint store

and a lighting and grip equipment depart-

ment. No waiting for deliveries. In-house

production and marketing staffs are

available for consultation on any type of

job. The facility has ample parking, as well

as drive-on capability for trucks, tech-

vans and autos. Each sound stage (there

are nine of them) is on street level. Suites

of deluxe dressing and makeup rooms are

offered. The complex is accessible via

subway, car, bus or tram. But you have
to look for it.

Many have. With a list of music video

credentials to keep MTV busy around the

clock, Silvercup’s giant stages have
housed the productions of Scandal’s “The
Warrior,” Missing Persons’ “Right Now,”
Hall & Oates’ “Adult Education” and Bon

Jovi’s “Runaway.” “Saturday Night Live”

produced one of its famed filmed seg-
ments, “Needleman” there. The studio’s

production arm, Silvercup Entertainment
Ltd., produced and funded a dance
trilogy, “Alibi” there.

The studio had already made a name
for itself in film production before actively

seeking the video market. It had made
history by simulataneously housing the

interior shoots for both Sidney Lumet’s
“Garbo Talks” and “Catholic Boys,”
starring Donald Sutherland, before dupli-

cating the feat with “The Warrior” and
“Right Now.” The interiors for Woody
Allen’s most recent movies, “Broadway
Danny Rose” and “The Purple Rose Of
Cairo” were shot at Silvercup. But you
have to look for it.

Back inside, the carpenters are pound-
ing away. A set for the Isley Brothers’ new
video is also being constructed. They will

be in and out before Joel arrives. When
he does, Silvercup will be ready for him.

COMEDY CLIP — Is there a law or something that says good acting and video
music don’t mix? Is that why it’s so scarce? The era of the “video act” has arrived,

but where are they? Well, one such performer is Julie Brown, a pint-sized singer/
writer/actress who also plays and writes her own music. The emphasis is on comedy,
and with such classic tunes as “I Like ’Em Big and Stupid” and “The Homecoming
Queen’s Got A Gun” under her belt, Julie Brown and producer/cowriter/fellow

actor and husband Terrence McNally have shaken the music video medium with

a wrenching belly laugh. The big surprise is that the combination of quality acting,

rock’n’roll and video is not only possible, it’s important (we were beginning to

wonder) and that these performances don’t have to be so serious (acting in music
videos, you may have noticed, tends to be very serious, when and if it occurs
at all), they can also be fun. But there is nothing funny about rock’n’roll! Well,

one look at Julie Brown’s The Homecoming Queen's Got A Gun video will prove
that wrong. “I called up my actor

friends,” said Brown, “and I asked
them to come down and just do this

one thing and they said ‘sure great.’

One of the things that has always
bothered me about rock videos are

these idiotic performances by people
who don’t have any right to be up there!

I mean, the girlfriends of the band are

up there and it’s so obvious.” The
performance element in Brown’s video

is the key to its visual success — there

is nothing electronic about its appeal.

Beyond the glib lyrics of a song that

is funny enough without a video, it is

the individual performances that gave

as it is iistenabie, Juiie Brown is stroming Brown’s intention, having taken a large
the videowaves with her own brand of part in casting the clip, was to fill the
comic rock video. most minute roles with experienced
actors. “I wanted to get wonderful people in there to do even the small things

because even the way they react, actors will do it better than nonperformers. Every

time I’ve used a nonperformer for something I’ve always regretted it. It’s never

what it’s supposed to be — the commitment isn’t quite there.” Brown and McNally
estimate that 20 or so of the faces that appear in the video belong to SAG and
AFTRA actors. The main face is Brown’s, who plays both the pistol-wielding

homecoming queen and the narrator of the clip. Both roles are exceptionally well

acted, especially for a rock vocalist, but given Brown’s American Conservatory
Theatre training and the two years she spent as the only regular on Evening at

the Improv, this comes as no surprise. After writing and performing her own comedy
material with her then partner(and current cowriter) Charlie Coffey, in the team
of Coffey and Brown, Brown returned to her native Los Angeles to continue her

comedy career. In L.A. she found that most of the venues were heavily wrapped
up in The Tonight Show constraints of line after line stand-up deliveries, a format

Brown found very confining. “I was always frustrated doing straight stand-up,”

said Brown, “until one day I thought ‘I can’t do this anymore — I hate this so
much.’ ” It was then that “Valley Girls” was breaking, a song which involved most
of the elements that Brown relates to best — comedy, acting and music. “When
‘Valley Girls’ came out people kept saying ’Oh, you should have done that song!,’

and 1 thought, ‘Yeah, I should have done something like that,’ and then I realized,

well, why not? I can still do it.” That was also around the time Brown met McNally
(also an ACT alumnus), who was then toying with the idea of producing. Before

long, the two had set up their own small record company. Bullets Records, and
had a thousand records sitting in their closet. “When I met Terrence I said ‘I want
to do these things” and he said O.K. great. I’ll produce them.’ But he had a higher

standard in mind than I did.” Through a series of fortunate circumstances, the

12-inch they made together began to gain considerable airplay, first with “I Like

’Em Big and Stupid,” and then with “The Homecoming Queen’s Got A Gun.” The
tunes were making it, not just for their comedy, “novelty” aspects, but for the

music, which is basic, bare bones doo-wop rock’n’roll. “We didn’t go about it like

the usual stand-up comic putting a little music in the act,” said McNally, “what

usually happens is that the music ends up as a kind of afterthought to the comedy,
and I thought that as long as we were getting into music — which is something
we’ve both loved since we were little kids, I wanted to make really good music

too.” Make no mistake about it. Brown and McNally are as serious about making

the music work as they are about the performances that go into the videos, there

is a complete fusion here of all facets of entertainment, which is exactly the kind

of thing that a true video act is all about; it must be as audible as it is visual,

and these are Julie Brown’s strongest points (she sings and plays keyboards aside

from her acting talent). Brown feels that her act is ripe for the video medium,

particularly with its use of comedy. “I think we are some of the first people to

really exploit comedy in a rock video and I think it’ll catch on a lot more. Record

companies seem to be the slowest in getting into it. The film companies on the

other hand are really excited.” Brown and McNally have been approached by several

film companies, and film seems to be the next step in what has been a Cinderella-

like rise in less than a year’s time. Meanwhile, The Homecoming Queen's Got
A Gun made its public debut at Revolver in Los Angeles October 14, with a national

airdate of Nov. 2 on ABC Rocks. It is also slated to air soon on Goodnight L.A.

and has been included among Showtime’s November video music roster. The video

was directed by Tom Daley, whose cinematic expertise adds much to the vitality

of the clip. Editing was performed at ByVideo in Sunnyvale, CA. The latest news
is that the video made finals in nine catagories at St. Tropez. The LP “Goddess
In Progress” is available on Rhino Records.

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RADIO CALL LETTERS CHANGES INCREASED BY FORTY PERCENT — The
changing of radio station call letters Is on a significant rise, according to Maurie
Webster, president of the Radio Information Center, which has just published the

latest Encyclopedia of Call Letter Changes. The new publication indicates there

was a 40 percent increase in call letter changes during the year from October
1983 through September 1984, as compared to the same period for the previous

year. Webster goes on to say, “During the earlier year, 405 stations changed their

call letters, but in the later part of the year there were 567 switches. This averages

about 1 1 changes of call letters each week.” The recent action by the FCC, relaxing

the regulations for call letter changes is one reason for the acceleration in

applications, however the basic desire

to change call letters, especially when
the station format changes, seems to

be increasing despite the considerable
time required to establish new call

THE PASSING OF AN ERA — When Alberta Hunter died last week at the age
of 89, another great era in American music passed into the history books. I know
that sounds dramatic — and it’s the type of thing that’s said too often about too
many people — but, in this case, it’s true.

Alberta Hunter was a living link to a very special time in the history of American
music. She made her first recordings in 1921 — at the very birth of recorded black
music — and was a major star in the 1920s. She wrote Bessie Smith’s first hit,

“Down Hearted Blues,” and worked with Louis Armstrong, King Oliver, Sidney
Bechet and many other immortals (a word I use advisedly). Although, thanks to

“Down Hearted Blues,” Alberta Hunter was frequently tagged a “blues singer,”

she was really, as she put it to me a

-few years ago, just “Alberta, singer of

songs.” She worked at such nightspots

as Chicago’s Dreamland and Panama
Cafe, New York’s Apollo Theatre,
Paris’ Bricktop’s and Casino de Paris,

where she replaced Josephine Baker.

She was a star of cabaret — singing

throughout Europe in a number of

languages — and theatre, playing

opposite Paul Robeson in the London
production of Show Boat.

When Alberta Hunter sat and talked

about W.C. Handy, Al Jolson and
Sophie Tucker, or any of the other

people she knew well back in the old

days, her eyes got bright and she'd

squeeze your arm and drag you back
60 or 70 years. And when she sang —
with a full voice that lasted until the

end — she did it with power and emotion.
Alberta Hunter’s story has a large melodramatic segment that was well-publicized

some years back. In the early '50s she left the stage to care for her sick mother.
After her mother died, she went to work as a scrub nurse, lying about her age
by 12 years. For 20 years she diligently worked at Goldwater Hospital in New
York, until she reached the mandatory retirement age of 70. Or so they thought.

At the age of 82, Alberta Hunter came back to music. For the next seven years

she performed, usually at New York’s Cookery, and recorded for Columbia Records.
She granted interviews graciously, showed no let-up in energy and regaled in

her comeback. Yet, she always said, she would’ve been content to continue working
as a nurse.

When Eubie Blake died, at the incredible age of 100, the last living link to the

years before jazz — the ragtime era — died. With the passings of Mabel Mercer
and Bricktop and now Alberta Hunter, the last living links to the grand years of

cabaret and, in Hunter’s case, to the blues tradition of such female singers as

Ma Rainey, Bessie Smith and Trixie Smith dies. Ironically, that era was just brought
very much to life in “Ma Rainey’s Black Bottom.” But that’s just the theatre. Alberta

Hunter was the real stuff.

Jazz is very fortunate, it came along at the right time. The history of jazz closely

parallels the history of the phonograph, so we have proof of the early jazz players'

abilities. An improvisatory music, without the phonograph jazz would have just

faded into the mist. And since both jazz and the phonograph are largely of this

century, we have had in our midst, until the passing of Eubie Blake, representatives

from every one of the music’s innovations — from ragtime to harmolodic funk.

But very, very quickly, these people are leaving us. Men like Wild Bill Davison,

Benny Carter, Roy Eldridge, Benny Goodman and a handful of others are national

treasures. They are the Swing Era and the glory years of Chicago or Harlem.

The beboppers — those wild-eyed revolutionaries of the '40s — are gray-haired

and paunchy. Their stories, their connections with the past, are getting dimmer.
And one day, like everything else, they’ll be gone from our midst. It won’t just

be an individual person who dies, it will be the living proof of our musical past,

just like Fred Astaire and Cary Grant and James Cagney are our living thread

to the Golden Era of Hollywood. One day, like the silent screen greats, they will

just be flickers. Fortunately we seem to be aware of this now and oral history

programs are proliferating.

So goodbye Alberta Hunter. Goodbye Bricktop’s and the Casino de Paris and
the Dreamland Cafe. Goodbye to a wonderful era that will, of course, never die.

PAT MARTINO — One of the most welcome events of the New York jazz season
occured a couple of weeks back at the Bottom Line. Pat Martino, one of the finest

electric guitarists to come up in the ’60s, returned to the stage after a lengthy

absence. Martino had suffered an aneurysm a few years back and had been rumored,

on a number of occasions, to be at death’s door. Certainly it didn’t look like he

would ever return to playing.

Well, Martino snuck into New York as an opening act at the Bottom Line. And
though he looked rather gaunt and was backed by a fairly indistinguished fusion

band, Martino’s playing was superb — fluent, fluid, occasionally searing. His

reappearance is a major jazz event.

BOPPING AROUND — The N.Y. musician’s union has inaugurated the Jazz

Musicians Foundation of Local 802, to “increase public awareness of this great

music, both traditional and innovative” and “provide educational and performance

opportunities for young and relatively unknown jazz artists.” Sounds like a worthy

idea! . . .

TRAILBLAZING, PART 3 — Product, promotion, publicity, profits. Not as simple

to achieve as to read, but if the first three are handled expertly, the fourth falls

right into step. Our story this week deals with the second aspect and a new company
so confident and successful that its business objective provides the company’s
title. Pro Motion was formed a year ago by Brad LeBeau and Joe Giaco, and
in that time the two have become known as the top independent promotion men
on the dance and R&B scene. The company’s client roster reads like a who’s who
of established and up-and-coming crossover artists. Hall & Oates, Duran Duran,

Evelyn “Champagne” King and Joan Jett are currently utilizing Pro Motion’s services

as insurance in the dance club and AOR markets. The firm’s marketing clients

include Spandau Ballet, O’Bryan,

“Two weeks ago we
had three urban contemporary stations

and two pop stations and now we’re

dealing with one urban and three top

40/CHR formats (in the New York
area),’’ says Giaco, “As a result there

is more of a need than ever for retail

research, as the consumer is the

biggest and most important barometer
for proving a record a hit. Radio
doesn’t pick the hits . . . the consumer
does. By tracking sales reports from
over 500-plus national accounts— 125

in New York alone— radio and selected

trade outlets, we can build a most
comprehensive and accurate picture.”

as major and indie labels have been

give them to pop radio and the clubs

feel slighted. So part of the campaign
on the Duran Duran single was to put

up 200 cassettes and send it out to all

chart reporters and record pools and
they started talking about it. Whether
they could play it at all on a cassette

at that point was not the point. Some
would, most won’t. But at least they

got it before radio.”

LeBeau and Giaco know whereof
they speak. Their success in helping

discs sprint to the dance chart peak
stems from solid backgrounds with the

business and with the people. LeBeau
logged five number one records on the

dance charts as vice president of

Musico before forming Pro Motion
with Giaco. Before that he was national

discouraged by the lack of success in selling 12-inch music and in some cases
we’ve found that these stores and record labels were never properly set up to

merchandise such product.”

Pro Motion’s computerized facilities and professional approach have gone a long

way toward establishing the young company’s credibility in the on-again-off-again-

on-again dance music market and with major label accounts. “This business of

record promotion is more than just mailing records,” says LeBeau. “There’s a great

deal of follow-up involved. A record company’s interest in a firm such as ours
is obvious, but if a (separate) client doesn’t want their record to get lost in the

shuffle,” he adds, alluding to Pro Motion’s producer/manager clients, which include

Arthur Baker, John “Jellybean” Benitez, Tommy Mottola and Kenny Laguna, “we
can apply the same promotional techniques to suit their needs.”

For LeBeau. the idea of consumers as the dictators of a record's success is

a simple fact of life. “You have to get the buzz going,” he says, “on the street,

in the clubs, in the stores, getting the programmers talking about it. You have
an act and the record’s starting to happen — they start appearing live, that’s really

the best promotional tool, the band. Now on the dance/R&B level, there are so
many records coming out that good records that aren’t promoted are gone and
fair records that are promoted can surpass good records if the proper campaign
is done. It’s important to me to run a campaign with a record. For example the

new Duran Duran will probably be a most accessible record on all fronts: black,

white, gay, straight — everyone will like the new Duran Duran. So what we did

to get the vibe out before the record was released to pop radio, as all pop records
are and then to the clubs, we said, ‘Let’s give the clubs this record first.’ Let’s

put it back in the clubs. Clubs can break some groups, but now record companies
take pop groups and they immediately

promotion director for Ze Records and east coast promotion director for Tom
Hayden and Associates. After starting his own company. LeBeau jumped on New
Edition’s “Candy Girl” and George Clinton’s “Atomic Dog,” which both subsequently

became number one R&B hits. He has also been a DJ at Manhattan's Xenon. “I’m

sympathetic to the plight of the dance club DJ in terms of the amount of product

coming out,” he says. Giaco handled independent A&R/promotion at Columbia
Records and Epic, where he worked the Clash’s “Rock the Casbah” and Culture

Club’s “Do You Really Want to Hurt Me,” along with other hits. Before that he
handled independent A&R/promotion for Venture records. He began his career

at New York’s WBLS as a member of its urban contemporary programming staff.

LeBeau and Giaco plan on leading their company into national R&B promotion
and possibly artist management. They appear to be a company heading for a major

role in the national music environment.

The success of duets is not just coming
from the partnership of two independent

country artists, however, the traditional

duos are still around and just as popular

as ever, if not, in fact, more popular as

seen by the meteoric rise of the mother-

daughter duo The Judds.

Four singles currently climbing the

charts are from established duet acts.

“World Greatest Lover” by The Bellamy
Brothers is at #25 bullet on Cash Box’s

singles charts, with The Judds’ “Why Not
Me” rising closely at #27 bullet and
Mercury act The Kendalls’ latest release

“I’d Dance Every Dance With You” is also

a strong new entry.

A perhaps unexpected duo to appear
on the country charts, though, is The

Anderle noted, “The primary function I

have is the development of music and
soundtracks for A&M films. Yet I will also

scout out other films for possible sound-
tracks on non-A&M productions and try

to get as many A&M artists and Almo/
Irving writers as possible on other pro-
ductions. Another thing that I will try to

do is to establish a better working
relationship between labels in terms of

sharing artists.”

While this sort of position has been
cropping up more frequently within
record companies, the A&M situation is

in many ways unique, especially consid-
ering the clout that the film division will

have. Anderle explained, “The films
division is primarily a development division

and we ally ourselves with a film produc-
tion studio. On all of these projects, A&M
assumes the role of executive producer.
The advantage is that there are many
studios which have no music division and
we can effectively operate as music
supervisors. These will be our films, but
they will be distributed by major film

studios.”

“I think you are seeing a situation right

now where more and more people are
coming out of A&R and attaching them-
selves to film mainly because the concept
of the soundtrack as a real record has
firmly established itself and will only
continue growing.”

AMOA Expo "84 will be history by the

time this column makes print, however,

as Cash Box went to press the conven-

tion was just getting started at the

Hyatt Regency in Chicago. Advance
registration was about 5400 on October

17, when we had our final pre-conven-

tion conversation with executive veepee

Leo Droste, and he told us that many
requests had been made after the cut-off

date so there will most likely be a lot of

traffic at the registration desk — which

is normally the case, with or without a

heavy advance figure. What kind of to-

tal attendance will Expo draw?
