Increasing Number Of Music Books On Retailer’s Shelves

back edition, listed at $17.95, offers an
impressively thorough overview of folk

and country figures through over 600
biographical entries from A to Z including

select discographies.

The book, which is a wonderful source
for country music historians, the music
industry, and dedicated fans, also gives

a complete listing of the awards from the

Country Music Association, Grammy,
Academy of Country & Western Music,

Recording Industry Gold & Platinum
Listings, Nashville Songwriters and Coun-
try Music Hall of Fame Members along

with 56 pages of black-and-white photos.

This impressive work is published by St.

Martin’s Press.

With its focus on recorded country

music, The Best of Country Music by John
Morthland gives a critical and historical

guide of country albums through
various styles and periods. The 750
albums included, both current and out-

Ochs’ Archives Sets The Record Straight

LOS ANGELES — Michael Ochs sat back
in the Venice, California home that has

served as the home of his Rock Archives

for the past several years. The sounds of

Joe Liggins and The Honeydrippers (the

original ones!) are playing softly on the

stereo. In front of him lies the 400-plus

page compilation of unique, rare and
often humorous photographs that docu-
ment the reason today’s music is popular.

Entitled simply Rock Archives, it repres-

ents Michael Ochs’ conscientious effort

to finally expose the many unsung heroes

of rock and roll.

What originally began as a desire to find

a record he had during his childhood
("actually I got busted for stealing it when
I was a kid”), Ochs has turned his hobby
into a business, but one he maintains, he’s

still in for the fun of it. “I don’t want to

just play Big Joe Turner. I want to know
who Big Joe Turner is,” he stated.

While Ochs was director of Columbia
Records west coast publicity office he

began collecting everything from out-of-

print-albums to sheet music, photos and
biographies. His home is a virtual library

of rock and roll memorabilia that encom-
passes every inch of available wall and
floor space. Among the hundreds of

thousands of items, Ochs claims his

favorite one is, "the most recent thing I

got.”

No stranger to music, Ochs managed
the career of his brother Phil during the

late 60s until taking the job at Columbia.
He subsequently took jobs at Shelter and
ABC Records, always in the publicity

department. To this day, Ochs is an active

consultant for film scores and often

Majors Open ’85 With LPs
From Fogerty, Collins and dagger

LOS ANGELES — While most major
artists released their latest albums in time

for the heavy Christmas sales period,

January and February will still see long-

awaited studio releases from John Fogerty,

Phil Collins, David Lee Roth. Mick dagger,

Van Morrison and others.

Presley Tributes Fill The Air

On Cable During January
by Rusty Cutchin

NEW YORK — It Fs pure speculation to

suggest what kind of shape Elvis Presley

would be in had he lived to see his 50th

birthday this week, but “the King” would
no doubt be proud of the quality contained
in the flood of images, both aural and
visual, available to fans during this month-
long salute to the singer by RCA, Home
Box Office and Showtime.
RCA, Elvis’ record company for 21 of

his 23 recording years, released its

seminal set of recordings last October to

commemorate the upcoming anniversary.

Included were a six-record set, “Elvis —
A Golden Celebration.” which included 59
previously unreleased recordings and
interviews and which, despite its size and
collector orientation, has been doing
good business in stores and “Rocker,” a

compilation of Elvis’ finest rock perfor-

mances mostly from 1956. Both sets

present an artist at his youthful peak,

when the influences of rhythm and blues

and country were more important than

those of movies and Vegas. The albums
further represent a source of much of the

style and sound that have found their way
back so prevalently into the American
culture'otthe‘80s.

As good as the RCA releases are,

nothing caputures the essential Elvis like

the HBO specTatr 'premiering this week,
One Night With You, comprised of out-

takes from Elvis’ 1968 comeback special,

which spotlighted the singer in his natural

element for the first time in seven years
and which was followed by a year-long
string of hits during Elvis’ “Suspicious
Minds” period. Both the 1968 special and
its derivative. One Night With You, were
produced by Steve Binder, who collab-

orated with the Presley estate to rescue
the tapes from a Bekins warehouse and
edit them into the HBO special.

What is unique about the HBO special,

aside from the quality of the video
recording itself, which is excellent and
identifiable as a 16-year-old production
only by the attire of the studio audience,

is the star. Twelve years after his initial

phenomenal success and at least five

before the physical deterioration that

proceeded his death, Elvis emerges on the

show as a brilliant talent still capable of

reaching back for the raw rock and roll

energy that characterized his early per-

formances. The entire special is culled

from one segment of the ‘68 special, in

which Elvis joined longtime band members
D.J. Fontana and Scotty Moore and
friends Charles Hodge and Alan Fortas

in a sort of “round-table” recreation of his

early hits. ‘That’s All Right Mama,”
“Heartbreak Hotel,” “Baby What You Want
Me To Do,” “Blue Suede Shoes,” “Blue

Christmas” and “One Night (With You)”
to name a few, take on a new freshness

that even Elvis seems to perceive, as he
launches into impromptu reprises and
struggles to free himself from the confines

of chairand boom microphone. Combined
with the fact that Elvis looks absolutely

contemporary on screen, it’s a stimulating

and often riveting, reflection of the artist

in full bloom.

You
do some things sometimes for personal
gain, you want to be recognized as having
achieved something or having been a part

of something successful, but I don’t think

that’s why anybody really does it. Initially

I think you do it because it’s interesting

work and it’s a challenge and — I don’t

want to sound idealistic here — it’s good
clean work. And all the frustrating things
that happen, in terms of the deal, in terms
of losing things you wrote for the film —
having them take it out — that’s all part

of the picture. Nobody’s doing anything
on a personal level, everybody seems to

be trying to make the film work.

Cash Box: Where do you find the time

to fit in touring?

Grusin: I do very little touring. Public

appearances have never been important
from the standpoint of something I felt

I had to do. That’s not to say I don’t think

it’s important in terms of promoting a
record, it seems almost necessary to do
it.

Cash Box: Does it make you
uncomfortable?
Grusin: Yeah. It’s fun to go and sit in

somewhere where there’s friendly am-
bience and play and get into the music,

but, for me, touring’s always been real

hard. The sound isn’t wonderful, so you
can’t hear what you’re doing. I’ve never

experienced the kick that people get out

of concerts.

I guess, in general, I don’t have any
intense goals. I would really like to write

some music, not necessarily for films. I

would like to have the time to write music
without any particular use for it. Not pop
music or jazz or dance music of film

music, just go back and do some serious

composition. The few times I’ve been able

to take that time and do it, they've been
wonderful times. Where you get up in the

morning and that’s all you do, that’s all

you do that day.

Cash Box: You sound like you think of

yourself as a composer more than
anything.

Grusin: Probably, yeah. And I don’t always
enjoy even that, but I feel like I have a

handle on it, I’m learning more about it,

and I feel very comfortable with it. What
I really love is the contrast of doing that

for a specific purpose— say, for a picture
— and about the time you get sick of it,

when it’s finishing up, there's something
else to do, in terms of my own records
and it’s a great relief. Or to finally finish

a mix on a record that I've been working
on for two months and then be able to

start a picture. There’s that momentum of

starting, and I guess part of that has to

do with a lack of mature concentration
of something. But after a couple of months
I start to go bananas. It’s very intense

when it’s going on and I sort of burn out,

there’s a moment when I should stop
doing that or I’m going to screw up. And
then going on the next thing — that

momentum is refreshing.

Lee Jeske managed to pin down
the busy Dave Grusin in between projects

(an album with Ritenour and the score for

Steven Spielberg’s Goonies are on deck)
at GRP’s N. Y. headquarters, overlooking
the Hudson River.

Cash Box: Tell me a little bit about the

various roies you piay and how they
baiance each other. It seems to me that

being an artist and a producer and a

record executive are somewhat combative
positions.

Grusin: Yeah, they probably are essentially

combative. I’m not particularly a good
executive, maybe if I were a good executive

it would be worse, it would be harder. The
artist-producer adversarial position is

pretty strange for me. I don't mean that

it has to be an adversarial position, but

I think one of the things a producer does
best is to be kind of a lay audience for

the artist in terms of bringing perspective

to the artist. And that’s tough, the role

when you’re trying to do both is hard for

me. On the other hand, the work that a

producer will do to finish something —
to take an idea and develop it and produce
it — is something I do kind of inherently.

Whether I'm working as an arranger for

somebody else or a producer for some-
body else*r a composer for a project of

my own or for a film, I feel like it’s all

part of the process, the production end
is part of the process to getting it finished

and out and communicable. So the
perspective is the hardest part for me. I

can sit in that studio there and keep piling

on layers of stuff. I need to stop every
once in a while and say, “Maybe that’s

enough. Am I building something or am
I obscuring something that was good
yesterday?”

As far as the rest of the company is

I

concerned, the administrative branch of

t this operation, Larry spends most of his

time now in that area and I try to sit in

,
on as much of that as I can. But he’s really

in it full time now, he spends his days that
way. And I can’t do both — I can't be in

I

the studio, or I can’t be writing or dealing

I

with the actual production of records, and
'

j

stay 100 percent on top of the other thing.

So at the end of the day I try to catch
up with what he’s managed to develop
during the day and he, if we’re recording.

DAVE
will come in at the end of the day and
check it out. So it’s more of a division of

duties now than it used to be.

Cash Box: You obviously have a lot of

friends in the industry and some of them
must come to you looking for deals. How
do you handle that?

Grusin: The only way to handle it is just

as totally honestly as you can. We’ve
learned, from ourown experience in terms
of trying to sell records, that there are

some things that are marketable and some
things that aren’t. I have friends that aren’t

recording that I think could be absolute

stars — I mean, heavy-hitting pop stars

— and we’re not the place for them. It

really comes down to that. I know two
girls, one here and one on the west coast,

who are so talented that it should be
happening for them. And I know it, and
I probably know, musically, how to make
it happen. But I know that we’re not

equipped to market it. We’re not equipped
to break them as new pop artists in terms
of the amount of money we’d spend on
independent promotion, we’re not set up
to do that. So we’ve sort of been taught

by our own experience that we should
position ourselves in a certain place, even
musically, so it’s a market that we can
handle and so that we’re comfortable in

marketing these kinds of records.

Cash Box: So you’re not looking to get
into a different “type” of music.
Grusin: We’re not looking to get into the
mainstream of pop music. I deal with it

all the time, I deal with it with other artists

and producers, but for us to independently
just go out and be able to support the

promotion it would take to break a brand
new artist in that area — assuming we
could afford to do that — if the record
didn’t work, one failure and we’d be on
the street, because of the size of the

company. A major like Columbia or
Warner Bros, or the PolyGram group can
afford to take a couple of losses once in

a while; they’re going after that big

Platinum home run. They’ve been around
long enough and they have generated
enough income to be able to do that. But
we have to be real careful.

And then I have other friends who are
really fine players that are, maybe, better

GRUSIN
players than a lot of instrumentalists who
are playing, but the spark that makes an
artist happen, as opposed to a good studio

player, isn’t necessarily there. And you
don’t want to tell your friends that,

because they may think of themselves as
undiscovered superstars. We know
enough to say, “Well, we can’t take a

studio band, necessarily, and break it as
the new fusion messiahs.” It’s possible it

could happen, but we sort of look for some
kind of uniqueness. Not necessarily the

greatest musicians, but there’s something
unique that communicates to an audience
in a special kind of way. If somebody came
in one day and said, “I’ve got a guitar

player who plays just like Benson,” I’d say
(shrugs), “Great.” I want a guitar player
who plays just like himself.

It used to make me uncomfortable with

people that I knew wanted to get in. Why
not, we’re set up to do it. But it doesn’t
anymore, mostly because it won’t help

them. If we don’t feel that we know how
to sell what they’re bringing to us, why
should we sign them?
Cash Box: What about yourself as an
artist. There must be time when you feel

that you shold be playing more.
Grusin: Yeah. I play when I go into the

studio to make an album, and I feel that

I should be playing more in between. I

don’t really have a very organized plan

about my own solo career, because it

seems like there are two of us essentially

alone here. We’re basically putting out
fires where they occur and running
around trying to keep things happening.

It’s never been a big important thing for

me, to be a recording artist. I know people
for whom it’s the biggest thing in their

lives, they must do that. And I’ve had this

kind of varied career that consists of a

lot of cleaning up other peoples’ messes;
you sort of go around and take care of
— on a film for instance — things that

need to be taken care of. And it has to

do with music in terms of the composition,
but more than that it has to do with helping
where help is needed, shoring this up or
trying to make this scene better in some
way.

Cash Box: Do you enjoy that?
Grusin: Yeah, I’ve come to enjoy it. I don’t

— After dominating holiday playlists

on CHR and B/C stations everywhere, “Easy Lover” reaches number 14 with a

bullet on the Top 100 this week, underscoring the successful artistic collaboration

of Philip Bailey and Phil Collins. The tune, with its expert blend of rock and funk

elements, seems destined to make Bailey a household word, highlighting the brilliant

10-year career he’s already enjoyed with Earth, Wind and Fire. The tune was actually

the result of a last-minute studio jam between the two Phils. Bailey had flown

to England to record his “Chinese Wall” LP with Collins as producer. They spent

days at the ex-Genesis drummer's home improvising together before moving in

to the recording studio. When the sessions were finished, they realized they were
one song short. “I started playing a

basic bass riff on an acoustic piano,”

says Bailey, “then (bassist) Nathan
East came over and began to elaborate

on it. Phil started to sing a chorus, and
I sang some verses. That night, Phil

took the song home to polish up the

words and the next day it was finished.”

Which proves when the muse hits, it

really hits. “Easy Lover” jumped nearly

60 points in its first two weeks on the

charts.

Another “chance” aspect of Bailey’s

album is the title itself. ”1 was about
to fly from LA to London to record the

SOLAR RAYS — One of Solar Records’ brightest gems saw its new album
close out the '84 release schedule and it should play a major part in the ’85

chart scene. Shalamar, which has survived a slew of personal changes with its

sound and energy intact, returns with “Heartbreak,” a production shared by the

group’s Howard Hewett, George Duke and Hawk (Wolinski). With new members
Micki Free, another of the new breed of black rock guitarists, and vocalist/

keyboardist/knockout Delisa Davis, the group retains the musical sophistication

that has been its trademark all the way back to "Take That To The Bank" and
the contemporary fusion fire that made “Dead Giveaway” a rock and roll hit. It’s

not any band which can replace 66 percent of its members and still retain its

sound. But with Hewett as guardian of the music and Duke and Hawk for support,

Shalamar doesn’t miss a beat.

DANCE ACTION
AFTER THE LOVIN, A LITTLE CHESS? — As the proprietor of Englebert

Humperdink’s giant, now-standard record “After The Lovin’,” producer Joel

Diamond found himself asking the musical question, “Do producers have image
problems too?” The answer turned out to be “yes,” and Diamond found himself

involved with a host of “star” projects with none of the staying power of the Englebert

classic, last year, however. Diamond broke away to the dance market with Gloria

Gaynor's “I Am What I Am,” from the hit musical La Cage Aux Folles. Now, by

coincidence, a Broadway-bound musical has gotten the once-over from Diamond,
and the result is likely to make a success out of his new protege, Canada’s Robey.

Robey’s new 12-inch on Diamond’s
Silver Blue (CBS) label is “One Night

In Bangkok,” from the album and as

yet unproduced musical Chess, by
lyricist Tim Rice and ex-Abba compos-
ers Bjorn Ulvaeus and Bennie Anders-
son. The tune is also in release as a

12-inch from RCA, which pulled it off

the cast album, where singer Murray
Head’s version resides. Oddly enough.
Diamond and Robey’s version brings

out the Abba-esque nuance of the

song, something Ulvaeus and Anders-

son perhaps wanted to get away from
with their new project. In fact, Robey’s

shot lives up to Abba’s best work while

adding a powerful American groove.

The arrangement is carefully executed
and it’s an effort to avoid jumping to

one’s feet as soon as the record starts.

Robey herself is a beautiful Zoli Agency model whose musical credentials were

established before she traded her drumsticks (she wanted to play like the drummer
on David Bowie’s “Diamond Dogs” album) for a photographer. In France she formed

Louis and the Creeps, a new wave dance band whose contact with CBS/France

died before any records were recorded. A Paris contract suggested a Robey-Zoli

pow-wow, after which Robey found herself performing at Studio 54 and beginning

work under a contract that placed her in campaigns for Maybelline, Jordache,

Clairol and Revlon, among others.

Through a mutual friend, Robey was introduced to Diamond, who says of the

model/singer, "When we began production of the record, I felt it was the perfect

vehicle for her. I wanted someone who could convincingly pull off the vocal, and

had the appearance coupled with the experience of performing. Robey has all

three.” rusty cutchin

of-print, follow an alphabetical arrange-

ment within their selected styles of early

string bands and balladeers, the depres-
sion years, singing cowboys, western

swing, bluegrass, honky-tonk and hillbilly

boogie, rockabilly, the Nashville sound,

Bakersfield, countrypolitan and contem-
porary country. Along with the useful

guide to building a strong country music
selection, Morthland offer biographical

anecdotes and helpful critiques. Listing

at $14.95, the book is published by
Doubleday/Dolphin.

If one is hot to win Louise Mandrell’s

country trivia game, a helpful reading

would be The Country Music Book of Lists

by Fred Dellar and Richard Wootton. The
entertaining and esoterically informative

book is comprised of over 50 lists ranging

from great country song titles, the stars’

real names, fan club listings to Porter

Wagoner’s list of his most important

achievements. With 20 color and 147

black-and-white photographs, including

some terrific shots of some of the stars

as they looked in yesteryear. The Country
Music Book of Lists lists at $9.95 from
Times Books.
Always a popular item is the biography

or autiobiography of a major country

music figure. Although the books may
range from being "tell all” blurrs through

an infamous career to selected details in

a lifetime of achievements, these books
are usually a favorite with fans who want
to know the artists as well as they can,

perhaps receiving a vicarious experience.

At present, books are available on such
artists as George Jones, Waylon Jennings
and Mel Tillis.

In George Jones — The Saga of An
American Singer, writer Bob Allen ex-

plores the tormented genius of Jones from
his boyhood in the Big Thicket of Texas
to his roller coaster career, loves and life.

Allen not only describes the King of

Country Music’s bouts with drugs and
alcohol, he explores the possible reasons
why — the extreme poverty that sur-

rounded his childhood, his quick rise to

fame and the lavish praise. The hardback,

at $15.95, is published by Doubleday/
Dolphin. Waylon, a biography by R. Serge
Denisoff, is filled with anecdotes, insights,

and stories from the singer as well as from
a score of friends and aquaintances.

Briefly touching on Jennings’ childhood
in Texas, the book picks up when a young
Waylon was starting off with Buddy Holly

and follows on through his journey from
sideman to star. Besides detailed and
interesting prose about Jennings, the

book also captures the feel of Nashville

in its early days through “inside” stories

about the development of the industry.

Stutterin' Boy, written with Walter Wager.
In a steady progression from tales of his

modest upbringing to his growth in the

music industry from songwriter to singer

to businessman, the fast-moving book has

the tone of sitting next to Mel as he tells

a few stories that somehow have explained

his life up to this point.

NOW’S THE TIME — Terry Gibbs & Buddy DeFranco — Tall Tree TT 6004 —
Producer: Herb Wong — List 6.98

Gibbs and DeFranco are two of the most elegantly swinging bopsters on their

instruments — vibes and clarinet, respectively — and this live album, the first new
issue from Palo Alto’s Tall Tree Records (the other Tall Tree LPs are reissues),

is a typically varied, typically graceful set. From bar burners like “Blues For Brodie”
to a few standard ballads, Gibbs, DeFranco and company deliver the mainstream
goods.

ISLANDS — Scott Cossu — Windham Hill WH-1033 — Producer: Steven Miller
— List: 8.98

This album has the usual dreamy-eyed Windham Hill quality, but it also has
a little bit of a bite, thanks to Roger Squitero’s percussion and the presence of

Michael Urbaniak, Dave Valentin, Tom Varner and others. Cossu’s piano and
composing manages to capture islands of every description — from tropical “St.

Croix” to bustling Manhattan.

THE STOCKHOLM CONCERT, 1966 — Ella Fitzgerald/Duke Ellington — Pabio
Live 2308-242 — Producer: Norman Granz — List: 9.98

Pablo Records’ vaults must be the jazz equivalent of Fort Knox. This booting,
burning, bubbly concert features La Ella in one of her finest contexts — in front

of the Ellington Orchestra. It’s a loose set, with the wild and woolly Ellington soloists
— Johnny Hodges, Cootie Williams, Paul Gonsalves, et all — in characteristic

fine form, and the lady vocalist obviously enjoying herself.

PULSE — Ronald Shannon Jackson — OAO Celluloid 5011 — Producers: Dave
Breskin, Ron Saint-Germain — List: 8.98
Drums and poetry? Well, yeah. Ronald Shannon Jackson, one of the most adroit

trapmen on the scene, combines some fiery, octopus-like drumming with bits of
poetry by Shakespeare, Poe, Sterling, A. Brown, Michael S. Harper and Robert
Hayden for an unusual but surprisingly musical LP. Not one to play at a party
— save Jackson’s Decoding Society albums for that— but an original earful.

DOUBLE FANTASY — Fantasy Records ended 1984 with a bang. A couple of

weeks back I reported on its 18-record set, “Bill Evans: The Complete Riverside

Recordings.” Well, the set finally arrived and it is a beaut. First of all, it contains

Bill Evans’ finest recordings — including ail of his work with bassist Scott La Faro
— and that is saying a lot. Although Evans recorded many stunning albums after

1963, when this collection ends, his most characteristic, most moving work was
done for Riverside Records.

Second of all, this set contains four sides of previously unreleased solo piano,

recorded in one afternoon in 1963, that actually lives up to annotator (and producer
of the sessions) Orrin Keepnews’ description: he calls the work a ’’masterpeice.”

Indeed, the sesson finds Evans in a

probing, exploratory mood and the

improvisations he spins on a number
of his favorite vehicles (“Nardis,” "I

Loves You Porgy”) and several unlikely

numbers (“Santa Claus Is Coming To
Town,” “What Kind Of Fool Am I”) are

spellbinding. Although the $150 price

tag may be steep for Evans fans who
already own most of the other material,

this solo set is an essential addition

to Bill Evans’ discography.
Third of all, the packaging is stunning

the box (actually two smaller boxes
inside a larger box) is sturdy and
everything’s done in a handsome,
vibrant red. Fantasy, whose 1 2-record

Miles Davis collection of a few years

ago was packaged somewhat shoddily,

outdid itself here.

The other Fantasy year-end treat was the release of the first 30 LPs from the recently-

acquired Contemporary Records catalogue (as $5.98 Original Jazz Classics).

Contemporary Records, founded by Lester Koenig, recorded the best of the west
coast musicians throughout the ’50s and ’60s and into the ’70s. The first 30 Fantasy-
issued LPs include a number of seminal albums by Barney Kessel, Hampton Hawes
and Shelly Manne, and fine product from Andre Previn, Curtis Counce, Leroy
Vinnegar, Harold Land, Teddy Edwards, Howard Rumsey, Red Norvo, Benny
Golson, Phineas Newborn, Woody Shaw, Gerry Wiggins, Joe Gordon, Art Farmer,
Bob Cooper, Red Mitcheil and Russ Freeman. Particuarly noteworthy are two
wonderful Art Pepper sessions (“Gettin’ Together” and “Smack Up”), a briskly

swinging Benny Carter LP with Ben Webster (“Jazz Giant”), an exuberant Helen
Humes date (“Songs I Like To Sing”), and the debut album of the great Ornette
Coleman (“Something Else!!!”). Contemporary’s catalogue features a couple of

excellent Sonny Rollins albums, another Ornette Coleman, and lots more of Manne,
Kessel, Hawes, Pepper, and the rest of the L.A. players. There is also supposedly
a never-released Miles Davis session somewhere in the vaults. The catalog is now
in good hands — Fantasy promises to keep those Contemporary OJC’s coming.

COOPER DUPER — Jerome Cooper,
above, will perform in an all-percussion

concert, Jan. 12, at Carnegie Recital Hall;

Jan. 9, saxophonist Henry Threadgill will

hold forth in the same venue.

LOOSE ENDS — A couple of fine concerts held before year’s end deserve mention

here. Bobby McFerrin, the one-man vocal ensemble, performed a solo recital at

the Ritz that was filled with warmth, wit and unbelievable vocal gymnastics. Whether
improvising tunes or singing “The Itsy-Bitsy Spider,” McFerrin held the audience

entranced. A memorable evening!

Another memorable evening was provided by clarinetist Alvin Batiste, a rare

visitor to New York. Batiste’s playing encompasses the entire history of jazz without

showing any seams and his Carneigie Recital Hall performance— backed by Rufus

Reid, Mulgrew Miller and Herman Jackson — was mightily musical. Afterwards,

Batiste returns to Baton Rouge’s Southern University, where he spends most of

his time as director of the jazz program.

BOPPING AROUND — Old and New Dreams, which was one of the finest small

bands in jazz before its members stopped performing together a couple of years

ago, will be together again, Jan. 15-20, at N.Y.’s Sweet Basil. Old and New Dreams
is Don Cherry, Ed Blackwell, Charlie Haden and Dewey Redman, for those who don’t

know, and they draw their inspiration and much of their music from Ornette

Coleman, with whom each one of them worked . . . Bob Wilber, who did such

a fine job on The Cotton Club, will be arranging the music of Jelly Roll Morton

for the forthcoming Broadway musical, Mr. Jelly Lord, starring Gregory Hines.

My fingers are crossed . . . Birdland West is New York’s newest jazz club, located

not at 52nd and Broadway, like its famous namesake, but at 225 West Broadway,

in the Village . . . “Sidran on Record” is the newest jazz series from National Public

Radio, featuring pianist/composer/author Ben Sidran discussing jazz trends with

a number of guest artists . . . “American Chamber Music” is the name of the jazz

series taking place at N.Y.’s Vineyard Theatre every Sunday in January; look for

(1/6), Loren Schoenberg (1/13), Carrie Smith (1/20) and trombonists Dan Barrett,

Joel Helleny and Matt Finders (1/27) ;

provides both the knowledge and scenery

for retrospective scenes.

The book is slightly overwhelming.
Each two-page spread features a number
of photographs rarely seen by the public.

From T-Bone Walker playing his guitar

behind his head while doing a split to a

bikini clad Nancy Sinatra (with white go-

go boots naturally), the book provides the

reader with much more than a pictorial

montage. According to Ochs, it is a

chronological, visual documentation of

the history of rock and roll.

“I figured to make sense, it had to work
chronologically,” said Ochs. “What I

wanted were the photos that would tell

the story without one word of text. After

it was done we did the text in a way that

the reader would have to read it. In other

words you couldn’t just skim it.”

What Ochs has done is word the text

on each page in a manner that must be
completely read to find out about each
photo. There is no real order to his

pictorial explanations as photo six is often

described before photo two and after

photo four, for example. Though some
might find this slightly annoying, it

certainly puts the author’s point across.

“There are certain people that are so
important to me that I wanted the reader

to know how important they really were.”

Layton Forms Management Co.
Granted, the importance of the pictures

in Rock Archives is a subjective matter

but Ochs represents the first breed of

children who grew up with rock and roll

and can now convey its story. Michael

Ochs is not a college professor, a mu-
sicoljgist or even a “full-tilt archivist.” He
is a fan of rock and roll music.

One of the book’s greatest assets is the

credit it gives to the black artist. For many
years to the present, black artists have
often been responsible for the music that

was popularized by white cover versions.

Ochs recognizes these uncountable
musicians, as well as paying tribute to

Alan Freed, the first major market disc

jockey who refused to play white cover

versions. This is not to say that the book
ignores the white cover artist. Ochs insists

that his archives present “the whole
overview, all the people who led up to rock

and roll.”

Michael Ochs’ Rock Archives has
already received wide spread critical

acclaim and retailers have reported strong

holiday sales. Despite the fact it is not the

type of book to become dated quickly,

Ochs has stated his plans to put together

a second volume in the future. “This is

the type of project that’s never really

finished,” he remarked. “There’s always
things you’re looking for.”

while the second is called Broken Homes,
which also has four members but is more
of a new-wave, pop-rock band. The

Regarding his company’s dealings with

record labels, Layton said, "We’re trying

to put our acts with labels that will be
committed to their careers.” He added that

too often, labels will think only in terms

of a one-shot situation, wherein a bands’

marketing and publicity often depend on
the success or failure of its first release

only. “I want to know that a label is

actually going to stand by an act and
promote, merchandise and market it

fully,” Layton added. “You need to have

people both inside and outside the record

company, particularly on the local level,

rooting for the band.”

Layton plans to continue to devote his

attention to his new clients as well as to

seek out a limited number of new ones
and eventually start his own label. For the

time being, however, he is more than

content with his new role in the music

business, as he exemplified when he said,

“It’s an industry where a lot of people say

they’re going to do things for you, but then

they don’t follow up on them. Here, with

my understanding of marketing and
Stuart’s involvement with the sound of the

music and what it should be like, we can

submit a good product and also develop

it all the way.”
