BMI Fetes Sen. Kennedy

LOS ANGELES - In gratitude for Senator
Edward Kennedy's support of the source
licensing bills (S. 1980 and H.R. 3521), BMI
last week held a luncheon in his honor. BMI
president Frances Preston and West Coast
vice president Ron Anton held the reception
at BMI's new office to thank the Massachu-
setts senator.

Kennedy humored the crowd, declaring
his love for BML, saying, “I'm here instead of
watching the Boston Red Sox game, and
that is going beyond the call of duty, I can
tell you that.”

Kennedy told the assembled BMI parti-
sans that they and other performance rights
organizations have a current system that is
functioning, working and protecting the in-

dividual artist in a way which would be vir-
tually impossible if we accepted the
broadcaster’s bill. He also said that the cur-
rent system is flexible, however the broad-
casters have refused to look at that
flexibility.

“These bills bite at the very bread and
butter of creative people and we must do
everything in our power tc defeat them. If
I’m chairman of the next judiciary commit-
tee, they ain’t going nowhere.” Kennedy
also took a stand on the issue of audio re-
cording saying copying machines are rob-
bing creative people of their just
compensations. “It’s an issue that needs to
be addressed at the next legislative session
as well,” said the senator.

Records Power WCI Profits

LOS ANGELES-—Citing strong earnings
from the recorded music and music publish-
ing division, Warner Communications re-
ported last week third-quarter profits up
22.6 percent. The recorded music division
posted its strongest quarter in its history
due to the success of Madonna’s “True
Blue,” and million-selling albums by Peter
Gabriel, Genesis, Anita Baker, David Lee
Roth and Steve Winwood.

“Warner Communications Inc. (WCI)
achieved strong third quarter and nine-
month earnings gains as the performance of
our filmed entertainment and recorded mu-
sic divisions over the first nine months of
1986 set all-time records,” said Steven J.
Ross, chairman and chief executive officer
of WCL. For the three months ended Sep-
tember 30, 1986, net income of
$41,752,000 or $.28 per share compared
with net income of $34,060,000 or $.25 per
share for the same period a year ago. For
the first nine months, WCI reported a 47
percent gain in earnings to $123,773,000 or
$.87 per share. This compares with
$84,068,000 or $.61 for the first nine
months of 1985.

The per share figures have been adjusted
to reflect the company’s recent two-for-one
common stock split. Also figuring into the
earnings picture was WCI’s purchase of
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American Express’ 50 percent interest in
Warner Amex, which was completed in
February.

The filmed entertainment division experi-
enced mixed results, with domestic box of-
fice receipts down over the previous year
while foreign income was up. Recorded mu-
sic and music publishing made the strongest
gains. Operating income of $41 million rep-
resented an alltime high for any quarter in
the division’s history, according to WCI. 1t
represented an increase of 74 percent over
the $23.6 million in the third quarter of
1985. Revenues for the quarter of $294.3
million were up 41 percent over $209.3 mil-
lion in 1985 as WCI's domestic and foreign
record operations both enjoyed outstanding
quarters. WEA International again figured
heavily in the division’s performance. Re-
cord marks were reached for the first nine
months as operating income jumped 37 per-
cent to $107.1 million on revenues of
$784.9 million.

Highlighting the quarter was the world-
wide success of Madonna’s “True Blue,” a
late second quarter release which exploded
in worldwide sales in the third quarter.

The quarter was also significant as WCI
saw the first compact discs roll off of its
newly operational plants in Olyphant, PA
and Alsdorf, West Germany.

Wire Reports Of WCI S. Africa
Divestiture Stir Interest

LOS ANGELES — Sparked by reports in a
Johannesburg newspaper that Warner
Communications, Inc. had decided to divest
itself of its South African interests, wire ser-
vices last week were alive with reports of
what seemed to be another major U.S. cor-
poration following General Motors in a rush
to dump American corpcrate interests in
South Africa. According to Geoff Holmes,
vice president, WCI, the decision had been
in place two weeks prior, and was the same
divestiture widely reported in the trades last
week (Cash Box, 10/25).

“It got carried wrong on the wires,” Holmes
said, “We are in the process of completing
plans to divest our record operations in
South Africa.” The annpuncement was
made public two weeks ago in response to
questions raised by the Rev. Jesse Jackson.

The decision to divest interest in record op-
erations in South Africa, according to
Holmes, was made prior to Jackson’s rais-
ing the issue of WCI’s presence in the politi-
cally troubled country.

The company, Holmes said, is in the pro-
cess of divesting its operation directly to the
employees. WCI's record company current-
ly operating in South Africa is WEA Interna-
tional. “Those (WEA International) are the
only operations that we have 100 percent
ownership in,” Holmes said.

Holmes went on to say that WCI's joint
venture with Universal and Paramount in
film distribution in South Africa is under
review. ‘We are talking with our partners in
that venture,” said Holmes. No decision has
yet been reached on when or if WCI will
divest itself of its interest in this partnership.

Unit Shipments Of Recordings
Decline In First Half Of '86

NEW YORK — The total industry unit ship-
ments of recordings fell 6.9% in the first half
of this year —from 299.2 million to 278.6
millien — compared to the same period last
year, according to the RIAA. The dollar vol-
ume over the same period rose 1.1% to
$1.952 billion.

Compact Discs accounted for the most
dramatic rise in unit sales, with a 148.8%

rise — from 7.5 million to 18.6 million;the
beleagured LP dropped 24.9% — from 78 .3
million to 58.8 million. Singles and, of
course, 8track tapes also showed signifi-
cant drops in unit sales. Cassettes held their
own with a 1.9% rise in sales, with over one
billion cassettes being sold in the first six
months of "85 and '86.

Three Convicted Of Piracy

LOS ANGELES — Three men were convict-
ed of piracy of audic tapes and one failed to
appear for his arraignment on similar
charges in Stanislaus County in September,
Cash Box learned last week. Robert Perez,
Roberto Galvan and Heriberto Perez each
pled guilty to Section 653h {c) of the Califor-
nia Penal Code (illegal possession of pirated
tapes). Albert Perez failed to appear for his
arraignment on September 8, 1986 and a

bench warrant has been issued. Bail was set
at $1,500.

In an unrelated case, the Association of
Latin-American Record Manufacturers aid-
ed Tulare County Sheriff’s Department offi-
cers in arresting 12 people on October 19,
1986 at a Tulare County, California swap-
meet. The 12 arrested were in possession of
13,791 counterfeit Latin music cassettes.

Prince And The Revolution
Split

LOS ANGELES —Paisely Park/Warner
Bros. recording artist Prince and back-up
band The Revolution have made a perma-
nent split. A final LP, already recorded, now
awaits a release date.

The parting is said to result from Prince’s
current pursuit of a new musical direction,
though the artist remains mute on just what
sort of direction that may be.

Each of the three musicians who com-

————

prise The Revolution, the band that has
backed the superstar rock/R&B recording
artist for the past four years, will now con-
centrate on his or her own recording
careers.

Drummer Bobby Z will focus on writing
and producing, while keyboardist Lisa Cole-
man and guitarist Wendy Melvoin will col-
laborate on an album and film score in ‘87.

Guest Editorial IS
Music For The Eyes

By Robert Daniels

Music videos look as if they are here
to stay, and an increasing number of
performers are finding creative ways to
add new and unusual visuals and effects
to their music.

A similar trend is taking place within
the deaf and hearing-impaired commu-
nity. With advances in sound technol-
ogy enabling the deaf to “feel” music to
a greater extent, and with the abun-
dance of stronger hearing aids, more
deaf and hearing-impaired persons are
sharing in the pleasure of “hearing”’ mu-
sic. Performers have begun to “sign”
songs and experiment with how closely
they can come to resembling the actual
singing and music.

In the early ‘80s, Rita Corey, Ed
Chevy, Bob Hiltermann and Marjorie
Tanzer — all hearing-impaired — formed
a group called Musign, which added
new meaning to “‘interpreting’”’ music.
Through the use of mime, dance, cos-
tumes, sign language and sets, Musign
brought deaf and hearing-impaired au-
diences a greater appreciation and en-
joyment of this form of entertainment,
which was earlier thought to be for
hearing persons only. Musign also met
with critical acclaim from mainstream
hearing audiences.

In 1979, the Silent Network, the first
and only nationwide cable service
which provides programming in sign
language, open captions, and normal
sound, produced a special for NBC,
The Sign of Our Times, hosted by
Norm Crosby. This program featured
deaf and hearing-impaired performers
from the Los Angeles area in various
musical numbers. The show was well-
received, leading Sheldon . Altfeld, SN
president, to create a television series
based on this concept. The series, Mu-
sign, featuring the quartet with myself
as host, continues to recieve generous
enthusiasm to this day.

Altfeld then created another half-

hour special, It’s Music To Your Eyes,
with Audrey and Judy Landers as
hosts. This show, which was produced
for KTTV in Los Angeles, featured
other prominent deaf and hearing-im-
paired actors performing divers pop
and rock‘n’roll tunes. As with the Mu-
sign series, the show was open-cap-
tioned, visible for all viewers to see and
“sing along with.”

The Invisible Zoo, an L.A -based rock
band, put together a music video, No-
body’s Girl, and used the talents of Rita
Corey to sign the song as it was being
performed. The video was innovative in
that it made the signing a part of the
song, rather than on the side, as an in-
terpreter would be.

There is a tremendous difference be-
tween a song-sign artist and a sign inter-
preter when it comes to conveying aural
music and words. A song-sign artist
makes every effort to see that all of the
nuances of the music and vocal intona-
tion are conveyed as clearly as possible.
The artist sees that the translation used
in the signing preserves and maintains
the integrity of the song. It is a tremen-
dous challenge, and requires someone
with great expertise to do this. An inter-
preter usually just signs what is being
said, and that’s all.

Hollywood has yet to fully realize the
potential of sign language and dance set
to music. There still persists an attitude
of “handicaps make people uncomfort-
able, sign language looks depressing”
among many industry executives. With
a population of more than 22 million
deaf and hearing-impaired persons in
the U.S., and statistics showing that
American Sign Language is the third
most widely used language in this coun-
try, one marvels at why these industry
people have yet to catch on to this ex-
citing medium, a medium which allows
deaf an hearing persons to enjoy music
together.

Ed Eckstine has been named senior vice

president and general manager, Wing/Ca-
sablanca Records, Polygram’s west coast
based labels. The announcement came from
Dick Asher, president and chief executive
officer of Polygram. Eckstine, who joins the

Cinemax Prepares New
Editions Of Sessions

NEW YORK —What do Dizzy Gillespie,
Chuck Mangione, Don Cherry, Maynard
Ferguson, and Al Hirt have in common?
Well, they all the play the trumpet. Beyond
that — zippo, nada, nothing. Gillespie is a
bard of bebop, Mangione is a prince of pop,
Cherry is an avatar of the avant-garde, Fer-
guson is a boss of big band high notes, and
Hirt is a titan of tourist dixieland. Nobody,
but nobody, would think of putting them
together into an ensemble right? Wrong. On
Yom Kippur, this unlikely brass fivesome
backed — backed — Sarah Vaughan at the
taping of a Cinemax Session.

Cinemax Sessions began life, more or
less, with the airing on the pay-cable net-
work of a jam session featuring rockabilly
pioneer Carl Perkins and some of his more
notable progeny —George Harrison, Eric
Clapton, Ringo Starr, guys like that. But the
Sessions concept really jelled with Fats
Domino & Friends, which featured the port-
ly pianist in a loose performance with,
among others, Jerry Lee Lewis, Ray
Charles, and Ron Wood. That Session be-
came the most watched special in Cinemax
history.

“It’s an idea that I've been thinking about
for awhile,” says Betty Bitterman, HBO
vice president for original programming,
“as a different way to do music. We had
been doing Album Flash, which was sort of
a video piece-style show that was built
around the release of a new album. We were
looking for something that would be a way
to do music on Cinemax that would be real
and in-performance. Then when the Carl
Perkins thing came together, it was just ex-

actly the right idea, we made it be the right
idea, to fit into that point of view. It’s differ-
ent than a concert, it’s got a whole other
attitude about it. It’s very intimate, the art-
ists are playing more to each other than to
the audience — it’s more of a mutual admira-
tion society. So that’s how it evolved, and
each one is getting to be more what we
originally had in mind.”

Sass and Brass, which brought Sarah
Vaughan together with those five unlikely
trumpeters, as well as a blue-chip rhythm
team of Herbie Hancock, Ron Carter, and
Billy Higgins, is Session’s first foray away
from early rock and roll. Hoping that good
fortune will strike twice, it was taped at the
same venue, New Orlean’s Storyville, by the
same director, Len Dell’Amico, as the Fats
Domino special. The New Qrleans Music
Company produced the show.

Taping this week in Los Angeles is A
Gospel Session, which will gather Andrae
Crouch, the Edwin Hawkins Singers, Jenni-
fer Holliday, the Oak Ridge Boys, and Lu-
ther Vandross, along with host Paul Simon.
Ken Ehrlich Productions will produce, Ken
Ehrlick will direct. Both Sass and Brass and
A Gospel Session are due to air early next
year.

“We’re trying to do all different kinds of
music,” says Bitterman. “We have about
six more that are sort of cooking along now.
A couple of them based around sort-of leg-
endary performers and several dealing with
a specific type of musical genre.”

It would seem, by the first four shows,
that Cinemax Sessions is interested in types

Sid, Nancy, The Pogues, and
The Punk Legacy

NEW YORK - August 1975: The Sex Pis-
tols form. At their first show, they smash
equipment onstage, equipment lent to them
by Eddie and The Hot Rods. February *77:
Bassist Glen Matlock is kicked out of the
band, allegedly for liking The Beatles too
much. He is replaced by Sid Vicious. April
“77: Vicious debuts with The Pistols at a
London club. “God Save The Queen” is
banned at radio and retail It becomes a
number one single. November '77: They re-
cord an album, “Never Mind The Bullocks -
Here’s The Sex Pistols.” There are 100,000
advance orders. January "78: They begin an
American tour. They break-up shortly after-
wards. Vicious tries and fails at a solo ca-
reer. October 12, 1978: Vicious is arrested
for murdering his girlfriend Nancy Spungen.
“You can’t arrest me, I'm a rock star,” Vi-
cious reportedly told police. February 3,
1979: Sid Vicious dies of a heroin overdose.

However bleak and tragic the story is,
The Sex Pisols were one of the most
groundbreaking bands in the history of post-
Beatles rock. Johnny Rotten (aka Lydon)
literally invented a new, uniquely British
style of singing that was derivative of Amer-
ican music. What is remarkable is that The
Pistols continue to exert a major influence
on pop music today even though the group
recorded only one album. Director Alex
Cox’s new film, Sid And Nancy, dramatizes
Vicious and Spungen’s doomed relation-

ship, and draws a vivid picture of the punk
era. MCA has released the soundtrack al-
bum and it includes songs by Joe Strummer,
The Pogues, Pray For Rain, The Circle
Jerks, and John Cale.

The Pogues, in some respects, embody
the bold spirit of The Sex Pistols and many
critics have called them the logical succes-
sors to that band. They play traditional Irish
music, but with an authentic thrash and raw-
ness that is quintessentially punk. Even in
physical appearance, some of the band
members look the part. The Pogues’s pri-
mary singer and songwriter, Shane
MacGowan, admits to some similarities. ‘‘In
a sense we're a bit like The Sex Pistols,” he
says. “And our audience is very much like a
Sex Pistols audience....| don’t know what
we’re angry about but we're angry. There’s
so much bullsh’t around you just want to
scream sometimes.” Indeed, MacGowan’s
boozy vocals often break into screams on
such songs as “Poor Paddy” (from *“Red
Roses For Me” /Stiff: distributed in the US
by Enigma) and “Sick Bed Of Cuchallain™
{from “Rum Sodomy and The Lash” /Stiff:
distributed in US by MCA).

MacGowan remembers the climate that
brought about The Sex Pistols - and, much
later, The Pogues. “The mid-seventies were
incredibly blank - that was the word being
used. There were people who were eigh-

“When | was a teenager, |
was strictly a classical trumpet player. [
had some jazz records that I'd bring
home from college — Miles records,
things like that—so it was kind of
through my record collection that Pat
probably got initially exposed to jazz.”

Pat later returned the favor. When
Mike was about 25— after three years
playing in the Army band, and armed
with a masters degree in music educa-
tion —Pat encouraged his brother to
switch his focus from classical music to
jazz.

During my tenure at Berklee, [ was
trying to do both of them —I'd teach all
day and play all night and then get three
hours of sleep and do it again the next

The “unknown abyss” of full-time
musicianship should, on the strength of
“Day In—Night Out,” prove to be less
unknown, less of any abyss, for Mike
Metheny.

“I've just put another drop in the
bucket,” he says, in his local, freelance,
low-profile kind of way.

Karl Wallinger’s ‘Private
Revolution’ Is Open To The
Public

NEW YORK — Karl Wallinger is something
of an anomaly in the rock world. He seems
to have more in common with 19th century
romanticism or 1960’s psychedelia than
with the microchip eighties. In fact, while
most of his contemporaries go high-tech,
Wallinger has largely rejected much of in-
dustrial society for a more naturalistic and
insular vision. That vision is represented on
arefreshing new album called *‘Private Rev-
olution” (Chrysalis), which he recorded with
his band World Party.

To give it a pastoral flavor, Wallinger cut
the album in a private siudio deep in the
woodlands north of London. It was an es-
tate and we had it for as long as we needed
to record the album. It’s just healthy coun-
tryside all around,” he says, puffing on a
Marlboro. “And everything’s very alive
there, there’s lots of animals.” Wallinger
pulls a white feather from his jacket. ““This
is from one of the doves that lives on the
roof,” he says.

But Wallinger, who is from Wales, soon
discovered the shortcomings of country liv-
ing. “On the one hand [ was really into the
country but on the other hand we didn’t
have hot water for a while and when it got
turned on | was very appreciative of man’s

achievements in plumbing and central heat-
ing,” he says.

At one point in our interview, while he
was discussing the sanctity of nature, a
roach crawled across the floor and Wal-
linger killed it. “You see,” he said, rubbing
the roach into the carpet, “that’s realistic.”
Wallinger has this reflexive ability to extrap-
olate general principles from particular ev-
eryday events—like the roach, for
example —and that is one of the qualities
that makes “Private Revolution” special.
Still, his revolution is more of a personal one
than a political one. “I'm definitely not into
politics,” he says. “It’s kind of like we’re in a

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‘Til Tuesday Gambles And
Wins On ‘“Welcome Home’’

NEW YORK - Wher ‘Til Tuesday went to
record “Welcome Home” (Epic), they de-
cided to damn the consequences and make
the album they wanted to make. Fortunate-
ly, the consequences need not be damned
because this is one terrific pop record.

The idea was risky: each band member
made individual demos of their own songs
and then collectively, with producer Rhett
Davies, chose the ones for the album ““| had
maybe four songs, {keyboardist) Joey
(Pesce) had about three, and Aimee (Mann)
had about fourteen,”” says guitarist Robert
Holmes. “So it was inevitable that we
wound up using a lot more of Aimee’s
material.’

Mann, however, expresses surprise that
so many of her songs were used. *I just
wrote songs and | didn’t think they'd ever
see the light of day,”” says Mann. I was just
writing songs for my own personal fun....1
was sort of surprised that my songs were
sort of chosen by everybody to go on the
album because | had written them on my
own and | figured that the style was not
what the band was interested in.”

‘Til Tuesday took plenty of time to make
sure that the songs on ‘“‘Welcome Home”
were fully realized. *“We took a lot more
time than ‘Voices Carry.” And we literally
lived in the studio,” says Holmes. “One
thing | wanted to make sure,” says Mann,
“was that the songs would be treated the
way we thought they should be treated rath-
er than trying to make them into whatever
we thought a typical ‘Til Tuesday song
was.”’

This album clearly establishes Mann as
the driving force behind the band - and a
formidable pop songwriter as well. Such
new songs as the Beatle-esque “Will She
Just Fall Down” and the moving ‘“Coming
Up Close” compare favorably to such
“Voices Carry’” highlights as “Don’t Watch
Me Bleed’ and “Love In A Vacuum.”

“Aimee is a genuinely creative person
who comes up with lots of ideas,” says
Holmes. ““Her secret weapon is that she’s
very ambitious and very relentless about
certain ideas that she has. She’s really will-
ing to see them through. She’s driven.”

As gracefully modest as Mann is, she
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does in fact exhibit a restless drive. ‘“You
can never really relax,” says Mann, “and
say oh we're successful ncw. because it’s
such a funny business. You just have to
keep working and never lose sight of why
you're doing what you're doing.”

Mann is motivated by a desire to commu-
nicate mini ‘stories’ in song and to put them
across as effectively as possible. One of
those songs, “What About Love,” is al-
ready a top forty single and it's receiving
accolades from high places. In fact, when
Elvis Costello called Mann onstage at his
recent Boston concert, they sang not one of
his songs but a duet of “What About Love.™
“That was a big thrill for me,” she says.
“Being able to do things lke go onstage
with Elvis Costello - I'd put up with any-
thing to be able to do that

The mood of ‘‘Welcome Home” seems to
be more upbeat than ‘‘Vioices Carry,”
which was a somewhat emotionally dark al-
bum. “I'm trying to write about different
things,” says Mann. “[ still write about rela-
tionships but there are so many different
types of relationships to be explored. If you
read the lyrics to the first one and to this one
there’s similar types of stories being told. A
lot of times when | would write about some-
thing on the first album peopie would say oh
she’s such a victim or she’s so self-pitying. |
really sort of feel like if a guy had written the
same lyrics they would just figure he was
just illustrating something that happened to
him.’

“There are some unhappy stories on this
album but the whole point of writing a story
about something is that you leam something
from it,”” she says. ‘I think there are stories
here that are a little more subtle or inconclu-
sive so that it’s not all black and white.”

Whatever the contrast with the first al-
bum, “Welcome Home' is certain to broad-
en ‘Til Tuesday’s audience. Their ascent to
commercial success has been unusually
swift; one must remember that just a couple
of years ago, they had not yet recorded
their stunning debut album or done the vid-
eos that have made them household faces -
at least in households with MTV. “Welcome
Home" is that rarity of rarities: a follow-up
album that fulfills every promise made by
the debut.

STILL THINKING—*I may be six-
ty,”" said Chuck Berry from the Felt
Forum stage, “but I still get it three
tires a week. Which might seem kind
of slow to you every-nighters.” Well
Chuck, let’s just say that you put many
of us in the shade on that count. It’s
easy to feel inadequate around a guy
like Berry who is still stylish, thin, and
musically vital after all these years.
Even the greats of rock ‘n’ roll get that
way around him and Berry does little to
allay that feeling. For example, at the
recent Rock ‘n’ Roll Hall Of Fame in-
duction ceremony, Keith Richards
saluted Berry saying, “Every lick | ever
played [ stole from you.” To which Ber-
ry replied: “‘Dy-no-mite!”

So when he dees voice his approval
you know he means it. At one point
during his sixtieth-birthday gig at the
Felt Forum (10/18), he hovered over
bandmember Dave Edmunds who
was playing some sizzling blues licks.
Berry nodded his approval and shout-
ed, “Don’t tell me those white boys
can't play the blues.”” Indeed it was Ed-
munds who made this skow something
more than just another Berry gig. Ed-
munds stamped such classics as “May-
belline,” “Reelin” and Rockin,” and
“Sweet Little Sixteen”” with his chunka-
chunka style of rhythm guitar playing,
proving that though Berry may have
created rock ‘n’ roll, others have im-
proved on his invention since.

Berry’s other all-star bandmates
bassist John Entwiste, drummer
Terry Williams, and keyboardist
Chuck Leavell—coniributed their
share of magic as well, with Leavell add-
ing exquisite piano runs and fills on “In
The Wee Wee Hours” and “Ramblin’
Rose.” Berry himself was spontaneous
and exuberant, rapping freely with the
audience on “My Ding-z-Ling,” going
knock-kneed on ‘“Sweet Little Sixteen,”
and belting the blues with determined
grit. After “Memphis,” someone gave
Berry a miniature rocking chair as a
birthday present. “It’s gonna be a long
time,” he said, “til [ need to use that.”
STILL STANDING—Though Chuck
Berry may have invented rock ‘n’ roll,
many claim that Hank Williams was
doing it first. “Hank Williams was the
first one to have that leg twitching, any-
way,” says Jason Ringenberg of Ja-
son and The Scorchers. “That’s the
sure sign of a rocker, when that knee
twitches.”

Ringenberg is something of a latter-
day Williams, who has an inherent feel

for the ferocity that turns country into
rock. “I grew up in the most rural envi-
ronment that anyone could imagine,”
says Ringenberg. “‘l worked on the rail-
road for several summers in my teen-
aged years. [ didn’t realize it until I left
and went to college and Nashville just
how romantic all that was. And [ think
that the band didn’t even believe it until
they actually went there.”

Ringenberg was fresh off the farm
when he hooked up with some Nash-
ville street thrashers called The Scorch-
ers to record a Praxis EP called
“Reckless Country Soul” in 1983. To-
day, Jason and The Scorchers have just
put out their fourth album, *“Still Stand-
ing”" (EMI), which is full of songwriting
that is 90% inspiration and 10% perspi-
ration. “l can sit down and try to write a
song and to save my life | couldn’t do
it,” he says. “But I'd be out there feed-
ing the rabbits or fixing the roof and
something will just happen.” With new
songs like “‘Crashin’ Down”” and “Take
Me To Your Promised Land,” Ringen-
berg lives up to the almost impossibly
high standard set by such Scorcher clas-
sics as ‘“Harvest Moon” (“Fervor’/
EMI) and “White Lies” (“Lost and
Found” /EMI).

‘Still Standing” is more song-cen-
tered than ‘“‘Lost and Found” and, as
such, it offers the listener a different
kind of intensity. I think after this al-
bum people will consider The Scorchers
an important band, a valid band,” he
says. “If people will give ‘Still Standing’
just three listens, they’ll get what we're
trying to do. But if they’re looking for
some kind of ‘Lost and Found 2’ they’re
not gonna get it.”’

‘Fervor’ was more of a Jason album,
and ‘Lost and Found’ was more of a
dason and (guitarist) Warner (Hodg-
es) competition for the spotlight,” says
Ringenberg. “‘But on this one everyone
played more together as musicians.

TOKYO — Ryoichi Hattori, chairman of Ja-
pan Association of Rights of Authors and
Composers (JASRAC) and Yasushi Aku-
tagawa, president of JASRAC, have each
been elected to their offices for the third
consecutive time.

Also, 30 com-
posers, 30 authors and 15 music publishers
have elected to the council.

The first
release of 35 titles has already hit the mar-
ket as of September 25, 1986. Included in

Mitsubishi-Shoji Co., Ltd., one of Japan’s
major corporations, will become partners in
a CD plant in the United States via a joint
venture with Electro Sound Group (ESG).
The new venture will be called Memory Tec
Inc. and is expected to be on line in August,
1987. The $7 million capital investment
finds Mitsubishi 60 percent owner and ESG
40 percent. The plant will be built in Plano,
Texas. In addition to conventional audio
CDs, the plant will have the capability to
produce CD-ROM. Capacity of the planned
facility is expected to be 1,000,000 CDs and
100,000 CD-ROMs per month.

THE FORUM, L .A.—1had never seen these
English artrockers perform live and after
the entertaining and frequently compelling
two hours plus show they gave here which
opens a sold-out five night engagement, |
wish 1 had.

I had been one of those cult followers of
Genesis up until the “‘Duke” album where
they seemed to lose all of the lofty complex-
ities that endeared me to them, in favor of
more structured, more accessible pop
sound. I just wasn’t prepared for any com-
mercial leanings or easy access from Gene-
sis, my cosmic getaway from life, who
seemed to be continuing in the same direc-
tion even after Peter Gabriel left the band,
although the songs had gotten shorter and
more thematically focused. By the time 1
had started attending concerts with any reg-
ularity, | had decided that they probably
wouldn’t play enough of their older material
to make one of their concerts worthwhile
seeing .

This, coupled with the fact that I am
averse to seeing shows at huge venues like
the Forum (l usually leave without the abili-
ty to hear certain sounds like...someone
talking to me) and | was afraid that they
would be so loud, all their subtleties would
be lost, | wasn’t prepared to expect much.

All the subtlety was there and much
more.

The band, consisting of the nicest (and
probably one of the richest} guys in pop,
vocalist Phil Collins, keyboardist Tony
Banks, and guitarist-bassist Mike Ruther-
ford, along with veteran Genesis touring
musicians, drummer Chester Thompson
and guitarist-bassist Darryl Sturmer, played
with energy and grace that isn’t always ap-
parent on some of their recordings.

The show started a couple hours late, but
that was amazing because the band almost
cancelled as Mike Rutherford’s father had
passed away and he flew back to England
Saturday to attend the funeral and flew
back to L.A., arriving minutes before he
took the stage.

Drawing from a balanced selection, they
opened with one of their best post-“Duke”
tunes “‘Abacab,” which immediately set the
pace of the show. At the risk of sounding
trite, there was electricity in the air. Surpris-
ingly, the sound was superlative, not over-
powering but you could fee/ it. Phil Collins
must be one of the hardest working per-
formers around. He hits every note, chang-
ing the phrasings enough to keep things
interesting. He avoided most of his video-
ham stage tendencies which he has been
wont to do but he did tend to jabber a bit
between songs yet the crowd loved it. At
one point he announced that it was “audi-
ence participation time,” asking the audi-
ence to raise their hands and chant in order
to “levitate the entire arena.”” His ability to
establish a rapport with the crowd was
extraordinary.

Although he spent much of the time just
singing, he frequently took to the drums and
thundered through some new and very old
instrumental passages with Thompson
which never sounded dated especially with
Banks’ 80s encompassing multi-textural
walls of sound and Rutherford’s tastful, mar-
velously restrained and frequently soaring
quitar licks.

New material like “‘Land Of Confusion,”
““The Domino Principle,” and “In Too
Deep,” stood up well beside “That’s All,”
“Follow You, Follow Me,” “Home by the
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PEACE PERFORMANCE—In his role as musical ambassador E)r the University of Peace, an

Sea.” I must admit that when Collins took to
the drums and the band began a transcen-
dental collage of passages from “The Lamb
Lies Down On Broadway,”” and ‘“‘Foxtrot,”
(both early albums with Gabriel as lead vo-
calist), | was experiencing sheer ecstacy.

At one point, Thompson and Collins
pounded out a rythymic tour de force of
simultaneous percussion which was never
self-indulgent, but fun and entertaining. Per-
haps the only mediocre moment during the
evening came during the encore with a med-
ley of 60s tunes in the middle of “Turn It
On” which seemed noodling and uncom-
fortably out of place.

Not only was the sound incredible, the
lighting was nothing less than art in and of
itself. Unlike some of the gaudy, flashing
lights that are often associated with rock
concerts, the lighting perfectly complement-
ed the mood and presence of every number,
with streams of deep, cool blues are reds
forming icycle-like formations that hung in
the smokey shadows and revolved (proba-
bly through cemputer) in synch to the mu-
sic. The whole effect was hypnotic and
dreamlike instead of bombastic and
distracting.

While I still contend their new material is
a little too crowd pleasing and doesn’t stand
up to their best work, it does work live in the
hands of such magical musicians.

THE PALACE, L.A. - This isn’t going to be
easy.

L.A’s own X have been a favorite of
mine since | saw them at defunct clubs such
as the Whisky and the Starwood where they
burst upon unsuspecting club denizens with
a frenetic, jagged aural kick in the gut as
well as stark lyrical poetry which perfectly
described the anomie associafed with West-
ern Civilization which is especially epito-
mized in our decadent city. Besides, they
are a great rock and roll band that always
been a whole shitload of fun to see.

After carving their own niche in the
erupting L.A. club scene, they became the
first so-called “post-punk” (I hate the term)
band to play with style and precision which
captured the intensity of the punk legacy.
With John Doe’s propulsive, yet melodic
bass playing and urgent vocal delivery com-
bined with Exene’s slighty atoral, but highly
original vocal histronics, guitarist Billy
Zoom’s taught, exacting, rockabilly-tinged

metallics and D.J.Bonebrake’s manic, drum
thundering, the band chemistry has pro-
duced some of the most important albums
and live performances by Angelinos since
the Doors.

Following the divorce of founders John
Doe and Exene Cervenka, the departure of
guitarist Billy Zoom and a first time luke-
warm reception from fans and critics alike
for their last LP, “Ain’t Love Grand,” it
seemed that X had hit a roadblock in their
career which had been gaining some mo-
mentum.

With the addition of ex-Blaster guitarist
Dave Alvin and more recently, ex-Lone Jus-
tice gquitarist Tony Gilkyson, that basic
chemistry has gone somewhat awry. Al
though the band had been in a healthy state
of flux musically before Zoom’s departure,
there is something too loose about the new
X sound which stems from Alvin’s and Gil-
kyson’s uncontrolled, fuzz-laden twin gui-
tars.

Alv:n, an affable, hard-warking guitarist,
is an interesting stage performer, but his
playing was indefinite and somewhat ga-
rage-like which was surprising in light the
crisp rockabilly stylings he brought to the
Blasters. Similarly, Gilkyson’s mostly
rythym guitar-work lacked any real identity
or clarity. Zoom’s controlled buzzsaw and
clear phrasing, notably absent, will be sorely
missed. To be fair, this was not apparent on
brand new unrecorded songs like ‘‘See How
We Are,” and “When It Rains” because
their whole musical approact is new, looser
and bluesier, working well in that context,
but familiar classics like “Los Angeles,”
“Johnny Hit And Run Paulire,” and ‘*Year
One” were off the mark. Some intensity
was there, but the sharp edges which really
characterized X’s sound are gone. Even D.dJ.
Bonebrake’s drumming was occasionally
sloppy{?!

I know this sounds knit-picky, but It’s like
eating your favorite meal at your favorite
retaurant. You take a bite and it just doesn’t
taste the same. Then you find out the chef
who knew the recipe was fired.

As always, Doe’s and Cervenka’s stage
manner was charismatic, with Doe seeming
in an especially playful and talkative mood.
The sold out crowd, often breaking into fa-
miliar minor skirmishes in front, didn’t seem
to care if Zoom was missing.

Make no mistake, X is still evolving musical-
ly with new members and this performance,
which lacked their former sharpness, was
the new X in embryonic form. My criticisms
(which are borne mostly out of resistance to
change) aside, the nucleus of the band is still
intact, X still kicks ass on just about any
local club act and they will probably contin-
ue to make important, engaging music.
Man, it’s hard to bag on an old fave.

illy Joel

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC - Let
Billy Joel be Billy Joel. Let him snap his
mike stand in two, jimmy up the stage sup-
port ropes, gyrate at the piano, and jump
into the crowd. Who cares if he sometimes
gets blunt, graceless, and over-emphatic?
The man breaks his back to please his audi-
ence with a highly entertaining set of songs -
or at least that’s what he did here October
17.

It was the old songs most people came to
hear and it was the old songs they got. Ev-
ery few minutes, a half forgotten tune like
“Vienna” would crop up, reminding us just
how on-target Joel can be. The glitzy energy
of “Angry Young Man,” the classic simplic-
ity of “Piano Man,” and the high-charged
“Only The Good Die Young” were simulta-
neously nostalgic and fresh. Even newer hits
like “Uptown Girl” and “The Longest
Time” had a builtin nostalgic feel that
showed just how convincingly Joel can mim-
ic different pop genres.

At one point he did a mini-set of doo-wop,
capturing the ambience of street corner sing-
ing with real authenticity. But the bestre-
ceived songs were the three from “Glass
Houses" that closed the set. “It’s Still Rock
‘N’ Roll” set up an infectious groove, “Just A
Fantasy” postively soared, and *“You May Be
Right,” with it’s I-almost -missed-my-cue vo-
cal intro, was virtually anthemic.

Unfortunately though, Joel only played
three songs from his new album, “The
Bridge,” which is unfortunate because it’s
one of his best. It’s hard to imagine why he
would not play the album’s first single,
“Modern Woman,”’ the manic *Running On
Ice,” or the melodic “This Is The Time,”” not
to mention “Code Of Silence” or *“‘Getting
Closer.”” But he didn’t perform any of those.
Certainly, opening with the rockish ‘“Matter
Of Trust” was a smart move, but playing
(even recording) “Big Man On Mulberry
Street” evinces a significant lapse of taste.
On vinyl and stage, that song is pitched
about a full octave above his range and the
result is excruciating.

Such lapses, however, were few and far
between. For the most part he gave the peo-
ple what they wanted, and then some. Joel
could have taken the lead of other rock su-
perstars, playing only his new album and
maybe fifteen minutes of oldies before call-
ing it a night. Instead he gave a meaty and
musically diverse two and a half hour show
that left few people disappointed.

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BIG BOSS MEN—Back in the early-
’60s, when a lot of serious jazz was be-
ing made — third stream, avant-garde,
etc. — there was also a lot of less-serious
jazz being made. ‘‘Soul Jazz,” featuring
churning, sledge-hammer organs and
gristly, big-muscled tenor saxophones,
captured a good deal of the public’s at-
tention. The critics didn’t much go for it
at the time, but things seem to be turn-
ing around now: soul jazz albums by ob-
scure organists are hungered after by
jazz collectors with a fervor that could
not be foreseen in 1961. Blue Note Re-
cords was the prime force in soul jazz
and the revived Blue Note has just dug
into its catalogue for 10 blue-chip exam-
ples of the genre. Five of them feature
organists, eight of them feature saxo-
phonists, and almost all of them include
songs with titles like *‘Sow Belly Blues,”
“Nice 'N Greasy,” “Funky Mama,”
“Slouchin’,”” ‘““‘Jungle Juice,” and
“We’ll See Yaw’ll After Awhile, Ya
Heah.” Subtlety was not the keynote
amongst the soul jazzers — getting butts
to shake was what they were after.
Guaranteed to be the life of any party
are ‘‘Crazy! Baby,” Jimmy Smith;
“The Natural Soul,” Lou Donaldson
(with John Patton on organ); “‘Grant-
stand,” Grant Green (with Jack
McDuff on organ and Yusef Lateef
on tenor), “Think!,” Lonnie Smith
with David “Fathead”” Newman on
tenor); “Blue & Sentimental,” lke
Quebec; “That’s Where It’s At,”
Stanley Turrentine; ‘‘Serenade to a
Soul Sister,””Horace Silver (with
Stanley Turrentine on tenor); ‘“Wa-
hoo,” Duke Pearson (with Joe Hen-
derson on tenor); “I'm Tryin’ To Get
Home,” Donald Byrd (with Stanley
Turrentine on tenor and Freddie
Roach on organ); and ‘“Babe’s Blues,”
The Three Sounds featuring Gene
Harris (the only previously-unissued
LP in the set).

Coincidentally, Atlantic has just put
out a double-album that serves as a per-
fect bracket to the Blue Notes. “‘Atlan-
tic Honkers” features the raw-boned
tenor saxophonists who came before
the soul jazz era; guys who were impor-
tant as a bridge between small-group
jazz of the late-'40s and early-’50s and
the early rock and roll of the mid-"50s.
The first three sides of “‘Atlantic
Honkers” — produced, incidentally, by
Bob Porter, one of the staunchest sup
porters of this brand of music —in-
cludes such swaggering tenor men as
Arnett Cobb, Johnny Griffin, Red
Prysock, Sam “The Man” Taylor,
Frank “Floorshow’ Culley, Willis
‘“Gatortail’”’ Jackson, and Hal
“Cornbread’’ Singer in sessions dat-
ing from 1947-55. The fourth side of the
album is culled from several King Cur-
tis albums, recorded between 1958 and
1970; the latter sides show how King
Curtis updated the kind of soul jazz rep-
resented by the Blue Notes. None of
this, mind you, is tea-and-crumpets mu-
sic. This is kettle-of-red-beans-and-rice-
music and it’s all a lot of fun.

ON JAZZ I

MORE BIG BOSS MEN—Sweden’s
Storyville Records is one of Europe’s -
indeed, the world’s —leading jazz la-
bels, yet, inexplicably, it does not have
an American distributor. Storyville,
which loves to put out series’ of re-
cords, has just come out with a delight-
ful pair of series’. King Jazz Records
was a label put together in 1945 by the
redoubtable jazz character Mezz
Mezzrow and one that, for the most
part, featured sessions co-led by Mezz-
row, a marginal clarinetist, and Sidney
Bechet, the powerful genius of the so-
prano saxophone. Storyville has now
gathered the complete catalogue of
King Records on LP. Three albums
were already in Storyville’s catalogue
and they have just added four new
ones: “Out of Gallion,” “Really The
Blues,” “‘Gone Away Blues,” and “Rev-
olutionary Blues.” They are majestic re-
cording sessions and they are well
worth seeking out. Also worth seeking
out is Storyville’s new “This is Jazz”
series —three albums mined from the
late Rudi Blesh’s live radio broadcasts
of 1947. Led by Wild Bill Davison,
Albert Nicholas, and Ed Hall, re-
spectively, these three LPs capture the
spirit and sense of fun of the New Or-
leans revival of the period. The three
players cross over onto each other’s
dates here, and they are supported by
the likes of James P. Johnson and
George Brunis. For those who like
the contemporary players who perform
“in the tradition,” this is a good place to
go — to the tradition itself.

I very humbly introduced my-
self, [ said, ‘Hey, you’re the reason |
look under ‘A’ in jazz record stores, you
and Louis Armstrong.”’ New York’s
Fat Tuesday’s is where you’ll be able to
catch the Dane and the Dawg, Novem-
ber 4-9.

If the direction that radio is taking is towards
focusing on improving radio product rather
than boosting sales, then Michael O’Shea has
got his radio product completely under wraps.
Acting GM at KUBE in Seatftle Washington,
O’Shea has impressed KUBE's corporate struc-
ture, First Media Corp., and the Seattle market
with his ability to execute and develop new
ways of programming a CHR station.

From it's inception in 1980 until the present,
the station has taken on the image of a well
rounded successful and consistent station that
listeners can count on for programming what
they want to hear. O’Shea likes it this way and
will continue to keep loyal to this format, not
concerned with blowing the other radio stations
out of the market with radical programming
ideas.

First Media opened KUBE's airwaves on St.
Patrick’s Day in 1980 with the idea that the over

radio’ed market needed a station that would
take a pro-programming lead. Since O’Shea is
a veteran of radio programming, First Media
picked the right man for the job. Most GM's
come from o sales oriented background but
PD’s that have knowledge of both program-
ming and sales are rare birds to find.

O’Shea is a rare bird indeed and First Media
is the first to agree after reviewing the results
from the summer arbitron ratings. KUBE is #2in
the Seattle market second only to a news/sports
station which will most likely hold for some time
to come in this sports-minded market.

O’Shea parallels his programming strategy
to the ““boutique’’ style of shopping in the 80's.
Consumer sophistication has defined radio in
terms of—if a shopper knows what they want
and where to get it, a station can’t go wrong.
“Our station is the same whenever you punch up
the radio—if we are going to do anything we're

going to kill them with consistency.”” KUBE's not
out there to set trends but to reflect trends, ac-
cording to O’Shea this is the key to a successful
standing in any market.

Another key is O’Shea’s confidence in the
quality of his staff and he’s encouraged his
team to strive to their greatest potential. The one
thing that history has taught O’Shea “is that
nothing will keep a team together better than
success” and most importantly to allow individ-
uals to achieve their personal and professional
goals.

Radio is not a complicated medium but sim-
ple in terms of delivering a product, but the
people behind the delivery are what counts to
O'Shea. “We've got a transmitter, but so does
everybody else, we've got studios, so do the
other 61 stations out there. What makes us dif-
ferent is our people.” There's an energy that
runs through the station that seems to be work-

ing. That unsual chemistry and magic is a rare
find.

O’Shea feels timing had alot to do with
KUBE's overall success also. “*People were bail-
ing out of AM’s and listening to FM's because of
the technical quality of FM and secondly; peo-
ple wonted alot of music—they were tired of
hearing DJ's talk about themselves.” A music
guarantee of playing 51 minutes per hour and
crystal clear stereo became the stations success-
ful marketing strategy.

With his attitude that “competition is a knife
sharpener” and his ability to skillfully delegate
authority among a staff that is valued to the
highest degree, the station along with O’Shea is
constantly challenged. They will undoubtedly
fine tune this already successful station method-
ology to become an exciting and challenging
competitor in the Seattle market.

Leona and Leonia are pushing to have all
their new acts signed as of 1987. That, and
“the continued promotion of Detroit talent”,
as Leonia puts it “is our goal.”

Judging by the past creative insight that
these innovative forerunners have posessed,
they will more than likely achieve it.

A few weeks ago in this column
we talked about firing our bullets.
Actually, the process had begun a
lot farther back than that column. It
had begun, guerrilla warfare fash-
ion, at the end of ‘85, after we took
stock and found 70 of them little
creatures running around in the
chart like waterbugs in the cellar.
Yucckk!!

Systematically we began to exter-
minate them. Slowly, of course, so’s
not to upset the delicate ecology of
the region, and by the middle of the
summer there were about 50 or so of
the little buggers still scurrying
around.

At the point in time that we wrote
about firing the bullets, we had just
wiped out another 50% of the re-
maining population, which left us
with 25-30 survivors. But, by then the
battle lines had been drawn; the
gauntlet was thrown. It had become
a matter of them or us. We had final-
ly broken through their ranks and
unconditional victory lay straight
ahead.

Onward we marched, flushing
them out of the cracks in the wood-
work one by one. Zap! There goes
another one to bullet heaven.
Squash! And another! By the first
week in October only 17 could stilt
be accounted for.

At this point we paused for a
cease-fire. What had we wrought,
we asked, surprised by our own au-
dacity? Could a chart even exist
without the bullet system? Carefully
we reconnoitered the area. Had we
generated anger among the citizen-
ry? Resentment? Any form of unhap-

piness? Or had we perhaps created
an air of unbridled enthusiasm, or
ecstatic joy? Just what were the feel-
ings of the friends and neighbors in
what you call your Music Row
community?

I wish you'd just get rid of the ----
-s altogether,” said one exec, spilling
his coffee in his lap and asking not to
be named. (I just don’t remember if
he didn’t want to be named in con-
nection with the quote or because he
spilled his coffee in his lap.)

“The world would be better off
without them,”” offered another
exec, who didn’t mind being named,
as long as everyone else were giving
their names.

“Call the Orkin army,” chorused
all the execs at Ditto Records.

“Bullets?! | don’t want yer steen-
keen’ bullets,” said still another in a
rather pungent Mexican accent.

With that tacit approval and en-
couragement ringing in our ears, we
marched forward once again into
the fray. But this time we were armed
with the indisputable knowledge
that we were on the side of righ-
teousness, apple pie and the good
old days in the biz. The sword of
justice was in our right hand; in our
left was a can of Raid. We were im-
placable; the time for mercy was
past.

It was a massacre!

When we were through, a pall of
smoke lay over the battlefield and
bodies were strewn all over the chart
room. We searched through the ru-
ins of the old chart, counting the ca-
sualties and lining them up side by
side. Seventeen dead bullets lay

there all in a row. (But on the floor,
this time, not on the chart.)

The reign of terror has been
brought to an end. The chart was
bullet-less. No more would Music
Roweans be forced to live in fear of
the shadows, where the Bullet-
Watchers lurk. No more need we
carry bullets on our backs, working
only to feed the habit, living from
week to week and fix to fix.

We picked up one of the once-
deadly-but-now-just-dead corpses

and had it stuffed. Then we stuck it in
a permanent place on the top of the
chart, a shining symbol to any other
bullets who might be skulking (it's
been a while since you've seen that
word, I'll bet)—skulking out there,
thinking about invading the country
chart.

To them we say “"Don't try it, bust-
er(s), because from now on we’ll al-
ways be on guard!

STAN EDWARDS—Program Director
and Music Director
WSCG-Corinth, NY

CORINTH, NY—Democracy still
holds true at WSCG-Corinth, al-
though Stan Edwards refers to him-
self as “a benevolent despot.” He
makes sure that if a record is added,
it gets played, not “buried over-
night—they go into all day-parts.”
He finds out what his listeners want
to hear by constantly keeping in
touch with them on a call-in, call-out
basis.

Stan began in radio at the tender
age of 13 at a Syracuse pop station,
WOLF. He worked the weekend
graveyard shift while going to high
school. Then he went to Lemoyne
College in the same town, and ma-
jored in Spanish—comprende?
Though he wanted to go to South
America and teach, he ended up be-
ing recrvited by the Radio Shack
chain and working for them for 15
years on the elctronic retail end. (By
the way, Stan has no regrets that he
didn’t go to South America.)

In 1979, he became involved with
WKOL in Amsterdam, NY, an AM
daytime country station, which was
sold not too long afterwards. Stan
then set his sights on developing a
new radio station. He and some
other interested parties began to re-

search the marketplace, which cov-
ered two towns just north of Albany:
Saratoga and Glens Falls, as well as
Corinth, which is in the middle, and
found a hole—a good country sto-
tion was needed. Then the real build-
ing began. Ir 1981, he and his
fellow workers “pounded every nail
in the place” from the ground floor
up. They went on the air in the fall
and WSCG was in business, as a
team-built, team-owned station.
Stan credits the successes that the
station has had to date to this team
effort.

“We came in with a wide-open
playlist from day one,”” Stan says,
adding that the station at present
has 125 records in rotation. As a re-
sult, WSCG is gaining more listners,
and is about to expand their watt-
age from 3,000 to 25,000. Now
that’s a power increase! Pretty soon,
they'll be the biggest country station
“from Albany to Canada.” Way to
build, Stan!

HIGH PRIORITY

Joe Casey—CBS

The Gatlins’ single is proving to be one of

their strongest in the last two years. It is pulling

excellent phones wherever it has been pro-
grammed. The O’Kanes with “*Oh, Darlin’’ is
one of our strongest radio response records to
date from one of our newer artists. T.G. Shep-

pard’s "Half Past Forever” is receiving excel

lent phone response from younger female de-
mographics. We are garnering o tremendous
amount of airplay/new additions on “The Car-
penter”’ by John Conlee, which has also been
one of our higher chart debuts in a long time.
Early acceptance to Rodney Crowell’s “When
I'm Free Again’ is outstanding.

ART JACKSON—Music Director
KJIJR—Whitefish, MT

WHITEFISH—If there’s one thing a
music director needs to be in touch
with more than anything else, it’s his
gut feelings. That is, after all, where
the hits are truly separated from the
stiffs, and that is where KJJR's music
director Art Jackson places most of
his trust. With that as his barometer,
he “plays whatever’'s good—what-
ever the label or artist.”

And he doesn’t just stick, neces-
sarily, to records that are flourishing
in the country charts for potential
adds to his playlist. His predecessor
at the station would peruse the
charts of all the various genres in an
effort to seek out records that might
be suvitable to his audience’s tastes,
and Jackson, himself, leans tfoward
that same style of information—
gathering and record—selecfion. He
likes to give his listeners at least a
taste of a broad spectrum of
material.

At KJJR, Art is only a loud holler
from KGMY in Missoula, the site of
his first gig in radio 16 years ago.
(Well, it's over 100 miles, so you'd
have to have a pretty powerful set of
lungs.) At that earlier time, he was
still in college studying journalism
and anthropology and his radio

work was only a part—time affair,
but he continued in that vein, even in
the Army, where he became involved
with AFRTS in Frankfurt and started
a country FM program, working it
three nights a week. And, before re-
tiring from the Army in 1980, he was
teaching radio and TV production at
Lowery A.F.B. in Denver, CO.

When a coronary condition
forced him out of the military, he
headed back to the Big Sky country,
landing a gig at Kalispell, which then
led to a part-time position at KJJR in
neighboring Whitefish. When the
boss bought the FM, he made it a
rocker and changed KJJR to country,
which sat well with Jackson, who be-
came a full-timer with the station in
1984. He's been doing music there
for the past year.

MTM is having exceptional success in its
artist development program. We're doing
real well in sales and requests with "Daddy’s
Hands,” an artist-breaking record for Holly
Dunn. Judy Rodman, coming off #1, is look-
ing strong to repeat with “'She Thinks That
She’ll Marry.”” Judy’s pulling especially
strong female phones.

We're thrilled with the initial response to
the Girls Next Door single at radio. The fun,
uptempo single is the highest debut in Cash
Box this week.

CLASSICS FROM RHINO - With
the heavy resurgence of interest in mu-
sic from rock’s early days, especially
from the 1960s, California based RHI-
NO RECORDS, have not only provid-
ed rare and previously out-of-print faves
such as the Nuggets Series and most
of the Monkees catalog, they place a
special emphasis on sound quality
which is sometimes lacking with some
re-issues. ‘“We go through extreme
steps to make sure we get the best qual-
ity tapes to use for our re-issues,” ex-
plains Bill Inglot, technical director
for Rhino. “We go back to the earliest
generation tape available.” Their latest
collection, the GOLDEN ARCHIVE
SERIES, features eight compilation
LPs which have been totally remas-
tered. The series includes The Beau
Brummels, The Spencer Davis
Group (featuring Stevie Winwood),
The Everly Brothers, The Bobby
Fuller Four, Love, The Standells,
The Turtles and Ritchie Valens.
“Portions of these records had been is-
sued before on Rhino. In the interim,
Rhino has taken steps to improve the
quality of its product line,” says Inglot.
He emphasized that while it has been a
standard practice for all labels who re-
leased re-issues to cut new discs from
tapes made from a master or “mother”
disc, Rhino has been actively seeking
out original tapes to master their discs
with. “They’re all mastered from first
generation tape sources, not from
copies. When you do that, there is a
substantial improvement in sound quali-
ty because every time you have to go a

tape generation, you have generation
loss and degradation.”” When mixing
from the tapes, Inglot says that while
several adjustments are made, the origi-
nal aesthetics and feel are not only left
intact, but they are enkanced. Among
the improvements are “level compensa-
tion, if one track isn’t as loud as anoth-
er, or it they’re lacking in bass or top
end frequency or if the vocals are bur-
ied. The only thing that’s changed is
that there is substantially more informa-
tion on the disc simply because there
were certain sub-frequencies and levels
that you could not cut to a disc in the
‘50s. Frequency response is now im-
proved. There’s more sound there.”

ALBUM REVIEWS

The CMA Coronation

NASHVILLE — Once again this year, coro-
nation ceremonies for the Country Music
Association’s royal court took place in the
Grand Ole Opry House in Nashville. Depart-
ing from the pattern of CMA Awards of
recent years, though, none of the crown
princes or princesses swept away with a col-
lection of crystal CMA bullets for the mant-
lepiece. In fact, the only multiple award
winners, Reba McEntire and Dan Seals, got
a scant two apiece.

However, symbolic crowns were placed
mostly where expected. Queen Reba
walked away Female Vccalist of the Year,
and although Skaggs and Willie were both
tough contenders for Entertainer of the
Year, the cowgirl became the lady when she
snatched the honors from the more estab
lished veterans, in keeping with the ‘“‘all-
new’’ look of the winners this year.

George Strait took the Male Vocalist
throne, another unsurprise considering the
KRdngth of the younger crop of artists. (Af-
ter all, competitor Randy T. was also nomi-
nated for the Horizon Award. How could he
take this one as well?)

Vocal Group - naturally, The Judds. Vo-
cal Duo—Marie Osmond and Dan Seals
were the hottest, currentest, newest — again
fitting "this year’s criteria. And Seals’
“Bop,” Single of the Year winner, is still
simmering on radio stations across the
country.

The rest of the awards may not have
been quite so cut and dried, but the closest
to a dark horse was probably the Oak Ridge

Boys Band winning Instrumental Group of
the Year or “Lost In The Fifties Tonight” by
Ronnie Milsap grabbing the Album of the
Year crown. However, neither of those, nor
the announcement of Johnny Gimble as In-
strumentalist of the Year and “Who’s
Gonna Fill Their Shoes” as the favored vid-
eo, caused any audible gasps in the Opry
House.

There was cne “first” this year. Don
Schlitz, co-writer with Paul Overstreet of
“On The Other Hand,” became the first
two-time winner in the Song of the Year
category. As the writers made their way to
the stage to accept the honor, they grabbed
the shy, unsuspecting Travis by the arm and
took him up with them. In their list of thank
yous, Schlitz referred to the first time he
won the award when he said, I can’t get on
stage anywhere without saying thank you,
Kenny Rogers.” (“The Gambler” won in
1979))

The pace of this year's awards show,
ramrodded by the gray-bearded, jean-clad
duo of Kris Kristofferson and Willie Nelson,
was fast and furious. Everyone seemed anx-
ious to get to the party. Maybe that’s why
no one sang alone, except for the opening
performance by The Judds — and they’re al-
ready a duo. Ricky Skaggs, along with Amy
Grant and Bobby Jones and New Life, gave
a rousing rendition of “Walkin’ In Jerusa-
lem.” This was followed by Loretta Lynn
and Conway Twitty kicking off a segment of
country duets featuring Earl Thomas Con-

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The pleasant voice you hear when you call
American Vending Sales belongs to lovely
Dina Smith, receptionist, who also helps out
with inventory and billing.

The 28,000 square foot facilities that
house American Vending Sales in Wood
Dale, lllinois are a far cry from the small
storefront in Chicago where this distributor-
ship first came into being fifteen years ago.
Frank Gumma started the company at
about mid-way into his coinbiz career. Dur-
ing its formative years, AVS dealt with used
equipment and one vending line, Lektro-
vend. Ultimately, as the company began to
grow, {from a staff of one to the present
thirty-nine full time employees) more lines
were added and while they dabbled some-
what in music and games along the way,
their dominant product was vending equip-
ment. For a good period of time American
Vending Sales represented vending exclu-
sively, a classification shared by a very few,
if any, in the trade.

This all began to change when they took
on the Rowe music line a couple of years
ago. Of course, Frank was no stranger to
the company. He worked for Rowe as a
field service engineer, covering the mid-
west, in the early 60’s. The move, however,
was a turning point for AVS, in that it led
the way for further diversification of its
product roster. In February of 1986, they
purchased Bally Midwest Dist. which
brought a number of game lines into the
fold, to complete the cycle.

What prompted AVS to expand into mu-
sic and games distribution? “We have the
nucleus here for servicing operators,” stat-
ed Frank Gumma. “The Rowe music line
was certainly a welcome addition to our

product roster. It gave us a new base of
customers, the music and game operator;
and to go to that operator with only a juke-
box just didn’t make sense to us, especially
since he was requesting other equipment.
So by expanding into other products our
customer base broadened, and this was fur-
ther embellished when we bought Bally
Midwest.”

When Cash Box visited American Vend-
ing Sales on October 8, Frank took us on a
tour of the facilities, which were construct-
ed totally according to specifications, from
foundation to roof. You could see he takes a
great deal of pride in this operation. All of
the departmental requirements for a full line
of distributorship are here —and then some.
There’s the vending division, the music and
games division, a sizeable showroom area
for displaying their diverse product lines, an

impressive 3-level parts department, the
shipping and receiving warehouse, sophisti-
cated service facilities and separate accom-
modations for washing equipment as well as
sanding and body work plus a paint booth,
the logic department and, of course, sales
and administration. We could go on. Luckily
enough the considerable footage out there
didn’t create much of a hardship when Bally
Midwest was purchased and a lot of addi-
tional equipment and furnishings were
brought in.

Since our visit came not too long ago
after the introduction by Rowe of the new R-
91 jukebox, a great deal of our conversation
with Frank and AVS president Frank Gum-
ma Jr. centered on this model and the op-
tion it offers for compact disc programming.
Wit the newly introduced add-on feature the
R-91 can program six compact discs along
with the regular 45’s. “First of all, let me
make this point, the 45 rpm record is very
much alive and well,”’ commented Frank.
“Rowe did f research in preparation

for the release of the new model. The R91
combination 45 and compact disc unit, we
feel, is a good answer to what’s happening
in the industry because it is not forcing the
operator to obsolete his other equipment.
One of the nice things about the machine is
that an operator who buys an R-91 now can
always add the compact disc feature at a
later date in kit form. It gives him the combi-
nation and versatility of the compact disc
plus the 45.” He stressed the economic
price of the machine explaining that an op-
erator can buy the R91 at the going rate
and then just pay the additional cost, which
is less than a thousand dollars, for the C.D.
conversion.

With their thrust into the music and
games market AVS is channeling a great
deal of energy into merchandising programs

that will help generate increased revenue
for operators. One such effort, involving the
Rowe jukebox, has produced outstanding
results. As explained by Frank Gumma Jr.,
what they did was take an older Rowe mod-
el, replace it on location with a newer ma-
chine (in this case last year’s R-90), omitting

creased play pricing will produce more in-
come. Frank said the elated operator
involved told him, ““This is like finding a new
location without putting out a new piece of
equipment.”

With respect to the Rowe Video Juke-
box, Frank advised that after a relatively
slow start the model has taken giant strides
over the past six or eight months. “The
units we've put out are doing beautifully,”
he said. “In every case the operators are

very pleased and are coming back for a sec-
ond and third units.” He stressed that the
traditional 50/50 commission split is not
feasible for the video jukebox. Many opera-
tors are installing them with a 70 /30 split; in
many instances they’re taking the cost of
the tapes off the top, securing a certain
amount up front and then splitting beyond

that portion. Others are employing leasing
arrangements.

American Vending Sales works very
closely with the Rowe organization and is
deeply involved in the factory’s various mer-
chandising and promotional projects, the
most current of which is focused on the vid-
eo jukebox. At Rowe's recent annual meet-
ing in Grand Rapids, Michigan, AVS was
singled out as the sole recipient of a special
“distributor cooperation award” presented
for the first time by the factory.

How are things going in the games de-
partment? “The market is looking better
.. . operators are healthier . . . the manufac-
turers are producing a lot of good equip-
ment,” said Frank Jr. “The industry has
turned around and is back on its feet, |
think, with AMOA Expo coming up we'll
see a lot more interesting equipment.”
Frank Sr. added, “As a Bally distributor we
are certainly pleased with the equipment
this factory had been releasing and we are
very excited about some of the things
they’ve planned for future release.”

As we concluded our interview, compli-
menting Frank on this super operation, he
made one final statement, “We're really not
concerned about being the biggest in this
market . . . we strive only to be the best.”

And here’s a parting shot in the executive of-
fice with Frank and lovely Helen Slawek, his
very capable secretary smiling widely for the
CB photog. IS
