GUEST EDITORIAL  

On Behalf Of Liberty

Officially, her name is "Liberty Enlightening the World" and for half 
of our nation's history she has stood proud and grim. All this hoopla 
over the refurbishing of the Statue of Liberty amounts to nothing more 
than crass commercial manipulation if it is not accompanied by a 
reaffirmation of our commitment to America's founding principles. 
Liberty is not preserved, after all, on yellowed 
parchment under glass; it is preserved in the 
hearts and actions of free individuals. Imperious 
minorities have imposed arbitrary abuses, dis-
crimination and censure for centuries. The wary 
thinkers who penned our Bill Of Rights hoped 
to bequeath us guarantees against these insults 
to human dignity. They warned that the measure 
of a nation's integrity lies in the degree of civil 
liberties practiced by its citizens. 
On June 2, 1986, the Los Angeles City Attor-

ney's Office brought charges against Jello Biafra, 
lead singer/lyricist for the punk rock band Dead 
Kennedys, and four co-defendants for "distrib-
uting harmful matter to minors." The "harmful 
matter" ostensibly in question is the poster 
reproduction of a painting by Academy Award 
winning artist H.R. Giger, included as part of Dead 
Kennedys' "Frankenchrist" record album pack-
age. The precedent in danger of being set if a 
conviction is won in this case should alarm any 
American, particularly anyone involved in popular 
entertainment. 
The painting is not pretty. Its Escher-esque field 

of upturned rumps is as depersonalized and 
cankered as the bulk of human relations today. 
When Biafra first encountered the painting, in the 
April 1980 issue of Penthouse, he remembers 
thinking, "This is the best metaphor I have ever 
seen for consumer culture on parade." 
The lyrical/musical/visual message of "Fran-

kenchrist," like all of the band's releases, is a 
melange of constructive iconoclasm in the best American tradition of 
dissent. The lyrics to "Stars and Stripes of Corruption" charge, 
" America's back, all right/At the game it plays the worst/Stripmining 
the world like a slave plantation." The chorus to "Hellnation" runs, 
"Problem is, few care/About the people in despair/If you help no one/ 
You're guilty in this Hellnation." 
Released last fall amidst the brouhaha over the PMRC/Senate 

hearings on rock lyrics, the album bears a sticker that reads: 

WARNING: The inside fold-out to this record cover is a work of art by H.R. 
Giger that some may find shocking, repulsive or offensive. Life can sometimes 

be that way. 
The parents agitating for these controls undoubtedly believe that 

they are working for the welfare of their children. The sad fact is, 
however, that they are cheating America's youth of their constitutional 
guarantees. Further, these parents are abdicating their child-rearing 

responsibilities to the State. If there is to be prior 
restraint, let it be practiced by the parents within 
their own homes, not by those who would dictate 
their private moral standards to the rest of us. 
Leave that to the despots of Iran, Moscow, and 
South Africa. 
The root of this contagion can be traced to the 

power plays of right-wing extremists bent on 
dragging us all to the same censored version of 
heaven. Like most self-proclaimed moral 
guardians, their intolerance and quickness to 
suppress others are rationalized on religious 
grounds. Examples of these would-be dema-
gogues are the PMRC, whose members ferret out 
and memorize the smuttiest lyrics in the land; the 
Meese Commission with its ill-conceived and 
lascivious primer; and the numerous organiza-
tions committed to denying consumers of all ages 
of their right to choose for themselves. 

It seems more than mere chance that the first 
target in this crusade to genericize popular 
culture would be a group who record on their 
own non-R IAA label, Alternative Tentacles. 
Michael Guarino, the assistant L.A. city attorney 
prosecuting Biafra and the others is fond of 
pointing out how "cost effective" this case is. He 
is fully aware, and the rest of us should be too, 
that a conviction in this case will open the door 
to a rash of charges against other artists, 
musicians, writers and performers. 
As Barry Lynn, legislative counsel to the ACLU 

in Washington, D.C. observes, "The poster in 
question, like Dead Kennedys' musical and visual art in general, 
lampoons the conformism of American society. That is pre-eminently 
political speech. We know it works because it annoyed the authorities 
enough to try to intimidate their critics into submission by calling them 
obscene. 

"This persecution is a sorry example of just the kind of government 
abuse the First Amendment was designed to prevent." 
Because of inevitable and enormous expenses incurred in defending 

a case of this sort, the NO MORE CENSORSHIP Defense Fund has 
been formed at PO Box 11458, San Francisco, CA 94101.

Seeburg Intro's "Laser Music System, 
The First CD Jukebox 

By Camille Compasio 
CHICAGO — Jukebox patrons who are into 
compact discs can now enjoy the same music 
on the ¡akebox as they do on their home units, 
thanks to the introduction by Seeburg 
Phonograph Corp. of the new "laser music 
system," which is the first jukebox that 
accommodates compact discs. The "marvel of 
the '80s," as Seeburg's board chairman Ed 
Blankenbeckler calls it, employs the Sony CD 
mechanism, and the Seeburg/ Sony engage-
mem for this special project is expected to 
herald a new era in jukebox entertainment. 
The software system was designed by Seeburg 
engineers and, to quote company president 
Nick Hindman, "no other machine exists that 
comes close to this Seeburg product." 

Initial models of the laser music system were 
showcased for Seeburg's international distrib-
utor network on June 21 at The Hamilton 
Hotel in Chicago. A number of record labels, 
including CBS, RCA, WEA, Motown and 
PolyGram, were represented at the unveiling. 
Seeburg has been conferring with the record 
people towards securing compatible release 
dates for CDs, LPs and cassettes so that 
jukebox patrons can have quick access to their 
favorites without too much of a waiting 
period. Another possibility that was hinted 
at during this meeting was Seeburg's expan-
siol into the music business as a stem-off of 
their move into the compact disc arena. 
The Seeburg name carries a lot of weight, 

not only in the jukebox industry but in the 
record i iclust-y as well. In an historic analysis 
of the company, consultant Jack Gordon, who 
goes back many years with the Seeburg 
organization and is a member of the current 
team, reflected on the early days and the

accomplishments of the company. In 1950 the 
industry saw the first Seeburg jukebox that 
was designed for 45s, only at the time RCA 
was the sole manufacturer making 45s, 
according to Gordon. "In those days, it was 
78, 33 1/3 and the 45, so it was my job to 
sell the record manufacturers on the 45s idea," 
he said. Within a short time Gordon accomp-
lished his goal and "Seeburg succeeded in 
introducing the 45." "Down the road Seeburg 
went a similar route to introduce stereo to 
the record manufacturers," he added. Of 
course, the per play pricing was different in 
those days, with 50 play in 1948, increasing 
later on to 10e and ultimately to 25e. He feels 
"it's only a matter of time before 45's become 
obsolete" and that the compact disc is "the 
greatest development in the music industry." 
Gordon proudly declared, "Seeburg was the 
first in Hi Fidelity, the first in stereo and now 
the first in the laser music system." The 
Seeburg laser music system does not accept 
coins and is priced at three plays for one dollar 
(18 plays for $5). 
When company president Nick Hindman 

addressed the distributor assemblage he told 
of Seeburg's internal advances and vastly 
improved financial structure, since its pur-
chase and reorganization just a few years ago. 
The company's stock has risen considerably 
in a year and a half (from the original of-
fering of 25e per share to the current $3

The Rolling Stones Notch 
Their 28th Gold Albura 

NEW YORK — The Rolling Stones, the 
world's oldest rock and roll band, won 
their 28th gold LP, for "Dirty Work," in 
the RIAA's June list of gold and platinum 
album certifications. The Stones' 28 gold 
albums puts them in first place for groups 
— The Beatles, who disbanded 16 years 
ago, are in second place with 25 gold LPs. 
"Dirty Work" was also certified platinum 
in June, making it the sixth Rolling Stones 
LP to achieve this mark. Patti LaBelle, 
whose recording career also dates to the 
early '60s, won her first platinum award 
in June, for "Winner In You," which, too, 
was simultaneously certified platinum. 
The other albums which went both gold 

and platinum in June were "Love Zone," 
Billy Ocean; "Raised On Radio," Journey; 
and "Parade," Prince & The Revolution. 

Platinum LPs also went to "All For 
Love," New Edition; "Control," Janet 

Jackson; "Unguarded," Amy Grant, and 
"Play Deep," the debut offering from The 
Outfield. 
Gold albums were also awarded to 

"Turbo," Judas Priest; "Back In Black," 
Whodini; and "Ice On Fire," Elton John. 

Multi-platinum plaques were awarded 
to "Whitney Houston" (six million); "No 
Jacket Required," Phil Collins (five 
million); and "Afterburner," ZZ Top (three 
million). 

In the theatrical video category, simul-
taneous gold and platinum awards went 
to Black Moon Rising, Invasion U.S.A., 
Year of the Dragon, Back To The Future, 
To Live and Die In L.A. and Once Bitten. 
Gold awards also went to Twice In a 
Lifetime and My Chauffeur. 
The only non-theatrical home video to 

be certified in June was Miami Vice, which 
went platinum. 

Godley, Creme, And "A Third Guy 
In The Middle Called Rapport"

NEW YORK — Video masters Kevin 
Godley and Lol Creme might as well be 
one person. Their seamless collabora-
tions on over 50 state-of-the-art videos 
evince a level of rapport rarely seen in 
most creative partnerships. "It's like we've 
got only one eye each," says Lol Creme. 
"And we try to see out of two eyes. Kevin's 
got one eye and I've got the other one." 
The enthusiasm they have for their work 

could be bottled and sold as a sure-fire 
cure for the doldrums. In fact, that's 
exactly what they've done in such videos 
as Lou Reed's No Money Down, Sting's 
Set Them Free, Duran Duran's A View To 
A Kill, and Rob Junkglass' Boystown. 
Godley and Creme have double-hand-
edly created the video age as we know 
it. "The video business was ideal for us," 
says Godley. "We helped start the video 
business and the video business helped 
start us." 
The harmony of their partnership is 

readily apparent in the interview session 
as they joke and jive back and forth. When 
you ask them who does what, their 
repartee gets hilariously unstoppable. "I 
do very little actually," dead-pans Creme. 
"Yeah I do very little too," says Godley. 
"We leave most of it to (our assistant)," 
says Creme. "We just throw ideas about 
and see what sits right," says Godley. "It's 
called rapport, you see," says Creme. 
"There's a third guy in the middle called 
rapport," says Godley. 
They get particularly animated when

talking about their recent video for Lou 
Reed's No Money Down. "Lou didn't want 
to mime," says Creme. "And we were into 
robot technology," says Godley. "And we 
thought that if Lou won't do it we'll get 
someone who will, that looks like Lou," 
jokes Creme. "We had a cast made of 
Reed's face and teeth models and pho-
tographs of hair," says Godley, describing 
how they built the Reed facial replica for 
a robot that rips it off by the end of the 
video. Creme adds that they have an even 
more outrageous video idea for Reed's 
"Video Violence" song, which may or may 
not happen. The concept is to have Reed 
watch television while bleeding from all 
parts of his body. 
One of their favorite videos is the one 

for the single "Cry" from their recently 
released PolyGram album "The History 
Mix: Volume I." "We thought in Cry we'd 
just dissolve from face to face but what 
we didn't realize was that we were getting 
into video genetics," says Creme. "Once 
we started mixing from face to face we 
created whole new faces. Half of those 
people in that video don't exist. They are 
purely a composition. And not the ones 
you'd think either. The ones you think are 
real people are probably the composites. 
That's one example where we got more 
than we bargained for," says Creme. 

"That's what we're in it for: those joyous 
moments of inspiration," jokes Godley, 
and they both burst out laughing.

Schwartz Brothers Developing 
New Compact Disc Market 
LOS ANGELES — Schwartz Brothers, Inc. is expanding its distribution operations 
by marketing all of its available compact discs through non-traditional retail outlets. 
This new market includes thousands of video stores and retailers who sell CD players 
and other entertainment systems. 

According to the company, it is responding to a market quite different from the 
record stores to which it is now distributing CDs, records and tapes. SBI will continue 
to serve its traditional record retailing customers through the sales force in its record 
division. 
The primary thrust of the new operation is toward outlets in SBI's expanded regional 

area extending now from New England to South Carolina and west to Michigan. SBI's 
marketing programs will also generate sales through tele-marketing, national 
advertising and SBI's existing videocassette sales force. Distribution will be made 
from the company's distribution center in Lanham, Maryland. 

In the latter part of 1985, the company opened a fully staffed sales office in Cleveland, 
Ohio, and, in the past month, has opened a similar facility in the New York area 
to sell all of its audio and video products. 

International Intellectual Property 
Alliance Petitions To Remove 
GSP Benefits Prom Indonesia 
NEW YORK — The International Intellectual Property Alliance has petitioned the United 
States Trade Representative to remove GSP benefits from the Republic of Indonesia 
for failure to protect intellectual property. The GSP program authorizes duty-free 
entry into the U.S. to approximately 3,000 catagories of products originating in 140 
developing countries. Twenty-seven million dollars worth of products were imported 
duty-free from Indonesia in 1985. 
The Alliance, which is an umbrella organization representing seven trade 

associations, each of which in turn represents a significant segment of the copyright 
industries in the United States, filed its petition with USTR on June 1, 1986 pursuant 
to the GSP Renewal Act of the Trade and Tariff Act of 1984. The Alliance asserted 
that Indonesia permits the unauthorized duplication of the Alliance Members' works, 
it does not adequately and effectively protect their copyrights, and it is not a signatory 
to any international treaty providing for protection of the copyrighted works of foreign 
nationals. 
Estimated losses to U.S. copyright owners amount to $106 million from Indonesian 

domestic piracy, and an additional $100 million is lost from export piracy, according 
to the Alliance. As many as 55 million pirate audio tapes are produced in Indonesia 
annually. 

The GSP Renewal Act allows the President to withdraw GSP benefits from any 
country which fails to provide "adequate and effective means under its laws for foreign 
nationals to secure, to exercise, and to enforce exclusive rights in intellectual property, 
including patents, trademarks and copyrights." 
USTR must decide by July 15 whether to accept the Alliance's petition for review. 

If it does accept the petition, the inter-agency Trade Policy Staff Committee will hold 
a public hearing in September or October, and a decision must be made by April 
1, 1987 whether to remove SP benefits from Indonesia.

Copeland Walks From The BPI

LONDON — Miles Copeland's I.R.S. 
Records has resigned from the BPI in 
protest over the organization's demand to 
the TV companies to "pay for play" of 
video clips. He is declaring that his own 
promos are available to anyone who wants 
them. He had been forced to withdraw 
from Phonographic Performance Ltd. 
before his videos could be used on TV. 
Copeland has enjoyed a number one with 
Dr. and The Medics' cover of "Spirit In 
The Sky." The band has shot from virtually 
nowhere to the top of the charts and 
Copeland appreciates the fact that the TV 
companies are not likely to pay for an 
unknown band's video. 
The BPI is still in a heavy dispute with 

the TV companies. It is being backed in 
its fight by Phonographic Performance 
Ltd., whose manager John Love com-
mented, "I.R.S. could withdraw from BPI 
membership. But as PPL members they 
have had to sign to us the rights on their 

sound recordings and that includes video 
soundtracks. If they want to resign from 
PPL they would lose the benefits of 
membership which include distribution." 

In its statement announcing its resig-
nation from the BPI, I.R.S. said, "Miles 
Copeland feels that the BPI position is 
against the interests of I.R.S. and its artists 
as it will discourage broadcasters from 
programming adventurous and unproven 
artists of the kind signed to I.R S. in favor 
of established artists." 
There seems to be further mutiny in the 

ranks of the BPI. All member companies 
were supposed to ban all their videos from 
Channel 4's chart show. Director general 
John Deacon moans that it included a 
large number of videos from BPI members 
but, "The BPI is not in any position to 
coerce a member to follow its guidelines, 
but the council will now have to consider 
whether the actions taken by some 
members are compatible with continued 
membership." 

Changes For Radio 1 And 2?

LONDON — A Government committee 
was set up by Prime Minister Thatcher to 
investigate the future financing of the 
license-funded BBC. Although the Pea-
cock Committee has rejected the idea of 
allowing commercials on BBC TV and 
radio, its report is expected to recommend 
selling off Radios 1 and 2 to the private 
sector. These are the popular and light 
music channels. 
Peacock's argument is likely to be that 

the services provided by the two networks 
can be performed just as easily by 
commercial broadcasters; the estimated 
£100 million raised by selling the wave-
lengths would be a useful boost to the 
BBC's stretched financial resources and 
it would leave the BBC with more money 
to provide for high quality minority 
broadcasting on Radios 3 and 4. These 
are the classical music and current affairs 
channels. 

Broadcasting House has made it plain 
that it will be fighting to the death to stop 
such a thing. It argues that the two popular 
radio networks are part of the national 

heritage. 
Radio 1 does seem indistinguishable 

from most commercial radio stations, 
apart from the lack of advertisements. But, 
according to BBC policymaker Stephen 
Hearst, this is not the point. He claimed 
"We serve the entire nation." 
DJ Paul Gambaccini, who recently 

moved from BBC Radio 1 to London's 
commercial station Capital, says the 
Peacock proposal is based on the snob-
bish idea that broadcasting pop music is 
not a public service. He said, "Pop 
deserves the same respect as classical 
music, otherwise the BBC will become a 
museum for old people." 
Managing director of Capital, Nigel 

Wormsley, is firmly opposed to opening 
up the wavelengths. "If you are going to 
bring in more commercial redo services 
you should make sure they add to the 
potential advertising rather than compete 
for the same money," he commented. 
The report has been submitted to the 

Home Secretary and is expected to be 
published next month. Action on the 
recommendations is likely to be deferred 
until the autumn.

A street level look at the artists of the United Kingdom

Rough Trade, the bastion of the U.K. independent scene, that 
always puts credibility before a hit single has decided it's time 
it tried to reach a bigger market. It has joined forces with Chrysalis 
to form a new label provisionally called Blue Guitar. It is likely 
to be run from the Rough Trade London office in a similar way 
to the Blanco Y Negro label (which has WEA's backing). Blanco 
has Everything But The Girl, and WEA's money was accused of 
bringing too much comfort to the lives of Ben Watt and Tracey 
Thorn and actively blanding out Thorn's tortured lyrics. Likely 
candidates for the Blue Guitar label are The Mighty Lemon Drops 
and Scottish all girl group, The Shop Assistants. Both are very 
poppy in an independent sort of way. Rough Trade's biggest 
success has come from The Smiths. Oxford Street's HMV store, 
the busiest in the country, features an entire window display of 
The Smith's new album "The Queen Is Dead." This would have 
been a great boost if only the store had managed to get the name 
right and not reduced them to one member by calling them The 
Smith . . . Fresh from their extensive U.S. tour, The Cult are back 
in London demoing for their new album to be recorded next month. 
The group has often been compared to Led Zeppelin, although 
they claim they could never see it themselves. So they were very 
surprised when Robert Plant dropped in on their rehearsals and 
flattered them by saying he liked their music and had one of their 
albums. Guitarist Billy Duffy said, "We are thinking of getting him 
to sing on our next album." . . . Boy George has been having a 
hard time in the U.K. tabloids, which are accusing him of taking 
too many hard drugs. He appeared at a charity fashion show where 
top British designers were asked to create a variation on the Levi 
denim jacket. He modeled a jacket which had Heroin Free Zone 
in huge letters on its back. Also at the charity show, organized 
by fashionable Blitz Magazine, which raised money for Prince 
Charles' charity for young people, was Malcolm McLaren. 
Obviously he still retains an interest in Vivienne Westwood's 
clothes. Margi Clarke, blond star of the film Letter To Brezhnev, 
appeared in her chicken factory outfit before revealing Betty 
Jackson's jacket. She took the opportunity to premiere her own 
work written with Sex Pistols artist Jamie Reid. She gave an excerpt 
from the much hyped "Leaving The 20th Century," a multi-media 
album, film and book project. It is supposed to offer positive 
answers where punk offered negative ones. The general opinion 
in the audience was that she should have stayed in the chicken 
factory. A band called Curiosity Killed The Cat made a brief 
appearance, chosen presumably because of their exceptional 
model-like good looks. I can't vouch for their musical ability as 
they mimed to a tape . . . The Housemartins are a Yorkshire-based 
four-piece combo that has achieved the rare distinction of critical 
acclaim and a hit single. "Happy Hour" is the song that has finally 
taken them into the Top 30. They are labelmates to Billy Bragg 
on Go! Discs. Guitarist Stan Cullimore tells me his main obsessions 
are collecting slippers and custard in any form .

College Fund; more musicians 
should hire black managers who 
would, in turn, hire more black 
concert promoters. 
What is unfortunate about this 

campaign is that it comes less than 
12 months after a controversial 
episode where NAACP members 
publicly criticized such artists as 
Tina Turner, Lionel Richle, Mi-
chael Jackson and Prince for 
"excluding blacks from their op-
erations." That criticism caused 
the organization to issue a public 
apology to the artists and led 
NAACP president Dr. Benjamin 
Hooks to term the whole incident 
a "misunderstanding" (Cash Box, 
July 20, 1985). 

Now, following the organization's decision to direct these fair share 
campaigns against the labels, a senior officer of the Los Angeles chapter 
of the NAACP has charged that the campaign is "inadequate" and "the 
NAACP has failed to look into the operations of major black recording 
artists." The person who leveled those charges is the exact same official 
that started the controversy last year by charging racial bias on the part 
of Turner, Jackson, Richie and Prince. Once again, there is disorganization 
and public disagreement in the ranks of the NAACP. 
What is sad about this current state of affairs within the organization 

is that it stands in the way of an important undertaking. Once again, 
Dr. Hooks is faced with yet another controversy and the NAACP has 
been publicly portrayed as a house divided. There has been a lot of 
speculation about how much last year's "misunderstanding" set back the 
organization's efforts. Now, many say the recent rash of public 
disagreement by organization members has taken even more away from 
any fair share campaign that would occur. It's an issue that needs exploring 
and it's a shame that the explorers are preoccupied with internal problems.

Housed in downtown's 
Park Plaza Hotel, the club attracts 
young Angelenos dressed to kill 
every Friday and Saturday night 
from 10 pm to 4 am. It's a night 
club/art gallery/live talent show-
case spread over four separate 
rooms. According to the owners, 
"It captures the major art move-
ment occuring in Los Angeles 
which refuses to be overshadowed 
by New York any longer." Whether 
it really gets to the core of the Big 
Apple nightlife is still questiona-

ble, but one thing's for sure, the place is hopping. More info, can be 
had by calling (213) 384-5281 . . . And finally, we haven't heard from the 
label yet, so we're assuming Bob Geldof is still signed to Atlantic.

NEW FACES TO WATCH 
Isle of Man has something to say. 

There is a philosophy behind this 
collection of four young musicians, a 
philosophy summed up in part by the 
band's name, its music and its 
members (each from a different coun-
try.) If that's not enough, the cover of 
the band's debut album, on Pasha/ 
CBS Records, says it all: a group of 
islands all drifting together to form one 
continent, in the shape of a human. 
Unity is the theme to this band, global 
unity. 
Producer Spencer Proffer, known 

for his work with everyone from Tina 
Turner to Quiet Riot, caught on to Isle 
of Man two years ago, and has been 
excited about them ever since. "From 
the very beginning I had wanted to 
nurture this band," he told Cash Box, 
"knowing that there was something 
extra special among them, both indi-
vidually as well as collectively." His 
Pasha label and recording studios 
have served as a growing place for the 
fledgling recording act. 
The band came together through 

sheer happenstance. Lead writer Raun 
had been living in Italy writing poetry 
and giving classical guitar recitals 
when he came to know Proffer's 
engineer (following a chance meeting 
in Switzerland), who told him to get 
in touch with Pasha if he ever came 
to America. Drummer Ronnie Lee 
Sage, the band's only American and 
an accomplished session musician 
working out of Pasha, was visiting his 
mother in Nicaragua when he heard 
bassist Jamie Roberto playing in a jazz 
club. Sage told Roberto to look him 
up at Pasha if he ever wanted to come 
to the States and jam. Lead singer 
Robere Parlez was singing in cabarets 
in France before coming to America 
and dating a girl who was a friend of 
someone who worked at Pasha, and 
thus Isle of Man was eventually 
formed. 
By the summer of 1985, Proffer 

began to notice a true synergism of 
the artists' individual influences. "I felt 
the different geographical influences, 
the different textural influences, that 
really became a homogenous whole," 
he remarked. 

In merging their various cultural 
perspectives, the band did what Proffer 
says every good band must do: They

got to know each other, they played 
together, wrote together, exchanged 
ideas, and generally became a collec-
tive whole. The result was some of the 
most original, and in his words, "re-
freshing" music that the veteran pro-
ducer had ever heard. 
And while the attitude of this music 

is one of unity and, if you will, under-
standing, there is no heavy-handed 
political message here. Happiness 
through communication is more to the 
point. It .s a wordly view, influenced 
much by lyricist Raun's wanderings 
through Europe, but it is a simple and 
universal one. Still, there is a cut on 
the debut album called "Speaking 
English" which was inspired by the 
Reagan/Gorbachev talks (the upshot 
being that just because you're both 
speaking English, you're not necessar-
ily commJnicating). 
Instruments heard or the album 

range from the marimba to acoustic 
flaminco, giving it a subtle internation-
al flavor, but the music is primarily of 
a new age pop/rock sensiblity. And 
while lead vocalist Parlez is French, his 
parents are American, and he has no 
accent. The first single, "Am I Forgiv-
en," which has already shipped, is an 
upbeat, tuneful mix that includes 
Jimmy Whitney and the Bible Dreams 
Gospel Choir on background vocals. 
Currently, the band is tentatively 
plannirg a mid-winter international 
tour.

David Lee Roth And 
The Technicolor Dreamcoat

LOS ANGELES — David Lee Roth — the 
whole enchilada — the peacock fes-
tooned, neon-lit, flamboyant, outrageous, 
former lead singer for Van Halen, P.T. 
Barnum showman of rock, gets his first 
real test as a solo artist this week as 
Warner Bros. releases "Eat 'Em And 
Smile." The album, which features plenty 
of the "crunch rock element of our 
program," according to Roth, follows last 
year's highly successful, but admittedly 
experimental "Crazy From The Heat" EP. 
"I sent the whole world a big technicolor, 
four-song postcard of my Mexican vaca-
tion and it sounded like Louie Prima," 
confessed a bemused Roth. 

"Eat 'Em And Smile" is a death-defying 
high wire act that features Roth as ring 
master overseeing a breathtaking troupe 
featuring Steve Vai on guitar (Vai also co-
wrote the LP's nine originals with Roth), 
Billy Sheehan on bass — described by 
Roth as a "white tiger," who "comes out 
of the bushes and you're not quite sure 
what it is you're looking at at first" — and 
Greg Bissonette on drums, "a hunter" who 
Roth lifted from Maynard Ferguson's big 
band. 
The music is a hybrid of things Roth 

has been interested in for years. "We don't 
sound like the new Van Halen, but some 
of those finer moments from the past show 
their head again here," stated Roth. 
There's one cut, "I'm Easy," which could 
have easily fit the style and flavor of 
"Crazy From The Heat." It is a booming, 
thunderous Count Basie-inflected send-
up that features stinging horn lines written 
and arranged by Vai. "As long as it 
maintains the right attitude, then it 
qualifies as rock and roll these days," 
asserted Roth. 

Attitude is a big part of the "Diamond 

Dave" — as he dubs his public persona 
— mystique. "The whole attitude boils 
down to, "Hello trouble, looking for a 
place to happen?" he said, mischief 
oozing from every pore. If Madonna is the 
"boy toy," Roth is the boy. He is the 
technicolor dreamcoat, the visual symbol 
of male adolescent urge. His is the cloak 
every young man wears into battle with 
the opposite sex. Roth is the visible 
counterpart to unbridled youthful libido. 
The attitude is deeper than libido, though. 
Roth is just simply not content to hold 
back, to let others dictate what is the 
norm. "I decided a long time ago," said 
Roth in a rare moment of sagacity, "to 
be a competitor ... and no longer a 
participant." 
Being a competitor includes, for Roth, 

hitting the road. This fact had much to 
do with his decision to leave Van Halen. 
The band was not of one mind on the issue 
of touring — Roth can't get enough of it, 
the other guys had had their fill. "My whole 
career is aimed at one thing, 'Let's get our 
s*** together and take it on the road, doo 
dah, doo dah,' " he said, slipping into his 
top hat and cane routine. 
So Roth put together a band that wanted 

the road. "A lot of artists put together a 
new group . . with the idea of getting 
that new band to sound like it's been 
together for 10 years. What I did was go 
after some real classy musicians who've 
been playing for 10 years apiece . .. and 
try to get it to sound like the band's been 
tight for five minutes. That's the spirit of 
rock," Roth said, laughing. They will 
crisscross the globe for 10 months 
beginning later this summer. 
"Remember the old Mickey Rooney/ 

Judy Garland flicks ...," started Roth,

EAST CCASTINGS Po ul forjo, New York 

CLUBLAND MOURNS the death of yet another rock venue, Danceteria, 
which closed its doors for good June 23, further tightening an already 
tight N.Y. club scene (see CB, June 21, '86; "Trouble In Clubland: NY 
Rock Venues Sputter and Die"). On a more positive note, clubs like CBGB, 
Maxwell's, The Bottom Line, Speakeasy, Limelight, Tramps, The China 
Club, The Cat Club, The Palladium, The World, The Pyramid, and The 
Ritz continue to thrive and survive, a major feat given the current climate. 
The Ritz celebrated its sixth anniversary June 25 with a Chuck Berry/ 
Ron Wood double bill, and followed that show with four consecutive nights 
of fine music. Here's what happened: 
MOJO NIXON AND SKID ROPER/ 
THE SMITHEREENS — These two 
Enigma recording groups, open-
ing for The Pogues who gave one 
of the best club shows of the year, 
turned in fiery sets June 27. Mojo 
Nixon opened the show singing 
without PA amplification, before 
taking the microphone for the 
uproariously subversive "I Hate 
Banks" ("Frenzy" LP). "I like Ernie 
Banks, and I like the banks of the a 
Mississippi . but I hate banks, 
it's as simple as that," sang Nixon, 
adding that "I'm not too fond of 
the phone company either." Work-
ing a territory halfway between 
folk music and stand-up comedy, 
Nixon put his head through a 
cardboard TV set and rapped 
about his unbridled lust for MTV VJ Martha Quinn ("I want to do some 
sin with Martha Quinn," he growled) to audience cheers that suggested 
that Mr. Nixon was not alone in this desire. Sidekick Skid Roper gave 
Nixon a run for his outrage, playing a two-minute harmonica-heavy version 
of Iron Butterfly's "In A Gadda Da Vida" (the crowd chanted "Skid! Skid!"), 
accompanied by Nixon beating the bottom of a plastic water cannister. 
Nixon reclaimed the spotlight by jumping into the crowd and leading 
a sing-along of "Old McDonald." If they can muster this much electricity 
as a duo, I can't wait to see the sparks fly when and if they get themselves 
a backing band. Second-billed The Smithereens, who are making giant 
strides toward commercial success these days, played a well-paced half 
hour set. They built momentum slowly and surely with the melodic opening 
song, "Cigarette," before blasting into the made-for-AOR "Behind The 
Wall Of Sleep" ("Especially For You" LP). By the time they did "Blood 
and Roses" their initial nervousness gave way to confidence as the crowd 
received them well. (Their debut album ships June 11.) 
KATRINA AND THE WAVES — "We're a happy band," said Katrina 
Leskanich of Katrina and The Waves, introducing "Sun Street" (from 
"Waves"/Capitol). The audience was equally happy with the band's June 
27 performance of songs from their eponymously titled debut album and 
their second album. Guitarist Kimberley Rew rocked "Lovely Lindsey" 
with a proto-Stonesish fever that got fans playing air guitar and standing 
on chairs. The straight-ahead "Tears For Me" was more fluid and bouncy 
than the vinyl version, and Leskanich's vocals on such tunes as "Is That 
It?" were shot through with pop joy. All told, a consistenty charming 
and enjoyable show by a band that gets better each time out. 
CHUCK BERRY/RON WOOD — In theory, this double-bill looked like 
a grand meeting of generations but in actuality it turned into a greatest 
hits showcase for Berry. Though Wood's opening set included a well-
handled version of The Rolling Stones' "Love In Vain," the magic began 

when Berry took the stage with 
"Roll Over Beethoven" and ripped 
through engagingly loose rendi-
tions of 'School Days," "Reelin' 
And Rockin'," "Carol" (the gener-
ations met here), and "Johnny B. 
Goode." Also of note was a mouth-
watering blues, "It Hurts Me Too," 
aided by two members of The 
Uptown Horns who apparently 
surprised even Berry with their 
improvisatory prowess. (June 25, 
8 p.m. show) 
THE CLINTONS/ERIC BURDON 
— The Clintons opened for Eric 
Burdon June 26, sporting two new 
players and a big sound reminis-
cent of '70s stadium-rock. Unfor-
tunately, the band lacks a strong 
vocalist who can match that in-

strumental power. Eric Burdon played a mix of new songs and old favorites 
such as "It's My Life" and a reggaeish "Don't Let Me Be Misunderstood."

JAZZ 

ON JAZZ Lee Jeske, New York 

JVC DAYS, TWO: WED. — It is very difficult to do a salute to a jazz 
instrumentalist: you can play songs associated with him, you can try to 
evoke his sound and improvisational ability, you can people the stage 
with players who played with him, but the audience will never leave the 
show with a genuine feeling for the player. In the case of "Three Saxophone 
Giants: A Salute To Ben Webster, Johnny Hodges, & Harry Carney," film 
clips were added to the above three possibilities, but, still, what one got 
was a good example of the Jazz At The Philharmonic style of programming 
— a large band jams, several ballad features are played, the large band 
jams again — not a genuine musical portrait of those three great Ellington 
stylists. Some of the standout soloists at the Town Hall concert were 
Harold Ashby (who has inherited Ben Webster's sound), Tommy Flanagan, 

Norris Turney (who can — and did 
— employ Hodges' sound), Do-
nald Hanson, Flip Phillips (who 
further enhanced the connection 
with JATP with a rousing "Perdi-
do"), and Pepper Adams. Ira Gitler 
was the co-producer. 
THURS.: Any New York Jazz 
Festival-goer knows by now that 
a concert billed "Mel & George" 
does not refer to Mel Lewis and 
George Wallington. Nope, it 
means Torme and Shearing and 
those two old buddies presided 
over a schizophrenic Avery Fisher 
Hall concert ostensibly saluting 
"Broadway & The Movies." The 
concert was schizophrenic be-
cause the first half of it was awful 
— guest Angela Bofill tried her 

hand at "standards" ("Getting To Know You"? "The Way We Were"?) 
and each one went clunk. Shearing, in the company of bassist Don 
Thompson, had to follow this, but it was too late — the audience was 
numb. Shearing played five dull pieces and everybody fled up the aisle 
to fresh air. Torme, backed by the Al Cohn Tentet (playing arrangements 
of the Marty Paich Dek-tet), was his usual self — singing beautifully. 
I wish I'd come in at intermission. 
FRI. — Ray Bryant's piano-playing is two-fisted, drenched in the blues 
and gospel, and a delight no matter the occasion. He played a dozen 
numbers at his solo piano recital — at the Bruno Walter Auditorium — 
and there wasn't a clinker in the bunch. Best, however, was a downright 
barrel-chested reading of "Take The 'A' Train" — the rumble of the subway 
convincingly evoked by Bryant's booming left paw. Then it was on to 
Milton Nascimento at the Beacon Theatre. Nascimento is one of the most 
impressive pop musicians around — his voice, with its riveting falsetto, 
is a unique and powerful instrument; his songs blend various Brazilian 
elements — especially the tantalizing rhythms — with jazz harmonies and 
swing; and he's got stage presence to burn. Backed by a tight five-piece 
Brazilian fusion band — and, for much of the second-half, by surprise 
guest Pat Metheny — Nascimento, singing only in Portugese, delivered 
a triumphant two sets of nearly 20 of his compositions. At the finale — 
his anthemic "Maria, Maria" — the audience was on its feet, aroused as 
few of the audiences had been all week. A festival highlight! 
SAT. — The best jazz concert of the jazz festival kicked things off Saturday: 
"A Tribute to Jelly Roll Morton." It was a model of how to do a tribute. 
Morton was a brilliant early jazz composer and pianist, but his music 
is being neglected. Beginning with the eerie effect of a player piano playing 
Morton's own piano roll of "King Porter Stomp" and ending with a big 
band doing Fletcher Henderson's arrangement of the same piece, this 
Town Hall concert wrapped Jelly Roll Morton up into a perfect package. 
We got a taste of his piano playing (courtesy of James Dapogny and 
Dick Hyman), a taste of his various groups (thanks to Vince Giordano's 
version of Morton's Red Hot Peppers, and such soloists as Joe Murayni 
and Peter Ecklund), a taste of his lyric-writing (thanks to the lovely vocals 
of Linda Gatling), and as big a dose of his compositions as we're ever 
likely to hear. No big names on this concert, but, oh, was it terrific. Gunther 
Schuller and Martin Williams were the producers. Kudos to them both. 
The New York City end of the Festival ended, across town, with "The 
Legacy Of Nat King Cole" at Avery Fisher. In the first half, we got Jon 
Hendricks and Company doing so-so versions of early Cole songs ("Frim-
Fram Sauce," "Hit That Jive Jack," etc.); George Benson, Tommy 
Flanagan, and Eddie Jones recreating the sound of the King Cole Trio 
(with Benson doing the vocals — the fact that Cole was a brilliant jazz 
pianist was pretty much ignored); Benson singing, in a style that sounded 
at times like Cole and at times like Johnny Mathis, "Mona Lisa," "Pretend" 
and "Nature Boy" with an orchestra playing the soupy 1950s arrangements; 
and a couple of good old film clips. In the second half we got Natalie 
Cole, who decided to begin her portion with a tribute to herself. During 
the seventh disco number, I left. Next week, I'll try to put all of this into 
perspective. 

CHEERING SHEARING — During his 
appearance at the JVC Jazz Festival/New 
York, George Shearing was presented 
with a BM! Commendation of Excellence 
"for his long and outstanding contribution 
to jazz." BM! president Frances Preston, 
here seen backstage with the pianist, did 
the honors.

Bowie Weaves His Way 
Through Henson's Labyrinth

LOS ANGELES — As an actor, David 
Bowie is anything but an absolute be-
ginner. In fact, he seems to be cropping 
up in more and more films lately. What's 
more, he's emerged as something of a 
character actor, someone who would 
evidently prefer to tackle challenging 
roles rather than just basically play 
himself en screen. In his latest feature, 
director Jim Henson's Labyrinth, audien-
ces will get the best of both worlds so 
far as Bowie is concerned, since he not 
only plays the principal heavy,' but also 
performs five songs which he wrote for 
the film. And these songs (including the 
first single. "Underground"), as well as 
orchestral cuts composed by Trevor 
Jones, make up the just-released EMI 
America soundtrack from Labyrinth. 
Even those who would love to see 

Farmer John catch up with Miss Piggy 
probably can't help admire the creativity 
Muppet-meister Henson brings to his 
work. Although Labyrinth isn't a Muppet 
feature, it does, not surprisingly, feature 
a bevy of bizarre puppet-like creatures 
along with its human cast. The story, 
blending elements of The Wizard Of Oz 
and Alice In Wonderland, revolves around 
a young girl's (Jennifer Connelly) efforts 
to rescue her baby brother from the 
clutches of the evil "Jareth" (Bowie). 
Along with the humor and adventure in 
Labyrinth are four dance scenes featuring 
Bowie and Bowie tunes, making this the 
second major cinematic musical so far in 
1986 (Absolute Beginners, which also 
starred Bowie, was released earlier in the 
year). 

In a recent interview with Cash Box, 
Henson discussed the role of Bowie and 
the role of music in Labyrinth. "Way back, 
when we were initially working on the 
concept," he first commented, "we 
thought it would be fun to do this film 
not only with a rock score, but with a 
singer as the villian. David was our first 
thought and certainly our first choice." 
Convinced he would be ideal in the part, 
Henson immediately approached Bowie 
with the idea, who just as unhesitantly 
accepted it. "He liked the story from the 
start,' Henson recalled. "We then were 
able to write the script with him in mind." 

In his previous musical feature, The 
Great Muppet Caper, Henson specifically 
wanted so-called 'traditional' songs, but 
in Labyrinth, he was after a more mystical, 
ethereal sound. Bowie soon delivered the 
goods, offering up five songs which, 

despite their varying tempos and lyrical 
themes, all captured the surreal flavor 
Henson desired. "We gave him a com-
oletely free hand with the music," the 
director said. "I really liked very much 
what he came up with, and Trevor (Jones, 
who scored Labyrinth) was able to evoke 
the same kind of feel from the orchestra. 
So, as we swing into each song, it seems 
natural and totally effortless." 
Henson himself is an ardent music fan, 

and obviously no stranger to working with 
music, so he found directing Labyrinth 
(despite the complexities of devising and 
operating some of the creatures) a 
thoroughly fulfilling experience. "We 
really had a good time doing this film," 
he remarked. "So many people contrib-
uted to the creative process (including the 
film's executive producer, George Lucas). 
I've worked with a lot of rock performers 
on The Muppet Show, and I love music 
and musicals. In Labyrinth, I think all the 
songs are very much a part of the overall 
structure, and David came up with tre-
mendous musical ideas and solutions. I 
definitely think the soundtrack and video 
(of "Underground," directed by Steve 
Barron) will do well." 
Although Bowie's musical talents were 

obviously an integral part of making 
Labyrinth come to life, it was still his skills 
as an actor which were of greatest 
importance to Henson. According to the 
director, Bowie was equally professional 
in that capacity, bringing to his role a 
perfect blend of attractiveness and repul-
siveness. "He's so direct, and really knows 
what he's doing at all times," Henson said. 
"I wanted someone who could be flam-
boyant, yet menacing, and David has that 
ability and range as an actor." 

"David could be a fabulous director in 
fact," Henson continued. "He knows what 
he wants, and has a complete grasp on 
whatever he's doing. He's particularly 
strong musically, of course . . . he's 
brilliant because that's where he's ulti-
mately more comfortable, but as an actor 
I found he was always prepared, knew his 
lines and knew how to handle the role. 
He made it very easy for me." 

Currently, Bowie is producing for Iggy 
Pop, and also working on material for his 
own forthcoming EMI America album. 
Meanwhile, he's considering what his next 
film role will be. So far this year, he's been 
a coldly efficient businessman and a hot-
tempered villian. What's next is anyone's 
guess. 

FILMUSIC Peter Berk, Los Angeles 

WHERE ARE THE WOMEN? — Relative to South Africa, nuclear bombs 
or international terrorism, it isn't all that serious an issue. But, I still have 
to wonder, in this age of supposed sexual equality, why there are so 
few women in the field of film music. Sure, there are some (particularly 
in television) and such top artists as Carole King and Carly Simon have 
been approached to write both songs and scores (King recently worked 
on Murphy's Romance — Simon has scored the upcoming Meryl Streep, 
Jack Nicholson feature, Heartburn). But the balance is so blatantly tipped 
toward men so far as film composing goes that you have to question 
whether or not there's a degree of sexism at work here. In the male-
dominated film industry, are pro-
ducers wary for some reason of 
hiring women to score their pic-
tures? Or are women for some 
reason not all that interested in 
pursuing a career in that area? The 
answer is that there are no real 
answers, only one regrettable 
bottom line; that women film 
composers are few and far be-
tween. Stan Milander, a partner in 
the eminent Bart/Milander agen-
cy, which handles some of the top 
film composers in the industry, 
said he's had female clients in the 
past, but, unfortunately, has none 
now "even though our approach 
is totally open. There just aren't 
a lot of women who've gotten 
themselves into the area of film 
music, and I've seldom been approached by any who are interested in 

being represented by this agency." Milander does feel encouraged by 

the extent to which the male-female barriers have been broken in the 
world of entertainment, however, saying "It seems it shouldn't be a closed 
field anymore, and that musical quality is all that matters these days." 

Ironically, he said, he's found (for whatever reason) greater receptiveness 
to the idea of women film composers among male producers. "In my 
personal experience," he said, "men have been far more open to the idea, 

more ready to listen to tapes, see videos or have meetings. The women 
composers I know have had some difficulty talking to the women producers 

they've dealt with. In any case, the issue does need to be addressed, 

and I think it's truly a shame the situation exists." Becky Mancuso, a 
noted music supervisor who's scored many successes (Flashdance among 

them) has often wondered why she receives so few 'composer' tapes from 
women, but can only surmise that for years, film music was relatively 
closed to female writers and so most would-be composers never even 

bothered, winding up in other musical arenas instead. "I think producers 
now would hire women as quickly as men," she said. "I don't believe 
there's any kind of fear among women today that they wouldn't get hired. 
If anything, it might be a better opportunity for them since it would 
represent something rather unique." Patricia Cullen, a highly-respected 
and oft-hired Canadian composer (who recently won awards for her score 
to Care Bears), had this to say: "I basically feel competence speaks for 
itself. When it gets down to bucks and meeting schedules, I think any 
serious filmmaker could care less whether you're three feet high and green. 
If a man writes better music and is known for finishing on time and on 
budget, / would hire him, but that works the other way around also . . . 
It's possible some women have felt somewhat overwhelmed by the 
technology (Cullen is fully versed in all state-of-the-art musical and 
recording technology, and often teaches other composers). Men have 
always liked to handle equipment and machines, so many women don't 
learn some of the things they need to know. But it's certainly easy enough 
to teach them . . . Most true creative people don't have sexist attitudes." 
Conversely, Barbara Klein, president of the internationally active Women 
In Film organization, stressed, "It's very hard for women to break into 
any area of the entertainment business. It's a real Catch-22, because I'm 
sure producers keep hiring the composers they're most familiar with, who 
are, of course, men. And I do feel elements (of sexism) enter into it. 
I'm absolutely convinced there's a whole lot of that operating. It's awful 
really, and that's why it's an area we're most definitely concerned about." 
These comments aren't meant to be reflective of any industrywide opinions 
on this subject, only to show how many varying (though equally logical) 
attitudes do exist. So, maybe this is a real issue and maybe it's not. I 
simply wanted to raise the question.

Last week I watched a few minutes of the Old Timers Game, so by - 

Friday, when the CB Staff of Four gathered for its weekly singles review 
session, I was still in what you might call a "Hall of Fame" frame of mind. 
Good thing, too, as it turns out. Otherwise my system might have gone 
into some sort of shock when I copped a glimmer of the names on the 
stacks of wax waiting for us there by the turntable. 

It was like old home week. 
Talk about a lineup! This group of old timers had more hits going for 

them than the 1927 Yankees. The "rookie" of the day, though a decorated 
veteran of the '70s, was undoubtedly Tanya Tucker, who recently donned 
a Capitol uniform, then stepped up to the plate in a Jimmy Pearsall-like 
comeback first time out and stroked "One Love At A Time" over the short 
wall in left. Tanya's now in the batter's box once again, wielding an even 
heavier bat in "Just Another Love."

back in the last decade. Johnny returns to the game on the Pharoah 
team with "Texas Moon." Then, at shortstop we have the old "Storyteller" 
himself, Tom T. Hall. Although he's carrying a little extra gray around 
the temples and the legs are not quite as gazelle-like as in the past decade, 
Hall still manages to wield an adroit stick, as he shows us with his self-
penned "Susie's Beauty Shop." This one ought to produce a few RBI's. 
Meanwhile, the '70s also gave us third baseman (oops, that's third 

basewoman) Donna Fargo whose down-to-earth style is perfect for 
scooping up those hot grounders. We can probably expect lots of femme 
fans in the bleachers waving the banner for Donna's first at-bat in a long 
while, "Woman of the '80s." 
The battery is made up of the "All American Boy," Bobby Bare, on 

the mound, and Ray Charles behind the plate, both products of the red-
hot '50s. Master of the "Detroit City" dazzle, Bare's knuckleball comes 
floating in like a Hoyt Wilhelm butterfly pitch in "Real Good," while Charles, 
a born winner, is expecting no balks from music directors to his newest, 
"The Pages Of My Mind." 
And, finally the outfield — A trio that makes the old Yankee Murderer's 

Row look like ping-pong paddlers. In left field, former Smash cleanup 
hitter, Roger Miller, known for dumping them high into the upper tiers. 
Many's the grand-slam album this guy's laced into. And what a triumphant 
return to the game he's had this year. The crowd buzzes every time he 
takes a cut, and his latest cut is "Some Hearts Get All The Breaks." 

Left field is patrolled by another Big Bat of the '60s — Glen Campbell, 
former member of the Team of the Tower, now smacking them out in 
an Atlantic/America uniform. The Phoenix-to-Wichita Lineman is quick 
to point out that while the years may have taken away some of his speed, 
he has also gained in savvy. The entire stadium was up on its feet cheering 
for his latest swing of the bat, "Call Home" (see Consensus Pick). 
And, last but not least, standing in center field like some musical Joe 

DiMaggio is the King of the Old Timers, Gene Autry, the dean of the 
Hall of Famers, whose light shined on the silver screens from the '30s 
to the '50s. He doesn't patrol center field today the way he once patrolled 
the plains astride Champion and, in fact, it's not really him out there 
at all — it's an image from the past. The voice from the '40s on vinyl 
of the '80s, carrying a theme as timely as this past weekend in New York 
Harbor — "Statue In The Bay." 
So much for the team, and the bulk of the reviews last week. We had 

no manager and no real stadium to host them all, and maybe lots of 
the fans will never even know that their heroes can still swing a mean 
bat. But for a little while there it was "The Chief" Allie Reynolds facing 
Sal "The Barber" Maglie, with Ted Williams at the plate and Jackie Jensen 
in the batter's box . . .

U.S. Sales Of Audio And Video 
Cassettes Rise Substantially 

LOS ANGELES — Manufacturers' sales of blank audio and video cassettes in the 
U.S. rose sharply in both units and dollar volume in 1985, according to the International 
Tape/Disc Association. 
As expected, the greatest increases were registered in the sales of VHS video 

cassettes which went from 122 million units in 1984 to more than 231 million units 
in 1985, an increase of 89.6 percent. Dollar volume of VHS cassette sales climbed 
to $1.013 billion, compared with $714 million in 1984, an increase of 41.8 percent. 

Sales of Beta video cassettes rose by 19.6 percent from 35.9 million units in 1984 
to 43 million in 1985, but declined almost five percent in dollar volume, going from 
$199.2 million in 1984 to $189.6 million in 1985. 

Total video cassette sales increased in units by 73.7 percent, rising from 158 million 
in 1984 to 274 million in 1985, while dollar volume increased 31.6 percent, going 
from $914 million in 1984 to $1.203 billion in 1985. 
The increase in audio cassette sales came as a pleasant surprise to the industry. 

Unit sales were up to 21.5 percent, totalling more than 295 million units in 1985 
compared with 243 million in 1984. Dollar volume of audio cassette sales increased 
6.9 percent, rising from $268 million in 1984 to $287 million in 1985. 

ITA's sales statistics include all U.S. sales of audio and video cassettes — consumer 
retail, industrial and bulk. Bulk sales are defined as multiple quantities of loaded 
blank cassettes without labels, boxes or sleeves that are sold to industrial, governmental 
or institutional customers to be used for in-cassette duplication. Those figures do 
not include tape sold in pancake form to blank tape loaders or to audio and video 
duplicators.

David Lee Roth (continued from page 11) 
launching into a story about children 
getting their act together for a visit from 
Mr. Ziegfeld. "We'll get a million bucks 
when he sees this," one kid is reported 
to have said, "I'm not the only one," 
claimed Roth, "but I'm one of a few in 
the industry, who has a million dollar 
stage, and a million dollar career and I'm 
desperately trying to turn it into a 
backyard." 

Roth's persona is the enigmatic mix of 
which legends are made. He is part 
carnival barker, part populist, but he is 
always in the lead. "I sell smiles," he 
confessed, "I sell E-ticket bootie shake for 
what can be considered a fair price in any 
land. And this reminds people of them-
selves. I'm not a quarterback in the whole 
scheme of things. I'm probably one of the 
most famous cheerleaders of all time .. . 
That's one of the beauties of rock and roll. 
We are all simultaneously the team as well 
as the audience watching the game." 

This sort of "dare ya," "look ma, no 
hands" abandon is precisely why David 
Lee Roth is such a commercial gold mine. 
Even though his sexy arrogance may be 
abrasive to some, there's enough "aw 
shucks" good-naturedness to endear him 
to millions. A perfect example of this 
dichotemy occurred recently. The week 
Roth appeared on the cover of People 
Magazine where he was labelled one of 
the "bad guys" by the PMRC — "I'm right 
up there with Prince and Madonna, good 
company," smiled Roth — he was also the 
centerfold in Muppet Magazine. The 
strategy is to go after everybody, not just 
pubescent teens. His wacky, affable good 
humor is designed to "Get 'em all, and 
pick up the bits and pieces wherever they 
come from. That's how you wind up in 
Muppet Magazine as well as on the Post 
Office wall. Somewhere in between, 
you're bound to move a unit." He chuckled 
some more.

per share); likewise its market value and cash 
reserves have increased, placing it in its "best 
financial position" to date. 
A frequent source of reference throughout 

the presentation was the tremendous impact 
of the compact disc, since the introduction 
of the first CD player by Sony in 1982. It 
is estimated that there will be 900,000 CD 
players sold to U.S. consumers this year. 
Production of the discs at one U.S. plant is 
expected to exceed 15,000,000 units in 1986. 
A Sony spokesman projected that this figure 
could go as high as 14,000,000 per month in 
1987, with a continuous "demand exceeding 
supply" market condition prevailing all the 
way to the '90s. 

"45s have seen their day," stated Seeburg's 
newly appointed executive vice president Joe 
Pankus. The sales potential of the compact 
disc is unlimited, he said, and the "tremendous 
numbers are already evident." More and more 
radio stations are "converting to the use of 
compact disc equipment," which is further 
evidence of the growing influence of the CD. 
The Seeburg laser music system, with its 

self contained CD mechanism, gives players 
the choice of over 600 songs to select from 
on 60 different discs, which are recognizable 
and displayed in rotation across the upper 
frontal area of the machine. This "artist-
oriented menu format" is designed for quick, 
easy selection, and is similar to turning the 
pages of a magazine, only you don't touch 
the encased discs. Selections are made by 
sliding the selector knob to the specific choice 
and activating the music. 

The machine's validator accepts $1 and $5 
bills, but no coins. Firm's vice president of 
operations Bob Breither added a little drama 
to the unveiling when he produced a model's 
cashbox and proceeded to slowly turn it 
upside down, silently emptying a load of green 
bills, to convey its earnings potential. As he 
told distributors, this is a "currency-operated" 
(and not a coin-operated) machine. 
Complimenting the range and clarity of the 

compact disc sound is the unique, contem-
porary cabinet design. The CD capability in 
itself is a built-in attraction that will appeal 
to those locations who want to be the first 
with something new but Seeburg completed 
the package by expanding that "something 
new" element into the entire exterior make-
up and cosmetics of the machine. It's different, 
it's attractive, it will draw attention. The 
designers did not sacrifice appearance for 
sound and managed to present the best of 
both worlds in this piece of equipment. The 
factory has developed a full-scale merchan-
dising and promotion campaign as back-up 
aid for distributors in getting the laser music 
system off the ground. 

During the presentation, Seeburg passed 
out a location analysis on the new piece from 
a test location in northwest suburban Chicago. 
The results were very impressive. The location 
is a lounge/bar, which serves breakfast and 
lunch, has a maximum table seating of 110, 
a maximum bar stool seating of 20 and is 
open daily from 5 am until 1-2 am. The 
clientele is 80% blue collar, with a small 
percentage of office people and professional 
patrons and the age bracket is 80% in the 

25-35 year old category and 20% in the 36-
year old plus bracket. The average weekly 
income on the Seeburg laser music system was 
reported at $290 over a three-week period, 
with no apparent resistance to putting bills 
into the machine. The report notated a 
suggested 50/50 collection split (between 
operator and location) plus a 50/50 cost share 
on discs. 
The machine offers numerous operator 

features and options, including a paging kit 
and remote control (both wired and wireless 
versions). Its battery-supported service panel 
keeps accurate bookkeeping and play figures 
and the title cover holder is easily accessible 
for servicing, besides which there are no title 
strips. The micro-processor control system 
adjusts pricing per play, easily activates the 
free-play mode, limits the play-time of songs 
and controls artist/ patron monopoly. The test 
mode feature checks and verifies that all 
displays and switches are operable and notes 
any malfunctions. The service panel has a low 
battery indicator and also monitors the $1, 
$2, and $5 bill acceptor system. The CD 
technology provides maintenance-free oper-
ation. Further information about the new 
model may be obtained through Seeburg 
distributors. 
As Seeburg chairman Ed Blankenbeckler 

noted, the laser music system will not be 
inexpensive but will be "the best quality music 
available." In his concluding remarks he made 
reference to the soft state of the music business 
that resulted from the video boom and advised 
distributors that the laser music system "will 
put the music business back into first gear."

Two More Plead Guilty In Copyright Infringement Case 
CHICAGO — On May 2, 1986, in New York 
City, John Kutkowski pleaded guilty to one 
count of mail fraud, one count of perjury and 
one count of copyright infringement; and 
Carol Landman pleaded guilty to one count 
of copyright infringement, according to a 
report from AAMA. 

Robert C. Fay, AAMA's director of 
industry affairs and enforcement, announced 
that Kutkowski, Landman and two other 
individuals who had previously pleaded guilty, 
Cecily Wachtel and Lynda Hamilton, are all 
currently awaiting sentencing in New York. 

Kutkowski and Landman operated Hogac 
Systems, Inc. and Systems, Inc., located in 
North Babylon, New York and later in 
Wyandanch, New York on Long Island. 
Systems, Inc. sold boards reportedly infringed 
on copyrights held by the manufacturers and 
licensees of the games "Ms. Pac-Man," 
"Galaga," "Time Pilot 84," "Popeye," 
"Gyruss," "Donkey Kong Jr." "Jungle King," 
"Pengo," "Pole Position," "Mr. Do," "Pac-
Man," "Burger Time" and "Roc 'N Rope." 

RCMP files charges 
In a related report AAMA advised that the 

Royal Canadian Mounted Police have made 
a major move involving the importation of 
amusement games destined for the United 
States. Robert Fay noted that the RCMP has 
filed formal charges against Tony Dibattista, 
of Kitchener, Ontario, for violating the 
Canadian Customs Act. 
Fay stated that the RCMP searched 

Dibattista's business — Video Wholesaler and 
AO Amusements, Zapper's Arcade, Inter-
trade, Cale Video and Pizzatime Fun Center 
— on May 28, 1986 and recovered approx-
imately 150 counterfeit video games. In 
addition, numerous records were seized, 
including detailed U.S. customer lists and 
invoices sent to U.S. customers. Also seized 
were documents identifying the Korean 
sources of the counterfeit boards. 

Dibattista was charged on June 3, 1986 with 
violating Section 205 of the Canadian 
Customs Act for under-evaluating goods 
entering Canada. The maximum sentence for 
this offense is four years imprisonment. He 

CONGRESSMEN AT PLAY — AAMA's annual membership meeting (5/22) had a 
definite government affairs emphasis this year, being kicked off with a "Congressional 
Reception," hosted by the association in honor of the 99th Congress, government 
officials and AMOA (whose own Washington conclave began on the preceding day). 
About 20 amusement machines were incorporated into the reception decor in the 
U.S. House of Representatives Office Building, along with balloons and flowers, and 
about 25 U.S. Congressmen were in attendance, many of whom brought their children 
along to enjoy the games. Luminaries included Senator Ed Zorinsky, Conressman 
Dan Rostenkowski, chairman of the House Ways and Means Committee, and 

was also charged with the falsification of 
Customs documentation which violates 
Section 238 of the Canadian Customs Act. 
The penalty tor this violation is left to the 
sentencing judge. 

Fay advised that the searches and the arrest 
of Dibattista in Canada is a major step in 
the enforcement of counterfeit and parallel 
video games entering the United States 
through Canada and that AAMA provided 
technical assistance at the time of the search 
and copyright information to the RCMP 
He also said the identities of individuals 

purchasing counterfeit and/ or parallel boards 
from Dibattista will be made known to the 
FBI for appropriate investigative action and 
the identities of the Koreans involved will be 
reported to the office of the U.S. Customs 
Service. U.S. Trade Representative in Wash-
ington, D.C., the U.S. Ambassador in Korea 
and appropriate Korean law enforcement 
officials. 
The RCMP investigation is continuing and 

it is expected that additional individuals will 
be charged at a later date. 

FBI support 
As a further effort to curb this serious 

industry problem, the Federal Bureau of 
Investigation announced that the FBI Labor-
atory will examine suspected counterfeit and/ 
or parallel amusement game boards, which 
means that any duly authorized law enforce-
ment agency can now submit suspected boards 
to the FBI lab in Washington, D.C. for 
examination. 

Fay explained that a report of the exam-
ination will be sent back to the appropriate 
FBI office or local law enforcement contrib-
utory agency and FBI agents will be made 
available to testify at judicial hearings 
regarding these examinations. With this 
action by the FBI, another step forward has 
been taken by AAMA in its law enforcement 
efforts, he added. Association president 
Maury Ferchen stated that the FBI support 
will provide federal and local prosecutors with 
another expert witness to call upon at hearings 
or trials and will serve to strengthen AAMA's 
enforcement program.
