’86 Tally: CD’s Continued To
Boom, LP’s Continued To

Fizzle, Cassettes Leveled Off
By Lee Jeske

NEW YORK — The RIAA’s year-end tally of

album and single sales for 1986 shows a 5%
drop in the number of units sold from ’85,

but a dollar increase of 6%. The disparity is

due to the higher price of CD's, compared

to LP’s and cassettes; volume sales of CD’s

increased by 134% over ’85.

618.3 million total units were sold in

1986, down from 653 million in ’85. Dollar

volume went to $4,651 1 million from

$4,387.8 million.

Cassettes leveled off but continued to be

the biggest format. 344.5 million cassettes

were sold in ’86, over 339.1 million the year

before, an increase of 2%. Dollarwise, that

Jackson has signed an exclusive recording

contract with WEA International according

to chairman and co-CEO Nesuhi Ertegun.

Jackson is critically acclaimed as the

greatest virtuoso on the vibraharp. A highly

original improvisor, he is credited with de-

veloping a distinct sound on the instrument.

During the 40s, Jackson performed in

New York with the Parker/Gillespie sextet,

Thelonious Monk, Dizzy Gillespie’s big band
and Woody Herman’s Second Herd, among
others. In 1952, Jackson, with John Lewis,

Percy Heath, and Kenny Clarke (Later to be

replaced by Connie Kay) formed the legend-

ary Modern Jazz Quartet.

LOS ANGELES— Amnesty International,

the Nobel Prize-winning human rights orga-

nization that works for the release of prison-

ers of conscience, fair trials for political

prisoners and an end to torture and execu-

tions, has kicked off a major campaign in a

unique collaboration with 75 Tower Record

& Video retail outlets across the country.

During the campaign, each Tower Re-

cord or Video store will adopt a prisoner of

conscience and work to free that individual.

A number of recording artists have also con-

tributed their talents for the video compo-
nent of the campaign.

“It is an honor for Tower Records & vid-

eo to be involved with an international pro-

ject of this magnitude. Our involvement in

this project stems from a feeling that every-

one should be free and uncensored,” says

Tower president, Russ Solomon. “The mu-
sic industry is involved with many urgent

and important causes and each time I be-

come aware of the level of our involvement,

from the recording artists to the top level

executives, I feel that much prouder of our

industry’s commitment to helping the imme-
diate, critical issues and problems of our

times.”

The goal of the campaign is to generate

as many letters as possible to facilitate the

release of the adopted prisoners, men and
women imprisoned in countries all over the

world, solely for their race, religion or politi-

cal beliefs. While in Tower stores, custom-

ers will be asked to sign a prepared letter on
the prisoners’ behalf.

“This remarkable expression of support

for Amnesty International’s work is an un-

precedented opportunity for hundreds of

thousands of record buyers to help free pris-

oners of conscience with just a moment of

their time and a stroke of their pen,” says

John G. Healey, executive director of Am-
nesty International, USA.

Coordination of the Tower outlets is be-

ing handled by the Music Stock Market.

“We’re proud to be a catalyst for this cam-
paign materializing for the retail communi-
ty. The people working within retail in the

music industry have always shared an enor-

mous sensitivity for human rights. This cam-
paign will be the first of its kind to

demonstrate the magnitude retail can have

on social issues when they are allowed to be

directly involved,” says Babs Stock, of the

Music Stock Market.

Steve Pollutro of Tower’s Art Depart-

ment has designed an in-store Amnesty In-

ternational display which features a photo
of that store’s adopted prisoner, informa-

tion about the case, and a brochure on the

work of Amnesty. The color poster used in

the display was created by artist Jean-Fran-

cois Podevin.

To accompany the display, Amnesty has

developed a video reel that will play in most
outlets. Created by Johnson/Klein Produc-

tions, the reel features Jackson Browne,
Whoopi Goldberg, Daryl Hannah, Colin

James Hay, Hiroshima, Little Steven, Maria

McKee of Lone Justice and Run-D.M.C.

CBS Sees Profit; Booming
Record Sales Cited

LOS ANGELES — Healthy record sales and
declining interest expenses gave CBS high-

er profits for the first quarter of 1987 even
though its television network has ran at a

loss for the second straight quarter.

Earnings rose 200 percent to $48.7 bil-

lion, up from a profit of $16.3 million on
revenue of $1.17 billion for the first quarter

of last year. CBS has recently cut its payroll

in the past year by approximetely 2,000 to

20,000. The cutbacks, they say, were the

only way to offset the network’s losses. An-
other reason for the gains was the ad reve-

nue from the network’s broadcast of the

National Football League’s Super Bowl

XXI. The CBS Broadcast Group’s revenue

increased only 4 percent.

CBS Records posted a 16 percent year to

year increase largely due to the blockbuster

foreign and domestic sales of the Bruce

Springsteen live package which increased

revenue to $413 million with a 30 percent

profit increase to $68 million, an all-time

high for the Records Group.

While CBS has not specified how much
the network stood to lose this year, chief

executive Laurence Tisch estimated last

year that it could lose as much as $20 mil-

lion dollars this year.

Her voice cuts, caresses, sobs,

and seduces its way effortlessly through

the songs on the band’s stunning self-

titled debut album (RCA).

Though Davies was formerly a coun-

try solo artist, Wild Choir is basically a

pop-rock band in the mode of late-sev-

enties Fleetwood Mac. With the right

material and proper support, they

could probably be nearly as successful.

From the first track, “Runnin’

Scared,” Davies comes in for the kill,

singing about an ex-lover flirting with

another woman in a bar. She makes her

voice sound like a yo-yo on a splendid

cover of John Hiatt’s “Girl On A
String." She sings soothingly about love

as “a high wire act” in “Safe In The
Arms Of Love,” before exploding with

hurt in the song’s finale. And that’s just

the first ten minutes of the album.

“I don’t wanna be a cheesecake pow-

der puff/I wanna be the real live flesh

and blood,” she sings on “I Don’t

Wanna Hold Your Hand.” Indeed, Da-

vies is part of a new breed of Nashville

singer/songwriters, and was one of the

first female country artists to self-pro-

duce an album, with 1980’s “The
Game.”

The Beastie Boys Set To Get
Stoopid On Film

NEW YORK — The Beastie Boys — cellu-

loid heroes? Celluloid anti-heroes may be

more like it once they unveil their first film,

The Beastie Boys Scared Stupid, later this

year. It’s the second production by Russell

Simmons and Rick Rubin’s new company,

Def Films, and it promises to be the cinemat-

ic equivalent of “Licensed To 111” (Def Jam).

The first film from Def, Run-D.M.C.’s

Tougher Than Leather, slated for August

release, also features the Beasties, in a com-

ic cameo. Scared Stupid not only stars the

Boys but is also being scripted by them

along the lines of a Three Stooges C-movie.

Auteur Michael Diamond (aka, Mike D, the

guy with the VW medallion) explains: “It’s

sort of a horror comedy type of thing star-

ring us. I inherit a haunted mansion from my
great uncle and (in order) to claim my for-

tune we have to stay in it overnight. We
basically play ourselves. Take it from

there.”

The Beasties next album will be the

soundtrack to Scared Stupid. “The next al-

bum is gonna be the soundtrack to the mov-

ie,” says Diamond. “We were thinking of

sort of a beatnik and disco revival type al-

bum. And we’re gonna do one song record-

ed live on Macdougal Street (in Manhattan).

Just a lot of disco dancing. The main thing

we’re gonna do is make what we want and

not really listen to anybody,” he says

laughing.

Apparently, Adam Horovitz (King Ad-

Rock) will add the beatnik-folkie flavor,

while Adam Yauch (MCA) rekindles the

flame of Studio 54. “Ad-Rock is really the

most promising illiterate of our generation,”

says Diamond. “He’s the beatnik poet of

the band. The inspiration is just choked into

his mind since he’s the surreal beatnik poet

of the group. Yauch’s the madman of the

group. He also does disco dancing the best

and wears the most polyester. When it

comes to the Latin hustle, he’s the best.”

Diamond is fully aware of the fact that

the Beasties can now get away with just

about anything they want musically. Their

mega-platinum “Licensed To 111” is the fast-

est-selling debut album in the history of Co-

lumbia Records and recently spent more

than a month in the number one spot. He is

also fully aware that an album as undiluted

as “Licensed To III” isn’t theoretcially sup-

posed to have such mass appeal.

“I think this is truly the great rock ‘n’ roll

swindle,” he says. “It’s cool thinking that

we’re the only punk group to ever have

gone number one in America.”

Their absorption into the mainstream,

culminating with an appearance at the

Grammys, has been unusually swift. Dia-

mond says that the downside of this accep-

tance is that people now ask them to be

outrageous on command.
“People expect it of us now,” he says.

“It’s almost weird because they want you to

be the Beastie Boys and act outrageous so

they definitely get the mileage out of it-

Six months ago we would have been

thrown out of the Grammys.”
Indeed, there was a time when their com-

ic-book delinquency was not so welcome.

As the opening act for Madonna in 1985,

the Beasties were booed and jeered. “A lot

of people say we were booed offstage. I’d

like to say that we were onstage for the

booing at all times. Not once did we ever

pussy under and leave the stage,” says Dia-

mond.

Today, they play sell-out shows national-

ly and have had the honor of being banned

forever from Holiday Inns. Underway is a

co-headlining tour with Run-D.M.C that

starts in Europe and opens in the U S. June

12 in Honolulu, Hawaii. Meanwhile, The

Beastie Boys Scared Stupid tentatively be-

gins shooting in July, with a release date set

for around Christmas.

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MAXINE AND CO. - The late Maxine

Sullivan was joined during a gig at the Holly-

wood Roosevelt's Cinegrill earlier this year

by fellow vocalists Diane Schuur (I) and Nellie

Lutcher (r).

PASSING ON—Maxine Sullivan,

the ever-swinging, ever-delightful vocal-

ist who came to fame chirping “Loch

Lomond” some 50 years ago, died

April 7 of heart failure. Maxine Sullivan

was a small woman with a small voice.

Her singing style was so easy, so effort-

less, that it almost seemed as if she was

casually conversing on her stoop. She

didn't scat, didn’t swoop across oc-

taves, and didn’t cause jaws to drop

with her vocal prowess. But, boy, could

she swing! She gained her fame in the

late ’30s as a star of 52nd St. and

starred with Louis Armstrong in the

final Cotton Club Revue, in 1939. Re-

cently, Maxine Sullivan had been espe-

cially active — she recorded numerous

albums, several of which were nominat-

ed for Grammy Awards; sung in jazz

clubs and at jazz festivals throughout

the world; and, generally, brought the

same cheerful elegance to songs as she

had been doing for 50 years. Maxine

Sullivan died in the Bronx, not far from

The House That Jazz Built, a communi-

ty center that she founded and was

ever-so proud of. She was 75.

CLASSIC—The Smithsonian Institu-

tion, that repository of old airplanes

and flags, is also a repository of old mu-

sic. In fact, the six-LP “Smithsonian Col-

lection of Classic Jazz” has, since its

release in 1973, stood as the definitive

set of its kind. The Smithsonian, thanks

to its unique status, was able to acquire

recordings from numerous rival labels,

and Martin Williams, thanks to his

unique stature as one of jazz’s finest

critics and historians, was able to as-

semble those recordings into a sensible

anthology that, without too much chest-

beating, walked the listener— Williams’

informative annotations in hand —
through the history of jazz; “classic

jazz,” in this case, referring to classic

recordings from the entire spectrum of

jazz history. Now the Smithsonian and

Williams have updated and expanded
their work. “The Revised Smithsonian

Collection of Classic Jazz” is now avail-

able on seven-LPs or five cassettes

(what, Smithsonian, no CDs?), all pack-

aged with a 120-page booklet (a book,

really) containing notes on the music by

Williams and thumbnail biographies by

Ira Gitler, for $49.96 plus $3.49 post-

age— a bargain. This set — which be-

gins with Scott Joplin and ends with

The World Saxophone Quartet (the

only representatives of the last 25 years

in jazz, by the way) — is the place to go

for anybody who wants to learn about

jazz, to hear how Louis Armstrong
relates to Charlie Parker, how Char-

lie Parker relates to Ornette Cole-

man, etc. It is an indispensable

collection and it is available from Smith-

sonian Collection of Recordings, P.O.

Box 23345, Washington, D.C. 20026.

SPARE CHANGE— I wrote a couple

of weeks ago in this space about the

new RCA Bluebird and Novus reissues

ai d issues, but I’d like to add a couple

of things. First of all, I’d like to point out

that trie CD of each of the superb new

releases on Novus — the Henry
Threadgill Sextet’s “You Know the

Number” and Hiton Ruiz’s “Some-

thing Grand” — has an extra track. The

Threadgill has a nice four-minute piece

called “Paille Street,” but the Ruiz has a

marvelous extended composition called

“Infinity,” over 17 minutes of modal

grit where that wonderful horn section

loff) gets to stretch out. A bonus, for

sure. As for the Bluebirds, the Fats

Waller, Dizzy Gillespie, and Louis

Armstrong sets are not available on

CD— they are from the acoustic era,

and, apparently, the masters were not

good enough to transfer to digital.

RIAA REPORT-The Recording
Industry Association of America
reports that the dollar volume of U.S.

manufacturers’ net shipments of pre-re-

corded discs and tapes increased six

percent in 1986, while unit shipments

declined five percent. Shipments in

1986 were valued at $4.65 billion, cal-

culated at suggested list price. This

compares to dollar shipments of $4.39

billion in 1985. Unit shipments fell from

653 million in 1985 to 618 million in

1986. Compact discs again showed dra-

matic growth last year with unit ship-

ments of CD’s rising 134 percent over

1985. The increase of this higher-priced

configuration is primarily responsible

for the overall increase in industry dol-

lars. For the second consecutive years,

cassette unit shipments increased two

percent. Shipments of LPs dropped 25

percent in 1986. Singles unit shipments

were down 22 percent and dollars were

19 percent lower than 1985. Singles ac-

counted for only five percent of total list

price dollars in 1986. These statistics

are derived and aggregated annually by

the RIAA Market Research Committee

from Net shipment figures submitted by

recording company manufacturers.
