The three initial CDs available from

Mobile Fidelity are compilations of

early jazz, broken down into “New Or-

leans,” “Chicago” and “New York.”

Such legends as Jelly Roll Morton,

Earl Hines, McKinney’s Cotton Pick-

ers, Louis Armstrong, Bessie Smith

and Ma Rainey are here, as are a num-
ber of obscurer artists, but the end

result is the same. The songs breathe.

They have width and depth. To A-B
them to the LP versions of the same
songs is to be amazed. The LP trans-

fers sound flat and one-dimensional.

Parker’s transfers sound alive. They
bear no relationship to the “electroni-

cally rechannelled” mono-to-stereo

transfers of the early years of stereo.

“What I’ve done, first of all, is sear-

ched for good copies of the 78

records,” says Parker. “I have to find

copies that haven’t been needle-

damaged to the point where they’re

just full of distortion. And then I use

electronic devices to minimize the sur-

face noise and not reproduce the clicks,

but reproduce the music. You try to ac-

complish that without interfering with

the frequency response of the record at

all, or as little as possible. Then I use

whole banks of equalizers and lots of

techniques that I’ve devised myself to

try and smooth out the frequency

response to give back a much wider

range, more akin to a hi-fi recording,

and that’s just done patiently by ear.

“The stereo is another electronic

device. All stereo that you listen to is a

trick, it’s an electronic Crick. You’re

not listening to the instruments spread

across the stage in a modem stereo

recording, you’re listening to tlie

NEW YORK - “It is my best album

definitely, as far as I’m concerned,”

says Marshall Crenshaw of his new LP,

“Mary Jean and Nine Others”

(Warner Bros.).

“A lot of people have already told

me they think this is his best album,”

says Graham Maby, the bassist in Cren-

shaw’s band.

Certainly some will prefer the

runaway inspiration of his first album

or the sneak attack of “Field Day.”

But on “Mary Jean,” which more
closely resembles last year’s

“Downtown,” Crenshaw refines the

deceptive musical simplicity that has

become his trademark.

Crenshaw’s songs theoretically have

everything radio should want from a

hit record: memorable melodies, sonic

clarity, a great beat, instant acces-

sibility, and familiarity. But for some

reason, Crenshaw has never had the

major hit that the industry has been

predicting for him. “I don’t think I

should worry about it very much be-

cause I’ve been in the record business

for five years and I still have a great

deal of enthusiasm and confidence and

a general positive outlook,” says Cren-

shaw. “I’m not going to indulge in

that sort of thing, worrying about oh

this song should’ve been on the radio.”

Crenshaw doesn’t romanticize the

past like those who think there was bet-

ter stuff on the radio in the ‘60’s than

there is today. “I think there was a lot

of schlock back (in the ‘60’s) too,” he

says. “And I remember that there

would be like five or six songs that I

really liked and then you’d have to sit

through a lot of stuff that wasn’t so hot

to kind of wait for your song. For

every record by the Yardbirds or

whatever you’d maybe have to hear

Ronnie Dove or Petula Clark or some-

thing like that.”

“Mary Jean And Nine Others” has

as much commercial potential as any-

thing he’s done before, and stand-out

tracks include “This Is Easy” and

“Calling Out For Love (At Crying

Time),” which was co-written with the

album’s producer, Don Dixon. Dixon,

who has produced records by R.E.M.,

The Smithereens, Marti Jones, and

others, has a reputation for bringing out

the best in artists, and his playful, low-

key style was more than compatible

with Crenshaw’s way of working.

“I really liked the atmosphere at all

of his sessions: just very low-key,

loose, kind of friendly type environ-

ment,” Crenshaw says.

Crenshaw and his brother Robert,

the band’s drummer, got to know

Dixon when they played on Marti

Jones’ “Match Game” album, which

Dixon also produced. “1 guess that’s

when 1 really got the idea that 1 should

make an album with Dixon,” says

Crenshaw. “By that ume 1 had known

him for about a year, and 1 knew we
were buddies.”

“The funny thing about (‘Steel

Strings’) was there was a harmony line

that was needed for the lead vocal on

the choruses and the only person who
could really do it was Dixon himself.

So he had a mike set up at the mixing

board, which was pretty funny,” says

Maby. “He’s sitting there doing his

job and singing at the same time. I

don’t know if that’s the first time

anybody ’ s ever done that.
”

Crenshaw’s cover of Peter Case’s

“Steel Strings” is one of the album’s

highlights. “We had to come back and

do ‘Steel Strings,’” says Maby. “Be-

cause that one was done live in the

studio with Mitch Easter....We really

had to learn it that day while we were

in the studio so we played it over and

over. And when we finished the song

we wouldn’t even stop, we’d just go

The JVC/New York Jazz Festival

Day-by-Day, Part One:

F
riday-The JVC/New York
Jazz Festival started off this

year like it starts off every

year-with hot dogs at Gracie

Mansion (that’s the official

home of our scandal-ridden mayor).

Nathan’s did not supply the wieners

this year, a big mistake.

Officially, things got under way (as

they always do) with the first of the

one-hour piano recitals at Weill

(formerly Carnegie) Recital Hall.

Marian McPartland had the lead-

off spot and she played a pretty,

florid hour that mixed a couple of

rhythmic swingers into the balladic

brew.

Carnegie Hall, two hours later, was
the site for some vocal muscle-flex-

ing from Sarah Vaughan and Bobby
McFerrin (separately, of course). La
Vaughan sang a no-nonsense set of

ballads-the voice magnifique,

naturalmente, the phrasing perfec-

tion. McFerrin did his delightful solo

thing—a couple of haunting jazz stand-

ards, a couple of wordless improvised

explorations, and such items as “The
Beverly Hillbillies Theme’’ and his

capsulized version of The Wizard of
Oz. The audience, mostly Vaughan’s
crowd, was on its feet screaming.

Next year, they’ll buy tickets to see

McFerrin alone (which, in jazz terms,

is known as building an audience).

Then Miles Davis, the grand old

man of fusion, shared an Avery
Fisher Hall bill with Kenny G, the

new superstar of fusion, and there

were some surprises. First of all,

Miles’ band was surprisingly tight

and funky-saxophonist Kenny Gar-
rett, guitarist Joe McCreary, and

drummer Ricky Weldman are wel-

come new members, and the band
was more cohesive than any Davis

unit since his comeback. However,
old Miles hardly played at all, and
when he did it was the tired “Human
Nature’’ and “Time After Time”
(after time, after time, after time...).

The other surprise was Kenny G,

who’s got some serious soprano sax

chops, though his music ain’t meaty
enough (maybe he should have
played with Miles’s band).

Saturday-Town Hall hosted a

double bill of the World Saxophone
Quartet, which played, without ques-

tion, the best set I’ve ever heard them
play (and that’s saying a lot); and
Branford Marsalis, who, with a

quartet including ex-Wyntonians
Kenny Kirkland and Jeff Watts,
played watered-down John
Coitraneisms that were boring at

best.

Sunday-A Carnegie Hall evening

with the Modern Jazz Quartet is al-

ways an enticement, and, during the

second half of the show, it was clear

why: the MJQ is still one of the most
musical small bands in jazz, and they

played a model set of blues and stand-

ards and John Lewis tunes. During
the first half of the show, the MJQ
was joined by the New York Cham-
ber Symphony for the Lewis pieces

that sound so good on “Three Win-
dows” (Atlantic), but sounded so dull

in the flesh.

Monday-A solo piano concert, at

the Recital Hall, with old Sun Ra,

who dug into his roots for some
mossy blues, heady stride piano, fril-

ly romanticism, thunderous avant

crashes and all sorts of other things.

It was an expansive, let’s say

Arkestral,performance.

George Shearing then presided

over a Town Hall concert called

“Musical ‘Amusements’ of Chef
George,” that was broken into three

sets: dixieland, piano duo and bebop.

The dixieland set was spirited and in-

fectious, thanks to the fine players on
hand (Kenny Davern, Warren
Vache, George Masso, Slam
Stewart and Oliver Jackson) and the

leader’s cheerful good humor. The
set of piano duets with Hank Jones
was musical, but not that successful

(their styles didn’t really come
together). The bebop set-with Dizzy
Gillespie, Jimmy Heath, Eddie
Gomez and Jimmy Cobb-was some-

thing of a mess. GOlespie’s chops

were off, and Shearing ain’t a bebop
pianist. Heath, Gomez and Cobb,
however, got some good hcks in.

Tuesday-Dick Hyman-that walk-

ing repository of jazz piano styles-

played an inspired hour of Irving

Berlin tunes (inspired, somewhat, by
the death the previous day of Fred
Astaire). The tunes were mostly

from the ’10s, ’20s and ’30s-eras that

are right in Hyman’s rag-

time/stride/swing wheelhouse, and

the hour purred.

And then the eagerly-awaited “Or-

nette In All Languages” program at

Town Hall that was, almost, worth

the wait. The problem was that the

concert was too short. The set with

the “original Quartet” (which saw
Ed Blackwell, the real original drum-
mer, replacing Billy Higgins, who
replaced Blackwell shortly before the

band came to New York in ’59) was

only 45 minutes long. It was brilliant

and, surprise of surprises, they not

only played Ornette’s lovely new
music, but they whipped “Lonely
’Woman” and “The Sphinx” out of

their memory banks. Ornette has

moved on to other things, of course,

but his collaboration with Don Cher-
ry, Charlie Haden and either Hig-

gins or Blackwell is too good not to

continue, even sporadically.

Prime Time, the other things,

played the first set of the concert and

Ornette seems to be coohng them
down-the set was filled with high-

flying funk rhythms and zipping

electric basses and guitars, but the

music was subtler, less frenetic than

in recent years. Again, the set was
too short-there’s nothing like listen-

ing to Prime Time smacking you in

the ears for a couple of hours. The
closer was a combined Prime
Time/Quartet blow-out on “Theme
From a Symphony” that was just as

you’d imagine it-spewing rhythms
like some kind of harmolodic vol-

cano.

Afterwards, at a post-concert party,

I complimented Ornette on the con-
cert and new album.

‘

‘It was a good
idea, wasn’t it?” he asked.

promotion according to Rounder) and
the True Believers (whose record is

ready to be released pending comple-

tion of artwork, a problem exacerbated

by the dissolution of the west coast of-

fice).

“Bruce Lundvall called this morn-
ing,’’ said Marian Leighton, president

and co-owner/founder of Rounder, last

Wednesday (June 24). “Everyone has

been very cordial, very supportive,

wanting to get things moving along.

But right now, it’s so transitional, I

don’t think anybody on either end has

any answers to just exactly how it is

going to function day to day,’’ she

added.

According to Leighton, Rounder ex-

pects to continue its relationship with

the new company. “We like the brief

contact we’ve had with the new people

at the company,’’ she said, and is glad

that the overall bureaucracy of the new
label is basically small, similar to EMI
America.

All of the artists have the

same promotional representation out

there that they always did. It’s not a

case of us throwing all this product out.

They were working on all these artists

anyhow.

CS-When you made Thursday’s an-

nouncement, how soon before that had
you decided to do the merger?

Smith-We had finally closed the situa-

tion with Sal Licata just a couple of

days before that and were not able to

announce it, for RCA’s own reasons,

they asked us not to announce it, imtil

that Thursday. The speculation was
on. Anytime you start the planning of

something like this, a lot of people

know about it, and then all the rumors

started for six or seven weeks. But,

there was no way for us to shortcut that

process. We had identified the man we
wanted, Licata, and we had to now
wait until he could get clear.

Cfi-Was there any pressure on you to

hurry up your decision as a result of the

rumors that had escalated in the last

few weeks?

Smith-I would have loved to have

done this the moment the first rumor

hit. It was impossible to do, so we had
to live with it. The pressure, of course.

It was self-imposed pressure. You
can’t let people hang like that. It was
affecting everything. Artists were call-

ing, and nervous about whether their

records were going to come out. To
everybody’s credit, they kept it going.

the same feeling is starting to hit Man-
hattan and EMI, certainly—I’ve been
working out of EMI for the last couple

of days—those pieople are really

pumped about the new feeling. We’ve
now removed the clouds, and here’s a

very positive motivating guy, Licata,

coming in. And Lundvall remains and
he’s a beloved and a very effective

talent guy. I think its a terrific team
and I hope it works out well. And then

the talent flows and then the records

go. But the first thing is to build a

structure.

CB—Was former EMI America presi-

dent Jim Mazza ever given anything

like an ultimatum to perform?

Smith-No, no. I had a meeting with

EMI people, not with Mazza there, but

with everybody there, and explained to

them that the clock was ticking here,

and that there had been a sentiment to

move ahead with this and it had been
going on for some time. But I would
have preferred not to do it if things

went well and it looked like it could

work. It just became clear to me after

that that it was never going work really

well. And we just had to bite the bullet

and do this.

Cfi-Would a better performance out of

Bowie, Wolf and Hendyrx have

cauterized the hemorrhage and saved

EMI America?

Sammy
Hagar: In

Overdrive

“This is the first record I’ve ever

made that I wouldn’t go back and

change a thing,’’ crowed a truly

delighted Sammy Hagar. “I’ve

never been able to say that

before.”



What is this? A new Van Halen

album, hot on the heels of their

multi-platinum, chart-topping

“5150”? Actually, Sammy Hagar

has more on his mind these days

than just fronting one of the world’s

most popular rock and roll bands.

He has just released a new solo

LP, his tenth, and he is ecstatic

about the results of his studio col-

laboration with co-producer and fel-

low guitar wizard Eddie Van Halen.

The new LP, entitled simply

“Sammy Hagar,” (Geffen Records)

is a blistering collection of red-hot

Hagar licks, aided on most cuts

only by Van Halen on bass and
longtime Hagar compatriot David

Lauseron drums. It is their synergis-

tic sense of intuitive spontaneity

and reckless simplicity that guides

the album through the anthemic

motifs of life, love, and, yes, cars.

In 1985, Hagar was preparing to

enter the studio to record this

album when he received a fateful

telephone call from Eddie Van
Halen. After replacing the dissatis-

fied David Lee Roth as Van Halen’s

new lead singer, Hagahs album
was temporarily put on hold, with

plans to return after the “51 50” tour.

deed, Hagar and his co-producr
Van Halen were so pleased witi

the ambient response that the roorr.

provided that the drums were
recorded dry, with no reverb or

echo effects at all.

For those wondering where the

Bay Area rocker’s future lies, he as-

sures fans that Van Halen is his top

priority. “When I joined that band, I

made a commitment. I think we’re a
really amazing band, one of the

best rock and roll bands in the

world. I think we’re going to make
the record of all time next. Actually
“5150” was just the baby, we just

threw that together. We practically

“IJust told myself that I don’t care if

there’s a hit, I don’t care if the album
stiffs, I’m just going to be happy making
this record.

When Hagar was finally ready to

proceed again on his own, he found
that only four of his original songs
stood up to the test of time, and
that he had written the bulk of

“Sammy Hagar” material since join-

ing Van Halen. “I wrote some better

songs, ones that could be singles,

and I threw the old ones out be-

cause I didn’t want the whole album
to sound too commercial,” the rock-

er explained recently during a break
in the shooting of the video for

“Give To Live,” the LP’s first single.

“Instead, 1 just told myself that I

don’t care if there’s a hit, I don’t

care if the album stiffs. I’m just

going to be happy making this

record. Oddly enough, it turned out

to be the best album I ever made.
The record company and everyone
is happy with it. It’s kind of en-

lightening after all these years to

say 'maybe if you make yourself

happy all the time, those around

you will be happy.’
”

Armed with a truckload of solid

material, Hagar approached the

studio task with abandon, utilizing

the spacious drum room at A&M’s
Los Angeles studios to create full-

tilt jam sessions between the three

musicians. This strategy resulted in

the edgy, taut, live feel of “Sammy
Hagar.” “Whenever one of us

would think we could have done our

part better, we would all do the

whole track again until all three of

us said 'Wow, that was a really

great take,’ ” Hagar said. “We
wanted that kind of magic on the

basic tracks, and because it was
such a great groove and so locked

in, we were afraid to do overdubs.

So there’s very few overdubs, and

very little production. It’s just a good
sounding rock and roll record.” In-

puked that one out, compared to

what we’ll be able to do now.” Al-

though the members of Van Halen

maintain “very separate” private

lives, the addition of Hagar seemed
to coalesce their creative energies,

bringing the band back into focus.

More importantly, he was able to

rejuvenate their spirit after the

departure of the flamboyant Roth.

In short, he was the perfect draft

choice.

Of course, a conversation with

Sammy Hagar could never be com-
plete without a discussion of his

favorite passion: automobiles. Not

just any cars, but fast cars. Having

sampled the gamut of Jaguars,

Porsches, BMWs, and even an

original racing Cobra (“way too radi-

cal,” he concedes), he has settled

down to strictly hard-core Ferraris.

This is his major concession to his

stardom, and he indulges it in a

good-humored fashion. “When I’m

driving my Ferrari, I don't even want

fans to recognize me, because I

love driving those cars. I’m talking

hard-core Ferraris, not the ones
made for rush-hour traffic. I guess I

need to start driving in some
vintage races or something, be-

cause this makes it tough on your

driving record and insurance rates!”

Yes, it is tough to “Drive 55” in a

car made to travel 1 80 m.p.h.

Sammy Hagar is a man in the

fast lane with a hot new solo album,

and another career on hold as

frontman for a mega-selling rock

band. For a final thought on

“Sammy Hagar,” back to the video

shoot at San Pedro: “I’m very proud

of this record and very happy with

it. If it sold 150 records or 50 million

records, it would have no bearing

on how I feel about it.”

Bob Kirby-Program Director

WACO-Waco, TX
WACO’S Bob Kirby was "born

into" radio. He learned it as he

was growing up during the many
years his father spent in broad-

casting. In 1 966 he started a full-

time radio career, at a station in

Binghamton, New York. The sta-

tion was middle of the road at the

time, but as Music Director, Kirby

quickly converted it to country.

In 1970 he did a short stint in

rock and roll at WINR in Endicott.

He found rock and roll was not

the place for him. "I left it be-

cause I couldn’t stand it," he

says. "The people I worked with

were super people, but country

music’s my bag." The following

year he joined country station

iWNYR in Rochester. In 1977 he

left WNYR, moved to Texas,

worked at KTON until 1983 and
then started as Music Director at

WACO, before moving up to his

present position as Program
Director.

Currently, Kirby also has a 10
- 2 on-air shift, but prefers the

programming end of it, and
would like to get off the air even-
tually. "I like being a program
director. I think being off the air

and in the capacity of program
director is much more beneficial

to the station and air sound be-

cause you can concentrate main-

ly on all the administrative things

and you can tune into what your

station is doing. It’s difficult

when you’ve got an airshift in the

middle of everything and it just

kinda sidetracks you."

As Program Director, Kirby

says one of the things he enjoys

most is listening to the music.

"There is such a large amount of

talent that can get overlooked

too easily if you don’t sit down

and listen to these things," he
says. The station’s involvement
with the True Value Country
Showdown is another way they
try to make sure good talent isn’t

overlooked. "That was a five-

week success for us," he recalls.

"It was just fantastic and we car-

ried that live on the air."

WACO is a unique station all

the way from it’s format to it’s on-

air personalities, who have been
in the country radio business for

many years, and know country

music both new and old. WACO
still has an open-door policy to

country music artists traveling

through the area, a practice used
during the early years of country

radio. It is quite rare in radio in

modern times. Also considered

rare these days is WACO’s for-

mat. The 1,000 watt AM station

programs a 60/40 oldies-to-cur-

rents format, with much em-

phasis placed oi.

Don Williams, for

they’re gonna hear Don
in three to five minutes,’ -

says. WACO is not limited o a
strict playlist. "We are flexible. I

think that’s important with the

country music audience because
they’re going to relate to you."

WACO has the kind of at-

titude toward their listeners that

otherstations might do well to fol-

low. "What we try to do," says
Kirby, "is let the listener tell us
how we should program our
radio station, instead of us telling

the listener how we’re gonna
program it."

He could have been from Anywhere, U.S.A.l

This is what matters...“Johnny Dreamer” wanted to be somebody! !

No doubt, he chose his favorite hangout because it was located on Music

Row in Nashville. He had heard the stories about “you never know who’s:

going to drop in.” He had hopes of meeting someone important in the music'

business; someone who could help him with his dreams. He also knew, if nol

one in that category came around, he could “promote” himself, and hisi

abilities, to the thousands of tourists who stopped by the music row bar location

during the season. He was looking for help and reaching for friends.

Johnny had two problems. He over-drank and, when he did, he became over-

bearing.

King Oliver (continued from page 7)

microphones placed and speakers

spaced so that your ear thinks it is hear-

ing the big spread. Well, you can’t do

that with modem technology with an

old mono recording. You can’t pluck

out the trumpet and put it on the left

and the clarinet and put it on the right.

It well may become possible, as com-

puters get more involved in the

process, but with the present state of

the technology, you can’t actually do
that. What you can do, though, is to

split the sound up into frequency bands

and distribute them across the two

channels so that you get an impression

of width, which also gives the greater

impression of depth. I add reverbera-

tion to the recordings because one of

the limitations of early recordings was

that they were recorded in dead

studios.”

Look, this is one of those you’ve-

got-to-hear-’ em-to-believe- ’em stories.

The proof is in the hearing, something

Mobile Fidelity Sound Labs president

Herb Belkin found out.

Manufacturer Direct Selling'
(Editorial Note: The reported prac-

tice of manufacturer participation in

what is termed location trade shows,

meaning conventions other that the

traditional shows held within the coin-

op industry proper, has been a bone of
contention in the ranks of the Illinois

Coin Machine Operators Assn. Cash
Box published a letter, addressing the

subject, from AAMA then president

Maury Ferchen in the May 30, 1987
edition. The following position state-

ment was issued by the Illinois Coin
Machine Operators Assn, and Cash
B>o\’ spriming it in its emirety.)

NAPERVILLE, IL — At an Illinois

Coin Machine Operators Association

board of directors meeting on June 12,

1987, members of the board directed

extensive discussion toward the grow-
ing problem of manufacturer direct sell-

ing to locations.

Following that discussion, the board

of directors adopted a statement unani-

mously condemning the practice of

some manufacturers that bypasses the

time tested and successful method of

doing business in the coin machine
operating industry.

The board discussion was instigated

as a result of reports reaching ICMOA
members that various manufacturers

have been exhibiting at expositions out-

side of the coin machine industry. To
name a few of the expos-the Licensed

beverage Operators Show in Las
Vegas, the National Association of

Convenience Stores, the Nightclub and
Bar Expo in Atlanta, and the National

Association of Pizza Operators in Or-
lando.

Exhibiting by coin machine equip-

ment manufacturers at such shows is a

relatively new departure from tradition-

al marketing practices. ICMO^
believes it is counter productive to th

future economic well being of our ei

tire industry, including manufacturer
distributors, operators, locations an
consumer/users of amusement equip
ment.

Manufacturers may select any

marketing technique that they deetHi

best for their company according toj

economic realities of the open, com-
petitive marketplace. It is also a responJ

sibility of the ICMOA and the AMOAi
to protect our special interests as

private businessmen and support thcf

distribution system that we believe will

ultimately be the most efficient and
most effective in serving the complei
needs of consummers and contribute td

long term market growth in the amusei;

ment business.

The Illinois group emphasized that

operators have a right and a respon-

sibility in our open competitive market
to support those companies that

demonstrate their support of our in-

dustry.

Since coin machine operators cur-

rently account for a sizeable share of

the total sales of manufacturers and dis-

tributors, manufacturer direct sales to

locations strikes at the heart of

operators’ ability to survive.

Therefore, we are requesting that the

Amusement and Music Operators Asi-

sociation join with us and take leader-

ship in a national effort to promote otlr

successful distribution system.

The ICMOA will aggressively repre-
