John Hammond
1910-1987

T
o say John Hammond was a record producer is like saying the Beatles were a four piece band
from England. The diversity of talent connected with Hammond’s name, from Billie Holliday

and Count Basie to Bob Dylan and Bruce Springsteen merely pays tribute to the man’s bril-

liance and insight. The fact that dozens of the most famous and historic artists in American
music owe their beginnings and careers to Hammond will, for the most part, be Hammond’s
place in history, but it is hardly the whole story.

Hammond was born wealthy. It would have been easy for him to play out his life as just that - a man
born wealthy - but he didn’t. Instead, he devoted his life to two causes; his overwhelming love for both

music and his fellow man. Hammond was a civil rights leader early on, in the thirties, when it was neither

chic nor fashionable. His contribution to music was much more than just locating the talent, convincing

white band leaders to use black artists and arrangers in their all white orchestras, and fighting to bring

black artists exposure to mass audiences. Working with civil rights organizations and unselfishly giving of

time, energy and money was as much his forte.

John Hammond is gone. His legacy to the music of America is set in granite, but more that that, John
Hammond is a genuine, bona fide national civil rights hero and I hope we will remember him as much for

his dreams as we will for his realities.

NMS8 Mirrors Industry

Factionalism
ByPaulIorio

NEW YORK - This year’s New
Music Seminar mirrored the fac-

tionalism of the music industry as a

whole. Without an overarching musi-

cal or political concern, the Seminar

registrants split hairs about often minor

differences, with neo-liberals debating

liberals, punks facing off against skin-

heads, and metalists arguing with

speed-metalists. Consequently, the four

days of panels at the Marriott Marquis

Hotel (12 - 15) produced some of the

most pointed seminar discussions and

arguments in recent memory, recalling

the adage that as differences grow

smaller arguments grow larger.

Heated discussions broke out at

several panels, most notably at ‘Com-

mercial Music: Is It Art?,’ ‘Music

Trends In The Underground,’ and

‘Rock Critics.’ Other panels, such as

‘A&R’ and ‘Racism In The Industry’

had more of an edge than last year’s

discussions.

The issue of racism in the industry

came up often, as did the industry’s

role in fighting the AIDS epidemic,

which was brought up on several

panels and in one of the keynote ad-

dresses. Virgin Group chairman

Richard Branson and concert producer

Bill Graham were the co-keynoters this

year. After talking briefly about his

trans-Atlantic balloon expedition, Bran-

son spoke about his company’s plan to

help combat the AIDS epidemic.

“We have set up a charitable trust

with the aim of making condoms as

cheaply as possible,’’ said Branson.

“All the profits wiU go to AIDS care,

education and research.. ..We’re also

mobilizing recording artists in our cam-

paign. Elton John will be the first artist

of many who’ll be releasing specially

written songs, with all proceeds going

to the charity.’’

But for the most part, there wasn’t a

central political or social focus as there

was at previous seminars when apart-

heid and censorship dominated the

talk; the censorship panel was even

subtitled Stdl A Burning Issue,’ as if it

were a leftover topic.

The ‘Racism In The U.S. Music In-

dustry’ panel addressed that issue head-

on. R.I.A.A. chairman of the board

Stan Gortikov spoke effectively against

racism.

“Evidence of the problem is very

visible, easily confirmed. Ask any

black at almost any record company,’’

Producer, Talent Scout, Critic

John Hammond Dies At 76
LOS ANGELES - John Hammond,

who spent a hfetime discovering,

recording, producing and advising

some of the greatest stars in musical

history, died July 10 in his Manhattan

apartment. He had suffered a stroke in

1985, and has been ill periodically

since that time.

Hammond was instrumental in dis-

covering such luminaries as Count
Basie, Billie Holiday, Bob Dylan,

Bruce Springsteen, and many others.

He led a lifelong crusade against racial

intolerance, and was considered a

major factor in breaking down many
barriers facing black musicians.

His career spanned many occupa-

tions and generations, from disc jockey

to columnist to independent record

producer. He was also a board member
of the National Assn, for the Advance-

ment of Colored People.

Hammond was bom in New York

City on Dec. 15, 1910. He went to Yale

University, and studied music at Juil-

liard.

He is survived by two sons, Jason

and John Paul.

New Michael Jackson LP
“Bad” to Hit Street

August 31
LOS ANGELES - The long-awaited

follow-up to Michael Jackson’s record

setting “Thriller’ ’ album has been com-

pleted, and will be released to the

public on August 31 in all configura-

tions; album, cassette, and compact

disc.

Entitled “Bad” (Epic Records), the

LP reunites the recording team respon-

sible for Jackson’s earlier solo efforts -

Quincy Jones producing, Jackson co-

producing, and Bruce Swedien digital-

ly recording and mixing.

The initial single from the LP will be

“I Just Can’t Stop Loving You,” a

duet with Siedah Garrett. The single

will be made available to radio on July

22, and will be out to the public on July

27.

The album wUl contain ten songs,

eight of which were written by Jack-

son, including the first single. High-

lights include a duet with Stevie

Wonder called “Just Good Friends.”

As previously announced by Jack-

son’s manager Frank Dileo, Jackson

will begin his first solo tour in Japan

September 12, with dates to follow in

Australia and New Zealand this year.

The tour will bring Jackson to Europe

and America in 1988.

U.K. Versions of First Seven
Beatles LPs Now on Vinyl,

Tape
LOS ANGELES - Capitol Records

has announced a plan to release the

original English versions of the first

seven Beatles albums on vinyl and cas-

sette for the first time domestically.

This comes in response to the impres-

sive consumer reaction to the compact

disc release of the same titles earlier

this year.

The albums, “A Hard Day’s

Night,” “Revolver,” “Rubber Soul,”

“Help,” “Please Please Me,” “With

The Beatles,” and “Beatles For Sale,”

are due out July 21

.

This represents the first chance for

American consumers who do not own
CD players to purchase these albums in

their original formats, which differ in

song selection and sequence from the

American releases. These albums had

previously been available only as im-

ports.

Twin/Tone Pacts With A&M
LOS ANGELES - Midwest-based in-

dependent label Twin/Tone has signed

an agreement with A&M Records that

will provide for the worldwide release

of at least six albums from Twin/Tone
artists over the next three years. The
agreement, announced by A&M presi-

dent Gil Friesen, comes at the close of

three months of negotiations between
the two labels.

The structure of the arrangement

will allow Twin/Tone to maintain its in-

dependent status, while A&M will

have the option to release the albums

they feel are the strongest. The

majority of Twin/Tone’s releases wiU
still be distributed through their own in-

dependent distribution network.

The Twin/Tone label has been in

business for ten years, and has released

over 50 albums since its inception.

Over the last decade, its roster has in-

cluded such acclaimed acts as The
Replacements, The Suburbs, and Pere

Ubu.

LOS ANGELES—Rock has its Elvis

Presley, Soul has its James Brown,
Jazz has its Miles Davis, but when it

comes to rap, a sound that has only

recently made it into mainstream con-

sciousness, who takes the crown? With
ever-increasing momentum the title of

King appears to be settling squarely on
the shoulders of one James Todd Smith

of St. Albans, Queens, a 19-year-old

rap wizard known to the world as L.L.

Cool J.

His newest Def Jam/Columbia
album, “Bigger And Deffer,” has

topped the Cash Box black contem-

porary albums chart for two weeks run-

ning, while the album’s first single,

“I’m Bad,” has charged into the top

five on the Cash Box black contem-

porary singles chart.

L.L. Cool J is riding the current

wave of rap popularity with the aplomb
of an ambassador. And while his career

may have been bolstered by the rap

craze, it was a bandwagon he’s ridden

since he was nine years old.

Curiosity Killed The Cat

Curiosity Killed The Cat is a four

member British group who began their

career in a big way: their first album,

“Keep Your Distance” debuted on the

British charts this year at #1

.

The four young musicians, Ben Vol-

pehere-Pierrot (lead voeals), Miguel

Drummond (drums), Nick Thorpe

(bass), and Julian Brookhouse (guitar),

recently made their first trip to Los An-

geles, and spoke to Cash Box about

their strong initial success and hopes

for similar reaction in America.

Although the band has been together

for four years, the extant of their suc-

cess in Britain could almost be

couched in the term “overnight.” A
strong sense of street anticipation

preceded even their first gig, and had

record company execs lining up out-

side Fouberts in London. “We did sort

of aim for” a street buzz, concedes

Volpeliere-Pierrot. They were signed

to Phonogram (Polygram’s sister label)

in 1985, spent most of 1986 recording

the album with veteran producer

Stewart Levine, and saw the second

his music. Still, at least one tune on the

album, “The Breakthrough,” imparts

L.L.’s belief in hard work and self

reliance.

“I did that just to teach them, just to

tell them the truth, because I had the

opportunity to.” Still, he explains, ‘‘I

don’t like to tell them too much to

‘stay away from drugs’ and ‘stay in

school’ because I feel when they come
to my concerts and listen to my records

they want to have fun, they want to

enjoy life. They don’t want to hear

how bad life is ... but I just had to in-

clude that one message to let them

know,yo! I’m aware!”

As success mounts for ‘‘Bigger and

Deffer,” L.L. is in the midst of a na-

tional tour, supported by fellow rappers

Whodini. A video for ‘‘I’m Bad” was

recently released, and a new one is in

the works for the rap ballad ‘‘I Need
Love.”

As for the recent uproar over

violence at rap concerts, says L.L. ‘‘I

think they’re coming down a little hard

on rap right now. It’s just a scapegoat.

It’ll stop. You know, rap is hot right

now. It’s just another hot story for the

press.” But whatever rap’s image of

late, L.L. Cool J’s has only improved,

and the future is looking both bigger

and “deffer.”

When asked about the

freedom of the press, Volpeliere-Pier-

rot replied “they feel they should sort

of own you. But then, when the story

gets out of control and widespread,

they feel the need to write something

else to shock the people into reading

their paper. It just bugs me, really. It

wastes a lot ofmy time.”

Curiosity Killed The Cat want more

than anything else to be accepted as a

strong band playing intelligent pop

music to an appreciative audience, and

one listen to “Keep Your Distance”

should be enough to convince any skep-

tic of their qualifications. “We want to

avoid being pigeonholed as a teenybop

band,” Drummond reiterates. “That’s

the most important thing. It’s nice

when it starts as a word of mouth thing,

that’s how it started in England. But

then it gets spoiled by the big machine

like the record company.”

Sanborn: Exposing Jazz To A Thankful Audience

In January of 1986, NBC Radio

Networks launched “The Jazz

Show with David Sanborn,” a week-

ly, two-hour, satellite-fed offering of

jazz, both old and new, featuring

celebrity guests from the jazz world.

The show has proved immensely

successful, as it is heard on nearly

140 stations all over North America,

running the gamut from Album

Oriented Rock (AOR) to B/C to A/C

to CHR to Jazz stations. Radio

Report recently spoke to the show’s

host, renowned saxophonist David

Sanborn, and Andy Denemark, the

program’s producer.

What was the appeal of hosting a

weekly radio show to an artist of

Sanborn’s stature? He explained, "It

was interesting to me to do it, be-

cause it was an opportunity to get

jazz and instrumental music played

on stations that were not ordinarily

formatted for jazz. Also to

demonstrate to record companies

and to radio station people that

there is indeed an audience out

there for jazz. Both jazz that has

been newly recorded and also older

stuff, the reissues, there’s a lot of

great reissues coming out now.” He
continued, "I think a lot of people

are actually surprised that they like

jazz. It’s the opportunity to get a lot

of different types of music across to

the audience.”

The original idea came about,

Denemark explained, when "
... one

of the Souce’s (NBC’s) key af-

filiates, (AOR-formatted) KFOG in

San Francisco, started a Sunday
morning 'jazz brunch’ program. It

became apparent to KFOG that a

good way to reach some of the

: older demographics, particularly on
a Sunday morning, would be not

just to play more rock and roll - but

to try something different.” It was
then that the idea of a syndicated

jazz show began to come into

! focus. Shortly thereafter the idea

was presented to NBC brass - al-

though it only received a lukewarm
reaction, the uncertainty that jazz

has been constantly labeled “the

next big format” hung over the

prospering idea. "It’s hard when

there’s no real success stories in

formats.” Denemark elucidated.

Denemark and company pursued
the idea, he explained, “We real-

ized in early '85 that it was ap-

parently time to do something, and
we put our heads together to try

and figure out what we could do for

a station that they couldn’t do for

themselves. It’s not just doing a

good show, but in most cases it’s

providing stations in all market

sizes with something that they can’t

do themselves.” He emphasized
that they wanted to offer more than

just two hours of programming jazz,

and in order to give the show a

hook, it was decided to obtain a

“celebrity” personality with an es-

tablished name in the music in-

dustry to host the show. “In jazz,

there wasn’t a nationally known d.j.

to pull from. It seemed like the best

thing we could do is get a musician

to host the show, so we decided to

make a list. At the top of the list,

name #1 of who would be ideal,

was David Sanborn.” He explained,

“The main reason being, initially,

was that David’s name is familiar to

programmers, jazz and rock alike.

David has played on records rang-

ing from David Bowie, James
Taylor, Carly Simon, and the Roll-

ing Stones. His name has been on

so many records over the years

that the rock programmers were

bound to know who he was. We ap-

proached David’s people first and

they were interested, they saw the

potential of such a show.”

Denemark remembered, “
...

some of the folks from his manage-
ment company were very excited

about the project and leaked it to

the record companies that this thing

was in development.” It didn't take

long, Denemark recalled, for them

to see the potential of the show. He
continued, "We were just inundated

with record company people offer-

ing their support. The record com-
panies were seeing this two-hour

block that was going to be
developed that was going to be on

big stations, possibly album rock

stations, around the country. Their

support came very strong right out

of the box.”

“So the combination of the sta-

tions looking to do this and the

record company support, the artist

we wanted to host the show being

interested, my boss looked at me
and said 'okay, here’s the budget

for a pilot.’ So that was the next

step, to create a pilot show that we
could present to people. We
decided to duplicate a bunch of

them and take them to the Radio
Programmers’ Conference, which

was held in Dallas.” The response

was overwhelming, "... at the end of

this four-day convention, we were

completely out of demo’s.”

When originally marketed, the

show was expected to generate

reaction, but no one expected the

amount of response that followed.

Stations programming everything

from AOR to Urban formats eagerly

pursued the concept, anxious to

bring jazz styles to their listening

audience. It was inevitable that jazz

outlets all over would respond

favorably, although the original in-

tent was to bring the show to alter-

nate outlets therefore exposing the

audience to the genre. As an added

incentive, each show features an in-

terview segment with a prominent

jazz figure.

music for the show, Sanborn com-
mented that jazz old and new is al-

ways included, "We try to run the

gamut, there’s a of stuff that’s dif-

ficult to play, you know, because
people resisted. We try to play

some of the more challenging stuff,

we try to balance the show out. If

we play Sun Ra, we try to play

something that’s a little closer in ...

” and Sanborn’s love for early and
traditional jazz is evident, as he is

known to re-introduce classic music

constantly on his program.

Denemark remembered, “We,

quite honestly, projected a very

moderate success for the show. We
were thinking 'gee, wouldn’t it be

nice if at the end of our first year we
had 80 or 85 stations with good
penetration in the top markets.’ I

believe we had 80 or 85 stations by

the end of the first six months, and

by the end of the year we had ap-

proximately 120 stations.” He con-

cluded, "... and there’s really no

sign of it letting up.”

Minnie Pearl becomes the

third recipient of the award, which weis

created by the CMF’s board of trustees

to recognize outstanding service to

mankind by country music artists.

Previous recipients include Kenny
Rogers (1985) and Willie Nelson
(1986).

“We are honoring Minnie Pearl for

all her years of active involvement as

spokesperson and fundraiser for

charitable and humanitarian organiza-

tions, both locally and nationally,’’ Tal-

bot said.

“She has probably been most active

in assisting the American Cancer
Society, but her involvement has also

included the American Heart Associa-

tion, E.A.R. Foundation, Outlook Nash-
ville, United Way, Big Brothers,

March of Dimes, Children’s Hospital,

W. O. Smith Nashville Community
Music School, Bill Wilkerson Speech
and Hearing Center, and the Nashville

Humane Association,’’ he said. “I am
happy to report that the vote was unani-
mous.’’

Following her role as state chair-

woman for the Tennessee chapter of

the American Cancer Society’s 1970
fundraising effort, Minnie Pearl co-

chaired that organization’s national

campaign with Lawrence Welk in

1972-73. Just last year, she joined

some 40 top comic personalities for

HBO’s “Comic Relief’’ telecast

benefiting the homeless. Her many pre-

vious accolades include the National

Human Relations Award, bestowed by
the National Conference of Christians

and Jews in 1975. “Opry members
have a long tradition of contributing to

charitable causes,’’ said CMF director

Bill Ivey. “When Minnie Pearl joined
the Opry in 1940, World War 11 was ap-

proaching. She made many appearan-

ces at fund raising events during the

war years, appearing on behalf of the

Red Cross, for example. She played

many free shows to entertain troops at

nearby military bases.

The Roy Acuff Award, created in

honor of the Grand Ole Opry star in

1981, is sponsored by the Country
Music Foundation and the Tennessean
daily newspaper. Designed by Ten-
nessee sculptor Olen Bryant, the award
will be presented to Minnie Pearl

during formal ceremonies plaimed here

for later this year.

July 7th was a special day at our Nashville offices. Moe Bandy stopped by,

and Richard (Tony) D’Antonio, our director of operations, presented his #1 Pla-

que to him. Moe was all smiles, and we were, too. Nobody was more deserving
of the honor. He had a great song to work with, and he did work to take it to the

top of the national Cash Box country chart.

“Till I’m Too Old To Die Young” took Moe Bandy up the charts on the

MCA/Curb label. It has been a labor of love which paid off for Moe, Woody
Bowles, Jerry Kennedy and all those who worked with the project.

“Nobody, and I mean nobody could appreciate this #1 song more than I do! I

can’t really find the words to describe how satisfying the honor is to me. When I

lost my label deal with CBS, I had to mentally regroup. I was discouraged with
myself and the business. But, I soon made some moves that have really paid off

forme.”
“When I got over the temporary despair, I called Woody Bowles and asked

him if he would consider directing my career... taking me in a new direction.

Woody said, ‘If you come to Nashville, roll up your sleeves, and really work at

it,m take on the job.’ I knew that he was right. I spend a lot of time in Nash-
ville, now, in comparison to the past.

It’s been six long years since I had a #1 song! We thought it would take

several years to build my career again. But, we worked hard for the past year,

and it happened sooner than we expected, and I’m sure thankful to those who
have worked with me!
Moe then related some interesting information about his #1 song. “The song

was originally pitched for Michael Johnson. They passed on the song but, no
doubt, they recognized the merit of it. Someone said that it would fit my style

and voice. Woody (Bowles) and Jerry (Kennedy) ‘heard’ it for me, and the rest

is recent history.”

Moe has a brand new single out, now. The new release is the title cut from his

new album, “You Haven’t Heard The Last Of Me”. What a perfect title for a

Moe Bandy LP. All indications are that Moe has another hit single, and his

album is “selling great!” Moe said, “We know why the album is doing so well.

It’s the quality of the songs on the album. You see, I have learned how important

good songs are for an artist and his/her career! The record buyers will let you
know if you have a good song. I believe you must have a different type song to

get out there and attract attention from the fans.”

“Speaking of fans, let me remind you that country music fans are the finest

and most loyal people in the world! Before this #1 record, the fans were still

backing me 100% at our personal appearances. They stuck with me. Now, we
have those loyal fans plusan&w group!”

I asked Moe if he is working at changing his King ofthe Honky Tonks image.

“We sure arc! Don’t get me wrong. At that time, I was honored and flattered

with that title. I will always sing those beer drinkin’, brawlin’, rowdy good-time

songs, because the fans still request them at our shows... and 1 still love those

songs. But, music, like time, is always changing. 1 have made up my mind to

change with it. Now, I’m singing good, positive songs because I believe that is

the mood of the whole country music business. We always reach out for the

‘new’, and we eventually come back to the ‘roots’ of country music. But, when
we reach out, we always bring some good stuff back with us.”

“Just to show how positive nw thinking is. ..I was asked why 1 chose a song

about death (‘Till I’m Too Old To Die Young). My feeling is that the song is

about life. The lyrics arc saying tilings like ‘let me live to see my children grow’

(paraphrased). Man, that’s life! All parents would wish for that. It’s a song

about enjoying life.”

Moe Bandy is enjoying his life, once again. He had his 1 1 -yeiu old daughter,

Lisa, with him during our interview. You could sec the love and pride in both

their smiles. If a man succeeds only for himself, who cares? Mik Bandy has

shared his success with his family, his associates, and his friends ;ind fans. 'I’ou

can sec it in tlicir smiles. To Moe, from Joc...“Congratualtions and tlianks!

said Gortikov. “Sure, blacks have

made progress in the recording and

music industries but not enough. By
any standard, they deserve more. On
the basis of population share or the rep-

resentation in music or their creative

and economic contributions to white

enterprises or, most significantly, on

the basis of fairness. About the only

showcase where blacks are properly

represented in our industry ironically is

the Grammy Awards television special

which presents a high percentage of

black nominees, wirmers, and per-

formers. But that’s only a black mask

for a very white industry.’

Gortikov added: “The nature of

black representation in the music in-

dustry does not relate alone to a body

count of blacks versus whites. True

and fair black representation impacts

employment opportunity, promotion

and advancement, management level

participation, compensation, roles in

strategy and decision making, lack of

confinement to black music alone, and

a working environment that’s free of

fear.’’

“Our real enemy is apathy, disin-

clination to change, disinterest, and in-

sensitivity,” he said. “These tenden-

cies are just as much impediments to

black progress as blatant racism In-

action and foot-dragging are no longer

justifiable; the time for impatience has

arrived.”

Vernon Reid, founder of the Black

Rock Coaltion, an organization of

black musicians and artists, also spoke

out on the problem. “Racism goes to

the very structure of the industry,” said

Reid. “Today it would seem like on

the surface it is a much more hberal-

ized society. But artists are much more
careful now about the things they

choose to say and write about.”
‘ T believe this is the result of a type

of self-censorship which forces us to

make a music in a lot of cases that is

fundamentally dishonest, (meaning)

we write songs dealing with how we
feel the marketplace perceives us,”

said Reid. “A lot of times when you lis-

ten to black radio you hear songs that

deal primarily with romantic love or

sex, and so the focus of our writing be-

comes very narrow. And the industry

starts to expect this type of thing from

us and we provide it. And if we
deviate from that we have less of a

chance of being signed, less of a

chance of our music being promoted.

Other panels were marked by lively

discussion about a wide variety of con-

cerns. On the ‘Commercial Music: Is It

Art?’ panel. Some Bizzare Records’

Stevo claimed that
‘

‘boredom is killing

off the record industry.” The ‘Music

Trends In The Underground’ discus-

sion turned into a shouting match at

one point when panelists tried to define

the underground. Panelist Frank Roc-

cio, a seminal figure in N.Y. clubland,

also talked about the financial

problems of running a club for alterna-

tive music, saying: “If the bottom line

is just about making money than what

the hell are we talking about the under-

ground for?”

The ‘Rock Critics’ panel examined

the critical estabhshment and its im-

pact on commercial music. “I don’t

think we’re here to help people sell

records,” said Chuck Eddy, a freelance

journalist. “(Our impact) is probably

inversely proportionate: for the super-

stars up at the top we probably have no

effect at all; for performers that

nobody’s ever heard of we probably

have the greatest amount of effect.”

Elsewhere at the Seminar, the

Study Reveals Vending
Profits Increased Strongly

In 1986
CHICAGO-Average net profit

before income taxes rose nicely for

vending operating companies last year,

from 3.2 per cent of gross sales in 1985
to 4.5 per cent in 1986, according to

the annual Operating Ratio Report of
the National Automatic Merchandising
Association.

“The better profit showing for the

last year is even more satisfying be-
cause of the improvement over 1984
when the average net profit had fallen

to 1.8 per cent,” said NAMA president
G. Richard Schreiber. “However, the
negative news is that return on assets

declined to 12.4 per cent during the last

year from 13.4 per cent in 1985 and
‘commission’ payments to client loca-
tions averaged 7.8 per cent up from 7
per cent in 1985.”
The report, complied for NAMA by

Price Waterhouse, is based on data
from 158 NAMA member firms with a
combined 1986 vending sales volume
of $1.4 billion. Their “manual food”
sales (other than vending) totaled an ad-

ditional $1.3 billion. Net profit before

income taxes for non-vending sales

averaged 2.4 per cent of sales, down
from 2.8 per cent in 1985.

Schreiber said that total labor costs

for vending companies decreased to

23.8 per cent of sales, compared with

25.8 per cent the previous year and
sales per employee were up to $93,898
from $88,431, the figure for 1985.

Sales per vending machine were
higher for refrigerated foods, canned
soft drinks, milk, cigarettes, hot

beverages and candy and snacks.

Average net profit varied considerab-

ly for companies in different sales

brackets, with those having sales

volume above $10 million at 5.1 per

cent, companies with $5 million to

under $10 million at 1.6 per cent and
those with sales from $750,000 to

under $2 million at the national

average of 4.5 per cent.
