ASCAP Night of Awards
THAN 700 prominent songwriters, publishers, recording artists and other

music industry employees attended ASCAP' s eighth annual Pop Awards Din-

ner, held at the Beverly Hilton Hotel in Beverly Hills, California on May 15. The

event, hosted by Hairy Shearer, honored writers and publishers of the most

performed songs in ASCAP's repertory during the 1990 survey year—which

spanned October 1, 1989 to September 30, 1990.

ASCAP's Songwriter OfThe Year Award went to Diane Warren for the second

year in a row. Among Warren's songs were "I'll Be Your Shelter" and "Love Will

Lead You Back," both recorded by Taylor Dayne; "If I Could Turn Back Time,"

recorded by Cher; "How Can We Be Lovers" and "When I'm Back On My Feet

Again," both recorded by Michael Bolton; "Blame It On The Rain," recorded by

Milli Vanilli; "When the Night Comes," recorded by Joe Cocker; and "When I

See You Smile," recorded by Bad English.

The award for Most Performed Song Of The Year went to Phil Collins'

commentary on homelessness "Another Day In Paradise. Other titles in the top

fivemostperformed songs of the year were "Black Velvet," recorded by Alannah

Myles; "Vogue," recorded by Madonna; "Escapade," recorded by Janet Jack-

son; and "Hold On," recorded by Wilson Phillips.

Diana Ross, ASCAP president Morton Gould andASCAP managing director

Gloria Messenger made a special presentation honoring five ASCAP standards

that are among the most performed songs of the last ten years: "Someone To

Watch Over Me," "Can't Help Falling In Love," "Great Balls Of Fire," "My Girl"

and "My Guy."

"We knew that Tejano music was
what San Antonio has been wanting
on FM for a long time. We did the

switch to give la onda its maximum
potential on 100,000 watts of power,"

said Jesse "Hollywood" Rios, PD for

both KXTN and KZVE. "We've really

had a great response from our lis-

teners to the switch. They understand

that Tejano sounds a lot better in FM.
You can better appreciate the in-

Since then, according to Rios, KXTN-FM's ratings and cume have "shot up
like crazy." The PD mentioned that KXTN has outdistanced longtime leader

KCOR-AM, a Tichenor Media System, Inc. station, in the 12-plus Arbitron

demographics while making even more substantial gains in the 18-34 bracket,

with a 5.7 ratings compared to KCOR's 2.8 and KEDA's 0.3. According to Rios,

this represents an addition in excess of 40,000 listeners, an amount he claims

gives his stations twice KCOR's audience.

Part of KXTN's appeal is its heavy emphasis on attempting to attract the

younger Tex Mex fans by playing the hottest, youngest and most successful

Tejano bands. Ironically, these groups also play more covers of Top 40 and
dance tunes in their live performances.

"On the air, we're 70% Spanish and 30% English," Rios said. "It'll be rare

when a young adult will hear something they don't understand. We did not go

in too heavy all-Spanish because a lot of the Tejano bands attract the same
demographics, especially the Tejano show bands who play more of a rock style,

with fog and lights." Rios also said that to adjust to KZVE's forthcoming fight

against KCOR he's adding such Mexican pop groups as Los Bukis, Bronco and

Los Temerarios to the station's programming format.

For public record KCOR's GM, Jimmy Jimenez, has no comment on the

matter, although he's indicated there are no format changes planned for KCOR.
However, private sources say that Jimenez has questioned the validity and

accuracy of the Arbitron ratings because it lumped together the results of both

KXTN and KXVE in a time period (Winter '91) before and after the switch. It's

claimed that Jimenez, who has been in the market for about a year, argued the

move with Arbitron officials but had not received any satisfaction. The same
sources doubt that Jimenez will receive any kind of redress anytime soon,

because it could be interpreted as a concession by Arbitron that its ratings were

flawed.

Perhaps Steven Humphreys, VP for TK Com-
munications and GM of the two stations, offers the

most logical perspective:

"It was the right timing. It was being in the right

place at the right time with the right idea."

ANOTHER BAROMETER OF THE TEJANO
MARKET IS THE CLUB SCENE, and San
Antonio's has become better than ever. Reflex, one
of the two top Tejano clubs, recently underwent
extensive remodeling and expansion, estimated at

more than 565,000, to accomodate larger crowds

changed. In 1991, Windham Hill

Productions also offers everything from

jazz (both mainstream and fusion) to

folk to rock. Windham Hill, which was
founded in 1976, began exploring styles

other than new age in the mid-1980s. "It

was my desire to make it clear to the

industry that we hoped to survive by

putting out more than just new age,"

recalls Will Ackerman, chairman of the

board for Windham Hill Productions

and a Windham Hill recording artist.

"So we started branching out and put-

ting out more aggressive music. We had

a number of problems. Something like

a David Tom electric guitar record with

Jimi Hendrix's 'Voodoo Chile' on it

would end up being filed under new
age, which was ridiculous. And we
were also getting letters from our faith-

ful new-age listeners, saying, 'What in

the hell is going on? I've been able to

buy Windham Hill releases for years,

and I've known at least roughly what to

expect. Now, you've gone completely

off the deep end.' So we found we were
impacting negatively in both directions.

We were losing a new-age buyer loyalty

that was incredibly valuable to us, and
we were giving our new product an

inappropriate association with new
age."

To correct that problem, Windham
Hill Productions created two labels: Hip
Pocket and Magenta, both of which
were later merged into Windham Hill

Jazz—a label for which Henry Butler,

Billy Childs, Bob Sheppard, Tuck &
Patti, Andy Narell, Ray Obiedo and
The Turtle Island String Quartet have
recorded. None other than Art Blakey

played drums on Bluesiana Triangle, a

Windham Hill Jazz release that also fea-

tured Dr. John and David "Fathead"

Newman. In 1990, the company created

the High Street label, which ranges from
folk singer John Gorka to "college

rock" band Dots Will Echo. Another
Windham Hill artist of note is bassist

Michael Manring, who was fairly new
age-oriented before getting into more of

a jazz-fusion sound.

"For a long time," guitarist Acker-

man explains, "reviewers were writing

almost apologetically in favor of (non-

new age) Windham Hill releases, saying

things like, 'You won't believe this,

but...' or It's on Windham Hill, but...'

Reviewers would preface a review of

Tuck & Patti or The Turtle Island String

Quartet with that type of statement. But

lately, I've heaard statements like,

'Windham Hill is a broader entity than

it ever was.'"

Like other labels releasing jazz,

Windham Hill reports that CDs are out-

selling cassettes. Roy Gattinella, direc-

tor of marketing, notes, "As recently as

a year ago, our sales were about 55-45%

CD to cassette. But we've noticed in the

past few months that it's moving a lot

more toward CDs. On some titles, its as

high as 75% CD. This holds true for jazz

and new age releases."

Windham Hill quit releasing vinyl in

1989. Gattinella asserts, "When we
stopped, sales on LPs were down in the

single digits—on some titles, as low as

5%. Very few people are left who make
good quality parts for pressing vinyl. At

one point, we were sending things over-

seas to get done. It became increasingly

difficult to put out quality vinyl; so we
had to faze it out."

Asked about demographics, Gat-

tinella reports, "It's most heavily con-

centrated in the 20-39 age group for

Windham Hill and Windham Hill Jazz.

About 85% of the consumers are in that

age group... It's almost equally broken

up between 20-24, 25-29, 30-34 and 35-

39. The strongest is 30-34, but the others

are really close... It's a bit higher on

males—roughly 55-45."

The albums were produced by
studio veteran Orrin Keepnews, who
has worked with Thelonious Monk,
Sonny Rollins, Wes Montgomery, Frank

Morgan and numerous others... Arguab-

ly Purim's finest work. Stories To Tell

(1974) boasts such sidemen as Ron
Carter, George Duke, Carlos Santana,

Airto Moreira, Raul De Souza, Oscar

Brashear, Miroslav Vltous and George

Bohanon. Among the CD's highlights

are the ethereal yet funky "Silver

Sword"; the wordless "Casa Forte," a

fine example of Purim's Brazilian scat

singing; and interpretations of Tyner's

"Search For Peace" and Antonio Carlos

Jobim's "Insensetez" (also known as

"How Insensitive")... The large acoustic

posse Tyner leads on 1973's Songs Of
The New World recalls mentor John
Coltrane's Africa/Brass Sessions
without obscuring Tyner's own power-

ful personality. Except for a scorching

interpretation of Mongo Santamaria's

"Afro Blue," the five-track CD focuses

on Tyner's compositions. "Little

Brother" and "The Divine Love" are in-

tensely spiritual numbers illustrating

the acoustic pianist's feel for African and
Mid-Eastern music, while "Some Day"
shows his tranquil side. These days, a

standards-consdous Tyner hasn't dis-

tanced himself from the conservatism

that's become so prevalent in jazz. But

back in the '60s and '70s, he was a radi-

cally experimental innovator in full ef-

fect—and Songs Of The New World is a

shining example...

DA COSTA’S BREAKDOWN
(A&M)—Brazilian bom Paulinho da

Costa is a musician's musician. Since

1973, when he first came to the U.S., the

multi-versed percussionist/writer has

carved a sizable niche in the stateside

community. Contributing his profes-

sional outlook and professional appeal

to nearly two hundred fellow artists, Ms

name and talents have appeared on

numerous top-selling records, includ-

ing works by Grammy winner Quincy

Jones, jazz veterans Dizzy Gillespie

and Miles Davis, and pop stars

Madonna, Michael Jackson and Sting.

There aren't that many players that

cover such a diverse cross section of

artists and musics. In addition, with his

long time partner Erich Bulling, he's

made time to write, produce and play

on three solo albums (Agora, Happy

People and Sunrise) for Pablo/Fantasy

Records. Although a vast majority of da

Costa's creative resume remains a

shadow to the public eye, his 18 years

working in the LJ.S. haven't gone un-

recognized. As well as the many work-

ing relationships he's formulated

through his prolific career, he has

received the NARAS "Most Valuable

Player Award" for three consecutive

years and the honorary "Musicians

Emeritus Award." His skills have

provoked the Los Angeles Times to

describe him "as a virtuoso on

percussion" and Downbeat Magazine to

label him "one of the most talented per-

new A&M record is special!

cussionists of our time." Now, nearly

two decades since Ms mtroduction to

the American music industry, da Costa

has realized a culmination ofMs percus-

sion, writing and production ex-

perience, with the release of Ms new

solo album and first for A&M, Break-

down. The title, as Paulinho suggests,

provides the foundation for Ms latest

work. "Breakdown is the part in a song

where everytMng stops and the percus-

sion takes over." Recorded in ap-

proximately six months, he has usedMs

well-skilled crafts to deliver this diver-

sely spirited album in much the same

vein as Quincy Jonses' Back On The

Bbck. Enlisting the aid of Philip Bailey,

Andy Narell, Herb Alpert and Marcus

Miller among others, he has assembled

12 distinctly uplifting tracks, ranging

from the World Beats of "Say It Now,"

"Freedom," to the jazz-based "No Way

Out," to the adult contemporary appeal

of "Real Love" and "I Believe You," to a

number of tracks highlighting his

Brazilian roots. "I wanted to make a fun

record, with good clean music and no

bad influences" says da Costa, and he

has. "I'm not influenced by any par-

ticular artist. I always listen to and ap-

preciate every artist of every project I've

been involved in." One thing that da

Costa does note is how his cumulative

years of experience have taught him to

find a centralized focus and concept for

Breakdown. "You have to be careful with

a record like this," he explains, "because

you have to find a balance between the

vocals and the melody. IFs nice to have

someone singing, expressing my
songs," he adds. "But sometimes the

vocals are way out in front and you hear

very little music, rhythm and percus-

sion. You hear vocals but you don't feel

anything else. That's what I've had to

review, making sure everthing's

balanced properly on this record." In the

future, Paulinho plans to give

precedence to his solo work. "I'm not

going to give up working with other

people. I still like playing with my
friends and helping them. But for now.

I'm going to make more time for Mis

project—I've worked hard and I'm real-

ly happy with the final product. I hope

people will appreciate it." I have had a

chance to listen to Breakdown prior to

writing this column. It is a very special

record, from a very special player. Check

it out!

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NSM Responds To
CHICAGO—Cash Box received a letter from NSM
America president Rus Strahan regarding a notice

issued by Mobile Record Service Company to its

operator customers advising that Mobile will

replace manufacturer defective CDs but will

neither replace or credit jukebox-damaged CDs.
“Mobile’s policy is certainly understandable,”

Strahan wrote. “But, we very much regret that they
named NSM as a possible source of such damage.”
He went on to point out that “NSM went to great

extremes in the design and manufacture of their

equipment to prevent CD damage. In fact, this is

our major selling point—that our system never even
touches a CD, just the tray it’s cradled in. Our
system does NO DAMAGE TO CDs of any kind, in

any way.”

Strahan ’s letter further explained that NSM did

Mobile
not modify its existing 45RPM system to handle
CDs. “Instead, we chose a path that cost us literally

years extra in research and millions of dollars in

additional design and tooling, to be able to offer an
appropriate, high-disc-capacity handling system in

our jukeboxes.”

The Mobile mailing did not single out NSM but
suggested that the problem of“defective CDs caused
by faulty jukebox maechanisms” be discussed with

“the appropriate manufacturer” and proceeded to

list five major jukebox producers, including NSM.
Strahan feels it is “imperative that music operators

understand that we (NSM) should not have been
included in this listing.”

(Ed note: Cash Box is not taking a stand on this

issue but merely reporting the response of one
manufacturer).
