TAJ MAHAL HAS CERTAINLY MADE HlS MARK ON THE BLUES AND FOLK WORLDS. But as his current album on Private
Music, Like Never Before, illustrates, those styles are only part of what he's been doing since the 1960s.The CD, which was produced by
Skip Drinkwater, ranges from the straight-ahead blues of "Big Legged Mommas Are Back In Style" and "Blues With A Feeling" to the
pop-reggae of "Scattered" to the Bobby Womack-ish soul of "River Of Love" and "Don't Call Us."

"The real fact of it is, I've not been an easy musician to categorize," asserts Mahal, who's been touring North America since March.
"My references have not been shared by other people in the business. lt was really exciting to me, finding a producer who found my songs
worthwhile, and who could put them into a form that people found listenabIe... I've always wanted to make a real good adult urban
contcmporary record. I resent the categorization of being a folklorist, an anthropoligist. Folk music is people dancing around. Young guys
are now bringing back certain types of rhythrn and blues music, and this gives you some Four Tops, Temptations, Otis Redding-great
sounds that do not go away... I don't think it's necessary to pigeonhole msuic. The kind of person I am, I hear music in a wide range. I also
see that the music is inter-related a lot. Traditionally and culturally, it's like an extended family, representative of the mind and soul of
different cultures of people. The young kids are picking up on what I do. And no matter what the older ones say, it's what the kids say
that lets you know what's really going on." 0

\'hile some soul veterans are doing things like incorporating rapping and

music as we knewitin the 1960s and '70s. A case in point is The Deils. "Thought
Of YouJust A Little Too Much," "No Wm Situation," "You Can Depend On Me,"

• JULIE LONDON: Time For Lotie: The Best Of Julie Londen (Rhino R2

70737)
Time For Love, an 18-song CD spanning 1955-1%7, serves as a fine introduc-

tion to the jazz and pop of [ulie London-a sultry-voiced singer Iactress known
for her seductive, smokey, after-hours approach. While orchestral accompani-
ment works weil on ''You'd Be 50 Nice To Come Home To" and Thelonious
Monk's "Round Midnight," the guitar-bass backing of Barney Kessel and Ray
Leatherwood makes for more intimate listening on "Cry Me A River," 'Tm In
The Mood For Love:' "No Moon At All" and "Gone With The Wind." Other
musicians heard on this CD include Bud Shank, [immy Rowles and Joe Pass.
• JOE TURNER: Stonny Monday (Pablo/Faàtasy PACD-2310-943-2)

This 20-song CD, which spans 1961-1968,
contains Montez hits "Let's Dance:' "CaU Me:' "Because Of You," "Th ere Will
Never Be Another You" and "Time Af ter TlIDe" as well as ''You're The One," a
starry-eyed duet with Cathy Young, and the "Twist And Shout" -ish "M y Baby
Loves To Dance." .

WHEN IT COMES TO THE
PRODUCTION of top-notch, tradi-
tional gospel music, it's difficult to
top the results of Frank Williams and
Rev. Milton Biggham. The artists
whose hit records they have
produced reads like a gospel music
who's who: the Jackson Souther-
naires, the Angelic Gospel Singers,
Robert Blair and the Violinaires, the
Williams Brothers, the Pilgrim
Jubilees, Rev. Gay Evans and the Fel-
lowship Choir, the Georgia Mass
Choir, the Florida Mass Choir, the
Mississippi Mass Ch oir, Albertina
Walker, Bishop Jeff Banks and the
Revival Temple Mass Choir, the
"King of Gospel" the late Rev. [ames
Clcveland, and the list goes on. When
did it all begin? "I started producing
in 1974," says Williams. "I was writ-
ing material wi th the Jackson
Southemaires for a project we were
working on. Lee Young of ABC
Records, the label we were signed to,
cailed me into the studio. He told me,
'Frank, I might as weil bring you in as
producer since you're already doing
the work.' I've been producing ever
since."

Rev. Milton Biggham traveled a
slighty different route. "I started
working at Savoy 16 years ago as
director of promotion. John Daniels,
who served as producer at the label
decided to leave. Fred Mendelsohn,
the executive director of Savoy at that
time, approached me about the vacan-
cy. I didn't realize the ability that I
possessed but Fred did. It was because
of Fred's belief in my ability th at I'm
here doing what I'rn doing today."

Producing a project isn' t just sit-
ting behind a con trol board barking
out orders. "You've got to have an
open mind, you have to be able to be
objective, says Biggham. "You've got
to be able to take the good and throw
away the bad. You have to have the
ability to make decisions quickly," Ac-
cording to Williams, things are never
a bed of roses, even wh en working
with experienced, top-name artists.
"During the recording of the Williams
Brothers Hand In Hand album with
Walter Hawkins, we encountered
problerns finding the right type of
musicians, the right songs, and the
sound we were looking for. We faced
similar problerns with the Ruby Terry
and Bobby Jones projects." Williams
adds. "Every session is different.

L1NDA JOHNSON-HAYES, is more than happy to preside in her position
as genera 1manager of KMAX-FM107.1,and the home of gospel rnusic's most
recognized program director, Reginald Utley. As a child she had envisioned
herself as a resident of the Pennsylvania Avenue president's mansion. but she
has abandoned those thoughts to accept the responsibilities of her managerial
post. She is one of a handful of wornen, and probably the youngest black
woman, to hold such an elevated position in the industry.

Bom in Memphis, Johnson-Hayes had her hopes set high. She was, one way
or another, going to work in the White House. A brief marriage and subsequent
divorce as a youth altered her course. As she advises, early marriages are often
unwise: "Kids need to learn what love is and not marry for looks." [ohnson-
