RAP PROMOTION:
Takin’ It To The
Streets
By M.R. Martinez

RAP MUSIC HAS EDGED ITS WAY onto the main street of the

record business, recording multi-platinum sales, contributing sig-

nificantly to the bottom line of record companies large and small and

being heard increasingly on radio. The music's biggest stars—such as

M.C. Hammer and The Fresh Prince—have become household names

in middle-American households.

But for most rap acts, whether they sell through to gold or platinum,

the initial inroads, those first buzzes, are made on the side streets of the

inner city. "If you want a rap record to break," according to Doug

Young, head of the Southern California-based independent promotion

firm Young Raw Entertainment, "you have to get that music into the

hands of those people on the street corner, through the jeep beats, the

car clubs, the high schools, to those youngsters standing on the corner

swillin' '40s (40-ounce bottles of malt liquor).

"Rap records start there, and the mom and pop stores are the ones

who break records," Young recently told Cash Box. "Those kids, those

stores set the tempo before the major chains start buying big and there's

any airplay. The 30-year-old promoter noted that M.C. Breed and other

acts like Ruffhouse/Sony artists Cypress Hill, sold platinum long

before there was any significant airplay.

Young, who started his career in 1986 with Macola Records promot-

ing acts such as Digital Underground, N.W.A., Ice T, J.J. Fab and M.C.

Hammer, said that major labels are largely reluctant to commit dollars

to down-by-the-curb street promotion and erroneously develop

promotion strategies for rap around the notion that college radio, the

clubs and video will break records.

"Radio is part of the game plan," Young says, "but it really doesn't

mean s— . Clubs used to play a larger role, but club owners got scared

and stopped letting DJs play a lot of rap. Most rap artists don't do

promotion tours and radio won't play a rap record unless the buzz is

already in effect."

Young says that record companies will routinely spend S20,000 to

$40,000 for a video, another $15,000 or so for merchandising and "then

do not adequately promote the record." He explains that to cover

California, he charges $3,000 per act for the life of the record and says

that a typical requirement for product giveaways would be 1,000 tapes,

400 CDs, 500 LPs and 700 12-inches.

Young notes that if the promotion plan extends to other regions the

fee could rise, but that it was still cost effective compared to the current

game plan employed by most labels. He said that when he, along with

Lionel Rideanour set up Capitol Records' street promotion department

in 1988, Step Johnson, senior vp of the Black Music division, approved

rap promotion forays into cities like Detroit, Atlanta, Houston and

Chicago where the street corner promotion strategy was deployed.

The Southern California native says that labels like Capitol, MCA
Records, Priority Records, Ruffhouse/Sony Records, Rap-a-Lot

Records and a host of independents are the most aggressive to pursue

street promotion.

Young is currently working with acts such as Rap-a-Lot's Scarface,

Priority's Ice Cube, Select Records act AMG and others.

B R5CH8E SAMBORA: "One Light Burning" (Mercury

CDP 592)

Former Bon Jovi guitarist and co-writer of several of the

band's biggest hits, Richie Sambora is currently on a

band-sabbatical/solo effort with his album Stranger In

This Town. This power-ballad uses a minimalist ap-

proach on the heavy drums, and prefers percussion and
thick sound pads. The CD single contains three different

mixes, the song is written by Sambora, B. Foster and T.

Marolda and produced by Neil Dorfsman and Richie.

KENNY LOGGINS: "The Real Thing" (Columbia CSK
74186)

This release from Kenny's Leap Of Faith album, which
has garnered single success with "Convictions Of The
Heart," is a soft ballad originally written for Kenny's
daughter at her christening and now finished over a

year later with the help of co-writer/hitmeister David
Foster, who plays piano on the cut. The CD contains the

slightly longer album version as well as the radio edit,

produced by Mr. Loggins and Terry Nelson.

INGRID CHAVEZ: "Hippy Blood" (Paisley

Park/Wamer Bros. PRO-CD-5155)
Ingrid Chavez has another single from her '91 self-titled

debut album. "Hippy Blood" is a dance/pop tune with
melodic overtones reminicent of the Beatles psychedelic

influences off the Revolver album. With the help of men-
tor, Prince Rogers Nelson, Ingrid's poetry and expres-

sion are captured and no doubt enhanced. This CD-
single contains four mixes of the song, written and
produced by Ingrid and Michael Koppelman.

MARIAH CAREY: "Make It Happen" (Columbia CSK
74239)

Well, Mariah Carey's back with yet another hit—yeah,
what's new? "Make It Happen" is an uptempo cut that

is aimed more for R&B radio vs. crossover/pop stations

(even though it will probably make it there anyway).
The single was produced by the famed David Cole and
Robert Clivilles (C+C Music Factory) with the help of

Carey herself. The overall sound of the single is quite
different from her previous fast-paced cuts and should
pick up with little or no promotion.

3RD BASS: "Gladiator" (Columbia CSK 74235)

3rd Bass joined forces again to record the title track for

the motion picture Gladiator. It's quite obvious that the

group is going through many different changes both
lyrically and musically. Pete Nice's rap style has noticab-
ly changed and now has the stutter-step sound. Also the
production sounds a bit basic when you take into con-
sideration that this is a 3rd Bass cut.

M KRIS KROSS: "Jump" (Ruffhouse/Columbia CSK
74197)

In the past year, Ruffhouse Records has been doing
exceptionally well. Their latest release is Kris Kross, a

young rap duo from Atlanta that wears their clothes
"krossed out" style (backwards). For such young guys,
they deliver some pretty impressive lyrics and nave a

slammin' music track on their debut single. You can be
sure to hear more from this group in the near future.

TORI AMOS: Little Earthquakes (East West
7567-82358-2)

Here is one screwy, yet somehow curiously interesting
singer/songwriter. Tori is from North Carolina, but has
sought refuge in the UK, and it's unclear if it's because
she wanted to go—or her label thought it would be a
good idea. Regardless, she sings of inner pain and past
turmoils a la several female artists (Busn, Chapman,
O'Connor, Nyro), not to discount Tori's stories. Songs
written by Amos and produced by Tori and several
others.

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H RIGHT SAID FRED: Up (Charisma 92107-4)

The brothers Fairbrass, (Richard and Fred with Rob
Manzoli) after taking the club scene and pop radio by
storm with their tongue-in-cheek/Tm Too Sexy," have
released their debut album of disco-beat dance tunes.
This 10-cut advance cassette doesn't give production
credits, but it is due out in the stores March 3. The
group's second single is "Don't Talk Just Kiss," which
nit the dance floors of the nation on Valentine's Day.

SHAKESPEAR’S SISTER: Hormonally Yours (London
828 266-2)

How many bands can say they recorded their album in
George Harrison's home studio? Shakespear's Sister's

DO IT YOURSELF. The phrase exemplifies life in the indies,

but nowhere does it apply more than in the case of Haunted
Garage's leader and frontperson, Dukey Flyswatter.

One of the most colorful characters ever to grace the stages in

the Hollywood clubs (and considering that this is Hollywood
we're talking about, that's really saying something), Mr. Flyswat-

ter is a rather striking figure. Resembling a punk-rock Bela Lugosi

on a really bad day. Flyswatter is a green-haired, vampire-toothed

maniac. Shaking and shimmying to the '60s/'70s rave-up rock of

his back-up group Haunted Garage (whose repertoire consists of

such gems as "Little Green Men," and "Brain In Ajar," and who
sport partially nude go-go dancers and a lead guitarist right out

of a Kabuki theatre). Flyswatter is one-of-a-kind.

The band's debut for Metalblade, Possession Park, is chock full

of these B-movie-inspired ditties. As Flyswatter's other profes-

sion is that of a B-movie actor (he starred in the cult classic,

Hollywood Chainsaw Hookers), it's perfectly appropriate. But the

public hasn't quite gotten the Haunted Garage bug yet, and our

man's a little miffed.

As the band's leader and co-manager. Flyswatter's role is far

more than that of a lead singer. "I do make-up, rent transporta-

tion, build props, check and buy wardrobe, everything," says the

singer in a phone interview from his Hollywood Hills apartment.

You'd figure that he would be a maniacal lunatic, but in fact.

Flyswatter is a calm, bemused man who speaks in a slow, sten-

torian voice. "The overhead for an act like ours is staggering," he

continues. "We just barely scrape by."

Does Dukey feel like he'd be better off on a major? "Well, they

do have more money and clout," says Flyswatter. "But none of

them wanted us at all. I mean, the lower-echelon A&R guys
would come to see the act and rave, but the higher-ups slammed
the door on us over and over again. Metalblade's been great."

The band is hardly a metal or thrash act, though. 'They've been
having a hell of a time trying to sell us to the metal kids. Personal-

ly, 1 don't feel like it's our market at all, we're doing much better

on alternative and college stations. That's our natural audience,

not headbangers, although I can see KISS or Alice Cooper fans

liking us."

The group's widest exposure to date came through a

European jaunt with the Cramps. "We had to save every dime
just to pay freight charges to get there," says Flyswatter.

"Metalblade and the European distributor advanced us a little

cash, but basically we paid our way over, and lost a lot of money
there. Typical indie story, right?"

Well, was it worth it?

"Absolutely," stresses Flyswatter. "We established ourselves

over there, and sold a ton of records. We can go back as a

headliner. Some of the crowds were a little freaked-out by the act,

though. In Switzerland, the kids were running out of the venue
and puking, they were so scared of us! Besides that, playing with

the Cramps has been a dream come true for me, because we got

so much of our act from watching their thing over the years."

Would Haunted Garage ever make the leap onto a major?

Flyswatter isn't sure. "You lose so much control when you deal

with them," he says. "It really is difficult to keep the act alive

when we have so little money, but the fact that we get to do our
own thing makes it worth it."

Haunted Garage played the prestigious Gavin Report Con-
vention in San Francisco recently and was picked by the local

paper as "the perfect outing if your in-laws are in town to scare

them away permanently." The highest praise a horror freak

could ask for. The group is also planning an American tour to

bring their blend of novelty and rage to the rest of the states. "If

we don't starve to death before then, that is," sighs Flyswatter.

Dannii Minogue: Love
& Kisses From Down
Under

DANCE DIVA DANNII
MINOGUE has already
been tearing up the charts

in her native Australia, the

Far East, and more recent-

ly, the U.K. Through an in-

ternational licensing
agreement with Aussie
label Mushroom Records,

Dannii is now on the roster

of a new U.S. label. Savage
Records, with domestic
distribution from MCA.

This 20-year-old per-

former has been in the

limelight down under
since she was a child,

having been a regular on
Australian TV from the
tender age of 10.

Australians have since

voted Dannii the Best
Female Personality on
television. Best New Star of

1989, as well as one of the Sexiest People Alive.

But in spite of her acting success, Dannii's first love was always
music, and she was determined to forge a career out of making records.

Her first single, "Love And Kisses" zoomed to #4 and was certified gold
only weeks later. When her debut album, Dannii, was released, it was
an immediate hit. After the album was remixed (and retitled) for UK
release. Love And Kisses debuted on the British charts at #8 and went
gold shortly thereafter, yielding three other top 10 hits, "Suc-

cess,""Baby Love," and her current debut American single, "Jump To
The Beat." The album was released here in the States only a few weeks
ago.

Dannii's music is aimed primarily at the dance market and has been
compared to early Madonna. When asked how she feels about the

comparisons, Dannii says, "It's a big compliment. There are so many
things about her that I really admire. I don't want to be an imitation of

her, but I really admire a lot of things that she does, so it's a big

compliment for me. I sort of had a few different idols, at 13 and 14, I

first started really getting into Janet Jackson and then Madonna's stuff."

Currently on a hectic pace with a promotional tour, Dannii found

time to talk with Cash Box from a hotel room in San Francisco, where
she's been stirring up attention at a national radio convention, and
according to Dannii, "Doing some essential partying. It's great because

you get to meet a lot of people you have to meet."

There are parties in this business, sure, but there's plenty of politics

at these social gatherings, and Dannii, whose been at this for a year now,

at her young age is more on top of it than most would think. "I try to

pick up as much as I can along the way... there's so much to learn. 1

think it's important for any artist, but particularlyfemale artists, to really

know what's going on in the business side of things. So I try and learn

bits and pieces."

Although she hopes to be doing a lot of her work in the States, Dannii

ultimately would like to base herself in New York and London. Ap-
parently, she's got a side hobby/career as a fashion designer. She

released a line of high fashions for young people in Australia, and it

sold out in days. That was three years ago and her designs have been

a success ever since.

It looks as though Dannii gets attention from just about everything

she does. Now it's America's turn to find out about Dannii Minogue.

RAGGEDY GLORY: You've got to give Neil Young credit: He
has remained more creative over the years than almost any other

musician of his generation . There are probably many reasons for

this, not the least of which is talent. It's unrealistic to expect, say.

Bob Dylan, whose '60s output had the stamp of genius, to

continue to dazzle us year after year. I think with some artists,

talent just burns itself out. Or ebbs with fame and riches. Or just

gets tucked away for awhile. Or whatever.

In any case, Neil Young has—along with Paul Simon, Van
Morrison and a couple of others—managed to keep his creative

edge. Like Morrison, but unlike Simon, he's also been exception-

ally prolific, churning out about an album a year. Unlike Mor-
rison, however, what seems to keep Young's creative lamps
trimmed and burning is change. He thrives on unpredictability

and you like it or you don't: 1 liked the '70s techno stuff, hated

that blues album a few years ago, was so-so on the country-pop
stuff, loved the recent albums and tour with Crazy Horse, liked

the political orneriness of Freedom, etc. Neil Young can be boring,

but he never seems bored.

Last week, opening a six-night, acoustic stand at the Beacon
Theatre, Neil Young was boring. He was also cranky, and the

show quickly turned into artist-vs.-audience. It was a draw.
In the artist's corner: a whole stack of new soft love songs, from

the upcoming Harvest Moon, a sequel to Harvest. The songs were
pretty and lilting and seemed to be well worth hearing. In the

audience's corner: it's hard to absorb new songs in a concert,

especially a concert taking place before the release of the album.
So after a terrific opening version of "Long May You Run,"

Young, surrounded by guitars and banjos, set about playing new
love songs, almost nothing but new love songs. And the audience
got antsy. They wanted hits, nothing but hits. Neil Young, of

course, isn't about hits. People started to cough. Young started to

get edgy. People started to walk out. Young started another new
song and then said, "I don't feel like doing that," and changed to

"Sugar Mountain," which got everybody singing along, which
got Young more edgy.

"Some people hate this shit," he said about his acoustic music
before asking those who did to sing along particularly loudly on
the last chorus. They did and, an hour or so into the set. Young
waved and split. The audience stamped and howled—not be-

cause they wanted more, but because they wanted something else.

Young came back and did a half-hearted "Heart of Gold," waved
and split again. The audience thundered its disapproval. The
lights went on. The audience thundered. The canned music went
on. The audience thundered. Young came back with his coat on
and

—

take that!—did another soft new song, waved and split

again. The audience left, most of it mumbling disgruntedly about
spending 30 bucks for this.

And somewhere in the land, Crosby, Stills & Nash were sing-

ing "Our House."

SONGBIRD II: Jody Watlev s fa ther was a minister who sold Bibles, and their

teachings, across several states. Her mother went along to sing evangelicals

and have flamboyant rows. They divorced when Jody was 14 and she ping-

ponged from one to the other, "trying to prove my love for both of them."

"I adored my dad. He changed his clothes four times a day, and when he
preached his robes were exotic.

"He never made 50, he died eight years ago. And it woke me up, changed
my whole way of thinking. The pain of losing him was severe. I don't want to

talk about how he died; let's just say he was unhappy. He didn't take care of

himself. And he was very self-destructive."

You get the impression of a weighty sadness and shame. She is birdlike and
fragile again, frightened to say more.

"His death made me try harder to communicate with my mother. It made
me want to be happy with my job; get rid of the frustrations and search for peace

of mind.
"My sister Michelle is nine years younger than me, and she became the rebel

of the family. No one ever knew where she went at nights or where she was going
to be the next day. We had stopped communicating. Until one day she told me
she looked up to me so much she needed my approval, her rebellion was to get

my attention. Now we are gradually exposing our needs more, and we are good
friends."

It's no surprise that this rather isolated woman—who likes to vacuum for

peace of mind and learn from manuals like Adult Children "how the patterns

imposed in your childhood develop your adult psyche—has eventually burst

into wincingly personal lyrics on Affairs of the Heart. One feels she tried hard,

possibly too hard.

"All the experiences are real ones.We make mistakes in relationships, usually

the same mistake again and again until we become so devastated by the hurt we
are more cautious. It takes a long time before a girl enters a relationship not

secretly thinking, 'This time it's The One.' You've got to give yourself time."

And do you do that?

"Er. Uh-huh," she gurgles unconvincingly. "Well actually I've had the same
boyfriend for several years, and all I can say is if you don't give the relationship

the attention it needs, it will destroy you. There is no perfect relationship. I sit

here today and hope that my boyfriend is The One. But something could happen
tomorrow.

"I've never said who my boyfriend is, and I want to leave it like that."

With typical reticence, she's never said who is the father of her nine-year-old

daughter, Lauren. Until recently she rather conveniently denied her existence.

"I'm a disciplinarian, and I'm instilling in her the right values. She wants to

be a veterinarian. And I'm teaching her to be strong and independent. I don't

think anyone ever plans children. But it happened, and I'm not the type of person
that sees anything as a setback. I roll with the punches, and I have made the time

to make a contribution to Lauren so that she will make the right contributions

in life. Now I'm glad I had her young. Now is not the ideal time or ideal situation

for me to have any more babies."

As one might predict, this young unmarried mother is singularly moral—she

turned down the racy Robin Givens part in Rage in Harlem.

"I've got my whole life to make my film debut. 1 would be forever captured,

and I want to do it with my clothes on. Katharine Hepburn was a strong woman
who didn't get a name for herself rolling around naked, and her movies are still

great to watch. I'd like to play a love role, but love doesn't mean sex. I've never

felt that I could portray sexiness very well. As a kid, I always used to worry that

my forehead was too high and my smile was too wide. It took too much of a

struggle for me to learn to like my high forehead and my big smile. I wouldn't
want to strut that around the screen."

Jody is often disconsolate. In this mood she has a compulsive habit of buying
lingerie. "When I'm really bad it's always lingerie. When I'm happy I don't care

about my underwear. I think it's because it's a very personal thing to buy. It's

like cherishing yourself. It's just for you."

She is a peculiar combination. Successful, self-righteous and hard and cooing

baby-voice soft. Exposing in her song lyrics, but fractious and slippery in

personal relationships.

Just who is the most important person in the life of Jody Watley?

"Me," she says without hesitation and with a boom-boom laugh. "I don't

mean it in a selfish way. But if I'm good to myself. I'll be good to everyone else.

I want to be remembered for what I have to say: the singer, the songwriter, not

the dancer with Shalimar.

"My greatest extravagance is lingerie. I don't just shop and buy the superfi-

cial. I don't buy many coats at all."

Big Daddy

Big Daddy

AT MY PLACE, SANTA
MONICA, CA—If you feel that rock

is taking itself too seriously in the

'90s, you'll find enough laughs in one

Big Daddy concert to last you the en-

tire decade.

But laughs aren't all this fun-

loving, seven-man band cheerfully

dispensed to an enraptured Thursday
night At My Place crowd. Their

prescription for a good time included

healthy doses of musicianship,
craftsmanship and rock history—all

reflecting more of the sheer joy of rock

'n' roll than we have a right to expect.

Big Daddy isn't satisfied to merely

impersonate Vanilla Ice's entire stage

show in three minutes of their own
"Ice Ice Baby." They turn him into

Chuck Berry doing "Johnny B.

Goode" in the process. Guns 'N Roses

are transformed into the Tokens as

"Welcome To The Jungle" mutates

into "The Lion Sleeps Tonight." And
Madonna goes Frankie Avalon as

"Like A Virgin'' bumps and grinds

into "Venus."

All three triumphs of stage

presence—and many more segments

of the band's current set—work just as

well on their current Rhino album Cut-

ting Their Own Groove as they do live.

While the band has yet to enjoy a

major U.S. single, their hit potential

was underlined when their version of

Bruce Springsteen's "Dancing In The

Dark" as Pat Boone's "Moody River"

went Top 20 in the U.K. Hopefully

their just-released U.K. single of "Like

A Virgin" can launch some long-over-

due, trans-Atlantic chart excitement.

But Big Daddy has even bigger fu-

ture plans. In June, Rhino (through

their new distribution deal with At-

lantic) will release a brand new Sgt.

Pepper album—wherein the Beatles'

crowming glory will be honored in a

25th anniversary parade of '50s and

'60s artists, all portrayed to the Big

Daddy hilt.

The tour that's sure to follow could

make Beatlemania—at least the Broad-

way version—look tame by com-
parison. While Big Daddy didn't offer

a taste of this massive upcoming
project, they did the next best thing by

unveiling another as-yet-unrecorded

gem— their version of Michael

Jackson's "Black Or White" as told to

Dion's "The Wanderer."

Don't call Big Daddy a novelty act.

But for a good time, be sure to call

them. They're the hottest-sounding

tour guides the Rock 'N' Roll Hall Of

Fame has never had.

Joan Jett and the

Joan Jett

VARIETY ARTS THEATRE, LOS
ANGELES—Epic recording artist

Joan Jett is still one of the hardest

working artists in music. With plenty

of support from the Blackhearts, Jett

offered up a set of all-out, hard-driv-

ing rock, loaded with attitude

—

which may not have been particularly

mind-bending, but certainly was in-

volving and fun.

A fireball of energy in a cut-out,

black body suit and red, high-top ten-

nis shoes, Jett effectively conveyed a

fiercely independent, celebratory rock

'n' roll spirit throughout the show. She

played very well to the diverse

audience, bouncing around the stage

and inviting participation on hits like

"Do You Wanna Touch Me?" and "I

Love Rock 'N' Roll," which were
given heavy, pumped-up readings by
the Blackhearts.

This relentless energy added spark

to even some of the lighter pop tunes,

such as "Don't Surrender" (from the

Blackhearts' latest release, Notorious)

and "Light Of Day," both of which
were propelled by guitarist Tommy
Bums' fine solo work. Unfortunately,

despite some great lyric hooks, much
of the newer material, including the

mid-tempo tune, "Backlash," and
"The Only Good Thing (You Ever Said

Was Goodbye)" leaned musically

towards generic pop, and failed to

measure up to the band's trademark

intensity. "Machismo," however, was
notable for its slowed-down blues en-

ding, which perfectly underscored the

silliness of the cliched attitudes

criticized in the song.

Although much of their material

follows conventional rock formulas,

Jett and the Blackhearts' personable

and lively, tight performance style can

certainly keep an audience captivated.

This phenomenon was most clearly

demonstrated on the anthemic "I Hate

Myself For Loving You," and "Crim-

son And Clover," which gave Jett a

chance to really sing. The frenzied

guitar acceleration on "Crimson And
Clover" proved the raucous highlight

of a great party.

Opening band Motorpsycho (Hol-

lywood Records) walked through an

uninvolving, tedious set of typical

speed metal from their current release.

Wrenched. Their most promising
touch, the addition of a saxophone on

two cuts, was completely lost under

screeching distortion guitar and
shouted lyrics.

BLACK AND TAN FANTASY: Jazz festivals to the left of us,

jazz festivals to the right of us. The hour of jazz festivals is upon
us.

Now we all know about Europe: Europe in the summer is a

jazz festival. But there seems to me an unlikely new spring jazz

festival circuit opening up: down around the Caribbean, where
warm breezes blow, but where tourists don't come because there

are warm breezes blowing from where the tourists are coming.

How do you get tourists to come to winter tourists spots when
it's not winter? Give 'em a jazz festival. It's funny: You and the

musicians can pile into the same plane in May, fly down to the

Caribbean, get out and do your respective things, get back into

the plane and come home together. Kind of cozy.

Anyway, for the past few years Aruba has had a successful

jazz festival in May, and this year it's back over two weekends:
May 15-17 and 22-24. Last year, Cancun tried a jazz festival in

May, and that was successful. It too is back: May 19-23 (with B.B.

King, Carlos Santana, Grover Washington, Phil Woods, Mel
Torme, Etta James and others). This year, St. Lucia, which says it

has an identity problem (everybody says, "St. Where"?) is gear-

ing up for its off-season jazz festival: May 28-June 1 (with McCoy
Tyner, Alex Bugnon, Kenny Barron and others). A bit sooner
(April 30-May 3), and a bit up the waterways. West Palm Beach,

Florida will host its 10th annual SunFest, which includes a few
jazz fusion acts (Spyro Gyra, Arturo Sandoval, Nester Torres,

Tom Grant, etc.), a few non-jazz acts (the Neville Brothers,

Kenny Loggins, Buddy Guy, etc.), and a few "water events" (!).

Whichever you pick (and you can actually do them all), bring

plenty of sunblock.

CLASS ACT: If you're interested in jazz and in New York on
March 18, you might want to fall by the Red Blazer Too (349 W.
46th St.) for ASCAF s annual Louis Armstrong Foundation "Jazz
Master Class" seminar. You don't have to do anything to come
but show up, between 2 and 6 pm, and if you bring a tape of

yourself, you may be lucky enough (or, depending on the meas-
liness of your talents, unlucky enough ) to have it selected for

critique. And who will do the critiquing? Among others, Noel

don't know who any of those people are, you'd either better skip

The Legendary Dr. Sallie Martin

“FROM THE RED HILLS OF
GEORGIA TO THE CON-
CERT HALLS OF THE
WORLD...”: By 1929, Mrs. Sallie

Martin had heard the news about

Thomas A. Dorsey (a.k.a. “Geor-

gia Tom"), a former blues pianist

who had begun an exciting new
music tradition called gospel.

Dorsey's reputation as a

musician /songwriter was gaining

widespread popularity in

Chicago— his hymns and
spirituals set to the syncopated
jazz/blues beat were “laying

church members in the aisles"

—

and theastuteSalliesawan oppor-

tunity to become a part of this new
music's emergence.

Introduced to Dorsey through

a friend, Sallie auditioned for and
won a spot in Dorsey's singing

group in February 1932, the begin-

ning of her long professional as-

sociation with him. In time, Dorsey
entrusted the promotion of his new
art form to her. Her foresight and
uncanny knack for organization,

coupled with his creative genius

proved an irrestible combination

and provided the cornerstone on
which gospel music flourished. "In

the beginning," says Mrs. Martin,

"I could see that he wasn't keeping
up with nothin'. And I told him,

'You got something here, but you
just don't know what to do with

it.'"

Under her guiding hand, by
1933, gospel choruses trained in

the "Dorsey Sound" materialized

throughout Chicago and
Cleveland. And, attesting to

Sallie's business acumen and
proficiency as a song
demonstrator, sales of Dorsey's
sheet music accelerated at a rapid

rate. "It was my task to take the

music to the churches. ..sing the

songs. ..and sell the music after the

service was over," she sums up her

simplistic business principle.

"And, that's the way Mr. Dorsey's

business was built. I made it for

him in 10 years."

The Martin /Dorsey collabora-

tion continued to generate steam
throughout the country by
developing gospel choirs on the

East Coast, throughout the South,

and even in California. Their joint

sponsorship of talented singers,

such as Roberta Martin and
Mahalia Jackson, resulted in the

formation of the National Conven-

tion of Gospel Choirs and
Choruses, now a 62-year-old or-

ganization designed to offer

workshops and provide a show-
case for gospel singers.

In 1940, Sallie Martin began
traveling the gospel circuit as a

solo artist, later forming the Sallie

Martin Singers. Under her
guidance came a number of

renowned singers, including a

teenaged pianist/singer named
Ruth Jones who would later be-

come blues great Dinah
Washington. It was during this

period that Sallie teamed with jazz

pianist and gospel composer Ken-

neth Morris, and together they

formed the Martin and Morris
Publishing Company, which
promoted the creativity of Morris
and the spirited sparkle of Martin.

The company's string of hits, in-

cluding "Just A Closer Walk With
Thee," and "Dig A Little Deeper,"

solidified its existence by 1945 as

sales soared to the hundreds of

thousands. The pioneering spirit of

this unique collaboration laid the

groundwork for similar black-

owned businesses of its kind.

As a humanitarian, Mrs.
Martin's civic accomplishments
have been numerous. Throughout
the years, she developed a number
of private scholarships and still

gives stipends to less fortunate

singers. One beneficiary of which
she is most proud is a Baptist mis-

sionary school in Nigeria, West
Africa. Having been a regular con-

tributor to this mission, its director

invited her to tour the facilitiy in

1960. While there Sallie learned of

the school's plight for electrical

lighting. Without hesitation, she

donated the monies necessary. The
school, now greatly expanded,
named one of its buildings in her

honor.

Mrs. Martin officially retired

from active singing in 1970, yet she

continues to spread her message of

goodwill in special events. While
in her octegenarian years, she still

has traveled extensively
throughtout the country and has
visited London and Paris (where

she took the lead role in the French
production of Gospel Caravan) in

her later years. Sallie was also a

principal in the critically acclaimed
documentary movie. Say Amen,
Somebody.

The recipient of dozens of

awards, citations and an honorary
doctorate degree. Dr. Martin has

exerted wide influence on gospel

music developments through her

performances, original songs and
her students. To paraphrase the

sentiments of one biographer, "Sal-

lie Martin's outta sight."
