'50s. Two years in the making, the release commemorates the 15th

anniversary of Presley's death.

SINGLES ALBUMS
INDIGO GIRLS: "Galileo" (Epic ESK 74326)

Amy and Emily arejoined on this first release from their

new album. Rites Of Passage, by many different guest

musicians and vocalists. Background harmonies on
"Galileo" are provided by both David Crosby and Jack-

son Browne while support musicians include members
of the B-52's and Siouxsie and the Banshees. Now work-
ing on tour with a full band, look for more success from
these Indigo Girls. The single and album are produced
by Peter Collins.

LINDSAY BUCKINGHAM: "Wrong" (Reprise
PRO-CD-5450)

As one of the influential members of the Fleetwood Mac
sound, Lindsay has brought his individual talents for-

ward with two previous solo lps on Elektra, and his

soon-to-be-released Reprise debut. Out Of The Cradle,

his first solo work in over six years. This first single,

"Wrong" has many recognizable Mac traits, as well as

his own signature guitar style. The single and album are

produced by Lindsay Buckingham and Richard Dashut.

JAMIE KYLE: "Ragged Heart" (Atco PRCD 4544-2)

New artist Jamie Kyle's debut album. The Passionate

Kind is out this week, and "Ragged Heart" is the first

single. Jamie's voice is almost Amy Grant-like but her
style of music is straight-up rock. Although this is

Jamie's debut effort, she has been busy in hometown,
Nashville writing hit songs for groups like Heart and
Air Supply. Big beat, strong guitars along with a pretty

face ana sweet voice,... just might work. David Cole
produces.

I KARYN WHITE: 'Do Unto Me" (Warner Bros.

CD-5250)

Karyn White's Ritual Of Love album has proven to be a

highly successful sophomore album producing the R&B
chart toppers "Romantic" and "The Way I Feel About
You." Now, she has slowed things down considerably
on her most recent single, "Do Unto Me." This smooth
ballad has very deep R&B appeal, setting a base on R&B
and Adult Contemporary radio. Look for a lot of adds
on this track in the next couple of weeks.

I TROOP: "Whatever It Takes (To Make You Stay)"

(Atlantic 4590-2)

Troop, a young and talented group that has brought us
such previoushits as "Mamacita,' "Spread My Wings,"
"That's My Attitude," and "All I Do (Is Think Of You),"
is back with their most recent single taken off their

upcoming Dee-pa album. This uptempo, R&B-flava’d
track has somewhat of a "new-jack style" production
with the group's distinctive vocals sailing above the

music. Look for heavy R&B rotation on this one.

I YO YO: "Homegirl Don't Play Dat" (EastWest 4547)

Yo Yo is, without a doubt, one of rap industry's most
talented female artists. Her debut album Make Way For

The Motherlode introduced her as a hardcore artist that

could also take the R&B route without "sellin' out."

Recently she has completed her second album titled

Black Pearl and has released this track as the first single.

The production is hard-hitting, thanks to her homies
from the Lynch Mob and should explode on college

radio.

THE NEVILLE BROTHERS: family Groove (A&M
75021 5384 2)

New Orleans' most pre-eminent musical family's latest

release is a 13-cut collection of meaningful and en-

lightening messages combined with a rhythm and style

that has clearly been the Family Groove. Not too much
commercial send-up stuff here, mostly the music they
like to play. Although there is an outstanding version of

Steve Miller's "Fly Like An Eagle." The album is

produced by The Neville Brothers along with Hawk
Wolinski and David Leonard.

H KISS: Revenge (Mercury 848 037-2)

Eighteen years and 24 albums later (70 million in sales),

give or take a band member change or two, the boys (or

should I say men) in the band are still pumping out
hard-rock like they were just out of high school. The
12-track Ip's standout cuts are "Unholy," "Thou Shalt

Not,""TaKe It Off," and "Spit," which should all

manage to keep KISS fans happy. Revenge is produced
by Bob Ezrin.

H SARA K.: Closer Than They Appear (Chesky JD67)
In case you missed out on her first album, Sara K. is a

very soft-tempered folk/jazz vocalist who accompanies
herself on a strange four-stringed guitar. Her voice is

slightly Joni-esque, with just a touch more sensitivity.

Sara's 14-cut audiophile CD is a self-penned musical
look at hurt and love songs, but also includes a salute to

Bob Dylan, with her version of the classic "Like A Roll-

ing Stone." Producers: David Chesky and Joel

Diamond.

THE ISLEY BROTHERS FEATURING RONALD
ISLEY: Tracks Of Life (Warner Bros. 26620-2)

It has been said many times that longevity proves the

true potential of a group or artist. For years. The Isley

Brothers have been releasing continuous hits and have
managed to make longevity a reality for them. Tracks Of
Life features some familiar Hsley-type" material such as

"Searchin' For A Miracle" ana "Sensitive Lover."
"Whatever Turns You On" and "Morning Love" explore
more of the current musical styles.

H VARIOUS ARTISTS: Music From The Motion FHcture

Class Act (Giant 24446-2)

The Giant posse has put together a pretty good line-up

for their most current soundtrack for the upcoming Kid
N' Play movie Class Act. Featured on this 10-selection

CD are tracks by B Angie B, Tara Kemp, Penthouse
Players, Kid N' Play, Lisa Taylor, Lord Finesse and
others. The album's standout cut is "Full Term Love" by
Monie Love, which is currently being added to playlists

nationwide.

RUMPLESTILTSKIN: You And Me (CMS Records
0209CD)

With a name like Rumplestiltskin (a.k.a. Ivy) you would

probably wonder what kind of music they do. The
group consists of deep R&B-rooted music and three

extremely talented lead vocalists with five other back-
ground vocalists. The vocal sound they achieve as a

group is quite impressive and easily radio worthy. The
only setback on the project is that the production sounds
pretty dated.

PICK OF THE WEEK
I STRAY CATS: Choo Choo Hot Fish (Great Pyramid 7 3333 35812-2)

These rockabilly rebels have
regrouped to release their first

album of the '90s with veteran
rocker/producer and buddy,
Dave Edmunds. After taking four

years off from recording, the hoi's

nave mellowed a bit, but still

deliver that same rockabilly
sound, with a few state-of-the-art

effects. First single, "Elvis On Vel-

vet," is a rockin reminder to leave

the king alone. The trio also offers

up a remake of the classic '59 in-

strumental, "Sleepwalk," and
pens their own,"Jaae Idol," plus
eight other originals and covers
that should keep the old fans
happy and maybe pick up a few
new ones.

When Wendy Carlos was Walter

Carlos, she recorded Switched
on Bach, which was quite the

thing in the switched-on '60s.

Now it’s the '90s, so Wendy’s
giving us Bach 2000 on Telarc,

whose president, Robert
Woods, is the guy twisting the

synth wiz’s arm.

MY MAMA DONE TOLD
ME...: Blues. Sometimes it's

hot, sometimes it's not. It was
hot during the folk revival of

the early '60s, when electric

bluesmen suddenly became
rural bluesmen, trading in

their sharkskin suits for over-

alls. It was hot during the rock

boom of the '60s, when elderly

blues players were schlepped to

London to record with English

rock stars. And it's hot now.

I'm not sure what started

when. Did John Lee Hooker's
current success (caused by the

fact that he's about the only

guy of his generation still out

there, not to mention the con-

tinuing help of rock stars like

Bonnie Raitt, who has always
helped blues musicians and
whose own career sometimes
is hot and sometimes is not)

help get the reissue thing
going, or did the success of the

reissues (notably that two-CD
Robert Johnson set, one of the

few times all the reviews said

"you must have this in your
collection" and record buyers

went out and got it for their

collections) put the focus on
new albums?

No matter, the blues is hot

(although, oddly, Benson &
Hedges just decided to put the

kibosh on its set of blues fes-

tivals). Sony, for instance,

started the "Roots n' Blues"
series, under its "Legacy" reis-

sue banner (which has done so

well by jazz), and has been so

happy with its old reissues

(like the Johnson) that it's

about to start a "Contem-

porary Blues Masters" series

which, presumably, will be for

less old reissues. It will

celebrate the launch with a

private June 18 wingding at

Tramps at which Taj Mahal
and Johnny Winter, who got

bigtime exposure on Columbia
during the last blues heyday,

will perform.

Pointblank, Charisma's
blues label, will toss a wingd-

ing of its own this Wednesday
(June 3), by bringing Pops
Staples and John Hammond
to the Bottom Line for a double
bill. The new Hammond
album. Got Love if You Want It

(in typical blues style,

Atlantic's just reissued an old

Hammond album), is good,

but that new Pops Staples

album, Peace to the Neighbor-

hood, is a stone cold master-

piece. Hammond, of course,

has spent his career imitating

rural bluesmen, but will plug

in at the Bottom Line (is this

getting confusing?), with back-

ing from high-jumping Little

Charlie & the Nightcats.
Staples, of course, has spent his

career shepherding around the

Staple Singers, and they'll join

him for at least some of

Wednesday's set.

It should be a killer evening

and it should whet
everybody's appetite for the

Chicago Blues Festival, which
will bring Albert Collins (also

on Pointblank, as is the current

Johnny Winter, not to mention
the current John Lee Hooker),

LaVerne Baker (not a blues art-

ist, but also back recording, on
DRG, for the first time in

years), Eddy Clearwater,
Gatemouth Brown and a

couple of dozen other blues

players to sweet home
Chicago's Grant Park June 5-7.

And this, naturally, just

scratches the surface. Under
the surface, an upcoming El-

more James boxed set from
Capricorn, lots of Buddy Guy
reissues (on Rhino, MCA, At-

lantic...), no doubt another ton
or two of John Lee Hooker and
Lightnin' Hopkins reissues,

and active touring from every
blues act in the land.

Hot. Cold. Hot. Cold. Hot.

Get it while you can.

IT’S MUSIC HISTORY
WEEK: Normally I don't say

much about video releases.

Most of them—unless you're a

big fan—are no big deal. But

once in a while, something
that's more than just good
comes out, something that

captures a moment of histori-

cal significance or the essence

of an artist. When they happen
to be about rock legends as

well, I stop to make mention.

THE ROLLING STONES—
GIMME SHELTER: This

Well Worth The ‘ Weight”

THE FIRST TIME I MET
RINGO STARR was in Los An-
geles in 1974. He was staying at

Peter Lawford's Santa Monica

should be the single; Ringo
thought otherwise. He chose
Nilsson's version of Bill Haley

So there I was, this

The next time I

met Ringo was just a

tour. The single,
"Weight Of The
World," was released

in April, the album
came out in late May,
and the tour begins
June 2. The lp. Time
Takes Time, is Ringo's
first studio album in

nearly a decade. In

the '70s he enjoyed success with
several post-Beatles albums and
hit singles including "It Don't
Come Easy," "Photograph" and
"You're Sixteen."

On the album, released by
Private Music, Starr sings, plays
drums and has co-written several
of the selections. Hit producers
Don Was, Jeff Lynne, Phil Ramone
and Peter Asher all contribute as

well as stellar sidemen Jeff
"Skunk" Baxter, Andrew Gold,
Brian Wilson and old pal, Harry
Nilsson. His former Beatle-mates,

George Harrison and Paul Mc-
Cartney, are absent, though Paul
did co-write a song with Ringo
that did not make it to the finished

record.

In fact, the tune, "Angel In Dis-

guise," is supposed to be about
Ringo. "Paul's opening line," says
Starr (born Richard Starkey), "is

'My name is Richie.' In the verse
I've written, I wrote, 'My name is

Ringo.' But the tune still needs
work."

Another song Ringo co-wrote,

"Don't Go Where The Road Don't
Go," appears on the album and
addresses his own demons of sub-
stance abuse (he and his wife,

actress Barbara Bach, did a stint at

a rehab clinic in 1988). "It's my
'Just Say No' song," Ringo admits.
"I even use my old line 7 said it

beach house with John Lennon,
John's secretary/lover May
Pang, Harry Nilsson, Keith Moon
and other rock legends plus
girlfriends /groupies. And lots of

drugs. What was I doing there? I

had befriended Ms. Pang years

before when I worked at Record

World Magazine, and she worked
for Apple Records and as personal

assistant to John and Yoko.

May called me one morning,
said John was in New York, so she
had time to hang out with me. She
gave me directions to the house
(built by Louis B. Mayer, the very
same house where Lawford al-

legedly had set up liaisons be-
tween Marilyn Monroe and the

Kennedy men), but did not tell me
who would be there. Imagine my
surprise when, one by one,
several of my music heroes
started emerging from their
bedrooms (around noon). I was
like a kid in a rock 'n' roll candy
store.

I was shocked even more when
Nilsson approached me with an
unmixed tape of his Pussycats
album that Lennon was produc-
ing, and, after learning I was a
"rock journalist," askea me to lis-

ten to the tape and give him my
opinion of the album. After my
private previewing session, he
and the others discussed it with
me over dinner. I thought one
song, a remake of the Drifters' hit

"Save The Last Dance For Me,"

The song, probably Starr's

most autobiographical tune ever,

sets the tone for the entire album.
The material is more mature than
on previous outings, and though
most of the melodies and grooves
have that "up, '60s flavor," the

lyrics seem to be meatier and
more meaningful. "When we
went through tne songs," Ringo
relates, "we looked for those with
hooks and substance. Some of the

songs that were rejected were
with me singing to 1 7-year-old

girls. I'm a little old for that now
(he'll be 52 in July). I'd be looked
at as a bit of a lecher."

In "After All These Years"
Starr writes about the rock star's

life on the road: "Traveling the

world in a rock 'n' roll band/ It's in

my blood/ Oh but you know it’s good
to get back home.'

A London television show
about parents searching for their

runaway children sparked Starr

to pen "Runaways, in which he
explains his views on the subject.
'7 nave five children," he says, "so

I can understand theparents' pain
not knowing if their kids are alive

or dead." He also can relate to the

kids' side as well. "Running away
is ok, but phone home. At least let

them know you're alive."

Starr is extremely pleased with
the album. "It's time I stretched,"

he says. "I didn't want to play it

safe. I feel I've moved on in my
life, and I wanted that to show on
the album."

Even though Time Takes Time is

a little heavier than his other
work, Ringo had a ball recording
it. At first there was some trepida-

tion about going back into the
studio after such a lengthy layoff.

"The first week was a little

strange," he confides. "So I took a

break to sort myself out. Then it

was cool."

Once he got more involved in

the project, Starr found his spirits

soaring like in the old days. "I

havenT been as happy with an
album," he exclaims, "since my
Ringo album in 1974. For me this

album feels good... I like what it

says... and it^s in my range."

Starr claims the best part about
recording again is "playing with
all these good players. The play-

ing is still the 'high.' Listening to

the finished mix is also a 'high.'

The middle part is the work—get-

ting it down, getting it right,

fixing it up—all tne overdubs, but
once you get a good backing track

(the rhythm track that is recorded
first), you know from that if it's

going to work or not."

Ringo is going to feel that

"playing hign a lot in the coming
months. His All-Starr Band tour

starts in June with stops in venues
like Radio City Music Hall in New
York and the Greek Theatre in Los
Angeles. In addition, there will be
a first-ever European swing. The
members of his band will include
such rock veterans as Joe Walsh,
Dave Edmunds, Nils Lofgren,
Todd Rundgren, Burton Cum-
mings and even Ringo's son, Zak.

"1 wanted the show to be more
rock 'n' roll this time," Starr states.

'7 wanted more guitars." Besides
the band performing Ringo's ol-

dies plus newies, eacn bandmem-
ber will get to sing a couple of his

own hits. '771 do three times, " he
continues. "Then we'll go around
the band. Then I'll do a couple
more. Then go around the band
again. Then I'll do some more.
Tnat's the thrill for me—fronting

and then playing behind Toda,
playing behind Joe. Wow! I really

nave fun with that."

After nearly 30 years as a pop
icon—including plaving drums
and singing for the world's
greatest group, then as a solo act,

plus backing other superstars on
their projects, plus acting in films

and TV—Ringo Starr has come
full circle. But this time the world
will get to know a more mature
Ringo, a man who has taken a

long and winding road to achieve
personal and professional happi-
ness. He sums it up this way: "I

just feel I'm a different person
than I was, so that's what's com-
ing out. That's how I'm writing.

And, that's also how I'm perform-
ing. It's a bit more real."

FU1MI Is Cyndi Lauper calls her hair color "mother of pearl." It's

actually a kind of mauve rinse usually employed by the sort of twin-

set-and-pearls-lady who lunches somewhere on the set of a 1950s

movie.
Cyndi has always felt most at one with herself with multi-colored

hair. It's 10 years since her multi-colored voice with its triple-octave

range swooped and whooped around "Girls Just Want to Have Fun."
She was the prototype on which Material Girl Madonna based

herself; Cyndi was wearing 1950s corsets as outerwear soon after she

ran out of her convent school. Her fame was meteoric. She clawed her

way out of silly jobs, piercing people's ears on the street and working
as the only non-Japanese Geisha girl in a bar, to become outrageously
successful.

For a while, it all seemed cozy-cute; she even fell in love with her

manager, David Wolf.

Then, after five years, they broke up painfully. Records stopped
spinning at the top of the charts. And a couple of movie roles were not

exactly the groovy experience she'd hoped for.

"And the hair color became subdued. I even had a little black bob,
but 1 felt normalized, suppressed even. But now I'm going through a

rebirth."

It's a professional new beginning, with a new single written with
Tim Rice, the lament "World Is Stone." And last autumn she married
David Thornton, who she'd met earlier that year doing a movie. Paradise

Paved, in which she played a mermaid and he played a murderer.
"We were friends first. I'd thrown myself into work thinking my life

is over. And then we kept writing each other nutty notes; I would torture
him mercilessly. I didn't realize until my friend said, 'These notes are
actually love letters.' At that time I thought I'd never have anybody else.

I'd been torturing myself with married guys and musicians.
"After I left David, I lived in a hotel. I had had a dreadful affair to

break up the relationship with David, because I couldn't just leave. And
that guy was so cruel and so stupid. I remember I was on tour in

Amsterdam, and I called him and he said, 'Where's that?'

"Instead of realizing then that this guy was an idiot, I bought him
an atlas and sent it to him. Then it was like stabbing myself in the hand
again and again. It sounds silly, but I just wanted to hit a different place,

a safer place. But it just ended up more painful. I did have suicidal
thoughts, but one of the things that stopped me was: The Girl That
Wanted to Have Fun-She Didn't Have Any.'"

Stardust

W1LSHIRE THEATRE, BEVERLY HILLS, CA—The Broadway-
bound Stardust is the musical equivalent of a Rorschach test. What you
get is what you see. And what you see depends on who you are.

For fans of Broad way's tribute to Duke Ellington, Sophisticated Ladies,
Stardust is its unofficial surrogate sequel. It reunites co-producer Louise
Westergaard and co-choreographer-turned-director Henry LeTang
with enough newfound moxie to reprise Ellington's "Sophisticated
Lady" number with no fear of comparison. But most of all. Stardust
brings back Sophisticated Ladies' and Miss Saigon's Tony-winning, sup-
porting-actor-turned-show-stopping-leading-man Hinton Battle.
(After watching Battle strut his Stardust stuff, we're more anxious than
ever to hear his upcoming solo album produced by PM Dawn's Prince
B.)

For "Love Will Keep Us Together" and TV variety fans. Stardust is

the long-awaited Broadway debut of Toni Tennille. With her feet more
nimble than imagined and her voice more assertive than ever, this
distaff half of the multi-platinum duo fully emerges as the seasoned
song-and-dance woman only hinted at in TV's Captain & Tennille Show.

For Hollywood curiosity seekers and Blade Runner fans. Stardust
marks the unexpected musical and stage initiation of Sean "Bad Girl"
Young. Don't even think of measuring her impact by merely counting
her minutes on stage. By sheer presence, Ms. Young succeeds in turning
her slender role into the biggest media event of the Broadway season.

For fans of sequined gowns and milewide hats that both go on
forever. Stardust is the last living creation of Art Deco king Erte. H>r his
final show, he gives us the sort of sets and costumes you'd be happy to
walk out of the theatre humming—if it weren't for the music which
provides the production's ultimate hook.

Here in two acts are four decades of Hoagy Carmichael, Benny

Goodman, Cab Calloway and Leroy Anderson melodies—as set to the

original lyrics of Mitchell Parish. The show's already familiar hits range
from the all-American treasures of "Deep Purple

and "Stairway To

The Stars" to the international milestones of "Volare" and "Ciao Ciao
Bambino." But the pivotal masterpiece in this Parish lyric gallery is

"Stardust," the most performed song of our century.

What Stardust the musical lacks in book and drama it makes up for

in elbow grease. Seldom has a cast of 10 put so much energy into a show.
While Battle's electricity could power New York City all by itself, his

might is perfectly complemented by Tennille's charm and Young's
seductiveness. Amidst all this starpower, the supporting cast artfully

refuses to be overshadowed. The mega-voice of Nancy Hess brings
monumnental heart to these songs while the acrobatic humor of ec-

centric dancer Betsy Baytos reveals Broadway's most physical funny
lady since Carol Burnett.

Dispensing with any attempt at plot, the Parish songs of Stardust are
grouped by decade, then staged as Broadway equivalents of VH-1
videos. The show's story-free "essence of musical" concept requires

only a minimum attention span, so audiences too young to recognize
its standard-of-standards title tune can plug into the evening as easily

as those who know every word of "Stardust" by heart.

If you're stepping out for an evening that looks as lavish as it sounds,
then step into the lyrics of Mitchell Parish—as Stardust the musical
shimmers its way onto Broadway in grand Erte style.

Gary Moore

UNIVERSAL AMPHITHEATRE, LOS ANGELES, CA—In the

case of Belfast-born guitarist Gary Moore (Charisma), less slick, arena-
style lighting, fewer long, repetitive guitar solos, and more character

and deference to his Midnight Blues Band would have made for a

much better show.
Moore started off strong, rocking the crowd (made up largely of

Moore fanatics, it seemed) with a hard-edged sound on tunes like

"Pretty Woman" and "Cold Day In Hell, which featured a big,

dramatic opening by the horn section. His guitar wailed and growled
on some technically impressive solos as well, often entering the Eddie
Van Halen level of intensity, and at first made up for his loua, uninvolv-
ing vocals.

However, about halfway through the set it became apparent that

each song would feature a Moore solo of strikingly similarlength and
style. This focal point grew thin quickly, particularly since no other
band member in the 10-piece ensemble was allotted a moment in the
spotlight. There were even two female background vocalists on stage
whose presence was barely audible, at best.

The pace of the show picked up when Albert Collins, whose Texas
blues guitar and vocal styles had the appeal of playful dynamics and

g
ruff character, joined Moore on stage for a few lively numbers. The
est of these duo efforts during Collins' all too brief appearance was
'Too Tired," in which the two guitarists blithely traded conversational
riffs.

Much more appealing than Moore's monotony (which was greeted
with cheers and ovations by the audience) was opening act and Charis-
ma labelmate Larry McCray, who led his tight band through a witty,

involving set. The arrangements seemed perfectly tailored to the skills

of all the band members, as the Hammond organ rolled buoyantly
behind McCray's scorching guitar solo on "Ambition," and each
musician had a spotlight opportunity during a well-executed slow
blues jam towards the end of the set. McCrays vocals, which recalled
B.B. Kang on "One More Lonely Night," demonstrated the sensitivity
and character lacking in Moore's performance.

Higgins, Ed Blackwell & Her-
lin Riley; a Valentine's Day
concert of jazz ballads with
Betty Carter, Jimmy Heath
and others, a handful of film

programs, and some lectures.

Lincoln Center will also host
the Thelonious Monk Drum
Competition, an annual event
(the instrument changes each
year) that used to be at the
Smithsonian.

If the currently second-
most-famous Marsalis brother

MUSICA Titanic

Reaction

ONE OF THE BIGGEST PROBLEMS in coming from a

secondary market, is the lack of media attention, of course. The
low profile tends to keep many truly talented characters from

ever surfacing. And unless

the market has the press

designation of "scene" (like

Seattle, or Athens, or San
Francisco, circa 1967), the

only way to break out is to

endure money-losing van
tours to get the word out as

an independent artist.

One dude who has suf-

fered 10 years of nearly criminal neglect is Boston's Nat Freed-

burg, the leader of the now-defunct Flies and Titanics. Dour and
cynical, with a deep vein of black humor running through the

albums and EPs he's cut for various indies, Freedburg is Boston's

best undiscovered rock songwriter.

Although Freedburg's bands routinely headline that city's

rock clubs, which tend to have a rather collegiate, alternative

bent, Freedburg's music is not too far removed from a Tom
Petty/Aerosmith/ZZ Top groove, albeit with a heavy dose of

malevolence. (Freedburg's biggest radio hit is entitled "Stayin'

On The Right Side Of Satan." A pretty ballad, go figure.) Perhaps
it's this dark side that has kept him from glory.

Or just plain laziness. Speaking to Freedburg from his Boston

home, the singer confesses that, "Most people are a lot better at

schmoozing than I am. I can never seem to remember people's

names, and I rarely go out anymore." That attitude, coupled with

a reluctance to tour nationally (The Hies did once), has made
Freedburg a local legend in Boston (a title shared by more indie

casualties than can be mentioned on one page), but unknown in

points west, south and north.

One problem is that Freedburg hasn't really sought a major
deal with as much vigor as a counterpart in L.A. would go for.

'There was a time when our manager was shopping us all over

the place, but nothing happened," says Freedburg. "Finally, I had
to put the Titanics LP out myself, on our own label. White Star

(the name of the cruise ship company that S.S. Titanic was on. The
man's a card). Taang Records put it out nationally, and although

they didn't have to pay for the masters, they didn't put any effort

into marketing it." No tour was forthcoming, although the band
did play up and down the East Coast afterwards.

Freedburg is now enrolled in Boston University as a film

student, and has evolved the Titanics into the Satanics, a more
comical variation on the original. He says that he's willing to go
out on the road with the new band, but asked if I would be so

kind as to book the dates—a career move not to be wished on
anybody, believe me.
