The most fascinating thing about this job is that programmers tell us what they really think 
about the albums they're adding, and the number of adds on product that radio isn't crazy about is 
amazing. I don't mean that as a negative. In many cases, MD/PD's need to get beaten up on something 
they can't hear right away, a la Loverboy or Donnie Iris. Conversely, it's a real pleasure to watch 
a new album hit the street and garner genuine enthusiastic reaction. An undeniable hook will still 
close the add fastest of all. Two recent examples are the Tubes and Billy Squier, and I say Icehouse 
is in that league. It's the kind of album you can play ten times over the weekend and still want 
to hear on the way to work Monday morning. It's interesting, hooky, and different, all topped 
off by a remix par excellence...Gloria Johnson and Philip Rage have been talking about it for months, 
and when people from other companies are raving, you know it's the goods.. .1 like the title track, 
"Sister", "Can't Help Myself", "We Can Get Together", and "Boulevard".

GARY WRIGHT, "THE RIGHT PLACE", WARNER BROTHERS  

33 first week reporters (including 8 Level I's), #2 Most Added overall, would have to qualify as a 
significant airplay comeback for Gary.. .Programers are definitely pleased: Michael Knight, KZOK, 
"His material should serve to brighten any variations of the album rock jungle. Well worth the long 
wait"...Rad Messick, WFYV, "My favorite of the week. 'Wanna Know You' is a definite multi-format 
song, and to my ears it sounds like it has all the hooks from 'Sailing' and 'Ride Like The Wind"...

Big numbers across the board--#9 Index and #8 Metro --the highest debut on both charts. 'The Voice' 
bangs in at #7 on the Song Index.. .Max play on WLPX, KSHE, KMOD, WPLR, WQDR, WIOT, WFBQ, WLAV-FM, 
WYFE, WTUE, WKQQ, and more...Heavies include WLLZ, WLUP, KGON, KAZY, KZOK, KBPI, WYSP, WBCN, 
and WFYV...Raves: John Duncan, PRI, "Gangbusters as expected--#3 retail"...Bill Simmons, WMYK,

Roberta Haber, WAAL, "Boy I am impressed with the new album. The A's have a great ear for melody. 
I hear influences from Motown to Springsteen to the Cars"...Bill Grant, WTPA, "Top notch production. 
Vocally excellent and musically very tight"...Paul Payton, WCCC, 1.77-have the power. 'Woman' is a 
winner. Glad to add"...Rik Maybee, WKWF, "A's are as energetic and fresh as anything on the air today"... 
Bob Linder, WDHA, "A's have really come up with a winning album after last year's so-so effort"...On 

homefront, WYSP's Dick Hungate says, "There is no reason why 'Woman's Got The Power' can't be 
played just about everywhere"...And from head cheerleader Joe Bonadonna, "They debut with #1 airplay 
here for the past week beating out Tom Petty and Van Helen. --T13 retail."

First week call letters on the Messina were good, but the radio comments were GREAT: Eddie Wazoo, 
WPLR, "Early acceptance is very positive"...Teryie Lindsq, KISS, "The kids don't know what ITii7ve 
been missing. I think this is a very worthy piece of music and I'm praying that radio is going to 
be versatile enough to bring back his particular sound and let it be heard"...Belle, KTIM, "Evokes 
memories of Loggins and Messina--even early Poco in parts. I hope no one will -F-a7F closed ears because 
of past Messina efforts. This is the one"...Lin Brehmer, WQBK, "I'm encouraged by the strong song-
writing and restrained production on the new iTitum"...Bob Walton, WQDR, "By far the tastiest record 
these ears have heard in a long, long time. We're taliciiig about the same impact that Christopher 
Cross and Rickie Lee Jones had.

Those adds will kick 
it well on up the Metro chart next week, and an Index prime move is also likely...Play increases:

JOE VITALE, "PLANTATION HARBOR'. ELPTRA  

As noted by Dave Lange, this sounds like a great 25-34 record--it's not the bite and the irritation 
factor is negligible. Good songs, too...New on the Back Page at #49 (a bit lower than our 44 
prediction)...Adds this week on WILS-FM, WYSP, WKGB-FM, KISS, KOME, and KROQ. It will stay on the 
move up the charts... "Lady Of The Rock' is just ahead of the title track...Now at 5 emphasis and 
3.3 plays per day... Increased rotation this week on WCCC, WYFE, WMNS, and KATT. 
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ICEHOUSE 
If the 1980's are to have their own voices, then Icehouse will be one of the loudest. On its 
debut self-titled album, the quartet shuffles and deals a variety of styles. From Sydney, 
Australia, the group was known as Flowers. The debut album was greeted with accolades 
and quickly became a permanent fixture in the Top 10. As an import, the record has garnered 
a cult following in the U.S. and abroad. 

The crux of Icehouse is classically trained, 23-year-old singer/guitarist Iva Davies. He 
wrote or co-wrote each song on the album in addition to co-producing with Cameron 
Allan. For U.S. release, Davies remixed the album in Los Angeles with veteran producer 
Ed. E. Thacker. "We remixed the album because it was physically softer sounding than 
any record played on the radio," explains Davies. "Subliminally, that's really bad." 

With a punchier, crisper sound, "Icehouse" jumps from the turntable with a ferocious leap., 
The brooding, ice floe cold feel of the title track leads into the rhythmic slam of "Can't Help 
Myself': The offhand pop charm of "Sister" melts into the hard drive of "Walls': There's 
enough drama in "Sons" to win several thespians while the addition of a saxophone to the 
usual keyboards dominated style adds to the mood. All this is just one side! 

The other side of vinyl features the summertime pop of "We Can Get Together" juxtaposed 
with the urban neon of "Boulevarde' : The album ends with "Fatman'; "Skin'; and "Not My 
Kind'; three uptempo tracks with hooks that can get wedged in the most stubborn mind. 

There are several architects to Icehouse. Rounding out the sound are co-founder/bassist Keith 
Welsh and drummer John Lloyd. Veteran Australian musicians Geoff Oakes and Ian Moss, 
the latter of Cold Chisel, contribute saxophone and guitar respectively on two separate tracks. 
Also appearing on the album is Michael Hoste, the original keyboards player, he co-wrote 
"Sister", "Skin", and "Boulevarde", and plays on several tracks. He has since left to pursue 
a career in classical music. Anthony Smith, his replacement, adds his own grace to Davies' 
tales of modern living. 

Icehouse has become a consummate group in two short years because they have the unique 
ability to combine classic pop sensibility with modern overtones. With these distinctive 
qualities, Icehouse is destined to be a major musical force in their time.

Leo has a new show called Kid Leo's Grand Jury of Rock and Roll, and this past week he solicited 
audience reaction on Iron TO-den. The result? "A star witness was Iron Maiden, by an overwhelming 
majority. It actually is one of the finest in the form of heavy metal that has come out in a very 
very good year for metal. 'Wrathchild' could end up being an anthem for the heavy metal generation"... 
Similar response from Bobbin at WLPX, "We previewed it on our new album preview night. It's a little 
bit different than the basic heavy metal, and listeners who heard it felt the same way. A lot of 
positives"...New on WMMS, WLPX, WILS-FM, WRKK, and WLIR. 

DIESEL, "WATTS IN A TANK", REGENCY  
Lenny has been on my case about Diesel for several weeks now, and frankly I find the Steve Miller 
comparison on 'Sausolito Summernight' stretching it a bit, but I am starting to pick up some real 
believers...WQDR's Bob Walton reports, "Diesel is turning into a monster here in Raleigh. ISausolito' 
has the phones ringiiï off the wall. This record could easily be a top 5 seller, that is, if the 
store had stock"...Also top requested at WWCK as Mark Miller has been banging if for weeks now... 
Could come around. 

This is an unusually fertile time for album rock single crossovers to Top 40...Especially when Top 40 
has been resistant to rock singles lately...With all this crossover activity, here are the rock-
oriented highlights from Kal's Front Red Page this week:

It could show next 
report...Good calls on KGB-FM and WMMR. 

BILLY SQUIER, "THE STROKE", CAPITOL  
With an 8-7 Index move, the album rock airplay is at an all time high. Now that "The Stroke" 
is exploding on Top 40, we look for giant retail gains in the next 3 weeks...New on WPGC and a re-add 
at KFI, Top 6 KRBE Houston, and locked up in Top 10 in Providence, and breaking big in secondaries... 
84-5 on our Song Index.  

JIM STEINMAN, "ROCK AND ROLL DREAMS COME THROUGH", CLEVELAND INTERNATIONAL/EPIC  
Again, looking good in key secondaries, especially in Florida, and on WKBW and KRBE...Up 42-35 on 
the Song Index with a 22-20 Index move. 

TUBES, "DON'T WANNA WAIT ANYMORE", CAPITOL  
Just out this week, and Kal is looking for more Top 40's than the law allows...Majors and secondaries 
up 20...The Lp is up 20-16 on the Back Page, as "Talk To Ya Later" goes 18-13...Increases: WHCN, WSYR, 
WPLR, WMMS, KISS, WCOZ, WLPX, WMMR, WOUR, WZZQ, WQXM, and KOME. 

KRAFTWERK, "POCCT CALCULATOR", WARNER BROTHERS  
KROQ is banginç this tune, and Larry Groves tells me the requests are hot...It was selling in Detroit 
with no airplay, now on CKLW at #15...Already top 10 pop sales, #1 in some pop outlets. 

SAVOY BROWN, "LAY BACK IN THE ARMS OF SOMEONE", TOWNHOUg/ACCORD  
It's been a hit song before, and this version is starting oft well. Look for a lot more Top 40 
action quickly. We've heard a number of positives on the single from our reporters, and this week 
are happy to mail you an exclusive advance cassette on the album. Vocalist Ralph Morman, formerly 
of the Joe Perry Project, has revitalized the sound & Mr. Simmons and company have come up with a 
credible plus record. With album rock and Top 40 on the case, it could be Big Numbers Time. I 
recommend all of Side 1 (no lie) and on—iide 2, "Nobody's Perfect", and "Shot Down By Love" in addition 
to "Lay BiFF'.

Question Of The Week 
Warner Brothers' Ted Cohen suggested the Question this week having come off of a recent 

pre-release rap tour with Steve Winwood and Tom Johnston. Ted was interested in a little 
feedback on how radio feels about such tours. We asked our reporters for their criteria for 
putting artists on the air. Are such tours productive? What are the benefits, liabilities? Do 
they help get the record added? When is it a drag? What's your shoe size? And how do you 
spell relief? Obviously, we took any random thoughts about the question. 

JUDY MCNUTT, KGB-FM: "I think those things are effective when coupled with a $2.00 concert so that 
folks can see the act perform. The artists can usually use the rehearsal/practice time, and besides, 
who cares what programmers think. When you tour, it's for the audience anyway. We typically tape 
an interview and chop it up. If it sounds good we use it, if not, we don't. If the talent is 
fairly big or a solo split-off from a big name group, we will usually talk to them on the air, play 
a couple of cuts from the Lp, then maybe something from their history. We just did that with David 
Lindley...It's occasionally a drag when the local rep makes you feel like you have to do it. They 
make you feel like you're saving their job or making them look good...Generally I enjoy it, and 
although I didn't mention any, there are positive things to be said about it." 

DAVE LOGAN, WLAV-FM: "This is precisely what I think the record industry needs. I remember times 
when I worked at the LOOP and in a week, we would have anywhere from 4-5 people barnstorming through 
the station just to hangout and bring their energy in touch with ours. Inevitably, everybody at 
the station gets excited as does the artist, and this is reflected warmly and genuinely on the air. 
Quite frankly, the people who listen to the station love the opportunity to hear the stars themselves. 
That's why I have a weekly talk show devoted to this kind of subject. The opportunity to call in 
and rap with the artists is one of those rare opportunities that every true fan loves and lives for." 

GLORIA JOHNSON, KGON: "It's always uncomfortable when you're not playing the record and they bring 
the band in. I would say it's valuable most times. It depends on the individual. If they sincerely 
want to know your opinions as to why you might not be playing the record, or if they really want 
to find out about how radio works, it can be great. If the person has been forced into it, and 
isn't really into it, it's just a waste of time. On another level, if they want to come to party and 
hang out in your town, it's always fun...We do very few live interviews. Mostly because they always 
show up in afternoon drive time and time is really tight then. We prefer to tape something 
and produce it ahead of time. I will not interview someone whose record I hate, or someone I haven't 
had the chance to meet before going on the air." 

DAVE BENSON, WMET: "It all depends on the magnitude of the artist in question. We'll sit down and 
talk with Steve Winwood anytime, anywhere he wants too, album or not. The degree or urgency is 
directly proportional to the degree of stardom. With lesser known acts, it becomes harder and harder 
to rationalize airtime, and that is really all we have to offer. Interview aside, it's always interesting 
to say hello. I can honestly say that saying hello or doing ID's or lunches/dinners will not get a 
record added. I think the most uneasy situation is an artist and his manager in my office with 
the local record company rep. I always end up talking about industry people while the artist stares 
off into space, wondering who the fuck we're talking about. I feel sorry for the artist in that 
situation." 

STEVE KOSTAN, WABX: "With the situation the way it is currently at WABX, we basically put only the 
major artists on the air during peak hours. On lesser artists, we may do something on tape and 
use it at a future date. I do feel these are very worthwhile, however, because any opportunity we 
get to establish a closer personal relationship with the artist benefits all parties concerned. 
We're still in this thing together, and if that situation has changed, I'm certainly unaware of it. 
We all need each other. The main problem is when it's done on short notice or absolutely no notice. 
Another problem I can foresee which doesn't occur to often is when an artist is brought in who 
doesn't fit the format."

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QUESTION CONTINUED 

DAVE LANGE, WDVE: "If it's something that I'm playing or would undoubtedly play, they're great. Or, 
if the artist has a long history and can talk about the 'good old days', we put them on the air. 
In general, though, if newer acts don't have a 'hook' to relate to the audience, there is no enter-
tainment or informational value derived from those kinds of shots.. .1 enjoy social lunches/dinners 
with artists if they're interested in trying to become more educated on radio programming." 

RAD MESSICK, WFYV: "The basic criteria for interview is that it has to mean something to the town, 
either through current rotation, previous albums getting played, or a band that's really gonna 
have a good chance to go far, and is locally based...Visits from little known artists make it easier 
to relate to their music and lay good groundwork for future releases. Some artists are tempermental 
and hard to talk to, but for the most part, most are plain old folks. It's a drag when the artist 
doesn't know when to stop the interview or make a joke out of it, or when the artist is obviously an 
asshole. Ask Chris Miller how much fun it is to talk to Skunk Baxter." 

CURT GARY, WEBN: "Generally, our rule here is that talk programming is second to music programming 
and that includes raps with the stars. In almost every case, if an interview takes place, we try to 
get the artist to perform on the air also, either in a humorous fashion or acoustic, if the material 
lends itself to that. It's valuable in that they can spread the word about a hot station, and lend 
credibility co the station by wearing it's call letters, etc. Also, no matter how short a tire 
they are on the air, it does give the impression that you are hip, since you are in touch with the 
artists. It's only counter-productive if it becomes obvious to us that the reason they're dropping 
by is to pressure us on a record." 

PAUL PAYTON, WCCC: "Such tours are useful, and they are fun. At minimum, you get to understand why 
an album sounds the way it does and the thought behind it. You can always get a nice fresh recorded 
ID from the artist. It becomes a hassle when it's an album you're not on, have no desire to be on, 
and the artist is being forced down your throat...It's best when the artist is literate and has some 
understanding of how radio works and has something to say. My primary concern for putting them on 
the air is how the artist comes across. They can hurt their own case if they don't sound together, 
and help it if he does. Those visits are fun as long as we don't feel compelled to put an artist on 
whom we're not playing." 

TOM NAST, WSYR: "Definitely useful, due to the fact that it acquaints the radio station and the artist 
on a different level. There is no hype involved in it, you don't have to worry about selling tickets 
for a concert, and it's usually a good chance for a one-on-one rap with the artist. We get to know 
the music on a more personal level. If it's a new artist and I'm playing the record, then it would 
not be a problem to put them on the air. If we're not playing it, there is a possibility we might 
air an interview if it's gimmic oriented like the Plasmatics, or if there is some special catch. 
Polydor did a great number with their first Benny Mardones album, visiting all those stations just 
to acquaint Benny with radio people, not necessarily for interviews." 

JOE MCCABE, KYYS: "We'll put 'em on the air if they're somebody the people want to hear. In other 
words: Obviously the superstars. After that we should be playing the record and it should be working 
for us. I don't think it does our station or the artist any good to put them on the air if the 
audience has no idea who they are. Local talent, sure. Pre-release visits can make you more aware 
of the album, but it's a drag when the pressure to add gets overt, esp. in the company of the artist." 

EDDIE WAZOO, WPLR: "They are useful to me in that, if I'm really jammed with new product, it sort of 
forces me to sit down and really carefully scrutinize the album in question. It's sometimes a drag 
when it's an artist that you're really not interested in dealing with. To put the artist on the air 
we should be playing the record and there should be some audience interest in the artist. Generally, 
we try for 15 to 30 minutes with music." 

MICHELE ROBINSON, KLOL: "At least part of the time those aren't useful to me at all. If the artist 
is unknown, or brand new, I'll rarely put them on the air. We may or may not tape an interview. 
Unfortunately, sometimes it's not even valuable to the record company. If there are early signs the 
artist will develop into a major name, we try and get a tape. For us to go on the air with an act, 
it has to be a fairly major talent." 

KID LEO, WMMS: "I think it is a good idea if not overdone. Obviously, with the budgets as they are 
in record companies, I don't think it will ever get to that point, seeing how it is now.44e 'don't 
appreciate it, however, when there is undue pressure to put the artist on the air. It sort of nullifies 
the positive effect. If we want to, we will tell you. It should just be a promotional tour to get 
to know the station, and should never be part of the qualification that they expect an interview. It 
defeats it's own purpose, to quote the 'Raging Bull'." 

ILYSE GOTTLIEB, WRXL: "Depending upon the artist, it can be real helpful. If it's somebody brand 
new, then it helps to get an idea what the person is like and where they're from in terms of 
appreciating their music. Unless it's a record we're playing, or are very close to, we won't usually 
put them on the air. When we do, it's just for 3-5 minutes, not more...It's always fun to meet people, 
and when done right, it gives the station a good image." 

JOE BONADONNA, WMMR: "It all depends on who the artist is. If it's someone of the caliber of a 
Steve Winwood, we put them on the air right away. If it's someone other than that, it helps to talk 
to the artist about their music, to get a feeling for what they're all about. Generally, we don't 
put anything but major artists on the air. It can be helpful, but with some artists, it's of no 
value. Generally, I don't listen to the record in front of the artist. I don't like to be cornered." 

JOHN DUNCAN, KPRI: "Let me turn to the page for criteria. Here it is! Does it appeal to over 50% 
of my audience? Does the person or persons have something interesting to say? Are they able to 
verbalize what they have to say in an entertaining or informative manner? How long are they able 
to talk for? If they offer the right qualifications in all those areas, they're on. Unfortunately, 
that rules out a lot of people. It's a bother when it's being done strictly for promotional purposes. 
It's productive when the person is of interest to your audience. I don't enjoy socializing with 
artists in an artist/radio environment. I much prefer a friend to friend or person to person situation." 

JIM KINNEY, WTUE: "Our criteria for interviewing is mainly just if we think it will benefit our 
programming. A band doesn't have to be on the current playlist,..It's a bother when every record 
company manager thinks that their band is worth interviewing, and they bother you with calls. It's 
productive, obviously, when the interviewer helps to conduct an intelligent interview. Also, the 
bigger the band, the more productive...Some bands are great and some suck. It all depends on their 
personality and how burnt out they are." 

DANA JANG, KOME: "If they want to come into the market and visit us--great. We like to talk to them. 
As far as interviews, if they are covering the other stations in the market, it dilutes the event 
on the air, so we would rather pass. If it's an exclusive interview, it depends on the artist. If 
we're not playing the record, we won't put it on the air, but are still interested in talking with 
them. If the artist becomes acquainted with the jocks around the station, it does help the record. 
If the artist seems anxious to meet people or talk, that obviously will also help the record.. .1 
don't like to listen to the Lp in front of the artist, and that doesn't happen too often. Actually 
I don't like to listen in front of anybody--record reps included."

BRUCE GOLDSEN, WRKI: "They should be somebody who our listene-s will either want to hear about 
or have some past or present interest in. It also helps if we're playing their record at the time... 
It's a bother when we have to do the interview due to someone's pushing rather than when we like 
the artist and want to help him out... It's productive when the artist is somebody interesting to 
talk to and we want to help them out. When they're good people, I have no problem. When they are 
stuck up and it's more of a bother to them, it's difficult." 

STEW SCHANTZ_L WPDH: "Their music must be familiar enough so people know who they are...It's a bother 
during drive time, but otherwise, I can't see how any interview with an artist would not be good 
for any station. During the interview, it's never been a problem with me. Most artists who agree 
to do an interview want to do it anyway and have lots to say." 

WARD HOLMES, WDEK: "If they know where Dekalb is. I prefer not to do phone interviews... Definitely 
a bother during drive time and definitely a bother when it's not pre-arranged. I find it productive 
in the late evenings.. Difficult! Extremely difficult! They are on the defensive as I think a lot 
of people get the idea that radio people are out to get them by trick questions or by making them 
feel silly and making the DJ look intelligent." 

BOBBIN BEAM, WLPX: "It would help if we're playing the artist's records. That's pretty much the 
criteria. With the upcoming artists, we're not sure we're going to play, we tend to put those inter-
views on tape and air them at a later time.. .1 would say it's productive and if the artist is in town 
for a show, it tends to generate more excitement about the show. It usually helps if it's an artist 
of caliber. It's a bother when the artist has absolutely nothing to say, and gives me one word 
answers. Luckily, there are very few of those...Very nice. They've always been very cordial. Many 
times we end up seeing them year after year, tour after tour. They remember me, the studio, and 
even bits and pieces of our last conversation." 

GEORGE BRADT, WBRU: "We interview artists we play or ones we think will be of interest to the audience. 
We've always had a commitment to helping new artists...It's a bother when an interview is forced upon 
us. It's productive when the artist is familiar with the station and is not in a hurry...Once again, 
if they're not in a hurry and have sometime to spend, they're usually very friendly. That's always 
a much better way to meet an artist than backstage or in the middle of a hectic tour." 

RON SORENSON, KBLE: "Do I think they'll be potentially interesting?. .It's a bother when it's not 
at our convenience and it's productive if it's interesting...Enjoyable for the most part." 

BOB WALTON ? WQDR: "Criteria is we have to be playing the record. If it is new product, they have to 
be an artist we play regularly...It's a bother if they're not flexible in their time. For instance, 
we cannot do it in afternoon drive. I can't think of an instance when it's not productive, because 
it just adds an extra dimension to the artist.. .1 find it actually kind of rewarding just to know 
the people behind the music. I think the artist can promote his music better than any record company." 

GREG GILLISPIE, KAZY: "First of all, they should be a mainstream artist or an upcoming artist we 
are supporting... It's a bother if they just drop in and expect to go right on the air. It's 
productive if we have some advance notice that they'll be coming so we can promote and maybe have 
listeners call in with questions...There is a certain few that are friendly and easy to talk to. 
Actually, it's more like a conversation just to catch us up on what we've been doing since the last 
time we spoke. Otherwise, it depends on the artist and the mood they're in as to what kind of 
interview it will be--sterile with one word answers or interesting conversation." 

BOB LINDER, WDHA: "The quality of their music, their support of the station, and their personality or 
free conversation...It's never a bother, it's only difficult when promised interviewsdon't come 
through. It's productive when the artist sincerely believes in reaching our audience...It's a unique 
privilege." 

CHARLIE WEST, KMOD: "If we're playing the artist, how that particular artist is doing in sales and 
research, and if it's meaningful to the listening audience.. .1 guess it would be a bother when there 
is no airplay for the artist, or if I don't believe in the record that's out at the time. When it's 
an artist you feel has very good potential. A good example is Billy Squier, during his first tour... 
I find it extremes. Either humble and nice, or they think they've made it already and are too egotistical 
to talk to." 

BILL SIMMONS, WMYK: "Simply that we be playing or have played their records...It's never really a 
bother. It's extremely productive when it's a hot artist...A lot of them are just regular folks, 
while a few of them are snotty assholes." 

MAGIC ? WYFE: "We're pretty much open to any and all artists who get airplay on our station. We 
require some acvance notice that they're coming in...It's a bother when I get called while on the air . 
and some promo guy says the artist has to talk to me right now. It's more of a political move for 
the promo person than the interview. It's productive any other time...It all depends on the artist 
and his openness, honesty, etc. I'm pretty flexible. Some are real uptight and it's difficult to deal 
with them, but a good portion are down-to-earth people." 

LIN BREHMER, WQBK: "We'll interview any recording artist as long as there is some new material they 
are supporting or if they haven't been to the station in 6 months. Other than that, we're very open... 
It's really never a bother, as long as it doesn't interfere with specific programs we might be airing. 
It's most productive the night of a live appearance...Generally, my experiences have been very positive. 
Maintaining a sense of humor is always important, and a sympathy for the artist is also something to 
keep in mind." 

MIKE WOLF, WQFM: "First would be the interest that our audience has in the group. Obviously, not 
every group gets interviewed on 'FM. It's productive only of the group or person interviewed has 
such personality that the interview can be genuinely entertaining as well as exciting for the audienue 
It's a bother when it's a group that has never had much appeal in Milwaukee, or when the interviewee 
answers all questions with simple yes or no. 99% of the time it's very easy to get along with them. 
They would not have consented to such a tour unless they were interested in meeting the people." 

JOHN LOGAN, KLBJ: "The criteria is whrther or not there is any commercial interest in the artist. 
It's productive when the interview supports an album that the station is playing and is selling in 
the market. Almost all of the time it's a bother. I enjoy socializing with artists in almost any 
context. In an interview situation, business is business." 

MARC MILLER, WBCN: "It must be someone recognizable to our audience and who would do a good interview. 
For example, Roger Glover. It's a bother first thing Monday morning when we're trying to do everything 
else. It's productive when it would be beneficial to the artist who's about to break and is doing 
well in Boston. It definitely depends on the artist. A lot of them have serious attitudes and 
don't care when you're doing for the record or them. They don't like you, no matter who you are. 
On the other hand, other artists are open and friendly and will talk for hours."

DAVE KRUSENKLAUS: "We must FM.ie played the artist's music before. If the band is not that identifiable 
in the market, we will usually not do a live interview. Live interviews are normally reserved for 
the main attraction...It's productive when it's entertaining and informative to the listeners. It's 
a bother when you have more than two a day.. .1 normally find it friendly. I have to admit that I 
resent phone-in interviews when the artist is in town. It's much better for us, and I think more 
personablP to the listeners as well, when an artist takes time out to stop by the station in person." 

CLARK RYAN, KATT: "Usually if it's someone with a recent album that we are playing and they are 
going through the effort of actually touring...It's usually productive when it's someone that meets 
our criteria. The only time it's a bother is when there is no advance notice...Most artists are 
very willing to speak freely about their ideas and their career and are easy to talk to." 

LEE RANDALL, WIOT: "Listener interest...It's productive when the band has a new album, is on tour, 
and they have something to say. When they show up stoned, it's a bother.. .1 find it interesting, 
intriguing, and brain food." 

ROB BARNETT, WAAF: "We don't normally do on-air interviews here unless it's a quick 'Hi—How are you?' 
Lengthy interviews are boring to most listeners. A promo tour may help you get to know the artist, 
but whether this helps you get a record on is questionable...Personally, it's never bothersome." 

NICK VAN CLEVE, WYNF: "Having relatively current product ...It's a bother when an artist is on the 
downhill slide, and the record has been dropped. It won't help the artist or the station. It's 
productive when the artist has a top selling Lp or generates a lot of phones. Also the artist should 
be unique, e.i. Wendy 0 and Plasmatics. They would be worthwhile because of the national exposure. 
Or an act that can cause a tremendous amount of talk.. .1 personally like socializing. It gives you 
insight into the artist's personality, because handling yourself in front of a live audience of 10,000 
people and hundreds of thousands of listeners on a hearing audience is two different things. The 
Jack Daniel's party mentality works on stage, but begins to fall apart after a very short time on the 
radio." 

Radio Action 

WMMS, CLEVELAND, OH M.D.-KID LEO: "Throughout the last two years, we've seen many complaints in this 
Sheet about the sterility of the rock sound. How there's no character to it and how it has become total 
formula. So I say to you, if you are one of the complainees, then you must lend your ears, and in effect 
your station, to Mr. David Johansen. Certainly one of the true individualists and personalities in 
rock. There are not tried and true formulas here, just sheer unadulterated, unabashed rock and roll 
emotion. So, if you don't play this, I suggest you refrain from complaining about sterile radio...Last 
week we initiated a new show here at MMS called 'Kid Leo's Grand Jury Of Rock And Roll'. We call the 
court to order at 10PM on Sundays and the audience performs their civic duty and they hear individuals 
bear witness for the cause of rock and roll. The star witness last week was Iron Maiden--by an over-
whelming majority. It actually is one of the finest in the form of heavy metal that has come out in a 
very, very good year for metal. 'Wrathchild' could end up being an anthem for the heavy metal generation... 
George Harrison is a bore to me. But then, what else is new? I can see using 'Teardrops' and the 
single because the name and sound are viable, but it don't do a damn for my ding-a-ling...All I can say 
on the A's is, see last week's issue, because I meant what I said about the A's in spades." 

KYYS (KY102), KANSAS CITY, MO M.D.-JOE MCCABE: "Dear Dr. Drake: With the help of the good doctor and 
the release of two fine albums, r have shaken my temporary pre-middle age crisis and returned to the land 
of solid rock and roll. (By the way, Drake, I'll be down in Dallas in a couple of weeks and you better 
have one great sounding station.).. .My recovery began with the Silver Condor album. The strongest debut 
Lp of the year. Even though 'Survival ) is an exceptional track, consistency is the key to this Lp. 
No one-cut phenomenon here...The recovery was complete with the first listen to Danny Joe Brown's Lp. 
Our Editor nailed the cut right. Brown's voice is so familiar, so be prepared for that album to spread 
like a Kansas brushfire. As much as I respect Molly Hatchet, I think we might find the key ingredient 
to that band was Danny Joe himself... Peter Frampton is starting to build on requests. The recovery for 
Peter might be slower than originally expected.. .Moody Blues 'Voice' is such a great radio song. I 
can't get over it...They've gotten Top 40 on the Jim Steinman this week--that might help." 

WMET CHICAGO, IL M.D.-DAVE BENSON: "MET adds for the week: Billy Squier; Danny Joe Brown; and, Billy 
Squier's 'The Stroke' finally lands a spot on our airwaves. (I owe Capitol's Steve George a case of 
Red Stripe.) With Squier's slick production and hefty hooks, this may be the song for the early Summer... 
The Danny Joe Brown band landed on the airwaves mere hours after coming in the front door. Legions of 
Hatchet fans alone are good reason to add this one...Salesmovers: Ozzy continues upward; Moodies look 
very good out-of-the-box; and, Phil Collins looming on the doorstep of the top spot...Personal Music Notes: 
Anyone who finds Nick Mason's new Lp interesting should check out Carla Bley's fine new Lp 'Social 
Studies' on Warner Bros... .Now that the Pat Metheny/Lyle Mays Lp is finally out, let me urge everyone 
to see this band when they play near you. Metheny's music is so fresh and challenging that it literally 
scares me. Pat's music lies beyond 'fusion' in an area occupied by the future...Considering: Iron 
Maiden." 

WABX, DETROIT, MI M.D.-STEVE KOSTAN: "Cashed in my Gary U.S. Bonds live last night and what a show! 
Bruce may have given him a timely hand, but Gary is definitely carrying the ball himself now with no 
problem. It was great to see former air ace and current wild man Jim Sotet, as he blitzed Detroit 
at the same time." 

WDVE, PITTSBURGH, PA P.D.-DAVE LANGE: "Elton finally broke down my barriers. The single is doing 
mediocre in the market, but 'Barriers' should do much better...Looking at the other stuff that I added, 
there had to be at least one 18-24 rock and roll record, and Johnny Van Zant delivers the goods...The 
Marty Balin single is too soft, but 'Believe In You' could help us with the 25-plussers...The audience 
doesn't seem to have any of the feared reactions to Peter Frampton. Maybe all they want to hear is a good 
rock and roll record, and they don't care what he did for the last three years...On the Moody Blues, 
we're chucking all tracks but 'The Voice'. Maybe Polydor should do the same...Les Dudek sounds real 
good on the air. Still waiting for audience reaction to come back, but play is just getting underway... 
I like the Danny Joe Brown quite a bit. Looking for that in the next week or two...Also Considering: 
Silver Condor (just inches away this week---I ran out of room)...Late Flash: Great reaction to tEe Tubes. 
'Talk To Ya Later'. Look outil  Billy Squier continues upward movement sales into the Top 20...Same 
for Greg Kihn."

WLIR, LONG ISLAND, NY M.D.-RAY WHITE: "The Clash situation has been wild here, with our News Department 
trying to keep up with the daily changes. If you were in NYC last weekend, you know what a pain in the 
ass it has been. Beyond all this is the writing on the wall. The Clash are big, and they're here to 
stay...In a recently Arbitron Qualidata survey, it was revealed that WLIR listeners buy more records 
than listeners of any other radio station; not only in NYC, but also in Chicago and LA. Needless to say, 
we're quite pleased about this information. We believed this all along, but it's nice to finally have 
it in black and white...DeBella's Screamer Of The Week is from an interesting British duo called PhD. 
'I Won't Let You Down' just might be a hot single...Station Favorites: New Musik copped the #1 airp19  
slot this week...Thanks, Joel Webber, for turning me on to the Snips import, and especially ST Sylvain's 
track 'Formidable'. What a great love song!! The guy is talking his girl out of having an abortion and 
proposing at the same time...Hey, Joe--where is the Philip Rambow album?...After playing the U-2 record 
for over 6 months, it was great finding out they are even better live. I'll go as far as to say U-2 
is absolutely one of the finest new acts on stage in a long, long time...As long as I'm foaming at the 
mouth, I might as well rave about Pat Metheny and Lyle Mays. Metheny has been an essential part of the 
WLIR air sound. 'Witchita Falls' is like a breath of fresh air, and it's even getting the phones  
buzzing. It would be a sad deal if album rock ignores Pat's music any longer...The Nick Mason Lp sounds 
wild. NRBQ meets Pink Floyd. More next week...Last week, our own Ben Manilla was lucky enough to con-
duct the fir-t interview in 6 years with John Fogarty of Creedence fame. Their chat kept me glued to the 
radio for an hour. Fo art was totally amazed at our interest in him and his music. He hopes to release 
a new record later on t is year...One of my best, and certainly most enjoyable, interviews of the year 
went down yesterday with Jim Steinman. Jim is an amazing storyteller, and it would be a mistake if you 
turned down a shot at a live interview. I guarantee you'll walk away a Jim Steinman fan...And finally, 
a big welcome to: Nancy Abramson, formerly of WBRU, to the staff of WLIR. Glad to have you here, 
Nancy!" 

WLUP, CHICAGO, IL M.D.-SKY DANIELS: "Record Of The Week: Blackfoot, 'Fly Away'. This record, along 
with recent efforts by Point Blank, Savoy Brown, and Climax Blues Band shows a correct decision to pro-
vide radio with 'accessible tracks' by bands that previously were viewed as 'boogie' bands. In the case 
of Climax, album radio let one of our own get away to Top 40. The day of album radio breaking artists 
for mass appeal consumption is past. It's time for us to take credit where credit is due and play the 
hits...Petty Update: We hit four major malls in Chicagoland Saturday, giving away 750 pairs at each 
mall. Of course Tines were enormous, blah, blah. And for those of you who are wondering, Tom Petty 
is retailing solid at #3 in Chicago. Currently, according to many slick trade status reports, Chicago 
is the #2 market, behind Los Angeles nationally. With 'Letting You Go' coming soon as the followup 
single, I predict multi-format crossover that will translate into multi platinum sales... Response to 
Peter Frampton has been ultra-positive. Most listeners are surprised that he has come back rockin'... 
Likewise for the Moodies. Their appeal has grown like fine wine in time...I'm distressed at the slow 
sales on Billy Squier. The re uests have been incredible, yet sales lag. Capitol--I think it's 
marketing time, and my advice is hit the clubs heavy with the 'Stroke' 12"...Question: What independent 
promo genius is attempting to bring together some of radio's most active minds via conference calls 
in what obviously demonstrates grand designs for future domination of the airwaves?...Ozzy Osbourne is 
#2 retail at over 43 record stores we called this week. It's far and away #1 requests --definitely a 
lift for the Blizzard of Ozz...Happy birthday to: Craiv Lambert, who at 27 if he wasn't my pal would 
probably be bigger than anyone. But even with my bad influence, the guy-rs7 a star. I didn't punch that 
doggie--all I did was drink 8 beers in the first inning at a Sox game with John Sebastian. That's all 
you'll get out of me...Gary Wright's'Heartbeat' looks like its gonna bring the dream weaver back from 
oblivion. A definite solid record...The Squeeze record recalls Ace and 'How Long' and could sneak 
through...Unlike Yono Ono, I won't go around thrashing any former Beatles. Read New York Magazine and 
make up your own mind:" 

KSJO, SAN JOSE, CA R.D.-FRANK ANDRICK: "#1 airplay and sales this week: Starship. Quickly followed 
by Mr. T.P. and the Flying Van Halens. Other to tenners: Frampton, Santana, Split Enz, Dave Edmunds, 
Pretenders...This week's push factor: Billy Squier. Requests are building fast on Squier. We expect 
to see that translate to sales real quick. Good to see that in the long run the Squier did have the goods, 
and that all the work on this Lp from the Hard Choice to radio adds and airplay, to retail follow through 
in this area are starting to pay off...0ther retail rushi9 this week: Tubes, Rick Springfield and, of 
course, the Kim 'Bette' Carnes showing the most infield gains...Slow starters but steady sales on: 
Marty Balin, Split Enz, Tom Johnston, Dave Edmunds, and Judas Priest,, .Add talk: Is 1981 the year of the 
comeback? Last week the Frampton, this week the Gary Wright. It seems-/-77rPilber these two being chart 
toppers together once before. Maybe history does repeat. When we tested the Wright in Tom Mix's office, 
3 cuts surfaced on side one immediately: 'Heartbeat', 'Got The Feeling' (did anybody say Journey?), and 
'Love Is A Rose'. WB's Beverly Stevens was quite right on this one. I am surprised. Not just another 
band from LA. Not just another post Knack, skinny tie, we're-so-cute wimp band from LA either. There's 
just so much of that stuff radio and record buyers can play or buy...20/20 has a distinctive enough sound 
to make this go over and above the pop-tone Bin. 'Nuclear Boy' (hey, why isn't this song about whales, 
or power plants, Jackson?) is the lead off track with 'Strange Kind Of Love' getting raves from our 3 
lady DJ's. Exactly how strange?...On to Spider, we're going 3 cuts deep, despite the overkill on hype. 
This band's first release was easily forgettable and, although it did receive airplay on some stations, 
the sales impact was nil around here. Not a good place to start for Lp #2. The 'Change' is definitely 
for the better. 'Better Be Good' is exactly that also. We did not add the first Lp, but this one 
deserves a new, improved tag and a decent shot at airplay...Phone play: Immediate reaction to the Dregs' 
'Cruise Control'. Our morning mixer finds this a great 'I'm off to work track' judging by calls... 
Good, big calls on: Moody Blues, Phil Collins, Loverboy, Starship, Rick Springfield, Kim Carnes, Van Halen, 
Tom Petty, and Santana,, ,Focus interest on: Billy Squier, Split Enz, Tubes, U-2, Dave Edmunds, and 
Silver Condor.. ,Live and in town in San Francisco at the Old Waldorf is the Jefferson Starship. Queenie 
and Sue Finn out do themselves in the booking department again. 

KPRI, SAM DIEGO, CA P.D.-JOHN DUNCAM: "Top  5 retail: Van Halen, Kim Carnes, Moody Blues, Styx, and 
Steve Winwood...Musically, Johnny Van Zant sounds strong on first listen and is definitely a record to 
keep an eye on...Moody Blues album came on like gangbusters, as expected. See top 5 retail above. 
'Meanwhile' has emerged as the strongest initial track,..Billy Squier took a nice jump this week based 
on the strength of 'In The Dark; placing #12...From our experience so far, it's 'Brightest Star that 
has begun to sell the Santana album. The cut is very reminiscent of 'Europa' and is very well liked by 
our active audience...Split Enz jumps to our #9 retail spot this week. Each week I've expected the 
activity to die down, but week by week it's becoming stronger.

On Silver Condor, 'For The Sake Of Survival' is in the grooves. It's on the air, and now it's time for 
the big bad Columbia machine to click into gear and make it a hit...KGON's kickoff event for the Rose 
Festival this year is a showing of Bag 1, a showing of 14 John Lennon lithographs he did in 1969 depicting 
events at the time of his marriage to Yoko. We also have concerts planned with Johnny & The Distractions... 
Van Halen will he here for two sold out appearances at the Coliseum...It's party time in the Rose City, 
and it sure smells good."

I believe it's going to be very valuable to all involved, 
each one of us as well as our respective radio stations and/or tip sheet. Thanks for the chance to be 
involved...On the homefront, promotionally gearing up for a Summer of concerts: Ozzy Osbourne, Moody 
Blues, Billy Squier, Joe Walsh/David Lindley, and Jefferson Starship just to name a few. And the big 
one for Houston in July at the Astrodome, the Texas World Music Festival.

(playing the hell out of it and geitTii7 good calls on 'Sex Junkie'); the Spandau Ballet is picking up... 
Considering: G.E. Smith...Increased Play On: --gTTly Idol, Joe Walsh, X, and U-2." 

KOME, SAN JOSE, CA M.D.-DANA JANG: "The Joe Vitale has lots of energy and those good Joe Walsh guitar 
licks. Definitely not a strange sound to put on the air. The jocks seem to be very enthused about it... 
Sales are still holding steady on the David Lindley from his recent local appearance. Calls on 'Mercury 
r3117i' are maintaining...Elton John had another steady sales week. No reaction on the phones yet... 
Getting some good initial sales on the Frampton where stocked--some pretty good phones...Jim Steinman 
is starting to move. The exposure of the single in the market and consistent airplay we've given it is 
starting to establish him as a name...Getting some sales on the Van Zant--retail is still inconsistent... 
My gut feeling is that the Danny Joe Brown will be a big record. I think 'Edge Of Sundown' is just a 
killer track. I like the intro and the build to the guitar solo at the end--it's just incredible... 
Marty Balin sales are steady. Again, this could be attributed to the singles play in the market and the 
huge audience that Marty has been able to accumulate in his years with the Airplane/Starship...Sales 
steady on the Dave Edmunds, but the phone response is decreasing...The Tubes sales are increasing--starting 
to get phones, but no specific cuts yet...Starting to get calls on the Tom Johnston single 'Wastin Time'... 
This is a really nice comeback for Gary Wright. Hope it's not too late. Some good songs, and he's 
moving away from a keyboard orientation and including other instruments, which is good...Calls For:

As a start, we're playing: 'Friday On My Mind'...The big story of the week is 
that the A's debuted Top 1 airplay here on WMMR for the past week, beating out Tom Petty and Van Halen. 

The Lp debuted retailwise at 013, an 
astounding jump onto the chart...I've decided that 'The Voice' is the strongest thing on the Moody Blues 
record, and that's getting the play--debuted #17 in the city... 'Straight Lines' from New Musik is getting 
excellent telephone reaction. This aTEüiiverTn is far superior to other versions...Gary U.S. Bonds 
came by for an interview with Anita before the Emerald City show. A good interview and a great show at 
Emerald City...'Is This Love' is the Squeeze track getting the airplay here. Still think it's a good one. 
..Good telephone reaction to Spider's 'Can't Live This Way Anymore'. As of yet no retail, tut it's 
too soon...Increased play on: Tubes--'Talk To Ya Later' pulling in phones...Also up: Gres Kihn...Getting 
good phones on: Stray Cats, 'Runaway Boys'. The import is selling in the import stores."

Oh, that's really mean, isn't it?...Definitely 
don't play the Moody Blues single. We're getting excellent response on: The Voice' and 'Talking Out 
Of Turn'...Some fairly good early response to the Silver Condor. About what I expected. Questions like: 
'Who is that? Silver what?'...We got calls about the Spider the first time it was played, and staff 
members who were at home at the time came in the next day and asked for copies of the record. I hope 
that's not a bad sign—not just another programmers record. I do think it has genuine mass appeal... 
Dave Edmunds sounds and looks good, but it's not picking up sales yet...Still look for good things from 
the Tubes, and I loved Strider's comments last week...Jon Scott from Music Vision is doing what I always 
wanted to do—brinq prowanIers together on the phone. I had a great time on the conference call last 
Friday. P.S. It was especially fun being the only woman. I didn't have to keep identifying myself." 
WAQX, SYRACUSE, NY P.D.-ED LEVINE: "The Moody Blues album is meeting with immediate acceptance in town. 
It's already in the Top 25 saiiS— and believe it or not, the calls are a programmer's dream 25+...I hate 
to jump on the bandwagon, -E7t— lhe 'Edge Of Sundown' from Danny Joe's album will be a monster. That 
kind of music always finds acceptance in Syracuse. This tune happens to have a real hook to it.. .1 
added the Plasmatics record this week because the interest in the band is unmistakably high. It'll get 
'em talking for sure. By the way, congratulations to: Arnie and Joan...Over the last week, I've 
noticed that both 38 Special and Phil Collins have been certified gold. Both of these albums have been 
mainstays at this station and in this market for many weeks. It'll be interesting to see who remembers.. 
I found the Yoko Ono album to be very difficult to listen to. I'm aware of the statement she's making 
and of its historic importance, but I resented the guilt trip...We've added a couple more tunes on some 
that are monster Top 40 records. Springfield's record is indeed deep, and we added: 'I Give Everything 
To You'--could be another AM smash. 'Break The Rules' from Kim Carnes is a real strong rocker that 
will offset any remaining negative image problems (not that I think there are any)...Anybody not playing 
'Hearts' by Marty Balin, at least dayparted, is missing the boat in a big way...Billy Squier and 'The 
Stroke' have never really taken off as I hoped in this town. It's in a medium now, and we're going to 
definitely give it a shot. I still think that it is a good record...We continue to get very strong 
phone response on Frank Zappa's 'Fine Girl'. By the way, the album debuted Top 25 in Syracuse. Again, 
a great image record." 

KLBJ, AUSTIN, TX M.D.-JOHN LOGAN: "The George Harrison single has been burning our turntables for 
several weeks now. That is, of course, nothing new. What with the Beatles reunion hype and conflicting 
stories, that cut has gotten an incredible amount of attention from radio and listeners. What is unusual 
is the quality of the rest of the vinyl. It's intense, witty, mature, and full. Even the songs of a 
religious nature show a commitment and depth not present before except in flashes. With the single 
leading the way, 'Somewhere In England' is more than just a 'darkhorse' running some place. It should 
put its roots right in the middle of radio...Jim Messina's style has expanded, While you can still 
feel the coconuts and rum underneath, strong rock guitar work and vocals that will recall Poco and 
Loggins & Messina more easily than his first solo effort make this a very strong record from a man whose 
roots in the early days of rock leave no question of credibility...While Gary Wright's credibility has 
been questioned, the addition of Dean Parks and the ground breaking synthesizer work of Steve Winwood's 
record make Wright's new effort both more contemporary and easier on the ears of rockers who may be able 
to accept that wide, deep, melodic sound more easily now...A record rounding third and heading for home 
is the new one from the A's. Athletic harmony and some first generation rock influences give 'Woman's 
Got The Power' a handle in the past and a shot in the future. It's a grabber...Here's my two cents on 
Point Blank: The band is great live. The vocals cover more ground than a greyhound. Rusty Burns' 
guitar stands up to anyone's in the business and the tunes have quality. Why 'American Excess' is not 
wiring the country to a greater extent than it is remains a mystery to me. I remember Point Blank when 
they blew 62 guests out of the Hilton Inn in Casper and 1,000 kids swarmed the store and bought enough 
albums to keep them #1 for six weeks. That was when they were a blues band. Give them a shot. 
'Nicole' has a great groove, and it is, after all, in the grooves." 

KMOD, TULSA, OK M.D.-CHARLIE WEST: "George Harrison. About what I expected. I think it's a pretty 
good record. Were using: the single and 'Teardrops'...Ghost Riders? This is one of those records 
that's great to listen to all the way through...Besides the initial comments last week, the Frampton 
is already getting good phones...We're also showing sales on: Moody Blues and Elton John...On the Marty 
Balin, I'll have to say it's an extremely deep album. If it's a female audience you want, this is your 
ace in the hole." 

WBRU, PROVIDENCE, RI P.D.-GEORGE BRADT: "I'm happy to report that WBRU is now a full-fledged Source 
affiliateandisoperating 24 hours a day. We're sounding better than ever, thanks to the Source and thanks 
to some other changes we've been experimenting with. If you're in the area, tune in 95.5 and let us 
know what you think...Musically, it's great to hear two ex-New York Dolls back on the streets. Syl 
Sylvain's album is decidedly on the poppier side with 'Crowded Love', 'I Can't Forget Tomorrow', and 
'Just One Kiss' being the catchiest of the bunch... David Johansen's last Lp is almost two years old by 
now, so we were ready when David walked in yesterday with 'Here Comes The Night' in hand. Any rock and 
roll stations that can't play the title cut and 'You Fool You' should consider calling themselves some-
thing else. (Was that okay, Jim?)...On the import side, do whatever you have to get a hold of the debut 
album by the dB's. They're a New York group who had to go to England to get recognized. This album 
proves they deserve it over here, too. 'Blank And White' is the clear standout. In fact, you may still 
have the song on a Shake Records Ep that came out last year. Don't miss it." 

KBLE, DES MOINES, IA P.D.-RON SORENSON: "A winning week for wimp rock as five wimpy whiners limped onto 
the list. Headed by ffarrison's cosmic wimp-out and including Jimmy Messina, cute little Arlo Guthrie, 
Gary Wright, and Randy Van Warmer...Muddy Waters' new 'King Bee' got more listener response on our 
album show than the Harrison, Messina, or Gary Wright. Interesting, what?...Best surprise of the week  
was 'Out Of The Woods' from Willie Murphy And The Bees, recorded digitally at Sound 80 in Minneapolis. 
It's true crossover music in the tradition of Tower Of Power, the Electric Flag and Taj Mahal--funky, 
bluesy, jazzy, rockin' soul music. The superb sound, quality pressing, and pleasing packaging don't 
hurt either...Nick Mason ably fills the Pink Floyd void with 'Hot River'. We're looking forward to the . 
album...Adds: George Harrison, Arlo Guthrie, Muddy Waters, Willie & The Bees, Hilly Michaels, Jim Messina, 
Gary Wright, Randy Van Warmer, and the Nick Mason 12"." 

KZOK, SEATTLE, WA M.D.-MICHAEL KNIGHT: "Gary Wright's album is full of melodies. It was worth what 
seemed like a Tong wait for this release. His material should serve to brighten any variation of the 
album rock jungle...To the conglomerate monster, the new Tubes group, these kind words: 'PVC uber ales'... 
Guitarist Earl Slick delivered his own album here last week, Silver Condor. Several cuts shine, including 
our favorite: 'You Can Take My Heart Away'...Looks like we've got another hit from Holland with the 
group Diesel. The cut 'Sausolito Summer Nights' certainly makes me homesick. It's doing the job to 
make our phones ring. Sounds like Steve Miller meets Golden Earring...Word of warning to those who 
don't have their tapes yet: Icehouse is here. Side umn ma" tun tiliriee rorc on my tape machine than 
any other release.

A definite multi-format song, and to my ears at least it sounds like 
it has all the hooks from 'Sailing' and 'Ride Like The Wind'. Could be a biggie for the Summertime 
(most overworked phrase in the biz)...Danny Joe Brown comes on hot as grits. I agree 100% with 
Bill's choice of 'Edge Of Sundown'.

He doesn't seem to have lost any of his attraction by being out of circulation.,. .Van Halen 
screams to #1 in sales, calls are h-o-t--single should be 'So This Is Love'...Moodies getting 
continued 25+ good calls, and a #20 sales debut with only half the stores in stock... (Last but not 
least, it's with the greatest of sadness and the best hopes for the future) that we wish John Brownlee, 
our Music Director, good luck. This ambitious guy is going to Med School and our new M.D. is 
Charlie Logan, formerly of WMJQ in Rochester. You can reach him 4-6 Monday thru Wednesday... 
Considering: Blackfoot." 

WEBN, CINCINNATI, OH M.D.-CURT GARY: "Where was Shooting Star's 'Last Chance' six months ago? Now it 
gets positive and very active phone response.. .1 love the Squeeze. After two weeks and a lot of records 
later, the Squeeze album is my favorite at home and 'Tempted' remains my favorite on the air. After a 
week of soul searching, I really think 'Talk To Ya Later' could be a mass appeal hit.. .1 expected a 
little more in the writing category from Spider. The production and presentation is real good and I 
think it'll probably go over, but I was looking for better songs...Re-added The Sherbs. There seems to 
be a trend in melodic vocal and keyboard songs, not excluding heavy metal, as 'Mr. Crowley' would point 
out. I'm beginning to see the return of neo-classic rock...The Muffs are a real good band out of 
Columbus. We'll know how much Cincinnati excitement there is when they hit town in two weeks...Moody

WPYX, ALBANY, NY M.D.-RON NENNI: "Reaction record this week is Nick Mason's 'Hot River'. Our listeners 
starving for new Floyd and, in the interim, this song is blowing them away. 'Hot River' is somewhere 
between 'Dark Side Of The Moon' and 'Comfortably Numb' which is, incidentally, still a top 10 request item.

Steve Greenberg and John Gilman are 
really behind it. We have high hopes for the album. .By the way, thanks for stopping by John and Steve 
...The Danny Joe Brown is going to be a monster. 'Edge Of Sundown' could be a new Southern rock anthem. 
Triple guitars and kickass vocals—whoa!! Go for it, Mike Kaplan...Sure glad they decided to release 
'Nicole' as the new Point Blank single. Women love it and it's always been a phone-getter...PYX106, CBS 
and Kowawaskoki are heading out to the highway with Judas Priest. We're giving away a KZ550 Motorcycle 
and Judas Priest bike-bags. The Judas Priest album jumped from 35-11 this week. Thanks Jay Miggins and 
Paul Huges...More significant sales: Kim Carnes, 15-9. It's now in medium with an extra cut 'Break The 
Rules Tonight'...Van Halen 6-3. It might be the one to blow out REO...Phil Collins 7-2. 'In The Air 
Tonight' is top 5 requests...Tom Petty edging up from 9-7...Billy Squier #15. 'The Stroke' is still #1 
requests...The Moody Blues should answer with substantial sales. Encouraging phones already...PYX106 
album is steady at #5...Listening to and considering: Joe Vitale, Silver Condor, and Gary Wright... 
Always look on the bright side." 

WTPA, HARRISBURG, PA M.D.-BILL GRANT: "Add of the week: The A's latest effort 'Woman's Got The Power'. 
Maturing would he the best way to describe the A's. This album has some top-notch production. Vocally 
excellent; musically very tight. Thereareat least two great songs: 'Woman's Got The Power' and 'When 
The Rebel Comes Home'. We're going with the latter because of its hard edge. Both are excellent... 
Marty Balin took some extra listening to, but I came to the conclusion that if we didn't play this our 
audience would be missing something from an artist that has a track record that's hard to beat. Even 
though the single is doing so well, we're going with 'Lydia'...We added Silver Condor who, like Loverboy, 
may take a while for the public to catch on to.

Not a great sales week, but with the heavier airplay we expect it to enter the top 20 
next week...My faves for the week are: Frank Zappa, Tubes (still), Moody Blues, and the Movies - who we 
are considering for next week." 

WSYR, SYRACUSE, NY M.D.-TOM NAST: "First off, Bill, I hope I spelled your name right on the check. Keep 
up the good work...The Danny Joe Brown record sounded like what the third Molly Hatchet album should have 
sounded like, and our listeners absolutely love it...Billy Squier exploded this week on both the phone 
and retail level. Ain't no stroke going on there...The Moody Blues top 10 and #11 for first week in sales. 
Could be the comeback album of the year...Speaking of comeback albums, Peter Frampton's right there too. 
Phone response has been unbelievable. Hope for a Frampton tour real soon...If you're into heavy metal, 
Iron Maiden is a great phone-grabber. Everytime we play 'Wrathchild' I get ten calls asking, 'What was 
that incredible tune?'...A little buzz going so far on Silver Condor. I don't think it'll be as big as 
Loverboy, but it could break pretty good,. .If anybody's not playing 'Nicole' by Point Blank, you've 
completely missed the boat. The group is still kicking ass in town here and there is no slow-up in sight 
...Johnny Van Zant debuted at #14 in sales this week. This album is a mother. I predict Gold and I know 
it's going to come through...Considering the Billy & The Beaters record...It was great to hear from our 
old buddy Butch Stone, who's handling the management of Krokus right now. Can't wait tu l they play in 
town. That group does definitely kick ass...Speaking of kickass rock and roll, the Rods are coming. 
If you are a rock and roll radio station, you will play this or Mike Bone will send you a naked picture 
of himself...Last but certainly not least, it was great to hear froP. Danny 'Davis who is, no doubt, one 
of the most incredible people in the business." 

WMYK/WZAM-AM, ELIZABETH CITY/NORFOLK, VA M.D.-BILL SIMMONS: "The Top 20 sales debuts convinced us that 
the Moody Blues was not something to be taken lightly. 'The Voice' is fine fcr older demos, but don't 
overlook the more widespread appeal of 'Gemini Dream'...Danny Joe Brown and Glyn John have produced a 
phenomenal debut Lp. We tested 'Edge Of Sundown' on our nightly test track and got 8 times the normal 
response. All positive. Looking for big things from this one...Johnny Van Zant is going over well--
getting good phones and selling Top 10...Also encouraging early retail on: Iron Maiden."

WTUE, DAYTON OH M.D.-JIM KINNEY: "This Week We Added: Spider and Wishbone Ash...'It Didn't Take Long' 
will definitely establish Spider. 'New Romance' had hooks, but no staying power. It burnt out very 
quickly, but this one has both. I don't think this one will burn out at,all. The band's songwriting has 
matured and the album is deeper than the last...The cut on Wishbone Ash is 'That's That'. I can't 
believe MCA isn't pushing that tune harder. The tune cooks like not many that are out now. It is the type 
that catches you if you just hear a few seconds of it while you're passing somebody's office that has 
it on. OK, they still aren't as great as they once were, but they're getting much better after their 
late 70's slump...The George Harrison single is a smash, and I think it's a great tune. But, I didn't 
find much on the album that comes close to matching it...The Starship album is hanging around the 20 
spot in sales, but it's definitely not doing what a great Starship would do...The sales this week look  
like this: REO Speedwagon back to #1; TUE Homegrown #2; Ozzy is hanging on to #3; Phil Collins is #4; 
AC/DC #5; Kim Carnes #6; Van Halen #7; Steve Winwood #8; April Wine #9; and, Tom Petty #10.. .Other Notes: 
Moody UTues fly up to #18...Stock Problems On: David Lindley, Les Dudek, Peter Frampton, Bram Tchaikovsky, 
and Marty Balm.. .We're very excited about having Loverboy as the band of honor at our fifth anniversary 
party which is coming up June 15th. We expect it to be the party of the year." 

wi_vg, COLUMBUS, OH M.D.-TIM SMITH: "Danny Joe Brown's album is welcome Southern rock. It drew instant  
telephone comments. Listeners think the album will go further than Molly Hatchet in that he can sing 
better than Jim Ferrer. I believe this album will have no trouble. It'll broaden the acceptance that 
Danny Joe achieved with Molly Hatchet with different production techniques and the addition of keyboards... 
Moody Blues moves up into heavy. We gave the album a feature at Noon. It has Top 40 support and real 
good phones. Debuted ToR 25 sales...Still waiting for Billy Squier to develop in the Top 40, as it's 
strong #5 phones here--an for 'Stroke'...Rick Springfield is pulling Top 15 sales and #7 requests... 
Marty BiTin will be a welcome voice to our airwaves. I'm glad he's got some songs with a strong guitar 
for us to play...We did a Rock Wars Weekend. The winning band at the end of Sunday evening was the Who... 
I've got a new P.D. coming in on the 15th, and we welcome all the positive input from Pat Still." 

WCCC, HARTFORD, CT P.D.-PAUL PAYTON: "Nice early buzz on Ghost Riders--both curiosity phones and some 
requests...Welcome back, Greg Kimmelman. It's like you never left...Congratulations to WBRU on going 
24 hours and on the Source affiliation. Hope you're as happy with it as we are...The A's have the 
power! 'Woman' is a winner, I'm glad to add...Nice to see Robin Lane's 'Solid Rock' out on a 45. We'll 
be doing another co-promote with them later this month...Strong crowd reaction to our second Plasmatics 
concert. Thanks to Wendy for the excellent interview...To Bob Osborn: We're ready for the live Donnie 
Iris. Fire it upli  A noteworthy import on El Mocambo Records from Canada is a single by McLean And 
McLean called 'Dolly Partons Tits'. We played it once two weeks ago and are still getting phone calls 
of amazement. It's from a double titled album called 'McLean And McLean Suck Their Way To The Top' or 
'McLean And McLean Take The 0 Out Of Country'. While the rest of the album is too filthy for the air, 
it's great at home and the single could make it on an adventurous station. In addition to being funny, 
it stands up musically--just like Dolly...Meanwhile, back to serious business...Silver Condor begins to 
get requests. We're moving it up to medium...Peter Frampton's 'Friday On My Mind' is leaping out front 
with the title track right behind...C7Ti-ind sales are strong for the Moody Blues. 'The Voice' is the 
top track...Tubes continue to grow. -77k To Ya Later' leading. We've also added 'Sushi Girl'...Wish we 
saw more action on Bram Tchaikovsky's 'Shall We Dance'. It's a great track that should not be overlooked... 
To Mary Pillinger: It's not just mellow maintenance. Those of us who came of age at a time when album 
radio meant more than metal are indeed rejoicing. Thank you Messrs. Messina, Van Warmer, Wright, Guthrie, 
et al...P.S. to Nick Mason: Isn't it really a Carla Bley album? Lich, our jazz programmer, will love it... 
P.P.S. Finally have vinyl on the new Blackfoot. It's all we can 35-7t'ó keep from jumping the start 
time--but we'll be good. I promise!" 

WPLR, NEW HAVEN, CT M.D.-EDDIE WAZOO: "George Harrison's album is getti ng some mixed reacti on. Many 
people want to hear it because it's George Harrison--that is, a surviving Beatle. However, we've gotten 
some negative calls. Some of his tunes retain a certain quality of preachiness--a little condescending 
in places. Getting calls mainly on: the single and 'Blood From A Clone'...An amazing album from Danny 
Joe Brown. Of course, he retains all the vocal qualities that made Molly Hatchet what they are, and he's 
lined up a group of players that really know how to lay down some credible licks. I think this album is 
gonna be around for quite a while and definitely will give any other Southern rock band quite a run for 
their money...Nice comeback album for Jerry Jeff. After a few years of putting out semi-okay stuff, he 
sounds revitalized and really happy to be recording again...Union definitely is the closest thing to 
BTO since BTO. Very strong_phones on 'Mainstreet USA'...Quite a nice surprise on the Savoy Brown single. 
When I heard that Ralph Morman was the vocalist (ex of Joe Perry Project), I was kind of hesitant. 
However, it's a good mid-tempo ballad--strong vocals and good melody...Nick Mason is mainly a jazz album. 
The hardcore Pink Floyd fans may go for it...Johnny Van Zant moved up. This one is gonna take a little 
bit of time, but it's a good album and should continue to grow...The early acceptance on the Jim Messina 
is very positive. A lot of people don't really remember Loggins & Messina it seems...Very strong reaction  
to the Moody Blues. Lots of calls on 'Meanwhile', and good play throughout...Considering: Hilly 
Michaels, English Beat, Arlo Guthrie, and Gary Wright." 

WYNF, TAMPA, FL M.D.-NICK VAN CLEVE: "Oh yes, Mr. Hard. You're astute comment that people should be 
more concerned with the actual song than the value of the artist, in some cases is so very true. Case 
in Point: Gary Wright, who may well have delivered a unique and sophisticated live-drive smash. 
'Really wanna Know You' has the goods., ,The new Danny Joe Brown album seems to be a gallant effort; 
however, more of the Jacksonville guitar fights is growing a bit thin. ,,Moody Blues goes from medium to 
heavy due to the upper demo response...Early phones for:Frampton...The Phil Collins single 'In The Air' 
should go the distance; the top 40 added it today...Also, top 40 has given renewed life to the Steve 
Winwood album...Records that need a sip of Geritol: Jim Steinman, David Lindley, and the George Harrison 
album. Well, what can you say? Had he not been a Beatle, chances are this album would hit the bargain 
bins real, real soon." 

WLAV-FM, GRAND RAPIDS, MI P.D.-DAVE LOGAN: "I just got finished listening to the new Pat Metheny/Lyle 
Mays album. Once again, I'm floored by artists who take the true meaning of music and put it across in 
their words. This music is adventursome and demanding in a time when so much other music merely exists. 
Sure this is a jazz album, and naturally I'm not going to be on all of it like I would 'Dirty Deeds' and 
Van Halen. However, I feel these people are important. And if you recall my comments from a couple of 
months ago, their live show was magnificant. I truly believe that these people will be trail blazers of 
an era that we're soon to enter, and I'm very proud to be on their records...The new Gary Wright album will 
do very well here, as have all his past ones. Both Tony and I think this is the strongest thing since 
'Dream Weaver', and an album that will likely be as successful...This week we're coming around on the 
Silver Condor, following a very intensive work effort by Mark Wescott and the entire CBS crew. This one 
is going to happen, and we certainly want to be aboard when a company goes this far to put a project 
across. I figured we would have gotten to it eventually, but to know that there's a serious effort of 
support from the company makes it worth the while to go out sooner...This weekend half a million people 
cram into downtown Grand Rapids for Festival 1981, where our city will be crowned as one of the 10 
All-American cities for 1981. LAV-FM will be the only contemporary radio station there and by far the 
most visible. We're expecting a very successful weekend for both the station and the city." 
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WHCN, HARTFORD, CT M.D.-BOB BITTENS: "Nothing irks me more than having to play a really bad record 
simply because an artist has been very important in the past. If a musician can no longer cut it, 
why play his music? Why can't we ignore this bad George Harrison album? Is he so important that, 
no matter what he creates, we have to accept it? Harrison is one of the few people in the world who 
could get a record company to listen to this material without laughing. I'll give it three or four 
weeks on the airwaves for its historical value, then I'll fill the space with a musician more deserving 
of airplay. If Harrison does put out better albums further down the road, I'll be glad to play 'em. 
I have nothing against an artist trying to make a comeback. For example, we feature the Elton John 
album as part of the new music show last week, and got nothing but favorable responses. Hence, Elton 
returns to the WHCN airwaves for the first time in a long while...Danny Joe Brown got added this week, 
too. While I'm not overly impressed with the songs, the sound certainly is very popular around here... 
The only other add this week is one I've been waiting a long time to get into--Billy and the Beaters. 
'I Can Take Care Of Myself' has an extremely infectious hook, and could be a big hit...The Moodies 
and Peter Frampton into heavy play this week, after impressive first week phones and sales... In the 
bizarre music department, check out the new album by Pink Floyd's Nick Mason. The backup band is 
essentially the Carla Bley band. As a rock music director, I'm probably not supposed to admit this, 
but I've been a big fan of Carla's in her various jazz orchestras over the years. The group also 
includes one of my favorite piano players, a guy named Terry Adams, who's a member of Connecticut's 
own NRBQ. There's not a lot of airplayable material on this album, but it makes for some fun home 
listening...Considering: Gary Wright, also Jim Messina." 

WNOR-FM, NORFOLK, VA M.D.-RONALD REAGAR: "Ever since the sale of the station was announced, the rumour 
mill has been working at full speed passing along useless and untrue information about the station and 
the people that work with and for us. Just so you know, I am still at WNOR as Music Director and 
Bruce Garraway is the P.D. We are consulted by Jeff Pollack, New General Manager is Jack Starr. The 
radio station is an MJA company...I apologize to anyone in the industry who has been trying to get hold 
of me lately. I realize it's been difficult. It will get better. We are still an album rock station 
and will continue to be. I have just celebrated my fourth anniversary here, and it remains the best 
place I've ever seen to work." 

WYSP I PHILADELPHIA, PA P.D.-DICK HUNGATE: "We're doing an album of homegrown rock and roll called 
'Philadelphia Rock Volume I'. Its part of the 'Big Music America' contest and the national winner 
gets a recording contract plus $25,000. Some good stations have had major successes in doing their 
album through these people in Houston. WCOZ, WDVE, KWST, KZOK, and many others. Call Cindy Black at 
713-961-1975 for details...We are giving away two tickets to the last performance of Pink Floyd as 
'The Wall' in London on June 17th. Phones are crazy over this one...We're bringing back our old jazz 
show 'All That Jazz' due to popular demand. Jonathan Takiff, who for years did a similar show every 
Sunday on WMMP, has come across the street...Musically, the Danny Joe Brown album really is pretty good. 
'Edge of Sundown' is a real breath of fresh air...Kind of like Silver Condor, especially ISurvivai l... 
Had a great chat with Earl Slick when he and Paul Rappaport dropped by last week. It was sort of eerie 
to get the whole rundown on John and Yoko making 'Double Fantasy'...Gotta put in a word for our local 
boys, the A's. There is no reason why 'Woman's Got The Power' can't be played just about anywhere... 
In closing, I would like to remind Susan that October is still à long way off. It's not too late to 
change your mind." 

WKQQ, LEXINGTON, KY ASST.P.D.-DAVE KRUSENKLAUS: "The most sparkling package I've picked up on this 
week seems to also be radio's choice as well. Silver Condor--A great cover and contents that match. 
I like everything on side 1 and the last three tracks on side 2. Picking a single could be difficult. 
My favorites are 'Survival' and 'Carolina'. Also check out 'Walking In The Rain'...Moody Blues meeting 
with excellent retail and request acceptance. 'The Voice' and 'Meanwhile' are a couple of the finest 
tunes I've heard by anybody this year...One of the finest albums I've heard, 'The Completion Backward 
Principle' from the Tubes. I can report promising request activity. The staff's in love with it too... 
Peter Frampton and Elton John records seem to be meeting a welcome reception intheirfirst week...In 
maximum consideration for next week is the Spider album. This record gets better with every listen. 
I think Amanda Blue is a true singing talent. My favorite song is 'Change'...Also under considera-
tion: Joe Vitale and the A's...Let me bring to programmers' attention a record from a band called 
Diesel. First track on the first side entitled 'Sausolito Summer Night' is an attention getter on 
first listen. With the emerging rebirth of artists like Peter Frampton, Elton John, and the Moody 
Blues, the Steve Miller feel on this song doesn't hurt it a bit.. .1 was looking for something on the 
Gary Wright and didn't find it...On the Yoko Ono cassette, I'm still having a real tough time with 
her singing ability. Although I will say the instrumentation and production is much smoother. .The most 
bizarre record of the week was the 12" from Nick Mason. 'Hot River' has that Floyd feel, but the B 
Side is something else entirely...Top request 9etters as well as sales are: AC/DC, Santana, Tom Petty, 
Moody Blues, and Kim Carnes." 

KATT, OKALAHOM+ CITY, OK M.D.-CLARK RYAN: "George Harrison's new album is not a radio killer. The 
single is obv ously a smash, yet the song 'Teardrop' could be a big single on down the road. It's 
nice to hear hat George is happy and doing well. But, the significance of this album will probably 
be mediocre at best...Silver Condor is another album with that straight clean CBS sound and only time 
will tell. 'For The Sake Of Survival' is a good introduction to the listeners...Apparently they 
finally figured out who does 'In The Air Tonight'. Phil Collins tops the sales chart this week... 
Strong progress for: Van Halen, Elton John, 'Secret Policeman's Ball', Greg Kihn, Billy Squier, and 
David Lindley...Most requested this week: Joe Walsh, Tom Petty, Santana, and Van Halen." 

WIOT, TOLEDO, OH M.D.-BUCK MCWILLIAMS: "Happy to see that the Moody Blues debuted at #20 this week. 
'Already the phones are hot. We'll add '22,000 Days' as the second cut and watch the 'Voyager' soar... 
The new Blackfoot single is not as ballsy as the previous stuff, but it sounds better with each 
spin. Look for us to add that sucker out-of-the-box...I'm impressed with the support that CBS 
is giving Silver Condor, enough to add 'Angel Eyes' and hope the gamble pays off... It sure has with 
Elton John as the new LP debuted at #16...After sitting down with the Tubes Lp last weekend, I felt 
kind of foolish for not picking up on what everyone has been telling me. That 'Talk To Ya Later' really 
is a great song. We upped it to medium after 2 days...To Greg at KAZY: A look at the 1975-76 
Arbitron for when you worked here shows that WIOT had less than half the rating share that we have 
now. Around the tire that you left, they cut out Hawkwind, Budgie, and the Flaming Groovies and 
started playing real rock and roll. The numbers have soared ever since. I can't believe you know our 
market as well as you say since you'-e been gone five years. As to my new music massacre, I'm con-
vinced I did the right thing. Greg Kihn has been in our format for nine weeks, and never sold more 
than 20 units a week. Where is Humble Pie 3 weeks later? Or Robin Lane? Or the Hawks? Franke was 
selling because of the single which was too wimpy for us to play. And who the hell cares about the 
new Isley Brothers record anyway?.. By the way, we have not been on the Plasmatics for 2 weeks of heavy 
airplay as stated by Stiff. We played the beginnings of four tunes as a joke on the morning show, as 
stated here last week. And that was all." 
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WQXM, TAMPA/ST. PETERSBURG, FL M.D.-MOBY: "The record that still knocks me out is a group that nobody 
seems to know about: Diesel. They're on Regency Records. Everybody is talking about what's going to 
be the Summertime smash--the biggie that everybody's looking for--and it's right there in front of 'em. 
The track is 'Sausolito Summer Nights'. God, what a beautiful tune...I hate to say anything bad, so 
I won't say anything at all about George Harrison...How is it possible for Alan Sneed to have his car's 
picture in the Hard Sheet?... Danny Joe Brown came in this afternoon--and went right on the air out-of-the-
box.. .1 think this -Gary Wright shows more potential than the previous two or three Lp's...One record 
store got 15 copies of Iron Maiden and sold them in two days --selling like hotcakes in this chain-saw 
market...1 also love the new Tubes album. We've moved it up in rotation based only on requests...Jim 
Steinman is not doing nearly as well as I thought it would when ft first came out. Oh well, can't hit 
1,000 every time...Considering: Movies.. .1 just listened to the Lee Rittenour last week, and personally 
love the Rit album." 

KTIM, SAN RAFAEL, CA M.D.-BELLE: "I love the new crossover music. Now we have country/R&B with Jim 
Messina and rockareggae with Syl Sylvain. The pattern is evident. Inroads are being made for the exposure 
of different genres of music, and it's certainly not like these are contrived musical forms either. 
They've come out merely through osmosis. The Jimmy Messina Lp evokes memories of Loggins & Messina, 
even early Poco in parts. I hope no one will have closed ears because of past Messina efforts. This 
is the one. When's the reunion Lp, boys?...The Syl Sylvain is solid and clean. I found it to be one 
of the better all-around consistent releases of late. The style is there, but it's not assaulting... 
When you get ready to warm up to Jerry Jeff Walker, make sure Bubba Osborn is in your kitchen cooking 
up that hot chili. Sunshine, Summer, and Jerry Jeff Walker...On the Silverado (a trillion times stronger 
than the debut), check out: 'Don't Let Me Down'. The intro is mesmerizing and the song is hooky. 

Remember you 'heard it here'. RCA and KT1M teaming up for the first in our series of 'Heard It Here' 
buttons featuring Bruce Cockburn...Hey, Ray!! Not only are the Ghost Riders for real, but you are too. 
Thanks for the day brightening." 

WRXL, RICHMOND, VA P.D.-ILYSE GOTTLIEB: "The more I hear 'Winning' by Santana the more I like it. 
Same for the Balin album. We added 'Hearts' this week, and moved Billy Squier's 'The Stroke' up to 
power...A funny thing happened to me. I played 'The Stroke' and received 20 consecutive calls asking 
what it was. The same thing happened with 'In The Air Tonight'. I've never seen such response in all 
my life...The Producers are still hot here in Richmond, but with all the new music coming out the 
theory that the public, especially now, is hesitant to change really rings true. Look at what's being 
added: Elton John, Frampton, Starship, Moody Blues, Marty Balin, Winwood, Tom Johnston, the Who, 
Joe Walsh and Santana. They've been around for more than a decade and make the 25+ year olds 
comfortable with the 80's sound from 60s and 70s artists. Kind of makes me wonder who will still be 
here in the 90's 771  The new Blackfoot single is sure to fly to the top of the charts. From the 
sounds of the 45 seems like Blackfoot sounds more rock than Southern, along with Johnny Van Zant, 
38 Special, and even Molly Hatchet. Same holds true for Danny Joe's Lp. The diehard Hatchet fans, 
who gave Molly a lukewarm welcome after Danny Joe's departure, probably are waiting in line for the 
Lp to hit the stores...Finally, the Messina album comes just in time for Summer. It's a perfect mix 
of classy aesthetics and pop. Sure to do well, especially with women and fans of Loggins and Messina." 

WQDR, RALEIGH, NC M.D.-BOB WALTON: "It's a shame that so much product is coming out. A lot of not 
half bad records will have to be passed up simply because there isn't room. There isn't room for 
marginal products, that is. Fact is, right now the record has to be real good to get on the air. So, 
let's talk about some real good records...Jim Messina's album is, by Tà-E, the tastiest record these 
ears have heard in a long, long, long time. We're talking about the same impact that Christopher Cross 
and Rickie Lee Jones had. We're talking multiple Grammy Awards. If we played this record any heavier, 
we'd be all Messina all the time, .,Diesel is turning into a monster here in Raleigh. 'Sausolito Summer 
Nights' has the phones ringing off the wall. The record could easily be a top 5 seller, that is if the 
stores ever get stock... Cold Chisel album has surpassed even our expectations. I give ourselves a big 
pat on the back in saying that Cold Chisel is top 10 in sales. Maybe you, too, should look at 
Cold Chisel. And I beg Eletra/Asylum to release 'Khe Sahn' as a single." 

WBLM, LEWISTON/PORTLAND, ME M.D.-JOSE DIAZ: "The new George Harrison album barely makes it on the 
airwaves. I guess the single is probably the best thing on the Lp. We're also going to be checkin' 
out 'Teardrops' and 'Blood From A Clone' (which happens to be a very interesting song if you read the 
lyrics)., .The Movies have come up with a very tasty album. The two cuts that convinced us to go with 
it are 'Clockwise' and 'Motor, Motor, Motor'. Not only can these guys rock out, but they can write 
well, too., ,Arlo Guthrie comes up to Maine regularly, so when the new Lp came in it was a matter of 
the most playable cuts. Those happen to be the first two on side two...The catchiest new song I've 
heard all week is 'Nuclear Boy' by 20/20. They seem to have a lot more depth on this new and second 
album...We're already getting reaction to Plasmatics, particularly 'Summer Nite'. It seems when it's 
played all activity stops...David Lindley's 'Mercury Blues' sounds better all the time. It's a great 
segue song with that drum beginning.. ,New sales highlights: Tom Petty continues to push toward the 
top going from 13-5-4; AC/DC's 'Dirty -5Tdil—hits the top at #1; Gary U.S. Bonds continues to climb, 
going from 13-9 (I can't believe there are stations in this country still holding out on this record)." 

KAZY ? DENVER, CO M.D.-GREG GILLISPIE: "1981 is turning out to be the year that old friends make 
legitimate comebacks. Steve Winwood, the Moody Blues ('Meanwhile' should be the next 45), Peter Frampton 
(already we're getting positive calls and sales), Elton John (Good sales. Might I suggest 'Heels Of The 
Wind' as a follow-up 45?), and now GaryWright is back and taking the Ambrosia route to pop hits. 'I Got 
The Feeling' could be a smash...Randy Bachman's Union revitalizes the great pop rock feel of BTO. 
'Main Street' is going to be a great Summer song., ,Also, I think it's interesting to note that some of 
the mainstay English rockers like Climax Blues Band and Gary Wright are mellowing out and, no doubt, 
will be making the most money of their careers,. .What I've heard of the new Blackfoot album--it's 
absolutely a killer. This will be their best by far...Finally, two top 40 stations in Denver are really 
blowing it when it comes to great rock singles. I'm talking bands like Loverboy, Jim Steinman, Whitesnake, 
Split Enz, Jefferson Starship, etc. I think it's unfortunate when the two album oriented stations in 
town are having great success with the aforementioned bands, and getting no support from the high cuming 
top 40 stations. Why should they be afraid to play something with an edge? When you listen to them, 
it's all syrupy. There's no excitement, no motivation. Without this, they're going to cut their own 
throats.

As always, the 
c Coast was terrific! I really did relive my childhood this time. Went to see the house I grew up

walk and went up in the Empire State Building...So to business...We're delighted with the response to 
the Gary Wright album. Looks like everything on the first side is getting play. For you rock and 
rollers, 'Love Is A Rose', 'Heartbeat' and 'I Got The Feeling'. I'd like to suggest also a beautiful 
ballad on side one, 'Really Wanna Know You'...George Harrison is also off to a great start! Along 
with the single, everyone seems to agree on 'Teardrop' and 'Blood From A Clone'...Thanks to everyone 
who has already added Jim Messina.

If you're wondering where to go for a second or third track after 'The Voice' the 
information I've gathered so far shows 'Gemini Dream' as the second most played cut, then 'Meanwhile' 
with '22,000 Days', 'Talking Out Of Turn' and 'Veteran Cosmic Rocker' getting honorable mention. I 
think the only %rack I haven't heard mentioned is 'Reflective Smile' . ,The second album by 20/20, 'Look 
Out', is looking just fine after one week on the street. 'Nuclear Boy', 'Strange Side Of Love', 'Life 
In The U.S.A.' and, for a complete change of mood, 'American Dream' are the tracks I'd like to draw 
your attention to. 'Strange Side Of Love' will be the single. There's already solid action on 'Nuclear 
Boy'.

Peter 
Frampton all over the place. CLOSED... Speaking of comebacks, two rock and roll dinosaurs have emerged 
from the stoneage to join the airwaves: Wishbone Ash and Savoy Brown...Vocalist Claire Hamhill has 
joined Wishbone Ash as a full-fledged member. MCA is releasing a 12" of the track 'Loaded',and a tour 
is in the works... In your hands should be a copy of the single from the forthcoming Savoy Brown Lp.

Listen to this cut 
again if you're not familiar with it. It is at least as good as most of what you're playing now...Jazz 
fans: Kittyhawk on EMI and the Alfa stuff are great!"

FOR YOUR YOUR INFORMATION: 
When reading the individual station report, please remember that there are three ways in which album 
rotations are tracked. 

1. PLAYS PER DAY - This refers to the actual number of exposures an album gets between 6 AM 
and Midnight on an average day of the reporting week. 

2. PLAYS PER WEEK - Most of our weekly play reporters go back over their music logs for the previous 
week, and those totals are relayed to us and printed up. 

3. AIRPLAY EMPHASIS - Be careful not to confuse this with PLAYS PER DAY/WEEK. EMPHASIS is a system 
Of relative scaling, based on 10. If the highest rotation album gets 8 spins per day, it receives 
10 points. If another album gets 4 spins, it merits 5 points, etc. IFis allows a much more 
Wtailed rundown than the conventional light/medium/heavy system.
