Question Of The Week

EMI's Chris Hensley suggested this week's question—'Album radio got a big boost during the last
Republican/Conservative era as music and politics became even more closely intertwined. Do you
feel the current Republican conservatism will have a similar effect on contemporary rock?

ALAN SNEED, WKLS: *®I'11 say mo, not unless a major political issue such as re-institution of the
draft emerges.”

BOBBIN BEAM, WLPX: "Well, I think that it already has, but not that far-reaching a ramification.

~Punk in its fashion and rage didn't really follow through. The music is what made the 60's so
magical, and I would hope we will see a rebirth of consciousness. Seems 1ike so many people have
%otten 1az¥,)comp1acent, and uninvolved (but of course, they always said the 60's were a dry run
or the 80's).

BOB GELMS, WXRT: "Absolutely. I don't think there is any doubt about the fact that a conservative
Pepublican administration does influence the musical atmosphere of America. This is a half-joke,
half-serious statement, but I think folk music might make a small comeback, so dust off the old
Tom Paxton records. If the economy keeps going the way it is, in particular if Reagan is re-elected,
we're gonna find the 1iberal element in this country responding to the economical climate in
particular. Think about this for a minute. A Tittle over 50% of the registered voters voted in
the last election, and Ronald Reagan was elected by a little over half og those voters. You don't
need a calculator to figure out that a little over 25% of the registered voters elected Ronald
Reagan, and to quote Gil Scott-Heron, 'Mandate my ass'."

STEVE KELLER, WAPI: "I honestly do. My roommate and I had it mapped out that the 60's were gonna
happen again this decade. I'l11 give it until about '86 or '87 before it all hits the fan, and the
cycle comes back. That's why I've saved all my paisleys...Musically, I really think things will
get a lot freer. Something is gonna happen, and we're seeing it right now. I know it's an over-
werked phrase, but fractionalization is definitely occuring. Something will have to be done to
accomodate those people who have become the fractions."

JUDY MCNUTT, KGB-FM: "Absolutely, and it's already begun. I think it will go full circle again.
Underground radio reflected the radical chic activism of the 60's with music, radio, and politics
heavily intertwined with each other. And, now that old line progressive is the mainstream, as
the economic situation gets worse, we will go through a similar cycle. Young 1isteners (those
15 and under) have no concept of a restrictive society. They will be most affected by a Reagan-
esque future. Their reaction is rebellion and escape, and with the emphasis ever greater on the
25-34 demo (who will continue to get more conservative themselves), my quess is that sense of
alienation won't be reflected in the format as we know it today. Maybe college stations and pirate
neighborhood politico-rockers will spring up, and if they don't get satisfaction from radio, they'll
move to video."

KID LEO, WHMS: "I don't see another lyrical rebirth 1ike I can see people taking a hard rock stance
a using that as a political statement, without the lyrics. Rock has become a big business since
these days, and 1ike any other business they are going to cover their ass. I don't think rock
can ever get back to those days, we're just too big."

TOM STARR, WOUR: "No! 1 really don't. I think it's going to have to get a whole Tot worse before
politits and social issues become the prime target of lyricists.”

JAY WALKER, KSMB: "Sure it will. The evolution of music can always be directly traced to both
technological advancement and the social scene in America. When it will happen is anybody's guess.
But if one happens, you can bet the other one will too."

MIKE WALF, WQFM: "I think album rock radio will start seeing more timely music regarding contro-
versial events in the Reagan administration---if and when squirmishes, as what happened in Lybia
two weeks ago, turn into warfare. Up until then, the 'me' generation basically doesn't care, as
long as they personally don't have to make any sacrifice."

MIKE LYONS, WDIZ: "AS James Watts says, 'As soon as Jesus gets here'. The rise of album radio ih
rating success, and the rise of the Republican party, are coincidental. In politics, we're all
waiting for something to happen. If it comes from political or musical technologys we'll just wait
and see. We're waiting for a major artist to break through where the Republicans, Democrats, or )
Whigs probably won't make any difference."

TERRY MEINERS, WLRS: "I think if our young pedple are asked to bear arms again, you will see the

mUSAC JoIn in the rebellfon, but sheer politics won't have much effect."” )

RON SORENSEN, KBLE: “Maybe, and only if things get a whole lot worse."

LIN BREHMER, WQBK: "I think it's happening right now. The Reagan administration is adding fuel to
the fire of rebellion. The naw Gil Scott-Heron album is an excellent example of how rock music
can respond to the political climate. I also think the ever-tightening album rock structure is
strangling itself, and eventually something has to give."

MICHELE ROBINSON, KLOL: "Yes, I do, because I believe that politics always influences music one
way or another. 1 think it's beginning to happen already. Dance music is once agaif a popular
medium. I think rock and roll will follow, though a little more slowly, and it will probably be
good-time fun music. I think the Go Go's are a good example of what we expect to see. It's taken
a year for dance music to regain it's popularity. It may take as long or longey for rock and roll
to follow, but it's important for us in radio to watch for that change."

GLORIA JOHNSON, KGON: “I think it will, but it may take another couple of years--maybe as many as
5; because music generally reflects society, and as Society gets more frustrated, music will reflect
that."

BILL SIMMONS, WMYK: "That all depends on just how repressive the climate becomes. I think people '
Tearned enough from the late 60's to prevent it from reaching a similar situation."

TOM NAST, WSYR: "I don't think it will have anything to do with it, because back then, ‘the tensions
ﬁﬁi1%ﬁ€§i1y were a 1ot worse than now. The political climate has mellowed out. There is a definite
pro-American sentiment now."

CRAIG MARTIN, KZOK: "I think contemporary music has always reflected what's happening in the country.
T do think we will see music taking a more militant stance as it has in England, over the last few
years. I also expect to see a lot of the unrest, happening in England today, happening here in a
couple of years, and the music will go hand in hand with that. I just hope that radio will be able

to influence the lifestyle of the country along with the music."
DAVE BENSAN, WMET: "In25 words or less, are you kidding? The French have a saying: 'The mere

tﬁﬁngs change, the more things stay the same'."

MARC MILLER, WBCN: "T don't think they will anymore than they have alreadys because nobody wants
to hear songs abgut the world's problems anymore." -

JIM KINMEY, WTUE: "No, I don't think this current conservative government will have similar changes
beeat®e I think the changes that were going on in the early 70's were unique to that time period.
The rock and roll age group at that time was experimenting with everything, including any government
feelings, drugs, clothes, hair, sex, music, and general mores. I don't think that there's going
to be that experimental of a generation in the near future. Also, I think that part of the boost

* in music had to do with the clash between government and the pegple, whereas now I think the people
are going along more with the conservative movement." s

'BOBL KELLER, KZAP: "“I think it may have a change further down the road, but I don't see any sociat
“change happening in the next 2 years. I think the success of album radio in this last book was
due mainly to a tighter, more precise overall format presentation."

DICK HUNGATE, WYSP: "“Well, the country definitely has been and 9s moving to‘the right. I went on
record two years ago as saying that punk and new wave appeal to only a very limited segment of the
listening audience, and that is more true today than ever before."

BELLE, KE&IM: "Radio is conservative, and 5o are the political leanings of our government. Is it
coincidental or circumstantial? How long do people endure an uncompromising situation before they
rebel? Just because we take to the air with news of the latest nuke protest, or discrepancies in
our government, it doesn't mean that we'll start breaking Country Joe's ‘Feel Like I'm Fixing To
Die Rag', nor will we necessarily return radio to a creative medium. Although radio is affected
by politics, as is everything, I don't think politically conservative viewpoints, nor liberal for
that matter, will sway radio to take a different stance in it's programming philosophies. The
change will come through the industry itself as it strives to keep itself competitive and refreshing.”

SKY DANIELS, WLUP: "My imitial reaction is to say no, because as T see apathy, frustration,- and
greed have supplanted peace, love and wnderstanding as the themes of our times. More kids go to
college for vocational training than a learning experience. More radio people get into the business
for big ratings to earn more bucks rather than spread the joy of music. I don't think album radio
will do it's part in instituting any social change."

e

JOE BONADONNA, WMMR: "Album rock radio is an established form of radio, and since we are, in effect,

the new conservatives, I don't forsee any major changes in rock and roll brought on by the political
¢limate."

BOB BLETENS; WHCN: “No, because Reaganomics, and the éurrent conservative climate aren't going to
have as great an effect on the middle classes of America as did the Vietnam war. This time around
the poor will be most effected, but their effect on music/radio is somewhat less." .

LARRY BRUCE, KGB-FM: "If you consider the contributions of political strife to album rock (early

- “Dylan, flower power, Vietnam war), you realize that the era of great music on which we base the
format was coincidental with intense political strife in America. In the post-war era (since the
mid 70's), we have seen a real decay in the viability of American rock music. With a few exceptions,
Sprirgsteen and Petty for“example, nd major act has broken wide open, and no lasting musical
renaissance flowered in the America of Gerald Ford and Jimmy Carter. Not disco (homogenized R&B
dance 1icks), or punk/new wave (English working class rock), hypocritically embraced by middle class
American kids without the experiential base to relate to it. The conservative moral majority
trend of today seems to me to be sewing the seeds for a fiew musical culture, but I am not certain
how long the harvest may take, or what we will reap. My guess is 1984, unless war or economic
catastrophe or a major nuclear accident triggers an early blossoming of ????"

JIM BUCKLEY, WRCN: "Probably not. It seems as if all the poets and revolutionaries got lost in the
late 70's. Basically, the big concern in music today is getting back to the roots of sex and
drugs and rock and roll. Things will have to gét a lot worse before we see the political situatiom
influencing our music."

RON NENNI, WPYX: "At the moment, I really don't hear lyrics that refer to politics or the state of
society. Music and lyrics basically, over the past ten years, have been reflecting good times,
sex, drugs, and rock and roll, and escaping from and providing us with an escape from our nation
and world-wide problems. It's too bad there is no music with a message, but that seems to be
selling, and hopefully, in the near future, there will be less apathy."

MARK VOS, KKRQ: "Undoubtedly! I think it has afready started."

ROB ROMAN, KLAQ: "It's obvious that album radio is having great success now, as proved by the
latgst Spring Arbitrons across the country. The comparison seems to follow then that conservative
political tendencies create an environment in which rock and roll rebellion comes to the fore."

BUCK MCWILLIAMS, WIOT: "I think radio is headed in the opposite direction of current politics. At
Teast Zome ?f the smarter stations know now they don't have to be as conservative as the politics
these days.' g

TED EDWARDS, WCOZ: "I don't believe this Republican administration is much 1ike the Nixon administra-
tion, wﬁicﬁ [ believe the question refers to. That administration was one of the times of tremendous
social upheaval, which is not the trend today. The trend is to the right and not to the left. I
think you could parallel this Republican administration to the late 50's and the Eisenhower era
which was very good for rock and roll in that young people seemed to have a need to rebel against
thgir q?rgnts. The only thing at that time that seemed to be a sort of rebellion was early rock
and roll.'

CLARK RYAN, KLBJd: "I believe as the moral majority continues to make inroads into the mainstream
revolutionary tactics, in music will once again become the vogue. Not necessarily the way new
wavers attempted to take over, but more in the 1ine of some of the 60's grass roots radical music.
A perfect example of someone attempting to do just that is Frank Zappa on his new album. A couple
of songs on there, 'The Meek Shall Inherit Nothing', and 'Heavenly Bank Account' drastically attack
that school of thinking. I don't think Zappa's new album will get a great deal of airplay, but
it might open a few minds and help to begin the revolution."

ILYSE GOTTLIEB, WRXL: "When Ronald Reagan is forced to resign, and Alan Sneed goes from Houston
to the Presidency of the United States."

DUKE MEYER, WQMF: "I really don't think it's going to influence anyone, because young people aren't
into reading or politics 1ike the early 70's. If it does, it will be at the latter part of the
administration, but I doubt it will be hard core political stuff."

JEFF_KAUFFMAN, WTPA: "The developing political climate is going to create another underground. Music
has always been a social voice and cultural force reacting to the political climate. I think the
current political trend will spur a strong rock and roll reaction." «

BOB MAJERSKY, WXUS: "I don't think it will."

BRAD HOFFMAN, KZEL: "I think one of the changes the political climate brings about is 1istening
habits. I think people will want to hear things they are more familiar with and more comfortable
with, and that will benefit a well-programmed radio station.”

CHARLIE LOGAN, WFYV: "I think the political climate &musical climate are intertwined, and will be
even more so in the years to come. I feel a resurgence of late 60's activism is in the wind, and
will increase as the political climate becomes more conservative, and times continue to be rough.
I Took for the pendulum to swing back and for radio to react as it did in the late 60's and early
70's. Hopefully I'11 be a part of it."

NICK VAN CLEVE, WYNF: "I can't help believe that, as we reflect back on radio in the early 80's,
we will view it as somewhat conservative and insecure. Hopefully this trend will shift with the
political attitude of the country. With fingers crossed, I'm hoping, praying, and believing that
once again we will re-evolve into openmindedness and expanded playlists."

JANEL DOLAN, KZEW: "I hate to sound 1ike a pessimist, but I think that people's attitudes toward
being able to change anything has really changed. I think 'my generation’ has begun to believe that,
perhaps it would be better for their own interest to take care of themselves, do their own thing,
and don't protest about anything,to get their own name and number down. The passion of the 60's
and 70's music was caused by the turmoil, and they actually thought they could change something
by being vocal; but we've all returned to the point that isolation possibly is a better way to go."

KAREN ANDERSEN, WGIR-FM: "To be quite honest, I don't think so. I feel the mood of the country,

as a whole, is a lot more conservative now than it was 10-12 years ago. The baby-boomers are a

lot older now, and are settling down and raising families, buying cars, and whatnot. I think the
college students and high school students, who are following the baby-boomers, have taken more
conservative steps in the last 10 years. They're a lot more complacent now than the high school
and college students of days gone by. I feel the way college students, high school students, and
our 25-34 are now, they want to be entertained. I don't think they are very interested in stirring
up a lot of hoopla.”

DAVE LANGE, WBVE: "I think it's already had a considerable effect. Look at how much more conserva-
tive we all are. Obviously this should swing back again to a more 'progressive' attitude, but I
think it's a year-and-a-half away."

GREG ST.JAMES, WABX: "Yes, I do. But only if and when people get angry or frustrated enough to
once again turn to rock and roll as an effective public forum for social protest."

GEORGE BRADT, WBRU: "I think the heavy metal trend is indicative of conservatism in this country
among people of all ages, and I think it is about time for young people to start looking for a
culture and identity of their own, and I think this will begin to happen in less than 2 years."

RON RIZZI, WRNW: "I don't think so. I think that the 80's have become a 'me first' type of situation.
It seems that most people are more concerned about their own personal interests, and where they
are going. Musically, that kind of selfishness couldn't translate well."

STEW SCHANTZ, WPDH: "It seems we are moving into a more politically conservative era. Rock and rall
has always hung out better with rebel ideas and thoughts, so I guess my answer would be no. I

dog't {?resee the conservative thoughts of today's politicians mixing too well with today's rock

and roll."

With
the help of Stones piano player and sometimes road manager Ian Stewart, WAAF negotiated a once in a
lTifetime rock and roll promotion. Late night meetings in secret restaurants led to Jagger's approval

of WAAF's ticket distribution scheme. We would give all 300 tickets for Sir Morgan's Cove to the most
zealous Stones fans in New England--WAAF listeners wearing our t-shirts and displaying our bumper
stickers. On the tickets: 'The Cockroaches-Blue Monday'. Monday afternoon Rob Barnett, Steve Stockman,
and Ian Stewart took to one unmarked vehicle while General Manager Steve Marx, Assistant Promo Director
Jeff Alpert, and Long View Farms representative Kath Holden went for another. Bernstein held down the
fort, and as per agreement with the Stones, turned tﬁe Tnternational press away. We agreed to no pre-show
publicity and went as far as keeping the gig location completely off our air. The streets of Worcester
County were covered with call letters, and the Santa Claus syndrome was a trip for all of us. Within
several hours, all 300 tickets were gone. That night 4,000 uninvited guests turned up in a relatively
orderly fashion to see the band. When the Stones went on at midnight, club owner Joe Faucher opened

the doors so the crowd outside could hear the show. Despite the large gathering, there was no injury,

no vandalism, and no destruction of property. There were 11 arrests for minor offenses such as disturbing
the peace and disorderly conduct. The band and 1ts management were pleased with the show. Their initial
desire was for the Stones to pull off a 'low key informal gig for Rol11ing Stones fans'. Except for

"Tow key' that's exactly what they got."

KTXQ, DALLAS, TX M.D.-DRAKE HALL: “Mayday is a good record. May be one of the sleeper bands of the year..,
Another mega-sleeper is the Harlequin on CBS. When they bust 100,000 units north of the border, it's

a record to watch. Canucks may be dumb (eh?) but they know how to rock and roll. Just kidding Mike
Levine...Also added the Donnie Iris this week. Let's all chip in, buy Donnie contact lenses and get

him into Gentleman's Quarterly. Is it true he's really Frankie Avalon's twin brother with Downes

syndrome? Just kidding, Donnie, yer the best. Love ya, don't ever change. (And I really mean it, babe)...
Really 1ike the ARS album. Deserves a real shot, even if you do 1ive in Atlanta and aren't into
rhythm...Love the Chilliwack...And the Police single--just makes me crazy. (Did you hear a knock at the
door?)...Red Rider getting pretty good phone calls. Obviously, 'Lunatic Fringe' is the one...Fogelberg
selling top 10, but relatively 1ight phones so far."

t least the "Miami™ an ay Goodbye' trax have sounds very reminiscent of Springsteen. Already
getting retail nibbles, should do well in the first month of sales...One interesting thing on Mayday
is,after a week of playing 'So Young So Bad) I got calls for Starz. Apparently people are aware of the
track. It sounds good on the radio...Already getting a good sales picture on the Dead, and of course,
phones from the Deadheads. ..Seger showing hot phones and pretty good top 20 sales...Hall & Oates
showing steady sales. Think side one sounds really good...Like the sound of the Nils Lofgren but heavies
" will make sell-through tough...Little River Band is starting to retail. Think it's going to be helped
by the concert this weekend. The single seems to be building...We've been getting initial reaction on the
Police single and inquiries as to when the Lp comes out...Getting some calls on Shooting Star's 'Flesh
And Blood' and light retail...Little Feat showing steady sales...Some phones on Triumph; and an increase
in sales for Dy]an...Considering: Entwistle and John Hall."”

KZEW, DALLAS, TX M.D.-JANEL DOLAN: "We love the new Red Rider and the Billy Thorpe. The interest, phone
calls, and sales have influenced us to move both to heav rotation...Diesel is in heavy and bringing in
the calls...I'm in love with Dan Fogelberg. I resent him being called a wimp!!...ATice Cooper's cover
of 'BilTion Dollar Babies' is not to be ignored. Check it out even if you don't play it...Speaking of
covers, Billy Idol's cover of 'Mony Mony' is excellent.

Can you believe
Neal is just 25 years o1d? He was in Santana at 15. This record will be a credibility shot for Journey,
Just as they hit it big on the pop charts and some critics might be tempted to wash them out, Neil
comes back with a musical effort that will definitely gain favor...I hope RCA releases 'Magic Power' by
Triumph as the single., It's definitely hitbound...The new Genesis 'Abacab' to me seems much better
suited than the single choice., Either way, we're anticipating the album very heavily...Nils Lofgren has
always deserved stardom.

Seger is one of a handful of
rockers who still believes in doing a Tive show right, and it shows in the quality of this live album...
Bi]1¥ Joel's live album is a very pleasant surprise. Thank God he didn't choose to simply do 1ive clone
versions of his hit singles...Speaking of hit singles, the Police are definitely on the right track with
their new one. 1I'm definitely looking forward to the new album from what has become one of my favorite
bands...Bonnie Iris made it to the airwaves this week. I prefer 'Love Is Like A Rock' to 'Merile',

Although they're both good songs, I think 'Rock' has the catchier hook and has more potential as the single.;s
One other album got added this week, and I think it needs some explanation, considering all the grief I've
given the guys at Polygram about it. 1 avoided adding. Jon and Vangelis all these weeks, even though almost
everyone else added it, for a couple of reasons. The first is personal and, admittedly, not extremely
valid. 1I've never really Tiked Jon Anderson's voice or felt that he was a major talent in any way. The
second, perhaps more valid, reason is that as far as I'm concerned 'The Friends Of Mr. Cairo' is a novelty
cut: Sure it generates phone calls, but so did Fisheads. Any weird song will get people calling in, but ¥
won't necessarily add to the overall quality of the station's sound.

I guess they need the 12 minutes to get their act
ogether in the morning. e sales and requests are starting to show a significant increase, so this week
1 swallowed my pride and added i1t...I'm Tooking at Martin Briley and still tF¥ying to decide on Meat Loaf
for next week...One final note: Thank you Atlantic for having the good sense to finally support Diesel."

WAQX, SYRACUSEg NY P.D./M.D.-ED LEVINE: “The Police single is, in my opinion, the best they have ever
one. e debut Police and Joe Jackson albums came out at the same time. Lots of people, myself included, |,
were more excited about Joe Jackson. I guess time has proven which was the major artist between those
two...The Billy Joel album is a great concept. My favorite Billy Joel comes from 'Turnstiles' and 'Pianc
Man'.

Trst, let me say that on a regular basis we're 'stroked' by company promo
people regarding the fact that we are not a tightly formated radio station in a country where 95% of the
so-called album rock stations are programmed like the old days of Top 40, and that we are willing to
expose, 'break', if you will, new talent on their label. This is true if the talent merits it. In the
case of a band like the Pretenders, Q104 played them regularly before Warners in the States ever knew
they existed. We've stood by th{s band since day one, so when a nationwide broadcast takes place provided
by Starfleet, who we've been dealing with for over two years, we expect to carry it.

Who got the time/tour
support buy? The radio station who never even plays the Ramones. This business is so screwed up that
it has come down to radio stations that don't play records getting the support from record companies.

For radio stations such as Q104 to exist, and Lord knows the record companies need us, the time to )
support stations like us is right now; or else don't ever talk to me about how bad radio has gotten and
how nobody adds or plays recordsy"
