WAAF, WORCESTER, MA M.D.-ROB BARNETT: "So they blow on the West Coast--out here in the wild East we've 
got the 'Schvitzing Squad'. Stay tuned for further details...The J. Geils Band  have taken the throne here 
in just four short weeks. We show #1 requests and #1 sales on these Bay State rockers...AC/DC is doing 
the same for us as it is for you, but I will mention a cut we really like 'Night Of The Long Knives'... 
Looking forward to seeing Genesis on tour--'Abacab' is holding down heavy airplay...We're giving 
considerable local play to a new Ep from the Peter Dayton Band. You might want to try Roger Lifeset for 
a copy...Added Bob Welch this week and seeing pretty favorable response to 'It's What You Don't Say'... 
Personals: To Marvin: I'm genuinely glad to hear that David cares that you care.. .10 Steve: If I wore 
them and added it, wouldn't that be considered payola?" 

WAQX, SYRACUSE, NY P.D./M.D.-ED LEVINE: "I will save the AC/DC comments for those about to spout off 
endlessly at the mouth. The tune we are having good success with is called 'Let's Get It Up'. It's going 
to be a back seat anthem for the holiday season--take my word for it...The Pink Floyd disc is getting 
some phone calls and will definitely sell a lot of records for the greatest hits package...We've made the 
Sneaker album our pick of the week and are giving it a medium rotation shot this week and tying in with 
FM7E-ant at retail. The record's got strong possibilities for us on the air. I'm a little nervous 
though about the type of person it appeals to, not going out and buying a lot of albums these days. 
Hopefully, though, they will hit this one...Ozzy's 'You Can't Kill Rock And Roll' is doing much better 
for us than 'Flying High Again'...We had the Mink DeVille on special last week, and dammit the album 
picked up significantly in sales! I know there's not a lot of action on it, and I know the holidays will 
present a longevity problem, but 'Just Give Me One Good Reason' is a great tune, no doubt about it...The 
hook on Eddie Schwartz so far seems to be his name. Everyone thinks we're goofing--so we now backsell 
him as Paul Yeskel--and that should stick...Henry Paul is doing very well as expected. Some of his older 
fans have commented that the two obvious singles lack some of the grittiness, so we've also added cut 1 
side 2, as well as the other two...The Molly Hatchet is generating a lot of interest...The Stones 
opening this week in front of 80 thousand people ain't hurtin'. By the way, it's a great compliment to 
Syracuse that the Stones are here but I think after this week is done, I'm gonna need a vacation. People 
I didn't even know knew me are calling up for tix, and the people I got tickets for are complaining that 
the seats aren't good enough.. .Is only rock and roll.. .One more time, please give the Go Go's the chance 
that they deserve. 'We Got The Beat' came in as one of our Top 5 requested pieces of music this week!" 

WLAV-FM, GRAND RAPIDS, MI P.D.-DAVE LOGAN: "Hope everybody had a great turkey day—cobble, gobble and 
all that...Around here we've been stuffing ourselves on the AC/DC album. It makes me feel so good to 
be 17 years old again--I've broken out in zits! I really can't recall an album with such intense guitar 
work in just ages, and the sixth member of the band, Mutt Lange, certainly deserves a pat on the back 
for giving us a state-of-the-art rock and roll album.

RAINBOW is currently in Canada working on their 7th album due to be released in February-
with an extensive U.S. tour to follow. They've got one track already recorded and 8 
orignials written, and may be doing a cover of another Russ Ballard song. Further there's 
been a replacement in Rainbow. Don Airey has left and Boston-native David Rosenthal  
takes his place at keyboards. 

Canadian rock trio RUSH have just completed their tour of Europe, and begin their U.S. 
tour. Rush bassist and vocalist Geddy Lee meanwhile will appear on a forthcoming comedy
