are Philadeiphia smashes, holding #4 record sales...Waitresses break into the Top 10 at #8...The

Human League cracked the Top 20, coming in #I8 for the second week of play. Doing amazingly well.

The song is so hot--many, many requests, and it sounds excellent on the radio...The Rick Springfield
album is exploding on the air. ~The obvious lead tracks are: *Strangers' and 'Christina’...Bonnie
Raitt doing well with #10 sales and medium midday calls...Rich Little stopped by this past week and

Before the lead cut listings, you will notice three colums of numbers.

We feel that 1t is highly relevant

to include the number of weeks a station has been on a given album--so we're listing that information in a

third column at the far left...We 1ist debuts with a small "d".

That indicates that the Lp is in the second

week of play. So--this week, we took last week's debuts, and gave them a 3 in the "weeks on" column. Next
week those 3's will change to 4's--and so on. It's pretty simple.

The Airplay Index is our ranking system for the amount of play on albums as a whole. We determine
rankings by converting all daily and weekly play reports to a 1-10 emphasis system and totalling
the points on a given Lp.
