It's the most fun when you're with an important
station in a big city. Big name stars you've never met phone you, call you by your first name, and
speak in a manner suggesting a lasting personal friendship. Even though your own salary is considerably
less than any disc jockey on your station, the national officers of big record companies phone you,
call on you, take you to dinner and treat you as a real VIP, which you are, Discounting all the
meaningless back-slapping and phony goodwill that goes with record promotion, the music director is
more a part of the record business than anyone else at his station. It's part of his job to know
what's going on in the world of records. It's a fascinating world of show business and it's fun to
be a part of, if only as an observer. The fun of being a music director more than compensates for
the daily chores of auditioning all those new releases. Those who have never faced this task for any
lTength of time have little notion what a grinding and frustrating experience it can be. It requires
many hours every day to listen all the way through to every new record that arrives. Add to this, the
extra hours that the conscientious music director spends in listening several times to those new
entries that he considers important. The amount of trash that must be sifted through to discover the
worthwhile items is enormous. An unfamiliar label by an unknown artist may be tossed out unheard,
The first few bars of one side may be so unacceptable that no further attention is paid to it. And
if he gets too busy with other duties, he may put aside the remaining newcomers in a "file for future
reference" category, the 1imbo of lost records. In order to be effective, the music director must
know his market. While a majority of hit records do well in all areas, certain artists and certain
musical sounds tend to do better in one city than in another. An awareness of local preferences is
essential in guiding the MD's selection of new material'...Gee, I guess as much as things change,
they really stay the same."

“noon, complaining about the fact that I have enough records I'd like to add but only room enough for
two or three. So how do you decide, he asks? Good question, said I. So in the way of a partial
answer, here are the five main qualifying criteria for getting an album added at WHCN: 1) The album
js by a well established artist. Foreigner, Journey, Stones, Who, etc. are obviously automatic. Even
a bad album by these groups will receive at least some airplay. 2) The group/album/song has a
gimmick or is a novelty of some sort. The Go Go's have a gimmick. Yea, they also have a hit single,
but the initial buzz was caused py the fact that they were a good-looking all-female band, and radio
is dominated by your basic sexist, drooling, horny male. 3) The album has an undeniable song. Joan
Jdett's 'I Love Rock And Roll' is a prime example. Aldo Nova's 'Fantasy' or 'Still In Saigon' by
Charlie Daniels would also probably qualify. 4) The music is new and fresh without being a tuneout.
Obviously, this is a very subjective thing. I 1ike to think that I have a good idea of what new music
my audience will or will not tolerate. No offense meant, but choices, breakers, and flashmakers
don't mean shit if your audience doesn't like the stuff. Reading the trades to find out what's new
is fine, but any music director worth anything should allow himself to be guided by the tastes of his
audience and to trust his own ears, Bands that have qualified in this category in recent times
include: XTC, Soft Cell, U2, and the Police, among others. §) The album has established itself
through airplay at other stations, and we just missed the boat by not adding it sooner. Occasionally,
we're late on a very strong album--you can't hear 'em all. Of course, none of this is hard and fast.
There will always be as many exceptions as there are rules...One additional note: The question was
raised as to why certain records that get heavy airplay fail to inspire any listener interest. The
examples given were: Prism, Wrabit, and Le Roux (which among other albums received a hefty amount
of airplay here, but never got any requests and sold only minimally). The problem is that sound-alikes,
regardless of what a certain consultant's callout research indicates, don't make it. Given a choice
between playing a Wrabit or Le Roux song that sounds 1ike Foreigner or playing a Foreigner song, guess
which one I'd choose?...Next week's lecture: The real reason behind the current record sales slump...
By the way, I love the new Sampler cassette. We'll no doubt make good use of it."

to thank the folks at Friday Morning Quarterback Album Report for their newest innovation: The
cassette sampler. Anything that saves time and helps us do our job better is greatly appreciated...
What makes Toto interesting is also what gets them into trouble. Their music is so carefully

arranged and impeccably produced that it sometimes crosses over into sterility. This time around,
they've allowed some passion to shine through, especially on 'Rosanna', the tastiest thing they've
done in years. If you're looking for something that rocks a 1ittle more, try: Side Two, with 'Afrafd
Of Love' leading the way...Paul McCartney's and Stevie Wonder's voices sure do sound lovely together,
I just wish they would have done something that rocks out more...Peter Noone has earned my everlasting
respect for digging up that wonderful old Sutherland Bros. and Quiver song 'You Got Me Anyway'.

The performances are not perfect, but they are passionate--and that's what live
rock and roll is all about...'Stone Cold' is, without a doubt, the classiest thing that Rainbow has
ever done. This one should grab more than just the teens...Finally, we owe a thank you to: Mike Rose
from MCA for being so consistently helpful with research,"

WTUE, DAYTON, OH M.D.-JIM KINNEY: "We have a new Program Director. Michael McConnell has accepted
another position that can't be disclosed at this point in time. Dave Luczak will take over the PD-ship,
effective immediately...This week we added: Greg Kihn, Point Blank, and Rainbow...The Kihn is great!
