P.D. Joe Folger:  

Rock Wars, eh?  In the Great White North, the wea-
pons are radio waves fired from the top of the IDS 
Tower in downtown Minneapolis.  This is a brief history 
of how the war broke out.  FM101 changed from a top 
40 format to album rock 2 years ago.  Under the 
direction of Dave Hamilton, the station has steadily 
increased its ARB share (up 4 books in a row).  It 
is one of the country's only major market stations to 
successfully make the change from top 40 to album 
rock.  FM to FM, KDWB has beaten KQ the last three 
books in a row.  October/November 1980 5.7 to 4.5; 
Spring 1981 6.3 to 5.6, and Fall of '81 6.6 to 6.0. 
KQRS AM and FM are sold in combo and so is KDWB AM. 
We have also topped KQRS in the last three books 
combined AM and FM shares. October/November 80 
8.7 to 5.5; Spring '81 8.9 to 6.4; and Fall of '81 
8.4 to 6.8.  Numbers can be stretched but they 
don't lie.  In black and white on page six of the 
Fall 1981 Arbitron it says KDWB has a higher share 
of the audience.  The success of this station is no 
accident. 

I plan to grow on the solid base Dave has already 
developed.  The people here help make the station 
great.  My assistant, Bill Richards, is a rising star 
with the eye of the tiger.  The staff at the station 
is one of the best ever assembled, and they work well 
together.  You are only as strong as your weakest 
link, and at 101FM there are no weak links on the 
staff.  Ask the competition.  They have approached 
almost all of our staff.  101FM is a fine place to 
be; ask the competition.  Most of them have knocked 
on the door of the Home of Rock And Roll.  In a nut-
shell, 101's strong points are people and programming. 
The research department is untouchable.  The music 
is freshened constantly, presentation is crisp, 
exciting, and always moves forward.  101FM owns 
the local music scene.  Our involvement with local 
musicians is massive (night clubs, local albums, local 
concerts, etc.) and our efforts are sincere.  We 
service the older portion of our audience with events 
like 101 days at Valley Fair, charity softball games, 
and we also play a major part in the Minnesota State 
Fair, which is the second largest fair in the country. 
Look for us to be even more involved in the future 
in ways that I cannot discuss here.  After all, this 
is a war; a conflict of power and ideas.  We have a 
lot of fun, but we're not telling where we're 
shooting from or when. 

KQRS has been in town for 12 years.  Originally a 
free-form station, they disappointed a loyal 
audience by signing with Superstars in 1977.  We've 
found in focus groups people in the Twin Cities believ 
that KQ has let them down.  Years ago, the music was 
unique and special.  Now it's old and weak, and the 
personalities are perceived as being lackluster.  We 
will be watching closely what impact recent changes 
will make in that image. It seems KQ subscribes to the 
philosophy of if you can't be the market leader, then 
copy them.  Hence, the term former KQ jock Hal Hoover 
coined, "K-Clone" short for KQRS.  At 101, we have 
conceptualized a very precise target, and we are con-
stantly reevaluating our position, plus ourcompetitors' 
and from time to time will adjust that target 
accordingly. 

The key to winning in Minneapolis is dominating the 
target demo, and that's what we do.  KQ's front line 
of 18-24 year olds is defecting to our side at a very 
comforting rate.  Soon we will also start seeing that 
more with the 25-34 year olds!  When it comes to new 
music, we win again.  101 is playing as much new 
product as the competition, but that is not the battle. 
The object is to add the right music at the right time. 
To be first is not always best, and to always be secon 
is not the best solution either.  I use research only 
as a tool to confirm my emotions.  The positioning 
game has intensified recently when Jeff Pollack came 
to town.  I expect the other guys to lean on the 
"12 years of rock" image and we can't disregard the 
hybrid WLOL.  Our competition is strong and this will 
be a great battle.  I have a lot of respect for Jeff. 
Promotions seem to be his strong suit and one of my 
main concerns will be following the situation like 
a Minnesota wolf, avoiding traps and pouncing on the 
best meals at the choicest times.

P.D. Doug Sorenson:  

KQRS has been album rock since March of 1970, with 
two phases in its history; basically progressive 
70-77 and Abrams/Superstars since then.  Over the years 
we had several challenges, but no real competition. 
50,000 watts WDGY AM went album rock for a couple 
of months back in 1977 (with Mr. Bob Hattrik as P.D.), 
and in 78-79 U100 tried an album/top 40 hybrid format, 
which ran into money problems.  Then long time top 
40 power KDWB bought the FM, and P.D. Dave Thompson 
took over  and put in an adult/album rock format with 
a very low-key approach.  At that time, Dave Hamilton 
was programming WLOL AM, with an almost new wave 
rock, top 40 feel. 

All during this period (78-80), KQRS was steadily 
increasing our share with Superstars; 6's, 8's and 10's 
in a town that had been traditionally very strong top 
40 (Sebastian, Bennett).  When we hit double digits, 
Doubleday and Dave Hamilton, in particular, care on 
with guns blazing.  They suddenly  started playing 
great album tracks, surrounding them with the hits, all 
with a very clean "more music" approach.  Bob Hattrik 
was brought in as national P.D. and all that combined 
to really take a chunk out of our numbers.  October 
1979, KQRS 10.0 KDWB 2.6; April/May 1980 KQRS 8.5 
KDWB 2.8; October/November 1980 KQRS 8.5-5.5, KDWB 
2.8-5.7.  So, a station that never really had competi-
tion was suddenly challenged with very aggressive 
programming from Doubleday, complete with call-out 
research, extensive billboard campaign, a thousand 
dollar a day giveaway, and that very streamlined less 
talk/more rock philosophy. 

I see their growth as a function of a successful 
grab for that most impressionable,young audience.  KDWB 
had been strong with teens for years, so  staying with 
those calls on the FM dial was perfect for the kids. 
However, anyone over 18 would be embarrassed to listen 
to the FM because of the long-time teeny-bop image of 
the AM.  I see a real roadblock for them in the 18-34 
demographic.  Their heavy bar scene involvement won't 
help 25+ and their new slogan "The Home of Rock and 
Roll" won't appeal to the younger demographics who 
will think Bill Haley or Chuck Berry when they hear it. 
Their lack of audience involvement is absolutely a 
problem.  There is no relating to time of season, sports, 
current events, weather, etc. and no adult over 18 
is into winning tickets to a rock concert or an album. 
Listeners perceive them as simply a music station, and 
that's it.  Plus they haven't evolved in two years; 
same grand giveaways, lots of billboards, but no 
real community involvement. 

Still when I got to town, I heard a lot of music 
that didn't make sense:  707, Tarney Spencer, Bread 
("Mother Freedom"?), and I said, "This is madness, 
how can this guy be playing these records.  What's 
more, he's getting great numbers playing turntable 
hits." So, I started monitoring them for 18 hours a 
day, got every record they played, kept track of their 
promo liners, and got to know everything about them. 
We realized their songs were testing extremely well, 
and after seeing the December 1980 Mediatrend go 10-5.5 
their way, we realized the need to play more of their 
records.  So that we did. 

Since that time, the numbers have swung back in our 
direction.  April/May KDWB 6.3 KQRS 6.4; Fall '81 
KDWB 6.6 KQRS 6.8.  The key to winning in Minneapolis 
is the 25-34's and that's where our positioning is 
strongest.  In the latest, ARB we were #2 adults behind 
KS95.  We've been the album station for going on 13 
years and that's a major image boost.  Our on-air 
approach reinforces the fact that there is more to 
album radio than rock concerts and T-shirts, and we 
will continue to drive that home.  Their call-out 
rock is getting tiresome, and they are much tighter 
than we are at this time.  We have top 40 WLOL 
playing lots of new music (Soft Cell, Bow-Wow-Wow, 
Asia, etc.) and so we're the only two stations in this 
musically active market playing new music.  By the 
time KDWB researches it, it's too late to play it with 
any impact. (Human League). 

When I hit town in September 1980, Dave Hamilton 
mailed me the Superstars master list, along with a memo 
stating, "Doug, play these records in this exact 
order, or you will end up like all those other KQ P.D.' 
I responded with a lovely funeral wreath, and he came 
back with a bag of stones  and, "I think you should 
keep these in your pockets, so you don't float away. 
We like your sound."  Now considering 77% of our 
listeners are 18-34, and our three book growth trend 
has us up 32% men 18-34, and 77% women 18-34. I say 
the whole bum likes our sound.

KZOK/KJET, SEATTLE, WA  P.D.-JIM ROBINSON: "I suppose the rumor mill has ground on long enough.  Yes, 
it's true.  There is a modern rock station in Seattle.  It's KJET, sister to KZOK, and it can be 
found at 1600 (actually 1590) on your AM dial, with a healthy 5000 watts 24 hours, directional at night. 
Our Program Director is Steve Larson, a veteran of Seattle and Denver radio.  KJET is automated, 
which makes for consistent song rotation and either front or back announcing of all current product. 
When we add a record, we hammer it to the tune of 8 plays a day, thereby insuring familiarity.  We 
do want to sell records as well as movies, concerts, clothes, beer, and soft drinks.  We believe the 
format will appeal to teens and 18-24 women with a sound that's up, fun, and danceable.  We are not 
a counter-culture experiment, nor are we taking a stand against any other form of radio.  We just want 
to have a good time and make a few bucks in the process.  And quite frankly, I would not want to be 
selling against a combo with KZOK.  And, no, we are not Sebastian II.  So far, we've done guest dj 
shots with Chris Butler of the Waitresses.  Thanks to:  Polygram's Jeff Laufer and Calvin Lew; and, 
MTV's Mark Goodman and Louise Rauscher. By the way, the Waitresses were great fun for three shows in 
two different Seattle venues.  The crowds were surprisingly normal--you know, bus drivers, secretaries, 
and of course, waitresses.  Our first KJET concert with Albatross Productions is:  Dave Edmunds at the 
Showbox Theater June 20th.  It's well on its way to a sellout.  We're getting tons of mail (well, 
10 to 12 letters a day), and it's overwhelmingly positive.  I did receive one complaint from a local 
CBS salesman for playing his Nick Lowe record too often.  Anyway, support of any kind for KJET would 
be appreciated greatly.  This is a prime opportunity to make it work...Added This Week: The Clash, 
The Swingers, Rolling Stones, Men At Work, Frank and Moon Unit Zappa, and Joe King Carrasco... 
Incidently, the real story in this town is KZOK, truly Seattle's best rock and roll." 

KYYS, KANSAS CITY, MO  P.D./M.D.-JOE MacCABE: "First of all, I'd like to complain about the picture 
from Jon's bowling party.  I'm actually in perfect shape (not a Widette as pictured), and suspect 
Bill retouched my jowls to make him look better in comparison...Steve Miller renews my faith with 
the latest Lp.  'Cool Magic' is my personal fave  with a strong second choice being:  'Keeps Me 
Wondering Why'...I agree that we have to deal with the Bruce/Bonds connection.  If you're in the Midwest 
and not playing 'Out Of Work', time to get back in touch with reality...A late add on: Split Enz. 
They're coming to town and deserve some support...Happy to support a local act, Clocks--stars of the 
KY102 Homegrown album...Be looking out for the Secrets band.

A perfect Summer rock and 
roll tune--already getting calls...Also: David Johansen just knocks me right off my seat.  I thought 
that would never happen after seein Pirm live...With the release of the new John Waite album, it's 
easy to see who the Babys were.  What other guys?...Bow-Wow-Wow--WOW!!  I think it could work...Glad 
Gary Bonds has a steady job.  Sure is a nice guy.  I asked him what the U.S. stood for, and he said, 
'Beats me.  My ex-manager thought it up'... 'Partytown' is just what I expected from the best looking, 
most talented Eagle...The thing that's so attractive about the Marshall Crenshaw record is that it's 
clutter-free and sounds happy on the radio.  I've had enough bummer music for now...A lot of calls  
on the Survivor single.  It's really their best cut ever...Boy, A Flock Of Seagulls is starting to 
sell, and we're getting calls for 'I Ran'...'Valley Girl' requests go without saying...Lots of calls  
for:  Men At Work, 'Down Under'.  Probably #6 in calls, behind:  Asia, Frank Zappa, and Huey Lewis. 
Overall, it's our most active new song...The Monroes now up to #12 sales and getting phenomenal calls... 
Also like the Nazareth single and can't wait for the video." 

WEBN, CINCINNATI, OH  M.D.-CURT GARY: "From the 'better-late-than-never' department:  Well, we're not 
really late with this--I was just real anxious to get on it when I heard it--and, of course, I'm 
talking about former Babys star John Waite.  WEBN has jumped out on:  'Change'.  Though I would 
also recommend 'Mr. Wonderful' and highly urge everyone to crank that record up'''   Next in line has 
got to be David Johansen and the Animals medley.  Get on it before the Summertime passes you by... 
Cincinnati has turned into a 'Partytown'. Instant phones on Glenn Frey.  With the exit of area students 
from their various allegiances, it couldn't have been timed better...A real memory jogger--that's 
what I see the Rolling Stones album as.  Also ask around for the single version of 'Going To A Go-Go' b/w 
a previously unreleased'Beast Of Burden'. Any Stones album is an event...A lot of people in the 
industry have mentioned that 'Fingers Burned' from Alan Parsons doesn't sound like the Project, and 
they expressed surprise that we picked that as the lead track.

WMET, CHICAGO, IL  M.D.-DAVE  BENSON: "Adds: Alan Parsons, Sparks, April Wine, Nazareth, Fleetwood Mac, 
Frank Zappa, Survivor, and Eddie Money--and the Stones... I'd rap down this long list of new additions but, 
after what I'm about to say next, nobody will give a shit.  By the time you read this I will have left WMET 
to become Tour Manager for the Pat Metheney Group.  After 10 years of radio madness, I need a break.  This 
is a golden opportunity to get a new perspective on the music business.  I have no illusions that it will 
be any less bizarre.  I want to  publicly  thank Bruce Holberg, Trip Reep, and my friends at WMET and 
Metromedia for their guidance and friendship.  Unfortunately, time, space, and good taste don't allow me 
to say goodbye to all of my record industry friends the way I'd really like to.  A sincere thanks to all 
who helped and managed to maintain a sense of humor along the way.  I do hope to meet face-to-face with 
a lot of the MD's and PD's as we cross the country.  Thanks also to Bill, George, and the whole staff of mad 
typists  at the sheet.  I've had a lot of fun writing for and reading the constant stream of verbal diarrhea. 
As a parting shot, let me just pass along a final thought or two:  Skyboy, I'm going to miss you more than 
you know.  Just try to keep your jaw wired to your brain and not your ego, and things will work out just 
fine.  Actually, the truth of the matter is, I'm leaving WMET because any job that isn't good enough for 
Sky Daniels isn't good enough for me." 

WYSP, PHILADELPHIA, PA  M.D.-STEVE FEINSTEIN: "Clocks' She Looks A Lot Like You' has got me hooked.  I go 
bonzo for punchy, power pop with hot harmonies, and Clocks fits the bill.  It reminds me a bit of the Cars 
when they were rocking out on their first album, before they became as cutesy as they are these days.. .111 
venture to say this is the best Eddie Money sounds since his first album.  We're taken with the clean produc-
tion of 'Think I'm In Love.,and Eddie's smoother, less grating vocals.  Bill's comparison with John Cougar 
is right on-the-money... 'Showdown' may prove to be for Riot what 'Bringing On The Heartbreak' was for 
Def Leppard.  It's an emotive ballad that broadens the band's following well beyond the heavy metal core... 
'Psychobabble' on the Alan Parsons album does far more for me than 'Fingers Burned'.  Parsons deserves 
praise for continuing to use Colin Blunstone's gorgeous, ethereal voice.  Anybody out there still listening 
to 'Innismore', 'One Year', and 'Odyssey And Auracle'?...Stray Cats is turning heads around the office. 
People are jitterbugging in the halls and sporting D.A.'s and ponytails.  Wish I had held on to that '56 
Chevy...Greg Copeland's 'Used' is the standout for me on Bill's Sampler.  Love the way it chugs along. 
Reminds me of Rodney Crowell...wl on the office turntable-77—Tositive/Negative' by Positive Noise. 
It's coming out on Sire soon, but why wait, get an import copy on Statik.  This will recharge your batteries 
and remind you of why you got in this meshuggana business.. .1 understand why John Waite's 'Wild Life' is 
being overlooked.  It's the last song on an album that is thick with delights.  Take 31/2 minutes out of 
your life and drop your stylus on the final song on the second side to hear the album's hottest rocker... 
Now it is time for my obligatory Monroes mention, Crenshaw kudos, Haircut hype, and Flock flagging.  Thank 
you...Good seeing Sandy Fagan from Coast to Coast Records...Always a joy having lunch with Jim Sotet,  who 
you must make sure shows you his Davey Crocket wallet next time you see him... Also nice seeing Michael Plen  
(in heaven everything is fine)... And, real good talking with WLLZ's Doug Podell." 

WLUP, CHICAGO, IL  M.D.-SKY DANIELS: "Record Of The Week: Eddie Money, 'Running Away'.  This is the 
one that my ears keep turning to.  Best represents Eddie's street corner approach to pop.  I kiddingly 
said to Rapper that listening to the advance cassette gave the impression that it was a double album, 
there's so much good music on it.  This week, don't remain an asswipe to convention, really do some-
thing to help the career of Eddie Money...The new Fleetwood Mac has possibly the best production values 
I've heard in recent years.  I'll say it again, Lindsey Buckingham and Richard Dashut are approaching 
a studio sensibility that could be awesome...A lot of people smirked when we OTB'd the David Johansen 
'Animals' medley; but then, a lot of people in this business know absolutely nothing about rock and 
roll beyond Apple computers.  David Johansen is really a rock and roller.  If you don't think so, 
check your definition...Glenn Frey's solo album is giving the audience a party charge.  Glenn, as I 
understand, is preparing to undertake a promotional tour.  I really plan on probing deep into the 
'Desperado' legend of the Eagles...Well, Bill--while you were printing accounts of petty slingshot 
matches and billing them as 'Rock Wars', 3.7-a—Tet the big one escape ya. David Benson resigned from 
WMET this week.  In all due respect, Dave was a fierce competitor.  He and I challenged each other 
through programming upheavals, remainiñ7ihrough each to fight on.  I must say he would kick ass in 
any other market in America.  And if you doubt it out there, I welcome all contenders to go after 
his gig and see if you can fill his shoes.  Good luck, Dave, you knucklehead.  Now get out of here." 

WMMS, CLEVELAND, OH M.D.-KID LEO: "The Stones live is no more and no less than the perfect document 
of the tour, at least until their next onslaught on America.  They have put out more live albums 
than any other band, yet each one seems refreshing and timely...Speaking of live, David Johansen has 
always been a dynamo on stage, but people seem to feel that he can't translate onto vinyl.  It was a 
smart thing to put out a live album.  For his old fans, there are his infamous 'covers' and some of 
his strongest songs a la 'Frenchette'; and, 'Funky But Chic' is making a whole new audience.  I've 
been in this boy's corner for so long, I know he's not the great white hype...It took Steve Miller 
four years to get our 'Circle Of Love', seems like it only took four months to get out 'Abracac r1 1. 
He knows that 'Circle' was a flop, but as bad as that was, 'Abracadabra' was as good--which means 
pretty good.  Interesting note, though:  Whereas Miller usually does the lion's share of writing, 
he only has two tunes on this album--but it's the performance that counts.. .1 don't know if anybody 
is going to get past 'Eye Of The Tiger' on Survivor, because there are other good tracks on it, but 
our phones are ringing off the hook for 'Rocky III'...But even the theme to 'Rocky III' takes a 
distinct second place to 'Valley Girl'.  Had a delightful conversation with Moon Zappa over the 
phone.  She's definitely Frank's daughter.  When we asked what she was planning to do for future 
endeavors (music, acting, or whatever), she said that her goal was to make a Hawaiian Punch commercial. 
Look out, Marie...A lot of people agree with me--the Gary U.S. Bonds is the best album of '82 so far." 

WMMR, PHILADELPHIA, PA  M.D.-LISA RICHARDS: "It's great to be back in the Bill Hard Sheet. I want to 
thank all my friends for the enthusiastic welcome, not to mention the fruitil   Record Of The Week: John 
Waite.  'Mr. Wonderful' is by far my prize pick on the album.  I'll be up on my little soap box for 
this record for as long as it takes, and it won't be long with Chrysalis doing an excellent job 
promoting it...We jumped on the Stray Cats, and already we're four cuts deep.  WMMR has been playing 
the import single for a year now and has received great undying response...We like:  'Out Of Work' by 
Gary U.S. Bonds.  After all, the release coincides with the largest unemployment figures in decades... 
At the risk of joining the party late, two seconds into Glenn Frey's 'Partytown' I knew it would be perfect 
for cruising  in the hot Summer sun.

Each show opened with a real circus, complete with elephants, camels, 

clowns, acrobats and motorcycle "cage of death" riders. Then Cold Chisel took 
the stage for a 150-minute set, watched at each performance by over 4,000 fans. 
"We installed a full outdoor stage and roof, and used 320 lights," notes tour manager Mark Pope. "There was no point doing a 

half-baked production just because we were losing money on it. We all understood the importance of the shows." 
Main expense was hire of the Big Top, which cost $32,500, and brought with it a host of red tape problems. "Everyone from the 

Fire Brigade to the Royal Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals was there," says manager Rod Willis. "There were so many 
uniformed people swarming over the site you would have thought Australia Square was burning down. But when it was all over 
they congratulated us on a professional exercise." 
Cold Chisel's performances matched the occasion, with lead singer Jimmy Barnes riding a motorcycle over a tightrope high 

above the stage. Intended originally as a Sydney-only effor, there is now a chance the spectacular may be repeated in Brisbane.

And if you're a rock and roll station, you can't be embarrassed 
by playing it...Considering how well-tested the old Babys records are, anyone who's into call-out is 
a fool for not playing the John Waite album, especially the cut 'Changes'...It's great to have more 
live versions of Stones' classics.  Fresh air to an old, old sound...Riot is just one of those good 
rock and roll bands that happens to do well in the Twin Cities--and Elektra is right behind it... 
My God, the Survivor single is right behind the Scorpions for being the ultimate call-out tune of the 
year.  If you haven't seen 'Rocky III', you'll know about those goosebumps when you hear 'Eye Of The 
Tiger'...'Get Your Fingers Burned' is a great song from Alan Parsons Project.  Every once in a while 
he comes out with a rock and roll song not quite so thematic--like his albums--perfect for stations 
looking for one good cut...Axe's 'Rock And Roll Party' is hot.

WDVE, PITTSBURGH, PA  P.0.-DAVE LANGE: "We finally get a decent live album from the Stones.  Everything 
I hear Bob Clearmountain produce comes out crystal clear.  This may be his best stuff yet, considering 
the quality of the last few live Stones albums.  Every cut is worth playing...The Fleetwood Mac single 
didn't hold any surprise, which may be the best thing going for it...Eddie Money's new songs do fit 
right in with the Hagar/Cougar/Squier stuff quite well...We're hoping that 707 will come up with some 
mega force here in Pittsburgh...Well, as I roll out of town, there are a lot of people to thank for 
their help here.  First of all, Lee Abrams, who kept me energetic, and Mr. Bill, who kept me on the 
Red Page.

'Think 
I'm In Love' is destined to finally replace 'Two Tickets' as Eddie's big claim to fame.  I have 
strong feelings that this record is going to be with us for a long time.  Besides, here is one man 
who knows how to party, and I'm ready for him...The Fleetwood Mac single is definitely something we 
can all finally deal with.  I really like the combination of Christine and Lindsey on vocals.  Sounds 
like Fleetwood Mac is back with a multi format smash...Will Peter Townshend ever cease to amaze me? 
Picked up the import single and it does take a few listens, but there's definitely a maturity surrounding 
Townshend's new music.  I just recently heard the whole album, and there are also some real strong 
tracks there.  Coupled with the fact that Townshend might not be a member of the Who much longer, 
this is one item to jump on...Also in this week: The Marshall Crenshaw Lp.  A native Detroiter, the 
track 'Someday' is testing very well 25+.  A subtle but infectious hook...Also, the Paul McCartney 
Lp is really starting to pick up in bi7:7 requests and sales.

WAQX, SYRACUSE NY  P.D./M.D.-EU LEVINE: "After spending hundreds of thousands of dollars and many 
years trying to grab the image of being Syracuse's rock and roll radio station, the Rolling Stones 
took care of it for us for free.  In case you haven't seen our concert patch on their inside cover, 
take a look, and right to the left of center, you'll see our 95X Stones concert patch.  Since we had 
the official Jovan patch for the Carrier Dome dates, I don't know who was responsible for putting us 
on, but the check is in the mail...We've been scooping the market for the past few days with the 
Genesis import album.  The reaction to it has been almost as strong as to the Stones...Speaking of the 
Stones, our Friday night feature on 'it generated unprecedented phone calls, and the concert patch on 
the inside is creating tremendous local excitement...The Fleetwood Mac 45 is reminiscent of their hit 
singles from the 'White' album and 'Rumours'.  It's a smash...The Steve Miller album has got to rank 
as a surprise, especially considering his last effort.  We'll stay with the single for now, but I can 
see 'Keeps Me Wondering Why' as a secondary cut...We're very pleased with the Eddie Money.  The rock 
feel that seemed to be a little light on the last album has returned.  It'll do really well here... 
Retail: Asia remains a strong #1; The Clash, selling #9, is in town; Rainbow making a major move 
17-10; Heart 18-13; and, John Cougar blowing into the Top 25 at e17.  We're now going to be moving to 
'Ja w And Diane' as the backup cut...However, the biggest reaction record of the week, besides the 
Stones and Genesis, is Frank Zappa. I hate to join the chorus already screaming, but the record is 
an absolute phone monster. And out of 45 calls tallied for it, every one was a positive request, no 
negs thus far...Two new songs from unknown bands that are doing very well for us:  'We Ride Tonight' 
is the cut to play from the Sherbs.  Picked up in retail last week and getting calls on my afternoon 
show while it's on.  Virtually the same story for 'Rock And Roll Party In The Streets'." 

WQMF, LOUISVILLE, KY  M.D.-DUKE MEYER: "Adds: Alan Parsons Project, Nazareth 45, April Wine 45, and 
Fleetwood Mac 45; also, the Rolling Stones...The Alan Parsons Project album is still my pet project. 
We added the obvious radio cut 'Fingers Burned' for starters, but I'm convinced that 'Psychobabble' is 
the best cut off the album...The Fleetwood Mac single sounds real good to me.  I'm looking forward to 
receiving the album...With the expected reception of such biggies as Fleetwood Mac, REO Speedwagon, 
Pete Townshend, Robert Plant, Bad Company, etc, etc, the old Arab is going to lay down his writing 
utensil and save his thesaurus until their arrival.  In other words, I haven't a damn thing to say. 
So bye-bye in the car-car, y'all-y'all."

In the last three weeks, the Cougar album has gone 28-15-9.. .Other healthy sales stories: Kansas, 
The Clash, Heart, 38 Special, and Survivor...This week, Moon Zappa rules requests. But I hate to 
report more and more negatives on the tune as well...By the way, thanks to:  Dave Leach for Game 5 
of the NBA Playoffs.  I know the Sixers will do it next year." 

WMJQ, ROCHESTER, NY  M.D.-ROBERTA HABER: "That Glenn Frey has got a great sense of irony when it comes 
to album titles.  His record is nothing if it's not fun.  'No Fun Aloud' has such an aura of rest and 
relaxation, it sounds like a sigh of relief.  Besides 'Partytown', there are a bunch of lovely songs 
co-written with Jack Tempkin and the very Eagles-ish 'All Those Lies'.  If the breakup of the Eagles 
can produce an album of this quality, I can't wait to hear what Don Henley has to offer...The Nazareth 
12" was a big surprise.  The last thing I expected from this band was a chorus of acoustic guitars. 
Very tasteful, very nice, and taken directly from Page 52 of the REO Speedwagon 'Guide To Making Hit 
Records'...Now I know Bryan Ferry is always after something new and different, but when I checked out 
the new Lp, there was this strange funk  coming out of my speakers.  Couldn't seem to follow the 
lyrics at all.  The label said it was Roxy, but my ears said it wasn't.  Somewhere's there's a 
Kid Creole cover and label with a Roxy Music disc confusing some poor music director.  Anyway, tracking 
the real 'Avalon' album was worth the trouble.  This stuff is mesmerizing music for dim lights and 
foreign substances... Love the first two songs from the new Clocks Lp.  It reminds me of the first 
Cars album.  Pretty straight ahead rock with a few quirks here and there...As I was listening to 
'Keeps Me Wondering' from the new Steve Miller Lp, I was doing some wondering myself.  Why did he 
release 'Circle Of Love' when this far superior work was just around the corner?...I've got to tell 
you how well the new Dave Edmunds is doing here.  It's really gratifying when both you and the 
PEOPLE agree on the quality of an artist.  What we'd all love to see is Dave come up this way and 
rock and roll us live.. .1 pretty much said my piece about Greg Copeland last week, but I just want 
to re-emphasize that this is an album that requires time and effort on our part and a belief for the 
intelligence of our audience.  Even with all the heavy duty product coming out, please don't let 
this one get lost in the shuffle...Also last week, I recommended Al Twanmo as a promotion 
person --- not a promotion director.  Who knows, it could be a whole new career for you, Al... 
Finally, by the time you read this, I will be long gone on a long-overdue vacation.  RecoT7 types 
can bother boss Tom Hunter until I return on June 21st.  Adios." 

WWWL (LOVE 94), MIAMI, FL  M.D.-STEVE HUNTINGTON: "Holy Cow!  Well, I have been listening to a lot 
of Phil Rizzuto these days, but Roxy Music, Steve Miller, lOcc, Fleetwood Mac, and the Rolling Stones 
have also caught my ear and are on the air here...The Gary U.S. Bonds Lp is superb.  I want to hear 
it 5 or 6 more times and comment then.. .1 will comment on the closing of our Capitol/UA office down 
here, causing some key people to now buy their own office supplies and handle massive quantities of 
records at home.  Train, Michael, and Jordan will survive, I'm sure.  Vito went to Minneapolis.  But 
the real shame is that a couple--of other good people are now out of jobs...Having Fleetwood Mac 
first on the air in Florida was a joyous mement.  I think that one will go all the way...Who's 
responsible for the import of Pete Townshend's Lp going on at 9 stations last week?  Add us to that 
mailing list, please!...Have you experienced the power of Glenn Frey's 'The One You Love' yet?

'The Only One That Matters' 
is another great cut oft the album, as well as 'American Heartbeat'.  I have very, very high hopes 
for the album...Sure glad we found room for John Waite's album this week.  It was a real hard decision 
to choose between 'Change' and 'Temptation', both strong songs...We expect a lot of interest in that 
album...A couple of albums that I think are in trouble because of skimpy requests and sales:  Heart, 
Cheap Trick, and Queen...Steve Miller's 'Abracadabra' is a terrific comeback.

Can't ignore their 
growth with this new album.  We'll see how that does...The new live Genesis captures their excellence. 
It's superior to 'Seconds Out'.  Our favorites include: 'Me And Sara Jane', 'Abacab', 'Behind The 
Lives'; and of course, 'Paperlate' is doing real well as the new song...Soft Cell is back in the Top 10  
sales.  Also back in the Top  requests with the edit of the new single...Scorpions still #10 in 
sales.. .John Cougar up to  I .

WSYR, SYRACUSE, NY  M.D.-TOM NAST: "Well, the heavies just keep on releasing all that good-time rock 
and roll.  My favorite of the week goes hands down for one of my all-time favorite rock and rollers, 
the one and only Eddie Money.  Eddie's last Lp 'Playing For Keeps' was a bona fide hit in Syracuse, 
and the first time I played 'Think I'm In Love', we got instant phone response.  All the people who 
called just couldn't wait till we had the whole Lp to play for them...Steve Miller should be in good 
shape this Summer with the release of 'Abracadabra'.  It's pure pop rock and roll in the vein which 
only Steve can do...April Wine, 707, and The Rods all go heavy this week.  These three bands all have 
some of the best material to offer this Summer.  The Rods, who Ihave helped with some photo sessions, 
is pulling huge phones here.  These guys belong on the radio...The Survivor album is definitely deeper 
than just 'Eye Of The Tiger'.  I said it before and I'll say it again, Jim Peterik is one of the best 
writers in the business today...The John Waite record is already grabbing good phones here.  'Change' 
is right in the mold of classic Babys...Gary U.S. Bonds and Alan Parsons Project round out the sound 
of album radio right now.

'You won't have to pass a meal, if you can say mass appeal'...I like the Eddie Money...I wish I had 
this much to listen to in February." 

WWCK, FLINT, MI  P.D./M.D.-MARK MILLER: "Survivor's 'Eye Of The Tiger' has got to be the hottest  
song of the year.  We're seeing absolutely incredible phone action, and the listeners seem to know 
the name of the band as well as the song.  It's a real monster and every bit as mean and lean as 
Rocky himself...Glenn Frey's 'Partytown' is also burning up the phone lines.  It seems we have a 
direct connection between our transmitter and Ma Bell.  The reaction comes on that fast...The reaction 
to the Stones, on the other hand, is rather slow.  Allow me to commit the ultimate sacrilege by 
saying that the record is really a piece of shit.  Oh sure, it's got to be played a few times just 
to inform the audience of its existence, but to give it that valuable current rotation is absolutely 
absurd.  We all play the Stones to death anyway, so what's wrong with putting it in live optionland. 
It'll still probably come up a dozen times a day.  Even the 'new' stuff is pretty shaky.  The combina-
tion of '20 Flight Rock' and 'Going To Ti Go-Go' is enough to make Eddie Cochran roll over in his grave 
long enough to catch Smokey Robinson as he falls over in a faint.  Think about it.  Even though the 
name of the band is the Rolling Stones, they still have to be judged the same as anyone else--on the 
strength of the product, not the image." 

WBRU, PROVIDENCE, RI  M.D.-DAVID FILIPOV: "Back in action as P.D. is George Bradt. He can be reached 
at the station 10-5PM...'Good music to jog to', says Roman Marcinkiewicz. In fact, the Swingers' 
'Counting The Beat' is a memorable, danceable Summer rocker.  By the way, they're Australian and 
they're not AC/DC...Two sure Sumner hits: Pete Shelley's 'Homosapien' and Billy Idol's 'Hot In The 
City'...How about Fleetwood Mac?  'hold Me' has all the earmarks of a Mac hit--light, poppy, melodious, 
and some real good guitar too...Play the new David Johansen live. 'The Animals Medley' will break him 
on album radio."

What's a radio 
station to do?...The REO 45 is first on the list (and not in any particular order).  'Keep The Fire 
Burnin' should be titled 'Keep The Teens Turnin' but why not?  It's good formula rock, guaranteed to 
work from a band who has been working their tails for many years.. .1 want to mention some other fine 
Illinois rockers, The Kind from Chicago.

RICHARD PACHTER, A&M RECORDS (305-621-0557): "My brother Steve ('Mr. Personality') Pachter, the A&M 
guy in St. Louis, likes to say that the only sure things in life are death, taxes, and a new Nazareth 
album.  In my 8 years with the company, this forthcoming Lp entitled '2 X S' will be the 10th such 
platter from these relentless Scot rockers that I've worked.  By now you have heard, and UFF-hopefully 
playing, 'Love Leads To Madness', the first track released from the album.  What a song!  What a 
performance!  What production!  John Punter, the producer responsible for this record, has taken the 
essential Nazareth components that have been there all along and honed and polished them to sonic 
perfection.  Quite simply, this is the best thing the band's done since 'Love Hurts' and the album 
'Hair Of The Dog'.  The four core members of the group have been joined by the legendary John Locke, 
whose keyboard playing for Spirit got him into the rock and roll Hall of Fame, plus Billy Rankin, a 
talented young guitar player who also writes and sings.  This combination of road-tested experience 
and fresh talent added to one of the hardest working bands in the world, results in Nazareth's best 
album ever.  The latest buzz word used in the trades these days to describe a hot album is 'deep'. 
Well, this one is not only deep but wide too.  Besides the ultra-classy single, this album is loaded 
with memorable songs.  Early standouts include:  'Boys In The Band, and 'Gate Crash', two patented 
Naz rockers dealing with rock and roll and fun.  'Games' is a subtle building love song that shows 
a new lyrical maturity and 'You Love Another' is a rhythmic hypnotic tune not unlike something 
the Police would do.  And that's just the first side!  The second side starts with 'Back To The Trenches' 
which is lyrically similar to 'Dressed To Kill' from the last studio album.  'Dream On' is a soulful 
compelling vocal showcase for Dan McCafferty who is in great form throughout the album!  Sweet and melodic 
at times, gritty and powerful when he has to be.  The best song, 'Lonely In The Night', could well be a 
second single.  Punter and the band outdo themselves with 'Preservation' which should be used in a 
studio course in production, that's how good it is.  'Take The Rap' is more classic Nazareth, and the 
album's closer 'Mexico' is a full-sounding song with great acoustic guitars and, I think, mandolines. 
John Punter and Nazareth have joined forces here to create a fantastic record that doesn't dilute the 
band's sound one bit but brings all its components into sharper focus for maximum results. .The two Jeffrey 
Baxter produced albums were quite good, but just a prelude for this, the definitive Nazareth album, 
'2 X S'.  Whew!!!"

Contact Sandy Pearlman,  
Howie Klein, or the vacationing John Gorman for clues...Records that continue to build:  Stevie Wonder 
(#1 sales in 9 markets with no album rock play).  It's time for all us musical bigots to wake up and 
judge music on its own merit...Marshall Crenshaw debuted this week; and even with the deluge of auto-
matics, he continues to get added and impress... Riot continues its upward climb, adding great stations 
every week.  The title track leads the way, and Riot is killing them dead on the Rainbow/Scorpions tour... 
Three 12" records you should be playing:  Aldo Nova 'Fooling Yourself', which is the new single that 
ships this week and will push this album from gold to platinum; the Rods who will do a national tour 
opening for Judas Priest, and Duke Jupiter's great follow-up to 'I'll Drink To You' which is 'Rock And 
Roll Band'...Two great records coming soon:  Translator, the first CBS/415 release, and Bonnie Hayes 
(could be the next Go Go's). 

MARTY SCHWARTZ, ELEKTRA (213-852-7211): "Party down in 'Partytown'.  Glenn Frey's 'No Fun Aloud' is 
flying on the radio, and we say thanks.  What's really cool is WMJQ, WCOZ, and WLAV adding 'The One 
You Love'.  Album radio is definitely getting better...The Queen Lp is full of great songs.  Don't 
be afraid of 'Staying Power', 'Action This Day', and especially 'Dancing'.  These are rockin/rhythm 
and that sound is happening.  Who isn't into sex rock anyway?  Queen's tour kicks off in Montreal 
on July 21st and continues through the States through September 15th.  Billy Squier will be opening... 
Riot had a tremendous week.  And Tony Berardino says that the Boston headbangers are responding to 
'Loved By You' (side 2, cut 1). The title track  and 'Showdown' are also going on the radio...Don't 
overlook Cold Chisel.  We're committed to these guys, and we believe in 'You Got Nothing I Want'.  When 
the dust settles we'll still be working Cold Chisel...On June 18th X's debut Lp will be on your desk. 
Listen to it and then listen again.  Lyrically and musically, the intensity of their Lp further 
justifies why this band won best Lp/group of the year in 1981 via the New York Times, L.A. Times, 
Village Voice, etc.  You'll be receiving with the new Lp,the lyric book and press reviews and synopsis... 
Also in this release a new group out of L.A. called Tracker.  This Lp is 5 cuts deep, pure crossover 
material.. .0n June 28th comes the 12" rock from Josie Cotton's killer debut, and new and improved Shoes 
(at retail a four song live Ep to be included with the new album)...Also coming on July 2nd, the 
new Toronto Ep 'Get It On Credit'--the title track is outstanding...And on July 12th a two-song 12" from 
the Rockets upcoming Lp, and it's great...Finally I'll leave you with the lineup from the 'Fast Times 
At Ridgement High' soundtrack--all new songs by Don Henley, Don Felder, Joe Walsh, Tim Schmidt (all 
solo efforts), Bob Seger, Stevie Nicks, Michael McDonald, Ringo Starr, Todd Rundgren, Billy Squier, 
Go Go's, Jimmy  Buffett, Poco, and Jackson Browne." 

WYNN JACKSON, INDEPENDENT (404-321-5228): "Extree! Extree!  Read all about it!  Back by popular demand. 
First you see him, then you don't, then you do again.  Yes, ladies and gents, the wonderful, the 
dynamic,  Mr. Al Moss.

Sure, you have a lot of superstar stuff 
to add, I can't blame you.  But there's always room for exciting hit music!  As of this writing, to 
go along with the other 90 stations in album radio that are playing Bow-Wow-Wow, Top 40 is starting to 
come in and in a big way.  We aren't barking up the wrong tree--play Bow-Wow-Wow!...This week's 'What 
A Guy Award' (I realized suddenly last week that if I don't drop names and put personals in my 
comments, I'm not as cool as my compatriots)--Lee Abrams...Coming soon, new music from upstate New
