This format speaks for the future of radio, and all of us at KFOG harbor a fierce pride in its
spirit and vision. We remain passionately committed to our pioneering programming.”

It brings back memories of my childhood,
and T'11 tell you why. Growing up on the North Side of Chicago, the biggest party Lp in my neighborhood
was 'Full House'.

The aTbum is red hot; followed by Stray Cats, who rocked this town in September and will, hopefully,
stop back in the new year...Phil Collins is a music machine in a class all by himself in terms of
quantity and, more importantly, quality...Ten years ago, the J.Geils Band set the standard for live
albums with 'Full House'. Now, they've lived up to their own standards with 'Showtime'...Tom Petty must
be feeling pretty good these days. What an album!...Congratulations to everyone at WNEW-FM on 15 great
years.

For too many years, records were released by
the J.Geils Band and received no airplay outside of New England. Their hard-driving live performance
always seemed to be overshadowed by what people called 'lackluster' albums. But finally, the J.Geils
Band perfected their studio sound at the same moment the Wolf/Justman writing team began to click and
EMI Records started to promote the band. As a matter of fact, every album released on the EMI label
reached the standard of success that so long eluded the band.

kid's voicel...The Night Ranger record can't be denied. Simply put, a musically sound rock and roll effort.
A joy to the ear...Scandal goes light to medium...Adam Ant is coming on real strong for us. It's a h-i-t!
...Also doing real well for us is Golden Earring."

WRKI, BRIDGEPORT, CT M.D.-BRUCE GOLDSEN: "Adds: J.Geils Band, Rod Stewart, Scandal, Night Ranger,

Henry Paul, Pretenders 45...To heavy: Pretenders, P-Furs, and Adam Ant...Based on the strength of MTV
play and requests, Adam Ant moves to heavy this week...Same holds true for the Furs plus the song sounds
great on the radio...For Thursday's Great American Smokeout, we set up a booth in a major area shopping
mall and bought packs of cigarettes from listeners for 95 cents a pack. We'll be donating the same amount
of money to the American Cancer Society as well...Just for fun, I count up our playlist and discover one
third of it are artists that are just breaking or about to break.

'6:35' and we'1l see if that generates anything"

The much-talked about 'Elvis-to-Elvis'
format was one of the worst sounding stations ever in a large market. So, finally, along comes WAPP, and
now there definitely is a contest. If, and when, WAPP figures out a few more things they have the potential
to do a number on WPLJ...I've been aware for quite a while that people don't understand ARB shares as
they relate to market size. A number of top-management record promotion people have told me they don't
know how it works. Simply, the larger the market with more signals, the smaller the individual station
shares. A 6 share is great NY, LA, or Chicago, but a real loser in Madison, Wisconsin. We read about the
phenomenal shares some album stations get, upper teens to low 20's. Look at where they are. The other
thing to consider is how many stations with a good signal in the market are going the same format. What
a luxury it is to be the only station of your kind in town!"

BILL WESTON, WGRQ: "Hottest local bands: Ben Hatzel (straight ahead rock and roll. Just finished a
session with George Thorogood's producer--unsigned), The Edge (Moser's always harping about them--a
newer sound. Great front man named Terry Sullivan), just signed to Portrait with Sandy Pearlman
slated to produce."

Not only are there no negatives, but it's working), it
seems that something we've been saying over and over again is absolutely true: sometimes those old image
problems are only in your head. The album goes 6 *h in Billboard this week, which brings me to
another artist: Rick Springfield.

Spring for the
12" at least...Canada's playlists include an English band Men Without Hats and a hot cut 'Living In China‘
for your space freaks...A new soundtrack from Edgar Froese of a Rainer Werner Fassbinder flick 'Kamikaze
1989* provides some of his most accessible and aimost programmable tunes (versus his usual sidelong epics).
.«+And those of you who stuck with Flock of Seagulls and played 'I Ran' and 'Space Age Love Song', there's
an import 12" with a new cut 'Windows™ that'l1l whet your appetite for more...The B-Movie 45 and Felo

England but will take a couple of listens here...And Ultravox's Midge Ure has a 45 of an old Tom Rush
tune 'No Regrets' that's quite tasty.

MIKE COOPER, IMPORTS (404-355-8686): "Highlight of new British releases is the single from Blancmange,

a two-man electro-pop group. It's not their first release, but the single 'Living On The Ceiling' is
their most successful, At the risk of categorizing, it is as accessible as Altered Images, Pete Shelley,
etc., and is certainly the strongest new band doing this type of music. It's already entered the British
top 20, very shortly after its release...Also of interest is a new single from The Undertones, 'Love
Parade'. Not the crisp pop of earlier stuff, but now sounding a bit like (dare I say?) early Jefferson
Starship...0ther new U.K. singles of note include Heaven 17's 'Let Me Go® and 'Young Guns (Go For It)' by
Wham!

ALAN WOLMARK, ATLANTIC (212-484-6017): "Thanks for the nth year in a row to the buzzards of Cleveland
for a great party. But gimme a break with this Akron stuff, okay, Leo? It's a tuff drive...The verdict
is in and Phil Collins is hotter than hot. Question of the week: What's the cut? Answer: Why choose?...
Henry Paul is also a front runner from the gates. Check out 'Heat of The Night', 'Hold On', and 'Cold
War',,.The add quality and airplay numbers are proving Frida to be the smash we've been trying to tell you
it is. Frida is the ‘something going on' and it's working in all types of markets...Don't miss Rose Tattoo
when they hit town on the Aerosmith tour. Every show is a sell out and the kids love vocalist Angry
Anderson. And records are selling around all dates, radio airplay, and MTV exposure. Check out 'We Can't
Be Beaten' and ‘Scarred For Life',..Also doing well with singles on the rise are Firefall and Poco...Also
this week: John Martyn, Led Zeppelin, and Best of Foreigner...Don't get caught with your pants down as
the CSN single 'Southern Cross' goes top 20. This one is an essential re-add. It's already re-happening
at WPLJ, WEBN, WAPP, and lots more...Heavy rotation at home: Dexy, Collins, Gabriel (great concert),

Straits, Duran, and Frida."

MICHAEL PLEN, I.R.S. (212-980-6699): "Is album radio developing an affinity for horns? Is the classic
six string guitar falling prey to bubbling brass or better yet swishing synthesizers? When I see some of
the biggest hits out there containing horns like 'Athena' by the Who, Men At Work's songs, Supertramp,
'Goody Two Shoes' by Adam Ant, and Phil Collins among others, it's a bullshit excuse when I hear a
programmer say, 'I can't play theEnglish Beat because they rely basically on horn arrangements.' A1l I
can say is take that clarinet and shove it...Another sign the industry's heading towards the dumper is
when Jem Records can fire Irwin_ Sirotta at a time when they're making a breakthrough with Bill Nelson.

The Airplay Index is our ranking system for the amount of play on albums as a whole. We determine
rankings by converting all daily and weekly play reports to a 1-5 emphasis system and totalling the
points on a given Lp. We use a simple percentage breakdown to indicate the amount of play on each
track.
