KZEL, EUGENE, OR M.D.-VINCE MERTZ: "I usually don't jump on the soapbox unless I've got something to scream
about. T'm screamingT The topic: Record Reps. The majority have been understanding, easy-going and friendly
kind of people, but there's always an exception. This past week I talked to it! (I'm not gonna mention names.)
This rep got all bent out of shape because I didn't add some of his product! Among the reasons given to us for
adding the product, 'Other regional rockers have been on this for weeks'! One tune, the rep couldn't figure out
why we didn't add it right out-of-the-box. The rep went on to question the professionalism and sanity of my
P.D. and myself. The rep then asked if we had any backbone or if we just let the consultant lead us by the
hand. Enough of this bullshit! This is and has been our music policy: 1. We don't add records just because
other regional stations are doing it. ~That would be like jumping off a cTiff because a friend did! We add a
record because it has the right image and the right sound for our station. 2. We don't and won't paper add a
record. First, it distorts the trades. Result: People who use the trades as a guide end up with a distorted
view of what is really going on in the world of rock radio. 3. My sanity and professionalism are intact and
sound. (They may rattle loose from time to time! Ditto for my P.D.-Ken Martin!) 4. Our consultant does just
that--consult! They don't make decisions for us. But we don't object when they make recommendations--that's
what we pay them for. They certainly don't lead us by the hand everywhere we go. That would defeat the entire
purpose of a consultant...If we don't add a record right out of the hat, we have a good reason for it. If you
want that reason, call--we'll give it to you! The incident I mentioned was one isolated event and shouldn't
influence anyone's opinion overall of reps. It's just something I needed to call attention to...Now, on the
lighter side of the news. Musically there's a lot of great stuff out like Gary 0', Dwight Twilley on the
'Heavenly Bodies' soundtrack, Elliot Easton, David Lee Roth, Phil Collins and Mick Jagger."
