The
Tisteners that caught on enjoyed it as good humor, and the rest of the audience thinks we really went to dinner
with The Kinks...We welcome to our staff, Jo Robinson from West Virginia, and since she's a rock and roll mama,
we've given her the name 'Jo Mama'. She'lT be assisting in music duties at the radio station."

WYNF, TAMPA/ST. PETERSBURG, FL M.D.-RON DIAZ: “First things first! Bowling party, a.k.a.'Schmooze Fest '85', was
a smashing success. Jon and Drake were mahvalous and the music kept us all dancing and smiling between frames.
Bowling with Bolton, Nasty Reisman and Johnson was not only a side-splitting laughter, but the pins fell our way
and boom, we copped the '85 title--despite a valiant effort by the PolyGram Recordheads...Marko, you and the
Geffen group have another s-m-a-s-h this time with Van-Zant. WYNF had success in the past with other Van-Zant
tracks 1ike 'It's You'--so this one's a natural!...I've been on the Tears For Fears bandwagon before with 'Pale
Shelter', and I've jumped aboard again. ‘Everybody Wants To Rule' is such a smoothly textured piece with not too
much synth and a bouncy feel-good drive. Two listens and you're singing along. I hope Tears For Fears go as far
as they deserve--all the way...Special thanks to John Schoenberger. Great job with the MCA effort. P.S.: Marko
and.Christiana--I lTove you two knuckleheads--1 mean it!...To the new folks I met at the Convention: Let's do It
again soon!

WHJY, PROVIDENCE, RI M.D.-JEFF RICCIO: “Eric Clapton's been around Tong enough to know what to include on an Lp
and make it a work of art. Of course, there's the pop-influenced 'Forever Man', then there are your classic
Clapton melodies that have that soft touch, and then my favorite ingredient where Clapton's guitar takes off as
it does in 'Just Like A Prisoner'. 1It's for records like this that I stay in the business...So, you're not sold
on 'til tuesday yet! Solution: Catch the video. If that doesn't sell you, then start to worry...Los Lobos has
reached Top 15 sales in the market. Can you believe it? Again, our hats are off to the Warner's crew for staying
with the band...Hope you all had a good time in L.A. Nenni just got off the plane and he looks 1ike he did! Why
do I get the feeling I'm the only one who can stand long enough to write comments this week?"

WSKS, CINCINNATI, OH M.D.-MARTY BENDER: "“Hey, let's all release a record about Ethiopia and go to Hawaiil...
Stop me if you've heard this one before: How many Ethiopians can you fit in the space between WXRT and WLUP?
Answer: None."

KGON, PORTLAND, OR M.D.-INESSA YORK: "Requests: The Firm and Deep Purple continue to do very well. And the new
n-o-t ones? Bruce's "I'm On Fire™ and Henley's "A11 She Wants'...With all these heavyweight albums being at least
five tracks deep, it's easy to get top heavy. So, it's also nice to balance out with some of the new entries such
as Fiona or Blasters...I feel the same way about Van-Zant. Though I admit adventuresome music such as that great
new Yello Lp is more to my personal taste, there's no denying the credibility of Van-Zant and it really is well
done. I was almost going to say 'a great comeback', but then I remembered what Sean Coakley said last week, so
I'11 just say I think it can fly!"

WCCC, HARTFORD, CT P.D.-DAVID GROSSMAN: “Eric Clapton's 'Behind The Sun' is, without a doubt, Clapton's most
significant work in yearsT Trying to narrowcast the cuts into rotations is pleasantly a difficult pask; however,
we begin with emphasis on 'Same 01d Blues' (hypnotic blues guitar) and 'She's Waiting'...Power Stat1on,'§ome Like
It Hot',is a h-o-t multi-format track! The 7" debuts Top 30 retaill...Thorogood's best week yet! 'I Drink
Alone' holds down Top 5 phones with 18 to 24 year olds, and the 'Maverick' Lp moves into the Top 20 reta11}...
Howard Jones ‘'Things Can Only Get Better' demonstrates once again Joness ability to combine rockin' pop with
multi-format production...George Harrison's 'IDon't Want To Do It' is the sleeper surprise on a very hot 'Porky's
Revenge' soundtrack. Written by Dylan--easily Harrison's best effort since 'All Those Years Ago'. Dave Edmunds
‘High School Nights' also stands out and garners an add at WCCC."

KGB, SAN DIEGO, CA ASST. P.D./M.D.-TED EDWARDS: "I just rolled back into the office, fresh from Rockers '85 and
am somewhat unprepared to do much except find out what all this stuff that's accumulated on my desk is. More
comments to follow next week."

WBCN, BOSTON, MA ASSOCIATE MUSIC DIRECTOR-DANNY McCLOSKEY: "While Bob's off sunning in California, 1'd like

to talk about our Tocal music and the work we do here with it at WBCN in Boston. 1985 marks the 7th year for
the WBCN Rock & Roll Rumble. The Rumble features twenty-four bands each year. The breakdown of the event is
four bands a night for six nights. The winners of the first three nights and winners of the second three
nights compete in two semi-final evenings. Winners perform two sets each night on a grand finale night held at
the end of eleven (that's right eleven) days. The final night also features surprise special guests. Thanks
go to the J.Geils Band, The Fleshtones, The Alarm, and Joan Jett And The Blackhearts,who have all performed in
the last few years. I'm sure you must be thinking that after six years it's getting hard to find bands to
participate. Not so. Boston bands are as numerous as their music is innovative and diverse. The past years
have seen some competing bands go on to national fame such as Face To Face. The 1983 Rumble was especially
exciting with three of the semi-finalists receiving national contracts. The Del Fuegos received considerable
airplay with their debut Lp on Slash Records last summer. Digney Fignus has releaseg an Ep on Columbia; and
‘til tuesday, the winners of the 1983 Rumble, have released an Lp on Epic to much critical acclaim. The debut
single from 'til tuesday, 'Voices Carry', has been #1 on Ken Shelton's Friday Countdown for the past three
weeks, and requests for other Lp cuts keep the phones 1it. A Providence band, The Schemers, took top honors

in the 1984 Rumble and have been interviewed on MTV (one of the top Rumble prizes). Other prizes include

cash, studio time, video shoots and sound equipment. The five judges vary each night with a total of forty-five
for the entire event. Judges are taken from the WBCN air staff, local promotional people, local media and
national A&R representatives. Judging criteria falls into five categories: playing effectiveness, vocal
effectiveness, material, timing, and stage presence. We here at WBCN feel it's important to get behind

local bands not only for the future of R&R, but also because of the fact that band members are radio listeners.
Back scratching all around. If anyone has any questions about our Rumble or how to put together one of your
own, I'11 gladly come down from my soapbox for all calls. I'm at the station Monday through Thursday, but

if I'm not available leave your name and number and 1'11 get back to you."

KSJO, SAN JOSE, CA M.D.-KEN ANTHONY: “The Bowling Party was a smash bash. It was nice meeting lots of
radio and record folks. Special thanks to: John Schoenberger, Heavy Lenny, and Ray Gmeiner for lodging,
transportation and fun. See you at Rockers '86."

WNEW-FM, NEW YORK, NY MUSIC COORDINATOR-AMY GROSSER: “"Eric Clapton is alive and well and Tiving at WNEW.
This Lp has lots of tracks to choose from. "She's Waiting' is at the top of the 1ist...Many thanks to
all the Polygram people for a wonderful Purple time, especially John Westin...Top 5 on WNEW: The Firm
'Radioactive', Simple Minds 'You', USA For Africa, Eric Clapton "Man', Power Station 'Some'...Hurry up,
Tom Petty."

WBAB, LONG ISLAND, NY M.D.-RALPH TORTORA: "Memo to A1l Record Companies, re CD's: We have purchased as
many older title CD's as are available. I think it's only fair we and all stations using CD's receive the
current product which is available on CD (for example, Don Henley, Mick Jagger, John Fogerty) for free.
CD's are here to stay. Deal with them...Yeah, she's cute--okay pretty--all right, she's gorgeous. Take
that away and what have you got? A great voice that happens to look great too. Fiona. How can she miss?
Hot production, Peppi ('Rescue You'--good tune) and with my man Joe Franco banging the skins, how can we not
play this record? ?ﬁere's plenty to choose from. You should play this record too...Katrina And The Waves
took me by surprise. What an uplifting tune. If this one doesn't make you feel good, you're dead and should
get out of the business...Santana's album is amazing. The best in years. 100% beef. Bravo, Carlos...Got a
chance to see the new Clapton video last week. He looks marvelous and the song is great too. Truly a
winning combination...Thank God, Alcatrazz didn't drop from sight due to the demise of Rocshire Records.
Nice work, Capitol. You've got yourselves a winner...Robin George continues to build nicely for us. Steady
calls and some sales too. If you've been hesitating with this one, don't. It's a solid song and that ending
drives the Tisteners wild. They love it...Look out, Flash Kahan is on the loose. Check this 12" out. It
could be a biggie...Sade might be too smooth for some, but we're gonna give it a go...Records not to be
avoided: Van-Zant, 'Porky's Revenge' soundtrack, Kenny Loggins, and Howard Jones. All good to great."

WYDD, PITTSBURGH, PA. M.D.-DAVE SHEDLOCK: "Kenny Loggins has outdone himself with 'Vox Humana'. Listen to
the first minute of the song and you™ 1T hear so many hooks you'll lose count. I think the listeners will
eat it up...The USA For Africa single is kind of soft for us, but the project deserves radio's support and
we're doing our part. I hope everyone does the same...Hall And Oates have always been a staple for us and
I'm sure we'll have another success story with the 'Some Things' remix...I have some reservations about the
re-mix mania going on lately though. I think that unless we heavily sell the fact that we're playing a
remix our Tisteners are 1ikely to buy records believing they're getting versions of songs that just aren't
on the albums...I can't help but tap my foot along with John Fogerty's 'Rock And Roll Girls'. It's the
song from the 'Centerfield' album...Fiona's 'Talk To Me' is hot stuff. And there's plenty more where
that came from.

Thanks to Elektra's new guy, Steve Schnur,for dinner and battling some crazy directions...Let's make it an all
Anne Murray week!"
