Do you subscribe to the theory that as AOR audiences move into
the 30 plus range, their demand for current product decreases?
If so, do we risk becoming an oldies format?

MIKE BOYLE, WMGM: "Absolutely not. I believe that the 30+ group is just as interested in what's happening in
music today as they were ten years ago."

RICK VAN GIL, WIOT: "I don't think it decreases. I think there could be a problem of being an oldies-type format.
The demos we are looking for are still Tooking for quality rock and roll, be it either Led Zep and Stones or
Dire Straits and Phil Collins."

DAVE KANE, WCMF: “First of all, the term AOR no longer serves to describe what it is that we do. We are FM
popuTar music stations. I don't think people will ever get tired of the oldies that made this format so popular
in the first place. The frequency of play that they receive all depends on what you feel is right for your
station and your market. I don't feel that the older segment's appetite for newer music either increases or
decreases, but I still feel it's radio's job to educate and lead the audience to the new and creative music that
we feelour individual stations are best suited to meet bothours andtheir needs. Only the programmers in their
individual markets will know what their audiences will bear."

KAREN ANDERSEN SMALL, WGIR: "“Not necessarily. I feel that their musical universe gets a whole lot bigger
encompassing both oldies and current product. Needless to say, somebody who is over 30 is going to relate to
a whole heck of a 1ot more music than a teenager. It's just that somebody who's over 30 will have to vary the
music more."

BOB BITTENS, WHCN: "I don't think the demand for quality music decreases, current or classic.”

BONNIE STACY, KNCN: "Yes, I've proven it. I think you just have to be more careful in the way you position your
music. Since your older audience is likely to be listening to the station earlier in the day, you can keep your
new music quota to a minimum, build as the day wears on, and just load 'em up at night."

LEE ROBERTS, KICT: "I'11 answer the second question first. I think a lot of AOR's, our station included,
beTieve that for upper demos you have to play the classics. As the AOR audience goes 25-44, that need increases
depending on what market you're in. We try to balance classics with new product and it seems to be working well
in Wichita. As with this format that we're doing now, we've seen four up books. Never before in the history
of T-95 has that happened. But let me stress that you need quality classics as well as classic new rock and
roll--and no, I don't believe we risk the chance of going oldies format."

NICK SOMMERS, KDKB: '"No, I don't think so."

CHUCK BROWNING, KAZY: "I don't think the general demand for current product decreases at the 30+ demo, but I
think the Tistening audience tends to treat music in the same way that they treat other products they use

every day; i.e. food, wine, entertainment equipment. People in this age group are beginning to want the best

in 1if? and only the best, and it's our job as radio programmers to help define the musical categories they want
to explore."

PAM BROOKS, WPDH: "Not that I've noticed. We get heavy phones from teens through late 30's. They seem just as
“interested, though a little more discriminating than the young,in new product."

PAUL SHUGRUE, WRXL: "Yes, I think people depend less on current product. How many 35-year-olds do you know who
~have bought an album in the past year? There is the possibility of becoming an oldies format if you're not
paying attention to your younger listeners as well."

JEFF RICCIO, WHJY: "You know, it may be heading that way. If you have an oldies show on any part of your
weekend, take a look at it and the argument is over. I know we have."

MARTY JENCIUS, WPGU: "I don't think the demand for new product is Tost on AOR listeners because that's what AOR
has always brought to the listeners--new, innovative product. Those attracted to AOR are attracted to that
image."

FRED BRENNAN, WYFE: "No. As far as new material is concerned, what they want will be different now than when
they were 1n high school. The audience adapts to newer material. It's not that they 1ike less of it, they like
different new material. AOR would not work as an oldies format because this age group still wants to hear
something new and trendy."

JOHN MICHAEL SCOTT, KLBJ: "The baby boomers will have a different taste in current; however, they will still
desire the same percentages of current versatility. My feeling is that any 25+ target fs deeply rooted in
oldies and should hear at least 50% from that category."

MARK MILLER, WWCK: "“Currently, the only things Isubscribe to are Rolling Stone and Penthouse. Therefore, I cannot
in good conscience subscribe to this alleged theory. I don't believe there is any age that 1s a cut off point
for appreciating new music. I do believe that as listeners become older their tastes may change stylistically,
s0 you just have to judge current products on a song-by-song basis. To indiscriminately eliminate new music
is a severe mistake. After all, there was a time when Pink Floyd, Led Zeppelin and the Rolling Stones, etc.
were all current artists. Where would we be now if we took that kind of attitude back then?"

JERRY GAVIN, WQFM: "The demand for currents never decreases as the audience grows older; it's the type of
current that they demand that changes. Playing Motley Crue in power is not the key to improving upper demos,
but hammering many cuts from the new Dire Straits might do the trick. Use your head--DAYPART!!"

BOB CLARK, WTUE: "Yes, I think it's true that as one grows older one gets more set in one's ways. I feel that
the majority of what people over 30 listen to is what they grew up with in the 14-22 age bracket. However,
this is not to say that this older demographic doesn't enjoy a good new song. I also think that it would be
suicide for AOR stations to keep programming higher and higher percentages of their playlist as oldies because
you then cut qff the flow of new listeners, as people who are young now become older tomorrow. There's gotta
be a balance.'

TOM STARR, WOUR: "I'd like to think that their interest in new product doesn't diminish. But what I think does
happen is that the compatibility of what most stations offer isn't in touch with the older audiences' tastes.
Finding the right mix of upper demo appeal new stuff is a challenge some stations grapple with and some stations
targeting younger can afford to ignore."

NEAL MIRSKY, WPLR: "The demand may decrease from the retail standpoint; they may find themselves less likely to
buy records as they grow older. But from a listening standpoint, I don't think their need for new music
decreases with age."

LEE RANDALL, WLVQ: "No. That's like saying that people don't Tike to buy new clothes or cars after they turn

: As the audience gets older and their tastes mature, they have more demands. Those demands become
necessary for not just current music, but intelligent current music, new sounds, different textures...An
oldies form?t? Never! The format's what you make it. It's odd that we go to the top 10 markets and find
tighter AOR's than in the secondaries. It depends on the programmer and M.D., and ongoing research:"
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QUESTION CONTINVED

DANA JANG, KOME: "No, I don't. I think it's not that the demand for current product decreases, it just takes
Tonger for them to accept current product because they don't spend a lot of quarter hours listening to the
radio. They have a lot of different activities and don't spend as much time learning about music...Yes, if -
there is too much emphasis put on oldies, it will burn a lot of them out and decrease their programming value.

BILL PRESCOTT, KZAP: “As your audience becomes older, of course, oldies become more important to them but current
music remains important as well. We here at KZAP have been successful with carefully and conservatively

choosing currents and mixing them with well-chosen oldies. However, it's important to keep your oldies fresh

by moving them in and out."

DAVID GROSSMAN, WCCC: "Today's 25-40 year olds definitely demand good current material as well as a steady diet
of the music they grew up with. Rock radio does not have to become an oldies format. By tuning into your
request lines and talking to the demographics you seek, as well as tracking what is selling in your market and
maintaining your streetwise programming instincts, you can serve up an entree of good current rock as well as
dessert--the classic rock tunes of the last 30 years."

BOB WALTON, WRDU: "ABSOLUTELY NOT!!!! I could elaborate for days on this subject. But I just cannot sub;cribe
to the theory that once a person turns 30 years old he or she loses interest in new records (especially since
the 70's really sucked as far as music goes)."

DAVE SHEDLOCK, WYDD: "At WYDD,we do not subscribe to that theory. As a matter of fact, we program to the yuppie
audience by programming 'contemporary rock'. Persons age 30 and above still want to hear new, fresh product
provided that it's quality product."

PEPE LOPEZ, KLAQ: "Positively not. I don't believe in that. They are as interested in current material as any
age group. It would be foolish to resort to only oldies."

KEN ANTHONY, KSJO: "It really depends on the person. There are some 30 year olds who are more musically aware
and they demand current product, and the rest probably listen to the radio like any age group does--basicallyias
background entertainment."

JEFF MICHAELS, KSQY: "No, I think older people want to be just as hip as younger people.”

PEGGY APPLE, WQBK: "No, I don't subscribe to that theory at all. 1 think that there's such an influx of infor-
mation and stimuli coming our way that audiences will always want to be aware of upcoming trends and music."

RON SORENSON, KBLE: "To the contrary, statistics seem to show that the older demographic 1s.st111 the largest
record buying group. They can't all be replacing their copy of 'Stairway To Heaven'. We risk becoming an
oldies format only if we cease listening to new music."

BOB LINDEN, KESI: "The fact is that the format that I'm dealing with now is for the 30-year-old range AOR
audience, and the appetite is just as great for new music now as it was in the late 60's and early 70's. It's
just that the audience has not been able to hear anything that satisfies them. We take an artist 1ike Suzanne
Vega and put her into a heavy rotation immediately on three songs off the Lp, and we're already getting sales
reports on her from local stores. Sade is another perfect example of new music that will sell. But what really
can't be ignored is that it has to be quality, and heavy metal AOR certainly has not been the quality that an
adult audience is looking for. It sounds great going from Carole King into Nomo. The fact is that people who
are into their 30's are still into music. It's up to record companies to put it out, and a format to target
itself towards that audience--and that's what we're going for here."

VINCE MERTZ, KZEL: "“"No, I don't think the demand decreases because, sure they lTike the old movies, but they 1ike
to see new ones too! You don't eat hot dogs and pizza for dinner every night, do you?"

TED EDWARDS, KGM-FM: "I've never subscribed to the theory that when people get older they become wimps who have
no interest in current events. Certainly someone with more experience is going to want to go back and re-
experience pleasant moments in his or her life, but I don't believe the majority of people want to be
disassociated with today. Just as there are many artists well over 30 making great rock and roll, a la Joe
Walsh, Robert Plant, Eric Clapton, Sting, etc., etc., there are many people in that age group who want to listen
as well."

TOM SCHEPPKE, KISS: "“It's like their thirst for knowledge, their hunger for good, new music will always be there.
We've got a gal who's 60 years old and she's into Iron Maiden."

MATT EFFKEN, KFMQ: "You mean, do we risk becoming an oldies format, again?!...It may be that the perception that
their demand for current product decreases is wrong; when actually, they are interested in current product from
established core artists, i.e., Robert Plant, John Fogerty, Don Henley, etc. But just because the audience is
getting older does not necessarily mean they won't also be open to good, new music from up and coming bands.

For example, Katrina And The Waves, Simple Minds, etc."

ANDI TURCO, WPYX: "Just because the boomers are growing older doesn't mean AOR must stay dormant in the terms
of new music. It's true we must service that need for old music, but what is released today is still good rock

n' roll. People listen to be entertained and informed. AOR must entertain with the old and inform with the
new!"

AMY DAHLMAN, WAQX: “"No. AOR has always existed as an outlet to new music/artists. To ignore them is to be
irresponsible to our listeners. On the other hand, to over extend a hand means losing listeners. A happy
medium must be met and that's what we try to do."

DOUG CLIFTON, KBCO: "Because of radio over the last five or six years, listeners have become bored with what is
played over and over by the so-called album oriented stations. In many cases, CHR offers more new product.

The age really doesn't matter, it's what the station has to offer! You have to keep in touch with which new
groups are going to be the core acts in the next decade. The best mix of the old with the current and new
should be able to work. If you're not challenged enough to keep up with the times, then you will be dealing
with an out-dated format that means very little to very few!"

RICHARD PACHTER, PROMOTION IN MOTION: "Absolutely not. The only thing that may decrease is the need for extreme

repetition of the hits. As Tar as the oldies go, astute programmers will effectively rotate their library so
the station always sounds fresh!"

RAD MESSICK, WDIZ: "No, I don't think so! I think they depend on radio to keep them up to date on what's going

on. They may not be the first to make a trip to the record store, but they still want to be on top of what's
going on with their favorite artist. WWhy disappoint them?"

DAVID HALL, WKDF: "Only to a small degree, and I think we have to remember that this demo was probably the most

musically active before or since, and they're 1ikely to stay that way!"

GREG GILLISPIE, WDVE: "I think the correct new music will always work. I think if it's interesting, and it
fits in with their favorite oldies, then it will be acceptable...I also think it depends on how into the
music they were in their youth. If it was a casual affair with the radio, they probably don't care much, but
if they lived and breathed music and couldn't wait for the new Cream, Doors, Zeppelin or Hendrix, or whatever,
then they'l1 be anxious to explore new magical avenues...If we keep a proper perspective on things and we
continue to get good quality new music 1ike we have been lately, I don't think we'll fall into the oldies
format. If you do, you're foolish."

BOB KRANES, WBCN: "I don't think the demand for current product is ever going to decrease. A person
Tistening to the radio, or for that matter watching television, is an interested and, we assume, intelligent
person. They listen to the radio for entertainment, and want to be kept in the know...Looking over the past
year or so of what's been going on musically, a lot of new acts have broken: Cyndi Lauper, Eurythmics, Corey
Hart, Men At Work, and numerous other acts and I don't forsee this problem happening at all."




WYNF, TAMPA/ST. PETERSBURG, FL M.D.-RON DIAZ: "This week I say my official goodbye to a real friend and a-
great guy to work for. (Carey (Lefty] Curelop leaves the 95YNF softball squad (undefeated in media/showbiz/ .
schmoozerama type games) and heads back to the Motor City. It's a blow to the team, I must say. A lot of
very talented and successful programmers have strutted through the 'Rock And Roll Pirates' locker room but
Lefty Curelop was our stopper. I love ya, you gnarly knucklehead. Best of luck in life,"

KZAP, SACRAMENTO, CA M.D.-BILL PRESCOTT: "Special thanks to Iris Dillon of A&M for personally delivering the
Sting 12" to RZ*P...Springsteen's "Clory Days' goes right into heavy as KZAP prepares to send a winner and a
guest to London to see The Boss at WembleyStadium...The Heart 12" goes on this week and I hear Ann' and
Nancy are going to stop by the station...I'm still eager to hear from record people. Give me a buzz some

afternoon. I really do return calls."

again to Alaska 'I Really Want To Know'. I think you're missing a good one...Rock steady, T-Bone!"

WDVE, PITTSBURGH, PA M.D.-GREG GILLISPIE: "If a more traditional AOR station 1ike DVE is going to be able
to play more adventurous music in the coming years, a well known name is going to have to break the ground -
and Robert Plant has done just that. 1It's amazing how his solo career has progressed, and how adventurous
this new album is, especially compared to what his former cohort, Mr. Page has done since the demise of Led
Zeppelin.

How
long will it be before people start talking about Power Ballad Burnout?...I was talking to some people the
other day about how our form of radio will accept the new releases from Ratt, Twisted Sister and Motley Crue.

RICHARD PACHTER, PROMOTION IN MOTION (305-482-6629): "I really gnjoyed'last weekjs Question! Some peoplg's
conception of what is 'progressive’ was pretty laughable! Back in my wild youth in New York, I used to'11§teq
to WOR-FM, WPLJ, and later WNEW-FM and marveled at hearing a Jimi Hendrix Import single or ;he Beatles wh1te
album for the first time, or a cut I'd never heard of before. I haven't really found anxth1ng on-the-ﬁad1o
lately that would provide an analogous experience for today's fuzzy-lipped neophytes. I'm sure.KQAK, WXRT, and
others are in there, but by and large you could be blindfolded and dropped off qlmogt anywhere in the country
and not know where you were, by listening to 94, 95, 96, 97, or 987ROCK. Identity is progressive. You weed
not play obscuro punk country operas, just the best music to the highest, not the lowest, denominator. Read
Moser's response last week!"

DON BERNSTINE, THAMES TALENT, LTD (203-629-2686): "A few weeks ago, I got a phone call from David Grossman
from WCCC, who wondered what our plans for a fourth track from Deep Purple's album were. So before I could
tell him our idea, he tells me that 'Wasted Sunsets' should be the song. I thought, ballad? Maybe. David proceed-
ed to go on about how Purple had proved themselves to radio and the public that they could rock;and with

the current situation with radio and the aim at the mobile demos, why not a ballad? This way you have the hard
rock credibility and it's also something that will appeal to the upper demos. By this time, even if I

did agree with him, I was still amazed that a radio station was trying to work me on my own band., We promised
to get back to David and we would think about his suggestion. To make this Tong storyshort we 1iked David's
idea and we went to a few stations to see what they thought. WRIF, WDIZ, WRCN, WYNF, WCMF, WCCC, WHJY, WOUR
WLOZ and WRZK thought it was a good idea and promptly added the track. PolyGram also thought it was a good
idea especially since Purple was playing in August...So in about 10 days, you will be receiving a 12" of
‘Wasted Sunsets' but bear in mind that the 12" version is identical to the album version. So anybody who
doesn't want to wait for the 12", by all means, use the Lp. In any event, if you are wondering when our
summer tour is, without getting too specific, it starts in August and will only be 15 or so shows...One

thing, to David Grossman: Thank you."

I can't wait to see the results when thislegendary programmer meets the
legendary call-letters WHK...Could be great Lps coming from Bob Dylan and Nils Lofgren...Bryan Adams 'Heaven'
is well on its way to being his biggest hit ever and the tour makes this double platinum Lp continue to

sell. Coming next, for the summer of '85 is 'Summer of '69'. Could be a universal summer anthem. Remember
the movie 'Summer of '42'? Well, the video of 'Summer of '69' is even better and probably means something to
everyone who listens to your station...'Go For Soda' is a smash and retail is beginning to catch up with the
airplay.
