WQFM, MILWAUKEE, WI  ASST. P.D./M.D.-JERRY GAVIN: "It's been awhile since I put an y wor ds into the Tra des,  
but a lot has been going on here at QFM.  Picture several thousand people with the biggest giveaway  in 
Milwaukee history.  Here's what happened:  For the past couple of months, we have set up displays with entry 
blanks at over 250 retail outlets.  The prize you may ask?  Only a $100,000 home!  We called out names 
on-the-air, then that person had 9 minutes and 30 seconds to call us back!  They then received one of 93 
keys.  Only 3/4 of a million entries were received!  Well, we gave the house away at the Summerfest grounds 
last week.  Each person with a key tried to open a facsimile  front door lock.  As it turned out, the 83rd 
key opened the door.  A very happy 25 year-old woman who has a small child and lives in an apartment (at the 
present time) jumped with joy as she now became the proud owner of a new home...And speaking of Summerfest, 
for the second year in a row we sponsored the Rock Stage with such headlines as The Fabulous Thunderbirds, 
Robin Trower, Bon Jovi, Yngwie Malmsteen, Uli Jon Roth, The Innocent, Donnie Iris, Van-Zant, Talas, 
Steppenwolf, Trash, and Helix.

MICHAEL PLEN,  I.R.S.  V12-605-0606): "I'd like to make a stand about a record on Manhattan Records. 
I know everybody's thrilled with the guitar brilliance of Jeff Beck, but there is an artist out there who makes 
Jeff Beck's guitar work look like a first-year guitar student.  His name is Stanley Jordan; and he has a record 
out on Blue Note through Manhattan through Capitol Records.  After listening many times to the album, one would 
think that there were numerous overdubs and numerous tracks of different guitars.  Mistake.  It's Stanley 
playing an incredible guitar with two hands.  If you ever watched Eddie Van Halen play guitar and heard him talk 
in interviews, it s people like Stanley Jordan and guitarist Allan Holdsworth that he cites as guitar brilliance.

If you are not playing 'Smokin' In The Boys Room', you screwed up.  Sorry, but your loss is definitely some 
other station's gain and I hear they may cut back again on unemployment benefits.  But, hey, don't worry, the 
shoe industry is always looking for sales help...HOWARD JONES' Life In One Day' is a hit record at both AOR and 
CHR.  'DREAM INTO ACTION'steamed past gold and is headed for platinum.  Howard is wrapping up the summer phase 
of his sold-out tour and will be appearing on the London side of the Live Aid concerts.  It is time to add this 
record now!...GUADALCANAL DIARY 'Trail Of Tears' is one of the most talked about debuts of the year.  Catch onto 
'Trail' before it passes you by...X is hotter than a California brush fire with 'Burning House Of Love'.  Amazing 
how this band is always so current and topical.  Seriously, this is classic rock 'n' roll from the Michael 
Wagner produced Lp 'AIN'T LOVE GRAND' that will break X once and for all into the mainstream of American radio... 
GRAHAM PARKER's assault on the airwaves continues with the perfect summer anthem 'The Weekend's Too Short'. 
If the audience doesn't react to this immediately, they are dead and don't count anyway...On your desk today, the 
solo debut of JOE LYNN TURNER 'Heartless'.  Joe's voice will be instantly recognizable to everyone after his 
long stint as lead vocalist of Rainbow.  Great mass appeal rock 'n' roll...Watch out for ROGUE MALE's'FIRST VISIl  
to your town soon...Also arriving this week, CHAIN REACTION's 'CULTURE SHOCe. 'Physical Graffiti' is already 
on WFNX and WRAS."

LINDA KIRSHJIAN, COLUMBIA (212-975-1701): "This week I feel just like the Mad Hatter running, writing, talking. 
No time to say goodnight, goodbye, but time to say great records.  I must tell you that Cock Robin is beginning 
to make its move.  So watch out instead of watching, otherwise you'll be late!...Alison %yet is holding her own 
as well.  The video, unlike the baby, is due momentarily...Things you will see on your desks soon:  Men At Work 
12" of 'Maria', Hooters 12" of 'And We Danced', Midnight Oil Lp, Uriah Heep Lp, Wham! 'Freedom' 12", and Nick 
Mason 12" (with Rick Fenn of lOcc and special guest David Gilmour) of 'Lie For A Lie'...Continuing to build and 
sell:  Paul Young, Bob Dylan, Hooters, Billy Joel, Kenny Loggins...On the horizon:  Gowan'   We were held privy 
to a preview of Mick Jagger's upcoming 'Running Out Of Luck' flick.  It left me breathless'''  Congratulations 
to the best marketing plan ever conceived: New Coke and Classic Coke. I knew it was bound to be!!  You are 
mah-velous m  Did you know 'She's The Boss' was certified platinum?  You bet your sweet toot toot!!!" 

ROGER LIFESET, PHONE-AT-THE-MOUTH (818-991-7668): "It's been altogether too long since I got enough steam to 
use this open forum to raise consciousness in an area where many major and minor labels are sadly stuck 
in the Dark Ages.  We have been working in the AOR/jazz area for all of our eight years of independent promotion. 
I can honestly tell you, we are in the renaissance of jazz/fusion at the album radio level.  Thanks largely to 
January's Abrams Convention and the foresight of Dave Logan  and Lee Abrams, 'fusion' has become an intelligent 
choice for weekend programming.  These shows gain instant local sponsorship, reflect yuppie/affluent tastes, 
and hone in on AOR's reclaimed upper demos.  'Sunday Jazz Brunch' is a winner for superstars and I'm glad 
to have been there with them since day 1.  John Sebastian's 'Great Radio' format offers the opportunity of 
full-time airplay and nightly 'Lights Out' overnight  rotation, plus weekend specials.  Soon to be on the 
horizon, the real coup, NBC's syndicated show, 'The Jazz Show' with David Sandborn as host.  All this and most 
companies don't even have a mailing list to cover this trend.  With exception of CMJ's 'Jazz Times', we have no 
charts that reflect album radio's tastes in this area.  R&R's jazz chart appears on the Black Radio page and 
does not do justice to many from Allan Holdsworth to Dan Siegel.  There is no funk factor at AOR so we really 
have no printed charts to follow.  (Hint!)  We are now tracking over 80 album radio reporters playing jazz! 
Are you aware in the last month we have added:  KLOL, WHCN, WZZO, KAZY, WPYX, WRKI, WRDU, WIOT, KEZO, KMOD, 
WDHA, KMYZ, WTUE, KKDJ, KICT, WWCK, KZEL, KGON, and KPOI to our mailings?  As a way of helping our industry 
become more on top of these developments, we would like to supply you with our most up-to-date AOR/jazz mailing 
list.  We have the information broken down to include the show's host, name of show, broadcast hours, etc...Just 
call and you can have the keys to better servicing the real music of the mid-eighties. (818) 991-7668." 

BRUCE MOSER, COULD BE WILD PROMOTIONS (716-885-5200): "Kim Mitchell is officially Platinum in Canada, is on tour 
with Bryan Adams, was seen on 'Good Morning America' when M.A.D.D. endorsed 'Go For Soda' as a summer anthem,and, 
last but not least, Kim's Lp is now on Bronze/Atco.  Call Michael Prince for reservice, IDs and tour info ... 
Personal to Bob Catania: You have done a job that you can be proud of.  You not only gave 100% effort, but you 
deserve a medal (a C6TE or Platinum album would do) for your 200% effort!...The Boss received some unexpected 
national attention when the hostages landed in Germany.  They were greeted by the American families based there 
singing 'Born In The USA'...Congrats to Spencer Proffer on his recent marriage.  P.S.:  You did a great job on 
the new Jon Butcher Axis album... Peter Wolf joined Bryan Adams on stage in Worchester for a rousing version of 
'Hound Dog' and 'Blue Suede Shoes'.  If you're not playing 'Diana',you're missing a smash!...Coming soon: Tons 
of fun from Rhino.  Big Daddy and Bob and Zip will have you laughing in the aisles." 

DAVID FLEISCHMAN, ATLANTIC Ç212-484-6017): "The next 12" from  Mr. Plant's 'Shaken 'N' Stirred' Lp will be 'Too 
Loud'...The latest from Phil Collins is the fabulous 'Don't Lose My Number'.  Yes, I know, many of you have 
already played this track.  Did you 'Burn It'?  Probably not.  CHR is jumping on this record hand over fist 
and you know your competitor is pounding this song.  You're gonna play it.  Help me have a good summer and play 
it now (remember Phil has three straight #1 singles)...The Ratt phenomena continues with mega sales and requests.

This sound 
will really get you  some great phoners from your listeners.  Soon we'll be able to tell you who they'll be 
touring with this summer...Stay tuned, my lovelies." 

PAUL RAPPAPORT, COLUMBIA (212-975-8616): "In two quick weeks,Bill,y Joel once again is setting records for marks 
in airplay and sales.  The new single 'Yo0-e Only Human' is positively blowing out at Top 40 and in this short 
period of time the record is being reported Top 6 by the Musicland chain, which is certainly beyond major.  If 
you don't power this record (we are shooting for upper demos are we not?), I would quarrel with you.  If you don't 
at least day part it, you're nuts!...Cock Robin continues its roll.  More heavy believers this week than ever 
before.  The record is a hit and both formats are finding it out as the pace quickens.  Listen to your peers on 
this one, it's for real...One day, just like in the case of Patty Smyth, a whole lot of people are going to line 
up for Gold and Platinum records for Alison Moyet. This budding artist is ready for superstardom.  BE THERE!... 
Hooters' second track 'And We Danced' is even hotter and more immediate than the first.  This band is on the road 
and breaking across the country.  12" out this week...Call WMMS for the story on Gowan - it's real, it's growing, 
and it's BIG...New 12"s this week!:  'Maria' the hit, repeat THE HIT from Men At Dot- 7F, and the very exciting 
Nick Mason with Rick Fenn from lOcc and David Gilmore."

All reports back are nothing short 
of excellent.  'Sweet, Sweet Baby' is about to dominate the airwaves or, as Rod would say, 'People Get Ready'... 
Speaking of tours, I have had the supreme delight of witnessing my hero, Don Henley, on stage already.  From 
start to finish, this performance is nothing short of what Billy Crystal would say, 'Marvelous'...Third on the 
Geffen roster when it comes to touring ability, look out for those bad boys from Florida.  The Van-Zant boys 
have made an all out attack, opening up for the Night Ranger tour.  This band will turn you inside out, with 
their live rendition of 'I'm A Fighter', 'Gotta Believe In Love' and the show stopper, 'Midnight Sensation'.

DEBRA OVERTURE,MICHAEL ABRAMSON/ROCKER DOCTOR PROMOTIONS (212-370-9041): "It's out and on your desk.  It came 
with your R&R last week.  It is the edit of 'The Perfect Kiss' by New Order--and now is the time to listen to it! 
John and Peggy at WQBK did and have joined the crew of believers.  For whatever reasons you choose not to deal 
with this record now, remember when the first Talking Heads, U2, R.E.M., Simple Minds, and Tears For Fears Lps 
came out?  A little off center at the time, but these artists possessed a unique, distinctive sound and AOR 
helped launch their careers.  All I'm saying is that this band should not be ignored.. .I've listened, listened 
and listened (that's a few listens) to the Cock Robin record.  If 'When Your Heart Is Weak' has you doubting--
check out 'Thought You Were On My Side'. A very strong track and worth a listen...John Parr has gone full circle.
