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News From Rock Over London

It could be said that JOHN PARR is using a circuitous method of obtaining
a British hit. Having topped US charts with "St. Elmo's Fire", Parr is
hoping that the same sparks will now fly in his native Britain where he
js virtually unknown. Up until about a year ago Jonn was working in local
clubs here. Finally, "St. Elmo's Fire" has been issued in Britain, and
chances are "Naughty Naughty" will follow. An album is slated for mid-
October.

Taking ISLAND RECORDS into the compact disc market are two of their fcrmer #1

albums, UZ2's "Unforgettable Fire" and BOB MARLEY'S "Legend" Lp. On the
subject of CD's, musical history was made recently with the issue of the first punk compact disc. For punk
connoisseurs only, it's the DEAD KENNEDY'S 1980 Lp "Fresh Fruit For Rotting Vegetables".

DEXY'S MIDNIGHT RUNNERS have returned after a three year break with a new album, "Don't Stand Me Down", and
more than a sprinkling of controversy. Producer ALAN WINSTANLEY has made moves to put an injunction on the
release of the album because of the way he's been credited on the sleeve notes. Basically, Winstanley was
contracted to work with the Dexys in the States until the first of March this year. At that time he was to
fly over to England and start work on the new MADNESS Lp. However, the recording ran overtime and Winstanley
flew to England as planned leaving the band's KEVIN KOWLAND to mix the tracks. The wind up is, the sleeve
credits now read: "Produced by Kevin Rowland/Recorded by Alan Winstanley." An unhappy Winstanley thinks that
he should at least get a co-producer credit. The band disagrees. While the battle rages, you can get a taste
of the album in question as we play a track called "Listen To This" on this week's show.

THE SMITHS are back with a new release called, "Boy With The Thorn In His Side" and the famous head and
shouTders adorning the cover this time are those of TRUMAN CAPOTE. The band has been in the headlines as they
recently had to cancel their Italian tour because MORRISSEY received death threats. There's some speculation
that this may have been triggered by Morrissey's outspoken left-wing views.

By way of contrast, CHINA CRISIS returned home happily from their travels as they were presented with gold disks
from their WALTER BECKER produced “Flaunt The Imperfection" following their American tour.

MARRIAGE OF CONVENIENCE is the band who's been recording with the STRANGLERS drummer JET BLACK, and they
release their first single on the Stranglers Information Service JabeT this month. The song is called, "My
Young Dreams" and was originally part of a Stranglers demo from 1975 which was never released.

JOHN ADAMS, formerly in the band PRIVATE LIVES,releases a song called “Through The Eyes Of Love" which was co-
written by ANDY TAYLOR of DURAN DURAN. In addition,Andy produced and played all the instruments except drums,
which were pTayed by MARK BRZEZICKI of BIG COUNTRY,

After a two-year gap,ex-ULTRAVOX front man ,JOHN FOXX marks his return with his fourth solo album called "In
Mysterious Ways". From it the track "Enter The Angel" is issued this week.

NIK KERSHAW'S backing band, THE CREW,have signed a major deal with MCA RECORDS. Therg's no split with Nik, but
apparently they welcome the opportunity to be doing their own thing. "Paper Heroes" is being prepared for
re?ease towards the end of the year.

Along with that contentious Dexy's album, join us on ROCK OVER LONDON this week for a BILLY IDOL live recordiqg

Question Of The Waek

Although it's always wise not to judge a book by its cover, sometimes non-musical
factors can sway even the best ears when it comes to checking out new product.

What peripheral factors affect your preception of a new track before you listen

to it? (Do things like the cover, the label, the band's looks, the presence or
absence of a 12", white sleeve versus finished artwork, 33 versus 45, or your
relationship with the local guy, prejudice your opinion of the record before you've
heard it?) What other factors can alter your opinion?

BILL EVANS, WLUP: “Many of those factors can enter in to prejudgment of a record. However, the process is of
2 natural selection and any thought as to which one's would only lead to destroying the process, No personal
relationship either way would enter into how we view a record."

DAVE SHEDLOCK, WYDD: “Every one of the factors mentioned in the question is bound to have some effect on
Tnitial reaction to the record. Unfortunately, nobody knows an absolutely perfect formula for packaging,
publicizing, or promoting a record. If they did, they would all look the same. Hopefully, those of us in a
position of deciding what to program can overcome those preconceived notions and let individual songs stand
on their own. Hype only works on you if you let it!"

BOB WALTON, WRDU: "Things that don't influence me are the color of the sleeve, the speed of the recording, the
absence of the 12", the little sticker on the cover that says 'Contains the hjt----'! Things that do inﬁ]ue ce
me are an already released video, the relationship with the label, occasionally tne alpbum cover ana tne littie

sticker on the cover that says 'remixed version'.

CINDY BAILEN, KZEW: "I try my best to give every record a fair shot--a blank slate at the beginning. Some
records have advance notices or an import that will make me want to put it on as soon as it arrives. With
other acts, there may be a track record with recent releases that will leave me less than enthusiastic to
hear it right away. As far as artwork goes, some things really turn me off such as the cover of the latest
Felony record or Spinal Tap's 'Smell The Glove'. Twelve inch singles take up space in my 1ibrary and I have a
pretty good track record picking the right cut for us, though we do appreciate knowing which cuts the company
may be focusing on."
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DON BERNS, CFNY: *“Nothing effects our decision to add a record; however, certain things do affect our decision
to consider a record. Obviously we are going to listen to any product that fits our sound because of the
nature of CFNY. But we're more likely to take early listens to--#1: Any artist who has a good track record
with us, --#2: Any product that is released on a 12" with a remix as opposed to just a 7" or Lp, and #3: Any
artist or group who releases product with a picture sleeve that shows us the band fits the image of the music
we normally play. This third point is most definitely the least important factor. The most important fact is
that the record have a hole in the center of it!"

MARTY BENDER, WSKS: "Ve%y sexist and/or trite album art or promotional devices; blatent attemps by labels to
manufacture or recreate a past success; too many independents and the pressure and eventual negative aura that
creates (there are only so many ways you can say no to so many people); video hype--it's usually overblown,
over-produced, management bullshit, laid out by people who know nothing about video art form; ‘receiving one
copy of anything; record jackets that say ‘contain the hit', and then go on to list 5, 6, 7, or more songs;
any band or person that looks 1ike the next big thing in Eng]and;g?reat musicians or performers who have
drastically changed their image or appearance;iany band whose name or presence connotes anything violent; any
follow-up release that was supposed to be broken by MTV; .anything that's big in L.A.; records that come in
broken. Of course I'm overstating this a little bit, but the real statement that I'm trying to make is; let
the music do the talking!" ;

JOHN BEAULIEU, WTUE: “Yes, it depends on whether they spell my name right on the box or whether they have the
correct MD's name. You don't know how many times I've been called Bob Clark. When it comes to new faces, I'd
sure like to have something enclosed that lets me know who they are and what they are about! And finally,
boy, do I hate those crinkly.plastic sleeves."

DAVID HALL, WKDF: "The band's name and the cover art have an effect on the attractiveness of something that's
unknown. 1T am prejudiced against 45 RPM 12"'s because I know they cause too many screw ups on-the-air, and
if something is only available as a single, I definitely prefer it on 12" because singles don't sound as good
or last as long under broadcast cueing conditions."

DAWN SINGLETON, KRNA: "Most definfi@ly the album cover is a factor because it depends on the style which says
a Tot about the band and the quality and thought put into the art, but it especially is important in the stores.
I prefer 33 definitely, and the 12" adds more variety and freshens the song up a bit."

WALLY WALKER, KQDS: "I try to be objective about any
new product that we receive at the station. As far as
we're concerned, it's what's in the grooves--not on
the cover--that determines what artist gets on-the-air."

AMY DAHLMAN, WAQX: ™A1l those factors will prejudice
you either favorably or negatively. In the long run,
of course, your ears and the needs of your radio
station must prevail. You can never let record company
friendship, cover art, or shaved heads, determine what
is right for your radio station!"

LARRY SHARP, KZOK: "None of us like to say that these
Tactors effect us, because they're not supposed to, but
I must say that a stupid name for a band te. one that's
going to sound dumb on-the-air, will prejudice me
against a record., I don't really care what the cover
looks like. When you really come down to it, it's the
music that does the talking!"

RUSS MOTTLA, WAAF: "I have to say that I'm more likely
to Tisten to a record by a band with a more generic
sounding name, before I'11 get to the Underwater Basket
Weavers, assuming of course that a band with a name
that's way out there is also a band whose music is way
out there! Advance cassettes always get a priority
listen because someone has taken the time to solicit my
opinion on advance product, and it's great to have your
opinion count!"

RON DIAZ, WYNF: "Whether we like to admit it or not, all of those peripheral factors such as the name of the
band, fﬁe cover art, etc. can color our opinion. If you have two equal bands and one's called A Sack Of Shit-
heads and the other The Jones, 1'11 bet you'll play The Jones first!"

PAM BROOKS, WPDH: "I can't stand real gnarly disgusting album covers. You know, ripped flesh, dripping blood,
etc.--that"s definitely cat litter box material. Un;prtunate]y. despite their high cost, scented album
covers a‘'la Rubber City Rebels don't cut it ‘either,It's like getting a paper rose--send the real thing
instead! The biggest challenge, are records pressef on white vinyl, since I can't figure out where the cuts
start.And being a typical female, if there's 4 or 5 hot Tooking guys on the cover, well hell, at least I'1]
hang “{t up on the bedroom wall. But, come on guys, this is the world of music and we really should listen to
everything we take home!"

KERI TEEGARDEN, KUFO: “A lot of your opinion on A RECORD has to do with the kind of mood you're in when you
Tisten to it. Therefore, I listen to new product over and over in case I'm really in a pissy mood the first
time I hear it! Other factors that influence me are the rap the record guy lays on me, and any name brand
players in the band, "

PEGGY APPLE, WQBK: “For starters, there's a lot to a name! A striking or unusual name will get my attention a
Tot quicker than a generic sounding name. On a personal level, I always enjoy a real artsy looking cover!"

BRUCE McGREGOR, KEZO: "As much as we all try to keep an open mind on new music, an artist's previous track
record will color my opinion slightly. The last time a band's name had any bearing on my perception was the
band Trash. However, I try to Judge all product on the merit of its music, regardless of the jacket it comes
int"

SCOTT DOUGLASS, KATT: “We are ‘consumers' too. Yes, I think packaging is important! If the album has clever
art work, you can get pretty interested about what's inside, but if there's a bloody knife through a skull
(for example), I have to admit I'd be pretty turned off to that! As objective as I'd want to be, I have to
admit my opinion would be pretty colored!"

DOUG PODELL, WLLZ: "“We only care about the product, not the package--although I personally lean toward 12% s for
advance:”

TOM SCHEPPKE, KISS: "Of course, everyone looks for a quality product, but unfortunately sometimes things will
Ty with just a Tot of B's and hype!"

STEVE FUNK, KOZZ: "I don't prejudge anything before I hear it. The only criteria I use are the sound, melody,
“hooks, and production."

MIKE BOYLE, WMGM: "I'd have to say 'no' on all three accounts--the bottom line is what I hear! 1 trust my
own ear, but I encourage comments from the record community on their new product."
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KAREN ANDERSEN SMALL, WGIR: “A lot of times hype will turn me off to a record before I've heard it. If I get

—I7 calls on one song, | begin to wonder how good it really is. The more pressure I get on a record, the more
stubborn I get. From a record consumer point of view, I find that the jacket-graphics and the picture can
either get me interested, or turn me off. For example, if a record comes with a skull and cross bones on the
cgv§r,)jt goes immediately to the back of the pile (and I'm not talking about a new Grateful Dead record
either)!"

LARRY "THE DUCK" DUNN, WLIR: "I think the packaging is the key. You can always tell how much the record
company thought of their own artist by the cover of the album. Without consideration here to artistic control
of the cover, it always seems that a shitty album has a shitty cover. Labels and 12" have no bearing on my
listening. After all, we play a lot of independents and jmports!"

VINCE MERTZ, KZEL: "Al11 of the above influence whether I listen to a record or not. And the more I hear from
a rep reminding me to listen to a record, the better the chance I will listen to it! There's just too much
material to listen to it all, and it's part of the reps' job to guide us, point us in the right direction,

The 33 versus 45 topic: I'm more apt to listen to something and put it on-the-air (if it's good enough), if
the 12" is a 33 not 45. It saves confusion with the jocks. They're used to 33. Also, 33 decreases the
chance for jock error!"

JOANI WILLIAMS, KZYR: "It would be nice if we could all say our ears are 100% pure, and that all that matters
~Is the music! 0T course it would also be nice if we could all flap our arms and fly to the moon! Seriously
though, I do spend a lot of time and energy making the effort to listen to everything that comes in, but
obviously there's a higher priority to listen to the artists that already have a proven track record first.

I will listen to everything,but new or unfamiliar artists may sit for a week or three before I can spend the
time with them they deserve. We play albums so 12"s don't effect me much unless they're advances. And as
far as artwork goes, the only kind of cover that might make me ignore a record completely is a ‘Bloody Chicken
Head Dressed In Leather' type metal head package. Metal does nothing for our 1isteners, and it gives me a
headache, so whenever I can avoid it--I do!"

RICK PANNECK, WAPL: "Definitely the local promotional people have a lot to do with what I listen to. Also,
“colored vinyl too, 'cause it's something that sticks out and you might throw it on!"

KEN ANTHONY, KSJO: "“All the factors mentioned here influence Music Directors. I don't believe a Music Director
would be correct to say that these factors don't influence him. I know I sometimes get caught up in the factor,
but I try to put all the factors aside and just listen to the music!"

ALAN WHITE, KILO: "That's an interesting question! For a band that has no previous track record, they all tend

“fo start at the same position in my mind. I don't know anything about the band until I listen to it. White or
black 12" sleeves don't affect me. That's not something I consciously think about. Sometimes it gets
confusing in terms of what I'm looking at if they are not marked properly, but that has no bearing on whether
it gnd§ up on the turntable. For bands that have an established track record, cover art is secondary to the
music,"

TOM WALLACE, WBLM: “The look of the album cover definitely has a big influence on what I decide to listen to.
Tt's unfortunate, but I have ignored some pretty decent records because of ugly album covers! A secondary
aspect that prejudices me would be the label's reputation (and if I get asked out to dinner). The absence
or presence of a 12" makes no difference, but 1'd rather listen to an entire album!"

LARS MURRAY, WBRU: "I think a plain wrapper on the 12" of a new band is often a wise approach for a record
company to take. For example, a heavy metal style cover on an album will often drive me off. A good example
of a wise approach was the Marillion record--the cover art for which belies the quality of the music. Other-
wise I try to be open minded."

TED EDWARDS, KGB-FM: "Off the top of my head I'd say there are very few factors that would cause me to prejudge
or develop an attitude about a record before its release. The only one that I can think of at the moment is
too much promotion/hype. When every independent I talk to, plus the entire promotion staff of the record
company issuing the record calls, I start to wonder why. If a record's as good as all these people say it is,
then why does it need to be promoted in such an obnoxious manner? Otherwise, I prefer to let the music do the
talking unless the audience already has a perception of what the band is. If that perception is not in line
with our audiences' desires, then we will be much more careful about considering an add, Basically, I don't
enjoy being manipulated. Give us the music in any size or form, some basic information, and we'll make the

decision whether it's appropriate for our market and radio station.”

RICK VAN GIL, WIOT: “I try not to let relationships, either good or bad, affect my judging tunes. I would just
as soon as have every record shipped to me with a blank label and a blank cover--that way you judge the

tune with your ears, like you should......What does effect me is a good track record by the group (i.e. Dire
Straits, John Cougar Mellencamp), or neat artwork like Ratt's new album."

MATT EFFKEN, KFMQ: “If I hear from five indies on a record from a new band three weeks before its release, I'm
already suspicious because that indicates to me that somebody signed a band for too much money and they already
know it's a ;Eiff. Other than listening to the record itself, I'm not sure what sways my judgment. (T-shirts
help though!)'

ERIN RILEY, WMMR: "A woman on her back with her legs spread in a 'v* and crotch snapshots a la the back of
stler, definitely affect my perception!"

AMANDA TEPPER, WPLR: "“The only thing that would affect my perception would be a 12". To me that says the
record company has invested something in promoting the record already. But there are other factors that are
more important. Namely, who the artist is, how their last album did, and, if it's metal, how much metal we're
playing right now. Those are all factors that would prejudice my opinion of a record or a new band!"

MARK DEVINE, WRKI: “The one problem in this business, or at least on my end, is that I simply don't have enough
~time to Tisten to everything. I think it's important for record people to make their product as accessible
as possible. If there's no 12" then Joe Hype better tell me what cut he's zeroing in on. There's not enough
time to listen to an entire album just to find one song, especially if jt's a nominal band. As far as
judging a book by its cover goes, I do it all the time. Our station does not play a lot of metal. I just got
a record in by the group called The Storm Troopers Of Death! The record is called 'Speak English Or Die'. I
don't have to listen to this record!"

ZAK PHILLIPS, KAZY: "Ideally nothing but the music should speak for the music but we live in an age of images
and 1t becomes pretty hard to predict a band's overall sound from their packaging. I try not to let my first
impression sway my conclusion about the music and I'm proud to say that I do listen to everything. The only
lasting negative impression for myself is an obvious lack of professionalism."

PAUL SHUGRUE, WRXL: "I think the main peripheral factor is the name of the band, and the name of the song
since that is what our listeners are going to hear before anything else. The video has a lot to do with how
the band will be accepted since MTV is heavily into this market.”

JIM JONES, KMOD: "The name of the band, an established label--all of the factors mentioned are determine rs.
Whips, chains and leather seem to turn me off as far as the validity of the music that turns me off as far
as the album. I'd say a visit from the record rep, as it seems to help me to sit down and listen to the
band, plus the confidence that the rep has in the band. If they're confident in the band, I'l11 follow it up
with a listen."
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DANA BROWN, WQFM: "I prefer bios on new bands--something that gives a brief history, especially if I'm going
to add 1t! 1'd like my air staff to be able to talk about it. The cover definitely makes an impression on
me. It's the quickest insight to the bands' direction and the type of audience they want to appeal to."

ANDY PRESTON, KPOI: "I look for uniqueness on bands I knuw nothing about, and if a record comes in with a
Plank cover, | usually play it because it might be good or different! Something that comes to mind is the
Curtie And The Boombox 12" that featured a special lead guitarist whan I later found out was Steve Clark of
Def Leppard! Unique artwork will make me put a record at the front of the stack. I hate 45 RPM 12"'s
because they cause so many problems on-the-air it isn't funny! 1 see no difference in sound quality between
that and 33. As far as TV goes, for instance Mr. Mister--now that we know it's going to be on 'Miami Vice',
it moved up on our consideration list!"

RON SORENSON, KBLE: "I try to be aware of hype and none of that stuff affects me consciously, but un-
consciously...? But then, we're excluding previous history!"

MIKE CAPPS, WIMZ: "I've never felt pressure to like or dislike a record! 1 don't go by looks, I 1listen to
an album or song to make my decisicn on the way the song sounds."

JEFF CARROL, KLBJ: “Artistic recognition album covers can help classify what type of music it's probably
going to be. [ respect record representatives' opinions when they tell me and don't read me the whole record
Tist they're working, but instead highlight those which are consistent with our format."

WYDD, PITTSBURGH, PA M.D.-DAVE SHEDLOCK: "'Ant music' is back and it's sounding better than ever. We're
already getting top 10 phones for 'Vive Le Rock' and we've been on the song for less than a week...Tommy
Shaw's solo album worked well for us last year and the new 12" is hot. I didn't hear 'Remo's
Theme' as a hit on first listen, but it sounds better each time around...Corey Hart's 'Boy In The Box' tested
well here. It's pulling phones and we're giving it full time play this week...It looks Tike another big
comeback story is developing and this time for the Starship. The rapid acceptance of 'We Built This City'
was a bit surprising and this week the record drew top 5 phones...Don't miss out on the new Thémpson Twins
12". We've been using the version of 'Lay Your Hands On Ee' from the 'Perfect' scundtrack and the response
has been great. The new version on the 12" should go all the way to the top."

KZEW, DALLAS, TX ASST. P.D./M.D.-CINDY BAILEN: “Bruce is at the Cotton Bowl this weekend and we just put on the
new B Side 'Janey Don't You Lose Heart'...The Alan Vega song reminds our ears of David Byrne.

Ray Vaughan this week...Fianlly, we've added a fourth cut from the Sting Lp, 'Love Is The Seventh Wave.."

P.D.-MIKE WOLF: "I want to be the first in the country to congratulate my good
Triend John Larser on his new gig as Program Director of KDKB in Phoenix. The job couldn’t have gone to a
nicer guy...l loved kurt Kelly's comments regarding CD service.
