Besides, Scott and I feel it's another good name to add to
our impressive 1ist of consultants. In today's market place, especially in the #1 market in the world,

too much is never enough."

With WNEW joining Harris consulted stations KMET, LA and WMMR, Phi]%g;__?ennge claims to have clients in
three of the four top markets. “I'm not looking to open up a McDonald's for radio programming" sez
George, "I'd rather sign a small group of premium album rockers and provide greater service, as opposed
to less service and lower prices. New York is the toughest radio market in the country. WNEW-FM and

its people are the best. I'm looking forward to the tremendous challenges of working in New York."

War was declared in the rock call-in show arena last Monday night when Westwood One launched its weekly
LINE ONE series. With alternating bi-coastal hosts (KMET's Sky Daniels when the show originates in L.A.;
WNEW-FM's Carol Miller from N.Y.), the 60 minute 1ive-v1a-satei|1te music/interview/call-in show is
positioned in direct competition with Global Satellite Network's Rockline. Although competition between
syndicators is nothing new, this situation is unique in that both offerings are 1ive and run in the same
Monday night time slot: Line One 11PM-Midnite; Rockline 11:30 PM-1:00 AM, Eastern. The battle has
resulted in an either/or situation for both artists and stations as the nets vie for acts and affiliates.
Rockline boasts of being in its 5th year with a 110 station line-up that includes most of the country's
Top AORs, while Westwood One claims 85 affiliates and the advantage of unreleased 1ive tracks in the show
thanks to Westwood's concert programs. How do guest line-ups compare? If you were in New York last
Monday, the 7th, you had your choice between Steve Perry on Line One on WNEW, or Cheech and Chong and The
Hooters via Rockline and K-ROCK. The following Monday, L.A. listeners had the option of hearing Supertramp
(Line One, KMET) or Phantom Rocker & Slick and Tommy Shaw (Rockline,KLOS). G.S.N.'s Cindy Tollin calls
Rockline “the original", asserting, "We deliver the hottest acts in Rock and Roll when they're the
hottest. We've received calls from some of the new stations who did carry the first Line One broadcast
and who now want to switch over and join our affiliates." We got a different story at Westwood One who
reported tremendous response to opening night. More to come...

News From Rock Over London

PETE TOWNSHEND s all set to release his new record, "FACE THE FACE" b/w
,this week, The A Side is from his forthcoming album, "WHITE CITY".

And speaking of THE WHO, more on the ROGER DALTREY benefit concert at Madison
Square Garden we reported here last week. DaTtrey also mentioned to ROCK OVER
LONDON that RUSS BALLARD said, if Roger ever went on the road, to give him a
cail. So, Russ will be at Madison Square Garden as well! Roger has also asked
PETE TOWNSHEND to show up, but for the time being he's concerned with the new
album and continuing his acting career by filming a children's TV program for
the BBC. Next year Peter hopes to make his directing debut with a film about
the British gangsters, THE KRAY TWINS. Should Townshend show up, Daltrey
suggests the possibility of one half the show being Townshend and his new band,
the other half Daltrey, and the two will play together at the end of the show.

The MOODY BLUES' JUSTIN HAYWARD will also be an interview guest on Rock Over London soon. His "MOVING
MOUNTATRS™ aTbum is just out in Britain and he dropped into the office to tell us that the Moodies are half
way through recording their next Lp with new producer, TONY VISCONTI (whose divorce from Mary Hopkins became
final this week). They'll be finished by Christmas, Hayward hopes, with an April release in the USA followed
by an American tour from May onwards.

And still on the subject of new bands emerging from old, TONY JAMES, who was a sidekick of BILLY IDOL in
GENERATION X, has got himself a new outfit called SIGUE STGUE SPUTNIK. (Once again, as you'd expect, it's a
name 00zing with social significance as it happens to be the signature of a Moscow street gang!)

WHAM's! new single, "THE EDGE OF HEAVEN",is being recorded in London for a November release. The group

originally planned to issue a live version of the song from their American tour but has. now reverted to the
more regular way of doing things.

SPANDAU BALLET s working on songs for a 1986 album in an abandoned theatre in Dublin, Ireland. The reason
for the theatre is twofold, says lead singer, TONY HADLEY. They're trying to write their music with the feel
of an actual stage and it allows them to work out all their creative ideas without being interrupted with such
mundane things as dinner!

YOU'VE BEEN IN THE RADIO BUSINESS FOR OVER 20 YEARS AND CONSULTING SINCE 1971. HOW DO YOU KEEP IT
INTERESTING AND STIMULATING AFTER ALL THIS TIME?

I involve myself in outside projects, and in the last two years I‘ve immersed myself in a more
adventurous form of AOR -- basically the KFOG approach.

IN THAT CASE, WHO'S RUNNING THE STORE?

I would say that from an administrative and business standpoint, it's Kent and Dwight, Snd from a
more theoretical and philosophical standpoint, myself and Dave Logan.

WHAT'S YOUR ACTUAL STATION INVOLVEMENT AT THIS POINT?

As far as the actual hands-on day-to-day basis, I work with WMMR, DC101, WCKG, WNEW-FM, WDIZ, WFYV,
Q107, Radio Caroline, NBC Source, and Dave and I team up on KFOG. Also, I handle our MV involvement.

HOW LONG HAVE YOU AND KENT WORKED TOGETHER? IS THERE ANY TRUTH TO THE RUMBLINGS THAT YOU'LL SOON
BE LEAVING THE CONSULTANCY TO MANAGE/PRODUCE/CONSULT?

We've worked together for 11 years, and although I certainly plan to continue to involve myself in
stimulating outside projects, I certainly see our relationship continuing as the anchor operation.

ARE YOU GOING TO REPLACE JON SINTON? AND IS THERE ANY TRUTH TO THE RUMOR THAT JON'S DEPARTURE WAS
AN ECONOMY MOVE IN THE FACE OF CUTBACKS AND DIMINISHED REVENUES AT B/A/M/D?

There's no immediate rush because it's a demanding position and we want to make sure we get the
right person--and our revenues and client roster is at the highest point ever.

LET'S DISCUSS SOME OF THOSE PROJECTS. FIRST TELL US ABOUT THE DEAL WITH ROLLING STONE.

1 worked on a major project with them to analyze their content as well as give them a clear,
living color picture of who their readership is, and in some cases isn't, and in the case of "isn't",
how to get them to be. It was like doing .a complete analysis of a giant radio station.

AND I WOULD ASSUME YOU WERE INSTRUMENTAL IN THE RECENT LAYOUT CHANGES?

I can only talk in broad strokes, but one of my primary areas of input was to make it more scannable
and not quite as ponderous. The other thing was to contemporize it. Instead of leaning on late
60's political figures, they needed to focus more on people more important in the late 80's.

WHAT'S JANN WENNER LIKE?

Eccentric and very interesting, and much more open than I thought he'd be. Just the fact that he's
run this massive paper for half of his life has enabled him to deal with more rock stars, movie
stars and politicos than I'm sure many of us will meet in our lifetimes.

BEFORE WE GET TO YOUR MUSICAL PROJECTS, ARE THERE ANY OTHER OUTSIDE INVOLVEMENTS YOU CAN DISCUSS?

I'm in the process of writing a book, which is taking up a lot of time right now, and that should be
finished in about six months. The working title is “The New Mainstream®, and it's about the trends
and attitudes of what is frequently called the Baby Boom.

IS IT MORE RESEARCH OR REMINISCENCE?

Most of it is a combination of recalling experiences, having lived in the trenches with these people
for the last fifteen years, and collecting massive amounts of information and data from magazine and
newspaper articles, as well as some other people's research. I'd like to think it will be pop enough
to be in all the airport newstands and still be serious enough to have credibility in media classes.

NOW LET'S DISCUSS YOUR ARTIST CONSULTATIONS. WHO HAVE YOU WORKED WITH TO DATE?

Over the years, it's been Alan Parsons, Asia, Yes, Frankie Goes To Hollywood, and Iron Maiden, to
name a few.

HOW DOES 1T USUALLY WORK?

It varies from artist to artist. Generally, 1 deal with giving them an overall analysis of what
theirgposture is in the American market. What tne fans expect of them. Where they may have mis-
evolved. It's not geared to giving them direct creative input as much as to lay the facts on the
table, and let them adjust things their own way. There is a common misinterpretation that I tell

t?em t?e kinds of songs to make. In reality it's just honest, no BS feedback on their general
situation.

COME ON LEE, WE ALL KNOW YOU'RE A FRUSTRATED TOURING MUSICIAN. DON'T YOU MIX IT UP IN THE STUDIO
WITH CLIENT ACTS?

Yes, I do have a studio in my house where I play and record, but as far as client acts, I might have
a goof with them now and then, but nothing serious.

ONCE YOU'VE WORKED WITH AN ACT, DON'T YOU FEEL OBLIGATED TO PRESS THE AIRPLAY BUTTON IN YOUR ROLE
AS CONSULTANT?

The only acts I work with are those that are established and will get airplay anyway, and I would
never get involved with an artist who expected favors in return.

TELL US ABOUT YOUR DEAL WITH RADIO CAROLINE.

I'm trying to give them overall guidance in how to compete on both sales and programming levels in
the 1980's. It is extremely difficult, though, since they're in the middle of the sea. You can't
Just call the program director to talk. There have been times when I was in London ready to go on
the ship, but could not get to the station since the seas were too high.

ENCAPSULATE THE EURGPEAN ATTITUDE ABOUT THE AMERICAN ROCK MARKET. HOW IMPORTANT IS IT TO THEM,
AND DO YOU THINK THEY HAVE A REALISTIC IDEA OF HOW IT ALL WORKS HERE?

I would say they are generally extremely confident in their ability to break America big, and
typically a very unrealistic attitude about how it works. They frequently ask why we like "all

that dinosaur" music over here, and the timetable for breaking an act here is very frustrating to
Europeans since it usually happens much faster there. I've also noticed a general lack of knowledge
about mainstream American tastes and trends, and a misconception that Americans are really on top of
what's happening musically overseas. In reality, many people here don't have a clue.

GETTING BACK TO HOME, WHO IS YOUR TOUGHEST COMPETITOR?

In terms of signals, it would be those strong history-bound independemt stations, but if we were
to narrow it down to consultants, probably the Pollack people. And that's because we run into them
in more markets than anyone else,

OF YOUR COMPETITORS, WHO ARE YOU FRIENDLIEST WITH?
Probably Pollack.
WHO WOULD YOU SWITCH JOBS WITH?

Phil Collins, if I had his talent. In terms of the business, David Geffen, who's got his fingers
in everything. Or Ted Turner.

WHAT ARE YOUR BEST PROGRAMMING IDEAS, AND WHAT ARE YOUR WORST?

The best was the Superstars II KFOG concept, hands down. Another good one was the madal concept
because it carved a niche and identity for what AOR was in 1978. The worst was the famous 80/20
concept, mainly because of its tremendous potential for misinterpretation. Another questionable
one was the overuse of liners in that it created more of an excuse for jocks to get lazy.

YOU'VE RECENTLY TOUTED THE USE OF CRAZY PRODUCTION AND THE LIKE TO MAKE RADIO EXCITING. BUT AREN'T
THOSE THE SAME THINGS YOU TENDED TO ELIMINATE FROM RADIO IN THE MID TO LATE 70'S?

Yes. The basic idea of the early Superstars approach was modelled formatically after the beautiful
music stations, with a wall-to-wall "more music" approach. Due to overuse and overstandardization
that style isn't as relevant. Furthermore, a great production person and/or team may now be more
important than nailing down that “great" morning man.

DISCUSS THE THEORY THAT CONSULTED RADIO MEANS LOWER BUCKS FOR PD AND STAFF?

In many years of consulting, I've never seen that to be the case. As a matter of fact, we are often
accused by management of coming in with unrealistically high budgets for talent. You go into a
station recommending all these great jocks, and management comes back with "that's all fine and good,
but all these great people cost tons of money." And then you negotiate it manager by manager.

DO YOU STILL PLAN TO MAKE A RECORD PERSONALLY?

Absolutely, when the time is right. It would probably lean toward the new age sound--sort of a
1990's Tangerine Dream.

AND YOUR CURRENT PERSONAL FAVORITES?

The standards would be Police/Sting, Genesis, Yes, Tears For Fears, U2, and some of the more unusual
things from Vangelis.

SO AFTER ALL THIS TIME, YOU STILL HAVEN'T BURNED OUT ON THAT ORCHESTRAL/CINEMATIC STUFF?

No, but I am burned out on the ones who attempt that kind of music and can't pull it off.

AND WHAT STYLE OF MUSIC DO YOU SEE HAPPENING NEXT?

This is an interesting twist, and it's going to take several years, but I would put my money on
some of the concepts coming out of Private Music and Windham Hill. I think it's a style that will

be the progressive music of the future, and the beautiful music of the 90's for people who grew up
in our generation.

DO YOU FEEL YOU'VE ADEQUATELY UPDATED THE FORMAT CATEGORIES AND MECHANICS OVER THE YEARS?

Yes, at least in my own mind, although I generally find radio station management unwilling to evolve,
afraid of taking the next step for fear of losing the base they already have.

DO YOU THINK A TONY BERARDINI OR JOHN GORMAN COULD TAKE THEIR BREED OF MARKET PERSONALIZED RADIO
ON THE ROAD AND DO WELL WITH IT?

Ideally yes, but realistically no, because of the history and chemistry of the people those stations
seem to have.

HOW LONG DO YOU THINK IT WOULD TAKE FOR A WILD AND WACKY AND EXTREMELY LOCALIZED APPROACH LIKE WBCN
OR WMMR TO CLICK IN TODAY'S MARKETPLACE, ASSUMING THE TALENT WAS AT LEAST B+?

Looking at KFOG, which we think is doing really well, it took close to two years. Obviously filling
a void, 1ike Z100 did, would take significantly less time.



Question Of The Week

This week's two-part question was suggested by Greg Gillispie,
WDVE, and Tom Scheppke, KISS, and reads as follows: Concert
promoters in Pittsburgh feel they are losing money on heavy
metal shows like Ratt, Dio, and AC/DC. Also, the PMRC is trying
to influence city councils to ban hard rock/heavy metal concerts
in city facilities. Do you see metal concerts becoming less
important in your market? Do you think the PMRC will have an
jmpact on heavy metal concerts?

GREG GILLISPIE, WDVE: "No, I don't think the PMRC will have an impact! I'm starting to see too many power-
Fful voices 1n our industry speak out against this group, and I tend to agree with them that a few fanatical
parents, who are realistically more concerned with MTV than they are radio will not have an affect on radio
or concerts...In Pittsburgh, AC/DC lost a bunch, Dio broke even and Ratt lost a little. Our research shows
a continuing declining interest in metal music and I think a corresponding declining interest in concerts
is evident. Sure, there are kids out there that will go see these shows, primarily because they are cult
bands, but I think a lot of these bands are not delivering the goods the second or third time around. The
kids aren't going to throw money at something they aren't head over heels about. I think concert promoters
should probably do a little more research on their market. I realize that it's tougher for a promoter to
pass on an in-concert act than it is for us to pass on a record, but they have to realize that the bulk of
the population with the money to spend has other leisure time interests besides going to concerts. In
Pittsburgh, the biggest sellers of the year have been Bruce Springsteen, Bryan Adams, Huey Lewis and Tina
Turner. The biggest losers have been Iron Maiden, AC/DC, Dio and Ratt."

TOM SCHEPPKE, KISS: "Metal concerts are all-important to this market. San Antonio is the heavy metal capital
of the world so the heavy metal shows are our livelihood. Most metal artist breaks out of San Antonio in the
South Texas area. PMRC's trying to have an impact on heavy metal, not just concerts. Our city council is
right now trying to put restrictions on the heavy metal shows by banning smoking and placing age restrictions
on the shows that theydeen unfit for kids. KISS is trying to take a stand for heavy metal bands, and rock 'n'
roll in general, because who wants a bunch of non-rockers dictating what rockers can and can't do?"

MIKE BOYLE, WMGM: “As I have said before, I have very strong feelings for censorship! I think the PMRC is

barking up the wrong tree and should leave rock 'n' roll alone.There're . more important things in this country
to worry about!"

WALLY WALKER, KQRS: "I see less heavy metal concerts because there aren't too many heavy metal stations left

that actively promote them at least 24 hours a day. I don't think any move by PMRC will have any impact what-
soever!"

KEN ANTHONY, KSJ0: "I would say overall that heavy metal is still strong, but it has become a strong under-
current.” Just recently in the Bay Area, we had a metal concert featurina Scorpions, Ratt, and Y&T and sold
out the Oakland Stadium with over 50,000 people! The next day Wham! and the Pointer Sisters drew over
30,000. I believe there's a reason for this with the lack of metal being played on radio., Metal fans are
craving for any form of it live--or on the radio--or on the records. I think the PMRC has influenced radio
and retail and now they are trying to influence promoters, but they are not influencing the metal consumer.
The metalheads still need their fix and will go anywhere they have to to get it!" .

LEE RANDALL, WLVQ: “Heavy metal shows have always had a small percentage of total audience and a large
percentage of concert goers. So, let's not blame radio because heavy metal airplay is not there. The call
should be from the promoters!...If the parents are so concerned, they should accompany their children to the
shows!"

ROB ELLIS, WKQQ: “Heavy metal has a place in today's music! It's hard for a market of Lexington's size to get
a good draw on a heavy metal show unless it's of superstar status, or avery, very strong double bill...PMRC will
have less impact on heavy metal concerts than they will with the rating system or the printing of lyrics on
album jackets!"

HAL BRANDT, WXKE: “Heavy metal has less of an impact,concert wise, for the radio stations because we are moving
away from that, and that type of rock 'n' roll. As far as the PMRC, I think that everyone will eventually
realize that they are a bunch of bored housewives!"

JOHN GRAPPONE, WRCN: “Heavy metal has been on the decline over the past two, maybe three years...Unfortunately,
the PMRC situation is not going to help the heavy metal acts!"

DON BERNS, CFNY: "In the six months that I have been here, there's only been one heavy metal concert of note
and that didn't draw very well. [ consider that genre of music (as opposed to rock 'n' roll) to be passe in
this very musically hip market...From my vantage point up north of the border, I think the PMRC will indirectly
have an effect on heavy metal concerts and, for that matter all concerts, simply because the religious right,
especially in the Southern U.S.,will take their cue from what's going on (or even if nothing is going on, from
what has already happened), and do their damndest to stop performances by any artist whom they feel will have a
detrimental effect on audiences."

KAREN ANDERSEN SMALL, WGIR: "The PMRC is not going to have an effect! Declining audience interests will!
(PEriona11y, T'm getting sick and tired of hearing about PMRC. There are much larger issues facing Capital
Hi11)."

NEIL KUSHNIR, CHOM-FM: "The PMRC is an American agency--I don't think they'll have much impact here in Canada.
ATthough the Canadian Record Producers' Association has discussed a similar idea, nothing has come about it
yet regarding warnings on records, and I don't think it will be a big issue...There have been less metal shows
here as a result of the 'shift' away from metal on the airwaves here in Montreal, but the metal shows that are
being booked are the high profile superstar bands 1ike Motley Crue, Dio, Twisted Sister, etc., and those shows
consistently do well!"

DAVID HALL, WKDF: "I don't feel that a heavy metal concert is any more susceptible to losing money than any
other kind of concert. I see the hit and miss with the same regularity as mainstream rock shows. For example,
Motley Crue sold-out in Nasbville, while Dio concert tickets have been selling slowly. There are so many
other factors that go into determining how well a concert sells, including competition with other shows...So
far the PMRC has not put any pressure on this city to ban heavy metal concerts, but I think they are going to
have an impact in certain cities!"

MATT EFFKEN, KFMQ: "I don't know that I'd say that they are becoming less important, but they do seem to be
Tosing audience attendance. Recent shows from Ratt, AC/DC and the upcoming show from Dio in this area have
not had ticket sales nearly as strong as each band had in the same area about a year or so ago.

But, it's hard to say if this is due to a decline in popularity in metal--the PM‘C--or just a glut of concerts!
I don't think the PMRC will have an impact on the concerts in terms of attendance, because it isn't PMRC
members who are buying the tickets or going to the shows anyway. It will be interesting to see whether all

the increased publicity about heavy metal and rock 'n' roll in general, generated by the PMRC,will have a
negative or positive influence on record and ticket sales since the nastier your parents think something is,
the more fun it automatically becomes!"

STEVE KNOLL, KKCI: "Here in Kansas City, heavy metal's big! This past weekend, AC/DC and Yngwie Malmsteen w .
sold-out Kemper Arena. Motley Crue comes next monthand is ako sold-out, and as far as I'm concerned, the PMRC
will have no impact on heavy metal concerts and album sales!"

DAVE LANGE, WLAV: "I don't know if the PMRC will have an impact on the concerts. In many cities, the venues
are not owned by the public and can book anything they like and will--tause there will still be a substantial
profit in these shows. Anybody who books concerts who hasn't seen their audience grow older in the last two
or three years, is probably not doing very well in the business! We all found in radio that we have to grow
older with the baby boom generation and concerts will also have to. Concert promoters should read the WEA
study on getting older (45+) poll in record stores and see how they can adapt it to concerts!"

DANA BROWN, WQFM: "I can understand if a concert promoter is losing money with Ratt, only because the band as
a whole are such classic jerks! But, no, I don't feel concert promoters as a whole are going to lose money on
heavy metal--no way! The PMRC will only defeat their own purpose by taking something away that people want!
They will only want it more! Young rockers need and want good heavy metal!"

ALAN WHITE, KILO: "“No, I don't see them becoming any less important, at least to the core who go to these
concerts]...The PMRC doesn't go to see Rod or the Crue, so why should they care? By the way, KILO presents
AC/DC later this month in Denver. Looks 1ike a seli-out!"

BOB BITTENS, WHCN: "The state of radio as it is, the live concert will pretty much be the only outlet for
heavy metal fans...It is my hope that the only lasting effects the PMRC will have is to leave behind a few
memorable Tipper Gore jokes!"

BOB BAILEY, WKLS: "Yes, metal concerts may become less important in this market because we're not playing as
much metal or promoting as much metal as we were, and since we're the only AOR outlet, that would necessarily
reduce their significance. There will, of course, continue to be metal shows, but not as many nor as many
young acts...The PMRC may have some short term impact, but I think the general programming trend away from
heavy metal will have a greater one."

INESSA YORK, KGON: “Like many other AOR's around the country, we've certainly stepped back from the metal end;
however, there's still an audience there though perhaps less viable in the larger venues. I think that metal
will just go a few floors underground for a while...As far as the PMRC is concerned, historically we've seen
this t{pe of thing come and go and I'm not too worried about that actually. The underground will always be
there!

MARK MILLER, WWCK: "I think as long as the PMRC doesn't have impact, and at this point they don't seem to,
heavy metal concerts will have impact. We haven't seen any decrease as of yet in concert business with these
acts. They still have their hard core fans who'll see them and buy their records anytime, anyplace, anywhere,
and anyhow!"

TED EDWARDS, KGB: "Since I'm not in Pittsburgh, I really find it hard to understand the specifics of their
situation! Fere in San Diego, metal shows on an average do better than mainstream shows. On the other hand,
these performances, like all others, are dependent on the strength of the act. A 'b' level band is going to
do 'b' level business an'a' level band with a h-o-t record will do hot 'a' level business. Contrary to
popular opinion, people who enjoy metal music are as good on a consumer level as any other music fan. They
want good value for their dollar! I find that bandsof all musical styles do good business when they have good
opening acts. Most people question whether an evening of entertainment that will cost them between $12 and
$25 is really worth it, unless they get three hours of entertainment, instead of two!...I really hope that the
PMRC will have little or no effect on which bands can perform in a given market. Personally, I'd Tike to see
them all get fucked! If these individuals claim not to be promoting censorship, then why are they trying to
restrict business in a marketplace? Stickering is one thing--trying to keep an artist,and I use the term
loosely, from performing in a market, stinks of restriction of trade (which is just another form of censorship).
...Concerts happen at night and are, for the most partparent free. If a parent doesn't know where hisor her
child is after dark--who's to blame then, the artist or the parent? Like these women, those children's
parents, more than likely aren't home taking care of them -- they're probably at some eongressional cocktail
party jerking each other's egos off. Possibly,if they were home spending time with their children, they
wouldn't have to be concerned about who was performing in the local arenal...I wish these constipated,
conservative assholes would spend their time influencing their powerful friends and lovers to take action
against action and to leave ideas alone. Why don't they spend their time trying to do something about real
jssues like child abuse, pedophilia, incest, and bigotry--In other words, things that really happen and hurt
people, instead of trying to censor ideas. Ideas aren't their problem. Ideas put into action are the
problem, and all these idiots seem to be only dealing with ideas!"

CHRISTA LANE, WIBA: "Metal shows at clubs where you have to be 19 or older to get in, don't do well because

The metal crowd for the most part is under 19! On the other hand, metal at large venues is maintaining in
Madison...The PMRC will have no effect on metal shows in Madison! After all, this is the Midwest, and besides--
who in their right mind would name someone Tipper, anyhow?"

RON SORENSON, KBLE: "I already see heavy metal concerts becoming less important in our market on a strictly
economic level. Knowing concert promoters, I'm quite certain that will be the only significant criterion in
determiging the number of heavy metal concerts...I don't believe the PMRC is going to be a significant factor
in anything!"

RUSS MOTTLA, WAAF: "I don't think it'l11 ever become any less important.As long as there are 16-18 year old
boys with their sneakers untied, there will be a demand for heavy metal concerts. When they grow up they
will support the rest of the concerts that come through every city...The PMRC will have an impact only if we,
as music professionals, and the community at large, let them!"

RICK ALLEN, KLPX: “All the concerts they're passing up in Pittsburgh, they're sending to Tucson! Please help
us--and take some of these shows off our hands! What happened to big names coming to Tucson, Mr. Promoter?!"

CINDY BAILEN, KZEW: "I think heavy metal concerts will have an audience as long as there are young listeners
who enjoy the theatricality and loud noise...I doubt the PMRC will have a giant impact on concert attendance.
If anything, any attempt at censorship may arouse curiousity in people who would have never previously
attended a heavy metal show."

PEPE LOPEZ, KLAQ: "No, absolutely not! Given a choice between a mainstream act and a metal act, our listeners
will go to the metal act everytime. Even if it is an unknown group, I would have to say probably, yes! The
reason being that they're well financed and well organized!"

JOHN TROWER, KQDS: "I believe the PMRC will have some effect because they're making parents more aware of the

content of wbat their_chjldren are listening to. On the other hand, the PMRC is almost reminding us of our
moral obligation to the public as to what is acceptable and what is not!"

RAD MESSICK, WDIZ: “Based on the current market situation, I don't see any major change in metal concerts.
Good bands will continue to draw and mediocre bands will continue to see mediocre attendance! Dio sold
10,000 seats last Friday night. On the other hand, Quiet Riot for New Year's Eve put 1,500 in...As far as the
PMRC goes, I think this is going to encourage kids to wanna go and see things they are told they shouldn't see!
Just Tike when your Mom says you shouldn't do things, you want to find out why!...As for city officials, as
long as they get a percentage of the money, they won't turn them down. After all, they're looking at the
bottom 1ine just like everyone else!" s

PAM_BROOKS, WPDH: "Yawn, yawn, yawn the PMRC! As fof the concerts in this market, I hardly doubt it! We just
started running commercials today for a Ratt/Bon Jovi concert up in Troy and the phone rang incessantly with
kids asking ‘where's the concert', ‘'when's the concert'? 1 literally took call after calil"
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QUESTION CONTINUED

ZAK PHILLIPS, KAZY: "“Although heavy metal music has almost no radio support in the Denver/Boulder area, metal
concerts consistently do well in ticket sales. I can see no outside influence effecting that status quo in
the near future here in Colorado...As far as the PMRC goes, if they're going to try and take on the heavy
metal crowd at a consumer level, they don‘t know what's in store for ‘em!"

TOM WALLACE, WBLM: "I do find that metal concerts are becoming less important because metal appeals to a
smaller core than to a mass audience. Because of that, ticket sales for metal shows are down. If that trend
continues, the number of metal concerts in the market will decline...God, I hope not!"

PAUL SHUGRUE, WRXL: ™I would hope they wouldn't have the influence to keep that type of show out of cities.
That, to me, 7s the ultimate form of censorship! As far as Richmond, there will always be a following for
that sound. Although the shows don't sell-out, they do marginally well!"

MICHAEL ABRAMSON, ROCKER DOCTOR PROMOTIONS: “I'd like to quote Frank Zappa from his keynote speech at the New
Music Seminar: "Who knows--pretty soon they'll even try to have us believing in the same God?!"

KERI TEEGARDEN, KUFO: "Bullshit! Bullshit! The best selling concerts in Texas are metal shows, and there's
a Tot of them that come through...The PMRC will not have any impact on heavy metal concerts because people
want to make money and the wives aren't going to stop them!"

BILL PRESCOTT, KZAP: "“As airplay becomes more scarce, 1ive concerts and record sales become the true backbone
of a hard rock band's success. I think the fans will continue to see those shows no matter what...I'm
confident the PMRC will eventually be put in their proper place! I don't think the PMRC should go away--I just
think they should get real!"

CURT GARY, WEBN: "The PMRC will te history soon! Hopefully the media won't give them the time of day! Heavy
metal 1s currently in a cycle which is going to take them back to the bars and that's where it'l] stay 'till
the cycle comes back around. Don't book a metal show for any venue larger than 3,000."

VINCE MERTZ, KZEL: "I don't think the PMRC has much influence here. Whether they have an influence on our
market remains to be seen. Metal shows here have always sold well, but it's usually a walk up crowd so
promoters have to really gamble with metal. Since we have our pulse on the market, we can advise the promoter
on what shows are hot and which are not. The metal shows that are selling are the quality metal shows, such
as Motley Crue, Ratt, etc. The trash bands have their followings, but their shows don't sell-out!"

MARK DEVINE, WRKI: "As far as this market is concerned there hasn't been any decrease in the amount of
popularity of heavy metal shows. I certainly hope the PMRC will not have an effect! I'm kind of looking for
this whole thing to die down in a couple of weeks. I think it's very unfortunate when you see concerts
cancelled because of the protests of so-called religious and/or moral groups. I think that people have to
realize that censorship is not the answer. The government can't raise your children--you've got to do it!"

RICK VAN GIL, WIOT: "“In Toledo, AC/DC sold-out--Motley Crue was about 40 tickets away from being sold-out!
There 1s no problem with heavy metal shows in this town!...As far as the PMRC is concerned, I don't thirnk
they'11 be of much effect in cancelling concerts. In Toledo, at the AC/DC concert, various church groups
were di?tributing pamphlets to concert-goers. Maybe we should start distributing AC/DC records before Sunday
sermons!"

AMY DAHLMAN, WAQX: "Ironically, metal albums and concerts--regardless of the economy or airplay--always sell
about the same. OK, but not great. Promoters are getting burned by metal shows by sticking them in an over-
sized arena, and by bringing them through all at once...The PMRC can sit on as many congressmen's laps as
they want--they'l1 never dictate or influence the outcome of concert attendance anywhere!"

LEX STALEY, WFYV: *“Yes, I think I've seen a decline in this, but I don't think it's because of the PMRC. 1
think 1t's because a 1ot of these bands don't go beyond one great cut on the album and even if they do, most
radio stations don't play it. Therefore, people don't feel it's a warranted expense to pay $13 bucks to see
their favorite song, especially with John Cougar Mellencamp and Genesis coming into town next week...No, I
don't!"

ANDY PRESTON, KPOI: "I really have a hard time taking the PMRC seriously and I really don't think our
Tisteners take them seriously! I think metal's big problem is over-signing of semi-talent acts and little
new in the way of riff and concert tricks. So, that's metal's problem rather than the PMRC!"

ERIN RILEY, WMMR: "We had Frank Zappa on-the-air this morning talking about just that subject and he's really
afraid that 1t"s going to go from the concerts to everything in our lives! The only way they can do it
without calling it censorship, is to deem it a health hazard to children to be at concerts. So they
currently have a psychologist researching the effects of rock music on children: Heart rate, respiratory rate,
tending toward crime problems. He is going to pick an arbitrary age under which he feels a concert would
constitute a health hazard...Metal is getting some exposure in the market, but I've always thought that it
was over-rated and over-exposed...No, I don't think the appeal of metal will change that much for concerts.

The people who like it, want it and will get it."

MARK CHERNOFF, WDHA: "So far, it's not happening here. Dio just sold out--Ratt is almost sold-out!...The
more pressure the PMRC puts on the councils, the more publicity there'll be and the more people will come out
to the shows to see what the fuss is all about. Right now in the NY market, T'd say the PMRC will not have much
influence, but I can't say the same for elsewhere. Also, there are lots of metalheads out there and the metal
concerts are not letting up in this market!"

DOUG CLIFTON, KBCO: “That's a tough one for me to field since KBCO is not directly in touch with the metal
market. From what I've seen and heard in the past year or so, it seems that the metal market continues to be
a prosperous one for the local concert promoters...I think it's very possible that the PMRC will have an
effect on the booking of metal bands in certain markets down the road."

KEVIN YOUNG, WCPZ: "We don't play any heavy metal here. Yet, I'11 get calls from my listeners concerning
questions they have on heavy metal concerts that take place in markets that are about an hour away! When I
get those calls, there's a lot of adult concern that comes in frequently so it makes me think the profits must
be out there somewhere...l think it would be a shame if the PMRC brought an end to heavy metal concerts!
Certainly those heavy metal concerts couldn't be worse than the Vietnam experience was for a lot of people
the same age. Morals, values, all that stuff starts at home!"

JIM JONES, KMOD: "Yes, I see heavy metal as definitely phasing out of our target audience, although teenage
purchase of tickets in Tulsa for hard rock shows is always good. Just lately we have had a problem with the
Ninja items on the market associated with heavy metal...It looks as though that ban, along with PMRC's, will
definitely curb the heavy metal in Tulsa. As we've discussed earlier, our target audience stays completely
away from that form of music."

MICHAEL SCHNAPP, IMPORTANT/COMBAT: “Metal concerts are not losing importance! In fact, they are more
merchandisable than an average concert. Metal bands are now being forced to play smaller venues because of
predjudice against metal...The PMRC will only have an impact on shows if you let them! They want to put ratings
on stage shows and the content of the concert. They are focusing on a small percentage of popular music when
there are other forms which are controversial. Bands 1ike Iron Maiden, who don't get much commercial airplay
except on specialty shows,will sell-out a colliseum around here, which proves that the word-of-mouth factor may
outweigh the airplay factor in this case (But if you play my album on commercial radio, you better believe I'm
not gonna bitch!)...P.S.: The PMRC called us up recently and requested certain information--a very interesting
call...On the other hand, I appreciate the free publicity! When anybody holds up one of our products for 10
seconds on national television and announces the title, along with a multi-platinum album, they may be trying
to hurt us, but are really helping us more than they know!"

DAVE SHEDLOCK, WYDD: “We're not' playing much metal product. Nonetheless, until recently, metal concerts sold
very well. It does look 1ike there's not quite as much excitement surrounding metal shows as there was even a
year ago. If there's anything that's going to affect whether the shows will continue, it's going to be the
fact that the promoter is losing money. I don't forsee any pressure being brought by the PMRC or any city
council really affecting concert bookings in the city."

AMANDA TEPPER, WPLR: "I'm surprised if the promoters are losing money. In general, it seems 1ike metal is
generating a Tot of money for the music industry--far out of proportion to its airplay. Metal shows in New
Haven and Hartford seem to sell with or without much radio promotion...I hope the PMRC doesn't have an impact
on the industry at all. The only way they could have an impact is if all the parents refuse to let their
children go to those shows. It would be a shame if they kept these popular artists from performing in certain
parts of the country."

RICHARD PACHTER, PROMOTION IN MOTION: "I have got my own question: What the hell is the 'resource' part of
the PMRC? 1 don't know of anything positive that these yo yo's are providing! I guess they consider negativity
and stupidity to be a resource. In the immortal words of Charlie Kendall, 'fuck them'!"

Radio Action
