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With the phrase "New Age", now part of current industry vocabulary, we asked Burkhart/Abrams' Dave

Logan to clarify the jazz message conveyed at last week's convention. "It's not Pink Floyd out--

Andreas Vollerweider "in" responds Logan, "rather, the message coming from Lee is that this is an emerging
music form, one that's going to be very exciting in the years to come and there seems to be a real
interest in it for 25-34s. It behooves our clients to get into this music and if it's appropriate to
their situation, to find a way to use it on their radio station. But there's no 80-20 New Age mandate."
Logan defines New Age music as artists coming from the Windham Hill and Private Music labels; artists
using traditional rock instruments in a melodic way--Kitaro , Pat Metheny, Passport, Jean-Luc Ponty,
George Winston, Stanley Jordan, etc.

Although stations like KFOG have it in regular rotation, the primary vehicles for exposing New Age music
at most Superstar stations are the Headphones Only and Jazz Brunch shows. But, Logan hinted that some
stations may display it in a special category for imaging and positioning purposes. "This music is
selling enormous amounts of units without any airplay. It's exploding--It's an emerging art form that
comes from very progressive roots.”

The Source's Andy Denemark agrees, pointing to these recent trends as proof of New Age's market viability--
Manhattan Records' revival of the Blue Note label and their success with Stanley Jordan; Windham Hill's
sale of hundreds of thousands of units each year; Geffen's signing of Kitaro; Columbia's progress with
Andreas Vollenweider, and the rise of digitally orientated labels like GRP, DMP and others that are getting
a very big percentage of the compact disc market. "Aging AOR demographics are choosing more variety in
their music" sez Andy, "The people that got tneir rocks off to Led Zeppelin II in 1971 are now 33 or 34
years old and 'Birdland' is one of their favorite songs along with 'Whole Lotta Love'. They're not just
buying the latest from Stevie Nicks, Sting and Tom Petty. They're also picking up George Winston, Pat
Metheny and Andreas Vollenweider. We've known for over a year that the trend was coming when many con-
temporary formats are looking for new types of weekend programming, and if you want to provide variety
through special programming, I don't think another interview with Night Ranger is the answer". The Source's
answer? A new two-hour weekly offering launched January 5th via Satellite, and already cleared by WLUP,
KTXQ and KYYS. "The Jazz Show with David Sanborn" features a mix of mainstream jazz--George Benson,

Tom Scott, Earl Klugh, etc., with classics like Herbie Hancock's "Maiden Voyage" and Miles Davis thrown

in "to modulate the flow and show people where this stuff came from." You'll find the industry at large's
reaction to New Age in this week's "Question".

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News From Rock Over London

On February 9 at London's Royal Albert Hall, a benefit concert will take
place for the Columbian Volcano Appeal, and the line-up of artists is
impressive. It includes CHRISSIE HYNDE and ROBBIE McINTOSH of the
PRETENDERS, DAVE GILMOUR, PETE TOWNSHEND, THE COMMUNARDS {the band formed
by former BRONSKI BEAT vocalist JIMMY SOMERVILLE) and the rock-soul outfit,
WORKING WEEK., The concert is the idea of Columbian musician CHUCHO MERCHAN,
who Tives in London and has worked with several of the above artists in
the part. He hopes that the show will raise 20,000 pounds for the homeless
people of Armero,

Also contributing to the continuing spirit of rock goodwill in '86 are
SIMPLE MINDS, who'11 be donating their fee for one of their forthcoming
British concerts, plus one of their U.S. gigs, to Amnesty International.

Still with SIMPLE MINCS, the UK release of "Sanctify Yourself" will include a double-pack version with live
versions of "Street Hassle" and "Love Song" recorded in December at the Ahoy Stadium in Rotterdam. A
film of that concert is due to be screened on British TV soon.

An unusual promotional move surrounds the UK release of "Shot In The Dark", the new 0ZZY OSBOURNE single.
he's personally signed the first 5,000 copies. Ozzy is now resting his wrist.

Former CLASH member, TOPPER HEADON,released his first solo album "Waking Up" at the end of January. As a
measure of the stronger jazz and soul influence on his work these days, it includes a cover version of
BOOKER T AND THE MGS' "Time Is Tight". Headon and his band also play some UK dates during the week the
record comes out.

Congratulations and commiserations to Irish aces, THE POGUES, for being presented with a silver disc for UK
sales of their "Rum, Sodomy And The Lash" album, backstage at their Hammersmith Odeon concert, then having
it stolen within 10 minutes. That, as they say, is rock and roll.

You have to hand it to PHONOGRAM RECORDS ,we have achieved a top five hit in Britain with DIRE STRAITS'
"Walk Of Life" in spite of the fact that the song had already been featured as a B-side of one of the
earlier releases from "Brothers In Arms". Either no one ever plays B-sides or the Straits' fans are
even more dedicatedthan ‘we'd imagined. In fact, it was quite a week for the band, because after 35 weeks
in the album charts ,"Bothers In Arms" has returned to number one. Biggest threats to it,as we write, come
from a-ha's debut Lp and BARBRA STREISAND , whose"Broadway"album made an incredible one-week jump from
191 to 4. The success of STING's "Russians" single (now the biggest of all four releases from "The Dream
Of The Blue Turtles") has rejuvenated the album, sending it back into the top ten after 30 weeks of chart
life.

Some of us always said the British punk movement of the seventies would end in tears. It's certanly turned
nasty for the SEX PISTOLS - their three surviving members (JOHN LYDON, STEVE JONES and PAUL COOK) are
currently in the High Court sueing former manager,MALCOLM McCLAREN,FOR 1 million pounds. They've joined
forces with ANNE BEVERLEY, mother of deceased Pistol, SID VICIOUS, to try to extract the cash which they
claim is owed them in royalties.

JOHN LYDON returns to vinyl as well this week with the first PIL release intwayears. Public Image Limited
now takes the form of Lydon,plus anyone else he happens to be working with at the time, and at the moment
that includes GINGER BAKER, the legendary former CREAM drummer, and RUICHI SAKAMOTO, best known here for
his work with DAVID SYLVIAN. The single is called "RISE" and sounds Tike one of his most commercial ever;
the remainder of his new product will go by the fairly logical titles of "Album" and "Cassette". 1In
Britain that's known as calling a spade a spade.

Psst...Wanna buy a BEATLES exhibition? Beatle City, the Liverpool tourist attraction which commemorates
the Fab Four's legacy to the city, will not now be coming to London after all. The exhibition's owners
have been trying to find a London buyer, but a proposed deal has fallen through, leaving them with a loss-
making show which they will now put up for auction in London or New York unless a new buyer is found.
Beatle City, which features many fascinating Fab Four exhibits, such as the original“Magical Mystery Tour"
bus, cost 2 million pounds to build and opened in April, 1984. The organizers were hoping for some 400,000
visitors per year, but in '84 only 150,000 people patronized it.

RUSS BALLARD's fondly-remembered "Voices", originally out in 1984, is being re-released in the UK...JB'S
ALLSTARS, the band formed by the former drummer with the SPECIAL AKA, have a new release here called
ATphabet Army", and if you're puzzled by the title, it's a tribute to Britain's teachers...And 0ZZY
OSBOURNE's British issue of "Shot In The Dark" includes the extra song "Killer Of Giants" on the 12-inch.

RED WEDGE, the left-wing political movement supported by many British rock mames, has launched an all-star
tour to promote its cause. The tour will be “"compered" by SPECIAL AKA luminary JERRY DAMMERS, and there
will be appearances by LLOYD COLE, G"RY KEMP of SPANDAU BALLET, TOM ROBINSON and STEPHEN DUFFY, with SADE
and JOHNNY MARR of THE SMITHS as possibles. The tour begins this week.

Following the extremely limited edition compact disc single of DIRE STRAITS' "Brothers In Arms", we hear
that an announcement is due soon about the release of the first generally-available CD single. Watch
this space.

The coming week's ROCK OVER LONDON provides the usual weekly musical tour of Britain, but this time there are
also stops in Boston and Australia. In Boston we hear a live exclusive from THE ALARM, a raucous rendition
of "68 Guns". And the Australian connection is our interview with INXS, over n Britian for some rare
concert appearances; axd joining us to talk about their friends, CHARCES and DI, their Live Aid appearance,
and other mattersof import. There's "Secondhand Love" from PETE TOWNSHEND's outstanding "White Ctiy" album,
a rock request that remembers a superstar teaming from five years ago, and a re-entry plus a surprise
number one in the top five. The Naughty Bits Department spreads the rumours about a GEORGE HARRISON/

RINGO STARR reunion, And in the Melting Bot, get pocket calculators ready as we reveal the ten rarest records
of all time.

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Question Of Tha Weak

The recent Burkhart/Abrams Convention has alot of the industry
talking about 'new age' music (specifically mainstream jazz
artists like Stanley Jordan and Jean-Luc Ponty). What does
'new age' jazz mean to your market and station? And do you
plan on increasing your display of this genre?

MARK CHERNOFF, WNEW: “At this point, we judge each song individually;and if it sounds right for our
audience,we consider adding it. But as a general rule, we don't play much jazz."

GREG GILLISPIE, WDVE: "I think a lot of people misunderstood exactly what was being said in reference to'new
age music. 1 think that music of this genre could have a place on a radio station like 'DVE, but optimum
use would come from specialized block type programming and not by infusing it into regular programming."

BOB WELCH, WPYX: "As to part one, with the proven success of our'Jazz Brunch) the'new age music'does have
quite an impact. As for part two, time will tell."

PAUL SHUGRUE, WRML: "We reinstituted our jazz show late last year, afternot having it on the air for five
years, because OT increased interest in this kind of music. Response has been great."

JESSIE BRICE, KRKE: "We run a jazz program on Sunday mornings that has always been real good for us, and
hopefully this new stream of jazz will become a major force in AOR."

LEX STALEY, WFYV: "The college station here at Jacksonville dropped their jazz format a couple of months, ago.
We immediately implemented a three-hour jazz program on Sundays, and doubled our Sunday morning listeners.
We now have plans to do the same thing one week night."

MARTY BENDER, WSKS: "I don't answer any question with the word genre in it."

RICK VAN GIL, WIOT: "We do a two-hour Sunday morning jazz show and it has expanded Toledo's musical horizons.
We've been thinking about expanding even more--a hit is a hit, whether heavy metal or the coolest of jazz,
in the proper dayparts."

DANA BROWN, WQFM: "Jazz has been kept mostly to the college radio station here on a limited basis. With only
one Tow power college station dedicating 24 hours to the format, it is hard to tell whether or not this is

a serious consideration for us here at 'QFM. But it does open up thoughts of filling out the format and
providing tne necessary service for the market. Is jazz the answer? [ don't know. But debate is always a
good thing.

KEN ANTHONY, KSJO: “We have a special program called 'Stone Talk' which handles this type of music. Our
regular format 1s basically straight-ahead, mainstream rock, and elements of this type music wouldn't fit in.,"

NEIL KUSHNIR, CHOM: "We started the New Year with a new jazz program specifically geared to the 'new age
J3zz' sound, and we're getting excellent response to it. Other stations in town have established a more
traditional jazz show, so we're giving them something a little different than what they're accustomed to.
(Montreal has one of the biggest jazz festivals, which has been featured in the summer for the past five
years. It's world reknown, lasting 12 days or so. It's the music event of the summer.)"

ROBIN MATHIEU, WBLM: "WBLM has been filling a jazz quota with a 'Sunday Jazz Brunch' from 10:00 to Noon on
Sunday mornings. It's a pretty popular show targeted towards our upper demos, and I feel it fits in really
well in that place."

MIKE BOYLEZ WDHA: "WDHA has a program on Sunday nights at 11:00 PM called 'Jazz N' More'. The response:has
“been so good, we may extend its two-hour time period. WDHA is also thinking of adding some mainstream jazz
into the regular programming, plus airing concert information on upcoming jazz shows."

.

WALLY WALKER, KQRS: "We see no trend for playing more jazz in our market, as we already have plenty of jazz
stations 1n our market.,"

TOM STARR, WOUR: "WOUR hosts one of the longest standing jazz shows in AOR. Now that it's coming in vogue,
some are probably claiming that it's just now becoming palatable for the audience. Qur success with it
says otherwise--although we welcome any and all late comers."

JIM JONES, KMOD: "Yes, we plan on increasing air display. We featured a jazz/rock fusion hour on KMOD for
several years, and our core enjoys this style of music. Judging by the response of our early ads of Spyro
Gyra, Shakedown and Jan Hammer's 'Miami Vice', we'll continue with this style of music."

DAVID HALL, WKDF: "The'new age jazz'has been a tough one to get over on our rock audience. Just having
Turned 31, I Tind myself more into that music now. I don't know if that means that the other upper demos
and my audience might be listening to it now too.

PEPE LOPEZ, KLAQ: "'New age music' has not had an impact in our market yet. At this point, we have no plans
o implement new age music."

BILL MAY, WQMF: "Because Louisville has a jazz station, I think they pretty much cover the territory with
at genre, so there's no need for us to play it. In some markets jazz may fit into the context of a rock
station, but in Louisville it just wouldn't work."

WRKI, MARK DEVINE: "Our jazz plans at present will be to maintain our three-hour Sunday morning ‘Jazz
Brunch’ and we'Tl also be adding The Source’s two-hour jazz show. As for now, it looks 1ike we'll be
keeping the jazz and rock and roll separate."

BOB WALTON, WRDU: "Modern jazz is extremely significant in this market. The latest Arbitron confirms we
were #1 in a1l significant demographics in our jazz show. We've always had the freedom to play jazz during
the day and we will certainly continue to do so. We didn't need a convention to tell us that's theright thing
to do. It's not like 'New Age Music' is a phenomenon. [t's always been around in various forms.

RICK PANNECK, WAPL: "We feature 'new age' jazz Sunday mornings which does very well. Playing everything

Trom Spyro Gyra to Stanley Jordan and occasional blues, the show's been on for four years. We're hitting

a much more upscale Yuppie audience with the jazz show than we get in other dayparts. It's very successful for
ds , but because jazz has such a different appeal, I can't see integrating it into regular programming.;

KAREN ANDERSEN SMALL, WGIR: "Based on our working knowledge of the market, jazz really doesn't fit in
with what we're doing right now and what our programming needs are at this time.We have no plans to
integrate jazz into our programming."

LEE ROBERTS, KICT: "First off, being a Superstars'station and working closely with Dwight Douglas, it's
funny that that should come out of the convention because we've been doing that for 1% years. We've

been playing 'new age' music. It's not uncommon to hear a double shot from Jean Luc Ponty, Stanley Clark,
Spyro Gyra and all of the jazz rock fusion . We have a Sunday night jazz show that pulls incredible
numbers. It's unbelievable that finally the entire Superstars chain has caught on. We will continue to
do this because we're the only AOR in 200 miles. In fact, we're the only place that has a ‘new age'

music program." '

CINDY BAILEN, KZEW: "Each of us has to look at his or her own market and evaluate the appropriatness of
"new age' music. To me, it's not 'objective' enough to play next to rock and roll., It tends to lack
structure. I can't see us integrating it right now into our regular programming."

DAVE BEERS, WT0S: "Because we're a progressive AOR station, 'new age' jazz blends in with our format very
nicely. It doesn't stick out in the context of what we're doing. We don't get into old line jazz in

regular programming. Instead we favor artists like Jean Luc Ponty, and Passport who've both been played in
medium. rotation. The old jazz is featured in a specialty program. As jazz director at WTOS I'd like to see
us increase the visibility of this music since it fits our format like a glove.

GLENN STEWART, WHJY: "There's no doubt that BRU has the market cornered on Providence jazz so we'll just
keep rocking. Is this question deja-vu? Who remembers Good Phone'and 'Triple Z Jazz'?"

TOM _SCHEPPKE, KISS: “Let me answer this question with one word Nada (in Spanish, that means nothing)!
That"s what I plan to do with New Age Music!"

DON BERNS, CFNY: "To us, New Age means Andreas Vollenweider and Jerry Goodman. It also means immediate
phone reaction whenever we play any of their tracks...However, New Age doesn't mean Stanley Jordan and
JeanLuc Ponty. Those artists mean jazz for our listeners and market--and they always have and they always
will. While New Age artists have a jazz feel, they are not jazz artists per se, and people who lump them
together are doing both New Age and jazz artists a disservice!"

LEE RANDALL, WLVQ: “We've successfully done a jazz program weekends only for six years in our market,
handily beating the jazz station at our own game! It's part of our diet--no change-~regular airplay
depends on-the-air--occasionally a Jean Luc Ponty!"

JOHN SEBASTIAN: “Not only do we intend to play 'new age music', but we have been for almost three years,
can again rightfully claim another first that is being ballyhooed as something brand new. From day one,
this new genre of music has been an integral part of the concept of EOR. We were also the first consul tancy
to incorporate Frank Forest's Musical Starstreams, a new age syndicated program, As time goes on, more and more
of the EOR concepts will be discovered by AORs all over the country,"
