News From Rock Over London

The musical film, "ABSOLUTE BEGINNERS", is, at last, ready for release.
The date for its London opening has been set for April 4th, with a
nationwide release on the 11th. The film stars, among others, DAVID
BOWIE, as advertising executive, Vendice Partners, SADE ADU as night
club singer, Athene Dun Cannon, and RAY DAVIES of the KINKS playing
the part of a father to the leading male actor, Eddie 0'Connell.
Bowie's single from the soundtrack was supposed to be released this
week, but it's been put back yet again in order to coincide with the
film release. It's hoped that the film and soundtrack music will take
off in a big way and be the financial savior of the film production
company, Gold Crest, who have hit on hard times lately because of the
fact that their current film, "Revolution", has turned out to be a huge
flop.

MADNESS have rush-released a special edition of their current single,

Sweetest Girl", as a Valentine's double pack. We suppose this has
everything to do with keeping romance alive and nothing at all to do
with keeping the record bouyant.

BRILLIANT, who nearly made it last year with their James Brown cover, "A Man's World", are hoping for better
things this time with their new song, "Love Is War", which is out next week.

Stiff Records have announced what a number of their artists will be up to in the coming weeks. The BELLE STARS
(who are now a trio) are preparing a comeback with a single and album in the pipeline. KIRSTY MAC TOLL {who's
featured on the new Rolling Stones' Lp) also has a new Single on the way. And one-time Stiff artist, ELVIS
COSTELLO, hopes to get back to doing some recording work with Irish band, THE POGUES, having just finished
producing a new four-track Ep for them.

THE DAMNED, who are, at the moment, enjoying their biggest hit ever with the song "Eloise" are preparing their
Jargest tour ever. Their constant hopping schedule with take them to America, Australia, and Japan. They're
due to return to Britain in June to record a new album scheduled for release in Autumn. The sleeve photography
for that is all set to be done by Barry Ryan, the chap who recorded the original version of their current hit.

March 15th is the date that's been set aside for Heartbeat '85, the benefit concert being headlined by ROBERT
PLANT, ELO, ROY WOOD, and THE MOVE, which we reported about on ROCK OVER LONDON at the beginning of the year.
The idea is to raise 900,000 pounds, or more for the Birmingham Children's Hospital. Some of the other acts
taking part are THE MOODY BLUES, DENNY LANE, and STEVE GIBBONS. Organizer, BEV BEVAN of ELO, said "I have no
intention of becoming the BOB GELDOF of the Midlands. I'm just one of a band of people giving their time to
help the children of the Midlands”. It will be the first time in four years that ELO will perform live.

A&M Records, noting that STING achieved his biggest U.K. single success with the fourth release from "The Dream
Of The Blue Turtles", now hope the upswing, and his fortunes, will continue as they put out a fifth, "Moon Over
Bourbon Street". It's backed with his version of "Mac The Knife" from A8M's various artists tribute to KURT
WEIL, and the 12" included one of those previous releases, "Fortress Around Your Heart".

DEPECHE MODE's new single “Stripped" already reported in this column is released in Britain this week, with the
17" featuring five songs totaling 25 minutes of music. They're still at work on their as yet untitled new
album, but ROCK OVER LONDON has an exclusive preview of it on the coming week's show with a song calied
“Dressed In Black", which won't be commercially available until the album's release in April.

MARILLION, after headlining in London's Hammersmith Odeom last week, have announced that they'11 be topping the
bill at an open air concert at Milton Keenes' on June 28th. They'l1 be performing with four other soon-to-be
announced bands in a show called "Welcome To The Garden Party".

Those SPANDAU BALLET rumors just don't stop. The latest is that the band's new single will be out very soon, but
possibly not on the Chrysalis label. This one's turning into a job for Perry Mason, or, perhaps, since we're
British, Sherlock Holmes.

Heavy media coverage of INXS' recent visit to Britain together with their well-received shows at the Marquee
and the Hammersmith Odeom have resulted in some modest record action for the Australian stars. The single,
“This Time", and album, "Listen Like Thieves", have entered the national charts.

A FLOCK OF SEAGULLS' new release is "Heartbeat Like A Drum" and the ALAN PARSONS PROJECT get a somewhat
belated 45 release for “Stereotomy" here this week. And SIMPLY RED, one of last year's most popular new
bands, are back with a song called "Jerico".

Reggae still has an uphill struggle to find mainstream acceptance in Britain, apart from the occasional novelty
success like Sophia Georges' "Girly Girly", but there seems to be a wealth of strong reggae material around
just now with ASWAD's "Kool Noh" beginning to move into the national charts and "So Long Trouble" by AKIMBO
is equally deserving of attention.

That DEPECHE MODE exclusive is on the forthcoming ROCK OVER LONDON and is only one of the British rock
highTights presented by Peter Young sitting in for the third and last time for Graham Deene. We'll also
hear from PETER FRAMPTON and THE FIRM., The new release from MIDGE URE and the exciting new DAVE STEWART
production of KIKI DEE, featuring FEARGAL SHARKEY on backing vocals. And we speak with MARK HOLLIS, Tlead
singer and songwriter, of TALK TALK.

The worst part is
knowing that my instincts are at least as good, and often way ahead of their research and knowing that there's
very little that I can do about it - yet."

BILL BATEMAN, KFMX: "The main reason for me being in this business i¢ rock and roll...The worst part about
the job is the Tong hours and the Tow pay."

DAYNA STEELE, KLOL: "The worst part of it is all the pink slips on my desk - phone messages. I need more
hours...The best part is hard to put into words because I love it so much."

ACE PALADINO, KRIX: "The best part is being surrounded by all this great music...The worst part is being
surrounded by TOD MUCH great music!"

LARS MURRAY, WBRU: "Constant flow of new music is the best part...The worst part is saying no."

MARTY BENDER, WSKS: "Listening - a minor dislike of my job is the Arbitron methodology and its awful
transferenge to our demographic and TRUE coverage area...The real downer of my job is seeing people get
caught up in the bullshit of this business - that's a terrible way to lose freinds and/or keep from making
new ones."

JEFF REIDEL, KKDJ: “The best part: Being right ,..And the worst part is being late.

MIKE RICHTER, KGGO: "The best part: Saturdays - my day off...The worst part: when we're doing remotes and
somebody asks if I'm Moffet or Morgan (the morning team)."

TOM BARKER, KFMQ: "The worst part of my job is preparing a budget, middle of the night phone calls to come
to work, trying to satisfy eveyrone including listeners, coworkers, friends, etc., and hearing complaints
about the station and having to defend the station...The best part are the perks-or benefits that are included
with the job - records, concert tickets, gifts and being in touch with,and in close contact with,the music
industry on a day-to-day basis. And finally, leaving the radio station every day feeling very good about
where I work."

JAY DANIELS, WEZX: "The best part is keeping your finger on the pulse of the music industry by talking to
the representatives of each of the major companies and the independent promoters who keep us informed on new
music products in the industry..Andthe worst is the same as above because it's a two-way street. Sometimes
it's good and sometimes it's bad.

WALLY WALKER, KQRS: "The best part of my job is hearing a record long before anyone else does and having a
record come through...The worst part of my job is Tooking at my paycheck on Friday."

In fact, I'm wearing
one right now...The worst part would be arguing with people that I like over a record that I don't like and
Jjust not getting enough time to do the things I do like."

ears and gut feel, taking a stand and giving solid airplay to it.#nd then four to six months down the road
watching the whole world come in on the record and proclaiming it the next big thing.

JOHN TOWER, KQDS: "At the best: Being on-the-air when things are really clicking...The worst: Putting
up with people who try to make radio un-fun!"

DOUG CLIFTON, KBCO: "“The best part of my job is being able to add a record...The worst part is not being
able to add a record!"

However,
due to recent events, I feel it is my place to set the record straight: A few weeks back, Steve Feinstein
from Radio And Records, called and said that after reviewing our playlist, he had a problem with referring
to WYDD as an AOR outlet! I acknowledged his viewpoint, told him that for the past 18 months we have been
a hybrid format, and whatever his view of what is or isn't AOR is basically his concern, not mine! About
a week after that, I received another call-~this one from Radio And Records CHR Editor, Joel Denver.

Mr. Feinstein had spoken with Mr. Denver about the above conversation, and from there Jpe] asked for
playlists and airchecks with the end result being the possibility of becoming a CHR Radio and Records reporter!
I thanked Joel for the call, told him I'd be happy to supply the goods and left it at that. That was a few
weeks back. So, how is it that as of this week, a majority of promo guys and Trade folks, like yourself,
are calling Dave and myself, asking such questions as ‘are you changing formats', 'reporting status', and

so on? This has been both annoying and disruptive to me and my staff. It conceivably could affect record
service here, and all because a national type in a suit has decided WYDD does not fit the Burkhart/Aprams
mold he was weaned on! Record promoters and Trade watchers, there's only one thing to remember--It is
difficult to find another Top 15 market station that is in a good growth pattern with a qua]jty, well
educated 18+ audience 1ike WYDD in Pittsburgh! It is next to impossible to find a station like ours where
an AOR, CHR, or Urban new release has as good a chance of being played before those types of ears than right
here--And that is the bottom line! Thanks for your interest. Any feedback is appreciated."”

WQFM, MILWAUKEE, WI M.D.-DANA BROWN: "Marillion's done it again! 'Lady Nina' is a hit. For me there's

only one word to describe it, and that's fantastic!...The Firm 'A11 The Kings Horses' is in a power rotation
here, and that comes as no surprise...But what is a pleasant surprise is the fact that the Del Feugos 'I
Still Want You' is running a close second...Here's a couple from the Broken Record Department, but really, do
yourself a favor and listen again to Holland$ 'Little Monsters' album.
