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News From Rock Over London 
The new CULTURE CLUB album, "FROM LUXURY TO HEARTACHE", will be released on 
April 1.  The first single, "MOVE AWAY", was written by the band and part-
time member PHIL PICKETT. The band recorded the Lp in Switzerland by Arif 
Mardin and Lew Hahn. 

The soundtrack for "ABSOLUTE BEGINNERS" will be available as both a single and 
double album at the end of March.  It will include contributions by SADE, RAY 
DAVIES, THE STYLE COUNCIL and many more, as well as the title song 1370-AVID  
BOWIE. 

SIOUXSIE AND THE BANSHEES prepare for the release of their new album "TINDERBOX" 
with a new single called "CANDYMAN", now out in the U.K.  It's one of The 
Banshees most spirited releases irT quite a while. 

The second release from the critically-acclaimed BIG AUDIO DYNAMITE album is 
out:  It's "E=MC2" —Meanwhile, another critics' band-, CH M, have a new 
release on qrA—Fliitled "IMAGINATION (WHO NEEDS A BETTER LIFE)", 

Highest new entries in the Album Chart this week were TALK TALK's "THE COLOUR OF SPRING" at eight and THE 
COSTELLO SHOW's "KING OF AMERICA" at eleven.  BLACK SABBATH and THE CRAMPS also debut in the Top 
guess what's back at 47?  FLEETWOOD MAC's "RUMOURS", which is now the third longest-running album in U.K. 
album history with 322 chart weeks to its credit. 

A quick pat on the back for ELVIS COSTELLO, because that new entry with "KING OF AMERICA" gives him his 11th 
Top 20 album in just nine years, a tremendous achievement. 

Exact details on the WHAM! split are as follows:  GEORGE MICHAEL is to end his contract with the company 
Nomis, run jointly by Simon Napier Bell and Jazz Summers.  Apparently, his decision was made in view of the 
fact that the company are to be taken over  by Kunik Leisure, who own the notorious "SUN CITY" complex  in 
Bophuthsatswana in South Africa.  It's reported that George wants nothing whatsoever to do with apartheid. 
Of course, this news jeopardizes the WHAM! summer concert we reported last week.  George is still under 
contract for the next three months and a WHAM! single is due for release before he leaves. 

THE STONES played a surprise secret gig at London's 100 Club last Sunday.  We say surprise, because earlier 
that week, KEITH RICHARDS on arrival at London airport, informed the press of a huge disagreement between 
himself and MICK JAGGER, about going on the road.  However, it seems that the rift has been patched up, as 
all the members of the band turned up for the gig in honor of IAN STEWART, their sixth member who died just 
before Christmas.  They performed a lot of old numbers at this private party, including "ROUTE 66", and they 
were joined on stage by JEFF BECK, PETE TOWNSHEND and ERIC CLAPTON. 

Talking of ERIC, he's to have a collection of his early live recordings released later next month on the 
Magnum Music label.  It's called "THE SURVIVOR" and features ten tracks, including "TOO MUCH MONKEY BUSINESS" 
and "FOR YOUR LOVE". 

RCA have confirmed that EURYTHMICS are planning their first major tour in two years.  It's to start either in 
Europe or America around September, and stop off in Australia, New Zealand and Japan.  It's also been reported 
that DAVID BOWIE is likely to tour this year.  Apparently, he's already approached blues guitarist ALBERT  
COLLINS to join him.  They met during the soundtrack recording for the forthcoming film "LABYRINTH". 

On this week's ROL, we begin with the combined talents of HOWARD JONES and PHIL COLLINS. They've given a new 
lease on life to "NO ONE IS TO BLAME", originally from the "DREAM INTO ACTION" album.  Phil co-produced this 
version with HIGH PADGHAM,andhe's also featured on drums and backing vocals...JOHN TAYLOR makes his solo debut 
with "I DO WHAT I DO", the theme song from the film "91/2 Weeks"...Plus, we introduce VIRGINIA WOLF, with their 
song "WAITING FOR YOUR LOVE", a tailor-made AOR sound if ever there was one.  Listen out for the drummer, 
JASON BONHAM, the son  of the late John Bonham of Led Zeppelin...From their new album, "DIRTY WORK", the 
ROLLING STONES are in fine style with "HAD IT WITH YOU"...There's Part Two of our ELVIS COSTELCt interview 
as he reveals his own favorite Elvis records and in the Top 5 countdown, there are four new entries including 
the much talked about 4 million pound number 1.

Question Of The Week 
Thanks to Greg Gillispie, WDVE for suggesting the following question: 
With the amount of Superstar releases coming our way, plus a strong 
match of up-and-comers, how to you adjust your music list to accommodate 
all this new music?  Do you feel as though the new music you're playing 
is getting an adequate rotation to have an impact on your audience?  And 
what percentage of current versus library are you currently operating 
under? 

GREG GILLISPIE, WOVE: "Certainly this is a matter of feast or famine.  We always bitch when there's not 
enough superstar pro-'uct available and certainly many people are bitchin' but in a positive way with the 
sudden glut.  Obviously a station like 'DVE will be all over the album cuts from the big name records that 
are on the way, but the thing that complicates matters right now is the viability of several new comers or 
up-and-comers to the music scene.  We won't play a record in medium rotation unless it will get three spins a 
day, guaranteed.  Otherwise it's just not worth it.  We have added another current position to our clocks 
recently, but to us it's still important to play a record enough so it gets heard by the audience.  Plus, 
Pittsburgh is a town that holds its classics near and dear to its heart, so balance is the key...I'd say 
right now, we're about 60% -407, new vs. old." 

WALLY WALKER, KQRS: "We'll always find records that test better than others so we'll always have room for 
music that's working.  Our rotations don't change just because of an increase in big name acts.  We always 
give new records ,thèt we believe in,a chance to make an impact.  As for the current to old ratio, we're 
roughly 60% library and 40% current." 

GARRETT HART, WGLU: "You can't play all the new music.  If you're going to commit to new music it has to be 
a priority.  Once you make the tough choices of what to add, then the rotation should be adequate... It 
varies from daypart to daypart for me." 



QUESTION CONTINUED 

BOB KRANES, WBCN: "Successful radio stations hopefully know how to balance out major releases.  In a week 
like we just had, the Rolling Stones,Bob Seger and Van Halen are major artists for us.  The attention given 
to them is certainly of utmost importance.  In order to keep WBCN on the cutting edge, the balance is as 
normal as possible.  But of course, these major releases do affect it in that the audience demand for the 
Rolling Stones is naturally going to be intense...The balance remains the same although,as I just said,it's 
going to be affected a bit by major, major releases." 

TOM SCHEPPKE, KISS: "With superstars versus new music I have to take it on a song and artist basis; plus, 
knowing what's hot in the market through past Lps, concerts, and retail.  Sometimes I want to play more new 
artists than I'm able to and then sometimes,once they're on,I can't give them the proper rotation to 
really give them a good shot.  All I can do is try my best to balance out the superstars versus the best of 
the up-arid-coming.. .Probably our mix is about a 40%/60%." 

SKID ROADIE, KYYS: "There are still liberals lobbying for the 25 hour day, Greg.  Something about firing 
shaped nuclear charges to slow the earth's spin.  Am I getting too technical?  Musically we walk the fence 
50 - 50.  Music gluts make us feel the pinch in the heart and on the weasel phone.  You can fiddle with clocks 
or flow sheets to step up rotation.  To me, that means more clocks and longer flow sheets, which leaves more 
room for error.  Maybe a JUST TESTING segment where new rock is showcased for listener response:  lock in 
a half hour or hour show every weekend and let the audience HELP weed out what you may only feel compelled 
to add.  Or program spontaneous,just —testing triple shots during different dayparts where these songs may, 
in the future, fit.  The easiest way to assist new music identity is promos.  Sure, a short hook clip from 
a song is not equal to playing the entire tune, but string three or five together in a promo and bingo!  It 
sounds like you're playing a lot of new music.  Hope this helps while I work our the vectoranalysis data on 
the shaped nuclear charges.  Go at throttle full." 

JEFF RIEDEL, KKDJ: "Mr. Gillispie couldn't have timed this question better.  (Another good one, I might add.) 
I think we'll all agree that it's dangerous to adjust the current versus library sequence to accommodate 
new music.  After weeks like this one we are in th t midst of possibly adding another new song per hour, which 
could be temporary.  As we speak, we're overloaded in the subpower category and feeling the strain. 
On  a superstar release, which usually comes on Thursday, we'll make a high profile category for those 
superstars, rotate those major image bands heavily throughthe weekend then come Monday (without our Hush 
Puppies on) we separate the men from the boys and hopefully get the proper exposure for all this great 
material,  superstars and up-and-comers alike." 

LAVONNE ADAMS, WFXR: "We don't alter our formatics to accommodate a glut of new product.  We simply save 
spaces for upcoming superstars when we know they're coming.  The new stuff definitely has impact because 
we're the only AOR in So. Carolina and we're exposing more music than our Top 40 competitors.: .Also our 
mediums come up every 7 hours, our heavies every 5 hours, and we feel with that kind of rotation the music 
is having impact...We're about 25% current; 75L, old." 

JAY BAKER, WFBQ: "We try to have the jocks make an event out of a major release and we'll showcase the new 
Stones, Seger, and Van Halen once per hour per track for the first  48 hours.  The jocks do this bà manue"y 
inserting the track.  This doesn't slow down the rotation on our other currents, rather we're probably 
playing less gold and recurrent at those times...30% current to 70', library...Yes, our new music is having 
impact.  We're playing all of our currents with enough frequency to the point that our research shows it's 
having an impact " 

DAVE KANE, WCMF: "In most cases, releases from our format's major artists get priority treatment providing, 
of course, they are worthy of airplay.  They don't always measure up, you know.  Sometimes we will hold off 
on adding an 'up and comer' to save a spot for an anticipated major release and, if we have to create room 
for such a record, we will generally pull out a weaker cut that we feel won't be missed too much.  Most of 
the time the record that's pulled out will get back into rotation ASAP.  It boils down to priorities--what 
we feel  is  to the station's advantage to play.. ,All of our new music gets at least three plays a day, 
which seems to be fine as far as audience exposure goes.. .Our ratio of current-to-library is about 60%-40%." 

ZAK PHILLIPS, KAZY: "We judge each release on its own musical merit.  Obviously, our audience is interested 
in hearing the new Stones or Seger record, but we feel that they are just as interested in hearing good 
quality music by previously unknown acts; therefore we do not penalize non-maim acts in our daily rotation 
...25%-75%." 

DAVID HALL  WKDF: "When high quality superstar releases come out all at once, we feel we can expand our 
hot rotation by one or two songs to give them the exposure they deserve.  It will always be tougher for new 
comers to get noticed during superstar glut.  That's just the way it is, and rotation changes won't help 
that much.  People are going to be much more interested in hearing and buying long-awaited new releases 
from Van Halen, Seger, The Stones, and Journey than they are from the Flaming Fishbowls or whoever...We're 
playing about 40% current, and I think that's being generous." 

KEVIN VARGAS, KWHL: "Everything we play receives a significant rotation.  We work a playlist that insures 
the development of artists and songs and a frequency that maintains consistency.  This also contributes to 
record sales.  There's always a problem with not being able to play everything, but if the record is really 
good and perfect for us it eventually gets played...We expose a lot of new music and Lp depth through our 
features which not only exposes more material but also gives the station added spice and a constant link to 
the heritage of AOR." 

RICK STRAUSS, WZZO: "Our rule of thumb is quite simple - play the best from what you've got.  So when a 
superstar rerease comes out, another record that may be equally as good, but from a lesser known artist, 
may have to temporarily take a back seat.  Our currents receive a very healthy exposure.  We may not have 
as long a playlist as some other stations do, but the records we do play get played quite a bit.  As a 
result, we can more quickly determine whether or not a record's going to make it." 

MARK DEVINE WRKI•. "Just off the top of my skull, the new  superstar  releases  must  take  major  precedence  
'  

over anything else.  There are a lot of good new records out right now by new artists, but listeners look 
to us for in-depth listens to the new superstar albums.  Anything else that is released at the same time 
as these superstar records will have to sink or swim because it's more important for the first week or so 
:o feature numerous cuts from the big guys than any other cut by a little guy.  Then,I guess, after the 
big wave dies down, we'll see what little guys are left standing." 

CURTISS JOHNSON, KUPD: "As for the superstar product out right now, we obviously have to expose that and 
it shows by us adding the superstar product in hot rotation.  The up-and-coming or baby bands are going to 
suffer some exposure because of that.  There's just no way around that other than adjusting our current 
to library material.  It's just going to take us a little longer to establish the up-and-cominc bands 
because if I feel strongly about the act or a particular song, I'm going to stay with it,. It varies on the 
time of day, but on the average it's 40% current/60% library." 

KEN ANTHONY  KSJO: "I've always been an advocate of not letting your systems dictate your music adds or 
rotations.  Most stations have a set playlist that they deal with and in the case of a week like last week, 
with all the superstar releases, if you have to expand your playlist to play great music,  do it.  I feel 
here at KSJO our light rotation definitely gives the new music an adequate rotation...We're operating at 
least 70%/30%„" 

JEFF CARROLL KLBJ: "75% new music to old music. .I think the superstar releases will help AOR radio in the 
upcoming book,  No, I do not adjust my music list because it's been perfect since I started and already 
allows for the proper exposure of any and all material we decide to add." 



QUESTION CONTINUED 
MIKE BOYLE, WDHA: "Adjusting the music isn't really at all a tough thing to do, as long as you can look 
ahead to what the "Superstar" releases will be!...WDHA prides itself on playing a lot of new music and going 
deep as soon as possible!  As far as a percentage of new to old goes, let's just say it works!  Know 
your market and know what th_ey want and play that funky music white boy!" 

DON BERNS, CFNY: "With a current playlist that borders on 70 or more pieces of music, we don't have to adjust 
very much at all.  In fact, if any adjusting is done, it's often in favor of newer acts —Interestingly 
enough, we find that the newer music we play definitely has an impact and  here's the catch - we do not 
play any tracks more than once in  a 24-hour period. (There are occasions when this rule is broken, but a 
track never, ever gets played more than twice a day.)  Even with this policy, we find that ouraudience 
is extremely aware of all of the music on CFNY (See comments.),. Approximately 30' current, occasionally 
this will go up to 50% depending on the announcer's choice of material played," 

BOB BITTENS, WHCN: "To keep the station sounding its best musically, adjustments have to be made on a daily 
basis all year long. Certainly  the task of staying on top of the music gets more difficult when there's 
more quality product available.  But I've said it before and I'll say it again, when 'HCN adds a record, it 
gets played.  Making sure that new music is getting adequate rotation is all part of the plan.  It's 
unfortunate that sometimes artists of quality have to wait for their shot at airplay, but priorities have 
to be set...As far as percentages are concerned, it all depends on your definition of current.  We vary 
depending on the available product, but it would be very unusual to find us playing more than 50  current, 
or more than 65% oldies." 

JIM JONES, KMOD: "The new releases were a breath of fresh air and fill slots that we were just getting by 
with.  I definitely believe it's getting an adequate rotation combined with the button punching to 
other stations.. 60% library, 40;0 or more current," 

BOB WALTON, WROU: "We presently run about 40% current, 60, library but there's always room for flexibility. 
Of course, if I had it my way, it would be 75% current.  There  is always room for a hit superstar 
record.  Unfortunately, that makes less room for newer artists, but that's the breaks.  We make sure that 
during the first week a superstar release will be heard frequently.  We consider it a key part 

of our image." 

RICK VAN GIL, WIOT: "With a release of the caliber of 'the big 3' we accelerate rotation by playing each 
track once per hour for the first half day of release.  From there we're into a solid once every three 
hours rotation.  Our other current product is not overshadowed by the new superstar releases.  These tracks 
still maintain their high profile so,in reality, we're actually playing more current product when there 
are hot releases like Stones, Seger and Van Halen...We're 50-50 current to old." 

BOB BAILEY, WKLS: "We don't alter our computer systems to accommodate a glut of superstar product.  We will 
immediately add the record to our heaviest rotation and then have the jocks manually insert the track at 
additional times as space permits... Yes, new music is having an impact because we're playing 50% fewer 
current tracks than we were a year ago yet our current to old ratio (40 to 60) is about the same as it 
was a year ago.  The end result is fewer currents rotated more times." 
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QUESTION CONTINUED 

AMANDA TEPPER, WPLR: "We're close to 50-50 current/recurrent.  We play a lot of new music - more than 
enough to have an impact on our audience.  Unlike CHR's we are so dependent on the flow of new music coming 
from record companies, our system is very flexible.  So you'll see that in addition to the big three we 
added four other tracks this week. And they're all getting substantial airplay.  When there are a lot of 
big releases the most important thing is getting your jocks to make sure your listeners know you've got it." 

ANDY PRESTON, KPOI: "Real simple, I fatten it up...Yes, it reaches the audience...55% new and 45% old." 

STEVE BECKER, WKFM:"On bigalbums like uackson Browne, Rolling Stones, etc, we will highlight the entire 
over a di-ii or two.  Then we pick key cuts to  put in normal rotation...Yes, I do feel that the new 

music is getting adequate rotation...We run 50-50 on current versus library." 

PAM BROOKS, WPUh: "We add another cut...Yes, we feel the new music is getting an adequate rotation. There's 
always a time where, unless you're playing nothing but currents,then something is not going to get as much 
airplay as it deserves to really get the audience to know who the group is and to generate sales... 
Percentage is half and half." 

INES',A YORK, KGON: "To accommodate the crunch of new material we've increased our light category with 
artists we feel deserve the exposure.  For example, we've done this with a couple of local bands and 
the new Brian Setzer started here, too.  It's for records that we want to deal with now and don't want to 
wait on. They'll get heavier airplay later...Even with that light airplay if they're exceptional records 
it will be indicative enough to warrant increased rotation.  For example, Del Fuegos are in light rotation 
and showing great potential and phones...We run about 35% current to 65% old." 

NEXT WEEK'S QUESTION: Recently we've seen 'classic rock' formats spring up in Washington, Kansas City, Tampa, 
and other markets.  What impact do you see classic rock outlets having on the market-
place?  Do you consider them AOR?  And, since they play so little current product, how do 
you feel about 'classic rockers' reporting to trade magazines?

WCCC, HARTFORD, CT  M.D.-BRIAN ILLES: "What an amazing week--all the calls for the new Van Halen have 
kept the phones so lit we don't need any other lights.  In fact, as a cost saving measure, our owner 
has decreed that as long as Van Halen is this hot, no other lights in the entire building be used. 
(Just a joke.)...In addition to 'Harlem Shuffle' be sure to check out the B-side 'Had It With You'. 
It's got AOR written all over it.. .And many many thanks to Mike Peters  of The Alarm for doing such a 
fabulous interview this afternoon.  You'd have to go a long way to find a more cooperative and friendly 
individual " 

KZAP, SACRAMENTO, CA  P.D.-TOM CALE: "Album radio is dead.  It doesn't sell record!. Right?  Look at 
the CHR top 20.  Mr. Mister, Starship, Heart, Mike And The Mechanics, Thompson Twins, John Cougar 
Mellencamp, Elton John, Dream Academy, Loverboy, Simple Minds, INXS, Sting, ZZ Top.  Now, before we 
all pat ourselves on the back too hard, don't you think there's something wrong when we use a CHR 
chart to measure our success?" 

KSJO, SAN JOSE, CA  M.D.-KEN ANTHONY: "Welcome to Christmas in late February.  Can't remember such an 
incredible week of superstar releases with the Stones, Bob Seger, and Van Halen. Let's start 
with the Stones:  'Harlem Shuffle' is the perfect vehicle for the Stones'  rootsy style of rock and 
roll.  It's destined to be a foot tappin' classic...The Van Halen has garnered incredible phones.  The 
interest in this record, especially in the Bay Area, is amazing.  And Sammy Hagar and Van Halen have 
satisfied the curiosity with 'Why Can't This Be Love'.  This tune should answer any questions as to 
the best rock vocalist and guitarist--it's Sammy Hagar and Eddie Van Halen, a marriage made in rock and 
roll heaven...And a big welcome back to Bob Seger who's obviously spent a couple of years absorbing the 
changing America of the 80's.  'American Storm' sounds like vintage Seger...Finally, two of my favorite 
new picks to click are The Models 'Out Of Mind, Out Of Sight' and Talk Talk's 'Living In Another World'." 

WBCN, BOSTON, MA  ASST. P.D./M.D.-BOB KRANES: "We are currently in the middle of the biggest radio 
promotion in Boston history.  The Centrum will be full of WBCN listeners  on the night of March 12. 
Aerosmith will be playing and it's getting crazy...The Rolling Stones, Bob Seger, and Van Halen all in 
one week, how intense...Don't neglect some great music from Tommy Keene.  One of the East Coast's coolest 
rockers deserves to be heard--alot...Joe Cocker returns with a hit bound and the Nuge is gonna be huge. 
'Little Miss Dangerous' is one of those instant reaction songs that's getting instant phones...Joe Cocker 
'Shelter Me' certainly adds the right amount of spice to this week's musically intense concoction... 
Charles Laquidara's Big Mattress Song Of The Week: Violent Femmes 'Children Of The Revolution.'" 

WLUP, CHICAGO, IL  M.D.-BILL EVANS: "What a week of anticipation.  Will Richard Dent sign with the 
—Pars?...Will Carlton Fisk catch that fly ball?...Will those three records we froze our lists for be 
worth it?...The reality is the best sounding 12" released the week of 2/24 happens to be Wax,'Right 
Between The Eyes'.  What a relief to have these guys back; W0000!  Definitely a class act...Speaking 
of class, please don't compromise the total class of Jackson Browne's Lp with an extended 12" remix 
,-elease of any of these songs.  They all stand up by themselves, especially 'In The Shape Of A Heart'." 

KOME, SAN JOSE, CA  M.D.-CANDI CHAMBERLAIN: "It would be impossible to even begin to say anything 
about the Van Halen record that hasn't already been said.  Phones are hotter on 'Why Can't This Be Love' 
than any record we've added in ages.  The tune is an explosive, screaming success, not to mention 
being a completely addictive listen.  I can't get enough of it...Outstanding week for the new tunes. 
We're loving the Stones 'Harlem Shuffle' to death, as well as 'American Storm' from Bob Seger, and 
Greg Kihn's 'Love And Rock And Roll'...Jackson Browne's 'Lawless Avenues' contains some of the finest 
usage of a foreign language in a rock song I've ever heard.  Translation:  When he sings in Spanish, 
it makes me crazy!!!" 

KGON, PORTLAND, OR  M.D.-INESSA YORK: "I don't know about you, but there's certainly one important 
observation on the request line and that's Van Halen. It appears to be a crashing success.  Is that 
Scatt singing that Samuel Hagar is doing there?. .Right behind that comes Robert Palmer's love song, 
and The Outfield are still creating new fans daily...Vector, though not an immediate favorite of mine, 
is quickly forming into a hit.  Great calls here...Two items we feel very good about are Marillion's 
'Lady Nina' and Costello's 'Don't Let Me Be'... In the future,  isn't that just the neatest little 
tune ever from Greg Kihn.  Love it!...Also we love getting IDs from artists.  But please note that we 
are now '92.3 K-G-O-N, Portland's home of rock 'n roll, any variation of that theme would be great 
as well...One final note: 'Crashing By Design' by Pete Townshend is the song."

Wish the aTbums weren't so far behind the 12's.. .The surprise record of the 
week for us is the Swimming Pool Q's 'Now I'm Talking About Now' - even the General Manager likes it... 
Support your local AOR indies in the face of the latest witch hunt." 

KISS, SAN ANTONIO, TX  M.D.-TOM SCHEPPKE: "Sorry about last week's adds.  I-Bone got bit by the flu bug - 
ouch...This week I'm back in black and adding music.  On a one to ten scale the new Van Hagar is a nine. 
'Why Can't This Be Love' is more than an excellent toe-tapper.  This song gives the Bone an extreme case 
of happy feet.  Can't wait for the Lp.  T-Bone wanna B-side...The new UFO is easily their most successful 
radio track to date.  If you ever played 'Too Hot To Handle' or even 'Lights Out', you should sure be able 
to deal with the sound of 'This Time'.  And if by chance, you didn't play these other records, just maybe 
you should start now.  By the way, they're all on the 12"...Believe it or not, I honestly didn't hear 
Marillion 'Lady Nina' at first but now I'm all ears.

Sight' with a great video to boot.  This is without a doubt, one of the best songs of 1986.  This could 
prove to be a year of great Australian bands - Eurogliders, The Church, Midnight Oil, Hoodoo Gurus, INXS - 
the list goes on...Congrats go to Steve Thompson on his remix of the Stones single.  Thanks also go to 
John Scher and MCA Records for a sold-out performance with The Damned at the Ritz this past Saturday night. 
Thanks to John Taylor and to Davie Steele of Fine Young Cannibals for phoning in.  Special thanks to Suzanne 
Vega for stopping up live on the air with Denis.  She played an incredible acoustic version of 'Left Of 
Center' live on the air...Screamer of the week: Floy Joy 'Weak In The Presence Of Beauty'." 

WDVE, PITTSBURGH, PA  P.D.-GREG GILLISPIE: "Last week the Hooters came to town for a concert with Loverboy and 
I was absolutely floored.  This is one of the most refreshing young bands I've seen in a long, long time. 
They look  great on stage, they utilize a wide variety of instrumentation, and they play a lot of styles 
of rock and roll.  This band will be huge...Of the big three this week, the Stones is lowdown great, and 
gritty rock and roll just like I expected...It's great to have Seger back, but I'm mildly disappointed that 
it sounds so much like many of his previous efforts and the Van Halen, for me, was thebig,surprise.  This 
easily has four hooks in the song and if this is any indication of the album, I ain't gonna miss Mr. Roth 
at all...Yesterday Herschel  connented that Mr. Mister will set the standard for classy quality rock and 
roll for the next few years and with that in mind we're happy to move on to 'Is It Love'.  Also, the live 
version of 'Kyrie' will bring new life to that record.. .1 know I've talked about this Clannad record a 
lot in the last few weeks, but its tough to get off the soapbox.  This record is moving upward in sales  
and is now #3 in requests. The people that are calling are exactly the type of people you want to call 
your radio station...The Phil Collins moved from #21 to #8 in sales thanks to his Grammy awards and with 
that, we'll pull out 'Take Me Home' again.  We used this song extensively over the holidays and got decent 
response, but the import version will bring it home...There's nothing quite like the Brian Setzer on the 
radio right now, so we'll squeeze that in between the big names and see what happens...The Outfield has 
truly surprised me, moving up to #6 requests  and that's good for hot rotation...The Level 42 and Models 
songs are great synth-pop records but the  key here  is synth pop,which has not worked exceptionally well for 
us.  We'll continue to watch these records...The Wax record is undeniably a hit but could be awfully poppy 
for us.  Is it a sin to wait for CHR to establish a record like this?" 

WMMR, PHILADELPHIA, PA  M.D.-ERIN RILEY: "Plenty to talk about this week.  I hate to pick favorites, but I 
must make an exception for the Van Halen. I really didn't expect to like this record.  I'm a big David 
Lee Roth fan.  In fact, my desk is covered with quotesof him, and my office with life-size posters.  But 
'Why Can't This Be Love' is much too good a song.  It's almost like Eddie felt he had something to 
prove, even though we knew all along he didn't.  Let's just hope Sammy can pull off the old material in 
concert.  I'm not sure I can imagine him easing the seat back...Next the 'Harlem Shuffle', a little ditty 
that's been keeping us dancing all week long as has the B-side 'Had It With You'.  Keith's guitar work 
reminds me of some tracks from 'Exile On Main Street'...Seger should satisfy his fans with 'Hollywood Now' 
or even 'Nights', excuse me, 'American Storm'...Some lesser known bands out this week intrigued me, The 
Models for one, makes me want to hear more...And the Setzer Lp is full of great songs.  There's a lot of 
depth here. Now we know what he's been up to these last couple of years...Is that really Greg Kihn singing 
like that or just a reasonable facsimile?... It's about time we had a new club open up here in Philly. 
Finally a new avenue for some new and upcoming bands.  The Trocadero is like our mini Ritz and all you 
folks in New York are welcome to come and check it out...And finally, just tell me what will I do without 
Freddie?" 

P.D.-BOB BITTENS: "I know that there are a few people out there who are 
anticipating my comments regarding Sammy Hagar's debut with Van Halen. Personally, I've never listened to 
Van Halen for the singing.  As far as I'm concerned, Eddie Van Halen is the world's greatest rock guitarist. 
And as long as he continues to be the innovative, highly skilled musician that he's proven to be so far, 
his band will continue to be the best in their genre.  As for Mr. Hagar, he's got himself a great new gig. 
His voice has a ballsy edge that compliments Eddie's guitar work nicely, and, hey, he's finally achieved 
automatic status at 'HCN." 

WIYY, BALTIMORE, MD  M.D.-CHRIS EMRY: "I had a real good time at the Baltimore/DC Stones listening party. 
Thanks to Rich and CBS.  'Winning Ugly' should be a hot radio track.  Real pig vomit, er, ah, uhh, I mean, 
Rolling Stones rock and roll...I was worried about the new Van Halen, but if the new 12" is any indication 
of what's to come, there is 'life after Roth'...Welcome back to Bob Seger as well.  Sounds like a good 
spring is on the way.  Now if somebody could just find those guys named after the Red Sox home town..." 

WLVQ, COLUMBUS, OH  M.D.-LEE RANDALL: "Top sales explosions  this week include Mr. Mister at number two, 
IN  XS and John Cougar in the top five... Aggressive in the top twenty--Robert Palmer and Mike And The 
Mechanics... It's a heavy week for releases; however,  it poses no problem for us, ,;ust makes us stronger 
as we expose the latest and greatest first and fast...Van Halen and the Stones seemed to be the top 
phone getters this week along with Robert Palmer and The Outfield...On tour:Pat Benatar and The Alarm. 
See this show.  The Alarm is a fine young band, hungry for success and working hard to obtain it.  Pat

WNEW FM, NEW YORK, NY  M.D.-MARK CHERNOFF: "Well, it got me 'Right Between The Eyes', the new single 
from Graham Gouldman and Andrew Gold.  I've been a Gouldman fan since the Hollies days and this new  Wax 
project sounds like it should sky-rocket up the charts...The 'Harlem Shuffle' sounds great, but make 
sure you get the commerical B-side, 'Had It With You',for some rockin' Rolling Stones...Also off to a 
great start is Van Hagar's 'Why Can't This Be Love' (#1 request) and Seger's 'American Storm'...Thanks 
to Arthur, Dave and Bill for playing the new Queen song from 'Highlander'.  It reminds me of 'Bohemian 
Rhapsody'." 

CFNY, TORONTO t CANADA  ASST. P.D./M.D.-DON BERNS: "In a recent interview a very cogent point about North 
American radio was brought out by Pete Townshend who said 'I do think the radio (has a) stranglehold 
over the tenor of the record industry.  Obviously radio has a different theory as to what a hit record 
is from what the public does.  I think you can only enrich people's lives by exposing them to things 
so that they can make a choice.'  Well, hallelujah,Pete,and thanks for defining the difference between 
AOR and alternative radio styles.  Taking a chance is what we're all about, although we don't play 
something that's different simply because it's different.  We on this side of the business have the 
balls to create a sound with a wide spectrum of variety and then stick to our guns by constantly searching 
for new and innovative music to present to our listeners who inevitably have more musical style and class 
simply,because they have more from which to choose.  These,therefore,create  an audience loyalty that 
hasn't been seen in radio in many,many years.  The audience listens longer and actually hears what we 
play and say.  The result is that we can present music faster and move onto new material while everybody 
else is still debating whether or not to add second., third or fourth track from an album.  In this 
manner, alternative radio doesn't cow tow to record companies.  Instead, we create excitement about 
what has been released and what is going to be released.  In fact, we often serve as a testing ground 
for records before they are released (many Canadian record companies base their decision on whether or 
not to release product on how well it does with us).  I'm not calling for a proliferation of alternative 
radio, but I do think it would be real nice if other formats began to communicate with their audience 
again and challenge them instead of encouraging the passive attitude that pervades the industry.  The 
bottom line is that it would open up avenues for a lot of great music that is released but never is heard." 

KRKE, ALBUQUERQUE, NM  M.D.-JESSIE BRICE: "Many thanks this week to Sharon White for her help and to 
all the other reps who continued to check in week by week and provide us with valuable service.  You 
know who you are.  The Stones, Van Halen and Bob Seger are all top notch instant adds, but there is 
still room for a band like Level 42.  'Something About You' is a superb track...Other greats include 
Jackson Browne and one of the supreme bands this year, Honeymoon Suite.  If 'Feel It Again' isn't 
enough, try 'Bad Attitude'." 

KLAQ, EL PASO, TX  P.D.-PEPE LOPEZ: "KLAO arches into spring with a variety of great new music.  In 
addition to the obvious, check out UFO, Suzanne Vega and Export... If you have a significant Hispanic 
audience, or if you,yourself,are of the brown persuasion, Jackson Browne has a tune tailor-made for 
you.'Lawless Avenues' is as poignant as a mouthful of jalepenos.

Y'all keep rockin." 

WKDF, NASHVILLE, TN  M.D.-DAVID HALL: "Among the big three releases this week, there was more curiosity 
about the Van Ralen. With the personnel  change, everyone was wondering what it would sound like, and 
if people would except it.  I've always liked Sammy Hagar alot and never cared for David Lee Roth.  So 
I was expecting to like it, but even I was surprised that it turned out this good.  After hearing 'Why 
Can't This Be Love' just twice, the melody was stuck in my head--that never happened with Van Halen 
before.  Listener response has been overwhelming.  When we asked for their opinion, every single call 
was positive.  The requests for this song surpassed all requests for all other songs on the station 
altogether... Nugent's 'Little Miss Dangerous' is our next best performer--easily outpulling Seger and 
the Stones...Seger has pulled decent phones  this first week and it is good, but isn't this a man 
desperately in need of a change of sound.  You can play 'Hollywood Nights', 'Even Now', and 'American 
Storm' back to back and they sound like the same song...As for the Stones, I like it, but fewer and 
fewer people seem to care each time out for those old boys... It's good to hear Greg Kihn bounce back 
from that previous disaster.  'Love And Rock And Roll' is his best in a long tine."

catapulted into a combination of the SALEM WITCH HUNT and the SPANISH INQUISITION. Being the Don 
Quixote of AOR indies(9 years of campaigns), I feel possessed to unburden my soul.  Every format has 
independent record promoters reinforcing majorlabels'fieldstaffs.  For many small labels, that once-a-year 
hiring of a fewindies represents their only shot at putting one on the charts.  My organization has always 
provided a legitimate function.  We have always been forthright, legal and professional in our approach. 
I will gladly surrender my business with many companies to see them purge the system of these characters. 
I hope it is temporary and that we can survive as we did in 1981 when network TV gave us another one of these 
episodes.  I am not discouraged because I have courage.  I will not disappear, because I am visible and have 
been in all my endeavors...PEER PRESSURE PROMOTION, KILLER KUTS,PHONE AT THE MOUTH COMPANIES WILL CONTINUE 
TO REPRESENT AOR'S MUSIC FROM METAL TO JAll IN THE MOST COMPETENT, RESPONSIBLE WAY UNTIL I DECIDE TO CALL IT 
QUITS. I am not planning on an early retirement, although during the next couple of weeks we will be forced 
to re-gear with new clients and product.  I hope you all understand how heavy the current blitz is affecting 
the lives of independent promotion people.  The strong will survive!  On behalf of myself Roger (Rambo) 
Lifeset and my right arm John (Conan) Colasanti, we will speak to you soon." 

LENNY BRONSTEIN, HEAVY LENNY PROMOTIONS (213-450-6224): "I don't think any of us have answers, solutions, 
or predictions as to what will transpire in the next few weeks and months,  For me and the other AOR 
independents who toil away in a different realmthan those of other formats, I think we're all kind of 
shocked, stunned, depressed and frustrated that we have no court of appeals in which to plead our case. 
We understand the situations and we understand the parent corporations.  We're the ones who generally 
issued the edict, and we understand the importance of continually cleansing our industry.  What perhaps we 
can't understand is what happened to the amendment regarding due process.  Somehow part of the sentence got 
transposed, and all of a sudden we're 'guilty until proven innocent'.  Our livelihoods, our reputations and 
our futures are tarnished through no actions of our own.  I almost feel like a Japanese American during 
World War II who's been put into an internment camp because of his surname.  At this point, we hope that the 
record companies and their parent organizations take a step back, rationally view the situation and decide 
to find out how our job works, how our relationships work, and how much a part of their success we are due 
to our labor on their behalf.  To indiscriminately shut everybody off and shun us is a sad statement to make, 
when perhaps nothing that conclusive should be stated.  A little common sense and a whole lot of humanity 
will correct a lot of injustices and perhaps put the industry back on a sane and safe course." 

RICHARD PACHTER, PROMOTION IN MOTION (305-482-6629): "DON'T THROW THE BABY OUT WITH THE BATH WATER' 111111111  

BRUCE MOSER, COULD BE WILD (716-885-5200): "Personal to AOR Radio: Now's the time to stand up and demand 
the respect that you are entitled to.  AOR radio has been treated like Rodney Dangerfield for too long! 
It's time record companies should be made to understand your place in the market place.  In many cases, 
you're #1 in the market and you get treated like you're in last place.  CHR radio gets the time buys and 
promotions, and you seldom even get thanks.  AOR has broken the acts, CHR hasn't.  All you gotta do is check 
out the CHR playlist, and 90̀,, of the bands on their list that can go out and play major concert halls are 
old-line AOR acts.

You have done miracles 
with the tools you've been given to work with.  AOR radio should not be suspect of industry wrong doings. 
Let AOR, again, set a shining example, and maybe we can say 'goodbye' to Rodney Dangerfield forever.  Dare 
to be great!  Become leaders again!"
