"In two books we've jumped 6.4-10.5, 12+ while Z93 
dropped 12.1-8.5 and 94Q slipped 9.2-7.0 in the same 
two book period.

During that same period, our Men 
25-49 share has nearly doubled (6.9-13.2 = 41) and 
we took them directly from 94Q who, in the same 
period, have slipped 12.4-8.4.  The objective a year 
ago was to take Men 25-34 away from'Q94 who, at that 
time, had a 2-1 lead over us in that cierno, and we've 
successfully done that, by playing more hit records.

"I've always taught my people to be good winners, 
but we also try to be gracious losers.  On the sur-
face, we had an absolutely miserable book, our first 
really bad one in six years.

so I'm not going to overreact to one book."

"One year ago we set out to solidify the ZOO as the 
25-34 rock radio station in Dallas/Ft. Worth. What's 
encouraging for us is not only are our 25-34's up, 
but our 18-24's as well, putting us on top 18-34. 
The Winter book shows KZEW up 7.7-14.5 in Men 18-34, 
comparedto Q-102; 12.7.  We grew in Men 25-34 (9.0-
i2.0) while Q-102 remained flat (9.0-9.1). There 
were many factors contributing to the increases in-
cluding a number of staff changes.  Musically, we de--
emphasized corporate rock and became much more aggre-
ssive in adding new music.

Widow of progressive radio's founding 
ii.iFer Tom Donahue, Raechel has worked for legendary California call letters KSAN and KMPX, San Francisco 
along with a half-dozen L.A. stations including KMET, KROQ, KWST, KPOL-FM and KPPC.  FMQB spoke with Raechel 
a few days before her first show at KLOS.

ON WHY SHE OCCASIONALLY "DISAPPEARS" FROM RADIO: 

"I'm fortunate to have a voice-over business so I don't necessarily have to be in radio.  When it goes 
through one of its dry spells, I just disappear.  I only hang when I like it,, and right now it's 
challenging again in Los Angeles.  They're fighting again, and I like that.  All of a sudden everybody's 
spitting tacks."

"GOOD THING" and plan to release their debut album in mid Jane. 

DIRE STRAITS have released "YOUR LATEST TRICK" from the "BROTHERS IN ARMS" album which is about to reach the 
2 million mark in British sales alone.  Written by MARK KNOPFLER, this single is bound to be a success, not 
least because the band are donating all royalties from the sales of the single to London's famous children's 
hospital on Great Ormond Street. 

A tribute to PHIL LYNOTT is released this week by BOBBY TENCH. "I'M STILL IN LOVE WITH YOU" also features 
BRIAN ROBERTSON (ex-THIN LIZZY) on guitar; BAD COMPANY's SIMON KIRKE  on drums; and VAN MORRISOR's bassist, 
MICKEY FEAT. 

THE SHADOWS are back on the road again.  Their UK tour coinc-des with the release of their 34th single, 
"MOONLIGHT SHADOW", which was a hit for MIKE OLDFIELD back -n '83.  An album "MOONLIGHT SHADOWS" (I think I 
detect a spot of word association here!) will follow in late May. 

And, never one to stay in the shadows, CLIFF RICHARD  looks more and more likely to record another old favorite 
with the YOUNG ONES--Will it be "SUMMER HOLIDAY" or will he be tempted to revamp his number 1 hit of '62--
"THE YOUNG ONES"? 

DAVE CHARLES, drummer with LATIN QUARTER, has left the band ,..'ust as they were about to play a series of 
concerts around the country!  Their original drummer is returning to take the place of Charles who decided 
he couldn't handle the tour. 

And, there's a new number 1 in the British album charts--"STREET LIFE", the compilation of BRYAN FERRY and 
ROXY MUSIC hits has overtaken "HITS 4".  Other welcome new entries are the COCTEAU TWINS "VICTORIALAND", 
"ON THE BEACH" from CHRIS REA and "IN VISIBLE SILENCE", the instrumental album from THE ART OF NOISE,who 
recently collaborated with DUANE EDDY to produce that new version of "PETER GUNN". 

MIKE OLDFIELD  and JOHN ANDERSON get together on this week's POCK OVER LONDON with a new record called "SHINE"--
it's part of a series of songs linked with video ideas that Mike is currently putting together with various 
guest vocalists, and it makes a nice change to have two ladies on the show:  JOAN ARMATRADING, with her new 
single from the forthcoming album, and KATE BUSH with her fourth release from "HOUNDS OF LOVE".  Then there's 
a track which you won't find on PETER GABRIEL's new Lp, and LEVEL 42's MARK KING talks about his songs and 
the band's success.  The HISTORY MIX returns this week with a selection of  ROXY MUSIC  classics--their 5 best 
selling records, all taken from the new "STREET LIFE" compilation Lp.  Our live track comes from Qm; playing 
at London's Hammersmith Odeon last year--and in the Top Five, there are 2 new entries plus a change at 
number one.

DON BERNS, CFNY TORONTO 
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Question Of The Week 
With the success of KNAC in Long Beach, who are also making 
inroads into the L.A. market, and the big retail without radio 
success of Metallica, Loudness, etc., do you feel the time is 
right for a re-emergence of the hard rock format?  How would 
you counter-program a KNAC if they came to your town?  How do 
you read the demo spread of such a station? 

LEE RANDALL, WLVQ: "That would depend solely on the desired target demography.  If the interest is teens 
in the building stage then that would be a consideration.. .1 don't see it happening nationally because 
that is not a saleable demographic.  It's so vocal it seems a lot bigger than it really is.  I wouldn't 
be concerned about it in Columbus, because we deal with the great melodic hard records and we've seen 
in the past that the Iron Maiden fan is not loyal to any one station...I'd say 14-19 would about do it." 

KEN ANTHONY, KSJO: "It really does depend on the market.  In a market situation like Los Angeles where 
bands like Ratt and Dokken have gained popularity, I would say such a format would work --also in Texas 
anl,maybe,the Midwest.  I don't think it would work here.  In the San Jose market, KSJO has had some 
success with formats like that, but the Bay Area overall ,is not a real haven for heavy metal.  I'd say 
they're a little mort sophisticated than that, not to look down my nose at stations successful with that 
approach...I'd counter it the same way you counter modern rock or softer rock formats.  Just take the 
best of that genre, and research it carefully - and whatever works for you from those different formats, 
will work. ..Demographic appeal?  I don't think you can really put something like that in terms of demo-
graphics.  It's more a psychographic question - you can rock from 12 to 50.  Doesn't matter what age you 
are.  If you're into hard rock, you want to listen to it." 

AMANDA TEPPER, WPLR: "I don't think so, at least not in our market.  The majority of the metal people 
here are under 22 years of age,and that's tough to sell on the street, and we're in the business of selling 
commercials.  As long as that's true I can't see where we,or any other station,would lean towardsmetal...Ithink 
you could make it work in top 5 markets, maybe they're large enough to support that kind of audience, like your 
L.A.'s and New Yorks - maybe...Under 22 and predominately male." 

KEVIN VARGAS, KWHL: "I don't know if the time is right for a resurgence in the heavy metal format,but 
this may help prove that good hard rock does have a home on a good radio station.  I don't think there is 
a magical age when people automatically want to stop rockin'.  We play a pretty good dose of heavy rock 
and roll,but it is important to remember that every song and every artist is a case by case situation, unless 
you're going to go all the way and just kick ass.  We could just be seeing the start of a reversal of the 
trend.  Recently it was 'let's go for the upper demos and be careful not to turn them off', now it's 'let's 
not forget our lower demos and blow them away'." 

RON SORENSON, KBLE: "...God, I hope not...Easily...With no great difficulty." 

GLENN STEWART, WHJY: "The re-emergence of hard rock?  It never left WHJY...Although we are continually 
evolving the radio station, we refuse to keep away from the heavier rock that other New England stations 
avoid like Soviet nuclear clouds.  Not only will we jump on harder tracks that sound right, we still keep 
the Dios and Krokuses and Rainbows in the system.  The more hard-core, less mainstream rock we will gladly 
play on our two-hour'Metel Zone' show on Sunday nights.  Metal will never die and there will always be an 
audience for it.  The proof is in the fact that we have had these inter-industry discussions about it 
several times before.  Some stations can play it and some can't.  We can and do." 

RICK CARROLL, KROQ: "I don't see hard rock re-emerging as a format, if you define format in terms of its 
ability to make money for a broadcast company.  Hard rock will simply not produce enough revenue because 
it appeals strictly to 12-24 males.  It is a tremendous threat to a KLOS or a KMET in that they lose some 
of their hipness to a KNAC.  This station is a trend-setting word-of-mouth radio station.  The real danger, 
however, is that it deprives KMET and KLOS of bringing in new blood.  With KNAC dominating 12-24 males, the 
potential for new listeners for KMET and KLOS is limited.  The task for those stations then becomes the 
maintenance of the 25+ audience that they already have, because 25-49s spend less time listening to the 
radio as they grow older.  One problem with 25+ radio is getting people to listen for long periods of time. 
Traditional AOR in this market is not wortn mort than a 3.0 share for each station (KMET, KLOS), with about 
a 2.5 for KNAC." 

RAD MASSICK, WDIZ: "I don't think it's going to resurge as a format, although there are certain parts of the 
country that can support that approach because of population and varied taste.  In the Los Angeles market 
you have the new music/CHR approach with KROQ, two mainstream AORs that use mainstream metal--and now an all 
metal station.  There's obviously enough people to support all those stations.. .1 don't see metal being any 
more viable then it has ever been.  Good metal songs are always useful and they can fit on any mainstream 
AOR format, even better, of course, it it's crossover metal...I definitely don't think we'll see a reoccur-
rence of the kind of situation programmers shocked themselves into two years ago.  Demographically, I 
would say it would have to be male/teen based, with pretty strong 18-24 men--and probably no top end." 

WALLY WALKER, KQRS: "I don't think it would work, at least not in our market.  The majority of the metal 
people here are under 22 years of age and that's tough to sell on the street, and we're in the business of 
selling commercials.  As long as that's true, I can't see where we or any other station would lean metal... 
I think you could make a go of it in Top 5 markets, maybe they're large enough to support that kind of 
audience.  Maybe, if you could sell an audience under 22 and predominantly male." 

CHRIS MILLER, KRQR: "I don't see a re-emergence.  For a while, AOR radio went overboard in an effort to find 
the niche in an occasionally overcrowded market.  This one was a good example.  We had four AOR's in the 
city and three more signals coming from San Jose and Sacramento.  Because of that, defining the radio station 
became more of a function of what type of music we played--more so than in the relatively uncrowded situation 
we have right now.  Then KRQR, KSJO and KOME could rock much harder than we do currently and do well.  Now 
with the changing marketplace, with only 2 AOR outlets here (plus the South Bay), we can't narrowcast nearly 
as much.  From a financial standpoint, this format has historically appealed to 16-22 year old males, a big 
turn off for the agencies and a big problem for sales managers.  If someone here started rocking extra hard, 
we would continue on our present course of dealing with things on a record-by-record basis.  To play or not 
play something because it is 'heavy metal' is bad radio." 
BOB BAILEY, WKLS: "On a national basis, no.  I think its the sort of thing that will be limited to the very 
major markets because it is a highly specialized format.  I don't think the 12+ numbers are ever going to be 
competitive with more mainstream AOR--but the 12-24 could be quite strong...It's hard to say how it would 
work in Atlanta.  I've never seen any hard facts on how much actual audience there is available for a hard 
format.  As a general rule, we have not done as well when we have been harder as opposed to more pop.  We 
are the only AOR format in town, and we are trying within limits to be all things to all people with pop/CHR 
competitors.  If a metal format were to core into town, I think they could expect a fairly minimal share, 
but I do think they could show.  It would, obviously, depend on their programming goals as to whether the 
share they could get would be salable." 



QUESTION CONTINUED 

MARK CHERNOFF, WNEW: "Obviously there's a place for metal and hard rock, but it's not mass appeal enough 
to warrant a format in New York City." 

GREG MULL, WXRC: "Yes, absolutely the time is right for the operator that's ready to bite the bullet and 
take nothing but male 12-24 numbers.  In select markets the format could be so strong with that demo that 
the station could do well, 12+.  The problem is advertisers generally aren't interested in that demo...Even 
in Charlotte the base for metal is very strong (for example acts that get no radio airplay will sell out the 
10,000 seater coliseum - Ted Nugent and Aerosmith, Ozzy Osbo rne and Metallica);but if you cater exclusively 
to the metal crowd,you're going to end up with an audience of toothless earthdogs-- an audience that's a 
tough one to sell." 

BOB BITTENS, WHCN: "There is a huge untapped audience for hard rock on the radio.  If some smart person comes 
along and disregards the obvious drawbacks of hard rock's appeal to  young demographics, they could find 
themselves starting something with a great deal of potential for future growth.  One side note on the 
subject:  we may see this format as a saviour of a lot of AM stations that are now getting overgrown by 
weeds.  Hard rock could do for AM what progressive did for FM fifteen years ago." 

DON BERNS, CFNY: "As long as there are pimply-faced adolescent boys and their girlfriends who will go any-
where with them and listen to anything they listen to, there will be a market for metal radio...The retarded 
development of some of these boys will lead to 18-24 numbers but by that time the girls will have either gone 
crazy or dumped them and will have moved onto something more sophisticated... As far as how we could counter-
program a KNAC type station, we'd continue to do exactly as we're doing because nobody listening to a metal 
station would have even the vaguest interest in what we're playing." 

MARK DEVINE, WRKI: "I think there will always be retail on heavy metal product because it's a very active 
segment of the audience, those rebellious youngsters.  I don't think the re-emergence of metal is an accurate 
term.  Re-emergence of metal airplay is another thing.  That could happen at any time depending on what record 
comes out... If a station popped up around here that specialized in metal, we would most likely 
continue to program metal the way we always have - very carefully." 

PAUL SHUGRUE, WRXL: "It is a viable format - but I think it's limited in who it appeals to, mainly teens... As 
far as counter-programming goes, we are already steering away from that demographic, so there wouldn't be 
much of a need for us to change to counter program." 

GREG GILLISPIE, WDVE: "I think that we've been anticipating a split in the AOR format for quite some time. 
Certainly Los Angeles is a big enough market to support several specialized and narrowly targeted radio 
stations and I'm sure many of the other large markets across the country could do the same.  A station of 
this sort will undoubtedly have a very narrow and well-defined listenership.  I'm not sure how saleable it would 
be, since most advertising agencies are looking for stations that score well in the 'money demo'.  I have no 
doubt that a format of this nature could affect record sales - after all, there are very few outlets for the 
metalheads to turn to to get exposed to their form of music...As far as programming against it, I probably 
would not do anything lifferent  than I'm doing right now, meaning I've tried my best to make this station 
an all-around great AOR.  We attempt to play the best of everything that's rock and roll and that does include 
a few great metal tracks like 'You've Got Another Thing Comm' , but I would not increasethe amount of metal that 
I play as a blocking maneuvers.  The people who are going to listen to a heavy metal station will do so 
religiously although their listening length may not be too long because the format can be very fatiguing to 
listen to." 

TOM SCHEPPKE t KISS: "There has always been an audience for heavy metal music, but nobody wants to program 
to that audience.  They either are afraid to, for fear of_blnwino their oldPrdemos, nr they iustcan't relate 
to the genre.  In this market we had another station trying to-outrock us,and,for a while:it seemed like it 
was' noisier and heavier than thou." But it comes down to one thing - quality radio, no matter what or who 
you're programming to, quality will win." 

DAVE LANGE, WLAV: "First of all, I think it's only going to work in your major cities.  The advantage of 
KNAC is that Sunset Strip is Hardrock City, and I'm sure that scene helps the image of the station.  Also, 
there is enough radio business that if you dominate 18-24 you can make a nice profit.  And, the sampling 
is probably large enough that 18-24's show up on a consistent level in that book.  In a lot of your smaller 
cities, until the 18-24 sample is fixed, you could end up with one great book and one book in the dumper... 
As far as our situation is concerned, we still play Hear 'N Aid, Judas Priest, Ted Nugent, Krokus, etc. in 
dayparted situations, and they don't seem to adversely affect our upper demographics." 

RICK VAN GIL, WIOT: "First of all, I think the demos are very low.  Initially, the station will have 
ratings, but in the long haul it's a short term Band-aid patch up for format.  It's like Billy Martin managing 
your ball club.  He'll do  good the first year, but after that, all hell breaks loose." 

JOHN BEAULIEU, WTUE: "Being at the other realm of rock radio, it obviously wouldn't work for us.  I don't 
think heavy metal has really ever been outdated, but there has been less emphasis in the past years. 
Watching response from Hear 'N Aid with stations like KNAC and KISS in San Antonio, metal has really never 
lost its potency  .When it comes down to it, in certain demos, metal is most effective when shooting for the 
18 to 24 demos.  Being the only rock station in the market, we would have the advantage of playing metal at 
whatever capacity we feel necessary.  More consideration towards it would have to be taken if you were one 
of two or three rock stations in a market. 

STEVE BECKER, WKFM: "I don't believe that the heavy metal fans have ever gone away from AOR radio.  Depending 
on the market, TT there has been a faction wanting heavy metal, obviously they have been playing to their 
needs all along.  So I don't see a resurgence of heavy metal as the new AOR format." 

INESSA YORK, KGON: "I think it's more accurate to say that a lot of people would like to have a re-emergence 
of the Tormat, both within the business and on the outside as well.  But I still believe that listenerwise the 
group is small...I don't think we'd do anything differently than we're doing right now...12 to 24?" 

KAREN ANDERSEN SMALL, WGIR: "Daypart the heavy metal heavy music very heavily in the night-time...Very 
narrow.  Probably between 15 to 20 with a smattering of 20 to 24 but basically younger males." 

WARREN WILLIAMS, KSRR: "I think you have to take it on a town by town basis, and it's impossible to say 
whether it works everywhere.  For Houston, I'm not sure the timing is right at this particular point.  There 
is a very heated battle going on among all the contemporary stations and there is a lot of good music to 
choose from in terms of tempo or genre, so to focus in on only hard rock would be too narrow...Demographically, 
I don't see it going mucn beyond 22 for the core - and that may be pushing it." 

ROB ELLIS, WKQQ: "Please God, I hope so... Counter program with a lot of mainstream nonoffensive artists 
without being too lame.  Examples:  Springsteen, Mellencamp, the classic Who, Stones, etc...Probably pretty 
young 18 to 24 predominately males...I think a high energy station like that can be a lot of fun, but it 
would scare the hell out of a lot of people in Lexington." 

AMY DAHLMAN, WAQX: "95X has dealt with all significant rock artists, metal or otherwise ,throughout our 
history, so for us it's not a question of bringing back metal.  WAQX has prided itself on meeting the demands 
of our listening audience and,therefore,not leaving open a window of vulnerability for a station like KNAC or 
any other to come into the area."

KRQR, SAN FRANCISCO, CA  P.D.-CHRIS MILLER: "Our only add this week was Lou Reed (plus the  obvious  conversion  
on GTR and Moody'rues).  I think it's Lou's best to date!  Calls after a day confirm...I agree the GTR is 
what Asia should've done two albums ago.  Early response has been excellent with all kinds of calls after their 
interview here...Had a nice visit with Rob Jungklas today.  He's a great guy and we're already seeing a few 
nibbles on the record...Speaking of nibbles, hope Jamie Lee Curtis shows up at the Journey party tonight as word 
around town has it!...Upped the Moody Blues this week, based on single response and early album retail... 
Joe Jackson continues to sell really well...Great record from Peter Gabriel--but no calls yet.  Excellent 
album--we can't wait!  The only Lp I've heard that I like more is the upcoming Genesis...Considering:  The 
Fixx. 

WKLS, ATLANTA, GA  M.D.-BOB BAILEY: "I'll be real interested to see how the Gabriel goes over!  It's a great 
song but formattcally it's about as far left of center as anything we've ever played...We just added the 
Joe Jackson.  I like the song.  Don't think it's 'Steppin' Out', but still a good solid tune.  To me, Joe 
Jackson is kind of analogous to Talking Heads--left of the mainstream but with enough audience that it's a 
valid piece of music for the station...I like several songs on the 38 Special, but for now we're running with 
the single and 'Somebody Like You'...Encouraging, but not overwhelming reaction to the Rob Jungklas.  That 
record to me is the Hooters of 86...Also seeing decent early response to the Models.  Jury's still out 
though...Best  early phones on Judas Priest; Models; Van Halen 'Best Of Both Worlds'; still Seger 'Fortunate 
Son', and getting a few on INXS." 

WLUP, CHICAGO, IL  M.D.-BILL EVANS: "Wild Blue is a local band that we connected with back in the days when we 
were  heavily involved with Chicagofest.  They were called Jinx and we had them do the Rock Dock every year 
we were out there.  We are familiar with their work and believe they deserve a hot...Also, went with Art Of 
Noise.  We're approaching this from a novelty angle.  Could be a short run--could last forever.  We'll let the 
listeners make up their minds.  We have had great reaction every time we play the Duane Eddy original...The 
Gabriel is going through the roof--excellent calls.  I think 'Big Time' on side 2 of the Lp will be a big 
dance hit...Getting good reaction to Lou Reed's 'No Money Down'--and the album is good enough for us to consider 
other tunes too.  'The Original Rapper' and 'Mama's Got A Lover' are a couple of my favorites...Very strong 
comeback record from the Moodies.  Using the title track and the 12".  Reaction to them is good--looking for-
ward to the tour...Getting fairly good reaction to the Icehouse after only a couple of weeks.  The Bowie-esque 
style is real strong.  In fact, Bowie would be a lot better off if this one had been on his last record." 

WRUF, GAINESVILLE, FL  M.D.-VIRGIL THOMPSON: "This is it for me from Rock 104!  When this gets printed , I 
wilI be at my new station WIXV in Savannah, GA.  I've seen this station go through some great changes since 
I first came here:  The raising of the tower-- the installation of a statewide toll free telephone line--a 
computerized music log--and a CD library that has grown to over 250 titles!  There are many people that make 
this station a great one, and I owe something to each one of them for making my time at Rock 104 a very 
enjoyable experience.  I'd especially like to thank our P.0. -Harry Guscott, for allowing me to be part of 
the team and giving me the opportunity to perform.  It's not very often that a person gets the chance to 
workata 100,000 watt commercial AOR while still in college, and I consider myself very fortunate to have been 
a part of Rock 104.  Replacing me is Rick Richards. He'll be ready to talk anytime after 3:00PM.  At WIXV, 
my airshift will be 10:00AM-3:00PM so  be ready to talk after 3:00PM also!...Until next week, or maybe the 

week after!"

KRKE, ALBUQUERQUE, NM  M.D.-JESSIE BRICE: "Are we still talking about how great the Gabriel is?  'Sledge-
hammer' is one of the most sophisticated and generic records recently...The GTR is really starting to take 
off phonewise, and we're also using 'The Hunter'...The Moody Blues' title track has simply got to be their 
best effort in a long time.. .Don't miss listening to Bruce Hornsby And The Range.  Something about this 
record makes you want to listen again and again... .Thanks to A&M for the 12" CD track,and to the many record 
people with their help in finding and getting that great old rock 'n roll for us!" 

KLPX, TUCSON, AZ  M.D.-MARGIE RYE: "Greetings and salutati ons  from  Tucson.  First,  to  dispell  any rumors as 
to my P.D.s  -- 'no',  Arin isn't in the hospital -- 'no' she hasn't had anything removed -- 'yes' she 
is fine now and feeling much better.. ..Let's talk tunes: The onslaught of great new vinyl hasn't stopped 
and there's no end in sight!  We absolutely 1-o-v-e the new Moody Blues.  Best stuff from them in years.... 
38 Special has a smokin' album . 'One In A Million' gives us goosebumps and 'Hearts On Fire' is a wonderful 
rocker...And, since I do have to 'get up' in the morning, I do it to the Fabulous Thunderbirds 'Why Get Up' 
and Kip Addotta(any of 'em)...Happy rockin'. ...

'Manic Monday' and 'Walk Like An Egyptian' when lots of AOR's wouldn't touch them with a ten foot pole.  We 
were getting requests and selling Lps. Our afternoon air personality, Patty Murray, was asked to come down 
and introduce the show.  After changing and rearranging her schedule, Patty went down and was then denied 
access backstage, and was not allowed an introduction by The Bangles' road manager, who was then heard 
bragging 'I've pissed off bigger radio stations than this one'!
