NBC Radio Entertainment Director of Programming, Frank Cocly has accepted the KMET, LA hot seat, starting as 
P.D. around August 25th.  This isn't the first time Frank's been enlisted to reverse declining ratings.  While 
working as KBPI P.D. ('79-'81), he and Sandusky's Toney Brooks took the Denver AOR from 8th place to first, 
12+.  Frank's cértainly no stranger to LA danger, having programmed KLOS for two years prior to his Denver 
gig.  And anybody that once had Jeff Pollack working under him as M.D. (KMYR, Albuquerque, '74-'76) has 
obviously paid some radio dues. 

Dr. Dirt spoke with Frank shortly after Metromedia announced his appointment.  "LA is one of the most competitive 
markets on the planet" he told us.  "Great radio stations go beyond the definition of what their format is. 
People will listen to a format that they only have some peripheral interest in because the station is exciting 
and offers a lot of entertainment value above and beyond just playing music.  LA is very fragmented now and I'm 
really looking forward to getting out there and pouring some energy into KMET, and being part of a team that 
will focus the station's energy and take it to a new level by clearly defining the station's position, putting 
it out front and makingitclearly better than the other stations that call themselves rock or AOR.  It will be 
a great win for everybody.  I'm really excited!" 

Joining NBC in '81 as a Source affiliate consultant, Frank advanced to Director of Affiliate Relations in '82 
and served as Director of Programming for the network's syndication division since 1983.  KMET's long run as a 
Source station afforded Frank a strong working relation with G.M. Howard Bloom and Metromedia, so as he puts 
it. "I'm not going into completely unknown territory."  Is he concerned that the life expectancy of the three 
most recent KMET P.D.'s averaged six months?  "I've known the players in this game for a long time and I think 
that that is why I was hired.  They are looking for stability.  I wouldn't leave a job like the Program 
Directorship of NBC Source &the Entertainment division, if I thought it was going to be a short term situation." 

SEBASTIAN TO DISOLVE CONSULTANCY. CLANS RETURN TO PROGRAMMING TRENCHES  

After 5 years as a radio doctor, John Sebastian has chosen to exit the consultantcy business and return to 
active hands-on programming. In his "kick ass"/call-out consultancy early '80's heyday, John handled 25 AOR 
clients.  By 1983, John introduced EOR via a number of clients that came to include WGRX, Baltimore, KESI, San 
Antonio.

John's 12.6 12+ while PD at WCOZ,is a record that a top 10 AOR has yet to shatter.  John issued this statement 
on Tuesday.  "My original concept of eclectic programming has been influential in changing AOR into the more 
adult format it is today, in exposing the hole that classic stations are filling, encouraging similiarly 
programmed stations to focus more successfully, and in some cases, companies for all intents and purposes, 
do my format without me.  I'm truly gratified that EOR, the new AC, soft AOR or whatever you want to call it 
will be now a viable format.  I expect most, if not all, of my current radio clients to continue in this form 
of programming for a long time to come.  However, I miss the day to day involvement of the operation of radio 
stations.  Frankly, whenever I've had hands on control of a station my track record is as good as or better 
than any in the business.  Therefore, effective with the end of obligations to my existing clients. I will be 
pursuing the best possible position I can obtain in the radio industry.  I'm not limiting myself in any way 
from considering all positions and formats and possibilities.

He has this 
answer ready: "It would be nice if we could record another album at some point. I have total respect for 
everybody involved, and for what we did. Between us, there's no animosity. Honestly!" 

R.E.M.: R.E.M. will open an extensive national tour September 10th at the Grand Ole Opry in Nashville. The 
tour will conclude with a three night stand at Atlanta's Fox Theater just before Thanksgiving. 

HUEY LEWIS: Huey Leais And The News are shooting the video for their latest hit, "Stuck With You", in the 
Bahamas. It's expected out in August. The album, "Fore", will follow on August 20th, and look for the band 
to begin a 14 month tour this winter.

IT'S NO ACCIDENT that Carlos Santana, born in Mexico in 1947, has been universally acclaimed as one of the 
finest guitarists in the world today.  Last week in New York, the master of improvisation blew minds with a 
total sell-out at Jones Beach on the Island.  Santana, accompanied by his usual team of superb musicians,' 
performed a virtually flawless two hour set.  All of his hits were performed, including: "Jingo"; "Evil 
Ways"; "Black Magic Woman"; "Soul Sacrifice"; and "Open Invitation".  Veteran singer Buddy Miles is now 
handling vocals in the Santana troupe -- and, what a great job he's doing.

THE STRANGLERS return to Rock Over London this week with their new single "Nice In Nice"...it was a last minute 

change of track from their new album due in November and the 12" features two songs recorded live in Paris last 
year.  The band play WEMBLEY ARENA on November 3 and then head off to Europe...Also featured on the new Rock Over 
London, with their new DAVE EDMUNDS production, are those old stalwarts of British rock STATUS QUO...they support 
QUEEN at Knebworth this weekend and are managing to fit in two other gigs all in one day.  Just after midnight they 
play a festival in Denmark, then they jet back to England for the afternoon before nipping off to Switzerland for an 
evening gig.. .maybe they should start looking for a new tour manager. 

"Come On Home", the new release from EVERYTHING BUT THE GIRL, also appears on the show and the duo have just 
announced they'll play London's Royal Albert Hall as the highlight of their October tour of the UK.  The stage there 
is big enough to accommodate the 36-piece orchestra who, together with their usual backing band, appear on the new 
album, "Baby The Stars Shine Bright". 

Not surprisingly, LEVEL 42 have already sold-out their three Wembley dates later this year, so they've booked another 
night there on December 3 and a date at the National Exhibition Centre, Birmingham,two days later. 

PETER GABRIEL is looking for two million pounds...this is how much he reckons it will cost him to play the UK after 
his US tour later this year.  He hasn't performed here for 3 years and wants to make it a tour to remember with a 
spectacular futuristic set.  Peter has already contacted some stage designers about the show but needs a sponsor 
before he can go ahead...And Peter's also been busy talking to the promoter of the newly revived Reading Rock 
Festival about merging it next year with WOMAD, Britain's music and dance festival.  He has been closely involved 
with WOMAD since it began back in the 70's. 

GARY NUMAN has been in the papers recently bemoaning the fact that the BBC don't give his records enough airplay...as 
a result the BBC have been getting letters from irate fans demanding fair play and threatening to march on Broad-
casting House in protest!  They've got a point, too--Numan's records regularly make the Top 30 with little or no 
radio exposure, only to drop just as fast because he doesn't happen to be the DJ's flavour of the month anymore! 

BALAAM AND THE ANGEL, still threatening a big chart breakthrough any time now, have their debut album "The Greatest  
Story Ever Told" out this week on Virgin.  The band, who toured earlier this year with BIG COUNTRY, are appearing at 
the Reading Festival on August 22. 

WORKING WEEK sing Captain Beefheart...that's the interesting situation this week as the cocktail bar-jazz outfit, who 
appeared on the "Absolute Be9inners" soundtrack, have their cover of "Too Much Time" released as a single.  The song 
first appeared on the Captain's "Clear Spot" album in the early 70  Working Week have recently been touring in 
Japan. 

KILLING JOKE, who scored their first major hit last year with "Love Like Blood", have a new single called 
"Adorations"...the PET SHOP BOYS plan to tour Britain at the end of September...BELOUIS SOME has been added to the 
QUEEN/STATUS QUO/BIG COUNTRY bill at Knebworth Park on August 9...  IT BITES, currently enjoying chart success with 
the Rock Over London-featured "Calling All The Heroes", have their debut Lp "The Big Lad In The Windmill" just out. 

The latest in EMI's series of 20th anniversary BEATLES reissues is "Yellow Submarine" backed with "Eleanor Rigby"... 
GODLEY and CREME have re-released last year's "Cry" which featured in a recent episode of"Miami Vice." 

DOCTOR AND THE MEDICS' latest album "Laughing At The Pieces" has had the treatment and is now out as a picture disc--
it's been extended to include their current UK single, "Burn"...LATIN QUARTER's debut Lp is just out and called 
"Modern Times"...EDDY GRANT presents 14 songs on video called "Live In London"; they were recorded at his free 
open air gig in March 

A new charity song was recorded recently featuring a fine collection of rock and soul artists, including THE THOMPSON  
TWINS, PAUL WELLER, LEVEL 42, MATT BIANCO and PAUL HARDCASTLE...it's in aid of Sickle Cell Anemia Relief and the 
Canon Collins Educational Trust For Southern Africa. 

AMNESTY INTERNATIONAL have set up their own independent record label, Amnesty Records plus a publishing company 
called Amnesty Music.  Support from bands like EURYTHMICS, SIMPLE MINDS, UB40, U2 and SIMPLY RED have helped Amnesty 
revive its image but the organization realizes charities can't expect artists to go on donating their services for 
nothing forever.  These new companies will organize pressing, distribution and promotion of "caring" music without 
the middlemen and so benefit directly from the royalties.  We can expect the first results of their work next month 
when a compilation album will be released including tracks by DIRE STRAITS, SIMPLE MINDS, PETER GABRIEL and HOWARD  
JONES. 

MADONNA's "TRUE BLUE" is still the UK's number one album after four weeks and sales have now surpassed 500,000... 
WHAM's "THE FINAL" holds at two with CHRIS DE BURGH's "INTO THE LIGHT" an ever-stronger challenger at three. 
-ROBERT PALMER races to six with "RIPTIDE'.. .SIMPLY RED are back in the Top 10 at nine with "PICTURE BOOK", and the 
highest new entry of the week is "THE COMMUNARDS" at 25.  VAN MORRISON's latest enters at 27. 

Controversy in the single chart, where sales of the two different versions of "SHOUT" by LULU have been combined. 
The '64 original had previously been at number 51, her 1986 remake at 41, theii—FP—(-)-ld l T Decca and the new one 
Jive agreed to the combined sales idea;et voila, an instant Top 30 hit as the two singles together climb to 26. 
This has been done before, though, most recently when Greek chanteuse NANA MOUSKOURI had two slightly different 
versions of "ONLY LOVE" on release and CARRERE and PHILIPS decided to get together and double their money. 

FRANKIE GOES TO HOLLYWOOD's "RAGE HARD" single will finally be with us on August 25, backed with "(DON'T LOSE WHAT'S  
LEFT OF) YOUR LITTLE MIND". The 12-inch will have another, as yet unannounced, track.  Meanwhile rumours of 
HOLLY JOHNSON's impending departure from Frankie Goes To Hollywood refuse to die down!...Frankie's record company 
ZTT have expanded their ranks with four new signings which they modestly describe as "a treacherous pop group, the 
best white male singer in the world, a post new age instrumental group and a glittering hi-heat deca-cabaret group" 
--names will be revealed when their records are released but one of them is strongly rumoured to be MARILYN--we're 
just wondering which one of those he's supposed to be! 

STEWART COPELAND is working on the soundtrack for the movie "Out Of Bounds", which will appear on his brother MILES'  
I.R.S.label. The title track will feature Copeland in collaboration with ADAM ANT. 

STEVE WINWOOD's next 12-inch release from the "Back In The High Life"set will also feature two tracks recorded by 
BBC Television in a pub in London, Winwood's piano-and-vocal versions of "The Low Sparkof High Heeled Boys" and 
"Gimme Some Lovin". 

So, we've already whetted the appetite for this week's Rock Over London show--in addition to the highlights we've 
already mentioned, how about another trip to hear STING in concert; another selection from the new UB40 album; and 
a GENESIS rarity in the Rock Request?  We also have two new entries in the Top Five, a new number one and another 
interview in our series taking the lid off the business--this week we're talking to PETER GATIEN, the man behind 
the Limelight nightclubs, who's just opened another of the clubs in London.

POLYGRAM PRESENTS 
Question Of The Week 

Is the Classic Rock format the disco of 1986 or is it a 
legitimate long-term format?  What's your estimate on 
Classic Rock's shelf life?  And have you taken any 
preventive steps to block a Classic Rocker from coming 
to town and making an impact on your market? 

ALAN WHITE, KILO: "We've always maintained that balance of new to old in our format as far as a strict classic 
rock format, I think that it has its limitations in that you don't challenge the listeners with anything new. 
Indications are that the audience has not responded in our market to something they've always gotten from KILO 
which is a good balance of new to old." 

R. G. JONES, WFXR: "There's always a time and place for the great rock and roll standards.  But I think classic 
rock's shelf life certainly depends on the nuclear compounds they're made with.  The classic 'stance' has been 
a cyclical thing that never ends!  So, I think any good rock station playing  their share of classics while 
capitalizing the most on them will last the longest." 

MARTY BENDER, WSKS: "It's all a matter of market positioning.  Established and institutional AOR's like WEBN 
have a tremendous advantage in their ability to adjust their content and flow.  They will get the automatic 
credit in any ratings service if they are playing  a classic core artist.  The shelf life of a total classic 
rock format is limited unless they make budget projections and adjustments to sell limited but profitable 
demographics. They won't ever acquire overall market dominance.  What we've done in our situation is go almost 
totally current and sell our low age end of the album radio demographic.  Both can work in any sized market 
unless there's lots of loose CHR competition. I instituted a classic rock format in the 70's against a high 
current format. It worked then and can work now if packaged within certain restrictions  and with emphasis on 
listener lifestyles." 

STEW SCHANTZ, WPDH: "If there is only one AOR in your 
market then leaning on classics pretty heavily can't 
hurt.  But in a situation like New York City, with K-
ROCK and WNEW, there's room for both those stations. 
You've got to choose which direction you're going to go. 
Will it stand on its own? I don't know.  I look at the 
success of CBS-FM as an oldies and they consistently 
do well with what they want to do well with. I can see a 
rock format as being viable. Only time will tell." 

JOHN BEAULIEU, WTUE: "In a nutshell, I think it depends 
on how far to the extreme the classic format is for 
that particular station.  We, in a sense, are classic 
rock, but by no means do we play a less amount of 
current material. It gives us the affordability of 
playing more music.  That has been our heritage for 20 
years.  It is a format viable to rockers from 10 to 50. 
And you can't ask for more stable demographics than that. 
If a station were 'solid oldies' I'd give them 6 months." 

KEVIN STEPHENS, KNAC: "No, I don't think it's got  a 
long term future. It's holding action that only buys 
some breathing space or time. Personally, I think it's 
a safe, conservative cop-out—people who don't have 
the strength in their convictions with no desire or 
belief in playing new music."

BOB BAILEY, WKLS: "The format has the potential to follow the same growth/decline that disco did, but I don't 
find- them analogous in any way.. .1 wouldn't expect the current boom to last any longer than two years. At the 
same time, though, oldies formats have always been valid and I see no reason that classic rock cannot have 
long-term validity either. I wouldn't expect it to show a 5, but if a 2 or 3 share with strength in a particular 
demo (in this case 25-54 male) is sufficient to make a station saleable then, yes, I can see it as a 
relativity long-term format...We have positioned ourselves as playing the largest quantity of classic rock in 
the market for sometime, both through on-air promotion and through several block format specialty classic rock 
shows.  Our Saturday and Sunday mornings both begin with five hours of classic rock running 7AM to noon.  In 
addition, we have 25 minute sets of classic rock Monday through Friday beginning at 6PM. We also 
have several other mystery oldie type spots throughout the day.  Between our positioning and two other primarily 
oldies' stations in the market, one AM and one FM, I don't really see room for a classic rock format in Atlanta." 

DOUG CLIFTON, KBCO: "For those programmers living in the past, classic rock is an easy living for now. 
Eventually the same classic over and over gets real old, real fast. With that you have a very stale format. 
Classic Rock mixed with new and current artists is still the best bet.  Don't take your audience for granted! 
It's been our experience that listeners want to be challenged by hearing new music on the radio.  KBCO will 
continue to work hard to be a great radio station playing the best of the music--new and old--no matter what the 
rest of the market is doing." 

DAVE KANE, WCMF: "I wouldn't go so far as to call it this year's disco, however radio being as cyclical as it is, 
I think a lot of people saw this coming. The longevity of the format will depend on how, or if,it evolves.  I 
perceive myself as being in the prime demo for a classic rock station, yet I still want to hear current music 
and have got to believe that there are others that feel the same.  Some people can listen to oldies all the 
time, but I tend to think that it will become a minority...Recently we've had a 'classic hits' station come 
on-the-air, and they are somewhat directed at our audience.  We have countered by doing what we've always done, 
which is to play up our 17 year heritage, continue our adult presentation, and play the best of the new music 
as well as the artists and the songs that made this format so popular in the first place!"

WARREN WILLIAMS, KSRR: "Disco evolved into Urban.  I'm sure classic rock will evolve into something a little 
more contemporary.  It will evolve into a more contemporary sound.  We highlight the classic songs that we do 
play." 

WALLY WALKER, KQRS: "I believe it is a long term format if the individual station does it right.  As a format 
I think it will be long term.  Once again it's dependent on the station.  There are some good ones that mix things 
up and some beat all the oldies to death...At this point it's obvious.  They have a 3.6 and we have 10.0.  We 
have taken the right steps in blocking their intrusion.  We've managed to have an adequate mix of classics 
and new music to keep us interesting as compared to what's across the street - all oldies.  We have increased the 
amount of classics and the variety of classics.  We now have a much bigger oldies library." 

KEN ANTHONY, KSJO: It depends on the market.  If there is a traditional AOR station (a station that plays 
currents and a fair amount of classic oldies) then that station should be solid enough to hold its own against an 
entering classic rock station.  In a market situation, where an AOR does not lean towards playing classic rock, 
then I think, depending on the market's demographic makeup, a classic rock station could indeed make a tremendous 
impact.  So I think the quick fix syndrome depends upon the AOR market makeup.  I believe there's a whole 
generation of rock and rollers who grew up in the 70's listening to bands like Led Zep, The Who, Yes,  Pink Floyd, 
and for an AOR station not to be playing considerable amounts of those groups  would be denying themselves 
a huge chunk of upper demo numbers." 

LEE ROBERTS, KMYZ: "The classic rock format is not, and I emphasize not, the disco of 1986.  There are two 
different ways you can go about programming or being a classic rock station.  First off, you can be a total 
classic rock station or you can do as we do and have a 60/40 mix of classic and new product.  Speaking as the 
new kid on the block, going up against a very fine established AOR station (Charlie and Jim, your station does 
sound very good), you have to think of new ways to present yourself.  It is a long term format if you do it 
right.  The only problem in our situation is that whenever we come out with an idea, the folks across the 
street copy and steal everything that we Co.  This is not a 'put down' against them, this is just a 
statement of fact.  I expect this format to be around for a long time, but again, it's how you program your 
classic  rock  station.  60/40, in my opinion, is definitely the way to go and our Birch and Arbitron numbers 
prove it.  But what works for us may not work in other markets." 

BONNIE STACY,  KNCN: "No, it's legit.  I don't know how long term it will be.  In markets where the AOR's don't 
play much classic rock, it could have a shelf life of, say, 3-5 years, but if a classic rock station is 
competiting against your basic AOR station that has a good mixture of new and old, they won't have a chance to 
last much past a year.  No, we have a constant 50-50 split of new to old,besides, no other AOR would ever make it 
in this market." 

KLIFF KAHUNA, WHMD: "Yes, I do feel classic rock is the disco of 1986.  So many CHRs 
play  nothing but new product  and  many AOR's in the recent past leaning towards predominently current 
product,this definitely created a void - voila, classic rock to fill the void.  Our positioning since I've 
gotten here has been to play a good amount of classic product along with current stuff.  This, I feel, is the 
best positioning for AOR's because it's the right mix.  You're not going to turn off the upper demos looking for 
oldies and the younger demos looking for current stuff.  It's really nothing new.  It's just trying to cover all 
the bases and we have a classic rock station in our ADI and it's really not pulling anybody's doors down and 
we feel it's not hurting us or others in the market basically because most stations, with the exception of the 
New Orleans area,are playing classic stuff along with current product." 

PAT WELSH, KATT: "No, I would not say it's the disco of 1986.  Disco was a very disposable type of music. 
Classic rock has obviously withstood the test of time.  If a pure classic rock format doesn't have a long 
life, the music itself will, in terms of AOR.  I would guess that classic rock stations would start to burn out 
after a year and a half or so without evolving.  We have just made sure that we have the image of being a 
heritage rock and roll station and this includes highlighting our library of classics, but at this point, we 
haven't taken any specific steps in the way of adding new features to block a classic rock competitor." 

BOB BITTENS, WHCN: "I wouldn't call it the 'disco of 86', mostly because there's nothing new about an oldies 
format.  I do feel that it has a very short life, at least in its pure form.  As far as taking steps to prevent 
someone from doing that in this market, I think the AOR's in this area play enough classic rock to satisfy the 
market needs.  There really isn't room for another album oriented station in this market." 

RANDY STEWART, WBGK: "This is a real pertinent question in Milwaukee because WKLH just popped on the air with 
a 7 s-hare their first book.  Personally, the shelf life of the format could be quite long if management expectations 
aren't unrealistically high.  In other words, I don't think you'll see a classic rock station hang on to 4 or 
5 shares at any point a year from now.  However if the demos are good, they can make money with it.  In most 
markets I don't think it will continue to be that successful.  As far as our position, we play a lot of currents 
and fresh music.  And we play a lot of oldies that have not been burned out.  Once the audience compares us to 
a classic hits station, I think they'll realize they want to spend more time with us." 

RICK VAN GIL, WLNZ: "We have a classic rock station here in Lansing.  They are #2 in the market.  We are *4. 
They moved up 2 points in the last book, we moved up 6.1.  I think the classic rock station is like having 
Billy Martin manage your baseball team.  The first year it is very bankable, the next year a burnout." 

CINDY BAILEN, KZEW: "We already have a classic rock station in our market.  It's our sister station and AM. 
We're probably lucky they're not competing with us on FM.  Although we billboard classic rock carefully whenever 
we play it, we haven't gone crazy with it, but kept it in proportion.  Just like any other type of station, a 
well programmed classic rock outlet could last indefinitely.  People that do it less carefully could find 
themselves jumping on the next bandwagon when it comes around in about a year." 

MIKE BENSSON, WBYR: "Classic rock is a long haul format if presented in the right fashion.  It's the P.D.'s and 
M.D.'s job to be able to mix it with the right amount of newer selections,  and the right songs for the market. 
With those stations that play classic rock exclusively, the key is to have enough variety in the library to 
prevent burnout.  Yes, we do employ classic rock positioners and we program classic rock album sides and triple 
shots, so we have the handle on classic rock in this market.  If anyone were to try classic rock in Buffalo 
they'd have to fo low our cues instead of making their own." 

STEVE BECKER, WKFM: "I feel that the classic rock format could become the MOR of our generation.  Classic rock 
formats from now on might survive just as beautiful music stations have done so.  As people are getting older, 
they are not necessarily turning to beautiful music stations or AC stations, yet classic rockers seem to have 
a place within their listening habits.  The key in positioning a classic rock 'n' roll station is not necessarily 
to say that you're classic rock 'n' roll, but to program your music with a leaning towards that classic rock 'n' 
roll and still keep a foot in the 1980's." 

RALPH TORTORA, WBAB: "The way most stations are presenting the classic rock format currently, its life 
expectancy is about 2 years, give or take a few months.  It is not a long term format, and if a classic rock 
station tries to come into our market it will have trouble because we've been using a variety of classic rock 
liners for some time.  They wouldn't be doing anything unique in the market and there wouldn't be any wind in 
their sails!" 

ERIN RILEY  WMMR: "Yes, it sounds like a fascinatin' rhythm all over again.. .1 can see them having some degree 
of longevity as a second option radio station for a long time, but in terms of being the album radio market 
leader, I think it will get real old real fast!  I'd estimate its shelf life to be about a year...Part of the 
success of WMMR is constant audience stimulation with jocks, promotions and great current music.  Yes, we do 
Classic Monday  each week.  (We had a special name for everyday of the week except Monday and since we're all 
half asleep that day, it seemed appropriate!) 



QUESTION CONTINUED 

ELLEN McKINNON, WEQX: "WEQX isn't gonna block any kind of format trying to make a go.  We are not classic rock, 
our emphasis is mostly on new music.  I think the shelf life on classic rock in my brain is about twelve minutes, 
but I can't speak for all listeners." 

TOM STARR, WOUR: "The answer to the first couple of parts to the question depends upon a number of variables. 
Most importantly whether we're talking about exclusively gold format or one that incorporates at least some 
compatible current music.  If it's the former, I don't think it's a long-term, viable format.  The latter just 
might be.  Our fourteen year heritage is the greatest deterrent to anyone setting up shop with that format in 
this market.  We always have and still do consider our ability to represent the best of all vintages of rock 'n' 
roll one of our greatest assets.  A multi-dimensional station should beat the single dimensional station every 
time if it's programmed properly." 

KEVIN VARGAS, KWHL: "All the great AOR's already use classic rock as an integral part of their formatting.  I 
don't see a classic rock station coming into this market.  Our position is solid.  As for how long classic rock 
will live, the music will go forever, that's why it's classic.  But stock in the format is still a questionable 
commodity.  It could last a long time as AOR's version of the AM's pure gold AC's." 

RICK WEST, WXKE: "No, the classic rock is not the disco of 1986.  Here in Fort Wayne, we're finding less draw at 
the heavy metal shows.  The Dios have dropped in attendance while the bands that were forced to play small clubs 
are now able to sellout the 2500 seat theaters and a lot of people who quit going to concerts are coming back. 
Recent examples are the Moody Blues, Steppenwolf, Bachman Turner Overdrive, all drew well in Fort Wayne.  More 
significant are the classic artists who  are recording good music for today as Steve  Winwood, John Fogerty and 
the new Alvin Lee.  Anybody who is strictly programming nothing but classics is going to have fun for about a year." 

KAREN ANDERSEN SMALL, WGIR: "You'd be doing classic rock music a severe disservice by comparing it to disco.  In 
quality, classic rock is so far above disco it isn't even funny.  I think the shelf life as far as market impact 
is about two years.  Right now that's what a chunk of the audience wants to hear, but just like fads and fantasy, 
their desires will come and go.  Yes, we have beefed up the titles and depths of some artists in the classic 
rock mold and have blocked stations like WZLX from taking away any audience from us in New Hampshire." 

LEX STALEY, WFYV: "Yes, I feel classic rock can be compared to the disco craze of the 70's.  But like so many 
-7 -those stations, the ones that can build in the product and encompass the oncoming trends will be the 
survivors.  I don't feel these stations will get away with playing the same Stones, Zeppelin and Who cuts with 
a little bit of Beau Brummels and compete with the freshness of a good solid AOR that plays a good mix of 
current classic.  However I do feel that their immediate impact will be felt for a year to year and a half 
before they become another settling also ran in the market." 

HARVE ALAN, WCCC: "In 1985, WCCC's tilt was geared toward classic rock.  Our ratings were a classic failure. 
In 1986 while keeping the cream-of-the-crop classics as well as playing the best that contemporary AOR can offer, 
WCCC has reversed a major downward trend.  While classic rock is very important to this format, its shelf life 
of the strictly classic rock radio station is going to be limited.  Song burn-out and lack of musical excitement 
will do classic rock in.  The key to AOR success is the right mix of old and new, which is determined by 
extensive knowledge of your individual market." 

HARRY REYNOLDS,KOZZ: The way I see it  is that AOR will divide into two segments - one will be the classic rock 
segment for the upper demographics, and theother will be the younger segment for the college age people.  It 
needs to happen!" 

TOM EVANS, WIYY: "It can become the disco of the 80's because very soon I think you'll start to see more than 
classic rocker in certain markets.  Naturally, the format appeals to a very attractive demo, so you'll find 
people that are looking for that exclusive magic answer hopping on the bandwagon.  I caution people to recall 
back to '78 and '79 when we all woke up with our core libraries burned and nowhere to go.  Yes, we do Classic 
Monday (the greatest scam of all time).  Yeah, we do classic weekends, and of course, we do some positioning 
statements." 

RUSS MOTTLA, WAAF: "Unquestionably the classic rock format is a short term, high burn format and if logic 
doesn't tell you this, then maybe a look back in history should.  It happened with the 50's gold formats ten 
years ago.  Narrowly targetted oldies formats are great quick fixes, but don't address what AOR radio is which 
is a long term format that is in pace with current music and also features core oldies.  In Boston the classic 
hits station is already trending down so I guess the life of a classic rock station seems to be what it's 
always been - about a year to a year and a half and when they've burned through all the good oldies, the 
audience looks for what they've always looked for, which is a station that plays music they like and not a 
novelty station.  My strongest suggestion to anyone competing with a classic rocker is to have the COURAGE 
to not react.  18-34 demos may suffer a bit, but the audience is always going to come back after their initial 
sampling of the alternative.  If you have a strong 18-34 core to begin with, they may leave but in effect what 
they're saying is 'hang on (my favorite station) while I check out this new guy, but I'll be right back'." 

BEAU RAINES, WKRL: "We are the classic rock station in town and despite efforts by WYNF to block us using Classic 
Rock Monday, a classic cut 7 —the day, and wholesale  changes in their music, it only took us two Books to beat 
them 18+ Men.  My advice to AOR programmers when a classic rocker comes to town is not to over react.  WKRL, 
being 20% current, 80% library will probably have a longer shelf life than the rest.  I feel that if the library 
is deep enough and rotations are controlled properly,we are not the disco of the 80's, and shelf life is yet 
to be determined." 
GREG STEVENS, KCFX: "We don't think that it's a fast burn format.  If we did think that, we wouldn't have 
switched to classic rock a year ago.  As far as the shelf life goes, we're rotating about fifteen hundred titles, 
and, at this point, none of our research shows any substantial burnout or repetition problems." 

DOUG GOMBEK, WCXR: "The comparison with disco bears no validity as disco was a fad and, as such, disposable. 
Classic rcck is the very basis of album rock and, as such, enduring.  I see no end to the appeal of the music 
with which we base all of our careers.  Certainly some evolution of the format will occur, but most in the 
industry will not speculate on the specifics of that evolution.  I think we are simply  seeing an audience reaction 
to the glut of new artists/releases, and radio's over reaction to them in years past.'" 
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Radio Action 
WCCC, HARTFORD, CT  P.D./M.D.-HARVE ALAN: "It's happened!  Glass Tiger 'Don't Forget Me' is a h-i-t in Hart-
ford!  Sales  are up.  Requests  are up.  This one scores big...I've got to admit 'Danger Zone' from Kenny 
Loggins almost got away from me on first listen--Well, 'Playing With The Boys' is Loggins' second big score of 
'86... Good to see Triumph on vinyl again with a real accessible tune that pleases Triumph fans and non-Triumph 
fans alike...My biggest headache this week is what to do with an excellent song like Paul Simon's 'You Can 
Call Me Al'.  I still don't have the answer.  Will rock radio listeners embrace, or push that dreaded 
button?" 

KGON, PORTLAND, OR  ASST. M.D.-IRIS HARRISON: "Inessa's on vacation #2 so you have me for a bit!...Seems that 
after the ZZ Top ccncert, Billy Gibbons caught a few of the local Portland bands and liked them so much he 
came back for a week of fishing and listening!...We've been asking for comments on the new Music Show and are 
getting positive reactions to the Beat Farmers; The Nails and R.E.M. ...Calls on 'Spirit In The Sky' by 
Doctor & The Medics--new and old are interesting too!" 

CFNY, TORONTO, CN  ASST. P.D./M.D.-DON BERNS: "Those of you who poo-pooed The Smiths, consider this.  Last 
week some 15,000 frenzied fans turned out to see their Toronto show and the place was bedlum!  Like their 
music or not, there is no denying that The Smiths have a huge and very vocal following!  I haven't seen crowd 
reaction like that since last year's Bruce Springsteen extravaganza.  Their Lp is also the 3rd most played on 
this radio station this week, just behind Steve Winwood and Peter Gabriel.  Helping that airplay along is the 
presence of the new Smiths import single 'Panic' which the BBC will not play because of the anti-radio tone 
of the song.  No doubt it is a great piece of music; however, even (or especially) with the lyrical refrain 
of 'hang the DJ'...Biggest Lp upward mover this week belongs to Rupert Hine/Thinkman (Paul's brother?) has 
put together simply one of the best Lps of the year, sounding at times like The Fixx and Cafe Jacques (both 
of which Hine produced). 'The Formula' is full of pop and AOR tracks that stand out as being totally unique 
and accessible to the mass audience.  Rupert is h-o-t!...Right behind Thinkman is Canada's 54.40 was a 
surprisingly deep major label debut, sounding American--without cowtowing to the Bryan Adams' corporate 
sound. 54.40 runs the gamut from out and out rock 'n roll, to roots sounding songs like 'I Go Blind' which is 
our initial lead off track, along with 'I Wanna Know'.  Look for major things happening for this!... Want to 
hear a taste of the forthcoming UB40 Lp?  Listen to 'Sing Our Own Song' which could very well be a major late 
Summer hit, at least by the reaction it's getting here--with great airplay and tons of early requests...Also 
hot on the import front is Tom Robinson's 'The Real Thing', a stunning anti-cocaine number that shows how 
much of a hitmaker this man is, even though he's currently without any label in North America--pity!...Glad 
to see 'Cross The Border' released as a second Icehouse single.  It is, without a doubt, the second strongest 
cut on the Lp and sounds great on-the-air...Smithereens are coming on strong with 'Blood And Roses'.  It took 
me a couple of listens to get into this track, but I strongly believe it's going to be a major song for this 
new band...And, if you're not playing Dr. & The Medics 'Spirit In The Sky', you are doing your audience a 
massive disservice.
