PRETENDERS, "GET CLOSE", WB  
Rejuvenated, more mature and slightly experimental--that's new 
Pretenders. They've never offered a headier brew of styles and 
sounds--rockers,  '50's, dub,ballads, Hendrix, horns, synth, ska, 
and wah wah--it's all there, meticulously held  together by Robbie 
McIntosh's pic-less guitar playing and Jimmy Iovine's commodious 
production. And when Chrissie's almighty chops get behind thor-
oughbreds like "My Baby", "Roomful Of Mirrors",  "Tradition Of 
Love"  and "Light Of The Moon", it's spontaneous combustion. 
Add  air, stand back! 

"THE COLOR OF MONEY", SOUNDTRACK, MCA  
Whoah!! This is one soundtrack that's like album radio manna 
from heaven.  The Don Henley track (Geffen's got the 12") is a 
smoldering suckaahh in the tradition of "Dirty Laundry" and 
"Drivin' With Your Eyes Closed", propelled by a funky but chic 
bass synthesizer with Joni Mitchell and Rosie Vela supplying the 
breathy back up vocals. And who could refuse a new Eric Clapton 
tune?  Factor in the film's guaranteed gross and you've got Rock 
N Roll's answer to the 'Top Gun" soundtrack. 

STEVE MILLER,  "I WANT TO MAKE THE WORLD TURN AROUND", CAPITOL  
Those who were disappointed by his recent oversynthesized false 
starts will be relieved to find the Gangster's back with his 
guitar, delivering on the promise of his classic '70s work.  As 
the outing with Ben Sidran hinted, Steve's flirting with jazz 
now and Kenny G's shimmering sax solo continues that progression. 
The new 12" is smooth, sassy and soothing, kind of like "You 
Belong To The City" meets "Fly Like An Eagle".  Bang it! 

KANSAS,  "ALL I WANTED" MCA 
The return of Kansas finds the band once again fronted by the 
distinctive pipes of Steve Walsh.  Always the highlightof their 
previous successes, Walsh delivers a repeat performance as his 
vocals sparkle on this tender rock ballad.  "All I Wanted" 
possesses a strong pop arrangement and a compelling keyboard 
presentation that radiate of yet another across the board hit. 
Rockers abound on the forthcoming Lp, so put this one away early! 

PAUL YOUNG,  "SOME PEOPLE", COLUMBIA  
Paul's cool, tasty cover placed him all over the radio and all 
around town as he deservedly earned his best new artist stripes. 
"Some People" is a sophisticated production piece that elevates 
Young's pop/rock status and album radio credibility to new and 
more elaborate heights.  His soulful vocals really shine and 
that bluesy tempo is punctuated throughout by high octane horns 
and a big bass sound...it's some kinda wonderful! 

BENJAMIN ORS, "THE LACE" ELEKTRA  
Although his vocals and bass playing are consistently world 
class, the critical criteria for a successful solo Lp is song-
writing. And as the single's 2 week hot streak to #17 indicate 
Ben can pen 'em as good as he plays 'em and there's more where 
that came from.  With the album the emphasis  shifts away from 
the Cars considerable quirk and studio tricks, toward a height-
ened sense of harmony and understated elegance.  You'll want to 
immediately make room for the addictive "Too Hot To Stop" (shades 
of early Cars) and put an ear to "Circles" and "Hold On". 

BERLIN, "COUNT THREE AND PRAY", GEFFEN  
As forecasted earlier the axe-shun line-up on the new Berlin Lp 
is in a word outstanding.  There will be absolutely no reser-
vations regarding this band's rock credibility.  What ultimately 
makes this package click is Tern 's vDcal adaptation to these 
varied rock selections.  "Pink & Velvet" showcasing David 
Gilmour's haunting and piercing guitar virtuosity is an immediate 
must.  Also check out the smokin' rockers "Trash" & "Sex Me, Talk 
Me" featuring the Motor City Madman Ted Nugent.

8 SECONDS, "KISS YOU WHEN IT'S DANGEROUS",  
POLYGRAM  
There seems to be a catch 22 inherrent in 
Eurosounding records.  Too much synthfunk 
and Rock programmers will pass,  leaving 
it for Hit radio; too cerebral and it gets 
relegated to Headphones Only.  Fortunately, 
8 Seconds, aided by producer Rupert Hine, 
have found that elusive midpoint.  "Kiss 
Me" delivers a fixx of sensuous future 
rock, beautifully gift wrapped in a radio 
ready melody with those rhythm guitars 
and pleading vocals providing just the 
right contrast. One listen and you'll 
see why the advance tape and showcase 
have more than a few programmers already 
pumped. 

JASON AND THE SCORCHES,  "STILL STANDING",  
EMI 
These uncompromising roots rockers are 
clearly the critics choice but until re-
cently radio reception has been less than 
deserved.  The run on "19th Nervous Break-
down" is allowing for expanded recognition 
(now on 38, prime at #70 Trax) and the Lp 
will no doubt continue to bust down doors 
for this passion band.  "Golden Ball & 
Chain" is a no frills, rip roaring rocker 
that should permit this band to fully sat-
urate rock radio. The real stuff! 

MEATLOAF,  "GETTING AWAY WITH MURDER",  
ATLANTIC  
Meatloaf is bound to turn a few heads with 
his latest, and haven't we all been ex-
pecting a little shift in direction.  Well 
the change has come and Meat walks away 
proud.  The new twelve inch's fresh, modern 
and soulful approach is multi format com-
patible and will no doubt broaden his base, 
and keep you covered 'til the album shows 
up. 

DON DIXON,  "PRAYING MANTIS", ENIGMA  
Don Dixon's noteworthy production credits 
(REM, SMITHEREENS, BEAT RODEO) are no trade 
secret and now Don hops from behind the 
board to behind the bass. The styles re-
flected on his production projects have 
vastly influenced his own very special 
brand of music.  Simply stated,  it's 
commercially artistic. "Praying Manis" is 
lyrically irresistable, vocally impressive 
and it's the proverbial coin toss as to 
what grabs ya more: that throbbing bass 
line or the catchy chorus. 

HOWARD JONES,  "ONE TO ONE", ELEKTRA  
Ho Jo's 12" run continues to impact rock 
radio with 12 new (DC101, WKDF, WBAB, KROQ, 
WZZO, WEZX), 45 cume and a Hot Trax romp 
of 68-56.  Howard's distinct vocal style 
and smooth electronic keyboard wizardry is 
explicitly satisfying throughout the album. 
Producer Arif Mardin effectively blends 
Howard's unique artistry into a commer-
cially accessible package.  We recommend: 
"All I Want", "Step Into These Shoes" & 
"Don't Want To Fight Anymore".

MOODY BLUES, "RUNNING OUT OF LOVE", POLYDOR 
The Moodiest run hits high gear as track 
three grabs 10 new (WBYR, WEZX, WTPA, 
WRUF, WPDH) and 32 cume (WAAF, WHJY, KUPD, 
WZZO, WCCC) generating a Hot Trax lunge of 
84-66, (#4 Gainer) and a redebut on the 
National Chart at #46.  The tour is still 
active and it's obvious the Moodies are 
not running out of airplay!

DOUBLE SHOTS BUILDERS 
Deserving Second Trax From Newer Acts 

RAINMAKERS, "DOWNSTREAM", MERCURY  
The Rainmakers showed album radio a good - 
time with "Go-Go" and these midwest rookies 
aren't done with ya yet!  "Downstream" is 
lyrically characteristic of these theater 
of the absurdists and the driving rock edge 
of this track, replete with some fancy fret 
lickin' and relentless rhythm section 
should impress you pronto. 

SMITHEREENS, "BEHIND THE WALLS OF SLEEP",  
ENIGMA...It took some time but "Blood And 
Roses" went the distance, climaxing in the 
Top 15, with exceptional request follow 
through and respectable retail.  And wasn't 
it great to see these Jersey rockers bust 
wide open on an independent label?  Now 
spend some time with the new 12".  It's 
more of what made that wonderful lead off 
track sizzle. 

CINDERELLA, "NOBODY'S FOOL", MERCURY  
Cindy proves this ain't no fairy tale 
second time around, they still mean busi-
ness. WNEW, WXRK and 4 others join an 
illustrious list of 55 (WMMR, WYNF, KISW, 
WKDF, KSHE, KGB, WBAB, KOME, KTXQ, WPYX, 
KUPD, KNAC).  The track advances 50-45 
while the Lp also holds prime positions 
at 30 and 35.  Already mauling Top 5 phones 
at KUPD, KOMP, KRIX, WGIR and KFMG.  Sales 
and phones are building at 15. 

PAUL SIMON, "GRACELAND", WARNER BROS.  
Rhymin' Simon serves up the double and album 
radio responds.  There's fresh air on 11 
(WNEW, WHJY, WHEB, WKFM, KLBJ) swelling the 
cume to 46, and producing a Trax chart bolt 
of 59-51.  The Checklist is inspiring, 
showing 15 building, a dozen reporting good 
to excellent phones and a hefty 18 consider-
ing.  The album is our #2 Metro Gainer 
45-40 and bulletted at 31 National. 

BUZZBANDS 
The Most Talked About New/Developing Artists 

B.A.D., "NO. 10 UPPING STREET',' CBS  
The box beats on.  For two weeks in a row, 
our #1 buzzband honors go to B.A.D.  The 
Jones/Strummer combo grabs KFOG, KZEW, WBAB, 
WDHA and 7 more for a 31 cume.  "C'mon 
Every Beatbox" has radio raving.  Russ 
Mottla  WAAF calls it "Relevant urban rock" 
D.J. Bird  WXXP sez it's "One of the best 
records to come out of England this year"... 
The Lp draws a double debut #50 and the 
track is prime at 90.  Also tune in "Beyond 
The Pale" added at WLIR and WFNX. 

WORLD PARTY, "SHIP OF FOOLS", CHRYSALIS  
We know there's a mega product glut out 
there, but new, strong tunes shouldn't be 
overlooked.  "Ship'  2 sails in on five (KLOL, 
WBRU) with an impressive ledger of calls 
already in:  WNEW, KAZY, KBCO, KZEP, KLBJ, 
WDHA, WFYV, KNCN, WHFS...Bonnie Stacy, KNCN 
exudes, "How 'bout that World Party?!"... 
Well, how 'bout giving them a shot matey?! 

BROKEN HOMES, "IN ANOTHER LAND", MCA  
The Homes land on 6 new (WLUP, WLLZ, WKDF, 
KOZZ, KDJQ, WBYR) rising the cume to 33. 
The Trax check shows an 11 point leap to 
76 bullet.  The album debuts Nationally 
at #49.  This track's for real!  Time to 
reconsider. 

BEN SIDRAN,  "SPACE COWBOY", A&M 
Big Ben's remake is a sure fire winner on 
the phones as the Checklist tells us the 
lines are a blinkin'.  "Cowboy" rounds up 
5 new (WHCN, WCKG, WLAV, WWWV, WPDH) and 
20 cume motivating a 100-95 Hot Trax primer. 
There's 12 considering puttin' the spurs 
on in space!

"Soldiers" rides a 66-53 bullet, rounding 
up new air at KISS, KSHE, WLLZ, WHEB, WPYX 
and five more, 49 cume, and ups at another 
five.

Citing a "lack of growth" in morning drive, 
WNEW-FM, New York PD Charlie Kendall 
announced sweeping changes in the station's 
morning show.  Out are 15 year veteran 
Richard Neer and 4 year vet Mark McEwen, 
while News Director Lisa Glasberg, producer 
Rough Jim Buff and jack-of-all trades Marty 
Martinez remain where Rock Lives. 

Charlie, who's temporarily on the air hosting 
morning drive, told FMQB's Dirt Alert:  "We 
have had an ongoing evaluation process for 
about the last year and a half trying to 
increase shares in our morning drive and 
that has not come to fruition.  With the lack 
of growth that we've seen, we felt that we 
had to make a change.  New York is a very 
competitive market.  I would venture to say 
that the best morning men in the country 
are in this market.  Richard and Mark did a 
fine job up to the point where they took us, 
but we have to go further if we're going to 
be competitive in the New York market.  New 
York's the #1 market and it's going to 
require that we have the #1 morning talent 
in America today working for us and that's 
what we're looking for." 

So for the first time in eons, a full time 
air opening exists at 'NEW.  Is Charlie 
looking for one personality to join what's 
left of the old team or a new morning team? 
CK:  "I don't care if it's a tribe of pri-
mates as long as they can win."  Will he 
tap the existing pool of available album 
radio morning talent or look elsewhere?

The piano-
man opened a string of shows at Madison Square Garden 
on Wednesday, October 15th, and we'll have more about 
it in next week's Quarterback. 

LOU O'NEILL JR., reports on the opening show of 
England's fabled Moody Blues with the Fixx at Radio 
City Music Hall. Led by the irrepressible Cy Curnan, 
The Fixx went through some of their best known songs, 
and concluded their end of the bill with a 
scintillating version of "Stand Or Fall", perhaps the 
band's biggest hit.

NEIL YOUNG returned to New York City, along with 
Crazy Horse, in the band's first appearance in the 
famed rock palace in more than six years.  The house 
was almost sold out, and Neil ran through a 
potpourri of Buffalo Springfield, Crosby, Stills & 
Nash, and Neil Young's biggest hits. Some faves of 
the night included: "Heart Of Gold"; "Inca Queen"; 
"Cinnamon Girl"; "Long Walk Home"; "The Needle And 
The Damage Done"; "Hippie Dream"; "Hurricane"; and, 
"Out Of The Blue". As he did in New Jersey, Neil 
called two of his best friends -- David Crosby and 
Graham Nash -- out from the wings, and they joined 
him on many of Crosby, Stills & Nash's favorite 
songs. Backstage were Bill Graham, promoter Ron 
Delsener; Aimee Mann, of 'Til Tuesday with her 
boyfriend, Jules Shear, of Jules & The Polar Bears; 
L.A. publicist Mike Jenson; Liz Rosenberg, of Warner 
Brothers East Coast Public Relations; well known 
session drummer Steve Jordan; Elliott Roberts, of 
Lookout Management; and, Beach Boy Mike (always 
wearing a hat) Love. 

WHEN FELIX CAVALIERE, of Young Rascals fame, appeared 
on "The Letterman Show" recently he said that the 
Rascals will not be getting back together. "It's 
like a divorce," explained the veteran keyboard whiz 
to Letterman. "We were close at une time, but now we 
find we can't get back together again without 
fighting within just a few minutes. It's very sad."

PHIL LYNOTT: Liam Kelly, the 31 year old roadie 
charged with giving Phil Lynott drugs, has been 
sentenced to two years in prison. Kelly claimed 
he gave Lynott cocaine in an attempt to keep him 
off heroin, which finally killed the singer last 
Christmas. 

DURAN DURAN: Billy Idol's guitarist Steve Stevens 
is taking Andy Taylor's place in Duran Duran, but 
only on a temporary basis. Stevens will help 
Duran Duran promote their new single, "Notorious," 
and appear in the video. 

BELINDA CARLISLE: Belinda Carlisle and Freda Payne 
spent October 11th in the studio rerecording 
"Band Of Gold", from Carlisle's album as a duet. 
Payne's version hit No. 3 in 1970. "Band Of Gold" 
will be Carlisle's next single, released in a few 
weeks. 

Y&T: Former Ozzy Osbourne and Mamas Boys member, 
23 year old Jim DeGrasso, is the new drummer in 
Y&T. Leonard Hayes has departed the band after 
14 years to pursue producing, conducting drum 
clinics, and work on a secret project, which will 
probably be forming another band. Y&T is in the 
process of selecting a producer to record their 
first album for Geffen Records. 

HONEYMOON SUITE: Ray Coburn, keyboardist and back 
up vocalist for Honeymoon Suite, has left the 
band to joing Alice Cooper's new group, Rob Pruess 
of the Spoons has replaced him in Honeymoon Suite's 
line-up. 

THE OUTFIELD: John Spinks, the leader of the 
Outfield, has been hospitalized in Switzerland, 
after an amplifier fell on him during a concert 
in Zurick, cracking his skull. Despite the serious 
nature of his injury, Spinks is said to be more 
concerned that his most prized possession, a 
guitar given to him by Eddie Van Halen, was de-
stroyed in the freak accident. 

SURVIVOR: Tommy Shaw sings back-up vocals on the 
title cut of Survivor's new album, "When Seconds 
Count," and on one other song, "Keep It Right Here." 

JOURNEY: Journey's bass player, Randy Jackson will 
be producer, Narada Michael Walden, the executive 
producer on three songs for Taxxi's next album, 
"Falling Rain." Taxxi plans to work on the other 
seven tracks with Arthur Barrow, former bass player 
for Frank Zanpa, and Phil Kaffel, who worked on 
Huey Lewis' "Fore!"

wide event.  Bar-b-que is obviously a way 
of life in Memphis. 

With this in mind, WEGR, Memphis found no 
better way to welcome 38 Special to town 
than by throwing them a Bar-b-que back-
stage before their show.  The station also 
invited "38 special" listeners to join the 
band at the Bar-b-que simply by asking them 
to be a certain caller.  Winners also 
received a copy of 38 Special's latest Lp 
as well as the latest album from Bon Jovi 
who will be the opening act. 

It seems that 38 Special and Bon Jovi aren't 
the only artists who have had the opportu-
nity to enjoy Bar-b-que while visiting Mem-
phis.  Bryan Adams, Joe Walsh and ZZ Top, 
among others, have all gone crazy for the 
stuff and never fail to miss their share 

whenever they pass through town! 

RIGHT ON 

DOUG PODELL, WLLZ  
Toby Redd is one of the legendary Detroit 
rock and roll groups and have been packing 
clubs here for almost 10 years.  When we 
did a live broadcast with the band last 
summer, the track "Everytime I Run" really 
grabbed me.  I thought it was outstanding 
with solid hit potential.  I was glad to 
see Nemperor/RCA thought the same and signed 
them.  Their work in the studio has brought 
out the best in them.  There's no doubt 

in my mind that with the way they perform 
and their sound, that this group is des-
tined to be on top nationwide.  Toby Redd 
is not heavy metal and they're not new 
wave.  They're a straight ahead rock and 
roll bnad and I think that's just what a 
lot of us are looking for now. 

LONE JUSTICE  

WENDY STEELE, wiNq 
Lone Justice has a fresh sound.  The pro-
ducing team of Jimmy Iovine and Little 
Steven seems to make this tune stand out. 
The  sound of "Shelter" reminds me of the 
style of Stevie Nicks meets Linda Ronstadt 
with some Bonnie Raitt added in.  Maria 
McKee's vocals are smooth, emotional, sexy, 
and somewhat haunting.  We just added it 
but I predict curious then strong phones. 
Bonnie Raitt worked for us and I feel 
Lone Justice will as well. 

SURVIVOR  

PATTY MARTIN, KMBY  
Survivor is a band that has always seemed 
to do well with a core AOR audience.  "Is 
This Love" has that typical Survivor sound. 
There's a good hook,  lyrics that appeal 
especially to a 12-24 audience and a tempo 
that builds into a solid rock song.  "Is 
This Love", more than other Survivor songs, 
seems to me to have a hint of Journey 
sound to it.  Jimi Jamison's vocal 
quality is similar to Steve Perry and the 
melody is reminiscent of the Journey sound 
as well and considering the success of 
Journey that's not a bad sound to have. 
"Is This Love" is a solid AOR song that 
any core AOR station should play.  And as 
a midwest girl,  it's good to see Jim 
Peterik make it big! 

HOWARD JONES 

D.J. BIRD, WXXP  
From the very first couple of seconds of 
listening to "What Is Love",  I became a 
Howard Jones fan.  Three albums later, 
Howard releases "You Know I Love You Don't 
You".  His musical progression suggests he 
could be the king of pop not only in Eng-
land but in the rest of the world as well. 
From ballads to high energy dance tracks, 
Howard can do it all.  Howard's new 
American single should be on everyone's 
turntable.  It's on mine.  At Double X 
it went in out of the box.  For all of you 
who have not added this yet, remember, 
better late than never! 

BENJAMIN ORR  

STEVE BECKER, WKFM 

A programmers nightmare has been develop-
ing especially over the past year... the 
solo album.  Phil Collins has created a 
monster.  Now it seems everyone in a group 
wants to do their individual thing. 
Luckily, most of these projects are top-
notch like the new Benjamin Orr tune, 
"Stay The Night".  The song's a hit.  It's 
comparable to any of the Cars' material 
he's done.  Of course there's the dilemma.. 
a song deserving a good rotation, add his 
counterparts successful tune, along with 
the group's catalogue and we've become 
jugglers.  We'll find a way to achieve the 
balancing act as long as the music continues 
to stay first class like Benjamin Orr's 
latest. 
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With the Summer Books out in many markets, a 
number of programmers have voiced concern over 
what they see as recurring problems with radio 
rating services--inadequate diary returns, 
undersampling of key demos, vanishing curie, 
and wild fluctuations in listening levels 
from book to book.  Are you experiencing 
problems in any of these areas?  What sugges-
tions do you have for the ratings companies 
to remedy them? 

WAYNE SUMMERS, WRCN: "I think that this is 
a  problem that dates back to the incaption 
of radio rating services.  All these 
factors will always be present when you're 
dealing with an inexact science.  But it's 
the only game in town, whatcha gonna do?" 

PAUL SHUGRUE, WRXL: "So what's new?  I've 
never been a big statistics man, but it 
seems like this situation is the norm and 
not just this book.  We've always had an 
oversampling of Black listeners in this 
area and the only way to deal with it is to 
instruct our salespeople on how to explain 
this problem to our clients." 

KEITH TAYLOR, WQMF: "We have been experienc-
ing difficulty in 18-24 male diary returns 
and 18-24 Black male diary returns since 
the spring book ('86).  We understand that 
the rating company has upped their payment 
for these diaries so we'll see if it 
affects this summer book or the upcoming 
fall book." 

BRENT CLANTON, KPEZ: "We don't have any 
specific complaints, I just think that it's 
a shame that we all have to live and die by 
one ratings service instead of using a 
composite of a combination of the ratings 
services.  In Austin we have Arbitron, 
Birch and Austin Trend but there's such a 
heavy emphasis on Arbitron that the others 
barely factor in." 

BRIAN KRYSZ, WKLC: "Boycott Arbitron, buy 
Birch." 

CAREY CURELOP, WYNF: "The only problem 
we've experienced here in the Tampa Bay 
market is undersampling, period.  The market 
doesn't tend to fluctuate wildly.  But since 
the early Winter '86 Book, there has been a 
low 18-24 male return and it has trended 
down for the previous three Books. Arbitron 
did recognize this as a problem and I 
believe they are trying to remedy it. Other 
than that, I really have no complaint.  I 
think Arbitron is trying to prcduce as good 
a product as they can and I thank Birch for 
that because the competition forces them to 
make their service better." 

RALPH TORTORA, WBAB: "At this point in time, 
Arbitron is the only game in town, so it 
doesn't matter how much we yell or how much 
we scream because they'll do whatever they 

want to do anyway!  The trick is to learn 
how to beat them at their own game." 

JOHN BRADLEY, KBCO: "The Denver/Boulder 
Arbitron figures are mostly without wild 
fluctuations.  I think people who have 
problems with rating services take them too 
seriously.  When your career, sales presen-
tation,and every programming move revolves 
around Arbitron, you're going to find 
problems.  At KBCO, we look at Arbitrons 
simply as a piece of research imput.  It is 
not gospel.  With any rating service you 
should look at trends rather than Book to 
Book.  I would urge every FMQB Arbitron 
subscriber to take a closer look at Birch. 
Their methodology is more contemporary.  We 
need to break this rating service monopoly. 
Another contender with excellent information 
is International Demographics." 

TOM EVANS, WIYY: "We have the same problems 
everyone experiences with 18-34 sampling 
plus the additional problem of Washington, 
D.C. being so close.  Some of our Southern 
counties are Northern counties for the D.C. 
metro.  So, depending on diary placement, 
one station gets a kiss and another suffers 
(in the competing market's Book).  For a 
rational remedy, my suggestion is more 
selective sampling in the overlapping 
counties.  By the way, when are we stations 
going to smarten up and make the ad agencies 
pick up their share of the freight?  We're 
paying for their tools!"

CHUCK BROWNING, WIO W "If the diaries 
represented a few hundred people instead 
of 1,000-2,000 people, I'd be comfortable 
with that.  It would be a more legitimate 
sample if one person's diary reflected 
the listening habits of 200-300 people. 
But, then on the flipside of that, it 
would be costly and guess who would have 
to pick up the cost...RADIO?" 

TED UTZ, WMMR: "Fortunately, WMMR has not 
been the victim of vanishing cume or 
dwindling shares.  We haven't found a 
problem with 18-24's...The stations who go 
down in the ratings traditionally find 
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problems with the methodology of Arbitron. 
In Providence, R.I. when we had a down 
Book, we looked for problems with the 
methodology.  It's something you have to 
live with...Gaining Arbitron ratings is 
nothing more than a game and you have to 
know how to make them work in your favor... 
Arbitron has come up with several plans in 
the past to eliminate diary return problems 
and if in fact 18-24 men is a problem, 
they'll come up with a solution. 

RON SORENSON, KBLE-FM: "My primary sugges-
tion is that rating companies publish any  
statistics on cable audio listenership. 
We show in their diaries, but as a non-
broadcast entity--not reflected in the 
ratings--not fair!" 

LIN BREHMER, WXRT: "No one in their right 
mind would defend the infallibility of 
Arbitron!  Its methods seem suspect, the 
margin of error is large enough to condemn 
the careers of hard-working people, and 
beyond that, I don't think I've ever met 
anyone who would be likely to do anything 
that was inspired by telephone solicita-
tion!" 

LEX STALEY, WFYV: "For starters, I think 
that DST--which they've been using for 
some time to create a better balance with 
certain demos--needs to be reevaluated.  I 
think it's having the opposite effect from 
what it was intended--for example, the 
Arbitrends show a new station posting a 
27 share with upper demo men using a Top 40 
format leaning very urban.  It seems 
obvious to me and others in the market that 
DST is inflating that station's numbers!" 

DAVE KANE, WCMF: "So what else is new...?" 

RON NENNI, KOME: "The low return with the 
18-24 male cell is a constant concern for 
us, especially in the Summer Books.  We've 
often said to ourselves 'why don't they 
increase the premium that an 18-24 male 
receives, just as they have with ethnic 
groups?'" 

DANA BROWN, WQFM: "There have been certain 
monthly reports where we have found whole 
female and male numbers that seem to be 
completely reversed.  It's not just for our 
station, but for others in the market.  For 
example, a station that dominates females 
will suddenly lose females and go up in men 
with levels similar to what they had in 
previous months with females... It's 
obvious that there needs to be much tighter 
quality control when plugging this 
information into the computer when it's 
tallied.  The other major thing I'm 
concerned with is poor diary return when 
you can't even get 50% of the diaries 
returned--something has to change!" 

DON BERNS, CFNY: "Yes, we have most of the 
same problems in Canada--when a station 
like CHUM-AM can completely change their 
format to oldies and pick up 200,000 
listeners while the current oldies station 
(CKEY) also picks up listeners, something 
is definitely wrong...Also interesting to 
note that BBM (the ratings service in 
Canada) does not currently provide 
comparative ratings.  If you want to find 
out how you're doing compared with your 
competition, you have to read the ratings 
for each individual station and copy the 
numbers down on your own paper.  Thank you, 
ARRGH!" 

RICK CARROLL, KROqg:  "We've seen vanishing 
cume for the first time in 6 Books here! 
Also, there was an undersampling of 18-24 
men in this Book.  Even though the 
sampling was down, we had our best 18-34 
Book in the history of the radio station!" 

ANDY BLOOM, WYSP: "With the kind of Summer 
book WYSP just had, I wish we subcribed. 
That way I could talk about it and our sales 
staff could sell our cume increases, our 
A.M. drive increases (with the first four 
weeks of Howard Stern), our demo rank 
improvements, and our increased time spent 

CHARLIE KENDALL, WNEW-FM: "You only hear 
complaints of undersampling when somebody 
has a down book.  When they have a good book 
they certainly don't complain that there's 
an oversample.  The point is, if you're win-
ning, it's going to reflect.  Certainly there 
are some problems with the methodology.  The 
18-24 male sampling is ridiculous because 18-
24's don't want to sit down and fill out a 
diary for 7 days.  Their attention span is 
about a minute and a half long.  The meth-
odology of the entire system is the diary 
method and that's the one that most of us 
live and die by.  In the fall, they are al-
legedly doing things that will correct that, 
and we'll see how that turns out.  From the 
preliminary research that they've done in 
the sample markets where they've run this 
extra kick in cash--what is it, $5 for the 18-
24 diaries--again, they're doing it  in the 
third month and once again they're finding 
that it's not pulling in actives, it's pul-
ling in passives in almost every market. 
How much that's going to help album radio 
remains to be seen.  I think we have more of 
an active audience.  It may EVEN TEND TO 
HURT ALBUM RADIO and help the softer rock 
formats or the classic rock formats, depend-
ing on what's in the marketplace." 

JOHN RIVERS, KFOG: "Like many markets, we 
have seen some rather odd fluctuations. 
According to the Summer book almost 200,000 
Bay Area residents quit listening to the 
radio this summer.  At the same time, three 
Sacramento radio stations showed up in the 
San Francisco book.  I think it's safe to 
say that there was something unusual about 
diary returns this time."
