Lennon for grabbing and holding the adult audience and the latest 
posthumous release offers some of the most emotional and plain-
tive of John's ballads and some of his rawest, most energeticrock 
n' roll.  The haunting "Here We Go Again" recalls the orchestral 
experimentalism of the "Strawberry Fields Forever" era, while 
"Rock & Roll People" and "My Baby Left Me" show off Lennon's late 
'50s rock roots.  More magic from one of Rock's principal archi-
tects. 

ZEBRA, "CAN'T LIVE WITHOUT", ATLANTIC

CILQ's Andy Frost succinctly sums up Billy's 
mushrooming appeal:  "This guy cuts it with 
everybody from the rivetheads to the teen-
age nymphets that get excited over George 
Michael. He crosses every boundary 
possible"...Dave Kane, WCMF hails it "The 
guitar album"...Lex Staley is impressed by 
the "Excellent use of technology"...Rad 
Messick calls it "Thinking man's dance 
music"...Tom Daniels, WCKG shouts "Rock 'n' 
roll!"...D.J. Bird, WXXP quips "Every band 
needs Steve Stevens"...And Inessa York, KGON 
begs "Hit me with your rhythm stick"...

it before it gets behind you. 

SURVIVOR, "WHEN SECONDS COUNT", SCOTTI BROS.  
"Is This Love" is half way to close-out 
play after just two weeks, thanks to adds 
on KSJO, WAAF, WCKG, WYNF, WTUE, WCMF, WIOT, 
WPYX, WEGR, KPOI and 14 more.  Ten includ-
ing KATT, WFBQ, WLLZ, KUPD and WZZO in-

TRIUMPH, "TEARS IN THE RAIN", MCA  
Performing beeyoutifully in all the criti-
cal areas:  Adds: 18 new (KMET, WNEW, 
WAAF, KNAC, WPDH, WBAB, WKLC, WXRC, WKQQ); 
Increases: 8 more led by  KQRS, KLOS, WYNF, 
KLAQ and WEGR; Phones: Excellent at KOME, 
CILQ, KLAQ, WLNZ and KFMH with 17 good 
locations including WQMF, KQRS, WIOT, WIXV, 
WBYR, WPYX, KILO, WFYV; Charts: 
Gaining ground quickly, 44-34 Hot Trax. 

SMITHEREENS, "BEHIND THE WALL OF SLEEP",  
ENIGMA..."Blood And Roses" slo-mo chart 
climb may have set a new Guiness record, 
but when all was said and done, it de-
livered Top 15 airplay and more than 
credible phone follow through.

listened or received, we turned UP a slew of

BON JOVI, "WANTED DEAD OR ALIVE", MERCURY  
Jon's latest adds on 12 (WFBQ, KMET, WCCC, 
WHJY, WPYX, WRKI, KLBJ) ups on 4 with 54 now 
playing.  But with the album's retail/ 
request tonnage and the way the first single 
made believers out of just about everybody, 
we're surprised at the wait and see atti-
tude some of you seem to have.  Already a 
barn burner on the phones with Top 5 
action at KQRS, KKDJ, KWHL, KEZE and KFMQ; 
"Excellent" responsein progress at 19 re-
porters including KOME, WIYY, KLAQ, CILQ, 
WBYR, KQRS, KNCN, WPLR, WKLC, WFYV, KNAC 
and good phones at WDIZ, KZEW, WCMF, WYNF, 
WNEW, WHCN, KILO and 9 others. 

R.E.M.,  "SUPERMAN",  I.R.S.  
Their distinctive sound continues to steam-
roll adds and play-ups.  Witness commit-
ments from KYYS, KMET, KAZY, WBYR, CILQ, 
KICT, WOUR, WQBK and 5 more as ups at 
WKLS, WHJY, WRXL, WCCC, WHFS, WGIR, WBLM 
and WRUF interact to pump it 42-35 Trax.

AUTOMATICS 
Depth Trax From Established Albums 

BILLY SQUIER,  "SHOT O'LOVE", CAPITOL  
"Hero's" quick rise to the Top 15 solidified 
Billy's return to priority album radio 
status, and now's the time to display a 
little album depth.  "Shot" characterizes 
Squier at his best:  that distinctive vocal 
style tasty power chords in all the right 
places and a rocker hook that'll getcha 
quick.  This "Shot" is automatic! 

GENESIS, "LAND OF CONFUSION", ATLANTIC  
Clearly an automatic in every sense of the 
word, the remixed and revitalized 12" 
continues to post numbers to prove its can't 

miss quality.  Exploding 38-26 Trax for #2 
Points Gainer, #5 Movement honors, "Land" 
is new at 11 and up at WNEW, WYNF, WHCN, 
DC101, WIOQ, KRQR, WCMF and KOZZ.  The 
album is the week's #2 National mover, 
18-16, and holds firm at #8 Metro. 

BOB SEGER, "MIAMI", CAPITOL  
The Seger road show continues to conquer 
the nation and it's obvious rock radio con-
tinues to respond to this persistently  hot 
Lp.  "Miami" pulls down 23 new (DC101, 
WIOQ, WKDF, KLBJ, WHJY, WZZO, WLLZ, KZEP), 
hitting our #9 Most Added mark, re-debuting 
the track at #70.  Phil Manicki, WWCT 
captures the moment,  "'Miami' just grabs 
you, you'll be singing this one 'til 
March!" 

PETER GABRIEL, "THAT VOICE AGAIN", GEFFEN  
The latest Gabriel track is officially in 
high gear as recent add activity places 
"Voice" near the century mark.  Twenty-four 
last week coupled with 7 new (KMET, WQMF, 
WPYX, CFOX) inflate the cume to 94.  Factor 
in the 12 ups (KLOS, DC101, WAQX, KUPD, 
WCCC), 11 powers and 40 heavies and ya get 
a Hot Trax primer of 26-23.  It's close 

out time! 

STEVE WINWOOD,  "BACK IN THE HIGH LIFE", WB  
With the depth of this platinum-plus Lp 
firmly established, and the second leg of 
the tour kicking in to high gear,  it's a 
perfect time to give the title track the 
auto nod.  It's smooth, simple, guaranteed 
to satisfy and posts some impressive early 
numbers like our #3 rated 97-81 Hot Trax 
move, 8 adds and early airplay at majors 
WLLZ, KZEW, KISW, WWDC, KLOS and more. 

EURYTHMICS, "THORN IN MY SIDE", RCA  
Annie and Dave combine for what may be 
their strongest rock radio effort from 
"Revenge".  With 8 new (WCKG, WMGM, KROQ, 
WLIR), 17 cume, and a weighty 31 considering 
"Thorn" is about to blossom.  The track 
primes 100-90. 

DOUBLE SHOTS 
Deserving Second Trax 

BONNIE RAITT, "WHO BUT A FOOL", WARNER BROS.  
Coming off an impressive first track  run 
with "Lady" peaking at 13 and excellent 
reviews via the Fogerty tour, there's no 
denying the female comeback artist of 
the year the double shot.  "Who But A Fool" 
is a sophisticated production piece spiced 
with soulful horns and more of those rich, 
vibrant vocals and a touch of class! 

BAD COMPANY, "FAME AND FORTUNE", ATLANTIC  
The title track from these revamped rockers 
garnered mucho radio interest when the Lp 
arrived.  There's presumably a smooth segue 
into "Fame" as action's already brewing at 
32 (WMMR, KLOL, KISW, KGB, KTXQ, KZEW, WKFM, 
WFYV, WQFM, KRQR).  Trax action shows a 
primer 68-59, the Lp is #15 National. 

DAVID & DAVID,  "SWALLOWED BY THE CRACKS",A&M  
It does our new artists' hearts good to see 
these pair of Davids being received so 
readily second time around.  And who 
wouldn't given "Boomtown's" explosve run? 
Ten more are swallowed up (WAAF, WDIZ, WPYX, 
WMAD, WFYV) swelling the cume to 78.  Look 
for continued progress as 11 increase (KZEW, 
WHCN, KLOS, KQDS, KAZY), 26 show building 
and 15 are considering.  The track surges 
36-29. 

CINDERELLA, "NOBODY'S FOOL", MERCURY  
Don't expect the clock to strike 12 on 
Cindy's deuce anytime soon, particularly 
now that the phones have struck 11 --
Most Requested that is.  As the Top 5

Bob 
Bittens, WHCN confesses "Almost a million 
people in our target demos can't be wrong, 
so I must be."  Obviously Rhymin's selling 
and radio's reacting.  There's five 
increasing, 16 building, and 15 considering. 
The track is prime at 47, while the Lp is 
bulleted at 31, 39 Metro. 

GEORGE THOROGOOD, "NIGHT TIME", EMI  
KGB, KLAQ, WIMZ, WMGM, KWHL and KFMQ find 
the right time for Lonesome George's double, 
34 to date.  "Night Time" phones are good 
at WTPA, WPLR, WQBK, KICT and 4 more.  The 
track bolts 77-68 and is already cookin' 
at WMMR, WQFM, KLOS, WXRK, WHJY, KUPD, WLLZ, 
WAPL and KZEP.  You're turn is coming! 

QUIET RIOT, "TWILIGHT HOTEL", PASHA  
The "Wild And The Young" placed Quiet Riot 
back on rock radio.  With "QRIII" approach-
ing gold and Kevin and the boys tearin' it 
up across America, it's time to check out 
"Twilight Hotel".  You'll find a more 
textured and layered approach yielding a 
melodic rocker that will even make you're 
GM do a double take!

BROKEN HOMES, "IN ANOTHER LAND", MCA  
When a new act demonstrates this kind of 
steam and stamina, there's obviously 
something to it.  Two adds, 12 considering/ 
close and 35 cume pump it 76-69 prime with 
max play at WLUP, WQFM, KATT, and KLBJ. 
Ron Garrett, KDJQ "I was looking for a 
secret ingredient to add some spice to our 
musical recipe and I found it 'In Another 
Land'"...Didja notice the add into power 
on market leader KQRS? 

DON DIXON, "PRAYING MANTIS", ENIGMA  
Ron Sorenson nails it, "Don Dixon is the 
American Nick Lowe.  He has the same back 
to the basics sound, the same penchant for 
production and like Lowe, he's a pop-
Picasso, creating mini-masterpieces with 
seeming effortlessness."

EUROPE, "THE FINAL COUNTDOWN", EPIC  
KRNA's Steve Kosbau takes the stand, "This 
track reminds me of Emerson, Lake and 
Powell in some ways.  It has mega-tons of 
energy and dispells it in a very classy 
manner.

The Allman Brothers, 
Crosby, Stills and Nash, Santana, Reuben Blades and 
Run-DMC will star in the October 31st show.  A show 
the following day will be all Latin performers.

GELDOF RELIEVED HE DIDN'T WIN NOBEL PEACE PRIZE: Bob 
Geldof says he's glad he didn't win the Nobel Peace 
Prize.  "It's a relief," says Geldof.  "How can you 
stand up in front of people and accept a honor like 
that, then start selling your new album?  I'm just a 
normal guy making records for a living," Geldof 
continued.  "It would be a ridiculous position." 
Geldof also said he doubted that he'd be able to 
live up to people's expectations if he had won and 
feared letting them down in some way.  "Everyone 
would have expected me to live a totally spotless 
existence," he explained, "and I'm working in a 
business not really known for its high moral 
standard."  The Peace Prize went to author Elie 
Wiesel instead. 

ANOTHER LITTLE RIVER BAND SINGER QUITS; RELEASES SOLO 
ALBUM: John Farnham's departure as lead singer of 
the Little River Band coincides with the release of 
his new solo album and single.  Says Farnham:  "I 
gave 110 percent to the band for the four years I 
was there.  I put myself under a lot of pressure 
when I took over from Glenn Shorrock, but we really 
didn't have a major hit while I was with the band. 
I decided that if I was going to put myself under 
pressure, it was going to be for something that I 
was fully responsible for."  Farnham says the total 
lack of interst in the Little River Band's last 
album, "No Reins," was "Devastating" for the Band. 
Although the Little River Band hasn't broken up, 
they have left Capitol Records after an 11 year 
association. 

U2 TO RELEASE ALBUM WITH "SOME CHANGES" IN NEW YEAR: 
U2 might have their new album finished by the end of 
the year, but the Edge thinks they'll delay 
completion of it.  He explains, "it might well be 
ready for late November, but then you're competing 
with the George Michael of this world and that's not 
really our scene, so it will probably be early in 
1987 before it's out."  The Edge says the album is 
being completed in a big house, "not unlike the 
Ballroom at Slane where we did the last once.  He 
predicts people will notice some changes on the new 
album, but adds, "The whole thing will obviously be 
tempered with wha U2 have always been about.  Let's 
say it will be more direct" he said.  The Edge calls 
the songs the best material they've written in three 
or four years. 

GEORGE THOROGOOD: George Thorogood kicks off his 
latest tour October 29th in El Paso, Texas.  At 
least two of the dates on the tour will be benefits, 
including a November 11th show with John Fogerty in 
Lawrence, Kansas,  Proceeds from tht will go to 
disabled Vietnam Vets. 

TRIUMPH:  For the first time in thier 11 year career, 
Triumph has added a fourth member to the line-up. 
Guitarist Rick Santers is joining them on their 
current tour, playing keyboards as well as guitar. 

PRINCE'S REVOLUTION ENDS: Three of the members of 
the Revolution are leaving Prince.  Drummer Bobby Z 

plans to concentrate on songwriting and producing, 
and guitarist Wendy Melvoin and keyboardist Lisa 
Coleman are planning to record an album together and 
work in a firlm soundtrack.  Prince And The 
Revolution played their last concert last month in 
Japan.  A publisist says Prince will be "coming up 
with something different" when he puts together a 
new band, and ads, "nothing's definite at this 
point."  The decision was said to be mutual, and was 
reached earlier this month. 

GRATEFUL DEAD: The Grateful Dead are planning to 
finally get around to recording a new album after the 
first of the year.  They'll work in a theater in Marin 
County, California, in January and Feb ruary, but 
without an audience.  The Dead will play their first 
concerts since Jerry Garcia's illness in December in 
San Francisco. 

RICK DERRINGER: Rick Derringer, who will be Cyndi 
Lauper's guitarist on her entire North American Tour, 
plans to spend the unexpected break he got when she 
postponed her tour until December 3rd, writing songs 
for the new Kiss album with Paul Stanley. 

DE BARGE:  El DeBarge makes a guest appearance on an 
upcoming segment of ABC's "Sidekicks." 

BYRNE SAYS "TRUE STORIES" EASIEST TALKING HEADS ALBUM  
TO WRITE: The new Talking Heads album, "True 
Stories," has been praised as the most accessible of 
their 10 year career, and, coincidentally, David Byrne 
says it was the easiest album to write.  Byrne says 
that's because he was writing from the point of view 
of the characters in the movie of the same name.

TOUR:  Elton John concluded the first let of his U.S. 
tour for the "Leather Jacket" album with seven sold-
out concerts at the Universal Amphitheater in Los 
Angeles, and a midnight party at Cartier following the 
final performance.  Elton's wife, Renate, had flown in 
to be with him all during his L.A engagement.  Among 
the 50 close friends EJ invited to the party were Mr. 
and Mrs. Sly Stallone, Robert Wagner, with daughter, 
Katie, and Jill St. John, and, of course, Bernie 
Taupin. The champagne and buffet were laid out on top 
of the display cases above the jewels glittering 
inside.  It was the first time Cartier had ever hosted 
a party in the store, but, of course, Elton has been 
on their "Dear Preferred Customer" list for quite a 
few years now.  Elton John is now off to Australia to 
tour but will return the U.S. for more dates in 
January and February.

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a moving version of our national anthem. And, New York 
and Billy Joel are teaming up to promote the Empire 
State's the tourism industry using Billy Joel's "New 
York State Of Mind" as the hook. Even jaded New 
Yorkers seemed to swell with pride last week as the 
Goodyear blimp lazily flew over Shea Stadium, and the 
facility that Bill Shea helped construct in 1964 shone 
like a jewel on the Nile. Billy Joel's "New York State 
Of Mind" seems to be just what the doctor ordered. An 
early response to the New York State Tourism Board 
shows an overwhelming approval of the tune. The "I 
Love New York" campaign is being gradually phased out. 

THAT WAS A VERY interesting interview Mary Wilson, of 
the original Supremes, gave CBS's "Night Watch" 
recently.  Although she never told her colleagues at 
the time, Mary kept a diary throughout the whole 25 
year run. Here are a few of Miss Wilson's comments 
about life with Diana and Flo: "My book is about an 
American dream of three young black girls making 
history and getting out of the ghetto. Things were not 
as happy back then as they were portrayed to be, but I 
still have lots of happy memories of the period. My 
book is called 'Dream Girl', and the Broadway show is 
called 'Dream Girls', but I think both my book and the 
play make the same point. The reason I call Diana 
'Diane' is because that's what her real name was. It 
was only later in her career that she began to undergo 
so many changes, many of which were for the better. 
You know, many people come up to me and say, 'Mary, 
why did you write these things about Diane?' I always 
say back to them, 'No, I wrote nothing about Diane. I 
just wrote down what I saw. It was reality. For 
example, in the beginning of the Supremes, we all sang 
lead. Florence (Ballard) had a terrific voice, but 
Berry (Gordy) decided that Diana would be the lead 
singer because he felt she had the most commercial 
voice. Look, I'm not going to say Diane didn't have a 
commercial voice, it's just that I think I had a great 
voice too, and I know Florence had a good voice as 
well. It was the way it happened. It was Diane's 
chance to sing, and she went to the front. After it 
was all over, Florence had a very difficult time 
adjusting because she had to go back to a normal black 
life, and it was impossible. When the settlement came 
down, Florence had to settle for only $175,000 at the 
split. She wasn't able to pick up her life again 
because she was always a Supreme." 

THE CYNDI LAUPER tour has definitely been pushed back, 
and now will not start in the United States until 
December at the very earliest. 

AS WE INDICATED they might, Rolling Stones Eric Clapton 
and Keith Richards both showed up for Chuck Berry's 
special day in St. Louis, Missouri, last week, and 
jammed with the rock 'n' roll legend in what had to be 
a memorable event.  From what we understand, the 
proceedings were being filmed, and in due time, we 
will see a magnificent record of the night big Chuck 
rocked St. Louis to its eye teeth. Two nights later, 
Chuck brought his show to New York City's Madison 
Square Garden where he did a one-nighter at the Felt 
Forum. Keith Richards and Eric Clapton did not make 
that performance, but former Who bassist, John 
Entwistle, was on hand, and jammed with Berry all 
night long. 

LOU O'NEILL JR. tips us that Eric Clapton may have a 
major surprise in store for New York City. By way of 
background, please recall that "Slow Hand" has not 
played in New York proper in more than a dozen 
years, but according to O'Neill, Eric is seriously 
considering several surprise shows in the 
metropolitan area within the next few months. There 
are no official details on this story yet, but 
certainly we'll watch it closely, and if it's 
confirmed you'll know about it first. Footnote: 
Clapton had a negative experience at a New York City 
show in the early '70's, and some believed he would 
never return to "Fun City". He has not been back 
since then, so if these surprise concerts do take 
place, it would be quite an event in the New York 
City rock world. 

AS CHEVY CHASE was checking out of the Betty Ford 
Center, Ike Turner quietly checked into an 
undisclosed drug rehabilitation center for an 
ongoing addiction to cocaine.  We wish Ike the best 
of luck in the biggest battle of his life. 

RONA ELLIOT did a terrific interview last week with 
The Cars' Ric Ocasek.  She was able to elicit 
information from bashful Ric nobody ever got before, 
and allowed the lanky guitarist to humanize himself 
for viewers. He told about having sung on a 
television variety show as a very, very young boy, 
and did it in a very amusing way.  Rona Elliot's 
interviews keep getting better and better. 

SCOTT MUNI had a host of superstars at the Hard Rock 
Cafe in New York City last week, as WNEW-FM heads 
into its twentieth year of operations. On Tuesday, 
it was a Who's Who of the New York rock elite, led 
off by Lou Reed, who stopped by to thank WNEW-FM for 
all the support. Also on hand were Aimee Mann, of 
Boston's 'Til Tuesday, and members of the 
Smithereens. In addition, Tom Petty called Scott 
Muni from Los Angeles to congratulate WNEW-FM, and 
told listeners that he was in the studio -- even as 
he spoke -- with the Heartbreakers, and hoped to 
have a new TP album out by the end of the year. The 
icing on the cake was Petty telling Muni the 
Heartbreakers would be going out on a major American 
tour in February of 1987, provided the Lp was in 
place.  Muni also had New Jersey's own Jon Bongiovi 
(Bon Jovi) on the air live, and congratulated the 
heavy metal rockers from New Jersey for their first 
#1 album, which is now sitting atop the Billboard 
Charts.  Bon Jovi told Muni the group was in the 
midst of a worldwide tour, and was just finishing up 
four consecutive weeks with 38 Special.  While the 
group was in Memphis recently, several of the guys 
went to Elvis Presley's mansion, Graceland, so they 
could say they had seen it. It was that important. 
On WNEW-FM last week, Bon Jovi unloaded the 
blockbuster that, for the first time ever, the New 
Jersey Arena in the Meadowlands would be sporting a 
rock 'n' roll concert on New Year's Eve -- and Bon 
Jovi would be the headliner. "It's the first time 
the facility has ever had an event on December 31st, 
and being that we're from New Jersey, we're 
extremely proud to have the opportunity to be the 
first in." When Jon got to talking about his 
experiences in Japan, he explained something we 
didn't know about, but we think you'll find it 
interesting. At a Japanese concert there is a censor 
who controls the traffic lights with three colors: 
red; flashing yellow; and, green. As in America, 
green means everything is cool and proceed; yellow 
is caution; and, red is a critical alert. Well, if 
the censor thinks the audience is doing ok, the 
green light stays lit, and the audience knows the 
fun can continue. However, if the censor sees the 
audience getting a little bit too enthusiastic and 
excited, he'll put on a yellow flashing light and, 
99 times out of a hundred, order will be immediately 
restored. You know the reason why? Because when the 
censor flashes the red light, the house lights come 
up, the public address system is cut off, and the 
concert is over.  When asked why his album went to #1, 
Bon Jovi said, "I really don't know. I think it's 
because our music is right for the times, and I 
certainly have to give credit to my sidemen who've 
helped me achieve this. There's Tico Torres, on drums; 
Richie Sambora, on lead guitar, who helped me co-write 
the album; Dave Bryan, on keyboards; and, Alex 
Jonsuch, on bass guitar. These guys have been with me 
for the last four years, and I wouldn't be anywhere 
without them." Jon Bon Jovi concluded his interview 
with WNEW-FM last week at the Hard Rock Cafe by 
explaining to Scott Muni that he and the band were off 
to London for four consecutive sell-outs at the 
Hammersmith-Odeon, and revealed that his group was 
thinking about Wembley. "Actually," said Jon, "the 
real fireworks will start on December 18th when our 
United States tour gets into gear."

Over the last few years the rock and 
roll community has demonstrated a willing-
ness to get involved with key social issues. 
This activism has led to Live-Aid and Farm-
Aid and numerous other events with the sole 
purpose of helping others.  I'd like to 
address another issue that the rock and roll 
community has shown concern for but until 
now hasn't embraced.  The issue is drunk 
driving.  During the 20th century, the life 
expectancy of Americans has increased in 
every age group except one - 15-24 year olds. 
Their death rate is actually higher than it 
was twenty years ago.  In fact,  the leading 
single cause of death for this age group is 
drunk driving at a staggering rate of 22 
deaths per day! 

Rockers Against Drunk Driving or RADD is a 
California  non-profit corporation which we 
formed earlier this year.  We've just 
recently received tax exempt status from the 
IRS (not the record company!).  We are now 
a full fledged national outreach organi-
zation.  In fact, RADD has received en-
dorsements from MADD and SADD in the 
fight against drunk driving. 

RADD is designed to educate,  inform, and 
advise the rock and roll community about the 
insanity of driving drunk.  It is our in-
tention to do so by speaking with that 
community through its peers and idols.  Our 
belief is that if we can communicate in the 
language and style of young adults, we can 
affect a change in the drunk driving 
mortality rate.  Our intention is to form a 
national awareness campaign utilizing endorse-
ments, performance, and public service 
messages on TV,  radio and in print,  to speak 
with rockers of all ages everywhere.  These 
events will allow RADD to become the voice 
of the entertainment industry as well as the 
voice of people everywhere who've been 
affected by alcohol and related accidents. 
We plan to form RADD chapters in your town 
too.  We know the importance of national 
exposure but we also know where the real work 
gets done.  In the cities and towns across 
America we are making available the guide-
lines and supports necessary for the forma-
tion of local chapters.  These local chapters 
will be designed to allow the individual 
communities to effect a change at home 
through local media and artists.  Colleges, 
high schools and youth organizations all over 
the country will be able to participate in 
our efforts to reduce the tragedy that drunk 
driving causes.
