THE CULT, "LOVE REMOVAL MACHINE", WARNER BROS.  
Looking to add a little fiber to your playlist with something 
raw, wild and revealing?  Then turn on "Love Removal Machine". 
The buzz coming down the pre-release pipeline indicates The 
Cult will more than surpass the success they achieved with 
last year's international hit "She Sells Sanctuary". Lead 
vocalist Ian Astbury's delivery has a reckless abandon, and 
with Rick (Beastie Boys) Rubin behind the board, the rhythm 
section kicks it out with an exhilarating AC/DC intensity.  But 
when Billy Duffy powershifts into that final :45 gut seering 
guitar eruption, all we can say is better have a power hitter 
cued up to follow it! 

THE DAMNED, "ALONE AGAIN OR", MCA  
Before you even think about the four corner stall based on their 
name or image, take this tip from WRDU's Bob Walton, "Don't 
repeat my mistake and file this away without listening closely. 
This is a song that will get people singing!"  After weeks of 
heavy at home/in office/in car play, we'll confidently back up 
Bob's claim with pride.  Weaving Spanish guitars and muted 
trumpets, The Damned transform this 1967 Arthur Lee & Love arti-
fact into a majestic and engaging charismatic track with tons of 
mass appeal potential.  One listen will dictate "Alone AgainOr" 
urgency for the format. 

WIRE TRAIN, "SHE COMES ON", 415/COLUMBIA 
Bono's been championing this refreshing San Fransisco band for 
years now, and with "She Comes On" we feel Wire Train has finally 
found that all important common denominator track. Chiming 
guitars, catchy choruses and '60's harmonies, have always been 
their forte, and this time ace producer Tim Palmer (Robert 
Plant, Mission U.K.) adds a hard edged gloss that puts the 
band in serious contention for mainstream acceptance. Expect 
the Bay Area and Adventure Club out of the box, with the action 
spreading from there.  Take the Wire Train!

The stage is set 
in Miami for an all out 4 way Rock Radio 
dogfight.  In this corner, new Adult Rocker 
HINZ.  Consulted by Harris Communications, 
the former Top 40 outlet has shed Mackema, The 
Bangles and Luther Vandross in favor of "A 
preponderance of familar Rock music"  accord-
ing to VP/GM Gary Lawrence. Billing itself 
as "South Florida's Home Of Rock N' Roll", 
95INZ  targets 25-40 with a 25-75 current to 
gold ratio.  Artists heard in a recent moni-
tor included Deep Purple, Alan Parsons, 
Beatles, Queen, Bon Jovi, Bob Seger, Stones, 
Aerosmith, Billy Joel, Gregg Allman and Pink 
Floyd.  Lawrence flatly denies heavy market 
rumblings that 95INZ will revert back to the 
"ZETA 4" handle it employed years ago in its 
first incarnation as an AOR.  Look for the 
station to announce its new PD this week. 
Odds on favorite:  KGON PD Peter Bolger. who 
worked with Harris when HC consulted KGON. 

Also relatively new to the AOR combat zone is 
Cox Communications WGTR.  Programmed by 
former WKLS, Atlanta and WFBQ, Indianapolis 
PD Bill Wise, and consulted by Burkhart/ 
Abrams, WGTR has marketed itself as "The 
world's first all compact disc rock n' roll 
radio station". 

Defending their turf as Miami's heritage Album 
Rocker is WSHE, programmed by the Peters/ 
Kendall/Dalfonzo hierarchy.  And making it 
an even 4 is Classic Hits WMXJ.  The Nov/Dec/ 
Jan Arbitrends have the South Florida 12+ 
pie split up this way:  WSHE 4.1-3.5; WGTR: 
2.3-2.6; WMXJ: 2.6-2.3; WINZ:  2.4-2.0. 

GARIANO PROGRAMS NE W ORLANDO 
ADULT ROCKER  

Miami won't be the only Florida market to 
host heightened Album Rock competition in 
1987.  Orlando will become a 3 AOR town

February 27 at 5PM when country formatted 
WHO'D is transformed into Adult Rock WHTQ. 
Consulted by Harris Communications, and 
programmed by David Gariano-who exits HC 
to return to hands on programming-Q96 will 
position itself as "Quality Rock N' Roll". 
The move puts Q96 up against long time format 
market leader WDIZ, who use the slogan "The 
Home Of Quality Rock N' Roll". 

"I an delighted to be here" Gariano told 
FMQB.  "This is the best of both worlds for 
me, not only being able to start a brand new 
radio station in the fastest radio growth 
market in the country, but also to continue 
my professional and personal relationship 
with George Harris and Harris Communications." 

Targeting 25-54, Q96 will run jock-less until 
an air staff is assembled.  "We're talking 
to some very, very wonderful people that will 
captivate the Orlando radio audience" allows 
Gariano.  Look for the station to launch a 
major marketing campaign in the future. 

A 14 year broadcaster, Gariano earned his 
programming stripes at WZOU, Boston; WLLZ, 
Detroit; KPOP, Sacremento, and KMJJ, Las 
Vegas.  He's also served as Director of 
Marketing at Sebastian/Casey and Associates, 
and is a former Director of Research at 
WCOZ-FM, Boston.  Elaborating further on 
Q96's market strategy, Gariano said, "To 
establish the radio station we're going 
to take a somewhat conservative posture.  We 
hope as we begin to learn about the market 
and what it will bear that can continually 
readress it and based on the amount of 
wonderful new product out that we need to 
embrace.  I think that we need to be flexi-
ble.  In the beginning I would like to be 
a very familiar, very consistent sounding 
radio station.

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We spoke with Lee on the much talked about 
format--it's design, music, components, 
and the New Age phenom in general. 

Paul Heine: For starters, how about a brief 
formatic description.  And is it different 
from KTWV? 

Lee Abrams: "The format is certainly 
different that what KMET's doing. It's a 
combination of the acoustic New Age, 
electronic music a  la Jean-Michel Jarre 
and Vangelis, and certain crossover jazz 
pat Metheny kind of music.  There may be 
a few vocals but I would say probably under 
ten percent.  Core artists would include 
Andreas Vollenweider, Pat Metheny, Jean 
Michel Jarre, Vangelis, Al DiMeola and Jean 
Luc Ponty. 

Paul:  How would you compare/contrast what 
you're doing with what KTWV is doing? 

Lee: Theirs sort of reminds me of AC.  Ours 
will be structured more like a beautiful 
music kind of station. 

Paul:  Will the presentation be closer to 
The Wave or to an AOR approach? 

Lee:  Much more like a mainstream AOR with 
real disc jockeys and a lot of good pro-
duction which will take a while to get 
together, but not vignettes.  The pro-
duction will be similar to the KFOG stuff, 
but not as humorous.  More along the lines 
of great stereo effects. 

Paul:  In last week's FMQB, Denny Somach  
likened New Age music today to progressive 
music in the mid to late '60s in that in 
both cases the music is selling without any 
real airplay. 

Lee:  I don't think it has nearly the same 
cultural significance as that whole thing 
in the 60's, but I can see musically, as 
far as there being a void that no one's 
filling, it has a lot of similarities. 
Once it gets on the radio the whole thing 
will explode.  Not culturally--I can't 
see people getting Andreas Vollenweider 
haircuts, but musically I can see these 
artists really starting to happen once 
it gets exposed. 

Paul: What existing formats will New Age 
radio pull audience from and how about an 
average listener profile. 

Lee:  Primarily from an AC station, but 
also it will take people who don't listen 
to the radio that much and get them to 
listen more.  I can see it going on in the 
morning and staying on all day with no 
listener fatigue.  It's a total mood, 
atmosphere format.  As far as a listener 
profile goes--In the early '70's you had 
somebody who might have liked contemporary 
music but every now and then wanted to 
relax and could put on a beautiful music 
station and hear "Guantanamera".  Now 
15 years later there's a whole generation 
of 25-44's who'd like a button on their 
dial for relaxing but they're not going to 
listen to a beautiful music station, and 
a lot of the AC stations are too Barry 
Manilow.  So we're building a beautiful 
music station for the new mainstream.

READY OR NOT...LOU GRAMM TALKS DIRTY 

Lou Gramm's debut solo album, "Ready Or Not" 
may top every chart in this week's FMQB, but 
that doesn't mean he's too busy to make the 
promo rounds. and chat.  Lou stopped by our 
offices this week and talked with FMQB's 
Paul Heine about the new record, Rock Radio, 
his solo career, and the future of Foreigner. 

PAUL:  "One of the comments we've been 
fiénring from radio is that they like the 
direction on your solo album--more guitar 
dominated, stripped down, and simpler, com-
pared to the Foreigner approach." 

LOU:  "We strove for spontaneity and perfor-
mance, in other words, we didn't over-rehearse 
these songs, however, the people who played 
the songs knew what the songs were about. 
So, any spontaneous kicks or anything that 
was put down was captured on tape, as opposed 
to blowing all your best shots in a rehearsal 
situation and just being played out by the 
time you actually recorded the song.  We went 
for a performance oriented type approach. 
We walked away from it, and it hit us with 
the same impact every time.  We could have 
spent weeks and weeks on it, belaboring, does 
this work - does that work?  But, I think 
that •part of the effectiveness of this album 
is knowing when to stop and say:  'hey, it's 
great, it's enough', you know.  'Let's move 
on, let's look at something else'- and we 
did." 

PAUL:  "It must have been exciting having 
Nils Lofgren play on the record.  How did 
the two of you hook up?" 

LOU:  "I was a Nils Lofgren fan for many 
years and kinda followed his career, and 
really enjoyed his writing and playing, and 
it was just kind of a dream for me.  I kept 
wondering what it would be like if he could 
participate on some of my songs.  His guitar 
style is unique.  We had tried a few other 
guitar players on some of the songs, some 

worked and some didn't.  So, we got in touch 
with Nils, and he was a fan of Foreigner 
and said he would be real pleased to come 
and play on a song.  He came down with the 
intention of playing on one song, and ended 
up playing on about four or five." 

PAUL:  "On the album, you share production 
credits with Pat Moran.  Had you worked with 
him before?" 

LOU:  "No I haven't.  He has worked with 
Robert Plant, Tom Cochran, and Red Rider, 
whom we'd met.  It was suggested to me to 
get a real heavy weight producer to lend 
credibility to what I was after.  But the 
people I interviewed seemed to be inclined 
to make another Foreigner album, you know - 
the 'Foreigner album that maybe they never 
had the chance to make.' They started tel-
ling me how I ought to do it-and it was all 
wrong.  I knew these people were wrong for 
me.  I didn't want to make another Foreigner 
album.  This was going to be something 
different, definitely different.  I went out 
of my way to make it different, and Pat 
Moran was one of the few people that I 
talked to who was really interested in what 
I was after, how I wanted to go about it, 
and the kind of styles that we spoke of 
together.  He wasn't domineering, he was 
real easy to work with and he was meticulous." 

PAUL:  "Your record currently tops every 
a-a-ft in FMQB.  Not bad for a solo debut." 

LOU:  "I'm pleased about it - to me this 
wasn't a one off album.  I'm launching a 
different phase of my career - but again, 
it was an outlet for my songs to kind of 
hone my production and arrangement skills 
which I really didn't have the opportunity 
to do in Foreigner, because Mick dominates 
the band so completely.  So, it was a chance 
for me.  It was a chance to be taken." 

LOU READS HIS FAVORITE TRADE 

PAUL:  "In light of the album's over-
whelming success - is a solo tour a likely 
possibility?" 

LOU:  "It's more than a likely possibility. 
WUTre not pinpointed to shows or to cities 
yet, but within the next two or three weeks, 
we will be coming together.  I would like 
to assemble the group that's on the album. 
When we were recording just as a whim, I 
said 'what are you doing later this summer' 
and I got a really positive response from 
everyone involved, providing their schedule 
permitted." 

FMQB, February 27, 1987 
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PAUL:  "Did 'Ready Or Not' provide a better 
outlet for you creatively as opposed to 
making a record with Foreigner?" 

LOU:  "Yes, it definitely did.  My contribu-
tions are pretty substantial in Foreigner, 
but they have to be tailored to a Foreigner 
sound, left as raw ideas for Mick to kind of 
manipulate to the way he hears Foreigner. 
Basically, I was never able to complete an 
idea.  It just was an incomplete picture-
in letting someone else finish it for you - 
or an incomplete paragraph and letting some 
one else complete your idea.  That's the way 
working with Foreigner has been, at a certain 
point, it's out of my hands.  It's great to 
contribute, but not very gratifying when you 
can't see your own ideas through to the end. 
So, at some point, it gets a little unfull-
filling.  I had to have my own outlet or I 
don't know what would have happened.  I 
probably would have left the band." 

PAUL:  "Has the success of your solo record 
caused any friction within Foreigner?  Is 
there resentment that you have to deal with?" 

LOU:  "I think there is a resentment factor. 
Not from all the members, but I think certain 
people are having a tough time adjusting to 
me doing something else outside of the band. 
As if this album might just have been a hob-
by or something.  This is very serious to 
me.  It will take a little while to adjust. 
Hopefully, there will be an adjustment.  Or 
there probably wouldn't be a bright future 
for me within the band, but I think at this 
point, it's very much hanging in the balance. 
I honestly wouldn't say things are going 
smoothly. " 

PAUL:  "You've been on a promotion tour for 
a couple of weeks now--calling and visiting 
with radio, the press, etc.  Any thoughts 
on Rock radio in 1987?"

LOU:  "Yes, I think it's wide open.  There 
is such an expansive array of different 
styles and hybrids of rock and rap - the 
Beastie Boys, World Party, and it just 
seems like it could come from anywhere, any 
style - and again, the exciting part about 
it is that it's down to the song again.  If 
the song is good, it goes.  People are not 
flying in on past laurels or reputation. If 
the song is not good, it's not happening. 
And the new artists, right out of the blue, 
if they've got a good song, they're moving." 

PAUL:  "Lately, we've seen a whole new 
bumper crop of hard rock bands that are 
having some amazing success stories.  With 
Foreigner  a long time leader in that area, 
how do you see the band today fitting in 
with other bands in that genre?" 

LOU:  "I'm honestly not sure how Foreigner 
would fit in now.  I think we are a band at 
a precipice, going either back to a rock 
direction, or into not a MOR direction, but 
certainly a mid tempo - more keyboard or-
iented sound.  That's a question that I 
think Mick could answer better than I, cause 
he has a vision to direct this band 
where he sees it going.  I know where I'm 
going with my stuff, and it's going to be 
hard and heavy."

This week's Rock Request is "Don't Make Waves" from 
Brand X, featuring PHIL COLLINS.  

FREDDIE MERCURY'S ever-increasing image as the man to 
take over LIBERACE'S bejewelled crown is further 
strengthened this week with the release of a new solo 
single by QUEEN'S lead singer:  FRED'S interpretation 
of "The Great Pretender", the song WThich topped the 
American charts for two weeks early in 1956, and went 
Top Five in the UK, for THE PLATTERS. MERCURY'S vocal 
is perhaps not quite as hammy as the orFTiàl one by 
TONY WILLIAMS, but it runs pretty close... 

BOY GEORGE is back on vinyl this week too with a solo 
single for Virgin, also a cover version - GEORGE has 
remade DAVID GATES' "Everything I Own" in a reggae 
style similar to that which gave the Jamaican singer 
KEN BOOThE a UK Number One with the song in 197e. 
GEORGE'S version was recorded before his recent 
problems last summer in GEORGE MARTIN'S studios in 
Montserrat and features members of the English dance 
group WELL RED. GEORGE'S solo LP follows later in 
'87. 

PETE TOWNSHEND'S second "Scoop" album is unlikely to be 
released ir Britain at all.  PETE has now signed a new 
record deal for the UK with ViTUTn, and felt that the 
collection of outtakes and demos was hardly the best 
way to open his account with them, so he's currently 
ensconced in his studio working a strict nine-hour day 
on his next studio set, which will be out later this 
year. 

Also in the studio working on his next solo album is 
ROBERT PLANT, but his management company tells us 
it'll be at least six months before anything emerges 
from this.  They promise us some dynamite material, 
though, and the strong possibility of another UK hit 
single for ROBERT. About time, because "Big Log" was, 
amazingly, in our Tcp 20 more than three and a half 
years ago... 

The UK album chart had one of its more unpredictable 
weeks, with two of the top three being new entries: 
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straight in at the top was the original cast 
recording from ANDREW LLOYD WEBBER'S current smash 
musical "The Phantom Of lhe Opera", nudging PAUL 
SIMON down to two, and the now defunct Briti h— irop 
(ii7i-Tit HOT CHOCOLATE saw their "Very Best Of" 
collection crash in at three following the success 
of a remix of one of their big 70s hits, "You Sexy 
Thing", which of course was also their biggest 
American success.  SIMPLY RED'S new album will be 
upon us very soon, but in the meantime the healthy 
sales of their single "The Right Thing" catapulted 
their previous LP "Picture Book" back from 34 to 6, 
a move also helped by the band's appearance on the 
recent televised BPI awards ceremony.  On which 
subject, incidentally, LP sales in general jumped by 
25 per cent as a result of that show and the release 
of the "Phantom" album. 

Other BPI award winners did well in the album chart 
too;  PETER GABRIEL'S "So" jumped back from 28 to 9, 
EURYTHMICS climbed four to 16 with "Revenge", and 
CHRIS DeBURGH'S "Into The Light" went from 62 to 33. 
Both PET SHOP BOYS albums had healthy boosts - 
"Disco" from 31 to 24 and "Please" from 95 to 50. 

And MEATLOAF was in London a few days ago collecting 
an award for outlasting JULIE ANDREWS in the British 
LP chart..."Bat Out Of Hell" has overtaken "The 
Sound Of Music" and so far has clocked up a 388 week 
run... 

Now is the winter of our financial collapse:  sad to 
report the demise of three worthy British ventures 
in the last week or two - first the STREETWAVE  
group, responsible for putting out some of the best 
dance music compilations, ceased trading, then the 
SMITHERS and LEIGH record store in London's Oxford 
SiiîéFalled-iii-the receivers, and now GARY NUMAN'S 
record label Numa has folded after three years.  We 
hope and expect them all to be back with new 
ventures before too long. 

The organisers of International AIDS Day events have 
now confirmed that a big concert will take place at 
Wembley on April I with GEORGE MICHAEL as one of the 
major star attractions.  It'll be his first live 
appearance since the demise of WHAM! and his 
involvement should help boost paTTEity for the 
cause as well as persuade other rock artists to take 
part...it will also, no doubt, prove a very useful 
springboard for GEORGE'S solo career.  THE BLOW 
MONKEYS are set to headline a smaller gig---E;7-at 
iFFITèndy Brixton Fridge in South London and a 
considerable number of other artists are due to 
confirm what level of support they'll be giving over 
the next few days...so more news will follow. 

NICK "Topper" HEADON who used to drum for THE CLASH 
and then found a job as a cab driver has been 
remanded on bail after allegedly supplying heroin to 
a sailor who later died from a drug overdose. 

SQUEEZE pianist, JOOLS HOLLAND has not been idle 
--it7F-17§- his six week suspension from controversial TV 
music show "The Tube"...he's found a month's 
temporary employment as a music DJ for Manchester's 
Piccadilly Radio earning himself nearly twice as 
much as he would have if he hadn't sworn on 
camera...However, it didn't take JOOLS long to 
establish a similar reputation with the local 
police...he dreamed up an on-air spoof, pretending 
he was locked in the trunk of a patrol car and 
requesting listeners to hoot every time they saw 
one...there's a joke about a police record in here 
somewhere! 

And not to be beaten by her fellow TUBE presenter, 
PAULA YATES is taking to the natioFiT-airwaves next 
month...she'll take her turn as host of the evening 
rock show on BBC Radiol along with STAN CULLIMORE of 
the HOUSEMARTINS and TOM ROBINSON... 

This week sees a number of interesting musical 
relationships coming to light...SIMPLY RED'S flame-
haired singer MICK HUCKNALL has written a song for 

DIANA ROSS...JOHNNY RAY turns up in BILLY IDOL'S  
latest video...PETER FRAMPTON looks set to tour with 

DAVID BOWIE...and BRIAN MAY of QUEEN has teamed up with 
ANITA DOBSON, queen of Britain's favourite soap opera 
"Eastenders" and aspiring singer. 

But the award for the unlikeliest collaboration of all 
has to go to BEN E. KING who's just shot to number one 
in the UK singles chart with "Stand By Me"...he told 
ROL's PAUL SEXTON that he's busy recording a new album 
at the moment featuring the talents of JOHN PAUL JONES 
(ex of LED ZEPPELIN), RONNIE WOOD and TED 
NUGENT...incidentally, -UIN E plays the-CFndon 
Palladium on March 2. 

And the success of "Stand By Me" has nothing to do with 
the film which isn't scheduled for UK release until 
next month...this song along with the PERCY SLEDGE  
classic "When A Man Loves A Woman" (up from 28 to 5 
this week) have appealed to a new generation of record 
buyers who also happen to be the target audience of 
the new Levi's jeans commercials. 

It seems MIDGE URE is like most offspring who leave 
home but keep all their junk in the parents' 
attic...however, this week he may be reconsidering 
after his gold and platinum discs nearly went up in 
smoke when the family's thatched cottage in Devon 
caught fire... 

YOKO ONO spent her 54th birthday in the cold at the 
women's peace camp outside the Greenham airbase in 
Berkshire...as well as drawing media attention to 
their campaign, she has pledged financial support 
their cause. 

In the "Chariots Of Fire" breach of copyright case at 
the High Court, the judge removed his walkman 
headphones to pronounce VANGELIS innocent of 
plagiarising "City Of  tune by Greek 
composer STRAVOS LOGARIDES. He said that this tune 
had a nostalgic sound while in contrast "Chariots" is 
a "striving" piece and the fact that they both contain 
the same 4 note phrase is coincidence.  Now EMI, who 
brought the case for Logarides, are liable for the 
court costs of 200,000 pounds. 

And ROGER WATERS has decided against taking his former 
PINK FLOYD colleagues to court over their intention to 
continue using the band's name.  The injunction has 
been dropped but WATERS is still going ahead with 
plans to extricate FIFelf legally from the FLOYD'S 
management and obtain a court ruling on how the 
group's fortune is divided and the way in which their 
jointly owned publishing company Pink Floyd Music Ltd. 
is to be run.  Meanwhile both sides are rushing to get 
albums released in the autumn. 

ERIC CLAPTON returned to the Top Of The Pops stage for 
the first time in more than 20 years to mime "Behind 
The Mask"...last time he appeared on the show, he was 
in the company of CREAM.  

PETER GABRIEL has announced a handful of UK dates this 
summer...they'll be his first here for four years and 
we're glad to see he's chosen to play Earl's Court in 
London rather than the Wembley Arena aircraft 
hanger...and his old mates GENESIS have confirmed 
they'll play the open air Wembley Stadium on July 1 
and 2.  Their new UK single is "Tonight Tonight 
Tonight' on 7", 12" and CD. 

THE BLOW MONKEYS are back on the road in April and 
May.. .und ERASURE will tour the country in April too. 
Meanwhile FURNITURE'S British Council visit to Iraq 
has been scrapped from their tour after the Foreign 
Office said they couldn't guarantee the group's 
safety.  FURNITURE are now likely to perform in Turkey 
instead. 

GO WEST'S April tour has been postponed until early 
July when it's hoped the LP will at last be out and 
PETER COX will be fully recovered from his illness. 

The latest set of releases from JOHN PEEL'S Strange 
Fruit label includes a SIOUXSIE AND THE BANSHEES  
session and a SPECIALS special... 
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CURIOSITY KILLED THE CAT may have lost their hold on 
the ROL Top 5 this week, but their success 
continues...the follow-up single "Ordinary Day" is 
scheduled for mid-March and following their current 
mini-tour and a trip to Holland, they'll return to 
the studio to finish off their debut LP "Keep Your 
Distance" which should be out in April.

company.  This wouldn't be a 
first for the duo, as they 

embarked on a similar outing in 1979 under the banner 
of THE NEW BARBARIANS. Also featured in that ad-hoc 
group were bassist STANLEY CLARK, keyboardist IAN 
McLAGAN and drummer ZIGGY MODELISTE who, at one time, 
played with THE METERS. It is doubtful if MICK JAGGER  
will participate in this venture; he seems to have 
tour plans all his own, which are said to include JEFF 
BECK on guitar.  More on that later.  Currently, 
JAGGER is in Barbados working on his follow-up to 
''She's The Boss" with producer and EURYTHMIC DAVID A.  
STEWART.  

WE TOLD YOU BACK IN NOVEMBER THAT PINK FLOYD was 
reforming without the services of bassist/vocalist 
ROGER WATERS. Remaining members DAVID GILMOUR, NICK 
MAbUN and RILNARD WRIGHT have been in a London studio 
for the past three months working on what they are 
calling a "concept" album.  It will retain the 
trademark FLOYD sound, which is, according to 
guitarist WIT GILMOUR, "dark emotion backed up with 
power."  Expect the new disc this summer with a U.S. 
tour guaranteed to happen in the fall. 

FOREIGNER'S VOCALIST, LOU GRAMM, has, as you know, just 
released a solo album titled "Ready Or Not".  We got a 
chance to speak with GRAMM recently, and he told us 
that he will do a solo tour this summer.  He's 
recruited most of the players from the album to hit 
the road with him, including no less than three 
relatives (two brothers and his father), along with 
the services of guitarist NILS LOFGREN. In the 
meantime, LOU has been writing and rehearsing with 
MICK JONES-r5-r the next FOREIGNER album, which should 
be in stores this fall vía Atlantic Records.  A 
FOREIGNER tour will happen sometime in 1988. 

THE MOODY BLUES have been on the road for over a year 
now in support of their last album "The Other Side Of 
Life".  The band, currently touring Australia, haven't 
stood in the way of keyboardist PATRICK MORAZ, who's 
gearing up to hatch a solo record.  MORAZ will release 
HUMAN INTERFACE on May 17 via Cinema Records, which is 
distributed through Capitol.  This is PATRICK'S first 
solo album since 1980'S "Co-Existence" Lp.

One 
is the classic "Expressway To Your Heart", which was 
produced by ROBERT DRAFT, the man responsible for 
BRUCE WILLIS' "Return Of Bruno" album.  The other tune 
is an original called "My Future In Your Eyes".  This 
movie should be out by summer via Touchstone Films. 
This week SOUTHSIDE and the boys head to Japan where 
they are prii97 7-a"-couple of gigs in Osé,ka and Tokyo. 
From there, it's back in the studio to record a new 
album.  Hopefully, we'll see it by the end of the 
year.

REDBONE for his upcoming movie "There Ain't No CiildlY 

Filming has just completed, so chances 
are that this movie will be in a theatre near you by 
year's end.

Trotta, who also 
played with The Models, had a history of heart 
problems. 

GEORGE HARRISON: The house where George Harrison grew 
up is for sale. The Beatles landmark in Liverpool is 
priced at 28,000 pounds. 

JOURNEY: Steve Perry must be a nice guy to work for. At 
the end of the Journey tour, he presented their tour 
manager and accountant with a two week all-expense-
paid surfing vacation at an exclusive beach in the 
Fiji Islands. 

EARTH, WIND AND FIRE: Earth, Wind and Fire are reported 
to be getting ready to record their reunion album. 
Both Philip Bailey and Maurice White have apparently 
returned to the line-up, though Bailey will also be 
pursuing his solo career as well. 

SMOKEY ROBINSON: Almost three decades after he scored 
his first international hit, "Shop Around", Smokey 
Robinson has changed his tune. On his 40th Lp,"One 
Heartbeat", scheduleu for March release, Smokey has 
included a song titled, "It's Time To Stop Shoppin' 
Around". 

KEVIN DU BROW: Kevin DuBrow, who recently parted ways 
with Quiet Riot, is producing an album for a Tampa-
based band, Juliet, before starting to record his 
first solo album. 

JOHN FOGERTY: John Fogerty has abruptly left his 
hometown and taken up residence in Los Angeles. 
However, the rest of his family, a wife and three 
teenage chilaren, have stayed behind in a San 
Francisco suburb. 

CYNDI LAUPER; Cyndi Lauper wrapped up her latest U.S. 
tour in Detroit, and embarked on a month-long European 
tour. Her version of Marvin Gaye's "What's Going On" 
is released as the third single from "True Colors". 
The video is now in production with Andy Morahan 
directing. He also did her "Change Of Heart" clip. 

WANG CHUNG KICK OFF DEBUT HEADLINING TOUR WITH "TONIGHT 
SHOW" APPEARANCE: Wang Chung kicked off their American 
tour with an appearance on "The Tonight Show" with 
Johnny Carson on February 27th. The next night, their 
first concert was in Irvine, California. This is the 
English duo's debut headlining tour of the U.S., and 
it will take them to at least 20 cities, ending in 
Detroit on March 22nd. Wang Chung, whose last video 
for "Everybody Have Fun Tonight" was banned in England 
because the BBC felt it might trigger epileptic 
seizures, say they've had no problems with their video 
for "Let's go". "But," laughs singer Jack Hues, "I 
wouldn't be surprised if someone manages to claim the 
video's surreal effect could bring on acid flashbacks 
and hippies!" 

NO NUKES TO BEACH PARTIES FOR THE KBC BAND: It was Paul 
Kantner's idea for the KBC Band to play a concert on a 
flatbed truck for 2,000 people demonstrating against 
nuclear testing outside Las Vegas, Nevada. The band's 
next gig will also be for a worthy cause when they 
headline a March of Dimes Benefit next month in San 
Jose, California. The KBC Band is planning a six week 
tour of the East Coast to begin in mid-March, which 

will include MTV's "Spring Break Party" in Daytona 
Beach, Florida. Plans are to follow "America" with a 
third single from their debut album. 

FORMER RONSTADT ASSOCIATE TO PRODUCE VENETIANS NEXT  
ALBUM: Mark Goldenberg, who as a member of The 
Critilnes, wrote and produced hits for Linda 
Ronstadt, will be producing the next album by the 
Australian band, The Venetians, hopefully while 
their debut single, "So Much For Love", is climbing 
the charts in the U.S. Sessions are scheduled to 
begin in Australia soon after The Venetians wrap up 
a visit to the U.S. in San Francisco. Rikk Swinn, 
lead singer of The Venetians, says he got the idea 
for "So Much For Love" after listening to silly love 
songs all day back in 1984. "I wanted to write a 
verse that would make people think it was going to 
be another one of those silly love songs, then throw 
them a curve," said Swinn. "People who are going 
through break-ups or tough times especially like it 
because of the contrast between the verse and the 
chorus." The song was a Top 10 hit in Australia. 

10 MORE BEATLES CDs DUE THIS YEAR: The first release 
of four Beatles albums on compact disc at the end of 
this month will be followed by ten more later this 
year, including a 20th anniversary release of "Sgt. 
Pepper's Lonely Hearts Club Band" in June. Capitol 
Records plans to release "Rubber Soul", "Help", and 
"Revolver" in April. The "Sgt. Pepper" release will 
be followed by the "White Album" in August, and 
"Abbey Road" in October. The first Beatles CDs hit 
the market February 26th. 

LORBER TO FOLLOW FIRST HIT WITH OTHERS FOR NU SHOOZ,  
TRANSFER: Jeff Lorber is wrapping up a two month 
tour before heading into the studio to work on 
records for the new vocalist in his band, 20 year 
old Karyn White, Manhattan Transfer and Nu Shooz. 
White, who was suggested to Lorber by Warner 
Brothers Records, now has her own recording contract 
with the label. Lorber says he'll probably work as 
producer and arranger on the Nu Shooz record and as 
arranger on the Manhattan Transfer project. Lorber 
says he was finishing up his album, "Private 
Passion", when he discovered the song that has 
turned out to be his first hit single, "Facts Of 
Love". Songwriters Evan Rogers and Carl Sturken had 
asked him to play on Cheryl Lynn's album. They 
played him three of their songs, "Facts Of Love", 
"True Confessions" and "Private Passion", and Lorber 
recorded all three. "True Confessions" is being 
readied as the next single and video. "I'd written 
three albums worth of material," says Lorber, "but 
some of it was not exactly the direction we wanted 
to go. A lot of the songs were a little more adult 
and sophisticated than what we were looking for. 
They had exactly the kind of songs we wanted." 

ART OF NOISE: The Art Of Noise is contributing one 
song and scoring the new film "Disorderlies", 
starring The Fat Boys, Ralph Bellamy, and Anthony 
Geary. The Beach Boys, Ray Parker, Jr., and Rick 
Nielsen all make cameo appearances. The soundtrack 
will be released on Tin Pan Apple Records when the 
film opens in August. 

JOAN JETT: Joan Jett began her tour in Florida. 
She'll hook up with Deep Purple on March 31st to be 
their opening act on some east coast dates.

BEATLEMANIA—PART TWO 

If you've been reading 
the papers and watch-

l ie ing the news lately, 
you might think that 
you just walked into 
a time warp back to 
1963 with all the 
hullabaloo about the 
Beatles.  The Beatles' 
CD releases have made 

the front cover of USA Today and local print 
and TV coverage in towns all over the count-
ry.  Capitol records expects to sell 500,000 
units of each Beatles CD and all week long, 
radio stations have been doing promotions 
in celebration of the long awaited CD 
release. 

The CD release became a tailor made promo-
tion for WGTR, Miami, the world's first all 
CD station.  Upon word of the soon to be 
released CD's,  WGTR began pre-promoting 
their arrival through their feature called 
"CD Facts".  These pre-recorded bits ran 
about five times a day and informed the 
listeners of all aspects of the new CD's 
with information provided by Capitol records. 
Capitol's exposure in this venture went so 
far as to have a local Miami rep on WGTR 
for a question and answer interview. 

On the day of the release WGTR played an 
hour from the Beatles' CD's and gave them 
away on the air.  Everytime you won a CD 
on the air, or if you went by a Peaches store 
to register, you became eligible to win a 
trip for two to London.  The trip included 
round trip airfare, hotel accomodations 
and a tour of the Abbey Road studios where 
the Beatles recorded. 

DO BEARS DRIBBLE?  

Although they're not quite ready to challenge 
the Boston Celtics for the NBA title, the WXKE, 
Fort Wayne, IN, staffers can play some hoops. 
Just ask Jim McMahon, the colorful, contro-
versial quarterback of the Chicago Bears who, 
along with several other of his gargantuan 
teammates, found that out firsthand during a 
charity event put together recently by Promo-
tion Director John Machin() and other 'XKE 
staff members for the benefit of the Allen 
County Society for Crippled Children and 
Adults. 

Machino, PD Rick West, MD Jetson and other 
'XKE staff members took to-ITF-Uourts of the 
Fort Wayne Memorial Colesium on the night of 
February 13th to challenge McMahon and the 

Bears to a game of roundball.  Also playing 
for the "WXKE Media Allstars" were several 
local media personalities, the Unknown Comic, 
New York Jet RB Mike Augustiniak, as well as 
several former local college basketball 
players.  Representing the Bears were Steve 
Fuller, Kurt Becker, Todd Bell, Jim Morrisey  
and Al Harris, to nanii-i-Te7-

McMahon, who coached the team but did not play, 
was actually the main attraction of the night 
which also included an autograph session with 
the players, a buffet at the Hilton Hotel in 
town before the game and--perhaps the most 
entertaining part of the evening--a Jim McMahon 
look alike contest at halftime.  One of the 
finalists donned a full  body cast, much like 
the one McMahon wore after being illegally 
dumped on his head during one of this past 
season's games.  Another guy, dressed in full 
Bears uniform, came out onto the court with a 
taco in each hand and a Taco Bell headband on 
his dome.  The individual in the body cast was 
named the winner and received round trip 
airfare for two to anywhere in the continental 
United States. 

McMahon, whose antics off the field have 
prompted many persons in the media to label 
him as a grizzly SOB to deal with, turned out 
to be a Teddy "Bear" with muscles, winning 
over the hearts of everyone involved in the 
event, including the nearly 4,000 folks who 
showed up to catch the action.  And while he 
has not exactly made a habit of doing charity 
events, he was not only very generous with his 
time and energy, he was downright psyched to 
be involved.  He did several exuberant liners 
over the 'XKE airwaves to pre-promote the 
event, gave an autograph to everyone that 
requested one at the buffet--during his dinner 
--and displayed such an overwhelming amount 
of enthusiasm throughout the evening that 
no one went home the least bit disappointed. 

The promotion was an incredible success, with 
just about the entire community offering their 
support to the venture, which raised quite a 
bit of money for the foundation.  Although the 
'XKE Allstars lost a close game, a great time 
was had by all, and we were stoked to learn 
that WXKE's John, Rick and Jetson more than 
held their own on the courts.  McMahon enjoyed 
himself so thoroughly that he's already 
commited himself to next year's event. 
Congrats to all of the WXKE staff members who 
were involved in this truly spectacular 
promotion.

KNAC, LA morning mons-
ter, Thrasher, has a 
slightly different ap-
proach to mornings than 
most AOR stations.  He 
told us, "I come from 
AOR radio where there's 
a much more laid back 
approach.  But there's 
basically a younger 
audience here and the 
music is going 95 miles 
an hour.  I keep rol-
ling and keep the for-
ward momentum.  I think 
with a station like 
KNAC it's imperitive." 

With that in mind here's a sampling from your 
favorite guy, Thrashpie!  "I do a feature 
called 'Dead From The Neck Up News' every 
Wednesday.  We run four stories by the 
audience at different times throughout the 
morning and let them vote on their favorite 
story between 9 and 10.  The stories we use 
come from the wire, from The Flash (you know, 
the believe it or leave it stuff), I listen 
to the news at night and video tape the news 
stories looking for anything that might be 
remotely interesting.  For example, here's 
one that was a recent winner:  'Dead From The 
Neck Up News'...Giant Duck Runs Amuck!  A one 
hundred and fifty pound duck escaped its 
steel cage and terrorized a small Austrian 
town before being recaptured by scientists 
who created her.  Lucy the duck was an ex-

Paul Harris has been 
doing mornings at 
WCXR in Washington 
for several months 
now and told us 
about one of his 
bits that has really 
taken off for him. 
"We do a feature 
called 'Begging For 

Bagels'.  We tell our listeners to get down 
on their knees for cream cheese.  They have 
to beg, plead and grovel in a letter sent in 
on company letterhead, and once a week, we 
decide which one should be the recipient of 
our 'Begging For Bagels' delivery.  That 
same day, my partner and I go and deliver 
two dozen bagels and cream cheese, donated 
by the Chesepeke Bagel Bakery.  It's a good 
way for us to meet our listeners face to 
face, and for them to know who the jerks are 
behind the microphone. 

"The volume of mail that we get is incredible. 
We get 75 - 100 letters a week.  And the 
great thing is that it's some of the clever-
est material I've seen from listeners ever. 
My favorite letter so far is one I got from 
a congressman's legislative aid who sent us 
a letter on official stationary in an enve-
lope that was marked 'Official Business 
Only' and therefore, no postage was necessary. 
I haven't decided whether I want to get on 
this guy's case or just bring him the bagels. 
We've also had people send us pieces of 
paper with the word 'please' written on it, 
with a bite taken out of it.  People have 
written poetry.  And one office of about 
twenty people wrote in and said they tried 
to come up with things that they would do to 
have bagels delivered to them.  They said 
they would 'sit in a room for fifteen hours 
and listen to Barry Manilow records non-stop.' 
They would 'go to the Moscow Ballet and 
stand up in the audience and shout out, "Way 
to stuff those tights, Ivan!" at the top of 
their lungs'.  They listed about seven more 
reasons and the last one was:  'We would 
even become  for a...oh never mind. 
We have our limits.' 

"When we deliver the bagels, we bring them 
bumperstickers and we give them a book 
called The Bagel's Bagel Book, written by 
two of our listeners, Tom and Marilyn Bagel. 
It's really their name.  They even have a 
dog named Muffin.  We also have certificates 
made up for our listeners.  People swarm 
around us from all over the office.  It's 
really become a big word of mouth promotion." 

Paul and his partner John have put together 
a very simple promotion.  It doesn't take 
much dough, it's really kneaded, and it's a 
hole  lot of fun.

In light of the recent condom 
controversy, what is your station's 
policy regarding advertising from 
condom manufacturers?  If you run 
condom advertisements or PSAs, do 
you daypart them? 

RON GAHUEri, LD. N: "I'd like to try 'em all 
before we use them.. .1 don't see what the big 
issue is, we should hip our listeners to the 
problem.  There's sex and violence in every 
form of media and advertising.  Why not follow 
through and give 'em smart sexual advice!? 
Condoms will make a big comeback." 

CHIP HOBART, WQFM: "I'm all for it.  I don't 
know if 'QFM has a policy or not.  If the 
ads are done tastefully, they're okay.  It's 
a religious issue and it shouldn't be.  If 
it's gonna save someone's life (AIDS),  I'm 
all for it.  It beats the shit out of 
abstinence." 

TOM SCHEPPKE, KISS: "We had a brainstorming 
session a few weeks back and this condom issue 
came up.  We're thinking about distributing 
KISS  condems since it's the year of the con-
dom...something like 'Rock With KISS But 
Protect Your Ass'." 

LENNY BLOCH, WRCN: "We just talked about that 
today.  As of right now, we don't have a 
policy.  If they're used as a public service, 
it's our duty to inform.  I don't see a pro-
blem with running them.  Why not?" 

CARL DICKENS, KRQR: "KRQR will accept the 
category of condom advertising.  It is the 
judgment of this station that the importance 
of disseminating information about the deadly 
AIDS epidemic and means of prevention is an 
overriding consideration...CBS looked at it 
and decided that it's still inappropriate for 
the TV and radio networks to accept condom 
advertising at this time.  However, they did 
advise Ci3S O&O's to make whatever advertising 
decisions about condom advertising they 
believe to be appropriate in their markets... 
I haven't heard any condom adds on radio yet 
in San Francisco.  I'm positive that the con-
dom manufacturers probably have nothing in 
the works right now to even be on radio, but 
I'm sure that will change in the next week or 
so...All copy will have to clear our continu 
ity policies.  We would not take a condom 
advertisement that would be talking about 
birth control, it has to be strictly for 
either AIDS or prevention of disease."

BILL WEBBER, JR., U OQ: "At the moment we 
don't have a policy, but it's beingcomsidered:' 

RICK BARR, WBRU: "As far as I know, we have 
no problem with condom advertising, but I also 
believe that no one has approached us yet 
with advertising.  If the sales office came 
to me and asked me if I had any problems with 
it,  I would say,  'no, of course not'...Day-
parting wouldn't matter." 

KATE HAYES, KKCY: "If the advertisers were to 
approach us, it would simply be a matter of 
whether or not the ads were in good taste. 
Being in San Francisco, the safe sex issue is 
critical and top-of-mind...I see no need to 
daypart them, our audience doesn't daypart 
their listening habits and it is an issue as 
important to one daypart as to another. Again, 
the ads would have to be tastefully done and 
properly address the issue." 

RUSS MOTTLA, WAAF: "Our policy is very simple. 
Condom advertising and overall awareness of 
the issue is very important to us and to our 
listeners.  Therefore, we accept condom adver-
tising and do public service announcements... 
and there is no dayparting involved."

IVAN HAMILTON, CFNY: "We are open to runnin 
contraceptive ads and always have been; how 
ever, all copy must be approved by the 
creative director before going to air.  Ads 
for tampons have run for years at CFNY with 
minimal public objection.  We will also run 
PSAs concerning this subject if they are 
submitted.  Currently though, there are no 
PSAs or ads for contraceptives on the air." 

WARD HOLMES, WONE: "We have no policy as 
yet because the problem has not cropped up.. 
When it does, I think dayparting would be 
important for two reasons: 1) to reach the 
audience you want, and 2) to soften the blow 
to your midday audience.  As of this point, 
we'll take the advertising." 

NICK FANTASIA, WTCS: "Our philosophy is: If 
someone were to approach us with an ad and 
it was tastefully done, we'd run it...As for 
our scheduling it, they're paying the bill 
so it's gonna go where they want it." 

GENE ROMANO, WZZO: "We celebrated National 
Condom Week by using drop-ins that included 
adult humor about sex and condoms from the 
movies and comedians (Robin Williams, David 
Brenner, George Carlton) and added recorded 
tags like:  'It's not a joke.  Health author-
ities across the country urge the use of 
condoms as a means of stopping the spread of 
sexually transmitted diseases.  A message 
from KZZO for National Condom Week.'  Great 
local reaction to what we did." 

MIKE BOYLE, WDHA: "We would advertise condoms 
in any daypart!  Let's face it, we've got a 
problem.  WDHA is in the process of teaming 
up with Planned Parenthood to put out a 
pamphlet on the subject.  We'll let you know 
the progress." 

RON DIAZ, WYNF: "I like them brightly colored, 
neon lit, and if at all possible heavily 
ribbed with a french twist to them; and chew-
able, preferably with a multi-vitamin supple-
ment...Yes, we're currently running condom 
PSAs and, no, they're not dayparted.  As far 
as what we'll do in the future, let's just 
say we'll see what pops up!" 

CHUCK DU COTY, WIYY: "Our policy is we do not 
accept condom advertising.  That's been our 
policy on any and all personal items including 
zit creams, feminine hygiene products, etc., 
so it's very consistent with station policy 
--which has been in place since the station 
came on the air." 

DAVE LOGAN, KFOG: "Our policy is that we 
accept condom advertising as long as it's 
done in good taste.  Currently a group 
called The Pregnancy Counselling Center is 
running spots with us that talk about con-
dom use in their ads.  It's all very well 
done, very low key.  Nobody wants bells 
and whistles about it.  No complaints, 
either.  They'd probably complain here if 
we went running them.  No, we don't daypart 
them." 

GUIDO, WXRK: "We're running PSAs that say,  
'Before you get your K-Rocks off, slap it 
on". 

JOHN PICCILO,  WBYR: "No one has approached 
us yet to place a condom buy.  But we would 
have no problem running them if someone did. 
Obviously with the AIDS problem, it's only 
logical to help spread the word on some-
thing that could help prevent it from 
getting worse than it already is.  We 
wouldn't daypart them because people that 
have sex listen to the radio all the time, 
so dayparting them just wouldn't accom-
plish anything." 

DAYNA STEELE, KLOL: "Yes we would accept 
condom advertising if someone wanted to 
place a buy.  The condom issue has been 
a major topic on our morning show for 
several days now.  It's definitely some-
thing we're dealing with.  Stevens and 
Pruitt had a representative from a pharm-
aceutical company on the other day talking 
about condoms -- the different brands, the 
different kinds, the different colors. 
We even had a listener panel of experts 
calling in and discussing their favorite 
brands.  Our morning show was thinking of 
remaking 'If I Had A Hammer' into 'If I 
Had A Condom'...I hear the Beastie Boys 
have a rider in their contract that re-
quests 7 dozen condoms packs in assorted 
colors for backstage purposes." 

STEVE BECKER,  WKFM: "At the moment we have 
not been approached for comdon ads or public 
service announcements.  I feel that we 
could run condom ads using a tasteful ap-
proach.  I can see both sides of the coin. 
Many stations are making their policies 
but from what I can see most stations are 
deciding thumbs up.  It's probably just a 
sign of the times...We would probably day-
part them." 

STAN MAIN, WCMF: "We have no policy right 
now, if it were up to me of course I'd 
run them, but it would be up to my GM and 
I haven't spokento him about it yet.  Nat-
urally we would clear only spots that were 
in good taste.  No we wouldn't daypart 
them." 

BILL WISE, WGTR: "We don't have a company 
policy yet per se but I don't see any 
problem running them.  We would listen to 
the spot when it came in and deal with 
each on a spot by spot basis,  in order 
to screen them before they hit the air. 
They would have to meet the same require-
ments as all other advertising, i.e., 
professional and in good taste." 

JOHN SEBASTIAN, KDKB: "We have a corporate 
policy of not running them at this time. 
If you're asking for my opinion, I per-
sonally have nothing against running them, 
as I think it would provide a valuable 
public service by running them.  Sanduskey 
may be re-evaluating their policy in the 
near future.  I wouldn't be surprised if 
eventually everyone ended up running them 
in some way or another." 

BETH KEPPLE, WKLS: "The only policy we have 
is--cash in advance with the clients.  We'll 
run 'em if they pay for 'em...No dayparts." 
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WYNF, TAMPA/ST. PETERSBURG, FL  ASST.P.D,/  
M.D.-RON DIAZ: "A major league thank you 
to the all-star talent known as Bon Jovi. 
Jon, the band and PolyGram came to Tampa Bay 
for a killer show and an incredibly success-
ful sold-out softball game against 95YNF. 
We raised $10,000 for a charity that puts 
mentally and physically disabled people into 
jobs in the mainstream of society.  For the 
record, 95YNF had a 14-2 lead in the 4th 
inning when we put in all of our lady players 
...Am I Teslafying?  You betcha, bud! 
'Modern Day Cowboy' is getting lots of 
requests and selling lots of albums for 
Tesla. Great promotional idea, Marko... 
There's a new Florida boy on the scene that's 
got a world of talent: John Philip. His 
song 'What's It Gonna Be'  from the Lp 'Wait 
For The Night' has all the right ingredients 
to be a hit.  John Philip  has a bit of a 
Tom Petty snarl in his style at times, but 
he  with a fresh sound.  Listen 
again to 'What's It Gonna Be' because it 
should be a hit...Little America has a smooth 
groove to it.  'Walk On Fire' sure is catchy 
stuff...Already on the radio and kickin' 
ass: Cutting Crew (an absolutely fabulous 
tune); Patty Smyth  ('Never Enough' is strong! 
Too much is just enough with Ms. Smyth); 
Sammy Hagar and Peter Wolf  both muscle heavy 
rotation.  Smash records!" 

WXRT, CHICAGO, IL  M.D.-LIN BREHMER: 
"Some delicious seasoning to the WXRT mix 
this week.  Frist up:  The New Bluebloods, 
the next generation of Chicago Blues Anthol-
ogy from Alligator Records. It is especially 
gratifying to hear such fine quality from 
some of Chicago's best kept secrets, artists 
less established nationally than some of 
their label mates, but none-the-less the 
people you go to bars to hear.  The Valerie 
Wellington performance displays one cir—FIFF-
truly great voices of our time.  It's unusual 
to hear a singer with this rare, earth-
shaking power who can balance it with so 
much poise. Valeria Wellington.  Remember 

that name...Gloria Hardiman's spirited 'Meet 
Me With Your Black Drawers On' is instantly 
ear catching.  Please spend some time with 
this rewarding record.. .0n the jazzier side, 
John Scofield provides enough sides of his 
considerable style to entertain both the 
jazz snob and the guitar hero worshiper. 
His playing is dazzling...For that hypnotic 
texture, few things we've heard arrest the 
commonplace like the Cocteau Twins' Love's 
Easy Tears'...Correct me if I'm wrong, but 
lyrically and musically Heaven 17's 'Con-
tenders' is a knock-out... 'Til next week, 
thanks for listening...Adds:  Pete Townshend, 
'Light Of Day', Heaven 17, Cocteau Twins, John 
Scofield and the New Bluebloods." 

CFNY, TORONTO, CN  ASST.M.D.-IVAR HAMILTON: 
"Canadian music biz types were treated to a 
preview of U2's 'Joshua Tree' Lp at Toronto's 
McLaughlin Planetarium on Feb. 23rd.  This 
was the ideal listening situation with no 
distractions and a stupendous sound system. 
What Peter Gabriel's 'So' Lp was to the music 
industry in 1986, the 'Joshua Tree' will be 
just as prominent in 1987.  Besides the sin-
gle, my personal picks so far  are 'I Still 
Haven't Found What I'm Looking For', 'Bullet 
The Blue Sky' and 'In God's Country'.  One 
final note on U2: CFNY, having a reputation 
for getting the product before the competi-
tion, found it quite amusing that we were 
jokingly frisked for tape recorders upon 
entering the Planetarium.

So far, shows are set for May 23rd in 
L.A., to benefit Vietnam Vets, and May 25th in San Francisco, to benefit 
Stanford Childrens Hospital. .HEART are in Los Angeles mixing a new album 
due out in May.  It'll be called "Bad Animals."  Nancy Wilson has composed 
two songs on the album, one co-written by Holly Knight.  Heart will kick 
off a tour in June that will take them through the end of the year... 
CROSBY, STILLS, NASH AND YOUNG recently reunited in Santa Barbara, Cali-
fornia--to play a benefit concert for Greenpeace. Now, Tom Scholz of 
Boston also plans to help th worldwide ecological activism group.  He's 
going to give Greenpeace royalties from the song "To Be A Man," off 
Boston's latest album, "Third Stage."  The album has sold over 5 million 
copies, and royalites for "To Be A Man" already total over a quarter of 
a million dollars.
