FMQB Hot Trax: d-95*
Album Network Powercuts: d-87* *
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PETE BOLGER WINZ PD---INSIDE THE
MIAMI ROCK WARS

As reported in last week's DIRT exclusive, 15-
year Miami AOR WSHE has enlisted programming
expert Charlie Kendall (WNEW-FM, WMMR, WBCN,
KZEW) as OM. A veteran of some of rock radio's
fiercest battles, Kendall reports to TK Com-
munications VP Programming Rick Peters, with
'SHE PD Michael Dalfonzo reporting to CK. It's
likely that Kendall will pull a 2-3 hour air-
shift; until then he'll be voicing production
pieces to position 'SHE in what's being called
the "AOR Combat Zone of '87."

As predicted in last week's DIRT, KGON/KSGO
Portland,OM Pete Bolger will pilot new Adult
Rocker WINZ, Miami, effective March 9. A
former WIBA-FM, Madison, PD, Bolger replaces
outgoing PD Gabe Baptiste. The hiring comes
as 'INZ completes its transition from CHR to
AOR. Responding to rumors of a call letter
change, Bolger said the matter was "undecided.”

The arrivals of Kendall and Bolger in Miami
follow a period of increased market activity
that has seen 'SHE suffer considerable ratings
erosion to new Cox Communications AOR WGTR.
"I'm taking a heritage AOR station that's in
serious trouble and taking it back where it
ought to be, which is in a dominant position",
says Kendall. "What I've found in my experi-
ence is that with a station like WSHE--no
matter how many changes it goes through--
there's a loyalty that is inherent with that
legacy. And within that, the audience wants
you to win. If you've been their favorite
over a long period of time, people like it
when you come back and you're good again."

Bolger sees 'SHE and 'GTR as '"more traditional
AORs'", compared to 'INZ. '"We're going to be an’'|)
Adult Rock station and will skew older'", he
told FMQB. 'Sure 'SHE may be doing some things
that an upper-end listener may enjoy, but
because of the perception of what 'SEE is, many
may not even think of tuning in that radio
station. We, on the other hand, are starting
with a station that doesn't have any baggage
to carry. We're essentially an all new radio
station. We can define our format of rock."

Kendall compares the Miami Rock War to the one
he left in New York last fall, paralleling'GTR
to K-ROCK and 'SHE to WNEW-FM. '"When K-ROCK
came on the air against WNEW there was initial
sampling and K-ROCK did get a lot of that
sampling, but they never beat us. The GTR on-
slaught is not finished yet, and the winter
book may show them in a very competitive, if
not dominant situation. But I can't look back
at that. I'm looking at the spring, summer
and fall and all will be totally different sit-
uations from what happens in the winter book."

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Will the expanded AOR arena increase the for-
mat's market share? Bolger thinks so. "I
don't buy the rap that Miami is just an 8 share
market. With our approach we have the chance
to bring new listeners into the format. That's
what we've done here in Portland, attracting
new audience from CHRs and ACs."

Don't touch that dial....

WHTQ READIES AIRSTAFF, LOCKS HORNS WITH WDIZ
IN POSITIONING WAR

After debuting its Adult Rock format last
week, WHTQ, Orlando plans to go live with
a newly assembled staff by month's end.
Already signed up are:

--Afternoon Drive/MD Slats (from WDIZ nights)
--midday personality Greg Wells (from cross-
town WLOQ, with previous experience at WDIZ
and WFYV, Jacksonville).

--Production Director Dave Culp (from the
same post at WDIZ).

WHTQ and format dominator WDIZ locked horns
in a positioning war last week. Both
stations are using '"Quality Rock N' Roll"”
slogans and doing 16 song music marathons.
The sharing of slogans and features could cause
listener confusion, believes WDIZ PD Rad
Messick..."I think that in the long run,

he who said it the longest will probably

end up getting the majority of the credit"

he told FMQB "listeners are a lot smarter
than a lot of people give them credit for.
Being in positioning wars like this, true

a lot of it has to do with perception, but

a lot of it has to do with the reality of the
product. If Samsung told you that they made
the best color TV in the world, people

would say, no, sorry that's a Trinitron

and that's what it comes down to."

WHTQ PD David Gariano points to several dif-
ferent research projects done by the station
showing a need for an adult album format.
"We wouldn't be doing this format if we
didn't think there was a hole for it. We
come into the situation without any prior
negative baggage on our call letters. WDIZ
for many years was a very, verv headbanging
hard rockin' station and that image still
lives in a lot of peoples minds. They've
obviously evolved since those days but the
perception still lives. "

“We differ in that we'll target strictly adults
25-54 ,we have no interest in anything under
25 so our audience complexion will be
completely different from theirs".

things get a bit Tost in the translation, and we

apologise if we perpetuated any inaccuracies.

Anyway...in chatting to ERIC we landed on the rather

fascinating story behind the new US relaunch of the

LP and the mysterious track "Dear God" which has

been burning up college radio.

When Virgin released the LP in Britain, they not only
disregarded TODD'S suggested track sequencing, but
completely omitted the "Dear God" track which he had
singled out as the track to break the band wide open
in the States. Next thing, Geffen picks up the US
option on the LP and it sells, as ERIC says, the
"obligatory" 60-70,000 then dies away. Except that
the UK import 12-inch, on which Virgin had fairly
thoughtlessly put “"Dear God" as a bonus, started
selling in the US and the missing song began to be a
college radio favourite. Before anyone knew it, it
was the number one most requested song at college and

now...Geffen has completely remastered the album with
"Dear God" included, redone the artwork, and they're
repromoting it right now. Which just shows that TODD
was right all along and that the good songs usualTy
win in the end out. Join us again next week for
another cosy fireside story of everday album folk on
Rock Over London (and thanzs for your call, ERIC!).

FINE YOUNG CANNIBALS, the spinoff from THE ENGLISH BEAT
who had a major hit in the UK with "Johnny Come Home™,
are back with an unlikely cover version: it's their
interpretation of "Ever Fallen In Love (With Someone
You Shouldn't Have)", which late in '78 became the
biggest hit single by the old punk favourites THE
BUZZCOCKS, PETE SHELLEY'S old group. The FYC version,
interestingly, 1s produced by JERRY HARRISON of
TALKING HEADS and it's in the "Something Wild" movie.
THE CANNIBALS, in fact, are becoming real cineastes:
they've also written all the music for the new BARRY
("DINER") LEVINSON picture, "The Tin Man".

When SIQUXSIE AND THE BANSHEES were rehearsing for
their new LP Tast year, they went through some 40
possible songs to cover. They whittled them down to
10 and they appear on the LP "Through The Looking
Glass", which is out in Britain this week. Their
version of BOB DYLAN'S "This Wheel's On Fire" has
already made the national Top 20, and the album also
includes the BANSHEES singing THE DOORS ("You've Lost
That Little Gir1") and IGGY POP {"The Passenger").
For anyone who doesn't take too kindly to the new
readings, BANSHEE SEVERIN has a disarming comment
ready: he describes the LP as "part homage and part
sacrilege".

THE STYLE COUNCIL'S "Waiting” single is out this week
with a song called "Francoise" on the back - it's a
vocal version of the theme from the band's film
"Jerusalem". We note, by the way, that that film
title is now preparing as "JerUSAlem".

The cast album "The Phantom Of The Opera", which leapt
straight to number one in the LP chart, stays there
with sales topping 30,000 per day...and the only real
movement in the Top Ten comes from Europe's "The Final
Countdown" which jumps up again from 23 to 10 with the
Top 20 success of their second hit "Rock The Night".
The biggest climber within the Top 100 was an album
that's just celebrated its tenth birthday - FLEETWOOD
MAC'S “Rumours", up and running again from 92 to 46.
There wasn't one new entry, though, in the entire Top
70 of the chart, and only three in the 100. But that
fact did afford Arista Records' great hope, HURRAH!
the distinction of having the highest new entry of the
week with their debut LP "Tell God I'm Here". Ex-
Japan man MIKE KARN entered at 90 with "Dreams Of

LOU GRAMM HOPING TO DO SOME DATES WITH HIS FATHER:
Lou Gramm says if he gets the opportunity to do some
concerts around his hometown of Rochester, he'd 1ike
his father to join him onstage. Ben Grammatico, Sr.,
a sheet metal worker who is retiring this year,
plays trumpet on Gramm's album, "Ready Or Not". "I
think being on his son's album was a little bit of a
kick for him," says Gramm, "and I think it would be
great for him to take the stage with his son."
Grammatico had a 16 piece big band in the '40's and
then played in combos after that. Gramm says his
father eventually gave up music because it was
keeping him away from his family. "We're an Italian-
American family and we're very close knit, and
always have been," Gramm said. "I think that kind of
upbringing has helped me keep a good perspective on
success." Gramm added that if he does do some shows
as a solo artist, he'll probably include Foreigner's

LINDA MC CARTNEY FLORAL DISPLAY WORRIES POLICE IN
, ENGLAND: PoTice in Bath, EngTand, are worried
that a $20,000 floral display put up by Linda
McCartney on the side of a freeway is going to cause
traffic accidents. The hyacinths and primroses spell
out, "Linda McCartney, Bath," in 12 foot letters.
The words are accompanied by an arrow pointing to
the city where an exhibit of her photos is being
held. "It is downright dangerous,” said a spokesman
for the police department. "This stretch of motorway
is already an accident blackspot and one of the
busiest in the world." He called the sign of flowers
"A foolish publicity gimmick."

RARE SPRINGSTEEN ITEM TO BE SOLD: A rare Bruce
Springsteen item is about to go on sale in England.
It's a six track acetate that Springsteen gave to
the head of a major publishing firm in 1973 in the
hopes of having other artists record his material.
The former executive says he was told that he could
do whatever he wanted with the record, and he plans
to advertise its sale in music publications. "It
features all early material recorded with The E
Street Band, and the quality is superb,” he's quoted
as saying. The record includes "The Fever", "Santa
Ana", "Seaside Bar Song", "Bishop Danced", "Zero And
Blind Terry", and "Thundercrack", and is expected to
sell for over $4,000.

LENNON DOCUMENTARY TO INCLUDE AT LEAST TWO NEW SONGS
SAYS PRODUCER: David WoTper pTans to begin production
next month on a feature length documentary about John
Lennon. Wolper, known for producing the miniseries,
"Roots", and last summer's Statue of Liberty
extravaganza, says he's received two boxcars full of
footage from Yoko Ono. The $7 to $10 million film is
to be titled "In My Life". Wolper says never-before-
seen footage includes a number of songs that Lennon
recorded but never released, and that at least two of
the previously unheard songs will be included in the
film. Wolper, a veteran of 300 documentaries, added

that there's more footage on Lennon than he's ever
seen on any single individual because the murdered
Beatle documented virtually everything in which he was
involved. A1l the footage will be returned to Lennon's
estate after the documenatary is completed. A 1988
release is planned.

ALARM MEMBER PLANNING ALL-STAR ALBUM AS TRIBUTE 10

WOODY GUTHRIE: The ATarm is busy recording their new
album with producer Alan Shacklock. When that's
finished, they'11 begin preparing for a summer tour of
the U.S. But Dave Sharp, of the band, is already
planning a project of his own for after that. In
September, Sharp is planning to work on an all-star
album in memory of Woody Guthrie. Guiterist Jeff Trot,
of Wire Train, says when Sharp invited him to play on
the album, he told him he'd already 1ined up
appearances by Ron Wood, John Entwhistle, Keith
Emerson and Bob Dylan.

"We Do A Joke-Off. We do it a little dif-
ferentlythan most stations. We have two dif-
ferent people compete against each other
with a joke and then the listeners vote for
whomever they think has the best joke by
calling an automatic recording line. It
takes the load off of us. It's a great
quarter hour maintenance bit. We do the
joke-off at the :45 and then air the re-
sults at the top of the hour to keep them
hanging in there for awhile."

We had a Wayne Newton sing-alike contest
on a rock format...none of our listeners
knew what he sounded like!"

This is just a taste of what Stevens and
Pruett are up to on a regular basis. The
boys are always up to or into something.

If you find yourself passing through Houston,
tune 'em in -- they made us laugh!

WGTR WAKE-UP ARTISTS

Miami's popular morning
show team of Herman &
McBean recently debuted
their show on WGTR with
a live remote on the
final day of a weekend
arts festival. 1In
honor of the arts
festival, Herman & McBean invented a contest
called "Steamroller Art'". Skip Herman called
us with the details: '"We were broadcasting
our show live from a hotel near the arts
festival and took the show out on a Miami
street for the contest. A lot of people came
down to see what was going on. We had paint
and we had sheets and spread them out on the
street. People poured paint onto the sheets
and then we let them roll over it with the

steamroller. We did five or six pieces of
artwork and we had some fine work, too. We
did play-by-play on the air with, obviously,

the sound of the steamroller making lots of
noise in the background. The final effort
turned out to be the best. I don't know if
the guy got hints after watching where every-
one placed their paint, but after he poured

puddles of paint on the sheet and rolled over
it, he had created himself something Jackson
Pollock would have admired! It wasn't good
enough to cut your ear off for, but...."

"We had some TV folks there, too. A local
television station brought their cameras right in
front of the steamroller, watching it squoosh
through the paint. We also had a mixed
medium effort where people thought that ice
cream would make a nice addition to the thing.
They threw a little of Ben and Jerry's "Cherry
Garcia'" flavored ice cream on there. We had
a good time with it and the winning entry won
a weekend for two at the hotel we were broad-
casting from."

Streamroller Art, live on the streets of
Miami, sounds like a truly unique way to
debut your first show at a new station. We're
looking forward to seeing what tricks Herman
& McBean are up to next and, from what we
understand, they're always up to something.

To help break up the
winter doldrums,KSHE
St, Louis recently
ran a promotion that
sent five listeners
to Jamaica with "Ra-
dio'" Rich Dalton and
John "U-Man" Ulett,
the station's morning
team, who broadcast
from there live, To
win, listeners were
asked to create their own song in 95 sec-
onds or less about why they wanted to go to
Sandle's Resort with the morning show. The
entries ranged from song parodies to origi-
nal songs and some people put together
spoken comedy bits. Creativity and out-
rageousness were the key words. The en-
tries were incredible and KSHE listeners
proved themselves to be quite talented.

This is the third year in a row that KSHE
has done the promotion and this has been
the most successful ever; the station re-
ceived 608 entries. According to KSHE
Promotion Director Jim Marchyshyn, "Lis-
teners had alot of fun with this promotion
even if they didn't win. They called to
say that it was great just to hear their
song played on the air.”

The promotion was sponsored in conjunction
with Budweiser Beer and Sandle's Resort,
Montego Bay. For those stations also
looking to break up the winter doldrums,
or just looking for a great promotion, the
folks at KSHE tell us that Sandle's Resort
loves to work with radio stations and they
are great people to work with,.

WAQX - ROCK AUC 87!

If you happened to be
near the Syracuse,
New York area recently,
and were wired for
sound, these are some
FM of the sounds you
might have heard com-
WAR ing from the local
airwaves: "1 just have to have those Bon
Jovi tickets--I bid $400 dollars for the
package'..."We're back at Rock Auc '87
headquarters, where we've just received
another bid of $450 dollars for the Bon
Jovi package. The phones haven't stopped
ringing and it looks like an all out bidding
war is in progress."

We're sure we couldn't come close to trans-
lating the excitment that was WAQX's second
annual rock auction for the benefit of the
Central New York Food Bank, but judging from
the enthusiastic report we received from
WAQX Asst. PD Lorraine Ra the Syracuse
rock outlet just pulled ofg one "wildly
successful" promotion, that sounded great

on the air.

The idea for the "Rock Auc" charity promotion
was inspired by Bruce Springsteen's 1985
concert at Syracuse's Carrier Dome, after
which he donated $10,000 from his own pocket
to The Central New York Food Bank. WAQX was
so moved by the Boss' concern and generosity,
that they decided to build on Bruce's actions
by putting together a fund raiser of their

own. Thus the "Rock Auc '86" campaign was
born, followed by this year's even more suc-
cessful '87 version.

The station began collecting items donated

by artists, record reps and other industry
folks immediately after last year's promotion
was in the record books. They collected so
much rock n' roll memorabilia in fact that

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they decided to put several packages together.
The station then circulated a bidding guide
throughout the community to alert their list-
eners as to what was up for auction and when
the bidding would start for each item.

The entire on and off-air staff then set up
the auction headquarters at the station
with local media personalities around to

do guest auctioneer appearances. At 10 AM
on Saturday, February 21, the bidding
opened for '"Roc Auc '87'", and the phones
did not stop ringing until the last item
was auctioned off and the event came to a
close eight hours later.

Some of the items and the auction price they
generated included: the Bon Jovi package (A
picture disk; drumsticks used by the band's
Tico Torres, as well as front row tix for

the upcoming show-which weren't even on sale
yet) went for a whopping $600; an autographed
Billy Idol guitar--$575; an autographed box
'o Boss live set---over $300; A Rush platinum
Lp with a blank inscription plate so that the
highest bidder could place his or her name

on it-several hundred dollars and much, much
more. When the bidding ended, WAQX raised
well over last year's total of $6,000.

from the station's listeners, but also
received a ton of TV and newspaper exposure
all weekend long. Commenting on the over-
whelming success of the event, Lorraine

told us, "The most exciting thing about the
'Roc Auc' is how it pulled our staff together
and how we were able to contribute to charity,
because nationally, we hear so much about
what we can do to help, but in this way, we
actually got the whole local community,

with our station-:serving as the vehicle.

The excitement grew when, after months and
months of an incredible amount of work, the
whole thing came together beautifully. Our
entire staff--onand off the air--was here and
involved and it sounded very exciting over
the air. We involved all kinds of local
celebrities and raised a significant amount
of money that we all feel good about giving

With New Age music finding more of

an outlet on radio (The Wave and

KSCO, San Jose), some are predicting
that every market will soon have a
New Age station. Do you agree or
disagree? Would a New Age station
work in your market, and why? Does
New Age have a place in your station's
programming?

JOHN SEBASTIAN, KDKB: "I disagree with that.
Some of the more desperate/creative/experi-
mental-type stations will give this a shot in
isolated markets, but I don't think there will
be a preponderance of New Age stations. My
efforts in EOR--which were much more mass
appeal than this--were not graspedbymanagers,
owners and the powers that be in any kind of
mass appeal way or I'd still be doing it
(although the listeners loved it)...Would a
New Age station work in Phoenix? I don't
think a 100% New Age station would work any-
where, otherwise that's what I would have
done. Speaking as the person that I feel
created this kind of radio, the variety that
the listeners crave is what is lacking with
New Age music. As a part of an eclectic mix
of music, it makes a lot of sense; but as a
format unto itself, I don't think that it will
work here or in any other market. New Age
has a big place in EOR, but as far as what
I'm doing now--an adult Album Rock station--
it's too obscure, experimental and not main-
stream enough for us in rebuilding KDKB. But
there is a way to use it effectively with a
lot of other music that isn't being exposed.
There's a whole body of different kinds of
music that hasn't been exposed that ought to
be and there is a way to mold that all to-
gether in one atmospheric format, and I don't
think that has been maximized yet in the way
that it should be. When we first embarked on
EOR in 1983, we realized there was a great
lack of variety for 25-40s. But going to all
New Age would not be variety, that would be
sameness again, and listeners are looking for
one station that can satisfy their wide
variety of tastes. That's why stations like
KINK, KBCO and WXRT have been so successful
over the years."

DENNY SOMACH, DENNY SOMACH PRODUCTIONS: "I

“definitely agree because every city needs to
have one station where you go to relax. I
don't see New Age stations being competition
for Rock outlets, but I do see them as a
great compliment. A lot of people keep that
one button set on the Beautiful Music station
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so as to have a place to relax. 1 see New
Age stations filling that same need...It
would work very well in Philadelphia, as evi-
denced by the reaction WIOQ is getting to
their New Age at night show. They're seeing
tremendous phone reaction, and we already know
about the sales levels on New Age product.
Most people think that New Age music is exclu-
sively Windham Hill and that's only part of
it. But the real potential for New Age at
Rock stations is really a form of music we
call New Progressive and includes artists
like Tangerine Dream, Jean Michel Jarre,
Patrick Moraz and others."

BOB WALTON, WRDU: "As with any format-of-the-
week, of course there will be quite a few
stations across the country that will adopt
it for a few weeks as a quick fix...No, I
don't think New Age would work in Raleigh. I
think the people that like this music are a
small slice of a demographic and not enough
to support an entire radio station, at least
not here. We service that small slice of the
demographic with New Age/Jazz, both on a
weekly 5-hour Jazz Brunch, 7AM-12Noon on Sun-
days, and with occasional ‘'Jazz Snacks' at
night."

KAREN ANDERSEN SMALL, WGIR: "I agree that a
market with a large population will probably
give New Age a go...A New Age station wouldn't
work here. The format's appeal would not be
wide enough to support a radio station in
this market (let Boston do it)...New Age does
not have a place in our programming right now."

DOUG CLIFTON, KBCO: "I don't think that's
true for every market. New Age music will
work in some markets, but not in others. 1
don't think that a full time New Age station
would work in this market, but I do think
that a station can program a goocd percentage
of New Age music and be successful...We've
been playing New Age music since its incep-
tion. We play many of the Vindham Iill
artists on our jazz show, and we work a small
percentage of New Age music into our regular

format. It gives spice to the sound of the

e —— |
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station. I think a good mix of New Age,
traditional and fusion jazz could be the
Beautiful Music format of the future."

RON GARRETT, KDJQ: "I think that every market

that currently has a Beautiful Music station
could potentially have a New Age station...

I think a New Age station would work in this
market because the demographics are right for
it (25+), and there are a lot of upper middle
class yuppies in this market. There are a
lot of businesses, a lot of offices and a lot
of people with higher educations whom that
type of music would appeal to...No, this
station is definitely an 18-24 core."

FRED LEEMHUIS, KGRQ: "I disagree. It won't
work in small markets. Small market mentality
with clients who put too much emphasis on 12+
ratings. They don't understand core audience
and time-spent-listening. That type of formt
will work in major markets and medium markets
where demographics can be sold better. No,
it won't work here, our market size is too
small...Yes, New Age has a place in our pro-
gramming as variety programming. We run a
syndicated show called 'Musical Starstreams'.
The response to that show is perfect. We
used to run an EOR format with Sebastian and,
if he had stuck with his concept and gotten
a major client, i.e., New York or Chicago,
EOR would still be around today. The differ-
ence between EOR and New Age is that EOR
played less instrumentals."

IVAR HAMILTON, CFNY: "A New Age station would
most likely have moderate success in the
Toronto market. There is no current 24-hour
station of this type here. There would
obviously have to be a tremendous amount of
research and fine tuning before a concrete
position in the ratings could be established.
We have added various New Age records into
regular rotation and have had moderate suc-
cess with some. The biggest problem is
mixing and texturing the New Age with music
of a totally different direction, i.e., the
Mighty Lemon Drops back-to-back with Yanni.
The current station New Age program also
mixes classical and some folk music. This
program runs early on Saturday and Sunday
mornings."

KEVIN VARGAS, KWHL:

"Any time something new and different pops
up at a major station in a major market, we
see the creation of a new trend. Nothing
personal to 'The Wave' but I hope it dies
quicker than a 0.1 activated psunami, for
the simple reason: a station without live
Jocks is just another cold, lifeless station.
I hope this doesn't inspire the New Age of
automation."

BILL WEBBER, JR. WIOQ: "I don't see there
being a New Age exclusive station in every
market. Possibly it might work in the largest
or hippest markets. I can see the Beautiful
Music stations attempting to integrate some of
this genre into their programming...I don't
see a full time New Age music station working
in Philadelphia. I don't see enough demand
for it 24-hours-a-day...Yes, it does. We do
a show called 'The New Age Alternative At
11:00'. It started as a 20-minute feature
that we ran at 10PM and, due to overwhelming
popular demand, we expanded it to an hour and
moved it back to 11:00PM with the feeling
that it was a more appropriate time. We get
more positive listener feedback to this
feature than we do to all our other features
combined. Despite the great response, Istill
feel that this works best as a nighttime
feature and it shouldn't be mixed in with
regular programming around the clock."
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KAREN HEWKO, CFOX:

BRIAN JARRETT, WBGK:

being modern day 'Beautiful Music'. As we
get older, our musical tastes become more
subdued, and those of us who appreciate music
for the art form it is, enjoy New Age for its
standard of excellence. Kitara and Andreas
Vollenwieder are to the 80's what Montavoni
and Mancini were to the 60's and to our
parents. Face it folks, when mom and dad were
in their 30's, they and their friends consid-
ered themselves 'with it' listening to 'Theme
From A Summer Place'. We're that age now, and
no different from them...I think the New Age
format will and should take over the 'Beauti-
ful Music' format--to contemporize it. When
labels like Windham Hill and Polygram, with
their New Age line, see trends established,
and when the announcers around this station
go nuts over the new Windham Hill package,
something's going on. The demos are there...
With the West Coast being traditionally more
laid back, New Age music would definitely
work. As the Beautiful Music demos literally
die off, a New Age format with a 'hip' pre-
sentation could go over well--maybe not be #1,
but there is a void to be filled here in
Vancouver...At the present time, CFOX does not
play New Age music on any kind of block pro-
gramming. We don't have the space because of
other CRTC commitments. However, if the CRTC
would classify New Age music as 'special
interest' the way it has classified jazz (both
of which are mandatory for CFOX to play week-
end mornings), New Age in Canada would see
more success."

LORETTA CRAWFORD, WCLZ:

is room for a station programming New Age in
every market. I don't know if it would work
strictly as a 24-hour format, but it would
work as an element within an Adult Contemp-
orary or AOR format...New Age has a place
along with our specialty jazz programming;
it's the thing that gives us the most listener

response. We run a local show and a syndi-
cated program. The response to both shows is
very high, so much so that the retailers call

us after the show to get a list of what we've
played so they know what to stock."

"No, an entire format

of New Age music 1s not of interest to people
who really like New Age music. It's something
to be taken in small but regular doses like
WCLZ does. We program one hour each weeknight
of New Age music and it's a very, very popular
program. I think we'd be cutting our throats
if we went all New Age. This market is not
ready for all New Age music."

ALAN LAWSON, KTCZ: "I disagree.
be one in every market. The market make-up
has to be right for the format. No, a 24-
hour-a-day New Age station wouldn't work in
our market. We've been on-the-air three
years now with a good diet of New Age music
in special programming and in regular rota-
tion. Our feedback indicates that the
audience is satisfied with the dose it's now
getting. We run 'Musical Starstreams' and
'Portraits In Sound', both are syndicated
programs. And at times we feature New Age
music on our locally produced show, 'The
Laser Hour'. We do use some of the more
melodic, accessible New Age in our daily
programming."

JIM PEMBERTON, WLLZ: "I disagree...some
markets are just not ready for it...in Detroit
---no way!!"

CHIP HOBART, WQFM: "I totally disagree...I
don't think there's a market for it -- that

BRIAN KRYSZ, WKLC: '"Absolutely not...no
fucking way...New Age is gonna go over just
like the Abrams New Music format of three
years ago. I can't see it being in anything
other than the over-saturated top twenty
markets that have too many signals for form-
ats,"

ALAN WHITE, KILO: "I disagree in the short
term, I think that New Age music appeals to
a real sophisticated listener -- it's
passive in a way but it's not, you really
have to know what they're all about in order
to get into them. 1It's not mainstream - I
think in the short run only the big markets
will be able to do well with a format like
that. I don't think it'll spread to the

medium & small markets very fast...Our pro-
file is rock & roll - we don't have a place
for it at KILO."

WBCN, BOSTON, MA M.D.-CARTER ALAN:
"I can't believe I survived last week at
WBCN with our freebie Stevie Ray Vaughan
concert; Brighton Rock's lunchtime show
and an evening broadcast from Nashoba
Valley Ski Resort with a couple thousand
of our closest friends! Thanks to Lou
Gramm for ringing us on-air and letting
us know that he is going to be doing a
solo tour if he ever gets time between
the Foreigner album and tour!...The
Damned album knocks me out. Inconsistent
at best in the past, this seminal
English punk band has matured incredibly
in the past few years. The remake of
'Alone Again Or' is gorgeously produced
and is a sonic delight...The Del Fuegos
album is as fun as their previous best
work and 'Long Slide' is a great prelude
to some other gems like 'News From
Nowhere'.
