Pepper’, Pink Floyd, etc., who are looking for the next
step in the evolution of that kind of music. The
primary audience will be 20-35; people who are too
young to remember Gene Pitney but too old to be into
Poison.

PAUL: With so much Rootsrock being released, there seems to
be a shortage of progressive rooted rock.

LEE: [It's sort of like hard rock. It's always been there, and
the need for it still exists and when somebody comes
out and does it real well, it works. | don't think
progressive rock has ever gone away.

qualities of new progressive?

Most Cinema music will be very symphonic in nature,
sometimes soft but never soft and wimpy. If it's soft,
it will always have a heavy edge to it, again, as in
Pink Floyd. We will also seek etheral and atmospheric
music, but never sleepy. And when the music is
relaxing, it's relaxing from an hypnotic way rather
than a tranquil one. One of the great advantages we
have is to utilize both guitar and keyboard synthesizer
technology to create a wide spectrum of sounds. And
i's rather unlikely we would get involved with
anything too acoustic.

‘Gee, | liked their last one, I'll buy it, even though 1
may not know who the artist is. It's a Cinema record,
| know what kind of music it's going to be."

PAUL: Will Cinema acts tour?

DENNY: All our artists are tourable. Instead of doing the
club tour or doing the opening spot on the big
shows, we're looking to do what used to be done
in the late '60's and early '70's-like putting
bands in planetariums or doing a concert in the
Grand Canyon. Things like what Jean-Michel
Jarre did last year in Houston where he played to
500,000, with a light show in the sky--and it was
a free concert. Staging events.

PAUL: | understand that some unusual packaging is part of
the label's “re-think" philosophy.

DENNY: We're using a deep space concept. We're utilizing
NASA footage but not the photos that we've all
seen, like the guy on the moon, but the ones that
you never see.

PAUL: With today’s technology, the time seems right for a
high tech label.

DENNY: The Technology is ready for this now. If you
look back on history, the Lp became really big
when people started buying component stereo
systems instead of the one-piece unit where you
stack the records. Now everyone has CD players
and Walkmans, and a lot of Cinema music is
headphone music. CD players are the rage, and
this will be a big CD label. This kind of music is
suited for CDs.

PAUL: Will Cinema releases be targeted for AOR?

DENNY: The records aren't being made for radio. The
idea is to make something so amazing that radio
can't ignore it. It's going to be more of a
buzz/word of mouth thing. However, on all
Cinema records there will be one or two tracks
that can be embraced by Album Radio. It's just
like Windham Hill-they sell millions of records
and you don’t hear them on the radio, until
recently.

FREHLEY STARTING REHEARSALS FOR FIRST TOUR IN TWO

YEARS: Former Kiss member Ace Frehley began rehearsals
with his band, Frehley’s Comet, for his first tour since March,
1985. The tour begins June 20th in upstate New York. Anton
Fig, who handled drums and percussion on the new album, will
not be in the band. He has been replaced by another
drummer, Billy Ward. Frehley says they'll be doing most of
the album as well as a few songs from his days with Kiss,
such as "Shock Me,” "Rip It Out" and "New York Groove."
"New York Groove," was actually from the solo album Frehley
recorded in 1978 when all four members of Kiss released
albums simultaneously. it was the only hit from any of the
solo records,” Frehley boasted. Frehley, who left Kiss in
1983, say’s he's spent the two years since Frehley's Comet
last performed trying to find the right record label, securing
the deal and finding the right management. Frehley says he's
also been writing songs since 1983 which left him with plenty
to choose from for his album, though his single, “Into The
Night," was written by Russ Ballard. Frehley says he keeps in
touch with his former bandmates and sees Peter Criss
occasionally. He hasn't seen Gene Simmons or Paul Stanley in
a couple of years, but speaks with them on the phone.
Frehley is planning to make the song, “Rock Soldiers® his next
video.

STARSHIP: The Starship is now a four piece band. Bassist
Pete Sears is out of the line-up after 13 years. The new
Starship single, “It's Not Over 'Till It's Over" is scheduled for
release June 12th.

Morning show host Max Floyd, clad in surgical greens, was on
hand to describe the sights and sounds of back surgery being
performed on a woman who must have been a big fan of
KYYS. Floyd's partner, Frankie Hutchison, was in a room
next door with Jameson who produced the show. The third
morning show member, John Har, was handling things back at
the station.

The surgery was performed by neurologist Dr. Ketcherside. A
friend of John Hart's, Ketcherside is ocassionally a character
on the morning show and goes by the name “Dr. Brain". They
call him whenever they have a medical question. Scott
explained, "When Dick Howser had brain cancer it was a very
serious, very sensitive issue. All the jokes were put aside and
‘Dr. Brain’ gave a real layman’s insight into what the disease
was and what the complications were. On the other hand, the
live broadcast was meant to be fun and lighthearted, nothing
really serious.”

The morning crew put together a series of pre-production bits
to play throughout the show. They taped a conversation with
the woman the day before the operation asking her questions
like: Are you scared? Why do you want to do it? Why do
you want to do it on the radio? They kept the show very
light. At one point Frankie announced that the station would
give $102 to any woman who delivered a baby at the hospital
between 6AM and 9AM. That was a pretty safe bet for the
station, that hospital doesn't deliver babies.

Regarding the idea behind the broadcast Scott Jameson stated,
"We weren't trying to make a big statement, | just wanted to
do it because it's never been done before. It's fun and it's
different. Some people are gonna like it. Some people aren't
gonna like it, but it created talk.

They
gave no real reason for the city's closing and within an hour
they had created such a stir that a police officer came up to
the station and told them to stop. The station received
incredible local and national coverage from this event.

Carolyn also managed to get a call into “The Refrigerator®
when Chicago was in the Super Bowl with the Patriots. She
pretended she was the Refrigerator's mother and spent a half
an hour trying to get through to him at his hotel. She

finally found someone stupid enough to let her through. She
was very nice to him and wished him good luck in the game,
but he just grumbled and hung up on her.

Carolyn's latest coup was creating a phrase that all of
Providence has picked up on. For many months she’s been
telling people to "have a large day.” It's become such a
popular catch phrase in Providence that the station went so
far as to have extra large t-shits made up with the saying

How would you define your station's
image in your market? What effective
image enhancing promotions, marketing
campaigsn and programming features
has your station done lately?

LIN BREHMER, WXRT: 'Our fifteen years on-the-
air provide us with an enviable stability in
the business community and a largely unpar-
alleled commitment to new artists in the
musical community. The musical direction of
the station Las always appealed to the more
mature rock listener which has reflected in
qQualitative ratings and are usually only
succeeded by Chicago's classical station. In
the way that we present ourselves on-the-air
we tend to be music intensive, listener
friendly, and we feel that our audience has
the intelligence to appreciate our award
winning commitment to news and information
...We do very little in the way of day-to-
day record/ticket giveaway promotions, and
concentrate our promotional efforts towards
larger events and special presentations
tying in as the official station for the
world's largest blues festival, for example,
or promoting local appearances by up-and-
coming artists at very low prices in an
effort to establish the artist in Chicago."

BILL PUGH, WKLS: "We are the rock 'm roll
station,,.Pure rock 'n roll, which is
basically saying that we don't play a lot
of crossover material. With a market that is
served by 3 Top 40's, a couple of AC's,
there's no real need to be all that durable
to a female audience. We reinforce that
position (pure rock 'n roll) with everything
we do as far as billboards, TV, bumper-
stickers. It means that we're also
contemporary, but we're not overlooking the
past. We're the heritage station in town.
We promote that, our 13 years as an AOR,
the only AOR in town. Some of the things
we do to enhance that image are specialty
weekends, listener involvement, etc.

We're turning the clock back to June 1st,
1967, for the release of 'Sgt. Pepper' and
we're doing a whole day a la 1967 with CD
player giveaways, CD's, club promotions
and the music, and our jocks reflecting
that...Along with this is our 'Summer Of
Love' promotion, sending listeners to see
The Dead in San Francisco, and also to
London to see Abbey Road. A lot of the
promotions we do are targeted to 18-34;
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“no love lost”’
from the album

25-34; and 25~44 male and adults.
Basically, we're a good, fun pure rock 'n
roll station."

DAVE LOGAN, KFOG: "The AOR leader...One of
‘the things we've done is a Monday thru Thursday
day feature called the KFOG Adventure Hour.
Monday thru Thursday at 9:00 P.,M. ~ Monday
night ~ the KFOG Deadhead Hour...Tuesday
night ~ Midnight Dread (an hour of Reggae)..
Wednesday night ~ Musical Starstreams (the
one hour version, new age)...Thursday night
- The Blues Power Hour (rock 'n blues). 1
think we've gotten to the point where people
have heard 'Down On The Corner' for the
11 thousandth time...So for an hour, it's
early enough, and it's music intensive e-
nough;from a speciality programming nature,
that it gives people a reason to listen to
the radio.”

Our
image as a leader with new music in Philly
has been greatly enhanced by our successful
co-promotions of both Bruce Hornsby and
Crowded House on their first visits to the
city. Replaying live cuts from these con-
certs continues to reinforce this position...
Our promotional thrust is focused towards the
adult listener who may have children, with
prizes like the WIOQ Beach House - giving
away ten weeks at an ocean front home for
ten people per week ~ geared to the whole
family. Our TV spot, featuring local people
with the same name as rock stars performing
well-known videos, is the talk of the city
and presents the station as a witty, fun
alternative for hip adults.”

Over the last six months we've made
the appropriate changes to reflect our heri-
tage position. KSJO is the longest running
album rock station in the Bay #Area (the
station recently celebrated its 19th birthday)
and we have done significant programming and
marketing changes to reflect that...Program-
ming wise we've instituted the Classic Rock
Electric Lunch during the noon hour, along
with paying great lip service to our heritage
and longevity in the market. Also bringing
back jocks like The Lobster and Billy Vega
has drummed home our heritage in this area
as well. We've also highly enhanced our
high tech image in a high tech area like the
Silicon Valley with several major compact
disc player promotions, coupled with the fact
that we are playing most of our music on CD
(KSJO does a Compact Disc Hour weeknights at
11:00PM). KSJO's image in the past has pri-
marily been a 12-24 hard rock station. We
have worked hard over the last few months to
speak to the 25-40-year-olds in the market.
As a result of this, even though our 12+
winter ratings were down, we showed a 45%
increase in men 25-34. This encouraging bit
of news means that we are moving in the right
direction in terms of upgrading our image."

GLENN STEWART, WHJY: "WHJY is Southern New
England's home of rock and roll, but our
market-leading upper demo numbers support
our claim as an 'adult' station too. Credit
proper dayparting for that. Recent focus
groups have also confirmed that we are the
first station to go to for concert informa-
tion and entertaining personalities. We
support this image with fun promotions like
this week's 'Live From LAY trips and broad-
cast, $5,000 spending sprees, and our 'Out-
rageous' contest. In everything we do, we
aim to create a buzz. And it works."

BILL WISE, WGTR: "Our image is the world's

Ranking in
quality with such Canadian exports as Neil
Young and fine whiskey, Bruce Cockburn
sEou%dn’t have to wait for a miracle this time.
American radio should be jumping all over this
double album (with eleven extra trax on the
CD) on Gold Mountain/MCA...Single Of The Week
honors go to Roger Waters, who sounds like
anything but Pink FIozH with 'Radio Waves',

a perfect poppy summer song--much better than
'The Pros And Cons of Hitchhiking'...Progres-
sive/ aggressive radio stations that are looking
for those elusive teen numbers should take

note of 'Possessed To Skate' by Suicidal .
Tendencies. This one drives the kids crazy.

No plans yet to release it
as a video clip, however it will be part of his upcoming video album. GABRIEL will be on
the road most of the rest of the year, including a two-week U.S. tour starting in mid-July.
And he says he hopes to play a solo set at the Moscow portion of this September’s All Star
"Rock The World" Concert for Greenpeace. That concert is still being organized...STING is
on the Carribbean lIsland of Montserrat, where he's just begun recording the follow-up to
“The Dream Of The Blue Turtles”. No release date has been set yet. Once he finishes the
record, STING plans to make another movie. It'll be called “Stormy Monday”, and Sting
plays a nightclub owner mixed up in organized crime. His co-star is MELANIE GRIFFITH,
last seen in JONATHAN DEMME'S "Something Wild"...EURYTHMICS’ ANNIE LENNOX will
make her dramatic television debut next fall on an episode of "ABC-TV Theatre". She plays
an English girfl in search of a room in a production of “The Room®, a play by HAROLD
PINTER. It's not ANNIE'S first acting job. She had a small part in the AL PACINO film
“Revolution”. ANNIE and DAVE STEWART are also readying a EURYTHMICS live album
which should be out by mid-summer..A month into their U.S. tour, DEEP PURPLE have
started recording their shows and plan to have a live album out before Christmas. It'll be
their first official live album since 1971's “Made In Japan". They'll also be fiming some of
the shows for an accompanying full length concert video.
