CILQ RE-SETS MANAGEMENT: BOB MACKOWYCZ PD; DON
SHAFER VP/GM

As Toronto's CILQ celebrates its 10th anniversary as an album
rocker, it has re-set station management, appointing a new PD
and a new VP/GM. As predicted here last week, Asst. PD Bob
Mackowycz, a 10 year Q-107 vet and the last of the original
full-time staffers, has been elevated to PD. Concurrently,
Don Shafer, PD at Westcom sister station CFMI, Vancouver,
heads east as Q's new VP/GM. Together they replace

outgoing VP/GM/PD Gary Slaight.

‘Gary really did teach me almost everything | know about
radio,” Bob told DIRT ALERT!, "so the question of filling his
shoes doesn't apply. Those are shoes you can't fill. I'm
planning to continue the work that we've done and my basic
premise is, if it ain't broke, don't fix it. So there's no truth
to the rumors of the all Blow Monkeys format.”

Bob started at Q-107 in '77 producing concert reviews. That
eventually evolved into the "Six O'Clock Rock Report”, a
highly successful daily 60 minute program. Named MD in 81,
Mack moved up to Asst. PD three years later. With a decade
of AOR under its belt, what does Bob envision for Q-107 over
the next ten years? °| think the name of the game in radio
with the way things have fragmented, is to know who your
audience is and super-gervice that audience. So, musically no
changes are planned. We're in sort of a unique position
because of the nature of our Canadian content and our
aggressive stance on local music. None of that will change.
After the rock wars here over the last few years, we've
positioned ourselves as the only rock 'n roll station in the
market. You'd have to be an idiot to mess with that.*

Q’s anniversary bash, dubbed "The Party Of The Year" by the
Toronto Star, was highlighted by a blazing jam featuring the
Partland Bros., Kim Mitchell, Tom Cochrane, and Steve Earle
who layed out a sizzling °Like A Rolling Stone". On-air
guests included Bryan Adams, Robert Plant, Huey Lewis, The
Cult and Ace Frehley. Sez Bob, “Everybody in the
programming strategy meetings says you have to be like
television in that people have to discuss what happened on
your station around the water cooler the next day at work.
Often that's just a programming cliche, but in this case it was
true, people were out on the streets saying, ‘Did you hear
what happened? I've go to get home because | don't want to
miss what's going to happen next."

Don Shafer comes to his first VP/GM assignment with an
impressive programming portfolio, including eleven years at
CFOX, Vancouver, as PD. His airwork history includes stints

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THE DAY R DIED IN ANTONI

At approximately 3:30AM this past Tuesday, during a storm
that let much of Texas running for cover, the KISS, San
Antonio tower was ripped out of the ground and mangled by
what the local weather service called a "wind shear,” causing
the station to go off the air for 15 hours. PD Jimmy
Christopher and Asst. PD/MD Tom Scheppke are not
meteorologists, but if you ask them, their broadcast was cut
off by a tornado. The KISS tower, located in China Grove,
Texas—-one of four to be damaged or destroyed during the
incident—is designed to withstand up to 180 mph winds. Must
have been one hell of a wind shear. °| saw the KNAC tower
bent in half like a paper clip once, but this was worse,’
Christopher told FMQB. “The towers were just ripped right
out of the ground and bent like a pretzel. It was an awful,
horrible sight and one | don't ever want to see again.’
Thanks to the diligence of station engineers, KISS was back
on line later that day through the use of a makeshift tower—
an antenna strapped to the top of a 135 foot cranel But in
the tradition that makes AOR the leading format on the
airwaves, the station tumed the incident, which Scheppke
dubbed “The Day Rock Died" in San Antonio, into one clever
promotion. Now, when KISS listeners hear the sound of
thunder on the air, the seventh caller wins a KISS survival
pack complete with things like a KISS T-shirt, a piece of the
old tower and an aircheck (just in case it happens again).
Winners of the survival pack are then registered for a grand
prize drawing in which the winner receives a color TV.

history pre-War, as you might say, including songwriting
credits for “"Sorrow* and *My Boyfriend's Back® and
membership of the STRANGELOVES, who did the original
version of " Want Candy" which was a Top Ten UK hit for
BOW WOW WOW in 1982.

But it will, we hear, be featuring on a film soundtrack, details
of which will be announced soon.

CLARE_GROGAN, the former ALTERED IMAGES lead singer

who as we reported last week is back with a new single called

London Records, due at the end of the month and titled
“Trash Mad*. The single was produced by Mark Kamins, who
lays a claim to having discovered MADONNA.

THE ALARM, due for one of the support siots on U2's British

More information about The Roxy co-presenting the weekly TV
music show along with DAVID JENSEN (voted Independent
Local Radio DJ of the year) will be Kevin Sharkey who's
black, Irish and very hip...Kevin's relatively unknown this side
of the Irish Sea but his quirky personality and interest in sout
music should make him the perfect foil for Jensen who'll tend
towards the more mainstream rock items. Nescafe, who
already sponsor the Network chart on radio, will sponser it on
The Roxy too, and it'll be updated before the show airs both

record sales. We also hear that the show intends to expand
its coverage beyond the 40 to the Top 75.

Voice" appearing at 27 and THE SMITHS previously import-
only set "Louder Than Bombs" debuting at 38. Further down
the listing, ANDY TAYLOR made a modest start to his post-
Duran UK chart career at “Thunder” entered at 61.

Just to preview next week's look at the album chart, advance

orders in the UK for the SIMPLE MINDS LP reached 300,000,
so it should make a very healthy debut. ‘In The City Of
Light was originally intended to be an all Australian
recording but Jim Kerr says when they listened back to those
tapes they sounded ‘just professional®.

Unless you've been living under a rock recently, you should
all know that the June 1st release of "Sgt. Pepper" on
compact disc celebrates the 20th anniversary of the "Sgt.
Pepper" album. Rock Radio stations across the country have
found numerous ways to tie into this event ranging from live
broadcasts from London to time slides in programming back to
1967. Here is just a hint of some of the "Sgt. Pepper

IH[ mup. FMHB. Abbey Road Studios. Midday

personality, Bob Stroud,
hosted the show which was heard on both the LOOP-FM and
the new LOOP-AM. Alan Parsons, Steve Perry, Edwin Starr
and Beatles' publicist Derek Taylor were just a few of the
guests who stopped by the studio for interviews. The station
also gave listeners a chance to join Stroud in London by
asking them to answer five "Sgt. Pepper” trivia questions
correctly. Out of all the correct entries, five winners were
picked in a random drawing. The winners were entitled to
roundtrip airfare, hotel accomadations, a rock and roll tour of
London, a tour of London's pubs, admission to the current hot
rock clubs and a chance to participate in the live broadcasts.

WLUP in Chicago broadcast
live for four days from the

WKLS, Atlanta turned their
clocks back on June 1st, 1987
to June 1st, 1967. Their
broadcast in the year 1967
P“'@ R“k 'n' Roll from B6AM to midnight,
featured lots of Beatles’

songs and drop-in segments from an interview with George
Martin as well as Mike Love, Timothy Leary and Roger
McGuinn to mention a few. The evening of June tst, WKLS
broadcast live from the "Sgt. Pepper* party they held at a
local club. They gave away incense at the door, and CD
players, lava lamps and blacklights were the prizes for best
costume. In addition to these prizes, one winner was selected
to win the grand prize of a round-trip for two to see the
Grateful Dead in San Francisco. The "Sgt. Pepper” party was
a huge success; they had a great turn out and WKLS received
coverage by all three local television networks.

WBLM in Portland, Maine
also sent their listeners into
a 1967 time warp on June
1st. Just after midnight they
dropped in "Twilight Zone®-
style sound effects, hit the
top of the hour ID and were
107.5 instantly in the year 1967.
The station stayed in
character from midnight to
midnight. They dropped in speeches and news pieces from the
time, talked about what was on TV in 1967, how much cars
cost then, etc., totally re-living the year. The station put
listeners on-the-air to relay their own stories from '67.
People talked about being in Vietnam or in San Francisco for
the "Summer Of Love". As an extra added treat, everytime a
listener heard a track from °Sgt. Pepper” they could <call in to
win the CD and all CD winners were automatically entered
into a drawing to win a CD player. The twenty-four hour
radio presentation was well received by WBLM listeners and it
was even covered by the local TV news.

WBYR in Buffalo celebrated
the release of "Sgt. Pepper"
with a series of events. One
O @ listener and a guest were
sent to London for a week to
see the Abbey Road Studios,
London’s best pubs and clubs, and of course the famed tour of
Liverpool to visit Aunt Mimi’s house, Penny Lane
and Strawberry Fields. The Bear also gave listeners a chance
to win a compact disc player. When entrants names were
heard on-the-air they had ten minutes and seven seconds to
call in and win. To really get into the spirit of 1967, WBYR
held the world’s largest Twister party for charity and, in
conjunction with a local Mobil station, they turned gasoline
prices back to what they were in 1967 while 'BYR
personalities broadcast live from the roof of the station.
