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MICK JAGGER, 'LETS WORK', COLUMBIA
Your audience not only tolerates someone of Mick's stature going outside traditional
AOR bourdariss, they expect it. After all, remember '78's "Miss You"? "Let's Work"
continues tha: heritage of danceable rock that everyone can move and groove to and
you can bet this infectious Jamaican flavored rhythm mutha will cross formats faster
than the Conccrde crosses continents. Using a modest electrobeat, steel drums and just
enough guitar, Mick and co -producer Dave Stewart whip up a tribal tropical singalong
that hits, hooks and KO's by third listen. Bang it all day long --what better way to get
'em to listen at work.

AEROSMITH, 'PERMANENT VACATION', GEFFEN
When it comes to blending blues, funk, pure rock and humor, Aerosmith are at the top
of their class. And ain't it great to see one of rock's originals back in peak form with
one of the fastest starting phone maulers this year ("Dude" slams into the #1 Most
Requested spct in two weeks, lunging 13-5* Trax). Now sink your fangs into a
comeback album extraordinaire. For starters try "Rag Doll" --it's the bad boy boogie of
"Last Chilc' dressed up in horns. Then segue to "Hangman Jury", a wicked harp 'n
bottleneck blies buster, or groove to the soft shoe shuffle of "St. John" with its
wonderful double tracked harmonies. Hey, there's even a power ballad, a spacey
instrumental and a Beatles' cover. Diverse, deep and a damn good time!

TIMOTHY E. SCHMIT, 'BOYS NIGHT our. MCA
Desert rock meets blue-eyed soul in this one -listen, end of Summer smash. This Eagles
and Poco vetreams up with pen pals Will Jennings (Steve Winwood) and Bruce Gaitsch
("Don't Mean Nothing") to yield a smooth high tech Southern California cooler. We
can't decide what we like best-the deep Frey-ed call and response vocals, those wailing
female back-ups or that clean uncluttered production. Put it all together and it spel s
OTB. Now that Richard Marx has helped revive one of the biggest sounds of the 70s,
why not hand the baton to one of the dudes who helped start it. Right on.

KISS, 'CRAZY, CRAZY NIGHTS', MERCURY
Before you limit this melodic mofo's potential with any unjustified stereotyping consider
these facts: the Kiss Army ain't kids no more --they've grown up and so has the bands
music. Their last effort tipped the platinum scales, the tour was SRO from east to west
and their longevity is especially significant given the here -today -gone -tomorrow nature
of the Pure .ock genre. On "Crazy, Crazy Nights" Kiss salutes their fans in what's
sure to be an anthem for their ever-expanding army. This time Messrs. Stanley and
Simmons leaA.e the driving to producer Ron Nevison, who forges a big fat sound
highlighted by an arena sized chorus and Bruce Kulick's Stones -like fills guitar. Expect
heavy, heavy phoneage!

R.E.M., 'DOCUMENT, I.R.S.
We've been rar ng to spread the good word on this brilliant Lp ever since Dr. Lyons -
turned ow heads with it at the Midwest Conclave in July. Yes, R.E.M.'s given us their
most radio ready track ever with "The One I Love" (#3 Most Added with 123, new at
28* Trax, #9 Most Requested), but don't let the vinyl tidal wave prevent you from
discovering the rest of R.E.M.'s masterpiece. On "It's The End Of The World As We
Know It (And I Feel Fine)", the nihilism of the 90s meets one of the best singalong
choruses since the 60s in what should be their biggest Rock Radio song ever. And
"Finest Worktong" and "Welcome To The Occupation" represent quantum leaps forward.
It's their finest hour.

STRANGE WA"S, 'ONLY A FOOL', RCA
Nothing strarge about these guys. Sure they're Scottish, but their sound is
unmistakably American and they've come up with a song some major league outfits
would sell thsir mothers for. A slick slow cooker, "Only A Fool" drips hooks: searing
guitar licks, a-mospheric keyboard chords and a punchy, reliable backbeat. But the real
deal here is the evocative voicing of lead singer Terry Brock. Vocally he's a dead ringer
for Steve Perrin and when he leans into that "don't walk away" chorus all we can say is
bring on tne album! A polished yet potent debut.

SHOP TALK

With Sheik Ayatollah, Manager Of Champions/Creator Of
Legends....

MD: Sheik, babe, where have you been and why all the

silence?

SHEIK: Well, I've been away, I've been back to the

Fatherland, I've been getting re -energized, revitalized, and

rejuvinated. But now let me tell ya, the master planner, the
master of disaster, the man who wrote the book, the man who
not only has all the answers, but the man who changes all the
questions, is back!! As you kr ow, I've personally guided bands
like Metallica, Motley Crue, Dokken straight to the top of the
charts. After doing all that, I felt it was time for a change.

SHEIK: The Shiek may have resided in the midwest, but the
Sheik is confined by no boundaries, regional, political or

otherwise.. The Sheik is bad, he's worldwide, he can handle
anything, anytime!

MD: Rumor has it you consult Z -ROCK, is this true?

SHEIK: That is absolutely true, not only do I consult Z -
ROCK, they personally come to me for guidance. They came
to me and said "Sheik, Metal is happening, how do we do it?
What do we do? I gave them the answers, I clued them in, I

gave them a system. My #1 man Wild Bill Scott, he's down
there taking care of business!

MD: How many bands owe you their lives for breaking their
careers?

SHEIK: As you know, Mr. Metal Detector, when the Sheik
chooses to get involved in a bands career, good things happen!
The list is a long and endless one, just ask people like Don
Dokken, ask the boys in Metallica, ask the boys in Metal

Church, when the Sheik gets involved in careers, big things

happen! But that's all in the past, the future is looming

ahead and the future is a band called Shok Paris!

MD: So I.R.S has signed a metal band, tell me about it...

SHEIK: Not only has I.R.S. signed a metal band, I.R.S has
showed a lot of taste, alot of class, a lot of dignity, alot of
distinction... before they went and signed a metal band, they
went and looked up a metal maniac. They called my good

friend Dr. Barry Lyons, in from Chicago, the windy city and
said come out to L.A. He did and then he called the Shiek
and said -what do I do, Who do I sign? I found them a band
called Shok Paris, and let me tell ya something Metal dude,
when you hear these guys, the roof is gonna be raised, the
rafters are gonna be blown up. It's gonna be pandemonium,
it'll be running wild.

MD: As the Sheik sees it today, what is the current state of
Metal?

SHEIK: As I see it, the band that currently sets the standard
by which we deliniate the pretenders from the contenders is
Metallica, clearly a band at the top of their form, at the top
of their game, a band that is ready to walk that aisle, a band
that can walk that walk, talk that talk, a band that can do it
all! The state of Heavy Metal is that it's great, it's

happening, it's alive, it's vibrant, it's street!

Strings and acoustic flavoring add weight
to this new single from the forthcoming Lp "Strangeways Here
We Come".

PET SHOP BOYS, "IT'S A SIN', EMI/MANHATTAN
The Pet Shop Boys weave harmony and melody throughout this
textured tune. The boys are masters of the pop melody and
on "It's A Sin", the story shines over shimmering keyboards
and booming percussion. It's a sin that it may remind you of
Barry Manilow's "Could It Be Magic", but once you get past
the borrowed melody, it's a treasure.

BUCKWHEAT ZYDECO, 'ON A NIGHT LIKE THIS', ISLAND
Riding high on the new wave of zydeco music are Stanley
(Buckwheat) Dural and his band, Ils Sont Partis ('they've left'

for all you Americaines). Zydeco (accent on first syllable) is

the black dance music of French speaking Louisiana. With

"On A Night Like This", Buckwheat mixes contemporary
flavors with the traditional bluesy sound of zydeco music and
turns this Dylan tune into a rousing mover with a smokin'
accordian. Check this out and it'll change your image of the
accordian, it's not just for Lawrence Welk polkas.

LES RITA MITSOUKO, 'C'EST COMME CA", VIRGIN
Oui, it's French. So tell me you understand all the words to
all American rock songs...and you like them, right? As

Valerie Pittman, WRAS says: "If you speak French, you'll love
it. If you don't speak French, you'll love it twice as much.
What a hot add!" "C'est Comme Ca" produced by Bowie/Bolan
maestro Tony Visconti is a powerful rocker with an undeniable
beat. Sounding a bit like Siouxsie, vocalist Catherine Ringer
huskily belts out a hook ladened chanson well worth the
listen. C'est facile.

NORTHERN PIKES, 'DANCING IN A DANCE CLUB', VIRGIN
Canada's music fans and critics have been aware of Northern
Pikes for four years. With the release of "Big Blue Sky', we
here south of the border finally gain access to their music.
"Dancing In A Dance Club" is an uptempo pop tune in the
1979 new wave explosion vein. Their fresh talent, energy and
raw passion add texture to this pop gem. With "The Things I

Do For Money" being released as the first 12" to radio, dig
deeper and take a spin with "Dancing In A Dance Club".

NEW ORDER, 'SUBSTANCE', OWEST/WB
"Substance" is a compilation of singles from New Order which
includes their latest hit "True Faith". Although the Lp is

comprised of singles, some of their hits are painfully absent in
this compilation ie: "Dreams Never End" and "Age Of
Consent". For those not familiar with New Order, this is a

good starting point (Try "Fact 50") and for collectors, a must.

WIJR's Larry 'The Duck Dunn speaks with
John Campbell of It's Immaterial...

Larry I understand you call 'Driving Away From Home" your
first truly British road song.

John: We had this kind of country flavor and rhythm on an
acoustic guitar and we decided to actually blend a bit of our
own kind of English roots and create this kind of driving feel
for England. In the idea there's a bit of sarcasm. Obviously,
London's the capitol of England so we created this driving
song that drove away from London. It had kind of tinges of
the political environment in England at the time so it was
kind of a subtle dig at quite a few things. But mainly there's
a sense of humor in there as well that hopefully people can
pick out.

Larry. I could hear this song on a future movie soundtrack if
the movie was right.

John: Yes, we got approached by a couple of directors in
England. And a couple of TV ads, ferry companies that run
between Britain and France wanted to use the song to kind of
tempt people to go to France for the holidays on board their
particular ferry. It actually kind of looked like at some point
it may be misused, but we're okay, it's still quite pure.

Larry Everyone can relate to a song like "Driving Away
From Home".

John: There is quite a universal sentiment in the song. The
idea of getting away for a few days appeals to everybody.

Larry. You started writing this record in 1985?

John: That's right, with the record just coming out now over
here and it being two years old for me, to actually keep
thinking about it in a refreshed frame of mind is pretty

difficult at times. But it's pleasant enough.

Larry There's a great song called "Space" on the album.

John: This was kind of a gracious dig about the New York
avant garde set. You know people like Laurie Anderson who I
actually admire and like but at times think they take
themselves much too seriously and arty, there's not enough
humor in it. It was just again, dealing with a very simple
topic. We all create the space we need.

Larry. Will you tour this country?

John: If things start to move a little, we're hoping to come
back maybe at the end of October.

WAVE GOES NATIONWIDE: SMN AND

METROPOLITAN TEAM UP TO TAKE
FORMAT TO EVERYTOWN, USA

It's been called everything from "audio wallpaper for yuppies"
to "the first truly new format since AOR in 1968." Call it

what you will, the Wave, that much -touted 25-54 targetted
format that mixes soft rock, light jazz and melodic new age,
may soon be coming to a stick near you. Introduced just
seven months ago by Metropolitan's KTWV, Los Angeles, the
atmospheric mood service will soon be distributed nationwide
via satellite, thanks to a joint venture by Metropolitan and
Satellite Music Network, the same fun loving bunch that
brought you Z Rock.

'The net feed is an almost song -by -song duplication of
KTWV," says SMN VP Programming Robert Hall. "That

includes the jingles, inserts and timelets (top of the hour
ID/timechecks). It's like buying a McDonald's franchise. You
get the programming, the billboards, the marketing,

everything.' Programming will originate from SMN's Chicago
studios. Like KTWV, satellite Wave will employ no DJs. SMN
has already inked two top 100 affiliates, according to
Chairman John Tyler, with leads in a dozen more markets.
Hall expects to "wrap up" the top 50 markets by the summer
of '88.

"It's especially gratifying to see something like the Wave go
to the next level and to be accepted to the degree that it's
now going to be a national format," said KTWV Director of
Programming Frank Cody, who retains that position while
taking on new programming responsibilities with the Wave
network. "I have a tremendous admiration and respect for
Metropolitan, (Met Prez) Carl Brazell, KTWV VP/GM Howard
Bloom and the team of people that put all this together.
Particularly Metropolitan and Carl for taking the risk and
trying something new in a business where people rarely take
risks. I'm also especially pleased and gratified by the fact
that this is opening the door for so much great music."

But a big question looms regarding the viability of this young,
somewhat experimental format for mainstream America. Will

the Wave work, say, in Wichita? Cody believes that if you
extract Hollywood and Beverly Hills, Southern California really
is representative of middle America, and Bloom points out that
within 28 weeks KTWV has risen from the 30's to the Top 10
in Metro rank with 25-54 Adults, with 85-95% of its audience
coming from that target cell. "It can definitely work in the
medium and small markets," insists Cody. 'That was one of
the things that came out of the research to launch the Wave.
This music appeals to all kinds of people, particularly to those

between 25 and 50. You've got a large segment of adults who
have been looking for something a little different that would
satisfy their needs for a mood that is relaxing but not

soporific.'

SMN's Hall is a little more pragmatic, saying satellite Wave is
more suited to white collar markets like Austin or Madison.
"We have a formula devised from our research and we kind of
slide rule the market so we can determine whether it will

work in the market." And Cody reasons that "Those markets
where the music has been most accepted are the markets
where the Wave will perform better out -of -the -box than in

markets that have been slower to respond to the music,"
adding that those markets have high concentrations of white
collar populations at higher income levels.

Two new programming positions have opened up as a result of
the SMN/Metropolitan venture. KTWV is looking for a full-
time programmer to work under Cody on day-to-day station
programming. "It's probably a PD position," says Bloom,
noting that the position will be filled 'once we have an
identification of the specific time Frank will be involved with
the network." And an Op Mgr's position has been created for
the Wave net. Based in Chicago, he'll execute the satellite
format, reporting to Cody.

HUGHES SPLITS SOURCE. RETURNS
TO LOCAL RADIO AS WRDU PD

Michael Hughes is back in local radio. The former WIOT,
Toledo PD has resigned as Manager, Program Administration at
NBC's Source network to program WRDU, Raleigh effective
September 14.

"I'm getting back to doing what I love to do --programming
local radio," Michael told FMQB. "We had a big success in
Toledo and I wanted to get back. WRDU's in good shape, but
just good. I think they're winning by default. The radio
station is solid and I think they're on target. They're just
ready for the tweaking that will put them over the top."

Look for a sharper, more aggressive promotional stance and a
wider demographic spread when Hughes takes the 'RDU helm
next month. "They own the upper demos and we want to
skew a little younger but still protect those precious upper
demos and go for #1."

Hughes joined '10T in '83 as a weekender. A year and a half
later he was PD, and when he split from the station in May
of '86 he left it with a 16.2 in the Birch. What's he learned
from the national perspective the Source gig afforded him?

"The fact that I've been able to do a lot of travelling has
enabled me to hear a lot of the best and worst that's out
there. That's a great perspective that I wouldn't have been
able to have gained staying in local radio. And working with
various programmers around the country, I have a great idea
of what's going down on a national level, which I look

forward to using on a local level."

ST. JAMES EARNS KZEL PD STRIPES

KZEL, Eugene, OR found the person best suited to fill its PD
void already playing for the home team. He's former MD Bill
St. James, who officially took the programming reins last

Monday. With Bill moving up, the next logical question is
who will now handle the MD responsibilities? In essence the
entire staff has been promoted and the official MD title has
been dropped. Sez Bill, "The role of music director will be
performed by the staff, with the final say being my own, of
course." And despite the changing of the guard, Bill does not
have a change in musical direction in store for KZEL. "Jim

Trapp did a considerable amount of work towards taking the
station into the 80s. He did some of the hardest ground
breaking work in terms of positioning KZEL as a new music -
intensive station. My plan is to continue along the same
course and try to proceed in fine tuning the existing product
and image of KZEL, which is always an on -going process." A
veteran of the Oregon airwaves, Bill's priors include a five-
year stint (1979-85) with KINK, Portland in full time

production, promotion, air work and music capacities.

Concurrently, KZEL has upped Promotions Director Ken Martin
to Operations Director. In his new position, Ken will be in
charge of administrative matters, news and production, while
continuing to head up the promo department.

KOJAN BUYS BULLETPROOF VEST,
HEADS TO LA. AS R&R AOR EDITOR

Look for Harvey Koian's mug at the top of R&R's AOR
column starting September 9. The KLOL, Houston MD/Midday
man is The Industry Newspaper's new AOR scribe, replacing
Steve Feinstein, now programming KKSF, San Francisco. A

WESTWOOD TAKES OVER NBC RADIO;
HOUSE-CLEANING PRECEDES TAKE-OVER

After signing a letter of intent in July, Westwood One has
completed its purchase of NBC Radio Networks from General
Electric. Prior to the finalization of the deal, a streamlining
of the existing staff at NBC went down with 25 positions
eliminated across the board, including Source/NBC Radio
Entertainment VP/GM Willard Lochridge. Also let go were six
news correspondents, several sales department personnel as
well as persons from the Affiliate Relations and Clearances
departments. Other moves resulting from the change of
ownership include the transfer of seven news writers to the
NBC News payroll, the closing of NBC News bureaus in Los
Angeles and Washington, to be merged into already existing
operations of Westwood One and Mutual Broadcasting. And
while many NBC employees belonging to the National

Association of Broadcast Employees and Technicians Union are
currently striking their respective divisions, Westwood One

claims the company did not assume the collective bargaining
agreement reached between NBC and NABET prior to the sale
of the Networks.

While SMN and Metropolitan were busy putting the Wave on
the bird, one of New Age's other leading exponents, B/A/D/E,
were applying for a service mark for an umbrella term for
their atmospheric format. B/A's New Age clients will soon be
using the terminology "JazzAge" (SM). B/A Prez Dwight
Douglas explains: "We felt that indeed it's a combination of
the 2 predominant forms of music (involved in this format)
Jazz and New Age, and we felt we needed an umbrella term to
sell. That's one of the contributions that we're trying to

bring to the format --to bring it together under one name so
that it can be sold nationally and it can be understood by
many more people that it's currently understood by".

TAFT ADDS WRIF ($17 MIL);
WYDD, KJOT ALSO SOLD;

NEW OWNERS TAKE WTOS CLASSIC

Dirt St. Journal time: Nobel Broadcast Group, owners of
WBAB, Long Island and XTRA-FM, San Diego, among others
has just aquired another rocker to the fold with the purchase
of KBCO-AM&FM, Boulder/Denver, CO from Centennial

Wireless Inc. at a price of $27.25 million. And, although not

as yet official, we hear that Taft Broadcasting Co., one of the

biggest AOR broadcast groups is attempting to add WRIF,

Detroit to its roster of rock holdings. The company has
applied to the FCC for permission to buy the motor city
outlet at an estimated cost of $17 million. Taft currently

owns such rock powerhouses as WKLS, WLVQ, KYYS, WDVE,

WLZR, and WFBQ. 'RIF is presently owned by Silver Star

Communications. In spudsville, KJOT, Boise (along with sister

AM KGEM) has just changed hands from Gem State
Broadcasting to Viking Broadcasting for $2.1 million. Finally,

as reported in last week's DIRT!, WYYD, Pittsburgh and sister
AM WKPA are no longer owned by Gateway Broadcasting
Enterprises Inc. New owners Salem Media of Pennsylvania
Inc., which hold a substantial share of religious stations could

not be reached for comment but rumours continue to point to

the station possibly scratching T'Pau for passages from
Matthew, Mark, John and Luke. More next week.

In related DIRT, WTOS, Skowhegan/Portland, ME, along with

sister Nostalgia AM WSKW recently underwent a change of

ownership of their own from Laurel Group Limited to

Skowhegan -based Mountain Wireless, newcomers to the radio
ownership biz. Upon review, the new owners decided that
'TOS four -year -old Alternative format wasn't cutting it, and

thus have opted for Classic Rock. As a result, MD Duane
Sherman has resigned and GM Kent Thurston segues to
OM/PD. Kent will also handle music with help from the
entire staff. No MD replacement will be sought. 'TOS will

September 6.

GORMAN RETURNS TO AOR, CONSULTS WBYR

It's official now. As predicted here weeks ago, former WMMS,

Cleveland PD John Gorman is consulting WBYR, Buffalo. The

station also retains KFOG OM Dave Logan as a consultant.
Here's how the G-man sizes up Buffalo's new 3 way AOR race:

"The Buffalo radio market has, for the last few years,
been very topsey turvey. You've had amazing
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successes followed by horrible failures. It was a
market that probably had more CHRs per capita than
anywhere in the world, and now it seems to be
heading that way with AOR, following WPHD's change,
and WHTT which is a very AOR leaning classic hits
station. But the Bear was the first station in the

market to go AOR a little over a year ago, and it sure
would be nice to be the first station you see when you
look at the radio ratings rankings. 'BYR is definitely
remaining AOR...rumors of a format change are untrue.
We are doing a research study of the market to
determine which direction to go in, as far as album
radio goes, and based on those findings we will
determine what the station will sound like."

Along with hiring a new consultant, The Bear is working to
fix it's signal problems, along with upgrading equipment and

expanding office space, according to Gorman. Is Gorman glad

to be back in AOR?

"I absolutely love it. I never really abandoned AOR

radio. The reason for 'MMS change back in '83 was I
was given an assignment to double our women share.

I had to put together a 5 year plan of where 'MMS
should go to not only have 12+ dominance but also to
achieve in Women 18-34 which had always been the
stations achilees heel. And the only way to do that
was to head in a CHR direction."

Gorman sees CHR falling prey to the same trap AOR fell into
in the early '80's when it "lost its sense of adventure" and
relied too much on research and oldies. "CHR has become

over -researched today" he says. "They're playing it a little
too safe, and now is the opportunity for AOR to get creative
again. There's a lot of great music coming out right now and
it should be played in a realistic rotation so that the record
industry has some idea of what impact AOR can have on a
record. Stations are fooling themselves if they think they can
rely on the same old Who, Zep and Stones and ignore what's
happening today".

catalogue on an album entitled "Changing Faces - The Very
Best Of 10cc And Godley And Creme." And although the two
10CC-ERS turned video producers get the major credit here,
the compilation does include the band's third and last UK
number one, "Dreadlock Holiday,' which featured Graham on
lead vocals.

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"Rocket Boys,' matches Bowie and Jagger as rival nightclub
owners in the 21st century. Upon completion of this film,

David will move to a new studio and director to begin work
on yet another film. TONY SCOTT, who did "Top Gun" and
"The Hunger" (which Bowie starred in with CATHERINE
DENUEVE and SUSAN SARANDON) will be sitting in the chair
when this new project begins shooting in February of 1988.

AHHH, TO BE A WARREN ZEVON FAN is to consider yourself
one lucky bugger. The Rock Report got a chance to spend
some time with Warren recently, and he told us about his
upcoming tour that will surely be worth seeing. Starting
September 19 in Boston, and continuing on through the
autumn, the gigs will take Zevon and company to large
theaters (i.e.: the Paradise, the Tower, etc.). Joining Warren in
support of his latest effort, "Sentimental Hygiene," will be
guitarist GREG BECK (a friend of DAVID LINDLEY), and ex -
LITTLE FEAT members RITCHIE HAYWARD, on drums, and
KENNY GRADNEY, on bass. Look for this show when it blows
through your town. In the meantime, keep an eye on your
local music channel for the video to the second single, "Leave
My Monkee Alone," which features a cameo appearance by
funkster deluxe, GEORGE CLINTON, as well as animation and
National Geographic footage.

OCTOBER 6 IS THE RELEASE DATE OF ROBBIE ROBERTSON'S
LONG AWAITED SOLO RECORD. Although it's still untitled,
the following are the tracks appearing on the disc: "Broken
Arrow" (featuring PETER GABRIEL), "It Makes No Difference,"
"Hell's Half Acre," Testimony" (featuring U2), "Somewhere
Down The Crazy River," "Showdown At Big Sky," "Fallen
Angel" (which is a tribute to BAND member RICHARD
MANUEL who committed suicide earlier this year), "What
About Now" (featuring LONE JUSTICE singer MARIA McKEE)
and "American Roulette" (which is a track about fallen heroes
JAMES DEAN, ELVIS PRESLEY and MARILYN MONROE, with
guest vocal appearances by THE BODEANS and Maria McKee).
This album's focus leans heavily toward Robertson's American
Indian background and the great injustice they suffered at the
hands of the U.S. Government. The album was recorded and
produced at Bearsville Studios in New York and produced by
GARY GERSH, BOB CLEARMOUNTAIN and ROBBIE. The band
consists of TONY LEVIN on bass, MAUNU KATCHE on drums,
BILL DILLON on guitar, and Robertson on lead guitar and
vocals. No word yet on a tour.

EX -STRAY CATS SLIM JIM PHANTOM AND LEE ROCKER are
currently in the midst of making their network television
debut. The duo are shooting the two hour pilot episode of a
new series called "Private Eye," which will hit the NBC
airwaves sometime in September. Created by ANTHONY
YERKOVICH, the man behind "Miami Vice," this series is set
in the '50's, so you can see where Phantom and Rocker fit in.
Slim Jim portrays a motorcycle gang leader, while Lee is

slotted in the role of a bass player in a band. While you're
waiting for this new series, you can check out another former
Stray Cat, BRIAN SETZER, as he prepares for the release of
his second solo Lp via EMI.

ALICE COOPER IS GEARING UP FOR THE RELEASE OF
"RAISE YOUR FIST AND YELL," his forthcoming record due
from MCA later this month. This new Lp, the follow-up to
last year's "Predator," was produced by BEAU HILL and
contains the following tracks: "Freedom," "Lock Me Up," "Give
The Radio Back," "Step On You," "Not That Kind Of Love,"
"Prince Of Darkness," "Time To Kill," "Chop Chop Chop,"
"Gail" and "Roses On White Lace." You can definitely expect a
tour.

BEN VAUGHN COMBO FANS! You know who you are. Brace
yourself for the second album from the band that hails from
colorful Camden, N.J. Entitled "Beautiful Thing," this Restless

Records release was produced by Ben (an Aries as well as a
guitarist and vocalist) himself. Also in the band is LONESOME
BOB (a Sagittarius and drummer), ALDO JONES (a Leo and
bassist) and GUS CORDOVOX (a Virgo and an accordion
player). Contained in this neat little package are such

renowned Combo tunes as: "Jerry Lewis In France," "Clothes
Don't Make The Man," "She's A Real Scream," "The Apology
Line" and "Shingaling With Me" among others. So everybody,
get in your Ramblers and floor it to the nearest record store
and buy this album!

GINA SHOCK: Former Go Go's member Gina Shock has signed
with Capitol Records and is recording a new album with her
band, House Of Shock.

LIVING IN A BOX: Living In A Box have started work on the
video for "So The Story Goes," which will be out as their
next single.

RUSH: Rush will have a new album out in September called
"Hold Your Fire," again produced by Peter Collins. The band
plans dates along the East Coast of the U.S. in the fall.
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STEVE CROPPER: Famed Memphis guitarist Steve Cropper, who
played on many Otis Redding and Sam & Dave records, was in
San Francisco recently to play or an album by The Dynatones.
Warner Brothers will release the album early next year.

Cropper was brought to the project by the producer, Jim
Gaines. They have been friends since the Redding and Sam &
Dave days.

KEITH EMERSON: Keith Emersor and Carl Palmer are said to
be working with a new bass player and songwriter by the
name of Robert Berry, meaning E -L -P may become E -B -P. It's
not known which record company will be releasing any

product from the trio.

TALKING HEADS: The Talking Heads have been in Paris

recording the follow-up to "True Stories." No producer has yet
been chosen for the Lp, which should be out at the end of
this year.

U2: U2 has finalized their U.S. itinerary. Their fall tour will

run from September 10th through December 11th and will
include outdoor stadium dates and indoor arenas. Worldwide
sales for "The Joshua Tree" now stand at approximately eight
million.

GEORGE MICHAEL: "I Want Your Sex," has been banned by 75
radio stations in America for allegedly being harmful to

children. In Belgium, the national music show, Rocks Box, has
incorporated the song as part of an educational segment that
teaches French...to children.

GARCIA TO STAR ON BROADWAY THIS FALL: Jerry Garcia
will star in a one-man show on Broadway this fall. The

Grateful Dead guitarist will ta'<e over the Lunt-Fontanne

Theater for a three week run beginning October 15th -- one
month after playing for 100,000 people with the Dead during
five shows at Maoison Square Garden. "Garcia On Broadway"
won't exactly be a one-man show. The evening will open with
Garcia and bassist John Kahn in an acoustic segment; two
members of the New Riders will then join Garcia for a

bluegrass set, and the evening will close with a full electric

performance by Garcia's six -man band. A trial run of the show
will take place August 29th and 30th in Northern California.

In addition to the Broadway show, Garcia has two shows
booked in San Francisco in early October. He'll also be doing
the show in L.A. in December.

WORLD'S BIGGEST "GLASS SPIDER": It takes 19 trailer trucks
to haul David Bowie's "Glass Spider" tour production around
the U.S., according to set co-orcinator, Rick Mooney. Mooney
says there are three trucks which go to every show, then two
fleets of eight trucks each -- one red and one blue -- which
leapfrog across the U.S.. Mooney says the color co-ordinated
trucks haul two complete lighting rigs and two complete sound
systems. "This is a lot more than a rock band sifting up there
banging on instruments," Mooney said, understating the

situation rather nicely.

FIRST RELEASES FROM NEW ROCK INSTRUMENTAL LABEL:
Former Climax Blues Band frontman Peter Haycock, Wishbone
Ash, Stewart Copeland and William Orbit will be the first

artists to release albums on I.R.S. Records' all -instrumental,

no speak series. I.R.S. Chairman Miles Copeland says it was a

demo tape he received from Haycock last spring that inspired
the new line and resulted in Haycock's album, "Guitar And
Son." Copeland recruited two or ginal members of Wishbone
Ash to play on their Lp, "Nouveau Calls." The Copeland album,
"Music From The Equalizer And Other Themes," will be based

around his work on the CBS Tv series. Orbit, who also

produced the Wishbone Ash Lp, will release "Strange Cargo."
The albums will be out in October.

SIXTIES STARS KICK OFF NEW HOME VIDEO LINE: A new
line of rock home videos will debut in January with a tape
featuring The Beatles, Jimi Hendrix, The Who, Cream, Janis
Joplin, The Rolling Stones and Steppenwolf. The tape is part
of a new series called "Rock And Roll Goldmine," which will
be hosted by Casey Kasem and distributed by Vestron Music
Video. Other titles in the series will include "The Soul Years,"
'The British Invasion," and "The San Francisco Sound." Each
tape will sell for $19.98.

NEW MAC MEMBERS HAVE PREVIOUS HISTORY WITH BAND:
Fleetwood Mac has already started rehearsals with their two
new members, Billy Burnette and Rick Vito. They'll kick off
the "Shake The Cage" tour on October 1st, which will bring

them to major venues in at least 50 cities in North America.
Burnette, now billed as the lead guitarist and vocalist in the
group, has toured and recorded with Mick Fleetwood's side
group, The Zoo, which has featured surprise appearances by
Stevie Nicks. Burnette also co -wrote a song with Christine
McVie, 'So Excited," which appeared on her 1984 solo album.
Burnette has also released his own albums and his songs have
been covered by Roy Orbison, Ray Charles and Jerry Lee
Lewis. The Memphis -born Burnette, who now lives in L.A., has
been friends with Fleetwood Mac since 1968. Vito also has a
previous Fleetwood Mac connection, having recorded with John
McVie back in the mid -seventies on a John Mayall project.
Vito was most recently with Bob Seger on the "Like A Rock,"
tour and played with Jackson Browne on "Lawyers In Love.'

How successful do you predict atmospheric/hip AC/eclectic

formats like WBMW, KKSF, WNUA and The Wave will be in

their 25-49 audience targets? And how will the proliferation
of these stations affect AOR's success with those demos?

CHUCK DuCOTY. WIYY: "It's a little too early to tell,

although the preliminary indications from some markets look
pretty good. I do think it's going to be a large market
format...I don't see it as being a medium and small market
format. And to what extent are they going to hurt AOR's
growth in the upper end demos? I really couldn't say. I'd

like to see some sharing patterns on those stations. Since we

don't have one in our marketplace, it's tough for me to tell
whether they're mood relief for AC listeners or AOR listeners.
I think, like any other format, some people will be better
executioners than others. Some will do real well with it and

others will not."

DAVE LOGAN, KFOG: "Let's see now...Not too long ago,
everyone was worried about how Classic Rock was going to
kill AOR. Then Top 40 was going to do it to us...again. Now
we're threatened by the menace of passive background

boutique formats. What's next...punk polka? Seriously, I

expect these stations (all four of them nationwide) to have
moderate success with 25-49's but not at the expense of AOR
shares. These stations steal from from 'Quiet Storm' stations
and other standard AC, female dominant stations. Those

formats are the ones who should perceive a threat...not AOR's.
We may lose some of our female shares but not much.
Certainly these stations pose little threat to male

listenership...These stations get their audience from
passive/background listeners who like to leave the station on
and forget about it. This audience has much more in common

with Beautiful Music listenership habits than with AOR

characteristics....And the real answer is determined by the
market's competitive climate. How many AORs are there?
How many AC's? How many Lite Rock's? Anyhow, last time
I checked, Pink Floyd still sold out concerts faster than

Andres Vollenweider."

TED UTZ. WMMR: 'New Age Radio will be moderately

successful. It's a passive format, a background format and
one which will be used as an alternative to what we now
know of as beautiful music. However, its effect on Album
Radio could be somewhat significant in the next ten to fifteen
years as this format could become more prominent in the
workplace, which is now a major source of AOR time spent
listening."

STEVE FEINSTEIN. KKSF: "Conservatively, in major markets
they'll be at least in the Top 5 for 25 to 44 year old adults.
Optimistically, if they also offer other elements beyond the

right music-such as personality, news and information,
community involvement-they could be the 25 to 44 year old
leader, just as the granddaddy of them all KINK, Portland, has
been for years. What's more important than simply their
ratings success is how much money they'll make. These

stations are designed to be sold both in terms of quantity
(ratings) and quality (an upscale audience that's particularly
attractive to advertisers)...I don't think they are going to do
serious damage to AOR stations because they share so little
music. They're actually not designed to do damage to any
existing format, but rather to serve an audience that, in large
part, has been disinfranchised and hasn't been particularly
loyal to any format, if it's been listening to radio at all. The

worst these stations could be to AOR would be to hurt their
25 to 34 cell a bit. However even those 25 to 34's will still

continue to sample AOR when the mood to rock strikes them,
as it does even a 'recently -turned' wimp like me."

DWIGHT DOUGLAS. B/A/D/E: 'Radio is fragmenting, and with
that the shares are fragmenting in many markets. Case in
point: In Miami a 2.7 is the #1 AOR station, and a 3.9 or a
4.5 in Top 40 is a major achievement in itself. Once that
occurs, which is what happened in television with cable TV,
unusual and specific formats can do well. My prediction for
success is that it will do very wolf with 25-49 and 25-54. I

think it will be a very profitable format, especially when the
American radio and advertising community starts to understand
qualitative data, cluster plus and buying specific audiences,
the way clients have bought magazine advertising over the
years. I think 'psychographics' is going to become a very
heavily used word in analyzing what's happening with all these
different formats. The psychographic for this kind of station
is people who are looking for something that the radio doesn't
have to offer. That's the one common thread that runs
through their mentality and when they describe this new
sound, they keep describing it as 'it's not like radio, it's

totally different'. That's because we've homogenized their
mind on a concept of what radio is and this format is so
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different. The initial excitement really comes from the fact
that it's so different from 'regular radio'. There is no

evidence so far that this format draws any audience

specifically from one format. This format does very well with
males and females, but you cannot specifically trace it back to
hurting one kind of radio station. It obviously hasn't affected
the AORs in L.A. and San Jose. What it has done is create a
new audience of people who may not be using radio right now
and a new audience from people who may be using one
specific station as their favorite station, but when they're in

the mood to do it, they put it on. For example, there are a
lot of 25-49s that don't listen to the radio at night because
the radio doesn't have anything to offer them, so they spend
their time with television. Now we're seeing some of those
people turning off the TV and putting on the radio, so this is
a very, very exciting time for radio."

ALAN LAWSON KTCZ: "I think there's a good amount of
adults who are so hungry for refreshing radio that the many
different slants of these adult formats will work and that the
success depends upon the tailoring of the sound to the hole in
the market. Atmospheric stations, eclectic stations, stations
that use a lot of New Age can be very successful. I don't

think it's a flash in the pan type thing, it can be long term
success. I think it does have to be the right market, it has

to have the right population regarding income levels and
education levels and they have to have a good amount of
'upscale' listeners, but I think eclectic stations will do really
well and will do especially well in their target 25-49. I also

believe that a well programmed mainstream AOR can certainly
co -exist in a market. A well -programmed eclectic station can
steal a bit from a mainstream AOR in 25-49, but I think

there's room in a lot of markets for a healthy mainsteam AOR
and a healthy alternative. I think, quite frankly, the audience
needs a bit of both."

IRIS HARRISON. KGON: "In Portland, KINK has been a major
station for years, remaining focused on a hip AC type format
and their numbers have been very consistent. However,

they're running into competition on the same level at this

point. Certainly sharing is done within the demographics that
are desired by this type of station and an AOR station and
each serves the listeners well. I think if you remain true to
the type of format and sound that you are trying to achieve,
there's room for both in any market."

ROBERT HALL SATELLITE MUSIC NETWORK: "I think it

will be a major influence. I th nk you will find just as strong
numbers with this format as you will with ACs in the major
markets, but the added edge is the fact that this is a much
higher quality audience. I think you're going to see the
beginning of sales based on qualitative numbers with this
format. And it's a tremendous format that you can take to
agencies. In fact, if you walk into any agency in L.A.,

chances are you'll hear The Wave on at most of the

secretaries' desks. So that ought to tell you something...I'm
not sure there's going to be a lot of audience crossing from
AOR to this format. It's hard to say. I certainly don't see
that pattern in Los Angeles. I don't think they're going to
decimate AOR by any means. A good portion of this audience
is just fed up with radio and doesn't listen. And the rest of
them are coming equally from a number of different formats.
I think the two will live very nice coincidental lives."

WHCN, HARTFORD, CT M.D.-KIM ALEXANDER: "What a

great night last Thursday was. Glen Burtnick gave a concert
on a boat in New York. We had a nice view of the Statue of

Liberty and plenty of great rock and roll too. Whatever was

lost in sound quality was made up for in sheer enthusiasm and
plenty of good songs. When Glen plays on land near you, you
must go. And seeing as Glen's so nandsome, he attracted just
about every female in the northeast. It was girls together
outrageously night with Jill, Christina, Erin and Wendy 'the
distance award' Steele. It was great to finally meet...ln a
week full of action -packed releases, I'm on a crusade for the
dB's.

On 'The One I Love', check out S'ipe's voice, it cements the
ballad lyrics with raw guitar licks...l'm sure eyebrows will

raise as Aerosmith goes on 'BRU, but how can you deny this
song, it's so contagious? I can't stand how much I love it.

'Dude' will own the airwaves...'Hourglass' from Squeeze scoots
right along with a bob -and -weave melody that sounds big,
bright and upbeat...Thanks to Tony Chalmers from Capitol for
taking such good care of us at the Tina Turner concert.
Thanks to Joe Glass at A&M for bringing John Hiatt by the
station. If you can get him on the air, he's an absolute
natural."

'Suspicion'. So this week their other single 'Motion Of Love'
crossed my desk. I'm just as excited about this one as I was
about 'Suspicion' and CFNY has a double shot of Gene Loves
Jezebel...Meanwhile, Pink Floyd are rehearsing in an aircraft
hangar in Toronto for the upcoming tour. If the 'Learning To

Fly' single is any indication of what's to come, the

forthcoming album shouldn't have any problem competing with
this fall's massive new release schedule. Rumor has it the

live show will be Floyd's most spectacular to date...Special
thanks to Paul Orekcan of I.R.S. Records Canada for the $10 I
won off of him in a bet over first airplay in the market on
R.E.M.'s single. I'm sure he feels it's worth it though as it's
burning up the airwaves. We can't wait for the album...Music
department's Pick Of The Week is the new Squeeze single
'Hourglass'. This reaffirms Difford and Tilbrook as one of the
top pop songwriting teams today, and 'Hourglass' is probably
their best single in years...CFNY has been playing the

Northern Pikes since they were a small indie band out of
Saskatoon. Now that their album is available throughout
North America, here are some prime cuts that we have had
success with: 'The Things I Do For Money', 'Teenland', and
'Dancing In A Dance Club' have all maintained power rotation
for over eight weeks. Don't overlook the Northern Pikes,
they're very much a first-class band."

KSJO. SAN JOSE. CA INTERIM M.D.-PATTY MARTIN: "With

the mountain of great new releases it's hard to pick a

favorite, but I've definitely got one: R.E.M. A superb song,

knock -out hook, captivating melodies, and the clincher --an

R.E.M. tune that doesn't need subtitles. I'm infected with this

song. It gets better with every listen...The Cars Lp is hot.

It's hard to pick the tunes from it, but so far I like 'Go

Away', 'Leave Or Stay' and 'Everything You Say'...The

Mellencamp album is wonderful. Quite a leap into different
territories. I've never even heard of some of the instruments
that the band uses on this record. I like 'Hard Times', 'The

Real Life', 'Cherry Bomb' and 'Rooty Toot Toot' --the whole
thing...'Force Ten' from Rush immediately took over the #1
phone slot...And I'm real interested to hear the rest of the
Pink Floyd album."

summer's over by the rash of new releases. The long-
awaited Rush single was an instant phone smash...And the
long-awaited Pink Floyd is also up there in our Top 5
phones...Nice to see Paul Kelly & The Messengers doing so
well. Looking forward to seeing them in person at our rock
and roll Expo the last weekend of August...The music never
stops and neither do we. Back again next week."

WFBO, INDIANAPOLIS, IN P.D.-MARTY BENDER: 'In response
to last week's question, my ultimate on -air lineup would be:

6-10A, Paul Heine and Fred Deane; 10A -2P, Steve Smith; 2-

6P, Steve Feinstein; 6-10P, Bill Hard; 10P -2A, Bill Gavin; 2-6A,

Bobby Poe. Weekends: Tommy Nast and Lenny Beer. Why
would that be such a great airstaff??? Because they work

cheap."
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WGTR, MIAMI, FL M.D.-THE BEARMAN: "Do yourself a
favor. If you haven't had a chance to read the lyrics to John
Mellencamp's new album 'The Lonesome Jubilee', sit down and
read 'em. Our generation couldn't have said it better
ourselves! He's become our spokesman. No one is able to
communicate our situation, feelings, etc. better than John...Oh,
by the way, the new Def Leppard; Cars; Loverbov; Pink Floyd;
Rush-They're all pretty good, too!"

WYNF, TAMPA/ST. PETERSBURG, FL M.D.-CHARLIE LOGAN:
"I'm sitting here listening to the new Mellencamp Lp and
simply put, I am floored! This is an American musical
masterpiece! The depth, the intelligence, the insight! Mr.

Very seldom does an album come out
that steals my heart and soul. This is one of them. An

The Cruzados were in town and they took no
prisoners. KXRX presented the Cruzados in concert this past
Friday at Seattle's Moore Theatre, and it went perfectly.

What they say on the cover
about the band playing like their lives 'depended on it' is not
hype. They had the crowd whipped into a frenzy and frankly
I was a bit worried that we'd have a riot on our hands,
although it would have been quite a pleasant riot.

Also: Michael Steel,
Greq Stevens; WKLS's Bill Pugh and WRXK's Greq
Mull...Congratulations to Howie Castle for landing in

Orlando!...Memphis is a Rush town and when we put the new
record on the air, the phones went wild and haven't stopped.
'Force Ten' is #1 already...The Pink Floyd is a killer, too.
(The title's 'Learning To Fly' from 'Momentary Lapse Of
Reality' makes a sick humoured but timely dedication to
Northwest Airlines.) R.E.M. went in right away, as well as
another track from John Cougar Mellencamp...We finally added
the Brandos.

bare bones rock 'n roll album. This guy has proven himself
again musically, and especially Iyrically...Let's talk instant adds
like Rush; R.E.M.; Pink Floyd and The Cars...And how about
talking great new albums like Loverboy, and especially
Aerosmith 'Permanent Vacation'? It's their best since
'Rock'...Go gators!"

'In Dreams'. The first week out has convinced us that this
record was indeed made for radio...We're having a lot of fun
with the odd combination of A lnette Funicello and Fishbone
from the 'Back To The Beach' soundtrack, and the new Moio
Nixon...Wendy And Lisa have emerged as stars on their own
right, though years of cultivation with Prince sure hasn't

hurt...ln the 'never say die' category: John Farnham, Jon
Astley and Fire Town."

WBLM, LEWISTDN/PORTLAND, ME M.D.-ROBIN MATHIEU:
"Automatics this week include Pink Floyd; Rush; R.E.M.; Billy
Idol; Whitesnake and John Mellencamp cuts. Mellencamp has
reached a new high on 'Lonesome Jubilee'. It's hard to top
'Scarecrow' but I believe he's done it. This album will

establish John Mellencamp as America's songwriter. The Rush
is already drawing incredible phones. I expect it to overtake
Aerosmith as #1 this week...The Brandos is the best Indie
release to AOR since the Smithereens and 'Gettysburg' tested
80% positive on the phones. ADD IT!"

Love' has knocked my socks off! It's the best thing R.E.M.
has ever done. It's not too often that all the jocks at the
station try to cheat to play the same record every shift, but
that's the case with R.E.M. ...Also hot: Mellencamp and Bowie
and we're anxiously waiting for the Bowie concert at Dean
Smith Center in Chapel Hill."

KFMO, LINCOLN, NE M.D.-JOE SKARE: "A momentary lapse
of reason? Well, maybe, but when it comes to great rock 'n
roll there's never been a lapse from Pink Floyd. learnMg To
Fly' sounds great and is going to generate instant

reaction...It's great to see that the feuding between Roger
Waters and Pink Floyd (oh, can I use that name here?) hasn't
affected either party at least on vinyl...John Cougar

Mellencamp's progression from rebellious rock 'n roller to

musical maturity is more evident on 'Lonesome Jubilee'. This

guy is really in touch with the world around us. While 'Paper

HUEY LEWIS: I'd been on the road for 6 or 7 months and anytime you play the same show for a while
there's a tendency to become complacent a little bit, you know. Man, you gotta remind yourself
that there's 100,000 guys out there who will change jobs with you in a second and there's one guy
out there who may be the first --you may have played that town 12 times --but there's one guy out
there who's never seen you play before and you gotta play that show for him.

STING'S new album will be called "Nothing Like The Sun" gnd it'll be out October 13th. It's a
double album, and Sting says the title comes from Shakespeare - specifically, Sonnet 130. He also
says the album's theme is, quote, "Women as real people, not as fantasies". The first single will
probably be a song called "We'll Be Together.

Through the years RON WOOD has been a guitarist for the ROWNG STONES, THE SMALL FACES and
THE JEFF BECK GROUP. By the end of the year though, Wood will be a published author. The new Ron
Wood autobiography, "The Works", includes Ron Wood's thoughts on and drawings of all THE STONES,
JEFF BECK ROD STEWART, JOHN LENNON, and even BOY GEORGE. Wood also writes about the
time BOB DYLAN stole the blankets off Wood's bed and about being locked up by IKE TURNER. "The
Works" will be out in December. ELTON JOHN starts recording his next album in October. He'll also
begin writing the theme song for SYLVESTER STALLONE'S movie "Rambo 3", which is about to start
shooting in Isreal. And, Elton plans to produce an album for his old pal, RINGO STARR. The Ringo
album will be his first since 'Stop And Smell The Roses" in 1981.
