When he steps out it's always with something original, intelligent and
different. In the tradition of "Tommy" and "Quadrophenia“, The Original Mod crafts a
"modern song-cycle musical” featuring 2 new Who trax and this operatic single. Using
his trusty falsetto and a children’s chorus reminiscent of "Another Brick In The Wall Pt
2", Pete takes Rock to a place where it's never been before. Again.

DON HENLEY, "THE END OF THE INNOCENCE", GEFFEN

Don doesn't strike often -- only 3 solo records since The Eagles disbanded 9 years
ago -- but when he does, it's total K-O time. Henley & Hornsby is a natural
combination and together they present "The Boys Of Summer” grown up, a bittersweet
farewell to youth that takes on an Eagles "Desperado” quality. Don’s songwriting has
never been sharper, and when have you heard such longing in his voice? “The End
Of The Innocence" is as multi-format as they come. Hear it once and be hooked. The
Rock Ballad of the year.

BAD ENGLISH, "FORGET ME NOT", EPIC

And now, filling in for the vacationing Andy Rooney, here’s KISS’ Tom Scheppke with
this perspective: "Doncha just love some of the new rock conglomerations coming on
the scene. Bands like Bad English, for example. If it ain't working, mix up a new
concoction and get the sparks flying." Fly they do, thanks to dynamic production, just
enough edge and a band full of recognizable rock figures who have been part of 33
million album sales. John Waite hasn't rocked like this since The Babys, and this
combination of seasoned vets should be all over the street and airwaves in a New York
minute.

THE BODEANS, "YOU DON’T GET MUCH", REPRISE

You knew it was only a matter of time before they made a record that delivered on the
promise of their first 2 albums. But who would have envisioned that a record as rich
sounding and fully realized as this would result from The Bodeans producing
themselves?

They sprinkle the mix with tambourine, piano and strumming guitars
before Kurt Neumann lets his guitar ring out and wrap around your senses. Together,
he and Sammy Llanas’ have one of the most unique new vocal styles on the American
scene today, and it's great to hear them lean into a line as memorable as "You don't
get much without giving". Huge potential!

STEVIE RAY VAUGHAN, "CROSSFIRE", EPIC

The Stratocaster Master offers, for your programming pleasure, a horn-fortified ration
of Memphis magic that 9 out of 10 music doctors agree is his best radio record yet.
Chris Herrmann, WHJY "Stevie Ray’s best work to date. ‘Crossfire’ defines his sound
in an ultra-accessible 4 minutes of Rock Radio nirvana“; Anthony Alfonsi, WDVE "A
rip-roaring song that comes bursting out of the radio"; Meg_Stevens, WAQX "The
smoothest vocals and smokin' guitars"; Tom Bass, WPLR “Going to be his biggest
yet" and Jeni Gipe, WZBH "Stevie Ray rules the universe!". Officially “leaking" on 76
new stations for a #2 Most Added start-up and this week's Traxmaker at 30*.

With "So" as his most

more Gabriel. So what does
the man do? Puts out an
album of twenty-some

instrumental tracks. Twenty
exquisite instrumental tracks. And it too, is a soundtrack.
The music is derived from the Scorsese film "The Last
Temptation Of Christ." And "derived" is the correct word;
for what Gabriel has done is taken those themes he used
for the film, and expanded and built on them beyond their
inclusion in the fiim. For those of you familiar with his
soundtrack for "Birdy," this is in the same vein, but with a
much more earthy feel. Gabriel looked to the setting of the
film and studied hours of Middle Eastern music to get an
idea of style for the film. Everyone from YOUSSOU
N’DOUR to DAVID RHODES to JON HASSELL appear on
this new release. Among the best tracks are "“The Feeling
Begins," "A Different Drum" and "It Is Accomplished,” where
Gabriel proves his hand at great melodies while presenting
fiery rhythm backgrounds.

INTIMA

"TAKE TO THE SKIES",

RICHARD ELLIOT

, The saxophonist-composer has
Take To The Skies

had a wealth of studio
experience working with
RICKIE LEE JONES,
MICHAEL MCDONALD, THE
TEMPTATIONS, and as a
member of the killer horn
group TOWER OF POWER.
He stayed a member of the
west coast pop-brass group
until his solo career demanded
all of his time. This album, his fourth, is a continuation of
the smooth jazz sounds he has pursued as a solo artist.
In addition to the seven original instrumentals, you'll find
two vocal tunes (including BOBBY CALDWELL'S very
appealing, hook-filled “In The Name Of Love") and a fine
instrumental cover of "When A Man Loves A Woman."

NEW YORK VOICES

NEW YORK VOICES is a vocal
quintet hooked on jazz.
Through the ten cuts on their
debut, they only want to share
this love of the form with the
listeners. It's not an a cappella
group, as instrumentation
backs their musical adventures,
but their harmonic textures are
very reminiscent of what we
heard on TAKE 6's debut. The
ratio tips in favor of original tunes, with the ubiquitous
“Round Midnight" cover getting a new life from its up-
tempo reading and vocal interpretation. Far better, and
possibly the best track on the album, is the group’s cover
of ELLINGTON’S "Caravan." The group makes up the
lyrics for tunes such as these and most feature vocal scat
calisthenics that are brilliant. Leader DARMON MEADER
doubles his musical role as he’s both vocalist and sax
player. His sax solo on "Dare The Moon" equals the vocal
talent displayed in his scat solo on "Caravan." The album’s
approach of layered vocal textures in a jazz form delivers
a fresh look at a traditional American music form.

TANGERINE DREAM, SOUNDTRACK TO
MIRACLE MILE, PRIVATE MUSIC

The very apex of the electronic
music pantheon is occupled by
TANGERINE DREAM. Here,
EDGAR FROESE and PAUL
HASLINGER put together
eleven examples of why this
group works so well in the film
idiom. Their musical success
easily crosses from that
medium to radio as all the cuts
are eminently listenable. Both
pulsing sequences and ebb-and-flow synth-washes
alternate as key motifs in these compositions. As always
the timbres are rich, the rhythms moving. The band has
built a veritable side career out of their work in the film
industry and this is yet another feather in their cap.

TANGERINE DREAM

JON HASSELL & FARAFINA, FLASH OF THE

SPIRIT, INTUITION/CAPITOL

JON HASSELL'S ambient,
spacey trumpet sounds were
long an inspiration to MARK
ISHAM. There is a consistent,
dark, brooding mood that
pervades the buik of Hassell's
work. Here he is credited with
working with the group
FARAFINA, a percussion and
dance ensembie. It Is their
polyrhythmic textures that
ground the lofty brass-lines that Hassell coaxes from his
horn. BRIAN ENO and DANIEL LANOIS are both credited
as helping Hassell produce the album, which further
explains the openess of the sounds and atmosphere
created on the record. The title is borrowed from author
ROBERT FARRIS THOMPSON, whose book of the same
name describes the rich cultural heritage brought to
America by the African people. It is an appropriate
description of how this African group has brought their
dimension to American Hassell's playing.

TOURS:

Eliane Elias will be taking her jazz sounds to the stage all
around the country. On June 24th, she'll be in Salt Lake
City, followed by a jazz festival in New York City on the last
day of the month. Upcoming July dates include Georgia,
Vermont and California. Her latest release is the Blue Note
album "So Far, So Close".

The magic fingers of guitarist Stantey Jordan will amaze
and astound Little Rock, Arkansas on June 16th, Cleveland
on the 29th and Merrilville, Indiana on the 30th.

ANDY BLOOM stations. He starts
June 18th.

Infinity President/CEO Mel Karmazin told FMQB, "I look
forward to Andy rejoining Infinity. In addition to his
responsibilities at WYSP, | am anticipating that Andy's
knowledge and experience in research will enable him to
make an important contribution to the other Infinity
stations as well.”

WYSP GM Ken Stevens added, "I've worked with Andy
for a long time. He’s done great things for the station,
and now that he's been down the consultant's trail for a
year he's going to be even better. The new Andy Bloom
is more of a functioning part of WYSP’s management
team than he was as PD. He'll also act as a resource
available to the other Infinity stations for auditorium
testing, focus groups, perceptual research projects, etc.
Aside from consulting WYSP, he did a lot of research in
a lot of cities so he's coming back here with a fascinating
perspective on Rock in general, Classic Rock in particular,
along with morning shows, promotions, and contesting.
It's really great seeing how much new stuff he's picked up
in the last year. He's returning to WYSP with a clear
vision of the future of Classic Rock 'N Roll.”
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Bloom first came to WYSP in '85 after programming
WQFM, Milwaukee. Following a false start with a modal
format, he orchestrated 'YSP's change to "Howard Stern
All Morning, Classic Rock 'N Roll All Day" in August of 86
After guiding the station to a record setting 12+ of 5.8 in
the summer of '88, he exited for Media Strategies.

"Infinity had approached me several times," Bloom
acknowledged. "But this final offer as OM of 'YSP coupled
with the opportunity to do research on a corporate.lgvel,
was simply too amazing to let pass. Although it's d[fflcu!t
to give up what was an extremely fun and creative job, it
was an easy decision to rejoin Infinity. I'm looking fon/var_d
to making major contributions at 'YSP and elsewhere in
the corporation. A lot of ideas are stored up in the baqk
of my head, as a result of my experience with Media
Strategies. The opportunity to work hand in hand wnt'h
Fred Jacobs and observe the reasons why this format is
capable of working so well, along with discovering the
strengths and weaknesses the AORs have we've worked
with, has been invaluable.

"Our mission at 'YSP is pretty simple. It was my promise
to Mel, Ken and Infinity that within the next three months
WYSP will be the finest sounding Classic Rock 'N Roll
station in America by anybody's standards. Nothing short
will be acceptable. A number of things have happened in
the market since | left. Most importantly, WMMR has
really begun to develop some cracks in the dam. My
advice to them is hide and watch."

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LEVINE LEAVES KLOL FOR WJFK

In its second PD
announcement  this
week, and its third
East Coast
programming
appointment in 4
weeks, Infinity
Broadcasting has
secured KLOL,
Houston PD Ed
Levine to program
WJFK,  Washington.
Leving, an 11-year
AOR programmer,
replaces Mark
Chernoff who was
transferred to WXRK
as PD last month. He

starts June 19.

"That's a real war going on there,” WJFK GM Ken Stevens
told Dirt Alert!, commenting on the WCXR -- DC-101 --
WJFK Rock race. “There's been a very interesting
shakeout between the three stations over the last six
months since we jumped into the AOR/Classic Rock
arena. | wanted somebody who was really aggressive,
had a strong, winning track record, and had some good
innovative ideas. There's already a Classic Rock station
and a traditional AOR in Washington, so it's not a situation
where somebody can come in and put in a playlist and
some positioning statements and expect to win. The
station that’s going to win in that market is going to be the
one that really is the most entertaining.”

Levine expects KLOL's Spring book will be its best in
seven years. Explaining his short stay in Houston, he told
us, "l did in nine months what | expected to take two years
to accomplish. I've always considered myself an East
Coast person, and have always loved Washington and my
wife is from there. Infinity’s a company that I've had my
eyes on for a long time. There's something really special
about going into a situation that is a start-up or a
turnaround, and 'JFK is kind of both. You get to break
some of the rules, you don't have to play it so
conservatively, and you can be more offensive. Inheriting
a .9, there's obviously a lot of room to grow and a lot of
room to maneuver with."

'JFK’s new PD first programmed at WAQX, Syracuse from
'78t0 '86. As the underdog against a 100,000 watt direct
format competitor, he learned firsthand how to program
with a signal disadvantage. He also earned a reputation
as an aggressive, street-smart, stop-at-nothing-to win
programmer: the “enfant terrible” of AOR. Moving East
on New York State’s “Thruway Chain”, Levine put in two
years at WPYX, Albany as PD before joining KLOL last
year.

Asked to assess Washington's competitive make-up,
Levine said, "DC-101 is a giant. Greaseman is brilliant.
WCXR is probably one of the best-sounding Classic
stations in America. It's not going to be an easy battle.
But on the other hand, | think I've discovered something
in that market, a vulnerability, and we're doing a lot of
research to confirm our suspicions. We think that there is
a position to be staked out and we're going to do a good
job of clearly defining that to the audience. Both of our
major competitors have major problems. They have
significant positives but they also have significant
negatives, and | intend to exploit those negatives and
carve out, maybe over their bodies, a clear niche in the
Washington market. | wouldn't have taken the job if |
thought that it could not be successful. To what degree,
with a somewhat limited signal, we're all going to find cut
together.”

WJFK's signal is the station’s most blatant shortcoming.
But Stevens believes that “signal is not the issue at thjs
point. We've got a competitive signal, but we haven'? built
the programming up to where it should.be yet. Until you
see major numbers on the station, it's ree_llly not an
important point. We could buy a station with a petter
signal, but we would still be faced with creating a
programming niche in the marketplace and programming
it."

No replacement had been named at KLOL at press time.

HARRISON RESURFACES AS WZLX PD

Veteran Rock Radio programmer/producer/editor Mike
Harrison, the man who coined the term “"AOR", has
accepted the PD slot at Classic Hits WZLX, Boston.
Harrison, who hasn’t programmed since leaving KMET,
Los Angeles in '85, replaces Cliff Blake, who exited three
months ago.

Recently President/GM/part-owner of WSPR, Springfield,
Harrison’s programming history has deep progressive
roots: He was the first PD at WLIR, Long Island;
programmed KPRI, San Diego; and put in 10 years at "The
Mighty Met" as PD, personality and consultant. Harrison
was R&R's first AOR Editor, wrote for Billboard and
published "Goodphone Weekly". He was also producer
and host of a variety of nationally syndicated radio
programs, including "Grammy Radio Specials”, "Rock
Connections”, "The National Album Countdown", "The
Royalty of Rock", and recently “The Official History of
Rock 'N Roll".

"l always come back," he boasted. I sold my station in
Springfield, spent three exciting months at K-Rock
producing "The Official History of Rock 'N Roll," working
with the extraordinary Pat Evans. That whetted my
appetite to get back into the thick of day to day Album
Radio and simultaneously this came up. And how could
a Rock 'N Roll dawg like me resist the opportunity to
guide a great Album Rocker into the '90s. The Boston
market is exciting with a fabulous array of Contemporary
radio stations and a real receptive listenership. We're
going to be contemporizing so that Classic Hits has a very
vital place into the 21st Century and then beyond. The
challenge here is to keep the AOR format fresh and vital.
We reserve the right to play as many Currents or Oldies
as we like, week-to-week, based on what the environment
dictates. We're playing Currents now and | envision more
Currents in the near future. WZLX will not be predictable
or mechanical when it comes to new music."

CARROLL CONSULTS KROQ

Former KROQ PD
Rick Carroll has
signed a one-year
deal to consult the
L.A. Modern Rocker
on formatics and
programming. Carroll
will serve as in-house
consultant for the first
30 days of the
agreement.

"Rick’s been a driving
force in the Modern
Music field for the
past 10 years,”" KROQ
VP/GM Tony
Berardini told Infinity
Alert!, er, ah...Dirt Alert! PD Van Johnson added, "His
expertise vill be instrumental in maintaining KROQ's
prominence as the premiere station of its kind."

"The Woodstock
anniversary and The
Who concert tour
make for a great
promotional
combination. Add to
that, Grateful Dead
concert dates in our
area and we've got a
‘Woodstock Summer’.
Weekend events
include call-in winners
receiving tickets to
The Dead and Who
concerts at the Alpine
Valley Amphitheater
this July. Grand prize winners receive front row reserved
seats and a limo to and from the show. For the
Woodstock anniversary weekend we’ll deal out CDs of
Woodstock 1 and 2. On air that weekend we'll do a
Woodstock Time Warp and blast people back to Yasger's
Farm."

GENE ROMANO, WDVE/PITTSBURGH:

"We will be doing a ‘DVE Presents’ on The Who show
where we guarantee a certain number of tickets will be
sold in order to have an exclusive on the event. We have
a pretty intense series of promotions and imaging that will
go along with that. The Who will be the official kickoff of
our 20th anniversary celebration. We're flying listeners to
the other Who shows before the Pittsburgh date and our
winners phone back their reviews of the shows, including
the Radio City show. All of the tickets that WDVE is giving
away are in the first five rows. We'll be broadcasting live
from three different locations: pressbox, down on the field
next to the stage and outside the venue. We'll be
throwing a big tailgate party in the parking lot, and we've
got a commemorative banner to hang in the show
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Woodstock happened in ‘69, which is when WDVE began,
but we're not doing a whole lot with it because | think
there is potential to make yourself sound too nostalgic and
too old. The same thing applies with our anniversary as
a whole. We're not going to beat it to death for six
months. Some stations are guilty of doing that. We're
proud of our heritage and we're going to celebrate it, but
at the same time we're very conscious of being perceived
as a 1989 radio station as well as having the ability to sell
our heritage.”

What the movie has to deal
with is a couple that has grown up together, loses touch
and then stumbles upon each other again at a festival in
the late '60s. We can't use the word ‘Woodstock’ because
it's copywrited, but basically the festival is ‘Woodstock’.
As a matter of fact, some of the original performers who
were at ‘Woodstock’ are in the film, such as Richie
Havens. Coming up the weekend of June 17th & 18th
we're going to be responsible for getting the crowds in a
recreation of ‘Woodstock’ complete with Richie Havens
performing, the mud slide scene and just about everything
that happened. The movie will be out next summer for
national release. As far as a promotion for The Who goes,
we're to have people at the filming of the movie | just
described dressed in that era of clothing and we'll give
away some tickets to see The Who at their rehearsal show
on June 21st in Albany. All in all, it's going to be an
exciting event for us at WHTQ."

VER:

“For Woodstock we're
looking at several
different plans. We
haven't decided on
one of them yet, but
we will most likely do
something to
commemerate that
historical event, like
sending someone to
the farm. As far as
The Who, there is
some interest among
our listeners, but
