Heard the new Smashing Pumpkins yet? Of
course you have! 53 signals (WYSP, WRCX
KEGL) went early on “Ava Adore” this week,
earning the band #2 Most Added honors this
week. Over at Modern Rock, it easily picked
up Most Added, with 62 stations signing on.
The first single from the band’s fifth album,
Adore, shows the band foraying into
Electronica via a drum loop. Don't let the “E”
word scare you though. The beautiful and
anthemic song still features the unmistak-
able voice of Billy Corgan, a sweeping chorus,
and enough guitars to silence the few critics
they might have. Memorial Day’s still a few
weeks away, but the Pumpkins have just
delivered the first guaranteed summer
smash destined to be blaring from convert-
ibles and boomboxes all season long.

MONSTER MAGNET

“SPACE LORD,” AL

Ask Monster Magnet leader Dave Wyndorf
what his band’s new album, Powertrip. is
all about and he'll tell you, “it’s about
money, it’s aboul sex, it’s about money, it's
about sex.” How did it come to this? Back
when Monster Magnet came off their ‘96
tour, Wyndorf turned on the radio, hated
the music he heard and was frustrated by
the financial state the band was in. With
quitting not an option, Wyndorf headed to
the city of lost wages to gain the inspiration
to write the songs for Powertrip; songs
about the corruption of the American
dream. The album’s first single, the apoca-
lyptic “Space Lord,” has already impacted
the Hot Trax chart at 90* thanks to 48 early
| spinners (WRCX. WLZR, KILO. WRIF.
KSJO, WNOR, WTPA, WJRR). Gee, why do
you think that is?

LENNY KRAVITZ

“FLY AWAY," YIRGMN

While Modern Rocks such as 99X, KDGE,
WLUM, WKDF and others are banging “If
You Can't Say No,” Rock programmers
demanded Virgin Let Lenny Rock. That's
why “Fly Away” is out now as the first Rock
single. It opens to crunchy guitar overdrive,
sports a big fat hook, and incorporates
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Lenny’s tube amp, down n’ dirty recording
approach. While his new 5 set is a veritable
supersoul funkfest, the eclectic multi-instru-
mentalist still serves up a handful of rockers,
which Virgin has isolated on a 4-track sam-
pler. As you prepare to “Fly Away” with what
may well be the finest Lenny Kravitz album
yet, spend some time with the Sly & The
Family Stone-inspired “Live,” the hi-tech
groove of “Black Velveteen,” and the
Lennonesque “You're My Flavor.”

DEEP PURPLE

“ANY FULE NNG THAT,” CRIC INTERNATIONAL
Yes, we ran this through spell-check, “Any
Fule Kno That” is the lead track from Deep
Purple’s forthcoming album, Abandon. On
Perpendicular, which produced the Top 20
Rock track “Ted The Mechanic,” Deep Purple
proved that even though Ritchie Blackmore
is gone, former Dixie Dregs/Kansas guitarist
Steve Morse can more than handle six-string
chores. “Any Fule Kno That,” shows a band
still hitting their creative stride, resulting in
a sound that brings to mind Purple classics
like “Strange Kinda Woman” and “Lazy.”
With all the elements in place - the sweiling
organ of Jon Lord, the vocal gymnastics of
Ian Gillan - it’s time for a new generation of
Rock Radio listeners to get acquainted with
Deep Purple.

OUTCRY

“ON & ON.” EUREKA

From the swamps of Jersey come Outcry
with their Eureka Records debut This Side
Of Anywhere. Drummer Jon Leidersdorff
and singer/rhythm guitarist Jason Stanley
met in the seventh grade and began their
musical journey there. Seven years ago
they teamed up with lead guitarist Stephen
Bryant and recently added bassist Gerry
Staneck. After years of playing the clubs
along the Jersey Shore and the East coast,
they’re primed for a national breakthrough.
“On & On” has a fantastic hook and deeply
personal lyrics that will pull your listeners
in and keep them there.

The
Texas quartet formed before bands like Wilco
and Son Volt invoked the “alt.country” sound,
but found themselves lumped into that cate-
gory anyway. Dallas Morning Neus described
the band’s sound as “an alloy of Country,
Punk and Heavy Metal.” Although the title
track from their sophomore album does have
a twinge of Country in the vocals, it's actual-
ly more of a straight-ahead Rock song. A
great fit for both Active and Mainstream
Rock stations, “Barrel Chested” is the only
reason you need to throw your listeners a
bone.

Michael Britton in the band Dealer. After
Lee left for pre-Crue Hollywood glam rock-
ers London, Dealer broke up and Britton
started Romeo. By ‘84, Britton was work-
ing with just departed Great White drum-
mer Gary Holland on the original L.A.-
based Britton line-up. The title track from
Britton’s new album offers a tough sound-
ing eighties retrorock sound that’s to be
making a comeback in some circles.

Arbitron Buys Tapscan’s Radio and
Ad Agency Business

Arbitron announced on Tuesday
(5/5) that it has purchased the radio
station, advertising/agency and inter-
national assets of Birmingham,
Alabama-based Tapscan, Inc., devel-
oper of software for broadcasters,
agencies and advertisers. Terms of
the transaction were not disclosed,
however, Tapscan’s revenue in 1997
for those portions of their business is
estimated to be in the neighborhood
of $10 million.

Under terms of the agreement,
Arbitron acquires the current soft-
ware applications of Tapscan that are
marketed to U.S. radio stations, to
advertisers and advertising agencies
and to the international media mar-
ketplace (which includes software for
television stations and cable systems
overseas). Arbitron also acquires the
applications that are currently under

- development for those market seg-

ments, the software development
organization that writes those appli-
cations and the sales and customer
gervice groups that market and sup-
port them. Tapscan will retain its
software applications for television

stations and cable systems along
with the organization that develops,
supports and markets those applica-
tions to the television station and
cable marketplace.

Arbitron also announced it will
form a new division, Tapscan
Worldwide, to be headed by Drew
Simpson who has been named
VP/GM. Simpson had been the head
of the international division of
Tapscan. The new division will be
based in Birmingham and will

ment and customer support organiza-
tion for Arbitron. Additionally, Jim
Christian, will retain his title of
CEO of Tapscan Inc. and will have a
major role in the development of the
Tapscan Worldwide software.
“Tapscan is a company that is as
skilled at developing and marketing
software as Arbitron is at surveying
consumers about their media, prod-
uct purchase and retail behavior,’
Arbitron President Stephen Morris
told fmqb. “Having the resources of

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PolyGram May Join EMI On The Sale Block

Philips Electronics appears to be looking to sell its 75% stake in PolyGram.
The Dutch company announced that it was “evaluating various strategic
options” for its stake in the music and film group, according to a Reuters
report. As the news hit, shares of PolyGram stock rose $5.5625 in trading on
the New York Stock Exchange. This news comes less than a week after EMI
confirmed that it was approached by a suitor. That suitor was thought to be
Seagram Co. but it now looks as though Seagram is more interested in acquir-
ing PolyGram.

Seagram appears to be the likeliest buyer of PolyGram but other potential
buyers could include News Corp. and the Walt Disney Co. The price tag for
PolyGram, which owns such labels as A&M, Mercury, Motown and half of Def
Jam, is said to be in the $9 to $12 billion dollar neighborhood. PolyGram pulls
in nearly 20% of the music industry’s $25 billion in sales. Analysts have said
that PolyGram has more appeal to Seagram than EMI because, aside from a
healthy record company, PolyGram owns a library of 1,000 films that could
bolster the library of Seagram’s entertainment company, Universal Studios.

With Seagram possibly out of the bidding war for EMI, the focus for a
potential now shifts to the Walt Disney Group, News Corp. and Kirk
Kerkorian's Tracienda Corp. Last week, EMI stock soared 20%, which
prompted the company to confirm that it was in talks for a buyout of the com-
pany. Under British law, a public company is required to confirm whether it
has been approached by a suitor if its stock price rises more than 10%, accord-
ing to a report in the Los Angeles Times.

Arbitron Makes Puerto Rico Market #11

Arbitron will now measure radio listening on the island of Puerto Rico.
The announcement was made at the annual Puerto Rico Radio Broadcasters
Convention last weekend in San Juan. With a population of 3,076,200 persons
12+, Puerto Rico will rank as the 11th largest U.S. radio market out of the 268
Arbitron rated markets. Miami moves down one spot to market 12, with all
consecutive markets dropping one slot.

“Radio broadcasters in Puerto Rico will have greater visibility among the
thousands of advertising agencies who use Arbitron as a source for radio rat-
ings” Arbitron President Steve Morris commented. “The radio audience
information for Puerto Rico will now be delivered, along with the radio ratings
for all other Arbitron radio markets, right to the desktops of the people who
spend billions of dollars on radio advertising.”

The Arbitron decision was contingent on the success of a test of the com-
pany’s standard survey methods used for Hispanic consumers in mainland
markets. The test, conducted in February 1998, showed that Puerto Rican
consumers readily accept, fill out and return diaries that Arbitron uses to com-
pile its radio ratings and that the resulting audience estimates meet
Arbitron’s research standards.

The first official survey will be Summer 1998, covering the weeks of July 2
through September 23. The results will be released in October. The Fall 1998
survey, covering the weeks of September 24 through December 16 will be
released in January 1999. Beginning in 1999, Arbitron will regularly monitor
the Commonwealth with two annual, 12-week surveys: Spring and Fall.

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CBS PITCHES FIVE PROPOSALS
TO LABELS Determined to capture
a larger share of record company
marketing dollars, CBS is peddling a
“Country Radio Record Sales Impact
Program” to Music Row labels.
According to Billboard, the proposal
offers five different ways Country
labels can market their music on
CBS Country stations, which will
number 25 after its purchase of ARS
closes. CBS' “Sudden Impact” pro-
gram involves airing artist-voiced
back-announcements, at a cost of
$14,700 to $19,600, depending on the
frequency of the announcements.
DreamWorks reportedly bought into
this program for its new Randy
Travis album, but ended up running
hourly 10 second announcements on
one day only (April 23). Atlantic-
Nashville is also participating in
“Sudden Impact.” The “Endcaps” pro-
gram is similar, using 10 second back
announcements voiced by the station.
Dubbed “Pay-To-Name” by observers,
Capitol-Nashville shelled out
$500,000 for this option (fmgb April
17). It turns out Capitol-Nashville is
spreading that investment over a
nine month period for 10 different
projects. A third choice entails a two
hour Saturday morning new music
program, tied in with retailer Kmart.
Also available are 90-second artist
profiles for $2,800-$9,600. And for
$20,000 labels can purchase an in-
market tour package that brings an
artist to town and includes multiple
retail and radio tie-ins.

JACOR EXPANDS BAY AREA
COVERAGE For just $4.5 million,
Randy Michaels is picking up a sec-
ond FM in the San Francisco area. As
a standalone, KZWC in Walnut Creek
has little to offer. But used as a
simulcast partner for KSJO/San
Jose— Jacor’s other Bay Area sta-
tion— the 3000 watt Class A could
play an important role in Jacor’s still
evolving Bay Area strategy. The sta-
tions broadcast on adjacent frequen-

cies: KSJO at 92.3, KZWC at 92.1
Simulcasting KSJO on both would
add the third largest San Francisco
county (Contra Costa) to KSJO’s cov-
erage area, significantly improving
its penetration of revenue rich
Arbitron market No. 4.

LUCENT PACTS WITH CD RADIO
The chips and signal processors that
will make CD Radio’s 50 channel,
$9.95-per-month digital satellite
radio service a reality next year will
be developed and supplied by Lucent
Technologies. CD Radio, one of two
companies investing hundreds of mil-
lions of dollars in “cable radio for the
car,” will use digital signal processors
(DSP) and radio-frequency chips
from Lucent when it rolls out its ser-
vice in December 1999. Lucent’s
DSPs will be used in a card that
inserts into the cassette slot of a car
radio. Their RF chips will be used in
a two-inch wireless antenna that
mounts on motorists’ rear windows.
The Lucent-CD Radio pact marks
Lucent's first foray into digital satel-
lite radio.

FIRST QUARTER RESULT FREN-
ZY Last week, Chancellor Media,
Cox Radio, Inc., SFX Entertainment,
and Triathlon Broadcasting
announced their first quarter results
for 1998, and everything was looking
up. Chancellor posted record gains,
with revenues increasing 185.2% to
$233.6 million from $81.9 million last
year. Broadcast cash flow (operating
income excluding depreciation, amor-

tization, and corporate, general and
administrative expenses) was $85.5
million, a 195.8% increase over $28.9
million from last year. The company
reported a net loss, however, from $6
million to $75 million. Over at Cox
Radio, Inc., net revenue increased
78.6%, from $29.2 million to $52.1
million. It was a record year for SFX
as well. Their first quarter revenue
increased from $7.8 million last year
to $61.0 million this year. Their oper-
ating cash flow increased from a loss
of $0.8 million last year to a gain of
$1.5 million this year. Finally,
Triathlon’s net revenues increased
57% to a level of $8.9 million as com-
pared to $5.7 million last year.

non-traditional venues. The 17-show, 13-
country tour finds the band playing the
Guggenheim Museum in Spain, the
Tivoli Gardens in Denmark, the
Speilbudenplatz - a square in Hamburg’s
Red Light district, and at the Geneva
Harbor in Rome.

HENDRIX MUSEUM CLAIMS IT HAS NEWLY DIS-
COVERED TAPES: Curators at Experience Music Project,
the Jimi Hendrix shrine being erected in Seattle by Paul
Allen, claim they have acquired 19 lost tapes by the guitarist
at International Auction. The tapes contain four perfor-
mances from the Band Of Gypsys at the Fillmore East in
New York on December 31, 1969 and January 1, 1970.
Details and price of the acquisitions were not disclosed. The
tapes include approximately 50 live recordings ranging from
classics like “Purple Haze,” “Foxy Lady” and “Hey Joe” to rar-
ities such as “Auld Lang Syne.” The 130,000 square foot
Interactive Museum at the base of the Space Needle is sched-
uled to open next year. An EMP curator didn’t say how the
newly discovered Hendrix tapes would be used.

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Blue Gorilla/Mercury’s Rick
Chertoff and Rob Hyman
(Hooters, Cyndi Lauper, Joan
Osborne), longtime friends, discov-
ered a mutual admiration for
American immigrant Antonin
Dvordk’s Symphony, From The
New World. The piece was Dvordk’s
celebration of this country’s immi-
grant culture and its melting-pot of
Folk influences in music, even before
the various genres had names, like
Blues, Ragtime, Jazz, Folk, and
Rock and Roll. They had both, sepa-
rately, found themselves drawn to
the “Largo” theme, and once they
realized how it fed their mutual fas-
cination with American Roots
music, the Largo project was born.
We talked with Hyman about the
inspiration for Largo.

How much is the project based
on Dvoridk’s work?

The inspiration for the album is
from one theme of the Symphony,
the “Largo” theme. It's a short,
familiar melody. Then, Rick
Chertoff, who produced the record,
and I did some research. We dis-
covered a mutual love. I probably
played it on the piano growing up. I
never really knew the history of the
Symphony. It was just a starting
point for us. We want to make it
clear that the record is really not
Dvordk’s From The New World
Symphony, or the “Largo” theme.
That’s just the inspiration. The
record spins off into its own world.

In which songs do we find simi-
larities to the “Largo” theme?

Paddy Maloney decided to write-
up his own arrangement working
with his harpist, Derrick Bell. We
had approached different artists
with the melody, just to see what
kind of interpretations we got. The
Chieftains were very excited to do
it. That’s “Chieftains Largo.” It
opens the album and is very true to
the original melody. In their hands
it sounds like a very Irish, Celtic
piece. Then we went to Garth
Hudson of The Band for his inter-

pretation. He creates his own
world, starting with the melody but
he’s really creating something quite
different. That suggested songs
and lyrical ideas, based on what the
Symphony was about, taking from
the roots of American Folk music.
This country is made up of immi-
grants. We were looking at it from
a musical point-of-view. We grew
up playing Rock and Roll, that’s our
foundation, but Folk, Reggae and
Blues have always inspired my
work, even with The Hooters.

Both you and Rick came to this
pProject separately? It wasn’t a
planned collaboration?

No, it was coincidental and syn-
chronistic, cosmic if you will. I
heard it on the radio and Rick and
I were working together in Philly
and I hummed or played the
melody. 1 said, “What is this
melody? It’s driving me crazy. I've
heard it for many years.” He said,
“Not only do I know it but at this
moment I'm investigating doing a
CD-ROM of the Symphony!” They
take a particular piece of music and
really get inside it. There’s a whole
series. He's a history buff as well as

a musician and producer. It was an
amazing coincidence. And, shortly
thereafter I found a vinyl version of
the symphony in a thrift shop. I
collect antique instruments. We
used my antique Hammond organ
for this record. I started to accu-
mulate vintage keyboards with the
intention of using them and I did
use a number of them on this
album, for the first time. I had
never played the Hammond Chord
Organ before. Now I have five of
them.

You can’t get that sound any-
where else.

No, you cannot. With the samplers
and synthesizers, and all the things
that are out there, it's still one of
the most difficult sounds to repro-
duce because the sound combina-
tions that you can get are infinite. I
used a lot of old Lowrey organs,
Waurlitzers, and tried to get differ-
ent sounds.

This is so ambitious. Sixteen
different tracks, many artists,
different genre inspirations.
How did you get all the people
on board?

“IT'S AN ALB

A lot of perseverance; we bugged
everybody so much. Over the years
we'd worked with some of these
artists like Cyndi Lauper. We
worked with Joan Osborne sever-
al years ago, mainly with Rick pro-
ducing. We had relationships with
some of the artists and we knew
The Band. I had worked with The
Chieftains, and Taj Mahal. We
met the Chieftains in Europe when
we played at The Wall in Berlin in
1990, with Roger Waters. It was
certainly a peak experience for us.
Historically and musically Van
Morrison, The Band, and Sinead
O’Connor were also there. We
made some calls and tracked these
people down. The Chieftains were
on tour but managed to get into a
studio to do their take on the theme
as well as work on “Uncommon
Love” They found a day off in
Nashville, and we drove down
through the Blue Ridge Mountains
to soak up more of the country.
Then we were in Nashville record-
ing the Chieftains! This whole
album is about combinations of
sounds and elements.

What are high points for you?

There are many. It was a unique
experience for all of us. I love the
Chieftains, Taj Mahal’s contribu-
tions, including “Freedom Ride,” (he
sang it in one take, it was so magi-
cal!). I love Garth’s interpretation.
One of the real high points is Cyndi
Lauper’s song, “White Man’s
Melody.” It has a very interesting

lyric.

She’s been compared to Billie
Holliday.

It was one of the last tracks we got.
She was by-far the hardest one to
track down. She was pregnant and
on the road with Tina Turner, so
we were leaving messages in hotel
rooms across the country trying to
find her. Finally, she flew in from
Toronto on a day off, quite road
weary, quite pregnant, and she gave
us an incredible vocal and even
sang on another song called “Cyrus
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In The Moonlight.” She’s a wonder-
ful talent.

I really liked “Give Me A
Stone.”

Thank you. We’re big fans of The
Band. They sum up this American
feeling so well. David Forman
wrote part of the lyric. It was a
musical track that we had for many
years that we never really finished
writing. We were in Woodstock
working with Garth, doing his
piece, and David wrote some lyrics
for what became “Give Me A Stone.”
The next step was to get Levon
Helm to sing. It was a fantastic
combination. Yes, that’s a good one.

This is going to be rather diffi-
cult to take on the road, isn’t it?
Yes and no. It was a studio project;
getting different people together
singing our different songs. It was
quite an undertaking the recording,
the mixing, and assembling the
whole thing. The show at the
Bottom Line on May 6 was the first
time we’d play some of it live.
Obviously it would be difficult to
get the whole cast or even most of
the cast together for a tour, but
we're testing the waters. We antic-
ipate having a lot of fun. Some
songs like “Give Me A Stone,”

“Freedom Ride,” and Cyndi’s piece
will be fantastic to perform live.
These are also great live players.
We'll know more after this week.
There’s also some interest in film-
ing a concert. If we can’t do a tour,
maybe we can get everyone togeth-
er for a series of shows to do some
kind of video of the show. We
believe in the songs. It’s a collec-
tion of songs as much as perfor-
mances. Certainly it would be a
hard record to recreate. On the
other hand, the music lends itself to
performance.

It’s meant to be shared, like all
oral tradition.

It is. Again, with Taj's piece where
he was just playing live, we went
for that in the studio. These days
records get broken down into so
many fragments, everything is
multi-tracked and double-tracked.
You can spend days on just the bass
part; we've done it. We know what
the technology is. It’s fantastic to
triple-track the guitar part, but on
the other hand...

What do you do when you have
to play it live?

That’s it. The Hooters was very
much a live band. We had many,
many great shows and I maintain

that the band was better live than
on record, as a lot of groups are.
You go to a Springsteen concert and
you're blown away, and sometimes
the records pale in comparison.
The record was very performance
oriented. We cut basic tracks as a
group. We didn’t want to break it
down into individual elements. We
wanted to create a live atmosphere
in the studio. The Chieftains were
recorded totally live. We set up the
mics and they played as a group. It
really would translate to the stage.

This has got to inspire every-
one involved to go into the
Library of Congress to check
out the historical tapes of old
Folk music. Has it inspired
anyone to call you and say
they’ve found something inter-
esting?

That’s a good question. People are
intrigued by it. - We did a lot of
research; it wasn’t just the Dvorak
Symphony. We listened to many
artists like Aaron Copeland. We
listened to Blues and Folk. There’s
an incredible series coming out by
Alan Lomax. It's going to be over
100 CDs on Rounder exploring the
whole Roots scene. He went around
the world with a microphone and
recorded all this great music...

W BCKS

Shaker songs, Sacred Harp singing.
There are so many roots and
branches of this giant tree. It’s
amazing, we're just skimming the
surface of it ourselves. We
approach it as Rock and Roll musi-
cians, trying to make it current. It’s
not historical or academic. We
believe thére’s so much emotion
and feeling in this music.
American music is made up of
these elements. The album took on
a life of its own. It needs repeated
listening. It's the kind of record
that hopefully you'll get something
out of each time you hear it. In this
day and age, everything gets
reduced to soundbites and fast bits
of information. The word “largo”
means slow. It’s a musical term; it’s
the slow movement of this sympho-
ny. It’s against the times, but it’s a
message that everyone can benefit
from. That’s clearly what this i
about. It's an album. In that way i
might be a harder thing to ge
across to an audience, but th
rewards are there if someone jus
puts a little effort into it and give
us an hour of their time.

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SEINFELD HAS BEEN LISTENING TO THE RADIO

The first portion of
this article originally
appeared in fmqb in
April 1996. With the
final episode of Seinfeld
approaching, we thought
it would be appropriate
to look again at what
radio and Seinfeld have
in common.

What does your
radio station have in common with the TV show
Seinfeld? While logging more frequent flier miles
on United Airlines recently, an episode of Seinfeld
was presented as the in-flight entertainment,
which included a behind-the-scenes visit with the
cast and creators. I was struck by how many of
the reasons for Seinfeld’s success are also quali-
ties for success in radio.

There is a wonderful sense of camaraderie
on the set. The cast of Seinfeld genuinely enjoys
working together and being around each other.
Their off-camera chemistry shines through on-
camera. And it's not just the actors that click.
The stars, the technical staff and writers all have
fun practicing their craft. They all share the
same goal of producing a winning, funny and pop-
ular TV sitcom. Just as on Seinfeld, what goes on
internally at a radio station is usually reflected
on the air. If morale is low, there’s no spark on the
air. If the staff gels, you'll hear the magic
between the songs.

The Seinfeld staff works long hours. They
are committed. They know that in order to pro-
duce a product of such high quality that they
must take more time than they would to produce
the average TV show. And when the team is
cohesive and having fun, it’s easier to spend time
together. Every successful radio station that I
know of has people that don’t watch the clock.
They do “whatever it takes” to be the best no mat-
ter how long it takes to get the work done. For
these people, producing good radio is part of who
they are and is what they most enjoy doing. As
Jason Alexander (George) says, “if you like
what you’re doing, other people will like it, too.”

When we see an episode of Seinfeld, what
we're watching is the combined effort of a multi-
tude of talented people, from on-screen actors,
writers, producers, and directors to countless sup-
port and technical people. You can’t have a great
TV show with just a few good people. You need
outstanding talent in every corner. The same is
true for a great radio station. Set your standards
high and let the entire staff, from the promotion
person to the part-time DJ, know that they each
play an important role in the success of the sta-
tion. Sure, Jerry Seinfeld is the key player in
his show, and your morning show is key to your

station. But without the other cast members and
behind-the-scenes people, Jerry would be just
another stand-up comedian, and your morning
show would be just another time slot.

At the root of Seinfeld lies strong writing.
Content. Their ideas come from a shared spirit
and vision. They often boast that Seinfeld is “a
show about nothing” but in reality Seinfeld is a
collection of observations and pokes at the com-
mon, little things of everyday life. What viewer
can’t relate to something in every episode of
Seinfeld? The writers find little things in life to
parody and make viewers say “Oh, I've done that”
or “I've been with a person like that.” In radio,
great air personalities have a knack for finding
ordinary things in life and incorporating them
into their presentation. This is what program
directors are talking about when they preach
relatability. DJs must go beyond announcing
music, reciting liners and reading weather fore-
casts. They must relate to their listeners who,
very likely, are leading lives very much like
theirs. DJs must observe the world around them
and how it relates to their listeners. Talk about
the things you have in common.

If we were to write a job description for a
radio air personality using Seinfeld success qual-
ities, it would be — half writer, half actor. DJs do
not have the luxury of having their shows written
for them. They must come up with their own
material. No one else is going to do that for them.
So, they must be their own creative writer.
Prepare for their shift, then, execute their script
in an entertaining, enthusiastic fashion.

Every episode of Seinfeld has great
moments. There isn’t one show that’s considered
a dud by its staff and creators. Sure, they are fill-
ing 24 minutes a week for four months a year
while radio is filling 24 hours a day 365 days a
year, but radio personalities must strive to have
great moments every time they are on the air.
And program directors must create great
moments in every day’s programming. A full day
of Selector or Music Master-approved songs isn’t
enough.

Seinfeld, like other great classic sitcoms
from M*A*S*H to Mary Tyler Moore, has great
characters. When we watch, we don't get the feel-
ing that we are watching actors playing a role.
We feel that we are watching real people doing
real jobs. They are people we can identify with.
Good air personalities and TV characters can
function the same way. We're not listening to
announcers, we're listening to real people who
happen to be on the radio. When the connection

radio station.

Tenacity and perseverance pay off. It took
Seinfeld more than one season to achieve success.
It wasn'’t a highly rated program at first. It took
time, consistency, and a committed NBC promo-
tion effort for it to catch on. Was the cast and
crew dejected at the start? No. While Seinfeld
was and is slightly ahead of the curve relative to
“regular” TV standards, it’s not too hip for a mass
audience. The cast knew that they had a superi-
or program and they enjoyed making it from the
start, even before the show became a household
name. In media — whether it be radio or TV —
very few “overnight” successes ever attain the
status or durability of those that are grown and
developed over time with passion, commitment,
and a cohesive team. Obviously, the dedication
and enthusiasm of the Seinfeld team effort has
paid off.

What does it take? A staff that enjoys work-
ing together. Doing whatever it takes to get the
Job done. High standards expected by everyone
on the team. Relatable content. Frequent, above
average, entertaining moments. Personalities
that connect with the audience. Patience and
dedication. Those are Seinfeld’s qualities of suc-
cess. They are also the qualities of successful
radio stations.

UPDATE: Since this article appeared two
years ago, Seinfeld has come to an end. Now,
locking back through the entire nine years of
Seinfeld, we can see that minor characters were
as memorable as the four main players. Radio,
especially morning shows, can utilize minor char-
acters and guests more effectively to stand out
from the regular DJs. Don’t expect the main one
or two DJs to carry the weight of the show. Use
other voices and other people that add contrast to
the DJs.

Also through the nine years of Seinfeld, the
actors did many side projects such as films,
stand-up, books and commercials. But it was
always Seinfeld that came first. Focus. In today’s
radio environment, PDs are pulled in many dif-
ferent directions with many distractions. The
sound of the station and the on-air performance
must come first and foremost. Focus.

Finally, we' look back and notice that even
the weakest Seinfeld episodes had one memo-
rable moment. DJs should strive for at least one
memorable moment during a shift, no matter how
average the shift may be.

High Court to stop the sales of a dou-
ble album titled The Beatles Live! At
The Star Club In Hamburg,
Germany: 1962, and are also seeking
damages against the manufacturers
of the disc. The concerts were report-
edly recorded by the stage manager
of the Star Club in late 1962, who
then gave them to Ted Taylor, a front-
man for one of The Beatles opening
bands. In 1977 The Beatles tried to
stop the production of the release, but
a judge rules that the tapes were of
sufficient historical interest to permit
their issuing. The current legal action
may have more success due to the
recent expansion of copyright laws
that offer artists more protection for
their works.

While “Shades Of Truth” is happening at Rock and Modern Rock,
there’s still stuff that we can claim as our own. “Hear It,” “Sowing The
Seeds Of Utopia,” “Mediocre Minds,” “At The Mercy Of Imbeciles,” and
“The Same Person.”

SERPENT BOY EP, JIVE/SILVERTONE

It's time to shake your long-haired, leather clad
Metalhead booties to the JUNKIE XL, MACHINE,
and Tom Lord-Alge remixes of “Serpent Boy.” (hed)
pe fuses Metal rhythms and Hip-Hop vocal stylings
and the result is at once fresh and tight, and could
without a doubt summon forth moshers in pits from
LA to NYC. While the album’s been off our Metal
charts for a while, this five-song EP should have it
scaling back up the charts in no time. The “Rock Da Beat Mix” of “Serpent
Boy” is rife with scratching, sampling, and production, but it still main-
tains the brutal Metal edge of the guitarwork at the end. This EP is a bit
left of center to be categorized as straight-up Metal, but damn, it sure is
fun to move to. So, awaken the sleeping wallflowers in your audience with
“Darky” and the previously unreleased “Epilogue.”

Simply put, there was no Modern AC in this
market. Y100 was Alternative with a bad sig-
nal, and WYXR (Star104) was leaning rhyth-
mic and still trying to find their way. There
was a definite hole in the market for Max.
Someone who could play Blues Traveller,
Sheryl Crow, Dave Matthews Band, and
still be appealing to that 18-49 cell, with a
focus on hitting that 29 year-old. The music
was certainly right for a Modern AC, both in
terms of library material and currents, and
the music supply has even gotten better since
then. The market has shifted a little now. It's
interesting, because who would have been
playing the Natalie Imbruglia six months
ago early on? I don’t think anyone in the mar-
ket would have been playing it real early. We
added the record back in January. Now that
we’re here, we've pretty much forced every
station in the market to play it. Obviously, it's
a huge hit now so everyone is playing it any-
way. But, we stepped out first.

How close is Modern AC to Modern Rock
these days?

The two formats are very similar. Modern AC
skews older and is much broader and bal-
anced, a little bit softer, a little less angry.
Modern Rock has had to pay attention to
Modern AC in many ways. Modern Rock has
gotten more mass appeal with the existience
of Modern AC. They have to deal with records
like Natalie Imbruglia. They can't just sit
around and play Scott Weiland records all
day. This in turn has taken Modern Rock clos-
er to Top 40 as well, and that can be very dan-
gerous for that format.

If you were programming a Modern
Rocker, how would you react to a
Modern AC station?

I probably wouldn't be playing a lot of Sarah
McLachlan-type records. I would want to
maintain my edge mn the market. I would
probably play more Tool-type records. and be
the Modern Rock station the audience is
accustomed to hearing, and really be what
you're supposed to be. If Modern Rock rocks
more, it further differentiates itself from
Modern AC; if it lightens up. it blends more
with Modern AC. But then again, can you get
away with not playing the Sarah McLachlan’s
and Natalie Imbruglia’s and still be a a suc-
cessful Modern Rock station? That’s the
dilemma.

There’s quite a battle developing
between Max and Y100. Is there any
added incentive to go up against Y100
given the fact that you worked there at
one time?

To want to beat them, yes; to play their game,
no. I won't battle them by playing Bush and
Fuel records. But, really it’s nothing person-
al. They're competition, and because they are
there, I want to beat them. The way I look at
it is they are going up against us. Since we
signed on as a Modern AC, I'm starting to
hear Blondie records on Y100. It's also inter-
esting to see them playing songs from artists
like Sarah McLachlan, Natalie Imbruglia and
Paula Cole, while calling themselves the
New Music Alternative. I feel those songs are
closer to the Modern AC format, under today’s
music umbrella. In reality, Y100 is just a
small piece of the puzzle. Ilook at it as them
going up against us more than us going up
against them.

You recently announced the Y100
FEZtival line-up before Y100 did. How
did you weigh the risk vs. benefit of pre-
empting the Y100 announcement?

We talked about this at length prior to doing
what we did. The fact that there are more lis-
teners who listen to us than will go to their
show weighed heavily. 500,000 people listen
to our station; 25,000 go to the show. 475,000
don’t know whose show it is. To the people
who don’t go to the show, the idea is to have
them perceive it as another neutral show. If
I’'m someone who listens to the radio and both
stations are saying Everclear is coming May
29, and I don't go to the show, in my mind both
stations have some ownership to that concert.

Did the artists on the bill have anything
to do with the decision you made?

Yes, the fact that we play most of
the artists. The statement we're
making is that they are Max artists.
And if a Max artist comes to town
we let everyone know about it.

You even went as far as giving
tickets away, and calling the
show part of the Max Concert

Meredith Brooks per-
formed a special in-studio
show at Max.
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Series. Pretty ballsy...

We gave away the tickets and called it part of
the Max Concert Series to create the image in
the listener's mind that it's our show. It’s
funny because people are still calling to this
day asking if they can get backstage passes to
our show. Even the press has called for press
credentials. As time goes on, naturally Y100
will claim more ownership to the show, but
there will be a certain segment of the audi-
ence who still believes that it’s our show.

What was Y100’s reaction?

They sent a Cease & Desist and called our GM
three or four times. wanting us to not talk
about it, and claiming we had wrong informa-
tion. But, in reality we got our information off
the Marcy Playground and Green Day web

pages.

How active is Max on the streets, and is
this a battleground you have to win?

We don’t have to win the battle of the streets.
We need to be represented so people constant-
ly know we are here. The idea is always for us
to get the word out about Max. Fran
Frogione and Lisa Waders do an excellent
job in promotiing Max. We don’t feel that
we're in a race against, or in a battle against,
every other station in town. The idea is to let
people know that we’re here on our terms.
What are the essential elements you use
to sell Max to the Philly audience?

We went on television for the manth of
November, and it was basically a campaign to
get to know Max. We're back on TV now with
the same concept, to let people know we're
here, and to continue to build cume for the
radio station. We had a strong initial bill-

board campaign, and billboards continue to be
up to help promote us, as well as the promo-
tions and appearances that we constantly do

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is not to overextend your

outside the station. I have to credit Ted
Kelly, our Director of Marketing &
Promotions, for contributing a lot to our TV
and billboard campaigns.

Max has been on the air for seven months
now, are you satisfied with the Arbitron
performance so far?

We’re never really satisfied. I'm never satis-
fied until we're way up, inside the top five.
Actually, probably #1 would make me satis-
fied; but you can’t beat KYW (can you?). I am
impressed so far with what we've been able to
accomplish in the past seven months, We've
been able to tie Y100 12+ with a 2.2, and we’re
out-cuming them in different areas. It's a big
feat for us to do that, but we still have a long
way to go. I'm very excited about our 18-34
numbers, we went from 3.6 to 4.2, and in dif-
ferent dayparts, we've won. We also per-
formed well in the 18-49 and 25-54 cells, two
areas that are crucial to us. And Sales is
always happy about those upper demo suc-
cesses.

Philadelphia has suddenly become a
very competitive market with contempo-
rary music stations, especially with the
many variations of Pop music stations.
Size up the market competitively.

WYSP is called the Rock station, and they do
just that, they Rock. They've done a good job
in branding themselves. Star 104 still
bounces back and forth between Elton John
and Sugar Ray, and Journey and
Chumbawamba. I really don't know where
they are heading. Y100 sounds a lot like we
do, which we appreciate. Our sister station
WMMR is currently celebrating their 30th
birthday, a claim few stations can make, and
Joe Bonadonna and his staff have done a
great job in keeping a Heritage Rock station
very competitive in a crowded market. WIOQ

has gone more mainstream, and given the
cluster they are part of, I can see why they've
cut back the Urban titles. It’s a good sound-
ing station.

Who are you sharing with the most?

We share the most with Y100, and secondly
with WYSP. Because of the nature of the
music, it doesn’t surprise me that we get some
of the male listenership.

How aggressive should Modern AC sta-
tions be with new artists?

Each Modern AC is different in each market.
As for us, we're pretty aggressive. We've
taken a few chances on some bands, and some
of them are panning out for us. We don’t mind
taking a shot on a new artist. We know what
we're looking for in the appeal of our music,
and if the artist’s right for us, we’ll go for it.

In more than a few markets, the Modern
AC is instrumental in lighting the fuse on
new artists. Who are some of the new
artists that you jumped on early?

Once again, Natalie Imbruglia is one we
jumped on really early. We played her for a
long time too before anyone else even got
started with it. Garrison Starr is another
artist we’re still playing that no one else is
playing, and it's selling 150 units a week, so
we’re pretty impressed with that. We're the
only station playing Naked “Raining On The
Sky”, and that’s doing well for us. We were on
Semisonic very early. Sarah McLachlan
“Adia” is one that we forced Y100 on; and we
were on Green Day “Time Of Your Life” and
Alanis Morissette “Uninvited” prior to Y100.
Third Eye Blind’s “How’s It Gonna Be”,
Barenaked Ladies “Brian Wilson” and Goo
Goo Dolls “Iris”, are other songs that we
started before our competitors.
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Sister Hazel gets
to know Max.

What is your policy for adding new music
to the mix?

We have our music meeting with Ali and
Chuck DaMico, our programming assistant.
The three of us determine new songs by look-
ing at what’s going on nationally. We peruse
the Modern AC, Alternative, Adult Top 40 and
Top 40 charts. We also find out what our com-
petitors are doing in the market. During our
meeting, the three of us get on the phone with
Alex DeMers and Jeff Murphy from DeMers
Programming. We also look at what’s going
on locally. We look for songs that fit our
sound, and appeal to our core listener. In the
end we let the music speak for itself’

What are your most played songs cur-
rently, and how many times are you
rotating your powers?

Right now we’re powering: Sarah McLachlan
“Adia”", Marcy Playground “Sex And
Candy”, Semisonic “Closing Time”, Natalie
Imbruglia “Torn”, and Goo Goo Dolls “Iris.”
Our powers can alternate between five and
eight at any given time. It’s important that
our powers make the right statement for Max.
The powers are getting rotated 60+ times a
week because right now we are a cume build-
ing radio station. We’re early in the game.
We feel as though we need to spin a power 63
times a week. Our new titles get about 20
spins when they’re added to the list.

How are you using the library to keep
the mix fresh? And what library tracks
are working particularly well for you?
We look for material that has withstood the
test of time. Obviously songs that are testing
well. Things like: Simple Minds “Don’t You
Forget About Me,” a lot of the U2 tracks, a lot
of the Bangles-type songs, any Sarah
McLachlan and Tori Amos always do very
well for us. We keep the mix fresh by doing
auditorium tests a couple times a year. The
proper use of the library is very important to
the overall appeal of this format. How one
uses library tracks can really separate a
Modern AC from a Modern Rock station.

What one current, recurrent and gold
track best define Max’s music position?
Natalie Imbruglia “Torn”, Dave Matthews
Band “Crash Into Me”, Indigo Girls “Closer
To Fine”.

Are you using Eighties material
in any special programming?
No. We didn’t want to do the old
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“How one uses library tracks can really sepa-
rate a Modern AC from a Modern Rock station.’

cliche Eighties Request Lunch, so we decided
to stay away from doing special Eighties fea-
tures.

What about weekends? What kind of spe-
cial programming are you doing over
weekends?

We came up with an On Tour Weekend. It’s a
very unique idea. We try to get people quali-
fied all weekend with tickets to a show. If
Matchbox 20 comes to town, all weekend
long you get Matchbox 20 tickets. A grand
prize winner gets to go on tour to other places
with the band. It's been quite successful for
us.

How important is it for Max to have
exclusive or semi-exclusive ownership of
new artists? Is it important for Max to be
playing records that no one else is play-
ing?

It’s not all that important to us. When we’re
choosing music, we're not looking for some-
thing that no one’s playing. It’s not important
for us to do that. If we really feel strong about
a record, we will take a chance and start play-
ing it, exclusive or not. But, it’s not important
for us to be exclusive.

Who are some artists that you're current-
ly playing exclusively?
Lenny Kravitz ‘If You Can’t Say No”,
Junkster, Rebekah, Sister 7 and Soul
Asylum, along with The Garrison Starr and
Naked mentioned earlier.

Is it important for Max to create an iden-
tity of breaking new artists, vs. playing
hit records?

The hit records are more important to us. We
obviously don’t shy away from new artists and
we never will. There are a lot of stations that
add 12 and 13 records, but when 11 become
stiffs and one is a hit, the station claims they
broke the artist. They claim to be the New
Music station that breaks new bands.
Anybody can do that. My philosophy is not to
overextend your playlist for the sake of a pop-
ular reputation. Do what’s right for the radio
station. The idea for us is to try to pick and
choose what we think are the hit records.

With the Max Knows Music slogan, how
vital is it for you to forge an identity with
the audience of getting on the right new
artists first?

Getting to the artist first is not our primary
priority. Max is not sold as the New Music

station. We're sold as Max Knows Music, but
not necessarily new music. Timing is impor-
tant for the hit factor. If it’s a hit we should
definitely be there early. But we'’re not overly
concerned with the image of being the New
Music station.

You’ve done a good job with Max Knows
Music. It seems like you're marketing
that as much as the station. What other
key slogans have you been using?

We did a Get To Know Max campaign, which
really emphasized the fact that we’re trying
not to be a radio station. With Get To Know
Max, our intent was to get to know a new
friend. With Max Knows Music, it’s funny,
everywhere we go on the streets, you see peo-
ple and the first thing they say when they
know we're from Max is, “Oh, Max Knows
Music.” It seems to have really sunk into peo-
ple’s heads and that’s the whole idea. We
never wanted to over-think chosing a certain
slogan, because we wanted people to form
their own opinion of what Max is all about.
This way, if they can form their own opinion,
and not be sold something that they didn’t
expect, they won't turn away. We let them try
to form their own opinion instead of telling
them what we are.

You’ve worked with some strong pro-
grammers in the past. What did you
learn the most from each of the program-
mers you've worked with?

Charlie Quinn was a great study in gorilla
warfare tactics, not that we engage in that
here. It was great seeing him in action. Steve
Kingston is a very music intensive person
and very critical of the music logs, which
taught me a lot about editing and doing music
the right way. Brian Philips taught me a lot
about building great relationships in radio,
and he is also really stcong with the music. I
learned many things from Garett Michaels,
too numerous to mention, but one was how to
be a good programmer.

What experiences during your career
best prepared you to program today?

Turning down the job at Y100 originally. (just
kidding) As a Music Director and Research
Director I've been involved with all aspects of
the music, including focus groups, perceptuals
and auditorium tests. I've had strong experi-
ence in these areas and it really has prepared
me for the programming job. Music is such a
critical part of what we do here. Garett and I
went through a similar experience when we
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were both at Y100. Creating the music for a
station from scratch is extremely challenging
and rewarding at the same time. This experi-
ence has allowed me to attack the music very
confidently, and the music is such a focal point
of this station.

Which stations around the country influ-
ence you the most and why?

99X in Atlanta and WPLT in Detroit are two
stations I look at closely I've also always
watched WBMX in Boston, and been
impressed with what they’ve accomplished. I
kind of glance at WHFS every now and then.

At Greater Media you’re working with
some accomplished broadcast execu-
tives. How’s the relationship going
between you and the key execs?

The great thing about working with (COO)
Tom Milewski is the fact that he’s very
accessible. You can actually pick up the phone
and call him just about anytime, and he’s a
wealth of knowledge. Our cluster GM,
Dennis Begley, has been a great deal of help.
he’s a strong manager and a big fan of the sta-
tion. It’s great to see the GM come in and
turn up the Fastball track everytime it comes
on the radio station.

Modern AC, is it a weekend or is it here
to stay?
It’s a 365 day weekend!

Johnson and then Garett Michaels.

He’s as Philadelphia as a cheesesteak, the Liberty Bell and the Vet. Chuck Tisa has the good
fortune to work in the market he grew up in. In fact, Chuck’s only worked in mar-
ket #5 (not too shabby). He broke bread with radio in 1985 at then Top 40
WEGX/EAGLE106, where he learned from Charlie Quinn and WEGX consul-
tant Steve Kingston. At EAGLE106 Chuck gained exposure in several differ-
ent areas including promotion, production and music. Tisa was named
Assistant MD in ’89, and a mere year later he advanced to Music Director,
under then PD Brian Philips. EAGLE106 turned into Smooth Jazz, and Tisa
walked across the street to WPLY/Y100 as MD, where he worked with Eric
It was Chuck and Garett who made the
transition with Y100 from Top 40 to a more Modern approach. When Michaels went

to Motown, Chuck took the Y100 PD helm and guided the station from May 96 to January
'97. In July of ’97 Chuck started to lay the groundwork for Philly’s first Modern AC station.

He’s been the PD ever since.

What were the short term plans for Max
when you signed on in September of '97?
The idea was for the station to be Modern AC
and play hit music. The original concept was
to create a person, not a radio station.
Obviously Max is a station, but what we try to
convey is that Max is your friend. In fact, we
never say “on Max” or “at Max”, we simply say
Max. We want Max to be perceived as a per-
son. When we give away tickets or promo-
tional items, we never say I or we have your
tickets, it’s always Max has your prize. We
wanted to give the listeners of Philadelphia
something they never had before on the air.
We'll continue to reinforce this image of a per-
son, we will not have it evolve into a radio sta-
tion. We also wanted to drill in to the heads of
listeners our slogan, Max Knows Music.

The station was jockless for three
months. This really allowed the station
to image itself as music intensive. What
steps did you take in introducing air tal-

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ent and how did you find your morning
show?

We didn’t want to do any typical radio hype
type of thing in unveiling the jocks. We
debuted the line-up on January 5. We did try
out various people in the overnights to get a
feel for how compatible they'd be with the for-
mat, the image and message of the station.
Jim Ryan and Angel Donato, both from
Y100, started a little prior to January 5. But,
our initial full jock launch was January 5. [
was always interested in Ali Castelini back
when I was at Y100. But, it didn't quite work
out. [ kept in contact with her and finally con-
vinced her to join our new team. We're very
pleased with Chuck & Genny. our morning
show. We wanted the show to be entertaining,
fun and fairly light-hearted, and the personal-
ities complement the music real well. Genny
Layne came from WARQ in Columbia, SC. T
found Chuck Dowd (who used to work at
WPST) at Y107 in Los Angeles. I liked what
that station was doing out there, and Chuck
was a big part of it. On overnights
Robert Smith (ex of Y100) has
been doing a great job. He’s been a
nice surprise for us. He’s a young
guy who works hard.

How important is it to have an
ex-programmer like Ali
Castelini as your MD?

Max staffers hanging out on
the Grand Buffet trolley:
Chuck, Ali Castelini, Genny
Layne, Chuck DaMico, Mike
Whittenken, Ed Marshall, with
Lisa Waders and Fran
Frogione up front.
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It's important, because Ali learned a lot at her
first programming job in Pittsburgh at
WXDX. She has a lot of good ideas and thinks
like a programmer. When we get into brain-
storming meetings and promotion meetings,
she always has ideas that she draws from her
strong background. Ali knows the music real-
ly well, but her depth of knowledge and expe-
rience goes well beyond the music. Her opin-
ions are very valid on all different aspects of
programming a radio station.

How would you best define Max’s format?
If we had to pigeon-hole it, we would call it a
Classic-Modern-Adult-Contemporary-Top 40-
Acoustical-Alternative, with a female skew.
But seriously, we're a Modern AC format for
Philadelphia that targets 18-49 females, and
with a focus on the 25-34 cell. This format
does vary from market to market. Some sta-
tions lean a lot more Eighties. We play some
Eighties, but the way we define Modern AC is
a mix of strong and appropriate new titles
that lean Modern, with strong library tracks
that test well. Both groups have to appeal to
an 18-49 female listener. We avoid some of
the harder-edged Alternative music, we may
stay away from a Fuel and a lot of the Bush
records. We are attracting some male listen-
ership. You do get males in this format based
upon the fact that you play a Soul Asylum
and a Semisonic, and some of the other
Alternative bands that have more mass
appeal potential.

Modern AC is imaged and programmed
differently market to market. What were
the main characteristics of the Philly
market that influenced the decision to go
in this direction?
