Seagram Creates World’s Largest Music
Company With $10.6 Billion PolyGram Acquisition

Get ready for five global music giants instead of the
traditional Big Six. Canada’s Seagram Company
announced May 21 that it has reached an agreement
with Philips to acquire PolyGram in a transaction val-
ued at $10.6 billion. PolyGram will be combined with
Seagram’s Universal Studios to create the world’s
largest music company.

To help foot the bill, Seagram is selling its
Tropicana unit through an IPO of common stock. The
entertainment, spirits and wine behemoth estimates
its fruit juice subsidiary has a value of $3.5-$4.0 bil-
lion, making the sale one of the largest U.S. initial pub-
lic offerings. Seagram, Philips and PolyGram are also
exploring the possibility of unloading PolyGram’s film
properties, one of several other potential asset sales
that, along with borrowings, could help fund the
PolyGram purchase.

Universal Studios says its management and that of
PolyGram would meet immediately to identify the
management team that would lead the various units of

the combined company.

In creating the world’s largest music company,
Seagram will combine its MCA, MCA Nashville/Decca,
Geffen/DGC, Interscope, GRP, Universal/Uptown,
Rising Tide, and Hip-O labels with PolyGram’s
Mercury, Island, A&M, Motown and other labels.

The Boards of Seagram, Philips, and PolyGram all
approved the deal, which first made headlines two
weeks ago when Philips announced it was “evaluating
various strategic options” for PolyGram. Signs imme-
diately pointed to Seagram, which was already in talks
to acquire the EMI Group. Within days, Seagram’s
pursuit of EMI came to a grinding halt as Seagram
President/CEQO Edgar Bronfman, Jr. set his sights
on the more attractive PolyGram. Competing bids,
including one spearheaded by ousted Disney President
Michael Ovitz, came and went, as Bronfman huddled
with Philips President/CEQO Cornelis Boonstra to get

the multi-billion dollar deal done.

Here’s how the purchase is structured: Universal gets Philips’ 75%
ownership position in PolyGram through a tender offer for all issued
shares at $59 per share in cash, or at the shareholder’s election, for cash
and Seagram stock. Seagram will issue approximately 47.9 million com-
mon shares (12% of the outstanding shares of the transaction) or around
$2 billion in value.

According to a statement issued by Seagram, the deal “contemplates
that Philips would irrevocably commit to tender all its PolyGram shares
into the Seagram tender offer, to acquire as many Seagram shares as are
available in the tender offer, and to hold its Seagram shares for no less
than two years.”

“These announcements herald an important transformation of
Seagram,” Bronfman said. “We will manage two highly-focused business-
es of global scope and scale — entertainment and spirits and wine. With
the acquisition of PolyGram, we become a global entertainment leader,
including the world’s largest music company, with a truly impressive ros-
ter of musical talent. We're delighted to be buying the world’s preeminent
music company and to be able to integrate it with Universal at an esti-
mated cost savings of $275-$300 million annually.

“While we become predominately an entertainment company as a
result of these transactions — with nearly 75% of our attributed EBITDA
derived from our entertainment assets — we remain as committed as ever
to our spirits and wine businesses, which have defined this Company and
fueled its growth for more than three generations.”

Universal Studios Chairman/CEQO Frank J. Biondi, Jr. added, “The
addition of PolyGram to Universal’s operations moves us to the forefront
of the entertainment industry. Universal will now operate the largest
music company in the world, the second largest theme park resort compa-
ny, a major motion picture studio, and a worldwide television production
and distribution business. And our 45% equity interest in USA Networks
gives us exceptional opportunities in domestic television and electronic
commerce.”

Closing, subject to compliance with the Hart-Scott-Rodino antitrust act
and approval of the Commission of the European Communities, is expect-
ed in four-to-six months. At that time, Boonstra will join the Seagram
board.

Islandlife, a new umbrella compa-
ny for various business concerps
including Palm Pictures, a DVD,
CD, and film company; Ma




Entertainment, a Japanese anima-
tion theatrical, DVD, CD-ROM, and
home video release company;
London-based publishing arm, Blue
Mountain Music; Bob Marley
Music; the World Wide Web site
www.islandlife.com, and Island
Outpost, the hotel and recording
studio division. Blackwell is
already said to be making deals,
including a potential acquisition of
Rykodisc and negotiations with his
former company to rerelease the
Bob Marley box-set, Songs Of
Freedom. Blackwell formed
Islandlife earlier this year, follow-
ing his departure from PolyGram
in November 1997. Blackwell sold
Island Records and Island Pictures
to PolyGram in 1989. Among the
top executives at the new company
are former Island Exec. VP
Hooman Majd and Larry Mestel,
previously Exec. VP/COO at Island.
It is rumored that Chairman/CEO
of Gateway 2000, Ted Waitt, is a
potential investor in the newly
formed company. Blackwell is look-
ing to raise $100 million to finance
his new venture. Distribution and
marketing for new releases in the
U.S. will be handled by Rykodisc in
Salem, MA.

FCC SPANKS ARS AND PBR
The Federal Communications
Commission fined both American
Radio Systems and Palm Beach
Radio $18,500, stating that their
business arrangements constituted
both unauthorized transfer of con-
trol of licenses, and violation of the
local ownership rules for ARS.
Palm Beach Radio was fined for
failing to disclose its arrangements
with ARS. The FCC found PBR had
no intent to deceive. ARS had
helped finance PBR, held an option
to purchase, and had intertwined
the operation of PBR’s three sta-
tions with its own stations so close-
ly that there was an unauthorized
transfer of control, including the

review and approval of budgets and
senior management of PBR. ARS
had been actively involved in hir-
ing, including interviewing and
negotiating with candidates, for
key positions with PBR. ARS and
PBR both concede that they created
an unauthorized transfer of control
and pushed ARS over the allowed
limit of local-ownership, both pre-
and post-Telecom Bill.

SFX CLOSING SET FOR JUNE 1
Look for Hicks Muse to close on its
$2.1 billion purchase of SFX
Broadcasting on June 1. The deal
was first announced in August
1997. Meanwhile Chancellor is
expected to close on its $72 million
purchase of WWDC-AM/FM by the
end of May.

KATZ APOLOGIZES FOR
AMCAST MEMO Katz Radio
President Stu Olds apologized on
the nationally syndicated Tom
Joyner Show last Friday (5/15) for a
memo the firm’s Amcast division
had written and was subsequently
leaked to The New York Daily News
May 12 stating that advertisers
would be better served by steering
away from Urban and Hispanic sta-
tions (see Dirt Alert 5/15). Olds
said he was “embarrassed” by the
memo and laid-out a five-point plan
of corrective measures. With the
memo making headlines all over
New York City, the Rev. Al
Sharpton has now stepped into
the picture. According to M Street
Daily (5/20), Sharpton reportedly
has a June 4 meeting set up with
NYC radio executives to discuss the
fallout of the Amcast memo.

KENNARD WANTS EEO POLI-
CY RESTORED FCC Chairman
Bill Kennard wants to appeal a
ruling that determined the FCC’s
30-year policy of encouraging
minority hiring was unconstitu-
tional. Kennard unveiled his plans

during a weekend meeting of the
NAACP in Baltimore. He wants a
review by all eleven judges on the
same appellate court that decided
the EEO policy was unconstitution-
al. The Department Of Justice may
also file its own appeal.

SHEEHAN TO PROGRAM WOKI
Former WGIR/Manchester PD/MD
Tim Sheehan has been tapped for
similar duties at Dick
Broadcasting’s new Classic Rocker
WOKI (The Eagle)/Knoxville.
Sheehan is set to start his new gig
in early June and will also cover an
as-yet-to-be-determined airshift.
The station is currently running
jockless.

AUDIONET BECOMES BROAD-
CAST.COM AudioNet, the Dallas-
based provider of streaming broad-
cast audio used by over 300 radio
stations for broadcasting their
audio on their Web sites, has
changed its name to
Broadcast.com. In addition, the
company has secured the services
of a few Wall Street heavies to help
them take the public plunge in an
IPO estimated to be worth $35 mil-
lion. Among Broadcast.com’s
numerous backers are Jacor’s
Premiere Radio, plus members of
the Hicks, Muse Tate & Furst fam-

ily.

ARS ANNOUNCES FIRST
QUARTER GAINS American
Radio Systems’ first quarter results
for 1998 are in. Consolidated opera-
tions, which include their radio sta-
tions and American Tower Systems,
have increased to $106.2 million
from $54.2 million in the same peri-
od last year. Broadcast cash flow

gained 117.2% to $29.1 million
from $13.4 million last year.

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Motley Crue drummer Tommy Lee,
who pleaded no contest last month to a
battery charge filed by his estranged
wife, actress Pamela Anderson, was
sentenced this past week to a six month
jail term.

After a bout with laryngitis, Mick
Jagger had to throw in the towel on a
few shows on the band’s U.S. jaunt.
Dates in Milan, Berlin, Bilbao,
Nurenberg, Duessldorf and Hannover are
among the cities that have been canceled.

While Keith’s rib is on the mend, Jagger
is keeping busy with various film activi-
ties. While at the Cannes Film Festival,
Jagger announced that his company,
Jagger Films, along with Lorne Michaels’
Broadway Video, will be co-producing a
movie based on the best-selling World
War II spy novel, Enigma, along with
playwright Tom Stoppard and director
Michael Apted. Meanwhile, The London
Times reports that Jagger is believed to
be working with Martin Scorsese on a
film for Disney that deals with the music
biz in New York, and that he also plans to
shoot a film called Map Of Love, which
chronicles the rocky marriage of poet
Dylan Thomas.

You knew that Alternative rockers
weren’t just going to sit idly by, while the
hair-band guys cornered the market on
home sex tape scandals. Former Jane’s
Addiction and Porno For Pyros vocal-
ist Perry Farrell is the latest musician
to be embroiled in a home sex tape con-

troversy, as he was granted a temporary
restraining order by a Federal Court last
Thursday (14), preventing a sex video
featuring the Lollapalooza founder from
being marketed, distributed or sold, or
from appearing on the Internet.
According to Farrell’s lawyers, the singer
is seeking $90 million in damages
against several defendants, including
Spy7.com, which had planned to begin
broadcasting segments of the 60-minute
video last Thursday. Spy7 claims the
video features Farrell “indulging in overt
sexual acts and drug use whilst engaging
in a bizarre love pact with his lover”
Representing Farrell in his lawsuit are
the same attorneys who recently prevent-
ed Internet Entertainment Group from
distributing a home sex tape featuring
Bret Michaels and Pamela Anderson.

As the latest incarnation of Van Halen is
out on the road supporting their album,
Van Halen 3, former mouthpiece David
Lee Roth’s new DLR Band will release
their new album on June 9 with a sum-
mer tour to follow. The album, tentative-
ly titled It Couldn’t Have Happened But
It Did, will be released via Roth’s own Wa
Wa Zat!! imprint, and features the musi-
cal contributions of guitarists Michael
Hartman and John Lowery (formerly
of Rob Halford's Two), bassist
Bourbon Bob, and drummer Ray
Luzier. The track listing for the album,
which was reportedly recorded in less
than a month, is as follows: “Slam Dunk,”
“Black Light,” “Counter-Blast,” “Lose The
Dress (Keep The Shoes),” “Little Texas,”
“King Of The Hill,” “Going Places,” “Wa
Wa Zat!!” “Relentless,” “Indeedido,”

Former Soundgarden frontman Chris
Cornell is getting set to begin work his
first solo album, which has a tentative
release date of October 20. Cornell is said
to be currently finishing songwriting and
putting together a band for the album,
which he plans to begin tracking at the
end of June. Cornell is also talking with
producer Daniel Lanois about the possi-
bility of working on the album, once
Lanois wraps up his current tour with
Scott Weiland.

Proving that Rock and Roll excess isn’t a
thing of the past, Oasis guitarist Noel
Gallagher is throwing a party that will
cost him upwards of $250,000, to cele-
brate England’s first soccer match in this
year's World Cup series. The British
press are reporting that Gallagher has
hired a decorator to design a large
Arabian-style marquee on the grounds of
his $5 million estate. The bash certainly
won’t endear Gallagher any more to his
neighbors, who are already up in arms
over his plans to build a soccer field, com-
plete with a stadium-style bank of lights,
in his backyard. Local authorities have
denied Gallagher the permits necessary
to build the field so far.

Verve Pipe lead singer Brain Vander
Ark is set to start shooting his second
indie film, The Space Between Us, later
this month in San Francisco. Vander Ark
plays a gang-banger turned graffiti artist
in the film, which is described as a dra-
matic comedy. His other film project,
Road Kill, is still in search of a distribu-
tor. As for the Verve Pipe, the band are
planning to begin work on their next
album in New York with producer
Michael Beinhorn (Soundgarden, Ozzy
Osbourne, Hole), and they just recorded
a track called “1229 Sheffield” for the
soundtrack to the forthcoming film Clay
Pigeons, starring Janeane Garofolo and
Vince Vaughn. Vander Ark also just fin-
ished a collaboration with XTC’s Andy
Partridge, entitled “Blow You Away,” for
the Avengers soundtrack.

KISS are nearing completion of their
first album of new material with the orig-
inal line-up in 18 years. The band cut 18
tracks with noted Hard Rock producer
Bruce Fairbairn for the album, reported-
ly entitled Psycho Circus (like their comic
book series), 12 of which will make the
final cut. Bandmembers have said that
the album will have the ‘classic KISS’
sound. The subsequent tour, said to be
kicking-off this fall, is also shaping up to
be a “classic KISS; affair, with HardRadio
reporting that the band will employ
screens with 3-D images, with 3-D glass-
es handed out to fans, among other
effects. We'll keep you posted.

As Rod Stewart re-visits his Rocking
roots on When We Were The New Boys,
due out June 2, the legendary Rock-belter
ups his visibility to promote the album.

1950 will publish his memoirs next month.
Follow The Music: The Life and High Times of
Elektra Records in the Great Years of American
Pop Culture by Jac Holzman will be out June
15. Expect a lot of anecdotes about Greenwich
Village folkies and Laurel Canyon hippies.
Elektra started out as a Folk label, then
became a singer/songwriter label in the 1960s
with Phil Ochs, Tom Paxton, Judy Collins and
others. Holzman’s creation of the successful
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Nonesuch label in 1964 funded Elektra’s
expansion into Rock and the signing of the
Doors, Bread, Carly Simon and Queen.
Holzman sold all of his music interests to
Warner Communications in 1970.

McKENNITT SET TO DO LAST “MUM-
MER’S DANCE™: Having a Top 20 hit and a
platinum album haven’t even tempted Loreena
McKennitt to alter her plans to take an extend-
ed break from music. Book Of Secrets fulfilled
the contract with Warner Bros. which she signed
in 1991. McKennitt does plan to record another
album, but she says it’s not going to be more
commercial. She calls her contract with Warner
Bros. an example of how artists can use big com-
panies to their advantage. Since she financed
her own recordings she was able to get a much
higher royalty rate and work without any inter-
ference from the label. However, those luxuries
won’t keep her from shopping for an even better
deal once she has new music ready.

The Recording Industry Association of America has attached the pro-
posed law to bankruptcy legislation now before the House Judiciary
Committee. But the RIAA claims the legislation is not aimed at musi-
cians, only their lawyers. The trade group says unscrupulous lawyers
are extorting rewritten contracts for their artists from record companies
by threatening bankruptcy. TLC and Toni Braxton are two artists who
have filed for bankruptcy after contract negotiations have broken down.
Musicians say that there is no adequate proof that performers are abus-
ing the bankruptcy laws.

In these troubled times of corporate takeovers and downsizing, it’s very easy for us “creative types” to
get discouraged, disgruntled and downright scared. Was it really that long ago when working at a radio
station, doing a good job and keeping your nose relatively clean meant a good chance of steady employment

for as long as you wanted?

Greed.

Remember working for one station and one owner? Remember when the station had a
“team” spirit? A sense that we're all in this together? Remember when jock meetings were
actually fun? Remember cutting a cool spot and getting so excited you couldn’t wait to play it
for the PD, the MD... even the receptionist? What happened?

It’s as American as apple pie, folks. Good old 100% natural, no preservatives or addi-
~._| tives, cholesterol free greed. Rich guy or corporation: Wait a minute FCC. You mean, I can

now own as many stations as I want — In the same market? In other markets too? I can be
the Ted Turner of radio? I can consolidate? Wow! Who needs all those people! I'll have a
Network GM, PD, etc. More for me! MORE FOR MEEEEE!!

You see, greed has no morals. Greed has no conscience. “Greed is good.” (Thank you
Michael Douglas and Oliver Stone.) Check out Alex Baldwin’s “pep-talk” in the film
Glengarry Glen Ross. Talk about Greed! Talk about not giving a rat’s-ass about the individ-

complaining. The business is what it is. How do we live with all this?

ual! Don’t let any of these suit and tie, Rolex wearing, cliché spouting, greased down crew-cutted, earring
wearing, Grim Reaper tattoo-on-their-butt main-office types fool you into thinking they could care less
about you or your family! This is how corporate America really thinks! Hooray for me... F*** you.

What do we know for sure about being creative? Well, for one thing, it requires nurturing the
“human element.” Creative people need support and encouragement. I'm not suggesting they need to be
coddled...just “understood.” The creative monster must be properly fed in order to deliver the goods. And
what are those goods? The best damn promos and commercials money can buy! The stuff that makes
clients happy and makes money. This is the way it should be, huh folks? Okay, Dennis, enough with the

The Dennis Daniel Quick Survival Course for Production Directors in a Corporate Takeover Environment
A new style of thinking is needed here. We must evolve with the times and become something new. Something

that knows how to survive. We must try to think...like them.

The usual thought pattern corporate types take is: “How can I save money?” Is Joe Production worth what
we're currently paying him? Couldn’t I do just as well with some young flunky fresh out of college who isn’t looking for

much money?”
Nip that thinking in the bud, pronto!

If you think they’re headed in that direction, gather together four or five of your favorite spots and/or promos
on cassette. Make sure they're not silly spots that don’t sell. They’ve got to be powerful and unique. Next, write a brief
letter to whoever is the new Grand Poobah and wax (briefly) poetic on how glad you are that change is imminent and
how much you look forward to the challenges ahead. Don’t sound like you're begging or massaging their ego. Just a
quick “hello, I exist.” See if you can arrange a quick meeting to discuss your ideas on how to make the department run

more smoothly (without costing them money).

When you get the meeting, bring the cassette and suggest, “Would you like to hear a couple of recent pieces?”
Let them hear your success stories. Let them know how many years you've been at it. Let them know that you know
the demo, the community, the salespeople and their quirks. THIS IS NOT KISSING UP! This is informing! You have
to make your importance and presence known. If you don’t, no one else will! If they don’t give you the time of day,

regardless of your stabs at recognition, be afraid... be very afraid.

Next, talk to the clients that appreciate your work. Ask if they'd be so kind as to write a letter stating so.
Keep these letters on file. You can use them internally or, God forbid, if you have to search for another job. Always

maintain a file that records your success.

Be prepared for anything. Get used to the idea that the workload may very well increase without compensa-

tion. DEAL WITH IT! Trust me, it isn’t any better anywhere else. This is the deal, gang.
Don’t complain. Don't bitch. Don’t gather at the water cooler letting off steam. NEVER
ALLOW YOURSELF TO BE PERCEIVED AS A NEGATIVE! If you don’t like what’s
being done to you, get out. Period. Don’t discuss it. Go about looking for a new job quiet-
ly, and if one hits, leave with dignity. You never know when your paths may cross again.
If you get a chance to negotiate, don’t seem like you'’re putting a gun to their head.
They’ll drop you flat!

It’s time to toughen up. It will get harder before it gets easier. But, it can be
done! Once you feel safe again, you can go back to what you were born to do... CREATE!

put an album out, so we've been storing it up for a
while! While undeniably one of the most influential
bands in Metal, the band hasn’t remained stuck back
in the Reign In Blood mode, coasting on their old rep-
utation to carry them. Nope, not Slayer. The 1998
version of the band finds them evolving towards the groove-driven sound
of today’s Hardcore and Metal, but still maintaining the undisputed atti-
tude (get it?) of the band that gave us anthems like “Angel Of Death,”
“War Ensemble” and “South Of Heaven.” Now there’s another eleven
songs for headbangers to claim as their own. Next week’s Most Added
album begins deceptively, with “Bitter Peace’s” slow, riffy 90-second intro.
It finally erupts into the rest of the song, and the intensity doesn’t let up
for the remaining 40 minutes of the album. Featuring awesome produc-
tion courtesy of Rick Rubin (who owns American and also produced
Reign and the BEASTIE BOYS’ Licensed To Ill, among others), this is
the cleanest Slayer’s ever sounded. We've been waiting for this one for the
last three years, so let’s make it count! You've been spinning “Stain Of
Mind” off of a cassette for weeks now, so that’s a good place to start.
However, also spin “Bitter Peace,” “Death’s Head,” “Perversions Of Pain”
“Love To Hate” — shit, just play the whole friggin’ album, you will any-
way!!!! With only the support of Metal radio, five of Slayer’s albums have
gone gold. Get ready for number six, baby!!

ANTHRAX

SELECTIONS FROM VOLUME 8: THE THREAT IS REAL, IGNITION

Talk about a Metal overload; as if new music from
SLAYER wasn't enough, this week brings us the
first volley of the new ANTHRAX, too! The band’s
new album, Volume 8: The Threat Is Real, is their
first on Ignition, and the best one we've heard in
years. Pretty bold statement, huh? What makes this
stand out from the band’s first seven albums, you
may ask? Well, first off, not only has Anthrax not lost
their edge, but their songwriting’s improved tenfold! Also, subtle flour-
ishes like the percussive breakdown in the middle of “Crush,” the cowbell
on the censored-for-radio “P*** and Vinegar” and whatever the hell that

effect is in the beginning of “Killing Box” sets this apart from what the band’s
sounded like in the past, but also differentiates them from the rest of what's
on your desk. These three slabs of Rock should prime both you and your lis-
teners for the rest of the album, which will hit stores on July 21.

DEEP PURPLE

ABANDON, CMC INTERNATIONAL

DEEP PURPLE have been unleashing albums
since before One of Us was even born, so it comes as
a surprise that in 1998, they’re still putting out
albums that deserve to be worked at Metal radio.
However, one listen to Abandon confirms that
they'’re far from packing it in. As one of the founding
forefathers of our .format, this band commands
respect because of their heritage, but also earns it
based on the strength of the tunes on here. While not as raw as classic
Purple albums like Machine Head or Burn, they've still retained their
signature, Hammond organ-fueled sound. Jon Lord still knows his way
around an organ better than most porn chicks, and like their last album,
Purpendicular, the band’s lineup also features onetime DIXIE DREGS
guitarist Steve Morse. Look for the band to tour this summer with
DREAM THEATER, one of the many bands that was strongly influ-
enced by them. Tunes worth discovering on Abandon include “Any Fule
Kno That,” “Seventh Heaven,” “Watching The Sky,” and “Bludsucker.”

HELLSHOCK

SYMBOL OF AGGRESSION, ZODIAC ENTERTAINMENT

The calm, soothing tap of the percussive, jungle-
themed instrumental opening track “Ground Zero”
is by no means a symbol of aggression that follows
shortly thereafter on this record. Eight SLAYER
influenced tracks are stuffed full of Death Metal
howls and growls supported by extreme power riffs
enough to cause shellshock in some listeners.
Definitely not for the weak of heart but for the
headbanging crew are tracks like “Corrosion,” “Irrelevant,” and “Lesser
Form Of Man,” in which the lead singer warns, “No one fucks with me.”
We wouldn’t doubt it, due to the punishing sonic doom he and his band
dish out by the shovelful. As with any pissed off brutal Metal band, some
naughty words abound so be careful. Oh yeah, and be afraid, too.

* Bruce Dickinson has been keeping himself busy these days. He’s currently
holed up in a Los Angeles studio, working on his next solo album, which has been
titled A Chemical Wedding. He reports that rhythm and bass guitars are com-
pleted and he’s begun work on vocals. He found some time to escape the studio
last week and popped up at DREAM THEATER’s House Of Blues show in L.A.
as a special guest. Bruce sang lead on DEEP PURPLE’s “Perfect Strangers,”
“The Trooper,” and another Maiden song. Also, Mr. Dickinson will appear on an
upcoming Alice Cooper tribute record.

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Getting The Most Out Of Research

Each month the Wimmer-Hudson newsletter addresses concerns raised
by their clients and other broadcasters. With their permission, fmqb in
turn, relays Wimmer-Hudson's wisdom to our readers. This month’s
newsletter shares valuable insight for anyone who is involved with a
research study.

Start a “laundry list.” Prepare a list of what you would like to know. Go
over the list several times to find out which issues are really important.
Don't include questions just for the sake of digging up “interesting” infor-
mation. All questions should be relevant to decision-making. After read-
ing each question, ask yourself, “What am I going to do with this informa-
tion?” If you don’t have a strong answer, don't ask that question.

Consider the timing of each study. If you are anticipating tracking
research results from one year to the next, the studies should be con-
ducted during the same month each year. Don’t compare a study con-
ducted in February to another conducted in October. In addition, make
sure that the samples are the same in both studies. For example, if one
study involves station Cume and the other involves station Fans (P-1s),
they probably cannot be compared. Do not conduct studies during any
major holidays or special events such as the Super Bowl.

Sample size. Use only what you need. Don’t increase sample size for
the sake of larger numbers. A sample of 400 produces a maximum error
of about 4%. If you can't live with that, then increase the sample size.
However, a larger sample size alone does not make a study better, more
reliable, or more valid.

Don’t limit the sample. Keep the sample broad enough to get a good
look at specific demographic cells, but don’t limit your potential. The
value of a study in making decisions about a mass audience decreases
with the increase in number of screening variables (age, sex, station lis-
tening, etc.).

Questionnaire length. Keep the maximum length to no more than
about 17 minutes.

Types of questions. Don't ask overly complicated questions. Keep
your questions simple and easy to understand. Don’t expect listeners
to know what you’re talking about — the respondents must be given
enough information on which to make a decision. If you get a majority
of “Don’t know” responses, you probably have a question that wasn’t
worded correctly.

Scales. Use the same type of scale throughout the questionnaire. If
you start with a 10-point scale, don’t go to a 7-point or 5-point and then
back to a 10-point. Mixing rating scales will confuse the respondents.

Get help from listeners. If you're not sure what to ask in a question-
naire, conduct a few focus groups and let the respondents help develop
the questions. Experiment with the focus group respondents to deter-
mine if they understand what you're after in the questions that you
plan to ask.

Understand the final product. You must know what the final data
tables will look like before the study is conducted. Understanding the
final table layout will help in designing the questionnaire as well as
getting the most out of the study. If you don’t understand what the
data will look like, your study will be designed incorrectly or poorly.

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Alternative and Pop this last year (Hanson,
Spice Girls, Backstreet Boys), and may be
moving into the Pop and Rhythm cycle, and
perhaps the beginning of, what I like to call,
the Extremes phase of the cycle.

Let’s talk about the state of Rock radio.
The Alternative format continues to strug-
gle in many markets, while Active Rock
seems to be doing well in a lot of places,
There’s an entire crop of great new Rock
bands that are waiting for someone to expose
them, and the successful Active Rock stations
have tapped into this. It’s a sales problem,
and 18-34 men aren’t nearly as desirable a
demo as the demo that nets 80% of the buys
out there: 25-54 Adults. Hence Classic Rock’s
preference as the Rock format of the time.
Alternative is a victim of its Pop sister
Modern AC, with its very tight list of heritage
Alternative gold, and the best new Pop
Alternative currents. That will end in the
next year, as much of the Pop Alternative
music drys up, and Alternative radio takes
back its territory from Modern AC.

Modern AC... a hot new format according
to some... a vulnerable niche according
to others. What do you see in the crystal
ball for this format? Where
does it fall on the famous
Zapoleon format chart?
Arecent format study (I'm begin-
ning to believe that perceptual
studies usually lag behind a
music test in predicting musical
trends) showed that Pop
Alternative and New Pop Rock
are huge, but when we did a
music test to follow up the study,
we were hard pressed to find
enough Pop Alternative music to
balance this station’s library. It
seems to me that the Pop
Alternative invasion, which was
largely made up of an avalanche
of Girl Groups with Alanis
Morissette and a million imita-
tors, and a lot of Guy acoustic
bands, flooded the airwaves on
Top 40 as well as on Hot AC and
Modern AC. This may have
caused this sound to saturate the market’s
taste for it. Modern AC will continue to work
for awhile in very whitebread markets, but
it's going to be a rough Fall for the others
unless they excel at the other 2M’s; a great
morning show and tremendous marketing to
hold them up.

You’ve been involved with many of the
Chancellor stations. What’s it like work-
ing with Steve Rivers and company?

It’s an honor working with Steve. He’s the
very, very best... a true programming ninja.
You certainly can see his production and pro-
gramming wizardry all over the country with
‘KTU, and now especially with the startups
like KISQ/San Francisco and Mega 100. You
also see how he and Jimmy de Castro have

been building a cadre of brilliant program-
ming minds for Chancellor’s future (and the
future of radio in general). He has such a
wise and stable perspective. Recently we were
at a research project on a Chancellor station
that has tremendous momentum. We started
to nitpick the station to death in the follow-up
session, and I heard Rivers lean into the PD
and whisper, “don’t change a f.ing thing.”
Rivers had the wisdom of experience to
understand that the station was on a roll, and
he knows the danger of over-examining the
creative process through a microscope.
Another time, we were looking at the various
music styles that made up the musical recipe
of that station, and discussing what ratio to
play what music style. Someone asked Rivers
what he thought the station ought to concen-
trate on, and he replied shortly, “Play The
Hits.” Its funny, Steve and I were reminisc-
ing about the first time we worked together.
It was a programming conference where the
“class” was given an assignment to build a
radio station from scratch... coming up with
everything from product, formatics and mar-
keting strategy, to competition strengths and
weaknesses, market history and creating
every line item in the budget. Steve and I
met when he programmed KOPA/Phoenix,
and I was programming KRQQ/Tucson, and

we decided to team up to create “our” radio
station. When we were working together
starting up ‘KTU, I referred to us as Mr.
Inside and Mr. Outside, we're a great team.
It’s still the best and most rewarding associa-
tion I have with anyone in radio today.

de Castro is also a pretty amazing broad-
cast executive.

Jimmy de Castro is truly the spirit of the
company. I watched him start ‘KTU, inspir-
ing every single person on the staff to walk
through walls for him, and build a legendary
station by never ever settling for second best

with any detail. ‘KTU would never have
become what it was without Jimmy (or even
have signed on without him, for that matter).
Then, I watched this first class philosophy as

he teamed with Scott Ginsburg to build
Evergreen and then Chancellor into the fan-
tastic company it's become. I know his
biggest source of pride is the people he’s
recruited into Chancellor, and how he has
taken care of them financially. He's a philan-
thropist, and great human being. I get goose-
bumps every time Jimmy and I get together.
His mind is so far into the future, and all the
incredible possibilities for our business.
Maximizing every aspect of the business, and
the potential alliances with other media... it
gets me excited just being a part of it all.

Chancellor has some big market clus-
ters, How hard is it to maximize the
potential of each station in the cluster
while minimizing collateral damage to
the others?

As Rivers says, some overlap is a good thing
when its done intelligently. If every station
was sliced and diced so neatly that there was
no overlap, all of the Chancellor stations
wouldn’t reach their potential. Successful
stations are about building different coali-
tions of different types of listeners, and when
that happens there are bound to be overlap-
ping stations. Let's say you do a format study
and find a hole for Urban Oldies, but you are
concerned about the impact on
your other stations, which are
all leaders in their categories.
Well, this is the story of San
Francisco for Chancellor, where
KISQ was created, and is now
#1 25-54 Adults. But K101,
KYLD and KMEL maintained
their shares, and actually hurt
the competition. In many cases,
you have to make the move first
with a new format, where you
can control the product, even if
it does hurt your stations a little
bit. Otherwise, you lose an
opportunity, and instead, the
competition seizes it, and cre-
ates your cluster’s worst enemy.
Its classic marketing strategy
right out of Ries and Trout’s
Positioning where Gillette has
to create the twin blade razor
even if it hurts its market-lead-
ing single blade razor, because Schick will be
right behind, taping into the market’s desire
for a new cutting edge product.

Company A flips the weakest of their five
signals to AC, even though there’s no
apparent hole. Their target is the big
crosstown AC owned by Company B.
They hope to knock a share or two off of
the big AC, allowing Company A’s big
Country station to dominate 25-54 in the
market. This is an actual scenario that
I'm aware of. How much of this is going
on out there?

If Mainstream AC is covered by the competi-
tion’s big market signal, and a company is
using a weak signal to create another form of




Mainstream AC, then I would have suggested
first looking for a missing format where there
was a compelling need for that product.
However, SFX did a great job with “The
Planet” in Houston, as Dave Dillon, Jack
Taddeo, and Dusty Black created a guerilla
“Modern AC” radio station partner to their
Soft AC KODA. This was to damage Hot AC
KHMX, which was neck and neck for #1 25-
54 Adults every book with KODA. KHMX
was a broad based Hot AC that owned part of
the Hot AC, Modern AC and Adult Top 40
hills. Planet moved to specialize in Modern
AC. The result: KHMX was decimated in
their first book, losing close to 46% of their
18-34 women, and they haven’t recovered yet.
KHMX has now re-tooled themselves to pro-
tect their Hot AC position. While The Planet
has never gotten higher than eighth 18-34
Women, sister station KODA is now a consis-
tent #1 in 25-54 Adults.

You've helped to engineer some spectac-
ular launches with Chancellor. Making
a big splash is one thing. Maintaining
momentum is another. What can be done
to keep the sizzle going at a station such
as WKTU?

The strategy for ‘KTU under de Castro,
Rivers, Frankie Blue, Bev Tilden and
myself was not taking the first idea, always
looking for a way to be different and better
with each promotion, and never ever settling
for second with any aspect of ‘KTU.
Obviously, it's a tremendous challenge for
‘KTU to duplicate its amazing initial success,
part of which is due to the difference between
February ‘96, when it swept #1 in every demo,
and now. Remember, radio was much darker
and angrier sounding in NYC at that time.
And WKTU, with new Dance music and Disco
along with RuPaul doing mornings, was a
beacon of happiness. Market conditions are
much different now, and there have been a lot
of new stations that have hit the scene in New
York. There was no Top 40 then, and Tom
Poleman has done a magnificent job rebuild-
ing Z100, which was Alternative then. But
‘KTU has the NYC strategic mastermind in
Sr. VP/GM John Fullam, who along with
Frankie Blue, knows what it took to build
‘KTU. They know the blueprint, and they
know that the key is never ever settling for
anything on ‘KTU being second best. That's
what it takes to keep the sizzle on ‘KTU.

Some say that consolidation and niche
formats have hurt artists by making it
more difficult to achieve mass appeal,
market-wide hits. Others argue that
consolidation creates synergies that
benefit artists. Which argument carries
more weight?

Both arguments are correct. Consolidation
will create better networking of research
results, which promotes the spread of the hits
within formats. You will also see more and
more chain adds due to company deals. At the
same time, consolidation will also cause more
and more format niching and music special-

ization, which will make it a hell of a lot
tougher to find songs that can be played on
multiple formats.

Pay for play... some see it as a great
opportunity, while others fear it as a
destructive force. Your thoughts?

There are so many good ideas to make this
work. It could be a great revenue stream for
radio. It could also be radio’s worst night-
mare if greed takes over, and a large percent-
age of a given hour’s current music is sold to
the highest bidder, weakening the overall
strength of the music and its appeal to the
audience. A system must be developed that
can be understood by owners to understand
how much is too much. It’s important for all
the players to create a multitude of different
options for radio to expose music for revenue.

What can the radio and record commu-
nities do to develop more core artists?
If there can be some standards and some gen-
eral rules of thumb to set forth regarding
what it takes to create hit songs and the kind
of concentration of airplay over a period of
time it takes. You will then certainly see
more collective synergies to develop artists as
both industries unite, as record labels look for
more ways, it will create revenue for radio.
Prioritizing which artists are going to be the
record company’s push, and establishing air-
play strategies to gain that hit factor, and
then supported by enough image branding
ads, on-air and off-air station events featur-
ing the artists, etc. will do this.

Once developed, it seems that artists tend
to burn out and become passe more quick-
ly. Why is this? Is the public more fickle? Is
multi-media bombardment causing the
public to tire of songs or artists more
quickly? Is the music the problem?

No doubt about it. I think the minds who run
all aspects of the media - TV, Radio, Movies
and Print - catch on to trends a lot faster,
largely due to the speedy information flow of
the Internet. And then these entertainment
forms, whether in music or some other form of
entertainment, are overexposed by every
form of media. This has caused these trends
to have a much shorter lifespan than during
past generations. Also, this generation can
get everything it wants instantly. It's all at
our fingertips and easy to access. With music,
the creative process often suffers, because we
don’t have the time or patience to sit through
some more complex musical forms. I also
think that the creative process suffers
because of the pressure to produce something
that sounds like a “hit,” instead of the deeper
songs of the past that took a lifetime of suf-
fering by that artist to tell touching, relatable
tales in his music. We're looking for easily
accessible pop. I guess if there’s one thing
that's great about the onslaught of a lot of
great female artists is that we get a lot of
unique female perspectives that we haven'’t
been exposed to heretofore.

Which types of research are you a fan of?
Are there any new methodologies of merit?
Callout, Sales, Requests, and just plain talk-
ing to that format's audience to get more in-
depth knowledge on how they use radio.
When you ask that third and fourth question
in an interview, you can be very surprised
about how your radio station is really being
used. I think there is more that one can get
out of a music test to learn about your radio
station than we do now. Jon Coleman
knows it, and so does Steve Casey.

What advice would you give to program-
mers who are trying to increase their
chances of survival in a consolidated
radio business?

More and more a PD, out of necessity, must
program 3-4 radio stations, and time man-
agement becomes more and more important.
The Time Power Seminar was one of the
most important courses I took, and taught time
management in conjunction with the
Daytimer systems. Also, the New City sales
training course was an excellent course that
not only taught sales, but also strategic think-
ing in all aspects of radio. It's a necessity for
survival in radio to invest the time in increas-
ing one’s knowledge in computers, and the
ever improving ways we do radio...i.e. digital
editors, and understanding all aspects of hard
drive programming and other new radio tech-
nologies. Obviously, it's more and more about
who you know. Network, don’t be afraid to
share ideas, and volunteer for extra work to
help out your company in other markets “for
free.” This will allow management to become
familiar with your talents, and you'll remain
top of mind when they’re hiring. I think you'll
see more and more of that, much like the days
where we'd answer phones at the radio sta-
tion as interns just to get the radio experience
and connections we needed to move forward.
Since it takes the very best minds to continue
to create fresh exciting entertainment, I do
hope that as consolidation continues that
radio stations will still continue to be a place
where people aren’t afraid to try new ideas.
We shouldn't play it too safe in the effort to
develop increased yearly profit margins. This
has caused a lot of great, creative talents to
leave, or even to bypass radio altogether for
other forms of media. This has been most
pronounced over the past twenty years. Some
of the very best in TV and other media busi-
nesses started in radio, where they were
allowed some latitude to experiment and try
new things. Ken Levine, who wrote most of
the best episodes of M.A.S.H. and Frazier,
started as Beaver Cleaver, a DJ at B100
and TenQ. Bob Pittman, who created MTV.
and now is one of the heads of America
Online, started in radio. A lot of the best and
brightest need to be recruited into radio if our
industry is going to survive as a relevant prime
entertainment force twenty years from now. il

We specialize
in Top 40 and Hot AC, but we also do Rock,
Mainstream AC and Soft AC, Urban Oldies
(KISQ and Mega 100 in Los Angeles), and
Oldies. I say we are most proud of the recent
success of our Top 40 clients, as all of us in
Zapoleon Media Strategies are big, big believ-
ers in Top 40, and this belief has never
wavered even when most of radio was
announcing the death of the format.

Certainly, my biggest thrill is going into the
trenches to help a client take a radio station
from worst to first. It really is simple in con-
cept, but difficult in execution.

1. Find the opportunity (we pride ourselves in

our ability to see grey in the research study...
which allows us to read past the numbers and
see real opportunity).

2. Clarify who the prospect is, and get a lis-
tener profile of their musical and lifestyle
likes and dislikes.

3. Design a strategy to build a radio station
for them bottom up, passing everything
through that filter.

4. Then our team at Zapoleon Media
Strategies works with the client to implement
the strategy and tailor make the 3M’s (Music,
Marketing and Mornings) for that target lis-
tener.

And most importantly,

5. Create excellent systems to maintain the
strategy, and continue to refine the product.

What projects have you personally been
involved with recently?

I'm very proud of what’s happened on Urban
Oldies KISQ/Kiss 98 in San Francisco, on
which I worked with Steve Rivers, Michael

Martin and Michael Erickson. It’s cur-
rently #1 25-54 Adults in San Francisco.

What’s coming up?

You never know, something exciting could be
looming large just over the horizon. But my
goals for the Spring and the rest of ‘98 are
really to be concentrating on coming up with
more strategies and ideas to help improve the
ratings at our existing clients.

(KISQ and Mega 100 in Los Angeles), and
Oldies. I say we are most proud of the recent
success of our Top 40 clients, as all of us in
Zapoleon Media Strategies are big, big believ-
ers in Top 40, and this belief has never
wavered even when most of radio was
announcing the death of the format.

Certainly, my biggest thrill is going into the
trenches to help a client take a radio station
from worst to first. It really is simple in con-
cept, but difficult in execution.

1. Find the opportunity (we pride ourselves in

our ability to see grey in the research study...
which allows us to read past the numbers and
see real opportunity).

2. Clarify who the prospect is, and get a lis-
tener profile of their musical and lifestyle
likes and dislikes.

3. Design a strategy to build a radio station
for them bottom up, passing everything
through that filter.

4. Then our team at Zapoleon Media
Strategies works with the client to implement
the strategy and tailor make the 3M’s (Music,
Marketing and Mornings) for that target lis-
tener.

And most importantly,

5. Create excellent systems to maintain the
strategy, and continue to refine the product.

What’s coming up?

You never know, something exciting could be
looming large just over the horizon. But my
goals for the Spring and the rest of ‘98 are
really to be concentrating on coming up with
more strategies and ideas to help improve the
ratings at our existing clients.

You’ve spoken about the cyclical nature
of Pop music. What stage of the cycle
would you say we’re in right now? How
long will the gravy train last for Top 40?7
We may be seeing the passing of Pop
Alternative as a huge, huge trend, and set-
tling back into where it’s just a part of the
whole music scene, and not enough to build a
format on... just a good style to play. Will
Smith’s JJiggy was #1 in a recent major mar-
ket music test. That, and the fact that much
of the music that tested was Rhythmic, may
be a strong indication that the music leader
torch has been passed from Pop Alternative to
Rhythmic Pop. I believe we're about a year
away from the end of the “Rebirth” cycle
where Top 40 flourishes. We moved from Pop
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
