After The Block Rocking Deal, What's
Next For Music’s New Superpower?

One week after the $10.6 billion deal for
Seagram to acquire PolyGram was announced
(fmgb May 22), employees at the labels
involved - especially those within PolyGram
Music Group - wonder what the future will
hold. Seagram topper Edgar Bronfman, Jr.
indicated that the combined company’s new
music hierarchy will be determined before the
end of June, in an interview with the Los
Angeles Times.
Chairman/CEO Doug Morris would seem to
be the hands-on favorite to head the new music

empire, having overseen the successful launch of

Universal Music Group

Universal Records, the rebuilding of MCA
Records, and the acquisition of Interscope. Bronfman declined comment on
the future of PolyGram Chief Executive Alain Levy at last week’s news con-
ference, saying, “We’re not going to comment on any individual, no matter how
senior or how impressive.” Noting that not all top executives would survive
the merger, Seagram’s 43-year-old president added, “Our hope is that we'’re
going to be able to bring the best of both organizations together.”

Whatever the outcome, massive restructuring is expected at the world’s
new music superpower. “They’ll throw out as many bodies as they possibly
can,” an unidentified former executive at Universal told Reuters. “You’re going
to see entire labels being closed or folded... they’re going to have to extract
maximum cost synergies out of this, and that means cut, cut, cut.” Bronfman
has said he can cut $275 million to $300 million in operating costs annually

by merging the two companies. It's speculated that at least 1,200 staffers
around the world could lose their jobs. PolyGram currently has 12,000 world-
wide employees while Universal employs around 3,500 people. “You're going to
have fewer labels, and just as much product, which means less time to focus
on new artists,” artist manager Allen Kovac told the New York Daily News.

Bronfman’s interest in expanding Seagram’s stake in the international
marketplace was at the essence of the deal, the largest in record industry his-
tory. Three-fourths of Polygram’s business is generated outside of North
America. The combined entity will give Seagram a 23% share of the worldwide
marketplace, with revenue in excess of $6.1 billion. The deal also finds
Seagram with two distribution arms; PolyGram Group Distribution (PGD) and
UNI Distribution. Sources close to the situation indicate that the first series
of cost-cutting could come from PGD.

In the week following the blockbuster announcement, Seagram sold its
remaining stake in Time-Warner, 11.76 million shares at 77-1/2, less commis-
sion. Bronfman said the net proceeds of more than $725 million would be used
for “general corporate purposes.” Earlier, Bronfman said he plans to shed
PolyGram’s film division to help fund the PolyGram acquisition. The fledgling
film division could fetch up to $750 million, according to analysts.

Other items of interest from the Times interview: Bronfman initiated dis-
cussions with Philips regarding a PolyGram buyout a little over a year ago by
placing a phone call to Philips President/CEO Cor Boonstra (who will join
Seagram’s board). The Seagram and Universal staffs conducted an extensive
study of PolyGram and EMI, as well as a study of the recording industry as a
whole. Bronfman sees the music business as a “tremendous economic business.
It provides high cash flows with little capital. You’ve got a great creative busi-
ness, and you’ve got what I think is the exponential upside of the digitization
of the world.” Universal Chairman Frank Biondi, to whom the merged music
entity is likely to report, said “The big question for us underlying the obvious
benefits of foreign distribution, globalization, and the inherent good economics
of the music business were two things: What does digital mean and what is
theft?” To which Bronfman added, “Music is digital information, and a busi-
ness which is now in a couple of hundred thousand retail outlets around the
world is going to ultimately be in hundreds of millions of outlets around the
world when people download directly into the home. And that’s going to hap-
pen... There is only a moment in time when assets like these are available.”

Wall Street has been bullish on the deal, with Seagram shares rising to
record highs on the New York Stock Exchange. Investors believe that Seagram
got PolyGram at a good price at a time when the music industry is ready for
an upswing.

“This is the emergence of Seagram as a bonafide entertainment company
that can now trade at the same kind of multiples as Time Warner or Disney,
which can be highly advantageous to Seagram shareholders,” Paine Webber
analyst Chris Dixon told the Times. “This gives Edgar a for-real seat at the
big boys’ table.”

PGD also plans on putting out a Top 40 CD compilation that will be available
through the Columbia House and BMG music clubs this fall to further benefit
the foundation. An additional part of the funds raised this year was due to
Celebrity Auctionline, an online auction sponsored by N2K's Music Boulevard
in conjunction with US Web. Between the online auction and the auction held
at the annual dinner, another $300,000 was raised.

Meanwhile, Chancellor’s five New York FM stations banded together to
raise $40,000 for the foundation. WAXQ, WLTW, WBIX, WHTZ and WKTU all
presented live on-air auctions with special celebrity items. WAXQ auctioned off
an Aerosmith package in which the highest bidder went home with an auto-
graphed Les Paul presented to the recipient by Steven Tyler and Joe Perry,
who appeared on the air with ‘AXQ afternoon driver Mark Parentau. The high-
est bidder also received ten tickets to an upcoming Aerosmith show. Items the
other stations auctioned off included a guitar autographed by Melissa
Etheridge, an all expense paid trip for two to Los Angeles to appear on an
episode of Fox’s Ally McBeal, an evening with Elton John, a Celine Dion pack-
age including tickets to a shows and a replica of the "heart of the sea’ from
Titanic and an autographed suit worn by Will Smith in Men In Black.

Chancellor Sr. VP, Regional Operations John V. Madison commented,
“‘On behalf of my colleagues and all of our New York stations, and particularly
the celebrities who have donated their services to our auctions, | am delighted
to support the excellent work of the T.J. Martell Foundation. We are proud to
be associated with such a worthy cause and to lead the radio industry in cre-
ating an innovative program which may stimulate other such events.”

The swap satisfies the divestiture requirements which the DOJ and the
FCC had previously established in the pending acquisition by CBS of ARS oper-
ations in Baltimore, St. Louis and San Jose.

Market watchers have been predicting Stern’s move to KITS ever since its
longtime morning man Alex Bennett exited last July, but station members
were unprepared for the scope of changes that went down Wednesday morning.
The morning show was cut-off at 9:15, when staffers were told about the
changes. Live 105 immediately went into a music and sweepers mode. CBS
radio head Dan Mason was on-site.

The move gives Stern a bigger Bay Area megaphone and strengthens Live
105, which has been floundering in the high ones after years of performing in
the two-three share range. It also allows CBS to distance the Euro-flavored
Live 105 from Modern AC sister KLLC (Alice). fimgb expects Nenni and Taylor
to put a male spin on the station, to complement female-leaning Alice.

“Live 105 is a legendary radio station in the Bay Area,” Jim Hardy told
fmgb. “It’s just huge. Putting Howard on the station and taking advantage of
its position and branding in the No. 4 market in the country makes for a per-
fect marriage. We'll be able to get into areas that we weren’t able to get into
with KOME. It will make a lot of people happy.”

EMI MAY STAY SOLO EMI have
released their annual results and the
label could be thinking about not sell-
ing. EMI posted an operating profit
of $668.7 million on sales of $5.87 bil-
lion in the year that ended March 31.
These represent jumps of 2.3% and
5.8%, respectively, over last year.
However, pre-tax profits fell 10% to
$560.5 million. Actual exchange
rates fell 19.3% to $502.7 million on
sales of $5.4 billion. These declines
could be the reason why Seagram
opted to purchase PolyGram rather
than EMI. The figures exclude an
exceptional charge of $70.8 million
attributed to the closure of EMI’s
New York offices, former EMI
President Jim Fifield’s $20 million
payoff, the disposal of the HMV
record store chain and integration
costs for businesses acquired in 1997,
according to a report in Variety.
When prodded about the possible
takeover of EMI, Chairman Colin
Southgate said, “EMI has the right
management team, the right strategy
and the financial strength to be a vig-
orous and successful competitor in
the music industry. We look forward
to a great future as an independent
force in music.”

SFX SALE APPROVED The FCC
gave Hicks, Muse the go-ahead to
close on its acquisition of SFX
Broadcasting, and SFX set a closing
date of May 29. In order for the
August ‘97 deal can go through,
Hicks, Muse must divest ten stations
in Hartford, New Haven, Houston,
Orlando, and Greenville, SC. Capstar
has placed the stations in a trust.
Clear Channel is picking up
WGNE/Orlando and the four stations
in Greenville, while KKPN/Houston
will be sent to Heftel. Hicks, Muse
must also divest four stations on
Long Island, WTAE/Pittsburgh, and
WJDX/Jackson, MS for the deal to be
completed.

Katz President Stu
Olds said that the company recog-
nized the need for concrete action
and change within the organization.
In related news, the NAB and the
Broadcast Executive Directors
Association have announced an “EEO
Ideas Exchange” scheduled for June 8
at NAB headquarters, where effec-
tive recruitment of qualified women
and minorities will be a major part of
the agenda. Another topic for discus-
sion will include a “Job Openings”
Web site link between the NAB’s
Internet homepage and the Web sites
of state broadcast associations,
enabling thousands of local broad-
casters to review job applicants from
diverse backgrounds.

ARBITRON INFO PACK ALERT
Radio stations have until Monday,
June 1 to return their Station
Information Form and Programming
Schedules contained in the Summer
1998 Station Information Packet
mailed to them earlier this month. Be
advised, though, that approximately
800 stations received packets that
contain incorrect info pre-printed on
the form. Arbitron claims that affect-
ed stations, by now, should have
received a new, corrected info pack
with a “green” form. When completed,
the Form and Schedules provide
Arbitron with the station’s current
facilities, including call letters, fre-
quency, broadcast times, station
name, on-air personalities and pro-
gramming. Arbitron uses the infor-
mation for the editing of returned
diaries and the processing of the
Radio Local Market Report.

We've been asked to promote numer-
ous client promotions/ sweepstakes
that would jeopardize our FCC license.
And we do enough of that on our own,
we don’t need help from our clients.

KEVIN VARGAS, KISS/SAN ANTONIO:
Nothing like that here, But as
Promotion Director in Las Vegas,
the all-time stupidest request
was to do a parking lot promo-
tion for a casino. What made it
really stupid is that parking is
free everywhere in Las Vegas.

JEFF JAGGER, WEGW/WHEELING:
All kinds o’ stupid sh*t!

LYNN BARSTOW, KMYZ/TULSA:
Thirty-one Coca Cola remotes in
nine days during the College
World Series in Omaha.

TROY HANSON, KAZR/DES MOINES:

My biggest gripe is when a salesper-
son tries to do too much, intertwining
all their clients together for one specif-
ic promotion. Sometimes it’s healthy,
sometimes it’s a cluster**** like when
Jeeps, Hooters, hot tubs, Budweiser
and the US Army all come together.
Wait a second, wasn’t that our last
two-hour remote?

KATHY CORO, WZXL/ATLANTIC CITY:
We’ve given away both a divorce
and a vasectomy on Valentines’
Day... but both of them were
OUR ideas. By the way, this was
two separate years... not the
same one! Also, having naked
people come on our shows is
entirely our idea as well.

JAVE PATTERSON, KFMW/WATERLOO:

To give away three liters of a soft
drink on the air or to promote an
REO Speedwagon concert.

PAUL KELLY, WEZUSCRANTON-WILKES BARRE:
It wasn’t here, but at a station I
worked at once we did a point of pur-
chase Xmas promotion called “The
Santa Bear Giveaway.” We were giv-
ing away stuffed teddy bears.

CHILI WALKER, WWBN/FLINT:

Our sales department doesnt think
about promotions until the day of the
event, and then they want everything in
15 minutes. We prefer they just sell.

JOE BONADONNA, WMMR/PHILADELPHIA:
Outrageous requests are the norm.
Clients want total exposure, and
don’t want to give anything for it.

PAT LYNCH, WJRR/ORLANDO:
I don’t know if I want to open
that can of worms.

SEAN DEMERY, 99X/ATLANTA:
Hookerfest ‘93.

KEVIN CONRAD, WJXQ/LANSING:

We did a promotion for a client of
ours at one of the local bars. It was
a leather and fetish show. There
were whips, chains nipple clips, etc.
everywhere.

TIM PARKER, WNOR/NORFOLK:

They wanted someone to host a boat
ride to Busch Gardens with NO tal-
ent fee. The promotion started at
9:00 a.m. and ran to 7:00 p.m.

CHRIS JAMES, WTPA/HARRISBURG:
Nothing outrageous here, we
have a tame sales department,

PAUL MARSHALL, WMFS/MEMPHIS:

We were asked to give away
flower baskets on the air for
Mothers Day. Our sales staff
would be better informed if they
listened to the station.

JOHN ALLEN, WZBH/OCEAN CITY:

Any time a company wants to do a
“trivia contest” where they want
listeners to call up and do some-
thing like list their top ten rea-
sons to drink Coke, for example.

DEBBIE WYLDE, WAMX/HUNTINGTON:

I was once asked to give away live
animals for Easter, and they want-
ed it on the air in five minutes.

ROXANNE McVAY, WBYR/FT, WAYNE:
Go out and sell YOURSELF.

CARL CRAFT, WRAT/POINT PLEASANT:
See last week’s Question of the
Week answer!

MIKE RAPPAPORT, WKLC/CHARLESTOWN:
Recently, I was kind of put off because
our Promotion Director came to us
with an Eveready Energized Rabbit
promotion, and our chief competitor’s
mascot is a rabbit. It didn’t help that
the billboards are showing rabbits all
over town.

JACK LAWSON, WKQZ/SAGINAW:

Those cheesy fast food promo-
tions where you build a sand-
wich and for a prize, we’ll give
you a sandwich, a soft drink and
a fry. That actually comes from
agencies, not even my sales peo-
ple are stupid enough to pitch
that to me.

MICHAEL LEE, WTFXYWQMF LOUISVILLE:

It was a Bud Lite promotion
where the entire air staff had to
dress up like the Bud Lite girls
at a pool hall/Friday night
remote.

Less than a month after signing on as

violinist for the Smashing
Pumpkins upcoming tour, Lisa
Germano has parted ways with the
band. According to reports, Germano
- an acclaimed solo artist and former
member of John Mellencamp’s
band -left the Pumpkins fold after
rehearsals for their pending
European tour moved from Chicago
to London. The band have also
received another setback, as their
free hometown show at Chicago’s
Grant Park, slated for July 7, has
been axed by city officials. Those in
charge feared the show would draw a
crowd in upwards of 100,000, much
too large for the 60,000 capacity
Petrillo Band Shell in Grant Park.
“There was just not enough room too
accomodate the size crowd they would
attract,” said Margaret Denard of the
Mayor’s Office of Special Events. The
100,000-seat Soldier Field was out of
the question, because a stage would
have to be built “at a very high cost. It
would take time to figure out the
sponsorship,” according to Denard.
Lead Pumpkin Billy Corgan told the
Chicago Tribune on Tuesday (5/26),
“It's one of the biggest heartbreaks
I've ever had in my life.” Corgan went
on to tell the Tribune that the free
show was designed as a gift to mark
the band’s 10th anniversary.

The first new R.E.M. track since
drummer Bill Berry left the band
last year will be available shortly. The
track, entitled “Why Not Smile,” will
be featured on a compilation CD that
culls 50 years worth of Southern
music, that will be included with the
next issue of the Mississippi-based
magazine Oxford American. There
are no drums on the track, although
Screaming Trees drummer
Barrett Martin has been drumming
on tracks for RE.M. s forthcoming
album, and will join the band for
their set at the Tibetan Freedom
Concert on June 13 in Washington,
D.C. There is no word whether “Why
Not Smile” will be featured on the
new R.E.M. album, due this fall. Look
for the new issue of Oxford American
in selected bookstores stores on June
5, or order it direct at (800) 269-6926.

In other R.E.M.-related haps, David
Bowie has declined to contribute
music to the Michael Stipe-pro-
duced film, Velvet Goldmine, which is
set in London’s ‘70s Glam Rock scene.
According to The London Times,
Bowie had been approached about
using six tracks from his Ziggy
Stardust And The Spiders From Mars
album for the film, but refused. The
Velvet Goldmine soundtrack will
include music from the likes of
Shudder To Think, Grant Lee
Buffalo, Pulp, Teenage Fanclub,
Placebo, and members  of
Radiohead and Sonic Youth. As for
Bowie, the L.A. Times reports that a
new track, “Fun,” will be included on
his pending live set, which is expect-
ed out this fall.

Jimmy Page & Robert Plant
kicked-off the U.S. leg of their
Walking Into Clarksdale tour to rave
reviews last week in Pensacola,
Florida. The Pensacola News Journal
reported: “One of the most impressive
arsenals in Rock history, former Led
Zeppelin vocalist Robert Plant and
guitarist Jimmy Page reached back
effortlessly into the Zeppelin catalog,
as well as debuted live performances
from the duo’s new album, Walking
Into Clarksdale.” From Pensacola, the
band moved on to Tampa, where the
set list read like this: “Wanton Song,”
“Bring It On Home,” “Heartbreaker,”
“Ramble On,” “Walking Into
Clarksdale,” “No Quarter,” “When [
Was A Child,” “Going To California,”
“Tangerine,” “Gallows Pole,” “Burning
Up,” “Babe I'm Gonna Leave You,”
“How Many More Times,” “Most
High,” “Whole Lotta Love,” “Thank
You,” “Rock & Roll.”

Yet another glitch has popped up to
keep the original incarnation of
Black Sabbath from touring, as
drummer Bill Ward has been hospi-
talized for undisclosed health rea-
sons. Sabbath’s original line-up -
Ozzy Osbourne, Tony Iommi,
Geezer Butler, and Ward - had been
rehearsing in Wales for an upcoming
world tour when Ward fell ill. The
band’s upcoming European tour -
kicking-off next week in Germany -
will go on, with veteran Rock drum-
mer Vinny Appice filling in for
Ward. Ward hopes to be back in the
fold when the band tour the States
later this year.

While Beck is currently at work on
an album for the independent Bong

Load label (original home of the
“Loser” single), plans are underway
for a concert film, which could hit
screens and shelves by year’s end.
Footage for the film was shot during
Beck’s Odelay tour, by Steve Hanft,
who directed the videos for “Loser”
“Where It's At,” and “Jack-Ass.” The
as-yet-untitled film is also expected
to incorporate unreleased videos,
along with performance art and
comedic sketches.

Most
exciting is the inclusion of rarities
and outtakes on each package.
Davies’ beautifully haunting demo
of “I Go To Sleep” (later covered by
The Pretenders), the unreleased
press diatribe “Mr. Reporter” are
among the standouts. While
Kinks, Kinda Kinks and The Kink
Kontroversy mine a raw and
ragged British beat sound, it was-
n’t until Face To Face and
Something Else when Ray Davies
truly found his voice as one of the
most creative and innovative song-
writers. Alongside such Kinks’
“klassics” as “Sunny Afternoon,”
“Waterloo Sunset,” “David Watts,”
“Dead End Street” and “Autumn
Almanac,” sits a glorious and often
unexplored body of work, only
known to hard-core Kinks' fans.
For starters, dig into the hazy psy-
chedelic wonder of “Lazy Old Sun,”
the dreamy “Too Much On My
Mind,” and vaudevillian charmer
“Harry Rag,” a song occasionally per-
formed by Davies on his recent
Storyteller jaunt. Next in line comes

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ALL HAIL THE SPACE LORDS
MONSTER MAGNET

There was a time not too
long ago, when Monster
Magnet’s nether-worldly blend
of hellish riffs, howling vocals
and acid-laced imagery would
have sent most Rock Radio pro-
grammers running for shelter,
and praying for the return of
Nelson.

These days, with bands like
Marilyn Manson and KoRn an
integral part of the Rock Radio
landscape, the time is right for
Monster Magnet, and their third
A&M effort, Powertrip.

Building a solid following through early indie efforts like Spine Of God
(Caroline) and their first two A&M LP’s "93s Superjudge and ‘95s Dopes
To Infinity - the New Jersey-based band have long been a solid live draw
and a fave of many in the underground press. Powertrip’s first single,
“Space Lord,” is just the right track to help A&M establish the band as a
bona fide force at Rock Radio.

“Space Lord’ is a one-listen song,” says A&M Sr. Director/Rock
Promotion Diane Gentile. “Mark Tindle (A&M VP/Rock Promotion) and
I thought the best strategy for launching this song was to play it for pro-
grammers out there that had some familiarity with the band and knew
how hard they worked over the years in building a fan base with the
real Hard Rock audience. We spent six weeks on the road playing the
song for radio and every station we went to wanted to put the track on
immediately.”

With its Black Sabbath-cum-Bo Diddley Metal-Boogie feel, “Space
Lord” is making fast friends at Rock Radio, with stations like
WYSP/Philadelphia, WRCX/Chicago, WRIF/Detroit, WLZR/ Milwaukee,
and KRXQ/Sacramento leading the charge.

“Right out of the box, “Space Lord” was a number one-requesting record
for us,” says KRXQ/Sacramento PD Curtiss Johnson. “Of the nine bands
we have on our Jamboree (KRXQ’s summer festival), they’re one of the
bands generating the most excitement.”

Adds WLZR/Milwaukee PD, Keith Hastings: “We’ve got history with
the band dating back to “Negasonic Teenage Warhead” (from Dopes To
Infinity), and they just nailed it with this thing. It’s a record we could
embrace, and it fits the sound of the station right down the middle.”

For their part, A&M are equally excited about the early buzz generat-
ed by “Space Lord,” hoping it translates into big sales figures for Powertrip
(due June 16). The label has blitzed the marketplace through a variety of
promotional means, including a month-long direct-mail campaign (for
which the label has purchased target-demo mailing lists from Music
Network and Ticketmaster, hitting consumers with samplers and post-
cards announcing the release of Powertrip), along with retail bag-stuffers
and the usual lifestyle marketing. A&M realizes that marketing cam-
paigns such as this are instrumental in breaking an act like Monster
Magnet, who got by on fan loyalty long before radio came into the picture.

“We made a commitment to do a lot of direct marketing on most of our
acts,” says A&M Sr. VP/Marketing, Morty Wiggins. “For Monster Magnet
we have a very aggressive direct-to-consumer campaign. We’re using sev-
eral tools, the postcards, magnets, stickers, CD and cassette samplers.
Through all the various direct to consumer avenues, we’ll probably put out
close to 100,000 pieces.”

With a tour supporting Megadeth set to kick-off in late June, this sum-
mer is sure to be a hot one for Monster Magnet, and the label feels that
“Space Lord” is just the beginning.

“The album has so much depth and so many awesome tracks that we’ve
got a long way to go,” continued Gentile. “Great Rock albums are not a
dime a dozen these days and Rock stations, though they have classic hits
to fall back on, [they] really need these strong new bands.”

many radio stations think just being different is
enough. The difference needs to be something con-
sumers want.

When Arbitron asks listeners to participate in
a survey, it is asking them the question, “How
many different radio stations can you name?” In
the mind of the survey-keeper, it could be perceived
as a “radio station-tasting.” Some people could feel
obligated to try out other stations, just to make
sure they are doing the best possible job as a sur-

vey keeper. That’s why it’s important to be consis-
tent and true to your musical mission. When peo-
ple become survey keepers, they could sample your
product. You want to make a positive first impres-
sion.

Keep your station cume-friendly. By keeping
the new listener in mind, your station will be
intriguing to new people. If you do this with a nat-
ural, off-the-cuff approach, it will relate to core lis-
teners as well. Always keep new listeners in mind

when programming your radio station, and you’ll
keep replenishing the listener base for your sta-
tion.

THINK LIKE A LISTENER

by Dennis Constantine

It’s busy inside a radio station: Many pro-
gram directors get so caught up in the daily rou-
tine of music, promotions, production, budgets
and other station matters that they sometimes
lose sight of their radio station from the listener’s
perspective. Listeners don’t know about rota-
tions, sound codes, dayparting, clocks, seg-assists,
production values, and any of the myriad of radio
terms that have become so intertwined into our
vocabulary and our way of thinking.

At least once a day, take a break from the
world of radio and immerse yourself in the world
of being a listener. Think like a listener. Put
yourself in front of a radio and listen to your sta-
tion as if you were tuning in for the first time.
What is your initial response? What kind of sta-
tion is this you've found? What kind of music
does this station play?

Changing Stations

The top two ways people discover a radio sta-
tion is either by finding it while scanning the
radio dial or by personal recommendation. When
you are sitting in front of your radio, push the
scan button and see what you find. You'll be
amazed at how different the radio dial seems
when you are pushing a scan button not knowing
what to expect at the next stop.

Are you maximizing your chances of picking
up a scanning listener? Are your spots playing at
a different time than a compatible competitor?
Do your clocks schedule a song that will attract a
new cume listener when your competitor is play-
ing spots? While your station is the center of
your world, there are many people in your city
who have never heard of it. Your goal is to make
a strong impression and wow new listeners when
they tune in.

Make A Clear Impression

One of the challenges for Progressive Adult
Radio stations is to have a singular musical iden-
tity. Many Progressive stations play so many
genres of music that it becomes difficult to
pigeonhole the station musically. Today, with so
many choices on the radio dial, you really only
have two songs to identify your station’s music
image to a new listener. You have the song they
hear when they tune in and the song that follows
it. Ideally, you identify your station between
those two songs so new listeners will know what
station they’ve tuned to.

To make the clearest impression, decide
what music cluster your station can own in the
market. Then, make sure that one of those two
songs is from your core cluster. If someone tunes
in and hears B.B. King and Icehouse, that’s not
giving a clear message. On the other hand, if the

listener hears Talking Heads and Pearl Jam,
the message is clearer.

Balance The Music

Think of every song played on your station as
either “horizontal” or “vertical.” The horizontal
songs are the ones that are played all along the
dial in your market. The vertical songs are the
ones that give your station its unique identity. To
keep your station as relatable as possible to new
listeners, divide your categories by the horizontal
and vertical criteria. Make sure the horizontal
songs that relate to new listeners (and to a larg-
er cume) come up with regularity. Use the verti-
cal songs as spice to give your station a unique
flavor. And keep in mind the old adage, “too much
spice spoils the stew.” Use the spice songs gin-
gerly.

A rule of thumb: If you are going to be musi-
cally broad-based by playing many different
styles of music, play the best songs from each
genre. Keep the songs from each genre as famil-
1ar as possible. If you are going to specialize in
one style of music, then go deep into that music.
A station that plays nothing but Folk music can
go deep into the world of Folk music. A station
that uses Folk music as spice should only play the
very best from the Folk world.

Explain Everything

When promoting something on your station,
promote it for someone who has never listened.
For example, if you have a feature called My
Three Songs, don’t assume everyone knows what
that is. Insert an explanation every time you pro-
mote it; “Coming up next on WAAA, My Three
Songs, where I'll play three songs and have you
guess the theme.” Imagine a new listener tuning
in and hearing the deejay promote that “The Ten
O’Clock News is coming right up.” If the listener
doesn’t like news, he or she is gone. However, if
the deejay had inserted an explanation, “Coming
up, WAAA’s Ten O’Clock News, our new music fea-
ture,” the listener would be more likely to stay-
tuned out of musical curiosity. Explain every fea-
ture and special program you have on your sta-
tion. It only takes a few extra seconds, and your
regular listeners won’t be offended by the extra
explanation.

Contests Are Not About Winning

Here’s a question that has been talked about
for decades: Do on-air giveaways really help your
radio station? When a deejay announces that the
third person to call will win a copy of a hot new
album, is there really a station benefit? In reali-
ty, only about one percent of your listeners will
ever pick up the phone and call for any reason.

And of course, only one person will win. So what
have you accomplished? Yes, everyone who was
listening knows that your radio station gives
away cool prizes, but how many people think they
have any chance of being the winner? Does this
attract new listeners or serve your core?

Make sure contests are for listeners, not for
winners. If you’re going to hold a contest, make it
interesting for all the people who are not calling
in. Ask an interesting trivia question, or make
the contest fun to listen to. Giving things away
can be a good thing. It’s the attitude you project
that matters. Bringing it to a more personal
level, when you give a gift to a friend, it’s not
some sort of bribe. It’s given because you care —
it comes from the heart. Giving in such a posi-
tive, genuine way enhances your rapport with
your listeners, and can only help your station.

Minimize Special Programming

Consistency wins! Make sure your radio sta-
tion has a consistent musical format. To maxi-
mize potential and minimize listener confusion,
specialty programs need to be in tune with the
regular programming on your station. If people
tune in one day, and your station is playing noth-
ing but Blues, and then tune in another day and
hear a Jazz show, and another time hear an eclec-
tic mix, the station has not created a strong
image. By being as consistent as possible, your
station will make an impact on a new listener.
You'll be reliable, and can therefore become part
of a listening pattern or habit.

Special programming does have its purpose.
Its main goal is the image it creates for your sta-
tion. That image is built more in talking about it
than actually doing it. For example, if you want
to give the image you are connected to the local
music scene, you'll get a stronger image by play-
ing one song and promoting it than you will by
having a two-hour show devoted to local music.
More people will hear the one song than stick
around for two hours of songs they don’t know. If
you do run long-form music shows, make sure
they run at low-listening times like weekend
nights when they won't be a liability to the sta-
tion’s consistency.

Create A Brand Name

Radio is a product. Think about the products
you have around your house: toothpaste, deodor-
ant, shamp~o. How do you choose what brand of

a product >u use? How does a new product
brand con 1ce you to change? Most consumers
are branc »yal, that is to say, they find a brand
they lik  1d they s ick with it.

EXODUS, CENTURY MEDIA

Those who've followed SAMEAL since the begin-
ning of their career were no doubt shocked by their
last album, Passage, in which the European Death
Metal band found both melody and technology.

Germany’s THUMB is no stranger to America. They
are imported stateside courtesy of Victory Records,
have worked with People for the Ethical Treatment
of Animals on an anti-fur campaign, plus Claus
Grabke was a pro skater in the ‘80’s.

We guess it is only a matter of time before the public figures out who Minnie
was reluctant to reveal to Barbara Walters when asked about the new man
in her life... KPNT/St. Louis’ Pointfest 9 was a spectacular success, highlight-
ed by Green Day’s subsequent trashing of the stage, their dressing room and
hotel room (and they only said “fuck” on the air twice). To the delight of the
crowd, Green Day proceeded to set the stage on fire after destroying all their
instruments. The quote of the night came from Pointfest host Matt Pinfield,
who stated that “Green Day's too big to trash hotel rooms, they have people for
that.” In other Pointfest moments, the station had a plane fly over the event
with a “I Need Pointfest Tickets!!” sign with a contact phone number to see
how many responses they would receive. APD Marty Linck’s incognito voice-
mail greeting collected 98 responses, ranging from helpful listeners offering
extra tickets, to irate listeners telling him “Too bad!” and that “they have great
seats!,” and if he can afford a plane, he “should’ve bought tickets himself!”
Other performance highlights at Pointfest 9 included another stellar perfor-
mance turned in by Foo Fighters, Deftones (who drew 6,000 attendees to the
side stage to watch their ravaging set), and hometown heroes Gravity Kills
closing the show and bringing the house down. Pointfest 9 sold 22,000 tickets
in a record 36 minutes. It was the fastest sell-out in the history of the Riverport
Ampitheatre. Pointfest 10 is scheduled for early September... Over 20,000 peo-
ple jammed Star Lake Amphitheater for WXDX/Pittsburgh’s X-Fest. Festival
bad boys Green Day once again brought their drum-igniting pyro-antics with
them. After a couple comments about Jimmie’s Chicken Shack, Jimmie's
bass player, Che Lemon, wandered on stage during Green Day’s performance,
dropped his pants, and made a few comments into Billie Joe’s ear. More than
a few people noted that Lemon made Tommy Lee look small. Other notewor-
thy performances were put in by Weiland, a well received Black Lab, and
killer sets by Deftones and Fuel...

“Don’t Blame Me,
It’s The Processing!”

By Steve Stone

Does this sound familiar? You've spent the better part of an
afternoon slaving over a hot mixing board. You invite your pro-
gram director into your Fortress Of Sound-a-tude to listen to
your latest creation. After listening to it, you hear this... “I don't
know, I can't tell what's being said!” or “*Can you boost the voice
tracks up a bit, and Jower the music?” What?! It's a hard pill to
swallow, when you've over-produced. Who me? It's that DAMN pro-
cessing!

The message is being lost. After all, the message is why you
made a promo in the first place! Show off your production skills,
keeping in mind the bosses rant. “I can’t hear the voices!”

“Yeah... okay! Whatever.” (under your breath)

Don't lose it, it’s not the end of the world! Here are some ways
to check if you've put a little too much into a promo.

First, before it goes on the air, grab someone (anyone) from the
office. The best person is someone that listens to the radio in the
office and is not likely to know every littie detail of your station.
(Dare I suggest a sales person?) Without telling them what it's
about, play the promo. If they can't make sense of it from one lis-
ten, you'll need to re-think the way you've produced it. It could be
the copy, but ninety-nine percent of the time, it's going to be the mix.

If there is no one around (most of us finish work when every-
one else has gone home), play the promo through a cue speaker
at low volume. This usually simulates what it'll sound like on
most people’s clock radios... (which, by the way, is how my PD
busts me... argh!) If the vocals are hard to hear and certain
sounds disappear, you'll want to re-think your mix.

Panning is a great effect, but a deadly one if you're not careful.
Things get lost, and you don't want the nightmare of hearing a
promo on the air and not hearing parts you panned to “go to the left

doh-see doh, and to the right doh-see doh!” (It's a song, sing along!)

Realize that the typical listener doesn't listen as close to your
production as you might, so the message needs to be clear. I'm
not saying that you strip your promo down to the bare bones, just
realize that distorting your voice and adding a thumping music
bed is going to make it harder for things to be heard. (Not that
there’s anything wrong with that!) Just put your mind into that
of the listeners. They want to know what you have to say! Try
listening to your mix at a lower volume, as if it was background
noise. You'd be surprised at the amount of times you’ll go back
and re-touch a fader.

Even when you're done, your promo ends up sounding differ-
ent when it hits the air. That DAMN processing! The final fight!
Spend time with your engineer and get to know what crazy
sound processing your production goes through when it goes on
the air! It helps, since it's a variable you might not think of all
the time.

It’s frustrating when you've worked hard on something and it
just doesn't sound right. The last thing you want to do is dwell
on it! Your job is to create a unique package for the *message,”
whatever it may be. You gotta go full throttle with the produc-
tion, but remember that each promo has it's own gauge. Full
throttle could mean turbo-charged, or a manual four speed stick
shift!

Over-produced (adj.) Something a PD says when he wants you
to work until two in the morning.

You need to learn to police yourself. It may feel awkward the first
time you produce a promo with a lot less music and effects, but T've
had great success with promotional campaigns using very little pro-
duction value. Accentuate the copy and don’t bury it.

Before your next promo hits the air, ask yourself this: 1) Does
it suck? 2)1s the message getting through? 3) Does it have direc-
tion? 4) If I were my PD (Ooh Fah!), would 1 approve this for on-
air usage?

I’'m hoping for one no, and three yes’.

After that you can start wondering if you can get a six pack
across the street this late at night. Probably not...that DAMN
processing!

ongoing program called “Brilliant
At The Basics.” The premise is
that it’'s not the number of things
that you do right that will make

you No. 1, but the number of things that you

do wrong that will keep you from being No. 1.
We put a lot into this program, including a
semi-annual award where we pay $500 to the
PD who best exhibits brilliance at the basics.
We have a hundred-fifty item “Brilliant At
The Basics” Checklist for every station to go
over before a book begins. We're killing a lot of
trees making paper in Saga.

It sounds like you’re further along the
mentoring and training curve than other
companies. Is this an overlooked area in
the consolidation era?

Absolutely, but as I mentioned, this was devel-
oped out of necessity. Many other companies
are experiencing, for the first time, the reality
of integrating so many different people at so
many different levels in their organization.
Some companies are very linear, others are
horizontal and linear. Jacor has large and
small markets, Capstar is an amalgam of a lot
of different types of radio stations.
Historically training has been left to consul-
tants and chance. Maybe they didn’t feel they
had to do it. We did. My wife worked for a big
New York law firm and they put her through
an outstanding training process for her first
couple of years. Name a business and there is
some sort of mechanism for training. But in
radio, our formal training comes from reading
fmqb and other trade magazines, or latching
on to somebody with more knowledge. Right
now, the business is too busy exchanging real
estate to invest in people.

Consolidation has also changed many job
descriptions.

That’s interesting, too. A couple of years ago,
when Saga went public, I went to the Wharton
School and took a course on Finance &
Accounting For The Non-Financial Manager,
because I was going around on road shows
talking with analysts and money managers
and I was not understanding or speaking
“Wall Street.” Learning is important, espe-
cially since change around us is constant.
Here’s a great example: When we started
going through consolidation, we sent one of
our General Managers to the Kellogg School
at Northwestern for a week. He was running
a radio company with twenty-five or thirty
people, then it
went to forty-five
or fifty people

Milwaukee, which makes a huge difference.

losing touch with the audi-
ence. Even though we as an
industry are focused on Wall
Street, the listeners still live
on Main Street. We need to
think about a lot of these
things. We tend to work fast
these days. But something
has to suffer when speed is
the prime directive.

Another challenge for

consolidated radio stations is preserving
their unique brands and identities within
the cluster. How do you meet this chal-
lenge?

If you distill down our job, it’s pretty simple:
Our job is to put fannies in seats and you do
that by insuring that each product has a dis-
tinct identity and distinct appeal. If we can’t
make them unique they will perish. We have
to work extra hard on that. We don’t do a lot
of Program Director sharing in our company
because executing multiple brands is difficult.
We may share a Production Director, but
we've tried to separate that so we’re not losing
the distinct flavor of each station because of
the internal economies.

Is it difficult competing in today’s market-
place with only thirty-eight radio stations?
We have seen little evidence of that damaging
our business. We have some markets where
we are still single station operators and some
where we have multiple properties. In most
cases, solid programming has worked for us.

Let’s assess the strengths and weakness-
es of Saga’s Rock markets. In Milwaukee,
you have Active Rock WLZR and Classic
Rock WKLH.

The best Rock combo in the country.

How so?

We are No. 1 and No. 2 25-54. We have the two
dominant morning shows in the market. We
lead 18-34 in the market. It is a virtual road-
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pened. However, there are
lots of markets in which
strong local morning shows
repel Howard. How is he
doing in Minneapolis up
against KQRS? That's where
our advantage in owning
multiple Rock stations in the
market comes in.

In Milwaukee, you also
have a Modern AC. Is
that to protect Lazer and "KLH?

Yes. The strategy behind The Point [WPNT]
is to keep [Modern Rock] WLUM down, and
that’s exactly what happened. 'LUM is down
now to a 2.6 and The Point is at a 3.8. We've
really built a nice complimentary product
without damaging either Lazer or ‘KLH.
WKTI has also suffered.

Saga has a similar strategy in Norfolk.
WNOR, a former heritage rocker, has
been repositioned as Active Rock to work
in tandem with Classic Hits WAFX.

’NOR has been a tough transition. We really
had to move the radio station all the way over.
When we purchased The Fox, it was like going
in and bombing Hiroshima and then being
told to rebuild it. We had the station down to
a 2.4. Our mission at WNOR, up until that
time, was to kill The Fox. And then we owned
The Fox. We had to make some very difficult
decisions about which station was going to do
what, and at the same time, we had new com-
petition from 96X and WKOC; 96X doing
Modern Rock and WKOC doing Triple A. We
decided to bring the age down on WNOR and
reinvigorate The Fox. 'NOR is healthy today;
[PD] Harvey Kojan has done a great job.
And like Milwaukee, WNOR has a very strong
morning show, and ’AFX is on its way up, slow-
ly but nicely. [Fox PD] Mike Beck has done a
good job with limited tools.

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In WAQY/Springfield, you have a very
successful Classic Rocker that is one of
the market’s top revenue-generators.
What'’s the competitive situation?

That’s a very competitive market. There are
a lot of signals coming in from Hartford—
WCCC, WMRQ and WHCN—along with
WAAF from Worcester and WRNX from
Amberst, Mass. So, you have a tremendous
influx of Rock listening coming from nearby
markets. WAQY is also on top 25-54, and has
a big morning show with Bax & O’Brien.

In Des Moines, you've got to be
impressed with the job that Lazer Junior
[KAZR] has done. It’s also Mancow’s
biggest syndication success.

Absolutely. Troy Hanson is our Program
Director and he has done a magnificent job of
integrating Mancow into the radio station.
We have marketed Mancow heavily and that’s
paid off. This is a market where KGGO had a
16 share three years ago and was considered
invulnerable. Along comes 98-ROCK, which
took off the top-end of KGGO and Troy surgi-
cally removed the bottom-end. KGGO’s down
to a 5 share, or below, now. We have the No.
2 morning show 12+, and lead the market in
Men 18-34. We are going to have to stop call-
ing it “Junior”!

Amazing, especially when you consider
that it was done in what, two books?

Mancow signed on in June and became domi-
nant in two rating books. Then our third book
was an absolute homerun. In our target of Men
18-34, Lazer went overall from a 16.2 to a 25.2.

Mancow’s doing extraordinary in Des
Moines and continues to be one of the
dominant players in Chicago, holding off
Howard Stern 12+. But Stern has moved
to #1 25-54 in Chicago.

Mancow is an 18-34-based program. Stern
has a different demographic profile and a dif-
ferent appeal. Mancow’s program is faster-
paced and more exciting and more in sync
with what we'’re doing on Lazer.

According to Jeff Pollack, the message
from industry leaders at his conference
was that ratings and product don’t mat-
ter anymore, it’s all about the revenue.
Is that Saga’s position?

We’re probably the wrong company to ask
that question. We’re the most under-levered
of all the public companies, and there’s a rea-
son for that. In many cases, we think it’s
going to be real tough to wring 10% and 20%
increases each year off of mature properties.
We have our own pressures, but we have less
pressure than a lot of the highly-levered com-
panies. I know of one company where you

have to call the revenue numbers in daily. I
hope we never have to be in a position like
that. Someone recently read me an unbeliev-
able memo from a company chief about tactics
for raising revenue; not a word about solving
client problems. It was all about how to get
the revenue today. I think Jeff is right, some
of the companies are focused on revenue. But
I don’t think at the end of the day the busi-
ness has changed. Sales dollars chase ratings
points and I don’t see that changing any time
soon. By the way, every other entertainment
business (movies, TV networks, cable, etc.) is
investing more in product today than ever
before. Radio is investing less? That’s short-
term thinking. The first stations which see
significant rating losses because of failure to
spend on product will then take the inevitable
revenue hit. Those stations will pave the way
for us to return to a cycle in which product
comes first. Ed Christian and 1 talk about the
importance of product all the time. He is a
true broadcaster and knows the importance of
putting the listener first.

Companies are working to get more out
of their stations, even if they can’t
improve the ratings. Non-traditional
revenue is the big buzz word. People are
looking at Pay-For-Play options. Do you
see any concerns?

There are certain economies of scale that
come with consolidation. We're starting to
see that in the revenue increases in many
of the public companies. That comes from
companies smartly
consolidating opera-
tions, using people
more creatively, and
offering better pack-
ages to advertisers.
Conversely, I think
that there is a limit to how high trees will
grow. They don’t grow to the sky. To take a
property that has been billing amount X and
get a memo on Tuesday saying, “Forget the
budget that you submitted, you must deliver
an extra 20% this year,” is going to be unreal-
istic in a lot of situations. That means we
must do more in areas such as non-tradition-
al revenue. WSNY, our AC in Columbus, does
a vendor program called “Listener Lunch,”
which occurs a couple of times a year down-
town and feeds 10,000 people lunch. It’s all
vendor money. It’s a free lunch. It’s an out-
standing promotion because it marries all the
best characteristics of a station promotion
with all the best characteristics of product
sampling.

Station festivals seem to be growing as a

source of non-traditional revenue.
Milwaukee has a spectacular city-sponsored
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event called “Summerfest,” which draws a
million and a half people a year. You will
probably see a separate Milwaukee-based
event this year. In Norfolk, we did our first
big scale event, called the “Lunatic Luau.” It
was really quite successful, drawing a capaci-
ty crowd of 20,000. But we did not budget it
to make money in Year One. We hope to make
some money in Year Two, and eventually,
have it grow to become successful like some of
the other [festivals] that we've seen. “Point
Fest” in St. Louis is a model for us of how to do
it right.

What are your feelings on Pay-For-Play?
In one sense, Pay-For-Play has been around
for a long time; it’s called promotion. It’s the
slight-of-hand where the record company
gives a promotion for influence in a particular
area. We're trying to figure out if there is
room to formalize something like this without
losing our integrity. Our music is our product
and I am reticent to let anything get in the
way of our product or our integrity. On the
other hand, Eric Clapton is brought to you by
Lexus, and that’s the way the world is going.
Pay-For-Play is complicated. Here’s the
essence: Our stations are going to play the
best new music, regardless of whether the
record companies pay us or not. So what we
are really talking about is accepting money
for secondary and tertiary music. Playing
weak music just
doesn’t seem like a
success formula.
We have to figure
out what can be
done to make sense
on the record side
that can provide
substantial rev-
enue on the radio
side. If it’s not going to be substantial, we're
probably not going to get involved.

Harvey Kojan..What were you thinking?
He sent me a song on cassette about five
years ago why he was the right guy, and
everyone else sent me their boring program-
ming philosophy. You know, [mockingly],
‘research should be used as a guideline’
Harvey has been a creative force and a won-
derful program director.

You oppose Arbitron’s redefinition of the
Boston metro because you feel it will
unfairly harm Manchester station rev-
enues. But with six of Arbitron’s client
companies in Boston supporting the
redrawn map, do you have a chance?

The questionable piece of real estate is called
The Hillsborough REM, which is short for
remainder, and it’s the remainder of the




Manchester metro. The No. 1 and the No. 2
radio stations in that Hillsborough REM are
from Manchester. Together we have a 28
share of listening, but there aren’t a whole lot
more radio stations located in that area that
can contribute to the needed average quarter
hour level of 55%, so it’s hard to stack two
radio stations up against Boston’s twenty-two
radio stations. The new rules that were put in
by Arbitron favor the large market broadcast-
er and put us at a severe disadvantage. They
are using old geography with new rules. It is
unfair and discriminatory. I spent time as
Chairman of the Arbitron Advisory Counsel,
and rarely have been this disappointed in
their process and actions.

Will you take them to court if they don’t
rescind?

We have contacted them through our attor-
neys and we'll see where it goes.

Everybody talks about consolidation, but
the other big revolution that’s happening
in our business is the one that has to do
with how products are delivered and the
way stations can interconnect and share
programming. Is this something that you
are getting involved in?

I'm very excited about the possibility of the
cross-use of talent. We have the need for that
in some of our smaller markets. We are in the
midst of trying to figure out how to do this
without taxing our bigger stations unfairly,
because ostensibly, that’'s what we’re talking
about: Using our larger market talent in our
smaller markets. If the byproduct is that we
become inefficient in the larger market, that’s
not a great solution. We have to figure out
what the economies are and the best way to do
it, but I do think it is part of the future of the
business on a selected, as-needed basis. I am
not a fan of the notion of turning over all the
dayparts to some company in Seattle. We may
do [certain] dayparts. I can see our Oldies sta-
tion in Portland, Maine, having a jock from
another market in 7-midnight, but I don’t see
turning it over from 10 a.m. on to an outside
service as a turnkey operation.

Yet other companies are making plans to
do just that. Do you see ramifications
from that?

The technology is clever but the notion of a
generic unresponsive station has never been
appealing. The other interesting element is
we need people on the station level. We do
remotes, we have client things, we have con-
testing, we have production that needs to be
done. Someone’s got to do all of that. On the
station-side they’re worried about having
their station staff stripped down to the point
where they can't get the job done locally. So,

while it might
improve the on-air
sound, internally it
becomes an obstacle. We will get there.

Is what we're seeing now with larger sta-
tions feeding programming to smaller
stations only the tip of the iceberg?

The advantage here is using talented people
in more places. This question came up a cou-
ple of years ago with syndication: Was morn-
ing radio going to be all nationalized? And,
the answer to that is local radio is very alive
and healthy, but the demand for strong morn-
ing shows that work right away has out-
stripped the supply. Most broadcasters are no
longer in a position to feed and develop a
morning show. They want fast results.
Syndication is a great short-term solution to a
long-term problem. We need fresh talent. I
don’t know if its

the tip of the ice-

berg, but it sure

is a solution in

some situations.

How is the role of the Program Director
evolving?

The Program Director is becoming a lot more
of a brand manager: Managing people, man-
aging systems, managing budgets, managing
strategy. In our company we have three dif-
ferent types: Program Coordinators, Program
Directors, and Program Managers. A Program
Coordinator is the person who is generally in
the position for the first time and needs a lot
of help. We talk often, we’re exchanging a lot
of e-mail, we may put him on a buddy system
with one of our larger market PDs, which by
the way, is a great way to empower our larger
market Program Directors. The next level is
the Program Director, who is, indeed, running
the operation. And then we have the Program
Manager, who has just grown to become much
more vital and involved in the budget, and
more strategically important. I read a couple
of items in your magazine, R&R, and others
about keeping products distinct. One of the
great resources that I have found with multi-
opoly is bringing in all the Program Directors
when we do a strategic meeting for one of the
radio stations. You get 8o much more brain-
power concentrating on one property. Why
wouldn’t you take advantage of your greatest
natural resources, which are your program-
ming people, to analyze and discuss scenarios?
We have been blessed with some really bright
people, and they think about this stuff a lot.

and [WKLH PD]
Bob Belini in a room together is a powerful
combination. [WAFX PD] Mike Beck and
Harvey Kojan in Norfolk together, thinking
about each other’s problems is a great
resource. On a recent weekend in Springfield,
Massachusetts, we had fifteen Promotion
/Marketing Directors in for a conference. It’s
the second time we've done that, and that
speaks to the whole notion of investing and
training people, too. It was an excellent idea
exchange

You frequently hear about companies

getting all the sales managers together,

or even programmers, but rarely the
marketing people.

And they may have the toughest job in the
radio station. They deal with sales
people, programming people,
clients and try to make it all come
together. The marketing people
are being called upon to do so much
more. I don’t know how it works in

other companies, but my sense is that there’s

still a lot of fill-up-the-van and get-the-
bumper-sticker kind of Promotion Directors.

Our people are in the strategic sessions when

we are doing research, and they’re in budget

meetings. We are definitely trying to invest in
them and make them into a lot more than the
van gasser-upper.

What other radio companies do you own
stock in?

Jacor, Clear Channel, CBS, ARS, Emmis.
Gotta get those annual reports. My father is
a money manager and he says that fortunes
have been made by people investing in indus-
tries that they know well, and I'd like to think
that I know our industry well enough to be
investing my money wisely.

In closing, summarize the keys that have
made Saga the most efficient radio group
in the country.,

At the end of the day, we put product first.
That’s what has worked for us. At the same
time, I am the second largest internal share-
holder and want to maximize the dollars we
are able to keep. We are living in an era in
which great and stand out product is in short
supply. Well keep focusing on the listeners
and be quick to act and react.

Other compamies may be buying more
stetions, bat Sege is deing o better [ob &/ eperating thew.

The 38-siation group focuses on medivm and small markets, primarily in the Midwest and New England. Among ifs reckers are WLZR & WKLH in
Mitwouhon; WNOR & WAFX in Nurlolk; WAQY in Springfield, MA; KATR in Des Moines; and WYMG in Springficld, IL.

Oversening the dnptir-doy oparations, pragramming, promotion, and research adfvities of each of the Saga stations is Execative VP Steve Goldstein.

Steve’s the guy who, in 1979, coined *The Source” handle for NBC's youth network when working for the net as West Coast Manager of Affiliate
Relatiens. Crossing the street to ABC, he became the youngest news anchor in the net’s history. His major inarket progromming career began at WABC
Mew York, where he worked ns APD in the waning days of the station’s legendary Top 40 era. He also programmed Top 40 powerhouse WTIC-
FM/Harttord, before making the inove to the Motor City and PD stints at Cap Cities” WHYT and Metromedia’s WOMC.

The path that would lead to the corporate chambers began in the mid-eighties, when Goldstein was appointed VP/Group PD for Josephson
Commuricetions and PD e ity flagship Detroit property, WNIC-AM/FM. In ‘86, Goldstein, President/CEO Ed Christion, and other management staged
a leveraged buyout of Josephson, forming Saga Communications with approximately 10 stations in Columbus, Milwaukee, Norfolk, and Springfield, IL.

Thveagh o five year membership in the Arbiwon Advisory Council, Goldstein has been at the forefront of key Arbitron issues like boosting sample
size and improving mele 18-24 diary returms. In April of this year, Saga, through its aworneys, disputed Arbitron’s redefinition of the Boston mefro, accus-
ing it of en “unlewhul civil comspirmcy”™ thet favors large market siations at the expense of smaller ones, like its three Monchesier, NH properties. Steve

is alxs knewn for his commitwent 1o providing management training for broadcasters.

Tell me about Saga’s employee and man-
agement training programs that you've
put in place.

We operate in medium and smaller markets,
which means we have people at different
points in their career. Ed Christian and I
have backgrounds in major market radio.
When we started the company, we told our
investors that our strategy was to bring major
market sophistication to the medium and
smaller markets. It’s not like the top markets
where you simply buy the services of great
programmers. To make it work requires a

great deal of mentoring and training. On the
programming side we have to develop talent in
a variety of ways. When a PD joins Saga, the
first thing they get from me is a “Day-Timer”
organizer. Fred Jacobs gave me that idea
years ago, and it’s my way of saying to the new
programmer that we put a premium on orga-
nization. The next thing they get is a Saga
Program Director Notebook with a slew of
forms—aircheck and policy memos and all
sorts of how-to stuff. Like many companies,
we have group meetings, but we further that
with format-specific summit meetings. We
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flew all our Rock programmers to a company
house we have in Florida in November, for
example, and spent two days just working on
issues that affect Active Rock and Classic
Rock. It's a wonderful opportunity for the
mentoring to go from our larger stations to our
smaller ones. We send monthly reports to the
entire group, summarizing the activity at each
station. “Best-of” notebooks, loaded with sales
and programming ideas (and commercials) go
out a couple of times a year. We have a month-
ly promo competition which awards $100 for
the best promo of the month. We also run an
