TRUST FUND FOR SUPPORT OF
PUBLIC BROADCASTING Variety
reported (6/9) that support is build-
ing for a $5 billion trust fund for pub-
lic radio and television to be funded
in part by fees collected from com-
mercial broadcasters. The goal of the
trust fund is to free public broadcast-
ers from worries about their stations’
long-term viability. In return, com-
mercial broadcasters could attribute
the funds that they contribute to the
trust as part of what remains of their
public interest obligations. CPB Vice
Chairman Frank Cruz said that
public broadcasters would use
income from the trust fund to replace
the annual federal subsidy, and help
finance the expensive transition to
digital television. This is not the first
time that the idea of a trust fund for
public broadcasters has been pro-
posed. Currently, Congress sets aside
about $300 million annually for pub-
lic broadcasters.

Reaching The People Who Count
Versus Gounting The People You Reach

By Ted Bolton

Most successful retail
companies can tell you
how many customers
purchased their product
on a daily, if not hourly,
basis. Electronic inven-
tory counts flow from

cash registers into cen-

tralized tabulation cen-
ters. They know exactly
how many customers bought the product
every single day of the week, and they
make informed marketing decisions on
the basis of consumer facts. Not so with
radio.

Radio is governed by a research
methodology that ignores 70% of your
These are the people who
refuse to be counted because they refuse

customers.

to cooperate with Arbitron. That means
that your “inventory counts” of listener-
ship are based on the minority of the pop-
ulation, not the majority. Those are the
facts. If you are to successfully market to
this minority, you should first understand
how and why they are different from the
rest of the population. Then you can
begin to make some sense of your mar-

keting strategies.

How and Why Diarykeepers are
Different

The vast majority of the public refus-
es to cooperate with research of any kind.
Those who do cooperate are different in
several important ways. First, they tend
to be interested in giving their opinions.
Our own focus groups with diarykeepers
continuously point to their desire to have

Radio diarykeepers generally tend to
have a higher interest in the survey sub-
Ject matter.

Diarykeeper versus Gontest Player

Diarykeepers are different from con-
test players. Contest players are looking
to win a contest. They are motivated by
an opportunity to win something, where-
as a diarykeeper is motivated by the coop-
erative spirit of opinion giving.

Needless to say, there is the chance
that a diarykeeper will participate in a
contest. It just sometimes seems silly to
assume that the motivations for greed are
the same as the motivations for research
cooperation. They are not the same, and
when you send out the contest hook, you
are going to catch contest fish.

How to Catch Diarykeepers

Arbitron is a numbers game, and
reaching diarykeepers is a numbers
game. In other words, if you spend your
marketing dollars, be certain that your
reach is big enough to achieve your
desired Arbitron impact. There is a sim-
ple way to figure this out. What you need
to do is calculate the probability of hitting
a diarykeeper in your market. For exam-
ple, if your 25-54 population is 900,000
listeners, and there are 2500 in-tab 25-54
diaries, there is a .0027 percent chance of
hitting a diarykeeper in your market
(give me a call if you want the exact diary
hit probability for your market).

In this example, if you do a mail
drop, or a telemarketing program to
100,000 cooperating 25-54s, you should

reduces your diary hits to around 14
diaries with direct mail, and 54 diaries
with telemarketing. So be absolutely cer-
tain to factor in cooperation rates when
you calculate your diarykeeper reach.

How to Win the Numbers Game
The two most important lessons are:
Target diaryke

players. They are two different groups of
people. Develop appeals that touch diary-
keeper hot buttons. Reach the people
who count. Don’t waste your money
counting the people you reach.

2. Work out the math! Most direct
mail and telemarketing efforts fail not

because the effort was not large enough to

Devin Townshend’s done more in 25 years than most of
you will accomplish in your life. Not only is he in three
bands right now, he also owns his own label, served as the
vocalist to one of Steve Vai’s albums, and even co-pro-
duced STUCK MOJO’s last album, Pigwalk. Somewhere
along the way, Devin’s found time to start his own band,
STRAPPING YOUNG LAD, and release two albums with

Old school Boston Straight-edge Hardcore, rife with
robust sing-a-longs, SICK OF IT ALL-H20-SHUT-
DOWN-style energetic axework, clear, high singing, and
traditional Hardcore song structures, doesn’t stop to take
a breath on IN MY EYES’ Revelation debut. The album
is full of life and has blood running through its veins on
“The K.O.S.T.,” “This Is Our Time,” and “The Way It Was

Left.” Quite a scene buzz surrounded the band based on
their demo and its plain to see why. Like labelmates BETTER THAN A THOU-
SAND, the difference between In My Eyes and most of today’s Hardcore lot is
that In My Eyes doesn’t retain a chugga chugga Metal edge.

The ‘80’s was not just about hair bands and Glam Rock. The Spirit of ‘80’s HC will

Mel knows how to sniff out those little sniveling
PDs who don’t know anything about program-
ming, but know how to convince everyone they
know about programming. Those are the hatchet
jobs I want to hear about. I've worked for some of
those sniveling little bitch corporate rats. They
are the worst people on earth to work for. They
know nothing about fostering creativity and have
no clue what it’s like to have a relationship with a
human being. It’s not worth being in radio to
have to work for people like that. They just need
to be slapped so bad.

I want to talk about some of your past radio
bits. There is this vagina bit that was on
one of our CD Airchecks that is outrageous.
Where does the inspiration for something
like that come from?

That came from the same realm as this song I
just wrote called “Mining For Boners” came from.
We were doing this broadcast of the Organic 96
concert, which was the most amazing concert 've
ever been to. Somehow Kevin Weatherly got
talked into putting it on the air - completely
against his better judgment, I'm sure. But some-
how he agreed to broadcast the entire thing,
which was Meat Beat Manifesto, Underworld, The
Chemical Brothers, The Orb, Orbital, plus sonie
lesser known bands that are still quite good. This
was a 14-hour concert at Big Bear that 6,000 kids
showed up to with the best outdoor sound I've
ever heard in my life. I was standing at the
soundboard and it was like wearing headphones,
because there was nothing for the music to
bounce off of. I was in charge of making the pro-
mos for the show. We were giving John Frost,
who cranks out fifty brilliant promos a week, a
break and I was going to do these things. But,
they said to make them my own style. I started
talking about trees and being up in the woods,

you, scares you a httls bit, and makes you thick,
“noMly, car i 4o this?”

walking around trees and how you could smell the
trees and how the air was so fresh. Anyway, I
ended up developing this whole thing about this
guy who gives himself a sex change operation and
I have no idea where it came from.

We will have to rerun that on one of our
upcoming CD samplers, so after people read
this they will understand what we’re talking
about.

It actually did run on the air one New Year’s Eve.
Doug The Slug ran it. I had more or less dared
him to, but I had no idea he would. I was sitting
at home doing a remote broadcast from my home
during the Rose Parade here in Pasadena. We
had about thirty people over at my house. All the
DdJs were doing cut-ins, and he runs that thing. I
couldn’t believe it. I was running around my
house howling, because it was just so wrong.
That’s why when I sent it to you guys, I could say,
“Oh yeah, it was actually on the air.” However, it
was not performed on the air. Once the CD came
out, Tammi Heide, who was filling in for me for
an afternoon, plays the thing off of your CD.
Everyone went nuts and she got in a lot of trou-
ble.

Somebody told me the funniest two weeks of
radio they ever heard was when you fell off
a horse and you had to broadcast from your
home for two weeks in early "92.
I assure him he’s the only one that thinks that.
What people mostly remember about that is me
trying to stay conscious through the pain medica-
tion. I was flat on my back talking into a micro-
phone hooked into an ISDN line. I could barely
hear the intros and the outtros to the songs.
Sometimes I would just leave the TV on and scan
channels with the mic positioned so you could
hear the TV and still hear me, then I'd hurl
insults at the television as I was scanning chan-
nels. I remember talking about how I was sup-
posed to be in recovery from drugs and alcohol
and there I am on this righteous pain medication
trying to do a radio show.

People would wander into my bed-
room and I would be talking

to them and they would have .
no idea they were on the air. P
That L o

good too.

Also, I had a good engineer, 8o
when I would hobble to the bath-

room and leave people in the (‘ / )
bedroom, they would talk about me ana nu. el

they were being recorded and later played back on
the air. Whoever was on the air was sharp
enough to scoop some of that and play it back.
However, I have no idea what it was; I just have a
feeling that happened a few times, judging from
the reaction that I got. It's funny, but people do
remember those two weeks, but, I assure you,
Kevin would never have put up with the chaos
that emerged from my bedroom, which was basi-
cally in the form of a remote broadcast.

What'’s the difference between Kevin’s KROQ
and the previous KROQ eras that you have
been through?

When you are a concise, clear communicator like
Kevin Weatherly and you have a startlingly vivid
vision, you’re able to get that across pretty solidly.
He has been able to do that. The first six months
when Kevin was at KROQ he layed low. He was
in his office, he didn’t even say a word to the
morning show for the first three months.

That was Kevin & Bean?

Yes. He just let them go. Occasionally, they'd see
him and re-introduce themselves. I remember
Kevin would stand around in the hallways and
watch the way the place worked and take in all
this information. He didn’t know about our core
artists from the New Wave days. He came from
Top 40 and they were skimming the cream back
in’83. They were playing Culture Club and
Duran Duran as they came along, but he didn’t
know about Bauhaus, Talking Heads, early B-52’s,
Brian Eno, Roxy Music. He knew nothing about
The Ramones. So, he was just drinking all this in
for his first six months, then he started to put a
vision together and, damn, if it wasn’t right on. It
was the exact thing that we needed and was right
in the middle of the Grunge boom as well, so he
had material to work with musically. But ever

since then, it seems like he’s known
exactly how to deal with people, exactly
who to hire, and exactly how to commu-
nicate his vision. He’s the best person
I've ever worked for. I find him enor-
mously inspiring. Now that I've settled
into my relationship with Kevin, he
continues to push me, but I know very
well how to work with him and give
him what he wants. Now that I'm doing
that, I get to do other things like branch out
from my already multiple personality approach
to doing radio.

What do you mean by “multiple personality
approach’?

In other words, I'll lapse into characters that
aren't really characters, but just kind of a way of
speaking and handling the language. It’s weird,
they’re kind of characters, but they’re not. A
character would be fully developed with a back
story, a plot line, a motivation, and a bit. I don’t
really do bits like that. The key is the audience
knowing that I'm always going to touch down on
earth again and that they know where I'm com-
ing from as Jed, as myself. I've always said the
key to what I do is to be myself on the air.

Has there ever been an incident where
you've gone too far?

One time I stayed on one of those character voic-
es all day and it was a bad idea. Unless you
start telling lies on the air, the consequences of
being an idiot aren’t that great. As long my
audience knows where I'm coming from, as long
as they know the real Jed will show up within a
half-an-hour or so, I can go out as far as I want
to. I think that’s kind of the key to what I do, is
not how far out I go, but how regularly I come
back.

How much of what you do is top of mind
and how much do you prep ahead of time?
The informational stuff you can prep ahead of
time when you have specific news. I look at the
music as it’s coming up and if I have some
decent intro time on this Pearl Jam song and
their show’s going on sale this Saturday, I'll talk
about that. That kind of stuff you can prep, but

you can'’t prep inspiration. We're content inten-
sive in the ’90s. Kevin is all about content and
talking about the music. We want to be the
authority for what is going on in music. And so
we are. But, that’s not enough for me. You have
to sound like you’re having a great time on the
air. You have to genuinely be inspired. What
I've noticed about old aircheck tapes from the
‘60s, is these guys very often are saying absolutely
nothing. They’re coming up with their clever
patter that fills a 20-second intro, but the audi-
ence basically listens to that and goes, “I have no
idea what they’re saying.” You know - “The
stack-a-drastic plastic,” “The platters that mat-
ter.” It’s just bullshit and complete fluff. But,
what it communicates is that I'm having a great
time. The audience hears that and has no idea
what the DJ is talking about, but he’s having a
great time and they’re going along with him.

What led you into seeking out old airchecks
from the '60s?

My engineer at Westwood One, Ron Harris,
gave me a tape of a guy from WABC by the name
of Dan Ingram. I heard what he was doing and
it reminded me of the DJs I'd grown up with in
the ’60s. Then I realized that I was kind of doing
my own personal version of that nonsense talk-
ing, only I would make up words from an imagi-
nary language as a part of what I do. I realized
that was just a modern version of what these
guys had done in the ’60s. I became very curious
about that. What I'm listening for in these old
tapes is not the content of what they’re saying -
because the content of what they’re saying is
fluff - but the energy and inspiration with which
they said it. That is what I think is missing
from radio today.

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In your travels have there been any DJs that have
stood out in your mind?

My problem is 'm a [)J and I don’t travel. I need to
know what’s out there and I have not heard a collection
of Alternative-type music personalities’ airchecks. I have
an idea who those pecple are, but I couldn’t tell you what
they do. I feel woefully ignorant in that regard. The very few
times I've been out of town and tuned in the radio, it’s been peo-
ple trying too hard. It’s really sad to turn on the radio and hear
them trying too hard. It was in this frame of mind that I tuned
in to KOME one night when I was up there last year. Now, peo-
ple have been telling me, “Jed, people imitate your style and
basically nick what you do down to even copying some sort of
aquatic name that they use for themselves.” I'd heard this, but
just was resigned to feeling flattered and wasn’t about to feel
angry that if, and I d dn’t know, but if people were using me for
inspiration, that did not offend me. However, I tuned in on this
one night, and I go, “Oh, come on, that guy is totally ripping me
offt” I started to get indignant - until I realized it was me on
Out Of Order! 1 did not recognize my own voice, because the
station’s processing is so different. I had a good laugh over that.
I didn’t think the guy was doing that good of a job either. I
thought “not only is he ripping me off, he’s not doing that good
of a job” — and it was me.

Who were some of your early radio idols?

Robert W. Morgan, who just died. “The Real” Don Steele,
who died last year. Wink Martindale, Sam Riddle, Charlie
Tuna, Humble Harve. All of whom are California DJs.

What music are you listening to these days? What's been
turning you on, as far as new stuff goes?

I know that the Beastie Boys album is going to be good, but
I've just heard the one song. That Garbage album is one of the
best albums I've ever heard, as is The Smashing Pumpkins
album. I know Hole is going to be phenomenal, because
Courtney hooked up with a good writer to help her focus her
songs. Trent Reznor seems bent on preparing everyone for the
expectation of his album being offensive. But he’s too smart to
do that. His album’s going to rule! I haven't heard any of that,
but I know that’s going to be amazing. As far as what I listen to
at home, William Orbit has not left my CD changer for vears.
Also, I'm starting to do music production. I produced a Punk
band called El Centro. I did a remix for this group that's about
to come out on Mercury, called Swirl 360. Steve Greenberg,
the same guy who signed Hanson, signed Swirl 360. Their
vocals are really terrific. It was a real pleasure to be able to
work on a project like that. I'm just starting this kind of work.
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It is fascinating. It is so amazing to hear what bands don’t use,
what they did use, and then I get to decide what tracks I would
use or maybe even make new ones.

How did you hook up with Reel Big Fish for the cover of
their album?

I was interested in graphic design at the time when they asked
me if they could photograph me for the cover of their album,
Turn The Radio Off, which they claimed was a tongue-in-cheek
reference to all of the bands that think they don’t need the radio
to survive. They asked if I would be on the cover. I said sure
and then I found out it’s with a real cute 16-year-old girl, Carla
Yosendo. She is the one who actually turned me on to the
music, and this was after the photo shoot. She has turned out
to be the biggest music fan, who has a really good sense of
music. So, the girl on the cover sticking a gun in my face,
turned me on to Reel Big Fish. This was a band that I didn’t
even know had a major label deal when I agreed to do the cover,
which I did in exchange for seeing how they put the artwork
together in the computer, but that unfortunately never material-
ized.

If you'd never become a DJ, what would you be doing
today?

I had a film shoot at my house the other weekend. The camera-
man was very gracious and let me sit down on the dolly and get
pushed around a little bit and work the crane. I experimented
with the different camera rigs they had and it reminded me that
more than anything, when I was thirteen-years-old, I wanted to
be cameraman. I found that I was still very intuitive around
the camera. Life just looked better through the lens. What can
1 say? I think I would have become a cameraman or a lighting
guy. I always had colored lights in my house and I always had
colored lights in my room when I was a kid. I was way into
movies and lighting from the time I was eight years old. I also
had been into amusement parks. I think I would probably be
designing rides. I would have figured out a way by now to be
designing rides for amusement parks. There’s no substitute for
moving your body through space and seeing surreal three-
dimensional objects in a controlled environment. So I'm pretty
sure if I had gotten into that industry that Disneyland would
have looked different by now.

On July 28, 1978, Jed The Fish was sitting in his
Anaheim home marveling about his first Rolling Stones con-
cert he had taken in earlier that night. It was one of those
nights where Mick Jagger was being playful with the audi-
ence. During “Angie” he said, “Give me your shoes. | want
every shoe in this fuckin’ place.” And the crowd responded
with a barrage of footwear that caused Mick to play duck-
and-cover while singing one of The Stones’ tranquil ballads.
Some shoes would whiz by Mick’s ear, while others would
find their target. So, there’s Jed, sitting and thinking about
the show when the phone rings at 1:15 a.m.

Up to this point, Jed The Fish’s radio career included
short stays at stations in Arizona and California. On this
night, that was about to change. The phone call Jed
received was from KROQ, asking if he could come in and
start an airshift at 2:00 a.m. Jed hung up the phone, got in
his car, drove up to Pasadena, walked in the door of
KROQ’s digs, and was greeted by Gary Bookasta, ‘the
enigmatic vampire of an owner,” as Jed calls him.

“There he is at 2:15 a.m.,” Jed recalls, “with dark glass-
es on, about to turn his fledgling New Wave radio station that
no one cares about, that has a 1.1 in the market, over to me
for the evening to play whatever | want. | was terrified but |
had the best time ever. It was so fun. | was calling all my
friends at 3:00 a.m. and telling them "Check me out, ’'m on
KROQ! | didn’t have a hot line, so everybody was leaving
messages at my home that heard me. When | got home at
7:00 or 8:00 a.m., | heard all these messages from people
that had tuned in. | had fun.”

The 1:00 a.m. phone call didn’t come out of the blue.
For months preceding the phone call, Jed had bombarded
KROQ with packages of seif-promotion. He sent them
homemade fliers, packages, pictures, his resume, and an air
check tape. Jed hand-delivered these packages every two
weeks to whoever answered the door.

“I" couldn’t get them on the phone,” he remembers,
“because they had no phone. They hadn’t paid their phone
bills. They were running no advertising. They had no recep-
tionist, no promotion department, no sales department, no
management, no business hours.”

Under such conditions, Jed discovered KROQ the way
many citizens of Los Angeles did - by hearing about it from
friends that were listening to this bizarre underground sta-
tion.

“This was as New Wave was developing in 1977-78,
Jed relates. “There was no real name for it, so everybody
called it Underground, because that's what they called it in
the ’60s and it had that same spirit. It was an underground
eclectic mix at that time. New Wave was emerging, Punk
was beginning to establish itself in Los Angeles, so it was
a real exciting time. But, as usual with exciting times, no
one realized it and all the jocks were quitting because they
weren’t getting paid, and | said I'd work there for ninety
days for free. | came in at a time when absolutely no one
cared. About a month later people started to care. They
paid me retroactively, installed me full-time, and | made
$900 a month for the next three or four years.”

Except for a “drug sabbatical” which led to Jed being
fired and apart from KROQ from '84 to mid-’85, he has
been a mainstay at KROQ.

“I am one of those blessed people who hasn’t had to
shuttle around from city to city and station to station to
maintain a career,” Jed admits, “and I'm so gratefu! for
that”

You have been at KROQ virtually
since the beginning. How do you
keep reinventing yourself and stay
fresh sounding on the air?

You need good leadership to do that. I
really didn’t know what I was doing as
an air personality until Andy Schoun
came to the radio station. I had no idea
what I was doing at all in the *70s with
radio. I was sort of floundering on drugs
for the '80s, and didn’t really start to
focus until it was almost the *90s. So,
except for my attitude on the air, 90% of
what I've learned about radio has been
since 1989. A good leader will come in
and say, “Tighten this up,” “Focus in on
that,” “This is what I want to hear,” “This
is my vision for the radio station,” and
be able to communicate that with you.
I’'m just one of those people who had
been waiting for that sort of direction
and never had it. So I was thrilled when
Andy came in and told me just a few key
things that kicked my ass. Basically,
what a good leader does is come in, kicks
your ass, challenges you, scares you a lit-
tle bit, and makes you think, “Golly, can
I do this?” Not, “Oh shit, am I going to
lose my job if I don’t do this?” But, “Can
I step up to the plate, try something I've
never tried before, and risk failure and
success at the same time?” That’s what
Andy did.

Then would you say your
radio career really began
when Andy came in?

Yes. Before that I was thinking
what else am I going to do with
my life, this is going
nowhere. [ can very defi-
nitely say that. When you
think about it, in the late
'80s music was dismal, it
was 80 dismal in
1986, ’87, and
8. You
had your
occasional
REM,,
INXS or U2,
but the rest of it
was horrible.

you can get on an unofficial KROQ Wel
site, you can download pages of the Top
106.7 songs for every year since 1980.
The amount of horrible music that we
played in 1987 will shock you. We didnit
know what the hell we were doing. It

was amazing that we had just been pur
chased by Infinity for $44 million, more
money than ever paid for a radio statios.

What did you think was going to
happen when Infinity purchased t
station?

I was scared, because every station that
I had been at had changed hands withi
months of me coming to work there, wi
the exception of KROQ, and I got fired.
So, I just assumed that was it. They
come in and try to reassure you, but you
Just don’t believe them when they’re say
ing, “Oh no, everything’s going to be
okay.” They’re just telling me that so I
don’t go berserk and get on the air and
say we're giving out $100 bil's, or some-
thing like that.

Much has been said and written
from the PD, GM, and Group CEO
perspective about the effects of con-
solidation. From your point of view
as an air personality, how do you
see the industry changing recently?
Basically, if you work for a station that
makes millions and millions a year and
is a successful station, whoever buys the
station is going to want to keep it suc-
cessful. In Mel Karmazin you have an
owner whose philosophy is: Whatever
you're doing right, we want you to keep
doing it, so we're not going to tell you
how to run the place. Come to us for
big-ticket items, we’ll okay those on an
as-needed basis. Basically, you guys just
run the place. That’s his philosophy and
it’s a very un-CBS philosophy. The bigger
adjustment is going to be for the stations
that have always been owned by CBS to
have a guy come in whose philosophy is
to hire good people and have them run
it. A more interesting question would be
- What happens at these stations? Mel
can spot a lousy PD a mile away.
Traditionally, being a PD throughout the
last 30 or 40 years, has been 90% getting
