A Cable TV Show For
Mancow

Not only is Mancow Muller
switching stations in Chicago in a
deal reportedly worth up to $3 million
a year, radio’s 31-year-old enfant ter-
rible is also getting his own daily one-
hour cable TV show. Mancow is the
first personality to sign with a new
cable channel that will telecast video
versions of radio shows. RadioTV
Network (RTV) is basically applying
the Howard Stern E! concept to
Mancow and other “established,
nationally profiled” radio shows, cre-
ating a 24-hour video channel of edit-
ed radio programs. Projected launch
date: November 1.

RTV is also negotiating with The
Bob & Tom Show and “other likely
suspects” in Los Angeles, Dallas and
a couple of major east coast markets,
to fill its schedule with one-hour TV
versions of approximately eight radio
shows. Plans also involve rolling out
regional programs, such as WRRK-
AM’s Jim Quinn on WNPA-TV (UPN
19) in Pittsburgh.

RTV’s co-founders come from the
video world: Tom Coleman ran
Atlantic Entertainment from ’74 to
’88, before joining Independent
Telemedia Group. Larry Rogow is
president of Venture Technologies
Group, which operates TV stations,
cable systems and Internet compa-
nies. Pollack Media Group President
Jeff Pollack is also involved, pri-
marily in the talent acquisition area.

Using small robotic cameras
installed in the studio, RTV person-
nel will direct and edit Mancow’s
show locally before forwarding it to
RTV’s Los Angeles studios for format-
ting, commercial insertion, and satel-
lite and Web uplink. That means
viewers can see an edited video ver-
sion of Mancow’s Morning Madhouse
usually within 48 hours of its original
radio broadcast. In addition to cable,
RTV will also be available on DBS
and the World Wide Web.

Hillier e-mailed the following reaction:
“The Mike Fowler statement ("We arrived at this decision due to erod-
ing advertiser support’) was particularly interesting given Fowler’s
comments in your publication dated June 19, three days earlier:
"Complaints from clients and listeners have siowed down due to the
maturity of the show’. Wow... Must of been a tough three days for that
kind of turnaround.”

WRCX VP/GM Mike Fowler responds: ‘I stand by my statements.
[Client and listener complaints] did slow down, but the fact remains
that 65 of the Top 100 local advertisers will not buy the Mancow show,
and a similar percentage of national advertisers will not support the
show. That was a factor in my decision. Advertiser support has erod-
ed during the past two years of Mancow’s contract, but over the past
couple of months, [that erosion] stayed status quo at around 65% of
the Top 100.”

It’s been quite a few years since we
heard from Swindon, England Alt-
Pop sensations XTC. In the midst of
band turmoil (long-time guitarist
Dave Gregory has exited the
group) the band has finished up not
one but two new studio efforts ten-
tatively titled History Of the Middle
Ages, Volume 1 & 2. The band plans
to issue the first Volume in early
1999, followed by the second install-
ment five or six months later. While
band leader and visionary Andy
Partridge has reportedly gotten
over his legendary stage fright — so
severe that he’s been unable to per-
form live for over 15 years — there’s
no word on whether the duo
Partridge and Colin Moulding will
finally hit the boards. Meanwhile,
in other related news, Primus has
covered the band’s “Scissorman” for
an EP slated for release later this
year.

Dubbed A Day In The Garden, a
massive two-day outdoor bill com-
prising a star-studded list of musical
acts will be held at the site of the
legendary Woodstock festival in
Bethel, New York on August 14-15.
Pete Townshend, Don Henley,
Joni Mitchell, Lou Reed, Stevie

Melody Makers, and Richie
Havens are among the acts slated
to appear. You may recall
Townshend with The Who and
Havens were performers at the orig-
inal Woodstock event. According to
the show’s organizers, this will be a
much different and saner affair than
the original Woodstock which was
an infamous chaos of disorganiza-
tion. Attendees will be limited to
30,000 per day. In addition to all the
great music, there will be other
exciting events planned to run con-

Explorer Suite is a
concept album of sorts, merging the
semi Rock-operatic dazzle of the
title track with the brilliant Pop
sheen of “Searchin’” The Todd
Rundgren-produced “Walking
Wild” is also excellent with the
infectious charmer “DDT,” the
dreamy and atmospheric “Get It Up”
and “L-5,” co-penned by Rundgren,
among the standouts. Meanwhile,
1978 offers a bounty of embarrass-
ing riches of embryonic tracks that
later appeared on the band’s first
album including “Don’t Ever Wanna
Lose Ya,” “Hello Hello Hello,” and
“Alone Tonight,” plus three impres-
sive unissued cuts: “Even When I'm
Away,” the pure-Pop crunch of
“Candy”, and “I Will Be There.” For
more info’, check out the band’s Web
site: www.newenglandrocks.com.

The New Diarykeepers

You might remember the
brouhaha that arose in Los Angeles
with the release of the Spring ‘97 book
when hundreds of diaries had to be
deleted from the survey database.
MetroMail did not keep lists current
when the new Los Angeles area code
went into effect in the Long Beach
area.

Goodbye Metromall; Hello SSI

Here’s a recap of the events that
have just taken place. On Wednesday,
June 17, Arbitron issued the following
statement:

“Effective with the Summer ‘98
survey, Arbitron will use Survey
Sampling Inc. (SSI) as its supplier for
the random digit telephone samples
used in its rating surveys.” Arbitron
chose SSI for its “accuracy and timeli-
ness of area code updates, ability to
match addresses to unlisted numbers,
availability of samples for split coun-
ties, and high-density ethnic areas,”
and its track record of quality and
accuracy of its sample frames.

“This wlll Change Everything!!”
Researcher Jhan Hiber, who got
his start at Arbitron close to 30 years
ago, was heard uttering these words.
He says that this is the first time
Arbitron has made a change of their
list provider in 25 years. Hiber pre-
dicts that starting this summer, unlist-
ed phone numbers could play a greater

part of the Arbitron sample.
Supposedly, SSI will provide Arbitron
with a better supply of unlisted num-
bers.

Until now, Arbitron has been mak-
ing random calls to get unlisted phone
numbers. They call it “expanded sam-
ple frame.”  Arbitron’s computer
changes one digit of listed numbers in
their database. To date, this has been
Arbitron’s only way to reach newly
installed home phones as well as
unlisted numbers.

Arbitron’s Response

Country radio consultant Jaye
Albright asked Arbitron Vice-
President of Research, Bob Patchen,
what effect the change in the address
list provider will mean to radio. His
response:

“One of the reasons that we made
the switch to Survey Sampling (SSI) is
that we have more confidence in SSI’s
long term capability to stay on top of
important Telco and other changes
(area codes, etc.) because sampling is
their core business, whereas it is more of
a sideline for MetroMail.”

“What might be confusing to some
is that, with the switch to SSI, we are
also going to implement a new proce-
dure to match more unlisted telephone
homes to a mailable address. This will
mean that we can send preplacement
postcards to a large percentage (about
60%) of the unlisted sample we call,
and we expect this to improve consent
rates for this sample. But, that is a
change in survey treatments designed to
improve response rates, not a change in
the sample.”

Increased Unlisted Response Rates

It’s hard to predict how a different
source for the Arbitron database will
effect future Arbitron ratings. There’s

speculation that an increase in
response rate from unlisted and non-
listed phones will probably help two
kinds of radio stations: those that have
transient listeners who move around a
lot, and stations that appeal to affluent
adult listeners who have chosen not to
list their phone numbers.

What will it mean for Progressive
Radio? If your station has been target-
ing affluent white-collar adult listeners
who have above-average income, this
could mean that Arbitron will find
more of your listeners in their sample.
Also, stations that appeal to transient
younger listeners (Rock, Alternative,
and CHR stations) will benefit from the
new diary placement. The stations
that are doing things right — playing
the perfect music mix, market pres-
ence, clever imaging — will be the ones
that benefit from better Arbitron
unlisted response rates.

Arbitron = Success

In a world where radio stations are
graded on their success manipulating
the almighty Arbitron ratings, a
change in how Arbitron measures radio
listening can be a scary proposition.
Remember that we’re talking about
Arbitron here. There’s never been a
magic formula that works every time to
get better Arbitron ratings. A better
response rate from unlisted phone
numbers is a step in the right direction.
May the Arbitron gods shine on you!

FAR

“THE SYSTEM,” IMMORTAL/EPIC

Springing from the sensa-
tional sophomore record
Water & Solutions is the
single “The System,” a
highly emotional yet vig-
orously heavy ditty which
should reignite interest in
the album. The song has a
sweeping quality to it, housed in Jonah

Matragna’s pretty and versatile vocalizations
and the choppy, machine-gunned guitar ending.
FAR is one of those bands that defies catego-
rization, because they are heavy enough to get
beyond the strict Emo tag and they are able to
transcend the Hardcore label with their
melodies because they incorporate elements of
both genres instead of stringently sticking to
either. The result is an addictively groovy yet
completely honest song. Honesty seems to be
Far’s forte, as this single also contains “The E-
Bomb Snippets,” where Matragna openly dis-
cusses the textures of the songs as well as
events in his life that inspired his lyrical com-
positions. It’s like he’s sharing entries in his
diary with us, while giving us pieces of the
music. Audiences will get to know Far on many
levels with this single.

MONSTER VOODOO MACHINE

DIRECT REACTION NOW!, DR, DREAM
Canada’s MONSTER
VOODOO MACHINE
stormed Metal radio a few
years ago with their first
full-length album,
Suffersystem. After that
album came out, the band
went on tour, opening for
the likes of MARILYN MANSON, FEAR
FACTORY and LIFE OF AGONY. Their raw
mix of Hardcore, Techno and Metal predated
the current trend of mixing the styles. However,
after the touring, vocalist Adam Sewell dis-
solved the band to work on a side project, DEF
CON SOUND SYSTEM. After that project dis-
solved, he reformed Monster Voodoo Machine
and began work on Direct Reaction Now!. The
1998 version of the band finds them without the
electronic experimentation that marked their
first record, with heavy, bruising riffs and sing-
a-long tunes in place of keyboard loops and
samples. Chances are, if you go to Ozzfest in the
next month, you’ll get a chance to see the band.
If you don’t get a chance, worry not, because
they’ll be back in the late summer and fall
opening for MOTORHEAD and SEPUL-
TURA. What tracks can you dig on to get your-
self psyched? Try “Dragon Style,” “Every Filthy
Angel,” and “I Have Seen The Rise.”

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* There have been a few new discs cross our desk in the last few weeks that were too
cool to not write about. First off, Rhino Records has continued on with their popular
Heavy Metal Hits Of The ‘80s and Love Bites series. Volume 4 of the Heavy Metal Hits
will have you banging your head, adjusting your sawblade codpiece and squeezing into
those spandex you had ten years ago to classics like SLAUGHTER’s “Up All Night,”
AUTOGRAPH’s “Turn Up The Radio,” and WARRANT’s “Down Boys.” The sixteen-
track collection also features forgotten and out-of-print tunes like LEATHERWOLF’s
“The Calling,” TORA TORA’s “Walkin’ Shoes,” and PRETTY MAIDS’ “Future World.”
If you're looking to relive your romantic exploits form the ‘80s, or trying to seduce that
girl you know that still hasn't given up on having Sebastian Bach’s children, look no
further than Love Bites: More Romantic Power Ballads. Chosen by the women of
Rhino, this collection is a little on the softer side, boasting tracks from FIREHOUSE
(“Love Of A Lifetime”), CINDERELLA (“Nobody’s Fool”), EUROPE (“Carrie”), and
even KINGDOM COME (“What Love Can Be”). Hell, we're swaying back and forth
with our lighters clutched in our hands just thinking about it! Call Jim Neill at Rhino
(310-441-6652). On the other side of things, but still Metal-related, we have Métal
Riiles: A Tribute To Bad Hair Days, out on Smart Recordings. Instead taking a trip
back into time, this collection has Punk, Pop, and Ska bands taking on tunes like
“We’re Not Gonna Take It, “Photograph,” “Round And Round” and “No One Like You.”
There’s some pretty cool collaborations on here. THE ATARIS’ version of MOTLEY
CRUE’s “On With The Show” features a guitar solo from PRETTY BOY FLOYD’s
Kristi Majors, THE TORIES’ rendition of RATT’s “Round And Round” features
guest vocals from head Ratt Stephen Pearcy, SWEET LIXX features members of
LAGWAGON and THE POSIES, and members of BAD RELIGION and JUNK-
YARD team up for a rendition of Cinderella’s “Gypsy Road” on a hidden track. Even
cooler is the hidden bonus rant after the hidden bonus track (think Heavy Metal
Parking Lot)! Other songs we like are HAIRSTORM 84’s version of “We’re Not Gonna
Take It,” the aforementioned Ataris song, and Sweet Lixx’s “No One Like You” cover.
Call Jonathan Obera at Virus Music Promotions (818-761-7126) for your copy.

* MINISTRY fans will have to starve a little more before they feast. Dark Side Of The
Spoon was supposed to hit the streets in October of this year, but it isn't finished. Only
six songs are done, and the album has been pushed back and a January or February
1999 release date is anticipated.

* Flip Records has done it again. In addition to their joint ventures with Interscope
Records and A&M Records, which have brought us LIMP BIZKIT and COLD respec-
tively, the label also has a co-venture deal with Elektra Records. The priorities of this
connection will be debut albums from SX10, featuring Sen Dog of CYPRESS HILL,
STAIND, and FINE.

* What does the success of Jerry Cantrell’s solo album mean to ALICE IN
CHAINS? Apparently, quite a bit of waiting. When Cantrell appeared on syndicated
radio show Rockline, AIC frontman Layne Staley phoned in, a call that was planned
by Cantrell. When asked about what we could expect from him and AIC, he cryptical-
ly answered, “A bunch of stuff Huge things. Yeah... Nothing right now. You'll hear
about it real soon.” Cantrell was a little clearer, mentioning the possibility of an AIC
box set with some new songs. But these are plans for later, since Cantrell will contin-
ue touring for the rest of the year to support Boggy Depot.

* TWO and tours aren’t meshing well. Rob Halford’s new band has cut short their
European tour, with cancellations of dates in England, Germany, France, and Spain.
Sources say that less than optimal ticket sales are the root cause. The band also bowed
out of the Ozzfest.

* Get ready, folks, there is a new carnival in town called Kid Rock. We couldn’t miss
this highly touted spectacle, and headed to the city that never sleeps for the sheer
entertainment implicit in white boy Rap Rock. Kid Rock, who toured with urban
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prophet ICE CUBE when he was just 16 years old, bombarded the stage in shiny
Adidas sweatgear and cornrows in his hair and was met by a foul mouthed midget mak-
ing his grand entrance on a pony. It was pure fun from Detroit, complete with a costume
change! Although our sight was sometimes obscured by Dave Ciancio bobbing his head
and rocking out in the front of the stage, Kid Rock proved to be a nice big piece of ear
and eye candy and proved that you should believe the hype.

* A series of European music festivals will be without MARILYN MANSON, due
to drummer Ginger Fish suffering through a bout with mononucleosis that
requires rest and medical attention, especially since the band plans a world tour
which will be preceded by a new album due in late August.

* POISON’s Bret Michaels has a pretty full plate these days. Sheen/Michaels
Entertainment, the company he shares with Charlie Sheen, has quite a few pro-
jects in the works. The unholy duo has a film called No Code Of Conduct featuring
Sheen and father Martin, as well as Free Money, featuring Sheen, Marlon
Brando and Mira Sorvino. Letter To Death Row, Michaels writing-directing-act-
ing debut, has been pushed back to an October release date. How is this relevant
to glam rockers in the world of radio? Well, the soundtrack is due out on August 25
on Poorboy, and guitarist CC DeVille, who left Poison in 1992 only to recently
return, appears on a track called “Party Rock Band.”

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RADIO PRODUCER: ARTIST OR HACK?

“The need to make monev discourages integrity in every field of work...
in business, social services, art, ete. You can't make a quality product
because if it costs too much, people won't buy it. A cheap imitation will
out-sell the better original. Subtlety is pushed aside by flashiness.
High ideals and the finest intentions are broded away and replaced by
commercial expedients, pragmatism and the need to keep up the car
payments.” R. Crumb

I am at war with myself. Bombs are lobbing
daily from the left side of my brain to the right
and visa versa.

“I am an artist!”

“You are a hack!”

“Uh... no, I beg to differ. I am an artist who cre-
ates visual images through the use of sound.”
“No... you are a vocal whore whose entire cre-
ative output is bought and paid for by
schmucks who sell cars, insurance, pets, stere-
os... whatever!”

“My creativity creates images!”

"Your creativity sells shit.”

“No! | entertain and enlighten people as to the
whereabouts of certain items.”

“You scream and yell about sales, savings, bar-
gains and where to get laid!”

“DAMN YOU ALL TO HELL! [ AM AN
ARTIST!™
HACK! HACK! HACK! HACKITY DACK
HACK!"

What am I? I'm a 38-yeai-old man who has
a wife and child to support. As much as I may
like to think so, I do not control all aspects of
my destiny. When I was a kid, I played with
tape recorders, making funny noises and doing funny voices. [ never
outgrew it and it has served me well. [t turned into a profession. It went
from being just for me and my friends to hear into being “product.” But, is
it “art?” Do I have the right to be temperamental about it?

In order to survive, one much walk the fine line between being an
artist and being a businessmman. When people pay money for some-
thing in almost all cases, they want it their way! You are just the vas-
sal by which to do their bidding. You are an “employee.” Acting high
and mighty, wounded or hurt because your “artistic integrity” has been
compromised by some client is a lot of horse dung. It’s just a commer-
cial, right? It's just a way of selling something. And what about the
public? Do they really judge these hacked out screaming retail ads,
club spots and station promos and what not, filled with compromised
worn out ideas? It’s just noise. If they need a car. a club, a stereo, or
want to know what station it is... they listen. If they don’t, they tune
out or switch stations. It has no meaning in their lives! Why should it
bug you? If you don't cut the piece of crap, someone else will. Why
shouldn’t it be you? How often is the phrase, “My place was packed
because of your amazing creative commercial® or “Our TSL went up
dramatically this weekend because of your astounding ten-second station
promo!” been uttered to you? Commercials and promos aren't supposed to
work! If they did, the client wouldn't have anything to bitch about.

“Oh, we had a low turn-out. No one mentioned the spot. Radio
doesn't work... ete... etc.”

Just as R. Crumb points out, people don’t want quality. Too expen-
sive. Too risky. They don’t want to entertain, they want to sell! This
is why I charge my clients the same amount of money whether I'm cre-
iting a masterpiece or just shouting out sticker prices! A spot is a spot
is a spot. You want creativity? God love you! T'd be happy to oblige.
You want screaming? No problem! You want
a promo with just call letters and the same
old bed... Ka-Bang!

So where does all the creative energy go?
Thank God I have some clients that appreci-
ate quality. Thank heavens I have some radio
stations that actually want me to be a nut for
them. True, they usually don'’t pay well, but
what price my creative soul?

Besides, what production director has time
to be creative these days? So much stuff has
to be banged out, you're bound to compro-
mise. I'm not saying creativity is impossible,
it’s just infrequent due to work load. Should
you crucify yourself for this? Hell no!

The best kind of art isn’t created out of a
need for money. It's created when the work is
pure, from the heart, and has no strings
attached. You want to feel good and artsy? If
you ever get the time, write a cool promo or
comedy bit. Do it on anything you want! Not
because you have to, but because you wanted
to. Play it for your PD and say, “Here’s a gift
for the audience.” Come up with a great spec
idea for a post that's generic. Make up a
client! Give it to your favorite salesperson
and say, “Here, try to sell this idea. Just one
rule: It can’t be compromised! They either buy it as it is, or I'll wait
till someone does!” Sure. some copy will change, but not the concept!
It still has to work on its own original merit.

You can be an artist and a capitalist at the same time. All it takes
is an understanding that to live in this real world of inartistic scum
vou have to play their game and know it is a game. Don' let it get to
vou. Know who you are inside, use the artistic outlets you have avail-
able, and feed your family. There’s no compromise or dishonor in that.

records to evervbody. We figured at some point, somebody’s
going to listen and like it or want to do something with us.
The harder we worked, the luckier we got.

What were you doing when Howard first called you?
I think I was jerkin’ off... No, actually it was a Tuesday
afternoon, and Nancy and I were in the process of moving,
and she was at the new place. Backtracking a bit, when I
was working in Washington in 1982, Howard had just
been fired there and was going to WNBC in New York.
This club owner said, “Hey, there’s this madman going to
'NBC, and you’d probably really hit it off with the guy. You
should send him your shit.” So when I got home from D.C.
I sent Howard a package with the three records and the
three cassettes. A couple of months later, Nancy calls me
up and says “That guy Howard Stern just called, and he
wants you to be on his radio show today!” So I called him
and he said that they've listened to my records, and dug
my jokes and that I seemed like a lot of fun. He asked me
to come in and help them judge a talent contest that they
were holding over the phone, and I said “Sure.” To this day
I wonder, “What if no one had been there that Tuesday?
Would he have kept calling me? Was it a whim, or did he
chase me down?” Who knows? So, I jumped in the car and
went to Rockefeller Plaza... it was pretty fuckin’ exciting!

How did it go?
When I was there, Howard was saying, “Here’s our new
friend, Jackie Martling, and he’s going to be at Governor’s
Comedy Shop. He runs the show there.” At that point,
Nancy and | were booking, producing, and running the
shows at Governor’s Comedy Shop in Long Island, so for
him to be saying it on the WNBC airwaves was just
fuckin’ golden. He'd say, “Call (516)922-WINE, and you’ll
hear dirty jokes...and man, this guy’s funny.” At the end of
the show he said, “Jesus, you're great! Why don’t you come
back next week?” So the next week I came back, and Rip
Taylor was there. We broke balls and told jokes, and had
a riot. I was so psyched. And then Howard said to come
back again the next week. Then, in the middle of the
week, he calls me and says, “Listen, man, I love you, and I
want you to come back, but I can’t promote that joke line
number anymore because it’s dirty and P've been getting
complaints.” But that didn’t matter...I was already hooked.
If you're working in fucking Levittown or Long Island, and
all of a sudden you’re driving to Rockefeller Plaza, riding
up to the fourth floor, and you’re passing celebrities along
the way, it hits you: “Holy Christ. this is really show busi-
ness...” I was there for free every week for about three
years. Of course, I'd miss months at a time, because I was
traveling. But I used to call in and it was great. And then
it paid off: They went to mornings. He said, “Look, I want
you to give us a price to be part of the morning
team a couple of days a week.” Within a couple of
months it was five days a week.

How great Is it now to have a job where you
get to break halls all the time, laugh, and
look at naked women?

I’'m basically sitting in the back of a high school
classroom passing notes. Except for the fact that
we have to get up at 4:30 in the morning, it’s the
best job on the planet. It was a great job anyway,
but now that it’s paying great, and the whole
world knows who we are, it’s unbelievable! Pinch
me on my cock.

Jackie Marlow and his alter-ego, Jackie Puppet.
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Do you think that the radio industry has acknowl-
edged what Howard and the rest of the show has
accomplished over the years?

I’'m not sure to what extent they’ve acknowledged Howard
across-the-board publicly. Pm sure deep down they
absolutely have to, but there are always left-handed com-
pliments and crap like that, like “sure, he does well, but
he breaks the rules.” They seem to choke on the expres-
sion “cutting edge.” It’s funny...radio people will be such
ball breakers, because they’re so intimidated by Howard.
Movie stars have no problem coming up and saying, “Man,
we love you guys! You're the fuckin’ best,” but Pm sure Joe
Schmedlak from WLOW in Lafayette, Louisiana will say,
“Oh, that ain’t so hot.” I'm still so goddamn tickled to be
asked for my autograph, or when people recognize me. It’s
cool.

What’s the one thing that happens behind the scenes
on the show that people would find most surprising?
When people come in and we go to commercial for the first
time, or when the interview is over, what they’re most sur-
prised by— maybe not so much now— is how nice Howard
is. and how nice we all are and what a nice experience it
all is. People have such crazy anticipation, especially
major stars. I think their publicists prepare them to be
lined up by the wall and shot when they come in. Years
ago, Sam Kinison, after the first break, said “What’s the
big deal here, man?! You're charming! You're incredible!
People talk about you like you’re Satan!” But now, after
the movie, people realize Howard’s a nice guy and that
we’re all doing a “show” here. The movie changed the per-
ception. Some people are surprised when they see how
much writing Fred and me are doing. Some people know
already, some people could give a shit less. Everybody has
a different impression of what’s going on. But I think peo-
ple see the love in the room. I certainly don’t mean while
we're on the air. They’re amazed, especially new interns,
when we go to a commercial and they hear, “Hey man,
yeah, great show. Have a nice weekend. Say hello to your
wife,” or whatever. This, from the same guys who were
Just ready to cut each other’s balls off.

Are you and Rohin speaking again?

Yeah... She didn’t like that I walked off the show. But I
was just trying to get some more money, that’s all. It was
nothing personal. I wasn’t trying to upset the apple cart. I
was the bad son who ran away from home, and upset
mommy and daddy. But I came back. Everything seems ta
be fine, knock on wood. Now watch, tomorrow she’ll fuckis
shoot me, and then commit suicide like Brynn Hartman
You never know.

F-JACKTIE

Who are some of your all-time favorite guests on the
show?

I love James Taylor. I was thrilled that Mickey Mantle
came in. He was one of my childhood heroes. I loved when
Joe Walsh used to come in, because he was always funny,
crazy and such a great performer. Sam Kinison was just so
unpredictable. I met Sam when he first came to New York.
We had worked a dirtbomb gig together. When he came
into the Stern show years later, and saw me, he said, [in
his best Kinison voice], “What are you doin’ here, man!!” I
always had a real special bond with him. Christ, he was a
great guest. I loved him. Of course, Mark Harris is just
so over-the-tcp. Richard Simmons was great. There’s so
many great guys...but I love ‘em all. I love when
[Richard] Belzer’s on ‘cause he’s so funny. I love when
Richard Lewis. Gilbert Gottfreid, and Pat Cooper are
on, too. They’re all so funny and so different. There’s a lot
more flying when they’re on, which gives me a lot more
fodder, a lot more things that I can write jokes about. Plus
you know there’s another sharp mind in the room who’s
going to hear what Howard says. There’s nothing like
hearing Belzer laugh hard at something I write, because
he’s a very hip guy. If I write a very funny line for Howard,
and Belzer says, “I wish [ said that!,” it’s nice reinforce-
ment. Of course, there’s nothing like sitting there and
watching Governor Pataki walk in, Governor
Whitman, Arnold Schwarzenegger, or Ivan Reitman.
We have all these major, major people coming through,
and they know who we are. All of us. Fuckin’ Albert
Brooks is my hero, and he walked in eight years ago and
said, “Jackie, how are your toenails?” I was like, “Holy
fuck..Albert Brooks knows that I got rotten toenails!” As
silly as that sounds, it was a rush. But as much as I love
Gov. Pataki on the show, I get just as big a kick when
Hank the Angry Dwarf comes on. It’s a pretty good job.
Not only are we seeing these fuckin’ famous and crazy peo-
ple. our job is to make fun of them and break their balls. It
just doesn’t get any better than that. But I've got to keep
doin’ these joke albums, just in case the job falls apart. In
1986, people were already saying, “Yeah, it’s a great job,
but how long can it last?” I'd say, “I don’t know, we're just
enjoying the ride.” And here it is 12 years later...

Jackie and his lovely wife, Nancy Sirianni
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What can you tell us about the upcoming CBS televi-
sion show, and your role in it?

There’s nothing to tell yet. I'm not holding it back from
you, I've been told nothing, and I'm sure very few people
know anything. As Howard said on the air, it’s basically
going to be the most current stuff from the radio show,
very much like the E! show with some surprises. I don’t
know what it will be, but you have my personal guarantee
it'll be a pisser.

The Channel 9 show was another great thing to
spawn from the radio show.

That was real, real hard. Monday we had a blank piece of
paper and by Friday we needed a show. On Wednesday the
guests cancel, when they found out what they were booked
for. I don't know if you've ever seen the movie My Favorite
Year, but that's what we were living. It was just as fucking
wild, wooly and wonderful as anything could have been. It
was like a war. In retrospect. they were great days, but we
don’t need another war.

How was that whole experience of working on the
movie?

I was only on the set for a couple of weeks, but it was like
everything you ever dreamed of...They passed around
shrimp... someone that looks like you sits in your place
while they light the scene, huge sets, a million people...it
was a dream. And then seeing yourself in a movie and see-
ing your name in the credits. I didn’t even have a major
role, and I was fuckin’ thrilled. The premiere was other-
worldly. I got to bring my wife, my sister, my buddy Burf.
Carl from Oglio Records, and Rory Rosegarten, my manag-
er. There was no way you could ever relate to anybody how
incredible it was. For them to be there on the red carpet
with me, it was just spectacular. And then you're on HBO
and all the news channels, and the whole world sees you. I
don’t even think about it. Now that you're asking me
about it, it's almost like I'm talking about somebody else,
it was that good. I've been very lucky. I've been in a movie,
wrote a joke book, which is my dream, and my new CD is
finally done. Slowly but surely, all these great things have
been happening. It’s just been staggering. It's funny, way
back when I met Howard, I had been working my balls off
my whole life. I worked my ass off to be where I was. and I
was nowhere. That’s one of life’s toughest lessons, that
who you are and what you’re paid doesn’t necessarily
reflect how long or how hard you've worked.

Any plans for a Private Parts sequel?

Howard keeps teasing that Ivan wants to do it. I'm hoping
we do. I would imagine I would have a bigger role in the
sequel.

Which competitors did you most enjoy burylng?

I knew John DeBella from back in the 'LIR days when I
was working at the recording studio and he worked at
WLIR. He was a decent guy to me, but... I'm sure burying
him was fun.

Things sure have changed since then.

Yeah, that always happens. Everyone reverses, everything
switches around. I'll tell you, it was great beating Rick
Dees, too. Here’s a beauty: He is the guy who named me
“Jackie The Joke Man.” Back in 1979, my joke line used to
be reasonably clean. There was no such thing as cable TV
or VCRs yet. The first day I set it up, I put on filthy jokes.
The phone company called me and told me to clean it up,
so0 I cleaned it up a little. Slowly but surely cable TV start-



ed coming along. So now, here you were, sitting in your liv-
ing room with your mother, and all of a sudden there’s a
pair of tits on the screen on HBO. The whole country
started to loosen up. Things just got dirtier, censorship got
more lax. While that was going on. I started sticking my
foot in the water with 922-WINE. Eventually, it just got to
the point where I'd put anything on there. Earlier on, Rick
Dees had found out about my number, and had been call-
ing, recording a few jokes, and putting them on his weekly
Top 40 countdown. I was thrilled. After a couple of years,
the jokes were so filthy, that Rick Dees called me and said,
“Listen, Jackie, this is Rick Dees, the disc jockey from Los
Angeles. For a few years, I've been calling 922-WINE and
using the jokes on my Top 40 show and giving you credit.
But now, every single joke is so filthy. I can’t use any of
them. I need you to do some special ones for me.” So for
two or three hundred bucks a month, I made him some-
thing like 20 spots, and he’d use them on his shows. He
wanted to know what he should call me. and he said,
“How ‘bout Jackie The Joke Man?” He originally wanted to
make me a horny dentist from Encino. I had said that was
bullshit, and that I'm comedian, make me me. So here I
am, in 1983, working with Howard Stern and Rick Dees at
the same time. People shit when they hear that Dees gave
me the name, because he and Howard are so diametrically
opposed to one another. Dees would always say, “What are
you doing with that guy?!” Beating him felt pretty
good...and it was fun because I had worked with him. It's
fun to beat everybody, because Howard’s the best and the
show’s the best. We really do deserve to be number one.

Is it possible to describe Fred Norris in 25 words or
less?

Fred is incredibly brilliant. incredibly knowledgeable,
incredibly quick, incredibly funny, and a great friend. I
don’t think I could say unpredictable, but he can be very
puzzling. He’s so fast. You could be talking to him about
something, and he’ll say something funny about your sen-
tence before you finish your sentence, to the point where
you wonder how the fuck he could have formulated some-
thing funny to say, and said it before he even knew what
you were going to say. I've been dazzied by him since the
beginning. When he passes me a note, very often I'm
laughing as [ put it down for Howard. Often he and I have
the same thought and write the same exact note. We have
a lot of fun when we're writing songs or scripts together.
We have frighteningly different senses of humor, but we
both make each other laugh very hard. There’s a very
heavy mutual respect as much as we tear out each others
fuckin’ jugulars.

It you had to describe each person on the show in
one word, what would they bhe?

Howard’s the captain, Robin’s a co-captain,...there’s just
way too many sides to the prism that is all of these people
to possibly describe them in one word. You can’t say
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Howard is wacky, because that doesn't describe him. You
can’t say he’s brilliant, because that doesn’t describe how
funny he is. If I had to use one word to describe each per-
son on the show, it would the same word...undescribable.

Who does the best Jackie imitation on the show?

No one. It’s like type-O blood, it’s too easy. It’s so funny
because we did a Heineken spot this morning, and they
replayed the spot in the nine o’clock hour. I went to take a
leak, and as 1 was walking back down the hall, I heard the
spot playing, and I go by the E! room and all seven of
them are sitting in there going, “Yeaah Heineken! I'm
gonna be drinkin’ this weekend!!” I'm standing there
going, “What the fuck is this?!” They weren’t doing it for
me, they didn't even know I was there. Scott Einziger,
the executive producer, Robin Radzinsky the editor,
Gump the technical guy, and Scott DePace the direc-
tor...they're all sitting there going. “Yeaah, Yeaah! A few
beers! Yeaahi''” And they don’t even know they’re doing it.
They're all doing it as naturally as breathing. If you want-
ed to do Rodney Dangerfield, or Edward G. Rob:nson,
you'd have to think about what you were going to say. You
listen to Howard and Fred during the whole newscast,
there sitting’ there just going, “Ahhaaee!! Oh oh!
Yeaaahhh!!” It’s ridiculous, but they all do it, and I love
it...because I love to do Robin’s voice, and who would dare
tell me to shut up after what they do to me?

That’s one of the highlights of the newscast!
When I pick on her?

Without a doubt.

I'm glad you like that. It makes Howard laugh, too. He 1
tries not to laugh, and that makes him laugh harder. And
it always tickles Eric Norris.

Has property value dropped since Stuttering John
moved Into the neighborhood?

We're trying not to let that get out. You know, sometimes
he’s a little mixed up, or sometimes he doesn’t have it all
together, and you do things to help him. The other day he’'s
telling someone, “Yeah, my n-n-n-next next door neighbor
put together my b-b-b-barbecue and f-f-fixed my air condi-
tioner, and I don’t even kn-know the fucking guy’s n-n-
name.” And he’s laughing...and I'm thinking...here’s anoth-
er schmuck that’s helping John, and John’s sitting there
goofing on the guy! The guy’s helping him out, and he
doesn’t even bother to learn the guy’s name. I'm wonder-
ing if he’s telling his neighbor, “Yeah, Jackie, that asshole,
sometimes he d-d-drives me to work, that s-s-stu-stupid
fuck.” Of course, I'm just kidding. He's a pisser. We actual-
ly love having him, Suzanna, and his daughter down the
street. My wife and I are with them all the time. They
come down for dinner, or we go down there, or go out.
They just came over and christened our new barbecue two
nights ago. He’s literally six streets down the beach, and I
wouldn’t have it any other way.

Did you do it with the sex doll?

No. I'm the only one that didn’t. They yelled at me for it.
But, hey...if Howard told me to go into a room and jerk-off,
I wouldn’t do that, either. It’s not in my job description.

How’s did your Web site, hitp//www.jokeland.com,
come about, and how is it progressing?

Our first Web page was branched off of another page, so
the address was a mile long, but it got me hooked on the
thing. Our friends, Barry Jay and Lynn Harold, The
Nerds, started showing me how to update a Web site. I
would look at a page. and then look at the “html” language
for that page, and compare and ask questions. I have a
good mind for that stuff. I have a mathematical and logical
mind. In college, I used to do thermodynamics and
mechanical engineering problems that lasted, like, 12
pages, and you had to come out with the answer of *.86.” It
was an exact science. I learned how to do the whole “html”
thing and got hooked on it. I started putting jokes on
there, and pictures...then I learned how to record sound
files and load them on. I really got into it. I loved inter-
linking all the different parts of the site. I almost had a
book deal a couple of years ago, and 1 had about 100 pages
written. I took those stories and put them on
jokeland.com, as my first anecdotes, stories about the
Channel 9 show, and the early days of iny comedy hijinks,
etc. My Web page has gotten deeper and deeper. Were
about to move to comedynet.com. It's a new thing, and all
of a sudden, our company is going to be making great
money from the Web page.

How much traffic does the page get now?

Last month T had 7.7 million clicks. Not “hits,” but a num-
ber of times you've actually clicked around on the site. One
person could do 100 clicks in a visit, but 7.7 million clicks,
that's a lot of fuckin’ clicks. And all that traffic became
very valuable. So now we're going to be moving, both joke-
land.com, and spinningplates.com, Nancy's site, to a server
with incredibly wide bandwidth, with Real Audio and Real
Video. You'll be able to go on to my site within the next
few months and see the Stump The Joke Man video, or
vou'll be able to hear a whole hunk of my new CD, or her
new CD. It’s going to be like our own TV station. We're
real excited about it. I might even have my own show on
the Web. All that work I did on the Web site for so long,
who would have known that it would turn out to be any-
thing but a billboard? It’s really fun. I update my gigs and
my jokes all the time. Have you seen the animated guy
yet?

Yeah!! That’s hysterical!

Is that a riot or what?! Howard never tells me he likes
anything, and he told me he’s in love with that little guy.
He shows it to everybody. He says, “It’s funnier than you!
It's your stupid jokes, but he’s funnier than you!”
Everybody loves it. It’s done by Atomic 3-D in Los Angeles.

Would you really swap wives with Howard?

Sure. I wouldn’t be concerned that he’d do a better job
with my wife and she wouldn’t want to come home. He
swears his wife wouldn’t do it, but I've never seen him ask
her. I'd do it just because it would be funny. Of course, I'm
only saying it because I know he never would.

Have you seen his dog?
Hey...that’s no way to talk about his wife. No, I haven’t
seen his dog yet.

Does Nancy give it up as much as she used to?
From what I've heard.

Other than the Web page move to
www.comedynet.com, the paperback coming out in
October, the CBS show, and the upcoming release of
Hot Dogs and Donuts, what else do you have in the
works?

A movie that Nancy and I both worked on is supposed to
be finished by September. She plays a judge, and I play a
low-life lawyer (not to be redundant). It’s my first time
back in court since 1 got thrown out for being a jerk. I
don’t like a ruling that she makes, I bitch, and she throws
me out of the courtroom. I wrote my own part, and my job
was to curse her while they dragged me out of the court-
room. [ haven’t seen the footage yet, but they said it’s
absolutely hysterical. To give you a little insight into it.
with each take, I added another phrase. Before the last
take I turned to the director and said, “Don’t say ‘cut’ until
you hear me say “cunt’.” My final line is, "Get cancer, you
cunt.”

Do you see yourself as a leading man in a movie
someday?

I don’t know, I'm 50 years old. But, hey, my mother tells
me I'm getting better looking every day. I lost 20 pounds,
I'm in good shape and looking pretty good. Maybe.

Do you like to work out?

Not really. To diet, I just cut down on my beer drinking.
Now I only drink a few days a week. I swim a lot and ride
my bike a lot. so I guess I've been taking better care of
myself. My wife’s in perfect shape, so I imagine it rubs off
on me. She’s so healthy that it’s very hard for me to fuck
myself up in good conscience. Being in the movies is great
fun. so that’s a great reason to be in decent
shape. I'd love anything that came along. If

anybody’s reading this, and wants to make me
a leading man, at least give me an audition.
Remember...dying is easy...comedy, like my
prick, is hard.

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an Up Close interview with Jackie “The Joke Man” Martling

Jackie Martling has been places. As Howard Stern described him in the foreword to Jackie’s Disgustingly Dirty
Joke Book, “the man has lived.” Graduating from Michigan State University with a degree in Mechanical Engineering,
the road to Jackie Marlow’s current position as Head Writer for radio’s most popular, influential, publicized and hysteri-
cal morning show was certainly a long and winding one. A knack for humor is something that has always been part of his
personality. “I guess I was always a ball breaker, and I always told jokes,” Jackie offers. “I never, ever thought of it in
terms of being a comedian.”

Thinking it would be a good way to pick up girls, Martling took up guitar playing in the ninth grade, playing music
and telling jokes in a variety of bands until the age of 31. Going at it alone, Jackie honed his craft on the stage: “I just
figured I'd tell some jokes on stage ‘til I could think of something better to do with my life,” he recalls. “I never had to
reassess. It just kept growing and growing, there was no kind of plan. I've kind of gone through my life like a pinball
machine, bouncing from one thing to the next.”

Don't let that fool you, though. The Joke Man went full-bore after his dream of being in the entertainment industry.
Gaining some technical experience as manager of the Workshoppe Recording studios in Queens during the late ‘70s,
Martling recorded every one of his comedy gigs from the onset. Only six months into his career in stand-up in 1979, he
released his first home-grown LP, What Did You Expect, on Off Hour Rockers Records. That year also saw the creation of
his wildly successful dirty joke line, “Use Your Finger,” which plugged his many shows. By 1981, his small company con-
sisted of him and his wife Nancy Sirianni (who incorporated Off Hour Rockers, Inc.}, and was run out of his mother’s
hy M“(e Bacon attic. They produced a variety of items ranging from his first three comedy albums to Joke Man mugs, shirts, and video

tapes.
The business really started growing like a weed when Martling began appearing on Howard Stern’s WNBC/New
York radio show in 1983. “I was on the Stern show and I was working for free plugs, and that was it.” The radio expo-
sure and association with Stern took Jackie’s comedy career to a whole new level. “It’s all been fuckin’ hit and miss,” he
relates. “There’s no plan, I didn't go to comedy college or anything. I'm not even a comedian. I'm a joke-teller.”

Today. when Martling’s not feeding funny lines to Howard to use on the air, or writing bits, songs, or scripts. he’s
hard at work on his growing comedy empire: JokeLand. The centerpiece of JokeLand is www jokeland.com. The Web page
has grown by leaps and bounds over the past few years, and has enough jokes, anecdotes, sounds, graphics and Joke
Man merchandise to keep you locked into it for hours at a time.

fmagb caught up with the Joke Man (recently named to Entertainment Weekly's “It List” for trendsetting entertainers
of 1998), after a long morning on the air. All the bases were covered, from his beginnings as a stand-up comic and rise to
fame on the Howard Stern Show, to the upcoming release of his third CD, Hot Dogs & Donuts. So put your finger cots on,
crack open a cold Heineken, and sit back and enjoy. Yeaaaahh!!!
