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Conclave Emphasizes Diversification And Multi-Tasking 
CBS' Ilan Mason Predicts Fewer Jocks, More Salespeople 

Time to hang up the headphones 
and get that suit cleaned! CBS Radio 
President Dan Mason shared his 
view for the future of radio with hun-
dreds of broadcasters as he keynoted 
the Conclave in Minneapolis last 
week, and for many, it wasn't pretty. 
"For every position eliminated in pro-
gramming this year, there will be 
three added in sales," said Mason, 
who advised programmers to diversi-
fy their skill sets, and to seek CRMC 
accreditation. "If your business card 
has CRMC next to your name, you 
are much less likely to be eliminated. 
Learn finance." Mason said radio is 
shifting from a product focus into a 
marketing-promotion-sales direction. 
He recommended that programmers 
become more proactive when it comes 
to finding sales opportunities. "Sell 
promotions. Take control of this area

by beating sales to the punch. Look 
for non-traditional revenue opportu-
nities in everything you do. Don't 
just do events. Help the station sell 
them." His advice for those who have 
been "downsized:" "You can't fight the 
changing of the industry. Don't play 
the victim. That only makes your 
value go down. Show a lot of class 
and courage. If you want to stay in 
radio, consider a sales job." 

Drawing groans from program-
mers who are perpetually locked in 
spot load battles with upper manage-
ment, Mason said, "Do you want to 
attend next year's Conclave? Go back 
to your stations and add three more 
spots an hour." He said that most 
groups are not espousing a "cut, cut, 
cut" mentality, but are saying, "sell,

Remembering Doug Sorensen 

Ethical, honest, approachable, generous, 
passionate, knowledgeable, influential... Those 
are some of the words being used to describe 
Doug Sorensen as people continue to deal 
with the utter shock and extreme sadness of 
his death. It's hard to imagine someone in 
radio or records more liked than Doug, so 
phrases such as friend, mentor, class act, man 
with a million questions, real person, and fam-
ily man are common too, as legions of friends 
and colleagues reflect and reminisce. If you 
ever attended the Conclave, you couldn't miss 
Doug, and his death from a massive heart Doug Sorensen 
attack just three days after scores of people 
spent time with the 43-year-old programmer made his tragic passing even 
tougher to take. 

Journal named Sorensen Director of Rock Programming for its chain, and 
Operations Manager of its Omaha stations, in March of '97. The company, 
where he'd worked for over six years, best summed up the way an entire 
industry felt about him: "Sorensen, whose radio career spanned 25 years, had 
an enormous impact on the business. He was held in the highest regard by 
professionals throughout the radio and music industry as one of the most 
knowledgeable, skilled, personable and ethical people in the business." 

Journal Executive VP Carl Gardner told fmqb, "Doug has been a true 
friend, an outstanding colleague and a devoted family man. We've all been 
blessed to know him. I'm very grateful that so many people had the benefit of 
Doug's terrific leadership. He spread his enormous enthusiasm throughout

sell, sell." He added, "Today's unit 
loads are 12/13 units, and I think we 
can go higher than that. When a sta-
tion gets above 15 units per hour, I do 
start to feel guilty." 

Mason also said, "If you're waiting 
for a correction such as the one that 
happened in the late '80s to return 
things to the way they were, it's not 
going to happen. Banks financed the 
growth of the '80s, and due to prob-
lems in the banking industry in the 
late '80s, previously good radio loans 
became designated as highly lever-
aged transactions, and credit for the 
industry dried up almost overnight. 
Today's growth is being funded by 
public markets, not banks." 

Asked how much more consolida-
tion is still to come, Mason said we're 
a little past the half-way mark. 
"There's plenty more to go." 

Mason had some advice for the 
record community as to how to pro-
mote their music in a consolidated 
radio environment. "People don't 
have the time today to have lunch 
and dinner with a different record 
promoter every day. Their jobs are 
more demanding and challenging 
than ever. Put your new music on an 
Internet site so they can click onto it, 
monitor your new things, and give 
feedback in less time." Regarding 
pay-for-play, he said, "We are not tak-
ing dollars for spins, but we are hav-
ing good success as we look at non-
traditional opportunities for revenue 
enhancement with what we call 
'radio end cap' campaigns with part-
ners in the music business." 

Mason drew applause from the 
crowd by admitting that he graduat-
ed 345th in a class of 354 at Eastern 
Kentucky University, adding, "If that 
person can become President of CBS, 
you can too." His recipe for success: 
"50% just showing up every day, 50% 
broadening your skill set. Be the 
best, most aggressive on the block." 

Marketing experts, not banner 
hangers 

"Diversification" and "multi-task-
ing" were themes echoed throughout 

the 23rd annual Conclave, which 
drew 800 registrants. McVay Media 
President Mike McVay called multi-
tasking an efficient way to run a 
radio station, noting that "you can 
double someone's workload and 
they'll still get it done." Companies 
are creating production centers and 
joint news rooms, shared across the 
cluster, he said. Marketing experts — 
not banner hangers — are being 
recruited to oversee all the market-
ing efforts in the cluster. To get a bet-

ter rate, separate music research 
studies are conducted in concert, and 
results shared. Positions that went 
by the wayside in single station or 
dual station operations, like public 
affairs directors and staff meteorolo-
gists, are coming back at the large 
clusters. "When your cluster out-
cumes a TV station, why wouldn't 
you have your own weather expert?" 
McVay asked. The consultant also 
urged broadcasters to create new 
positions like an Audience 
Development Director, charged with 
finding new listeners through cre-
ative means such as phone book 
inserts, and a Listener Services 
Director, who handles listener ques-
tions and problems. Groups are cre-
ating concert divisions "because they 
understand the synergies of airplay 
and concert ticket purchases," McVay 
said. And he challenged program-
mers to figure out a way to make 
Virtual Radio sound live, or how to 
voice-track for multiple stations, "or 
you'll get your ass multi-tasked right 
out of a job." 

Two competing Virtual Radio 
providers — The Research Group's 
Jason Kane and Broadcast 
Programming's Edie Hilliard, 
shared the Conclave stage to discuss 
what detractors have dubbed the 
"jock-in-a-box" approach to radio that

has spurred such industrywide 
debate, despite the fact that it's only 
in place at a total of 10 stations in the 
country in mostly small markets like 
Huntsville, Alabama and Boise, 
Idaho. Hilliard noted that although 
consolidation has created the finan-
cial environment for Virtual Radio, 
its primary benefit is improving pro-
gramming quality in "dayparts where 
you can't afford to spend a lot of 
money on talent, promotions, and 
contests." To localize Virtual Radio, 
Kane explained how the local station 
fills out a form with information 
about the market for the Seattle-
based Research Group, which also 
subscribes to the local newspaper. 
Jock breaks air two days after they're 
cut. What happens when there's a 

tornado warning, the roomful of 
mostly Midwest PDs wanted to know. 
How can a station possibly sound 
immediate or local then? Kane's 
response: We still need good people 
on-site at the station, just fewer ones, 
to handle an immediate, over-riding 
event like a tornado warning. Virtual 
stations can still do remote broad-
casts by designating one local jock as 
the "remote personality." To further 
feign an air of interactive, live radio, 
stations air "virtual phone callers" or 
fake requests. 

Despite shortcomings in immedia-
cy and localism, Virtual Radio has 
helped dramatically increase ratings. 
The Research Group's Boise client 
skyrocketed from a 3.0 to a top-
ranked 9.2 in one book, Kane 
claimed. 

Da Bears and Da Production 
The pros and cons of webcasting 

your station on the Internet were 
debated, among other issues, during 
Internet: Friend Or Foe. Web surfers 
are making decisions on whether to 
listen to a Webcast local radio station 
or a Web-only radio product like 
NetRadio, MJI's Margaret 
Shiverick said in support of radio 
webcasting. But in directing listeners 
to the Web for radio, a station could 
lose listeners to stations in other 
markets, a programmer in the audi-
ence countered. Others opposed 
Webcasting because cultivating lis-
teners in other markets doesn't help 
them generate local ratings and rev-
enue. 

Production sizzle and getting the 
most of your radio-records relation-
ship were discussed in separate, 
back-to-back Rock panel discussions. 
After playing multiple production 
pieces, panelist Doug Podell 
stressed the importance of "getting 
your message out clearly and simply" 
in a densely populated Ftock market 
like Detroit. WRIF is event-driven, 
Podell said, so its production revolves 
around high energy event promos. 
"Creativity doesn't come from one 
person," WRCX/Chicago APD Jo 
Robinson, said in explaining why 
'RCX is one of the best-produced 
Active Rockers in the country. "It 
comes from the team you've assem-
bled" and from soliciting ideas from 
everyone, including interns. WLZR 
PD Keith Hastings, who lead both 
discussions, compared production to 
Mike Ditka: "Love him or hate him, 
everyone knows who he is. That's 
what production has to do for your 
station. And it's not just something 
for large market stations. Figure out 

a way to make it happen in small a 
medium markets." But make su 
your production is conveying t 
right message, warned Jaco 
Media's Bill Jacobs. "Positioning tim 
radio station is the most importairt 
thing you can focus on."

our company, taking every opportuni-
ty to remind us how lucky he and we 
all were to be in this business that he 
loved so much." 

"We are deeply, deeply saddened 
at the passing of Doug Sorensen," 
Journal VP/GM-Omaha Operations 
Jim McKernan added. "Not only 
was he a great friend and colleague, 
most importantly he was a good hus-
band and father. He will be missed by 
everyone." 

Born on December 27, 1954, in 
Staten Island, N.Y., Douglas S. 
Sorensen studied at Allegheny 
Community College in Pittsburgh 
and graduated from the Brown 
Institute in Minneapolis. His first 
radio gig was at WKEN-AM in Dover, 
Delaware in 1973. Over the next five 
years, Doug would work on-air at 
seven stations in markets strewn all 
over the country, breaking into the 
business he had such passion for. 
With call letters like KZZP/Phoenix, 
WBZZ/Pittsburgh and WCCC/ 
Hartford under his belt, Doug landed 
his first PD job in 1979 at KLAQ/E1 
Paso. He spent the '80s in program-
ming positions at WTPA/ Harrisburg, 
KQRS/Minneapolis, and KATM/ 
Colorado Springs, and ushered in the 
'90s as PD of KATT/Oklahoma City. 
When he resigned from the heritage 
AOR to program a slouching Male AC 
in Kansas City in February of '92, 
more than a few people scratched 
their heads. Less than two months 
after landing at "The River," 
Sorensen transformed the station 
into KQRC, "The Rock," helping pio-
neer a new format that no one knew 
what to call back then but has since 
been dubbed Active Rock. Explaining 
the format change, Doug, with char-

acteristic dry wit, said he wanted to 
get out of the "ten stations in a phone 
booth going after 25-54 scenario." 
Demonstrating his greatest skill — 
the ability to assemble a winning 
team, nurture talent, and motivate 
the troops — Sorensen lead "The 
Rock" to the top of Kansas City's Rock 
market, ultimately forcing AOR 
dynasty KYYS out of the format. 

When Journal swapped KQRC 
away, Sorensen took over the newly 
created Operations Director role in 
Omaha and was named Director of 
Rock Programming for the group. At 
the time of his death, he led the pro-
gramming, promotion and marketing 
of Omaha stations KEZO-FM, 
KKCD-FM, KESY-FM, KSRZ-FM, 
KOSR-AM, and KBBX-AM. He also 
advised Journal Broadcast Group's 
Rock stations and served as an in-
company consultant to those stations' 
program directors and managers. He 
was a winner of many programming 
awards, including one for Most 
Influential Rock Programmer in 1996 
as voted by the readers of fmqb 
Rock. 

"Honest, approachable, kind and 
intelligent are just a few words we 
think of when remembering Doug 
Sorensen," said Dave Richards and 
Jo Robinson, Station Manager/PD 
and APD/MD, respectively, at 
Chicago's WRCX. "He was a heavily 
influential programmer, yet revelled 
in the chance to share his knowledge, 
not harbor it. Doug was a professor of 
radio, but more importantly a real 
person who put real priorities first... 
his family, his friends, his passion for 
life. This world is a much better place 
because Doug lived in it, and we are 
much better people because Doug 

touched our lives." 
"Doug brought a level of class and 

integrity to the business," added 
WRIF/Detroit APD Dave 
Wellington. "He was so upfront and 
honest. He gave so much to our 
industry and he set the standard for 
how we all should operate." 

Consultant Steve Young, who 
fielded frequent calls with a myriad 
of questions from Sorensen, remem-
bers a person "so full of life, such a 
nice guy, not a glory seeker, a friend 
to many. He mentored a lot of people 
who owe their careers to him. Doug 
was one of the most knowledgeable 
people in our business, always open 
to discuss and share things. His 
sense of humor was dryer than a 
gulch. If you wanted an honest 
answer, you'd ask Doug." 

Radio didn't have an exclusive on 
esteem for Sorensen. Record promot-
ers, too, held him in high regard, 
despite his reputation as one of the 
toughest adds in the business. "He 
was one of the all-time class guys in 
our business," says Restless Records 
VP of Rock Promotion Drew 
Murray. "You hate to lose people like 
that." "Doug was the kind of person 
many felt proud to include in their 
circle of friends," added Don Pratt, 
the Minneapolis-based A&M rep who 
worked Sorensen. "Doug defined the 
term 'true professional.'" 

"He taught me about radio and 
took time out to always speak with 
me and share his wealth of knowl-
edge," says A&M Sr. Director Rock 
Promotion Diane Gentile. "He was 
kind. He was proud of his family and 
his accomplishments and a dedicated 
broadcaster." 

Sorensen was advocating accessi-

bility and honesty right up until au 
end. "Everybody wants the sam.i 
thing, they want a straight answer 
he said during a Conclave panel fir, 
days before his death. "Many pro. 
grammers are very defensive about 
why they do what they do. They doe, 
want to talk about it. Everyone &cal 
the CEO, from Doug Morris arm 
everyone on down — does Doug run 
everything yet? — everybody wanta 
to know why. Why did Jo Robinson 
add the record? Why did 'RCX do it 
I'm very interested in finding tha. 
out. People sometimes kid me abou 
me asking a lot of questions but I'n 
very interested in why people à 
what they did." 

And, in a September '92 interviev 
with fmqb, Sorensen said, "We al 
want to be liked... and I think you cat 
get more bees with honey. If yot 
treat people appropriately, the] 
should probably treat you with the 
same respect." 

Sorensen is survived by his wife 
Pam, and their three children: Tyler 
age nine; Jenna - age seven; and Julie 
- age three. 

Funeral services were to be held 
Friday (7/24) in Omaha. A memorial 
fund has been set-up for the 
Sorensen children. Checks should be 
made payable to: The Sorensen 
Children's Scholarship Fund, and 
sent to: Journal Broadcast Group, 
Inc. - Omaha Operations - 11128 
John Galt Blvd.

Perhaps along with the passion and profession-
alism you emulated during your entire career, I should make a final 
note to myself that life moves by much too quickly, and when it ends, 
no one really cares if the transmitter readings were within limits that 
day. You will be missed, my friend. Rock Radio is better for having 
you as a part of it. 

I have to go now. Dana Jang is on the phone, but I'm only 
going to pick it up long enough to tell him that we'll do some network-

ing tomorrow. I'm going home early today to kiss my wife and play 
with my son. I might not even listen to the radio while I do it.

ARISTA UP, POLYGRANI DOWN 

Arista Records outstripped its own 
financial results for the sixth year 

in-a-row with sales in excess of 

$420 million for the fiscal year that 
began July 1, 1997 and ended June 
30, 1998. The label has had across 

the board success with its catalog 
sales as well as sales in new releas-
es from the Urban, Country Pop, 

Rock, and Alternative genres. 

Arista surpassed its goals with far 
fewer releases than its closest 

major label market share competi-
tors. PolyGram, on the other hand, 
announced that the company expe-
rienced an 84% drop in second 

quarter earnings. Net profits 

dropped to 23 million guilders 
($11.43 million) from 148 million 

from the same quarter in 1997 due 

in part to a lack of Pop hits for the 

label as well as the Asian financial 
crisis. Despite the drop in profits, 

the company's shares picked up 
slightly. Analysts say the stock rose 

partly due to investors relief that 

the financial news wasn't worse. 

Anticipating PolyGram's poor sec-
ond-quarter results, Seagram 

recently renegotiated its deal, 
bringing the purchase price down 
by $200 million to $10.4 billion. 

CLEAR CHANNEL'S BEST 

QUARTER Clear Channel 
Communication's Inc. Chairman/ 

CEO Lowry Mays reported that 

the company has had its best quar-
ter in the history of the organiza-
tion in the three month period end-

ing in June 1998. After tax cash 
flow increased 111% to $111.1 mil-

lion, or $.86 per share, compared to 
$52.7 million, or $.59 per share for 

the same quarter in 1997. Gross 

revenue increased 70% to $361.0 
million as a result of improvements 

in existing stations operations, the 
additional radio stations acquired 
in 1997, and the merger with 

Universal Outdoor in April 1998. 
This raised operating income 
before depreciation and amortiza-

tion 86% $154.5 million vs. $83.1 
million for the same quarter in 

1997. Net income increased 85% to 

$27.9 million, or $.22 per share, 
compared to $15.1 million or $.16 
per share for the second quarter of 

1997. All per share amounts are 

based on diluted shares outstand-
ing.

On the heels of singer Steven 
Tyler's knee injury, Aerosmith 

drummer Joey Kramer barely 
escaped serious injury when his 
Ferrari convertible caught on fire at a 
gas station near his suburban Boston 
home.

fered minor burns to his hands, arms 
and one leg after a leak in the gas 
tank caused the fuel to ignite. The

Bootlegs cost $30 or something, 
says Duritz, and nobody that buys a 
bootleg doesn t already have our 
record. I don t think it s competi-
tion. With Across A Wire now in 
stores, the Counting Crows started 
their third studio album last month.

David Lowery and Dennis Herring, 
who has worked with Cracker, 
Camper Van Beethoven. and 
Throwing Muses.

BEASTIES ROUNDABOUT: The

group. The Beastie Boys will perform 
on a turntable stage rotating a full

designed to surround the audience 
with sound. Reps of the Beastie Boys 
say they recently received a tele-
phone call from a clearly inebriated 
man claiming to be with Yes who 
accused them of purloining the 
entire concept. The caller said he 
had documents which he could not 
possibly produce at this time. He 
concluded by saying, Yes would have 
beaten your Beastly Boys to the 
punch by some 20 years had Rick 
Wakeman not become violently ill 
each time the stage accelerated dur-
ing the last eight to 10 minutes of 
Close To The Edge.

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A Problem Solving Forum for Progressive Programmers 

How About That Sports Fans! 
by Pat Welsh 

I've wanted to get on 

my soapbox about sports 

on the radio for a long 

time. First, let me say that 

I'm a huge sports fan. I'll 

rearrange my schedule 

just to see a game on TV. I 

turn to the sports section 

first when I get the news-

paper. Hell, I'm so sick that I even listen 

to hockey games over the Internet! 

That said, I think most music radio 

stations are wasting their time doing 

sports. 

The one thing that most stations do, 

reading scores from the night before dur-

ing the morning show, is usually irrele-

vant. With a few exceptions (listed below) 

"historical sports" is not what listeners are 

looking for from a music station. In the old 

days, before cable TV, USA Today and the 

Internet, giving scores was a valuable ser-

vice. Now, the true sports fan will have 

heard the scores the previous night from 

ESPN, the all-sports radio station, the 

local TV news or the Internet. Therefore, 

those who care, already know what hap-

pened; those who don't know, don't care. 

The most important thing to keep in 

mind is that sports, even for a male-domi-

nated station is a very polarizing thing. If 

you've never done a research project and 

asked about the relative importance of 

sports in your morning show, you may be 

surprised to find that it's usually the low-

est-ranking element. 

Even the "All-Sports" stations realize 

the inherent limitations of all-sports pro-

gramming. The Program Director of one 

top Sports Talk station was quoted on a 

recent national TV show as saying, 

"There's a reason that they only do 3 or 4 

minutes of sports on the nightly news." 

Consequently, several previously all-sports 

stations are moving away from all-sports 

in favor of what they call "Guy Talk." 

So, what should you be doing? Spend 

your sports time doing something that a 

listener will actually get something out of. 

Such as providing him with something he 

(and make no mistake about it, the vast 

majority of sports fans are male) can't get 

elsewhere. For example, your talent's com-

mentary about a particular player, team or 

event. Just as your morning team com-

ments on other events going on around 

them, they should give their opinions and 

observations about sports-oriented items. 

Whether it comes from a real sports 

director, or from the regular morning tal-

ent, this is more interesting than just 

reading the scores. And, if you have an 

arrangement with a local TV sports direc-

tor or sportswriter, you're wasting a valu-

able resource by just doing scores. Take 

advantage of this person's insights to find 

out what's really happening. 

Think about sports in terms of the 

entertainment value, not as an end in 

itself. At the same time, watch out for the 

dreaded "Morning Guy's Hometown 

Team" syndrome. This is when your morn-

ing person, who hails from a different part 

of the country, likes to talk about the team 

he grew up with, a team which no one 

locally gives a damn about. Stick to 

what interests the local fans. 

Here are a few other ideas on things 

that are relevant: 

• Big stories that transcend sports: The 

Super Bowl, local teams involved in major 

championships, the Olympics, Dennis 

Rodman getting arrested, etc. are events 

that are bigger than sports and should be 

covered anyway. 

• Major championships: Big games for the 

local teams and extraordinary or record-

breaking individual performances should 

be acknowledged. These things will inter-

est even casual fans. 

• If you're in the eastern part of the coun-

try, scores from the west coast. Also, late 

scores such as Monday Night Football, 

which typically ends after midnight in the 

east. 

• Extreme sports. Especially if you're tar-

geting 18-34's, this is an area that you 

might want to investigate. These sports 

aren't covered as much in mainstream 

media, so brief references to what might be 

going on (local events, championships, etc.) 

makes you sound more connected. 

• Local sports (below the college level) 

should usually be avoided. There aren't 

many other ways for people to get this 

information, because there aren't many 

people who care. 

Taking a seamless approach to sports, 

as you should be doing with news and top-

ical events, is the proper way to handle 

sports. Just as many relevant news stories 

easily spill over into the topical discussion 

of a morning show, the same thing is true 

for the most important sports stories. 

Finally, a word on doing sports in 

other dayparts. Don't! Seriously, the same 

rules apply in all dayparts. However, 

whatever you do, don't give live updates on 

games in progress. Any game or event 

that is big enough to warrant doing an 

update on will inevitably be broadcast 

somewhere else. If you want to sound hip, 

talk about it after the fact and welcome 

those who were watching the big game. 

But wait until the game's over. You would-

n't read promo liners for your competitor's 

morning show. Either way: it's simply an 

invitation for listeners to tune away.

Follow The Leader, KoRn's long-awaited third 
album, is easily one of the most anticipated albums of 
the year. When they released their first album five 
years ago, they spawned their own genre of music. 
Without naming names, there are bands that have 
copped their sound and look entirely from the band. 

So what's a band to do? Judging from their first two songs, change their 
sound up and remain innovators. First we were teased with "All In The 
Family," which showed a completely different side of KoRn. Guest vocalist 
Fred Durst (LIMP BIZKIT) and Jonathan Davis trading insults over a 
Hip-Hop beat was lyrically funny, but curses rendered it unairable. 
Musically, the song was in more of a Rap vein than Metal, and the only pro-
fanity-free mix of the song, a dance mix, was even less Metal-friendly. Even 
with those obstacles, the song charted, even though it was never officially 
worked. "Got The Life" shows another side of the band as well, but Metal 
can and will eat it up. KoRn's new production team, Steve Thompson 
(GUNS N' ROSES) and Toby Wright (ALICE IN CHAINS) bring a 
totally different sound to the band, but it's still unmistakably KoRn. Davis' 
sing-song vocals, the ultra-low, bass-heavy rhythm section and melodic gui-
tar squeals in the verses that are the band's trademarks remain, but over-
all, the song's slightly more dance-oriented . While our format broke KoRn 
and will continue to support them, if "Got The Life" is any indication of the 
rest of the album, we might have to get used to sharing them with other 
formats. At any rate, the song will tide Metal over until the release of 
Follow The Leader in less than a month. 

POUNDHOUND 
MASSIVE GROOVES..., METAL BLADE 
While KINGS X hasn't quite made it to the wide-
spread commercial success that they deserve, they've 
always maintained a presence at Metal radio 
throughout their career. Now that the band is newly 
signed to Metal Blade, guitarist Ty Tabor and vocal-
ist/bassist Doug Pinnick have released solo albums 

in preparation of a new King's X album coming in October. Ty's album, 
Moon/lower Lane, was extremely mellow, but POUNDHOUND (Pinnick's 
project) return's to X territory. Fully entitled Massive Grooves From The 
Electric Church of Psychofunkadelic Grungelism Rock Music, the title 
gives you some sort of an idea of what kind of music you can expect. While 

not overly heavy, anyone that likes King's X (and there's a lot of us out 
there) will dig the shit out of Doug's solo output. There's no mistaking his 
soulful voice, but Pinnick also made every other noise on the album, except 
for drums. His bandmate, Jerry Gaskill and ex-UGLY KID JOE skins-
man Shannon Larkin help out on the drums. Stickers on Pinnick's gui-
tar (pictured inside the album) give props to KoRn, BLACK SABBATH, 
pot and MTV's Dania. Somehow, elements of all of those influences as well 
as those in the album's title combine to form a very cool record that will let 
any fans of Kings X know that not only is the band still around, they're 
back! Listen to "Friends," "Hey" and "Shake" to start with. 

LEADFOOT 
BRING IT ON, THE MUSIC CARTEL 
The Music Cartel brings on LEADFOOT, which fea-
tures agile vocalist Karl Agell and bassist Phil 
Swisher, alumni of the one and only CORROSION 
OF CONFORMITY. They flesh-out their own unique 
and updated blend of '70s style, stoner-bent Rock 
music with the help of rhythm guitar and a steady 

flow and focus. Bring It On is executed like one seriously groovin' jam ses-
sion. A lot of this atmospheric music, including the vocals, was done live, 
but it's hardly detectable because the sound is so tight. It's not a surprise 
that the band claims SKYNYRD, THIN LIZZY, and AC/DC as influences, 
either; Skynyrd was the first band we thought of two minutes into the title 
cut. The southern tinged "Ripe," the sultry "Roll All Over You," and the riffy, 
trippy, and funkadelic "Young Dumb Snake" remind us of a much more 
Rock ̀ N Roll oriented version of CLUTCH. Leadfoot is purely and simply 
a fun Rock band to drink beer to.

Their new album, Follow The Leader (in stores in August 
18th, and featuring an amazing cover design by Spawn cre-
ator Todd McFarlane), is expected to take the band to 
greater heights in the coming months. Guest appearances 
from the likes of Ice Cube and Limp Bizidt s Fred Durst 
and Cheech Marin of Cheech & Chong fame (he was invited 
to lay down vocals for the band s new version of Cheech & 
Chong s Earache My Eye from the 1978 classic movie 
soundtrack Up In Smoke ) automatically make the album a 
must-listen. This first track is most definitely the most radio-
friendly and engaging of their career. Modern Rock should 
have absolutely no reservations about playing this record. It 
strikes the perfect balance between Hardcore and straight-
ahead Modern Rock. Don t get left behind. Instant support at 
WBCN, KNDD. WXRK, Live 105. KEDJ, KCXX, and 
KROQ. 

Better Than Ezra, "One More Murder," (Elektra/EEG) 
Recorded in their native New Orleans, the Good guys have 
changed their tune considerably on their third release, How 
Does Your Garden Grow. The result surprise and delight you. 
The hooks and melodies are still firmly in place, but the pro-
duction has become much more intense, and the overall sound 
much more diverse. This first single, also found on the X-Files 
soundtrack, is a fine example of how the band s sound has 
grown and matured. It s smooth, catchy and very refined. 
Expect Better Than Ezra to take a bold step up to the next 
level. 

Ruth Ruth, "Condition,' (RCA) 
Art You illy Fiwhde. th 2. band s RCA debut, nixes elements of 
Rock, Pop-Punk, and Psychedelia into a melting pot, and once 
again reveals their love for soaring melodies drenched in gui-
tars. If you ve followed the band since the beginning ( 95s 
Laughing Gallely and 96s Little Death EP), you Il be happy 
to know that they ve matured into the stand-out Rock force 
many suspected they d become. 

Tort Amos, "Jackie's Strength," (Atlantic/AG) 
Artist ownership is one of the most important issues facing 
the format today. Tori Amos is an artist that epitomizes the 
term, selling records and selling out 15,000 seat arenas on the 
strength of her Modern Rock airplay. The success of Spark 
has pushed her career to the next level and made her one of 
the, if not the, most bankable female artist on the Modern 
Rock airwaves. Jackie s Strength is a powerful, and once 
again, passionate display of her enchanting talents. Early 
support at WOXY. WBTZ. WBER, and WFNX 

The Amazing Royal Crowns, Do The Devil," (Velvet) 
Our music is greasy Rock & Roll. Punk. Rock, and 
Rockabilly, says singer Jason King Kendall in describing 

his band s sound. But please take note that the band is not a 
retro act. I think anything tagged like that is silly, dismiss-
es Kendall. We appreciate the sensibilities of the 50s, but we 
live in the 90s. I hate the word retro - its derogatory. It makes 
it seem like a big novelty. With a strong base being built for 
the band in the Northeast, ARC is shaping up to be anything 
but a novelty. Airplay at stations such as WBCN, W13TZ, 

WEQX, KCXX, WKRL. WBRU, WMRQ, WFNX, and 
WHTG have the format taking notice of this high-energy out-
fit. Play their record and be sure to see them live! 

Catatonia, "Road Rage," (Vapor/Warner Bros.) 
For those of you that missed the boat on the extremely time-
ly and catch track, Mulder & Scully, never fear. The truth 
is still out there about this U.K. band. Road Rage proves the 
band s worth and viability in the format. If you play this 
track, an excellent phone story is almost guaranteed. The 
epic, slow build nature of this song is one that will attract 
both male and female listeners. Vocalist Cery Matthews is 
a star-in-waiting. 

The Getaway People, "Chocolate," (Columbia/CRC) 
Although they re a five-piece from Norway, they possess an 
undeniably American sound. Combining the best elements of 
Rock, Soul, Funk, and Jazz, the Getaway People ooze rhythm, 
style, diversity, and swagger. It s a hit, plain and simple. The 
chorus ranks as one of the catchiest of summer, and the 
instrumentation as tight and dance-inducing as they come. 
Taken from their superb self-titled debut. 

Piastiscene, "Big Wheel," (Fanje) 
The essential Plastiscene sound is defined by Singer/song-
writer Roger Gisborne as ... 90s psychedelic... . Too 
American to be British - and too British to be American - the 
band blend the power and dynamics of favorites like 
Radiohead, early Bowie and the Smashing Pumpkins. The LA 
Weekly recently described it Am the Walrus -era Beatles, 
laced with Hammond B-3 organs and Funky Drummer 
beats... The result is surprisingly accomplished for a band 
who have been together such a short while and whose 
youngest member recently graduated high school.

Such praise and admiration will not likely go unno-
ticed, as this first slice of their debut is a no-brainer.

(Dream Works) 
Recorded (and produced by the Dust Brothers) specifically 
for the Dead Man On Campus soundtrack, Supergrass 
unpredictable culmination of influences, ranging from the 
Beatles and David Bowie to the Buzzcocks, has earned them 
enormous praise and more than respectable chart success in 
the U.K. This is a beautifully styled and expertly constructed 
Pop song, one that remains both ambitious and thoroughly 
appetizing.

WHFS, 
and has started the ball roiling on ¡chat 
looks to be one of the more successful debuts of the 
summer. We recently caught up with Flys front man, 
Adam Paskowie to chat about the bands recent 
rise /0 prominence, suifing, Dennis Rodman, and 
Katie Holmes. 

The single has really begun to take off. 
I know, how does it happen so fast? Not to say that 
we are an overnight wonder or anything, we re still 
kind of a mystery to some people. It s unbelievable 
how quick it s got going. We re getting a lot of spins 
on both coasts, I can t believe it. It s great. 

How did the band come together? I know it s 
sort of a family thing. 
It reads like this: James, Pete and I have known 
each other for a long time, and we ve been floating 
around doing different stuff. The Flys did the indie 
thing, and never intended to go into a whole giant 
thing. We re kind of from this nomadic family. 
Before my brother, Josh, was in the band he did the 
art and everything and then kind of muscled his way 
into the band. We did an indie record, 25 Cents, with 
Miles Copeland. We went to Europe and toured, 
and came back and did the second record and its 
just kind of taken off. The five of us have been tour-
ing for the last three or four years, hardcore. 

Most of your family has been deeply involved 
with surfing. What made you decide to get into 
music? 
It s really weird. My mom s an opera singer, actual-
ly. She really had one of the greatest voices of her 
time. She was amazing. She met my wacky dad, and 
gave it all up and had a bunch of kids. So that s 

where I think we get the influence. The surfing trip 
is something I did [professionally], and still do when 
I get time. James and the guys are surf-crazed. 
They re out there every single day, twice a day. 

I hear your family still runs a surf camp. 
We sure do. It s the premiere surf camp in the whole 
country. My brother Izzy runs it, and he embezzles 
all the money. The connection between surf camp 
and Black Flys, my brother s company, was helpful. 

We probably couldn t have survived without all the 
free crap that we got from everybody. It s funny now 
to have our own momentum. Surf camp fed us. The 
Black Flys gave us glasses to sell on the road and 
kept the band alive, really. When we needed stick-
ers, Jack or my brother John would let us take one 
of theirs and let us say it was ours. They were tough 
times, but they re going to market us like the Spice 
Boys, I m sure. Through it all, we ve been through 
the flicking mill. We re like mean dogs. It s gonna be 
a great thing to be all powdered and clean and 
everything. We haven t been that way for so long. 
Eight guys in a van, and a dog - it s been fucking 
insane. I m just waiting for the first guy to come to 
us and say, You guys are fags! You re the Spice 
Boys! Josh is just going to knock him unconscious 
with one shot. We ve been hardened by indie life. 
We re ready for any eventuality.

THE STATE OF INDEPENDENTS 

The local music position is a critical 
image for you to own when there is more 
than one Modern Rock station in a market. 
The single, most effective way to own the 
local music position is to support and play 
local independent artists. 

Radio stations build communities around 
listeners who share similar musical tastes 
and lifestyles. Modern Rock listeners tend to 
be more passionate about music, are experi-
mental in their musical tastes, and are 
actively seeking the music which reflects 

themselves and their community. When there are several stations in a 
market playing Modern Rock, local music can become a key marketing 
and promotional tool, if it used as a basis for building a community. 

The Modern Rock station which owns the image of supporting up-
and-coming independent artists, is also most likely to be the station 
which will be respected as the most legitimate representative of the 
local music community, by listeners and artists alike. 

What is an independent recording artist? 
These are two levels of musicians in most communities: garage bands 

and independent recording artists. The garage band level consists of 
younger bands who might have a few good musical ideas, but still have 
to prove themselves as sustainable business entities. Independent 
artists have already demonstrated that they can combine artistry with 
business. They have achieved a major gtel by recording and releasing 
their own record. They are ready for radio support. 

Radio and The Independent Artist. 
Historically, radio has viewed local artists as the unwelcome under-

dogs of the music industry. There has been a perception that local music 
is some how inferior to what mainstream record labels and industry 
charts are offering. Even with a major label release, the Goo Goo Dolls 
couldn t get airplay on Buffalo radio early in their career. 

Typically, most radio stations involvement with local music has been 
limited to homegrown shows, where they focused on artists at the 
garage band and demo tape level. Once a year they would run a talent 
contest, make a station record of the winners and then put it on a shelf. 

Thankfully, there has been a significant shift in attitude in the past 
five years. Modern Rock radio stations have begun to realize that their 
audiences don t necessarily have a prejudice towards local independent 
artists. In fact, the reverse is often true. Independent recording artists 
have become recognized as the source for tomorrow s music trends. 
From a listener s point of view, independent music is also affordable 
music. A fan can actually buy concert tickets, a few beers and still have 
money left over for groceries that week. 

How to Win the Local Music Position and Win in the Ratings. 
Even with the increased acceptance, and the improved quality of 

independent artists, it is certainly not in your station s best interest to 
just load up your playlist with local music. Here are some tips on how 
to own the local music position, without putting your ratings at risk: 

1) Start by hiring or appointing a Local Music Director. This should 
be someone who already lives and breathes the scene. They should have 
a working knowledge of the clubs, bands, fanzines, promoters, etc. The 
Local Music Director would be responsible for sustaining a liaison with 

all levels of the local music industry. 
Warning: This person will be, first and foremost, the key public rela-
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tions contact for your music community. It is essential that the individ-
ual be cordial and reachable. Your plans to build a warm and fuzzy com-
munity relationship can backfire if you choose a representative who 
doesn t return calls, plays favorites with some artists and ignores others, 
or has other personal agendas which do not reinforce your station s good 
will to all local music policy. The wrong person in this position will only 
create bad word of mouth for your station, and undermine all your efforts 
to be the community leader. 

2) Create a weekly program highlighting independent releases from 
the region, hosted by your Local Music Director. Within the context of 
the show, you can safely present a wider variety of music styles and pro-
duction qualities than you would consider for regular rotation. 

Every Sunday evening is the best time to schedule the show, as it is 
the one day where many bands are off the road. Besides the bands, the 
show will attract the regular attention and listening from the rest of the 
music community managers, bookers, agents, producers and engi-
neers, labels and other media. 

The select community of listeners is a prime market for certain 
advertisers such as recording studios, photographers, electronic hard-
ware and software suppliers, music stores, and of course the bars and 
clubs. You can package the show for top-dollar sponsorship, and charge 
a premium rate for targeted commercial placement within the show. 

3) Don t skimp on production quality for the show. The music will 
sound better when it s presented within a professional, produced pack-
age. Use billboards and sweepers throughout the show. While the music 
might have rough edges, that is not an excuse for radio to be lazy about 
the production sizzle. 

4) Direct the host to present the music NOT to critique it like 
print media is forced to do. Everyone hears music differently, and not 
everyone agrees about each song. Playing a song on the radio allows the 
audience to judge for itself. Play up the strength of our medium. 

5) Review the songs and artists featured on your local music show. 
Identify those songs which would stand up against the songs in your reg-
ular mix. Be on the look out for artists which capture the attention and 
support of your audience, and get involved with presenting their shows. 

From time to time you will find a song which deserves your station s 
full support with regular rotations. Who s to say where the next big 
thing will come from? Consider a few of the now famous artists who 
started as independent artists: Sarah MacLachlan, The Barenaked 
Ladies, Green Day, Offspring, Hootie And The Blowfish, Nine Inch Nails 
and Beck. Pretty impressive. 

Winning the Local Music Position. 
It your Modern Rock competitors are ignoring the local music scene, 

or only giving it limited exposure, then playing independent artists from 
your region can be a powerful point of difference for the listeners. 

Make sure your station is credible and sincere in its coverage of your 
music community, and you can be confident that it will generate positive 
word-of-mouth for your station, among listeners, the artists and the 
media. The bonus is your local music community, the artists, fans and 
all the related businesses will prosper and thrive.

And, for many, the car is a sound chamber where the bulk of 
their music listening takes place. 

Both CD Radio and AMRC will offer around 100 chan-
nels each. CD Radio says it will be less personality-oriented. 
Abrams says the contemporary music channels on AMRC will 
be in-your-face radio. Morning shows will feature production, 
with all the bells and whistles that radio stations utilize. The 
Talk and information channels will also be personality dri-
ven. We will probably originate the bulk of them ourselves, 
although we are talking to some major entertainment compa-
nies who specialize in news and other areas to do dedicated 
formats for us, Abrams reveals. I would predict that maybe 
30 or 40 of them will be joint ventures with outside providers. 
We re going to be hiring complete staffs. We re going to try 
and find the best, most creative out-of-the-envelope, pro-
gramming, production, and jocks we can find, and really cre-
ate something special. And, the timing is great: The large 
radio companies are focused on debt-service and building 
cume. Their eye is off the creative ball. We re going to really 
grab that and try to create some really outrageous radio. 

Like Abrams, newly named AMRC President/CEO 
Hugh Panero sees a market among listeners disenfran-
chised by today s corporate radio, just like experimental FM 
Rock stations appealed to an earlier generation turned off by 
big AM Top 40 stations. When I was in my twenties, living 
in New York City, he reminisces, I would listen to Alison 
Steele, The Nightbird, on WNEW. I listened because she 
created an environment that I felt comfortable in, she spoke 
about the things I wanted to hear, she was sexy, and she 
played the music I liked to hear. I had an attachment te that 
particular station because it represented who I was at the 
time. I don t think radio stations do that anymore because 
they have found very cost-effective ways to put on radio that s 
pre-formatted, by buying up many radio stations in a given 
marketplace, by segmenting the market, by programming it 
from a non-local facility. People tend to realize that, and 
we re going to create a service that s going to be real radio. 
It II be gutsy and in-your-face and have a personality. 

Digital satellite radio s impact on traditional broadcast 
entities will take years to be felt. AMRC believes it will effect 
radio the same way cable impacted the TV networks. Cable 
and satellite TV certainly impacted the networks, but strong 
operations with great talent are still profitable. Coming from 
Time Warner Cable and Request Television (a pay-per-view 
network), Panero sees the parallels with cable. You had an 
environment where network television was a very profitable 
business, he says. Networks dominated the television busi-
ness. All of a sudden, cable television popped on the scene. 
Everybody ignored it initially. They thought it was never 
going to get off the ground, no one would ever pay for televi-
sion, and no one would ever want to see advertising across all 
those channels. I was part of a group of people that were 
building a cable television system in New York City, and fif-
teen years later, they re a pretty dominant force in the televi-
sion industry. When somebody offers a service that s a little 
better, or another alternative to the existing entertainment 
company that s out there, people migrate to that. What we re 
doing to the radio business is very similar. There are a cou-
ple of companies that are dominating. It s an extremely suc-
cessful business for some companies. In order to generate the 
profits that they ve made, they ve done some things that as 
business decisions are terrific, but in terms of how they 
impact consumers, it has left an opening for alternative music 
distribution formats to present themselves. That s a function 
of life in the media business. Businesses become very suc-
cessful and alternatives come about, more choices are creat-
ed, and the whole category gets better because it s more com-
petitive. 

We Il just be another piece of the whole media pie, adds 
Abrams. Just like NBC, CBS and local TV stations survived, 
local radio will survive and probably prosper. The real win-
ner here is going to be the listener. Some of the weaker sta-
tions may get into some financial trouble because the last 
thing in the world they need is another competitor. But the 
stronger AM and FM stations will prosper. Because, the one 
thing we can t do is provide some of the local services. We are 
truly national. 
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Jacobs Media President Fred Jacobs agrees that s 
tions that remember their community obligations and t 
very nature of community that good radio creates w 
weather this new competition. On the one hand, radio h 
been in the crosshairs of other new media forever, he sa 
It seems to have this cockroach-like quality to mutate an 
survive no matter what comes at it. I have an inherent con 
dence that radio as a medium will find a way to survive an 
work its way out of whatever problems services like AMR 
and CD Radio can bring. Obviously, there are going to 
some questions down the road that are now unanswerabl 
regarding how many units radio can add before it reall 
becomes a serious tune-out problem and listening levels sta 
going down, thus helping to power services like these. On th 
other side, these services have a lot of pressure on them, no 
the least of which is getting a subscriber base going on a larg 
enough scale to really have a serious impact. Cable Radio ha 
been offered to consumers for their homes over the past sev 
eral years. Many years ago there was talk that it woul 
severely impact radio, but it really has become a non-factor 
even though some of these services are very appealing on th 
surface. But people seem to have come up short when it 
come down to actually spending another $9 or $10 a month o 
top of their cable bills. There s only so much budget that 
family has, and radio is free. There are certainly some loca 
issues radio may have to address as the business moves mor 
into the virtual settings, where programming is digitally corn 
ing in and stations in smaller markets become less local. 
Some of that may have to be rethought, particularly durin 
drivetime, when listeners need more local information. 
Perhaps there will be better ways of presenting radio in a vir-
tual way so that it sounds even more local. There are so many 
heavy issues impacting radio at this moment that it s really 
hard to look that far down the road and start panicking over 
yet another threat on the horizon. There have been quite a 
number of threats over the years and radio has managed to 
survive. Are consumers going to get one of these systems for 
all of their cars? Most families have a couple of cars and 
three-car families are growing. There s a lot of pressure on 
these services in the same way that there s pressure on a new 
cable channel to not just provide good programming but to 
also get themselves on enough systems so that they can actu-
ally have some kind of national impact. Again, as technology 
grows and changes, this isn t the least of radio s concerns. 
There are so many other factors out there. The Internet is a 
prime example. Radio is going to have to learn how to 
mutate, or fight the good fight, and find the things that it does 
very well. It is probably going to come down to localism. 

Jacor s Owens agrees. The secrets of success are the 
same, he believes, just more critical: Highly targeted local-
ized programming that prioritizes difficult-to-duplicate 
attributes. The greatest danger that stations face from these 
services are some audience erosion resulting in some degree 
of rate compression. Even though the share-of-market 
demise of network television was driven by a similar inter-
section of technology and regulation, it s inappropriate to use 
that outcome as a model for forecasting the impact of non-
localized mass-distributed programming on highly localized, 
market-specific products. Super-serving the local consumer 
will continue to be our best defense. 

Dave Numme, OM of KUFO/Portland, equates the 
advent of new technology with a more exciting competitive 
landscape. It s inevitable that new technology will bring us 
new and different competition, he declares. But, if anything, 
it s exciting. Its all going to be about how good it is. 
Programmers are programmers, regardless of the medium, 
and good programmers are going to be in great demand in the 
next five years. 

Still, with 200 channels offering extremely specialized 
niche programming, satellite radio will undoubtedly have 
some kind of impact on those stations that program to niche 
demos. We could easily be our own worst enemy, with regard 
to new competition of this type, Jacobs Media consultant 
Dave Beaming concedes. If in an effort to pay for these radio 
stations that we ve bought, we up the unit count and then 
up it again and again we re going to drive listeners some-
place else, and a commercial-free 100-channel choice might

start to be very attractive. Jacobs doesn t expect 
radio s satellite sister to induce changes in pro-
gramming philosophy. Radio people, given the 
financial pressures of the last several years, aren t 
going to start widening out their formats or their sta-
tions in order to compete, he says. Commercial 
radio can t and shouldn t compete with public radio 
any more than it can or should compete with the dig-
itally delivered music service. It s like anything else. 
When you get an outside threat you have to reassess 
what it is you do well and focus on your strengths. 

Radio stations sense of community are their 
greatest strength. The Redwings recently won their 
second Stanley Cup, Jacobs recalls. For that entire 
period of time, you wanted to be listening to local 
Detroit radio stations, either the information sta-
tions to hear people talk about the win, or the music 
stations to hear people have fun with it. Every com-
munity, down to the very smallest, has those issues 
that radio really does a great job of bringing to life 
and making more compelling. I don t suspect that 
any of these outside threats are going to change 
radio s value and utility. It just may put more pres-
sure on radio people to do it better and more consis-
tently. Don t lose sight of what your mission really 
is. That s true whether there s a new competitor in 
the market, a new morning show up against yours, 
or even the local newspaper doing something right. 
You ve got to focus on what it is you do well. Radio 
is there for the long haul. 

Another attribute of any good radio station is 
creativity, and AMRC s Abrams thinks satellite 
radio will force conventional radio to rethink its on-
air creativity. Once we start making some serious 
impact, [radio is] going to have to definitely rethink, 
particularly creatively. One of our plans is to really 
take the traditional formats and evolve them with 
new ideas. I can assure you, none of our stations will 
have Twofers or Block Parties. [Initially], there will 
be some denial, a who cares? attitude. Once they 
start seeing what we plan on doing and hearing 
about us, then they 11 start looking at themselves and 
say, Gee, we d better creatively upgrade ourselves. 

AMRC s launch will be accompanied by a $100 
million marketing plan including television and 
print. Abrams compares it to Windows 95 s satura-
tion marketing. There s a ton of money set aside for 
marketing, he discloses. The physics of the mar-
keting plan haven t been fully put together, but we 
know it will probably be a combination of heavy tele-
vision and print, and some event marketing. Some 
of our programming partners will also contribute to 
the marketing plan. The company will target sev-
eral demographic niches and tailor the messages for 
each of them. We re going to need a very forceful 
and expansive media campaign to reach people, 
Panero adds. We 11 need to explain what the ser-
vices, and the benefits of the services, are going to be. 
It s very similar [to] what has happened surrounding 
the launch of Direct TV. There will be a lot of co-op 
marketing with electronics manufacturers. There 
will be a lot of television, radio and print advertising 
that pounds home the fact that there s an alternative 
out there, and you have to make that message res-
onate with consumers so that they see the benefits. 
The benefits are going to be fairly obvious to people. 
Research shows that 50% of the people have a choice 
of one of only five formats. There are many different 
listening groups that are underserved in various 
markets. I read a recent USA Today/CNN Gallup 
Poll piece which said that 68% of the people ages 18-
29 said that stations tend to repeat the same songs 
more often than they like. Radio stations are not 
making available specific kinds of music that these 
people really want to hear, and in many cases, are 
repeating some music to the point where it s turning 
people off. If you look at it with common sense, this 

is a terrific idea. We re really going to offer some-
thing that people want, and it s going to be a very 
successful service. We re not talking about the 
Internet, where things are fairly amorphous. We re 
talking about a radio product that exists, that s 
already successful as a business, and we re just going 
to notch it up a bit. When you think of it like that, 
we re not dealing with vapor here. We re dealing 
with something that we re going to take to the next 
level. 

Although CD Radio Chairman/CEO David 
Margo's,» wouldn t comment on his company s 
plans, the company s Web site offers some insight 
into CD Radio s proposed programming. It intends 
to offer 50 channels of music programming and 
another 50 of all-News, all-Sports and all-Talk pro-
gramming. As far as music is concerned, genres 
ranging from Chamber Music to Reggae, with every-
thing in between, are listed. How will CD Radio pro-
gramming impact Rock and Alternative formats? 
Right now there are two Alternative Rock channels 
planned, along with two Classic Rock channels, an 
Album Rock and a Hard Rock/Metal channel. 
Alternative Rock I sounds like it will mirror current 
commercial Modern Rock signals, with Beek, Live 
and The Smashing Pumpkins listed as represen-
tative artists. It s where Alternative takes off and 
pushes the envelope, is how Alternative Rock II is 
described, listing Triple Fast Action and 
Reverend Horton Heat as artists. Album Rock 
will provide mainstream Heritage fare, such as 
Aerosmith, Collective Soul and the Dave 
Matthews Band. Hard Rock/Metal will take an 
Active Rock stance, with artists ranging from 
AC/DC to Suicidal Tendencies. Of the two Classic 
Rock stations, one will play the hits, while the other 
will concentrate on playing the deeper cuts from the 
classic albums of the 60s and 70s, including The 
Grateful Dead, The Beatles, and Cream... As far 
as the non-music half of their content is concerned, 
CD Radio will help make you feel better about your-
self. The company has entered into an agreement 
with self-improvement company Personal 
Achievement Networks in which the Personal 
Achievement Live service will be broadcast on one of 
their channels. 

With hundreds of new digital listening choices 
on the horizon, the question arises: Will consumers 
find room for two companies offering essentially the 
same service? Unless one of us screws up really 
badly, we re both going to do very well, Abrams spec-
ulates. It s as if two companies owned all the cable 
TV channels. From what I understand, they 11 be 
more of an audio service, and we 11 probably be more 
personality radio. There s definitely room for both. 

So with this potentially huge new development 
coming with the new millennium, should radio view 
digital satellite radio as a legitimate threat or a non-
entity? At this point in time, the best answer seems 
to be neither. The most important thing radio can do 
is to not over-react, important advice for any direct 
competition. Programmers need to continue to do 
the best job that they can. The key, emphasizes 
Fred Jacobs, is not looking over your shoulder 
at an alien threat, but focusing on what you do 
well and doing it better. Radio is there for the 
long haul. Abrams agrees. It s absolutely 
critical to pick your programming turf and 
be brilliant at it, he says. If you re going to 
be a businessman PD, fine, that s great, do 
that well. If you re going to be a creative 
type program designer, do that well. It real-
ly takes a tremendous focus these days to be 
successful at programming, because, with 
consolidation, there are going to be fewer and 
fewer really true programming gigs out there. 
So you ve got to be really good to cut through it. 
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Its very important for programmers to think out of 
the envelope and come up with a creative batting 
average. Out of every 100 ideas, if 30 work, you re 
batting .300 and you re doing great work. The typical 
radio station that you walk into, the attitude is we ve 
got a morning show, we ve got our music tested, we ve 
got some marketing money... everything s fine. Its 
not. There s so much more to really great radio than 
those three things. Its important for programmers to 
try to create complete radio stations, really com-
pelling, stations that help set the cultural tone of 
their communities. Just try, in an intelligent way, 
some new things. I drove from Dallas to Washington, 
a two day drive, and I went through all these mar-
kets. It was unbelievable, the utter sameness. The 
same slogans, in many cases the same voices doing 
the promos, the same features, the same music, the 
same everything. People say, National radio, how 
are you going te create that local identity? It doesn t 
matter, based on what I m hearing out there now. 
When I was kid, we lived in Chicago and used to drive 
to Miami and go through Indianapolis, Louisville, 
Nashville, Atlanta, Jacksonville, to hit Miami. With 
each of those cities, you could tell where you were by 
the local radio stations. The stations had character. 
You could tell they were trying to be an integral part 
of their community. Now you make that same trip 
and it could be one station. 

If satellite music delivery services make radio 
programming better by default, that can only be 
healthy for broadcasting as á whole. But can radio 
stations survive being nibbled to death, a percentage 
point here, another there? If these services provide 
better coverage and comprehensive niche program-
ming, which they say is their goal, it will impact 
radio, both individual stations and large groups. 

AMRC s Hugh Panero thinks that the climate 
for broadcasters can only be enhanced by new, tech-
nologically-driven competition. This is a very big 
business, he notes. Radio has been, and still is, very 
successful. The pie does get bigger. We are going to 
provide an alternative to consumers. We are going to 
make the entire industry healthier because all busi-
nesses over time need to have new entrants in order 
to stimulate the product that s being offered to the 
consumer, and we happen to be the one that s going 
to enter the new radio business. 
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You re driving in your car. You turn on the radio, insert the S-card and a hundred chan-
nels of niche programming are at your fingertips, everything from World Beat to Tex-Mex, 
from Boleros to Diesel Boy. You ve already spent $200 for the receiving equipment and you re 
shelling out a monthly subscription fee of $9.95. 

Admittedly, this scenario wouldn t be a stretch among upscale adults with long com-
mutes, or with those that spend lots of time on the road for business. It may also be very 
attractive to male consumers, who are usually more likely to embrace new toys and gadgets 
than females. Since digital, satellite-delivered radio is still in the developmental start-up 
phase, the million dollar question remains: How popular will these services become, how long 
will that popularity last, and how will conventional over-the-air radio be effected? We can all 
remember the consternation some people in the radio industry felt about the possible impact 
on at-home listening of cable music channels when they first appeared. 

Here s how the new technology will work: The programming studios will generate a dig-
ital radio signal and then beam it more than 20,000 miles to a satellite in geosynchronous orbit 
around the earth. The satellite will beam the signal back to the continental United States and 
Canada (digital radio services are also a possibility in Europe) where the signal will be 
received by a two-inch wide antenna in your vehicle s rear windshield. The S-band radio card 
will fit into the cassette or CD slot in your car s stereo system. They 11 be using NASA-level 
technology that s still in the developmental stages. In urban areas, where buildings could 
potentially wreak havoc with the signal, there will be hundreds of repeaters or retransmission 
stations. Satellite radio proponents promise seamless coverage in all urban and rural areas. 
They say that static will be a thing of the past. You 11 be able to drive from New York to San 
Francisco while listening to the same station, the quality of the broadcast never fading. 

Another advantage: Satellite radio s audience potential will be excellent in markets that 
have long been underserved by over-the-air broadcasting. There are an estimated 45 million 
listeners beyond Arbitron s 240 measured markets. About 10 million of those listeners have 
access to less than five FM stations. 

WKQX/Chicago PD Alex Luke understands the value satellite radio services have for 
consumers in rural areas. But, I do think that it will be a challenge for them to get sub-
scribers, because people are used to radio being free. National networks will never be able to 
localize as well as radio. It will be very interesting to see what they do with the technology. 
KEGL/Dallas PD Greg Stevens agrees, calling digital satellite a blank page. If they devel-
op compelling national programming, the consumer will be there. It s hard to imagine a 
national service supplanting good local broadcasting. Consumers aren t going to spend money 
on something that they re used to getting for free unless they can t get quality radio and music 
programming where they live. If they offer more niche and premium programming, people 
will be willing to spend the money. They also have to be conscious of having a national per-
sonality as well as national personalities. 

By the fourth quarter of next year, CD Radio, which declined to be interviewed for this 
article, hopes to be beaming digital radio signals across America from the bird. Its chief com-
petitor, American Mobile Radio Corporation (which will have a name change in the near 
future) is expected to be launched in late 1999 or early 2000. And Digital One in the United 
Kingdom is preparing an overseas introduction. A name well known to Rock radio, Lee 
Abrams, is a key member of AMRC s management staff. Most recently a consultant to ABC 
Radio Networks, Capstar and Nationwide, Abrams has been named Senior VP/Content and 
Programming for ARMC. Abrams, who created the wildly successful Superstars format in 
the seventies, could very well be the programmer to make AMRC s product appealing and prof-
itable for the new millennium. 

Abrams, naturally, is bullish on satellite radio s audience potential, comparing it to that 
of the burgeoning FM band in the early 70s. I look at this as just another new technology, 
he told finqb. I see it as being the band of choice, just like FM radio became the band of 
choice. And, it Il be the dominant band in time. Abrams sees massive listening potential 
based on unprecedented format variety. By taking a musical genre like Rock and designing 
ten or fifteen different flavors, AMRC hopes to target small, loyal niche audiences. Just the 
sheer quality of the sound will be amazing, he vows. For the first time, formats that have 
been relegated to the AM band, traditional Country, Nostalgia or even varieties of Talk, will 
be in this full, tremendous digital sound. Those two things alone, the rapidly changing tech-
nology and people s willingness to embrace new things will contribute to this being massive. 

Jacor VP/Programming Tom Owens anticipates AMRC and CD Radio will have limited 
impact on local radio until they achieve user-friendly portability. AMRC is targeting not only 
the in-car listener, but the home and portable markets as well. They plan on having different 
equipment for the three different markets, believing that they 11 mutually support each other 
from a marketing standpoint. However, just by putting the system in a vehicle, the services 
are getting the jump on cable radio. Most consumers associate cable with one thing: televi-
sion. Conversely, almost anyone that uses their car to commute, listens to music, news, or talk 
on the radio. There are an estimated 34 million people that commute one to two hours a day
